VETERANS ATTEND CHURCH ON
YPRES ANNIVERSARY

In honor of the day six years ago
when the = Canadian Corps won im-
perishable fame for Canada by an
exhibition of prowess and courage
on the field of battle equalling the
best traditions of the British army,
the veterans of Watford and vicin-
ity celebrated the sixth anniversary
of the second battle of Ypres by
parading to Trinity Church on Sun-
day evening to thank God and take
part in the service of prayer and
praise arranged to mark the occas-
ion.

There were two dozen Veterans
present, among them men who took
part gnd some who were wounded in
the St. Julien engagement. The
officers present were Major R. H.
Stapleford, Capt. R. D. Swift and
Sergt. Major Owens. All joined lust-
ily in the service and listened atten-
tively to the address given by the
rector, Rev. S. P. Irwin, who took
for his text the words “Be of good
cheer; It is I; be not afraid.” (St.
Mark 6:50).

The speaker referred to the action
of the Canadian troops at the front
during that celebrated battle on
April 23rd, 1915, when the soldiers
of Canada filled in the breach and
saved the day for the Allies. He
showed that without God nothing
can be accomplished. Science, educa-
tion and money combined with self
will bring disaster to any cause while
science, education and money with
God instead of selt would conquor
the world. Cul. Kenward read the
108th Psalm, Mr. W. G. Connolly
sang an appropriate solo ‘“‘Let us
have Peace,” and hymns especially
suitable to the occasion were sung
by the choir and lustily joined in by
all present.

The second battle of Ypres began
on April 22nd, 1915, and on that and
two succeeding days was fought
what proved to be one of the most
strategically important engagements
of the war. When the Germans sent
over for the first time waves of
chlorine gas the Turcos, moved by
superstitious fear, broke in panic,
and the Canadians left flank was left
unprotected. The 2nd and 3rd Brig-
ades stood their ground although
suffered disastrous losses, the latter
managing to guard its unprotected

left with such success that the Ger-|

mans were unable to press forward
through the breach. During the night
the 1st and 4th Battalion were mov-
ed up and the defensive line was
made intact again. Credit was given
to the Canadians for having “saved
the day” by preventing the Germans
breaking through, which, having
been gecomplished, would have left
the enemy practically a clear path to
the Channel ports.

PAVING FOR MAIN STREET )

Yes, it does seem almost too good
to be true, but after a fall, winter
and spring when our business
thoroughfare has been continuously
in an almost impassable condition, it
became very evident to our citizens
that this.condition which has meant
so much discomfort to the people
and loss of buginess to our town,
could not be tolerated another yeur,
and a strong petition was handed to
our town council requesting action
to be taken regarding.the paving of
our Main street from the G.T.R.
bridge to the fourth line with cdn-
crete or other permanent material.
The town council acted promptly
and appointed Reeve Harper and
Councillor W. G. Connolly to go to
Toronto and interview the Minister
of Public Works regarding goverrn-
ment assistance to build this paving.
Councillor J. R. McCormick and
Manager Bate of the Wire Works
were added to the deputation and
the trip to Toronto was mad2 by
auto.

Through the kindness of Mr. Les-
lie Oke, M.P.P., an interview was
arranged with the Minister, Hon.
Mr. Biggs, who was found to be a
very courteous gentleman. The depu-
tation explained the deplorable con-
dition of our street and how it look-
ed like only a waste of money to
attempt to repair it. They also went
into the matter of the importance
of this piece of road on account of
it being a connecting link on a Pro-
vincial-County highway connecting
the Sarnia gravel road with the
Longwoods road, and therefore
should be entitled to aid from the
Provincial road funds.

The Minister explained in detail
certain amendments to the good
roads act which had been passed last
year to take care of towns and vill-
ages, and how Watford could by
possing a by-law and making request
through the county council receive
govenrment aid which would permit
them to pave this street , at a low
cest to the ratepayers.

At the request of the deputation
the Minister agre~d ‘o send to Wat-
ford his chief eng..ieer, Mr. Muir, to
explain the matter to the citizens. A
public meeting has therefore been
announced to be held in the Lyceum
on Wednesday evening, May 4th, at
8 p.m., at which Mr. Muir will speak
and all rate payers should avail them-

COMMUNITY CANNING AND
LAUNDRY

“The advantages of a community
canning centre” were explained re-
cently by Mrs. M. C. Dawson of
Parkhill, when she spoke before ‘a
union meeting of the various U. F.
W. O. clubs of Oxford county, held
in the YYW.C.A., Woodstock. This
meeting was largely attended.

Mrs. Dawson, who by the way, is
editor and proprietor of the Parkhill
Gazette, gave a most enthusiastic ac-
count of the manner in which the
community canning centre at Park-
hill is flourishing under the auspices
of the Women's Institute. She re-
viewed its beginning in 1916, when
it was started for Red Cross purposes.
For the first two years all the prod-
ucts from this centre were sent over-
seas. Included in the last were fruit,
vegetables and chicken, etc., all of
which were donated, With the close
of the war it was decided tn use the
equipment for the benefit of the
home community, and so the canning
centre was established. All the art-
icles, said Mrs. Dawson, are cooked
in steam jacketed retorts and ten
pounds pressure of steara may be
used. Enamel lined -tin cans, which
are automatically capped by a cap-
ping machine, are used. The cost is
placed at 10 cents a can plus 3 cents
a can for cooking, with the customer
supplying her own goods. All the
work in connection with the prepar-
ation of the goods is done  at the
centre and thus the work in the home
is considerably lessened.

To give an estimate of the business
done last year, Mrs. Dawson said the
expenses were $3,000, but there was
a net profit of $600. Four hundred
families availed themselves of the
privileges of the centre, and in every
way, she pointed out, the utmost
satisfaction had been experiencéd. By
having a common centre where the
women could get together and do
their work, a spirit of co-operation
existed, which was most delightful.
By having their canning done out of
the home the mothers had more time
to be with their children and to give
more attention to other details which
were crowded out by reason of the
many duties she had to attend to.

The next step to be undertaken by
the Parkhill women is the establish-
ment of a community laundry, and

Mrs. Dawson enlarged on the work
that would be eliminated in the home
if such were the case. As to estab-
lishing a community canning centre,
Mrs. Dawson suggested to the women
that they utilize the steam in any of
the nearby butter and cheese factor-
jes. Mrs. Dawson predicted that in
the near future other women would
appreciate the necessity of one, and
she hoped they ‘would assert them-
selves to gain something which would
help conserve their energy by elim-
inating unnecessary drudgery in the
home.

COMPETITION OPEN TO YOUNG
FARMERS

The Ontario Department of Agri-
culture is conducting. the following
competitions this year: Acre profit in
oats and corn and feeding hogs for
profit. The prize given to the winner
in each competition is a two weeks’
short course at Guelph. They may
take two weeks of any course held
during January and February, 1922.

In the acre profit the prize is given
to the contestant showing the highest
net profit per acre. In the feeding
hogs for profit, 50 points will be
given for highest net profit per cwt
of gain, 20 points for the best kept
records, 20 points for highest gain in
weight, except that for light and
heavyhogs, two points will be deduct-
ed for every five pounds, or fraction
of five pounds under 180 or over 230
pounds.

The acre profit competitions must
be confined to a field of any size, but
not less than one acre, except in the
case of the oats, when the area under
crop must be at least five acres. The
agricultural representative will in-
spect the field and see that it is
measured correctly.

Accurate gccount must be kept of
all labor, cost of seed, fertilizer, ete.
We will supply forms to all eontest-
ants on which to keep records.

Two witnesses should be on band
when the crops or pigs are weighed.

These competitions are open to
young men under 30 years of age.
Winners in previous competitions are
not eligible to enter the same contest
again,

Each contegturt in the hog feeding
must feed '3 pen of hogs coituining
no fewer than four. They must notify
the local agricultural representative
in advance when the hogs attain the
age of six weeks. Hogs are to be
weaned and weighed at six weeks of
age and fed and cared for by the
contestant. An accurate
should be kept of the kinds and
amount of feed consumed during the
feeding period. Garbage or refuse
from the house must not be fed. The
form supplied for recording details
of the competition must be filled out
to the satisfaction of the representa-
tive. Contestant must notify the
representative three days before the
hogs are to be finally weighed. IIags
may be finished any time within 20
weeks of age.

All reports must reach the office of
the local agricultural representative
not later than November 12.

inz was told in the annual repx rt of
a gowing contest for boys in Cairle-
ton and Russell counties, presented
at a meeting at Ottawa on Saturday
of last week. Last year Willie Mere-
dith, the boy in question, took away
second prize. This year he came back
with an average of 490 bushels of
tubers to the acre, and his clear pro-
fit was the amount named. The
second prize winner this year aver-
aged 448 bushels to the acre, and the
third boy grew 150 bushels. to the
acre.

Insurance agents who until recent-
ly paid a license fee of $3.00 to the
Government for the privilege of
writing up insurance policies are
now compelled to pay a separate
license of $3 for the different kinds
of insurance. An agent handling fire,
life, automobile and causuality insui-
ance will now pay $12.00 for the
license which heretofore he paid only
$4 for the lot. Where the agency is
under a firm name each member of
the firm is required to take out a
separate license, while previous to
this recent provincial enactment one
license would suffice.

The Pons-Wennecke comet which
is to make its re-appearance soon
may be discovered by the astrono-
mers next month, and be generally
observable in June. It is named after
the men who first located and made
observations of it. This is the comet
that some wags have said may collide
with the earth and a good deal of
fun ‘has been made out of the poss-
ibilities of future happenings. That
humor of this kind sometimes works
in queer directions is illustrated by
the seriousness with which many
people have regarded the statements
of these practical jokers. There are a
number of people who are willing to
believe that only by a miracle of
nature can the earth avoid a disast-
rous bump.

The state of Michigan is in the po-
sition of having a valuable- stock of
conficsated liquor on hand for which
it can find no sale. In other places
confiscated liquor is sold to druggists
who have licenses to handle it for
medicinal purposes; but in Detroit
the druggists say it does not pay. A
member of the liquor committee of
the state legislature is authority for
the statement that of more than 500
druggists in Detroit, only four have
taken out licenses. They claim that
liquor is so easily obtained in the
cit that there is little demand upon
the druggists. Even when doctors do
preéscribe’ liquor the patients prefer
going where they can get it by the
quart instead of by the ounce. It is
estimated that the Michigan state
authorities have 100,000 quarts of
good liquor on hand, which they are
unable to dispose of.

AGRICULTURAL INSTRUCTION
IN ONTARIO

From the grant of $1,00,000 made
annually by the Dominion for agri-
cultural instruction, the Province of
Ontario receives $836,303 for the
purposes contemplated. Of the latter
amount, $115,000 was devoted im
1919-20 to the agricultural college
and to the agricultural school and
farm at Kemptville, $126,000 to the'
agricultural representatives, afid |
$40,000 to elementary agriuuhuxalr
education including household s«i,e‘r'ke
and manual training as applied to'
work on the farm. The remaining .
$55,303 is used in various ways, such.
as demonstrations and instruction im |
vegetables growing, the encourage-
ment of co-operation and instructitm
in marketing, the de\'elopmen.t,‘of
Women’s Institute work, the exten-
sion of short courses, demonstra-
tions with vegetables and hayrdy
fruits in New Ontario, and in other
ways, all tending to the advahce-
ment of agriculture and improve-
ments in rural life. How the progres-
sive work coming within the province
of the Act has been fostered is
illustrated by the fact that while five
years ago there were no live stock
shipping clubs in the province, there
are now three or four hundred; by
the creation of egg circles and the
extension of co-operation in the mar-
keting, not only of eggs and poultry,
but of many other farm products; by
the extension of the agricultural
representative system to practically
every country in province; by the
increase of agricultural co-operative
associations, from 102 with a mem-
bership of 2,850 and a business turn-
over of $281,355 in 1914, to 329
associations

with a membership of
15,123 and a busines§ turnover of
$5,278,106 in 1918; by the expendi-
ture in five years from the gront of

Water Supply Then and Now

From the ancient Egyptian water
wheel to the modern automatic elee-
tric pump is a long stretch, but both
of these pieces of machinery illust-
rate an institution which has had its
existence throughout history wher-
ever there has been any degree of
civilization. The Egyptian along the
Nile used the clumsy water wheel to
lift water over the bank of the river
and irrigate his fields. In small towns
and cities the water supply consisted
of a system of carriers who used
pack animals bearing water bags
made of skin. The Romans solved the
matter of water supply by conduct-
ing the water for miles across the
country in aquaducts.

Throughout history wherever men
have established anything like g civil-
ized community they have made an
effort to organize and improve the
matter of water supply.

On the Ontario farms this question
of water supply has always been of
great importance. The needs of live
stock, of the household and frequent-
ly of irrigation have made it imper-
ative to have a well developed water
supply on the farm. Usually, of
course, it comes from wells, and ih
the old days these wells were served
by buckets placed on thé end of long
‘sweeps which' constituted a very
clumsy and inefficient method of
drawing water from the well. Later
came the old wooden hand pump
which wasn’t much better, and later
still the iron pump and the wind
mill. This last was the first applica-
tion of power other than human to
the pumping of water. On 3 great
many Ontario farms all of  these
older methods have been supplanted
| by the automatic electric pump which
works silently and efficiently twenty-
four hours in the day. It draws
| water from the well and stores it
under pressure in a tank from which
1t runs to faucets all over the house
and barn, When a certain amount of
water is drawn out of the tank the
pump starts automatically and pumps
in more water until the rising pres-
sure stops it. Thus finally the whole
matter of water supply has been tak-
en off of the farmer’s mind and turn-
ed over to that best of modern ser-
vice, eleectricity.

And of course the same electricity
which does the pumping, lights the
house. does the milking, the sweep-
ing, the washing, the churning, the
l;;ep]':xrating and a hundred other farm
