Much 
business of importance was transacted.

When the organization of the company 
was projected a prospectus was issued esti­
mating the cost of construction and equip­
ment at $10,000, or less. This estimate pro­
vided for an ordinary line constructed from 
ordinary material. When the provisional 
directors were elected and came together 
they determined to build a line that would 
be a credit to the country, as well as to the 
stock-holders—such a line as would justify 
them in guaranteeing good service to their 
patrons. With this end in view, instead 
of limiting their capital to $10,000 as stated 
in the prospectus, they applied for and 
obtained a charter authorizing the issuing 
of stock to the extent of $20,(XX), with 
power to increase to $40,000, when the 
necessity for such increase arose and the 
stockholders took the usual steps to demand 
it,—yet the amount of stock hitherto put 
on the market was limited to $10,000. The 
main line is now practically completed, and 
everything used in its construction and 
equipment is the very best that could be 
obtained of its kind, and no pains nor ex­
pense were spared in making the line 
hrst-class

The cost, so far, is between $12,000 and 
$13,000, including the purchase of the old 
line in use in and about Middleton before 
the present company was incorporated. 
At tne meeting above referred to, the 
board authorized the issuing of stock 
aggregating $15,000. This amount is in 
excess of present necessities, but the excess 
will be needed in constructing branch 
lines and furnishing additional equipment, 
for which there are pressing demands.

The manager reports one hundred and 
thirteen instruments now in use, with daily 
applications for more. The business out­
look for the company is excellent.

The first annual meeting of stockholders 
will take place at Middleton on the last 
Wednesday of January, 1893.

Torbrook Iron Mines.

(Correspondent to the Chronicle.)
This place, which has always been a good 

farming section, is now becoming noted for 
its mining. It is situated a mile west of 
the line dividing Kings and Annapolis 
counties, and three miles south of XVilmot 
station. About two years ago prospecting 
began, which located a rich vein of red 
hematite ore, yielding sixty per cent, of 
iron. The lead was traced for three miles, 
showing it to be from five to seven feet in 
width, and of unknown depth. It was 
situated upon the farms of Messrs. Bertaux 
and Woodbury. In Annapolis and Col­
chester, unlike the other counties of Nova 
Scotia, the iron mines belong to the owners 
of the land. Mr. Woodbury not having 
much faith in the prospects for iron mining, 
sold his farm to Burns and Barss for $3,000. 
This firm, as well as Mr. Bertaux, are now 
drawing $100 per month royalty.

The Torbrook Iron company, limited, 
was formed which began operations in ear­
nest. R. E. G. Leckie is manager for the 
company, K. M. Solomon bookkeeper, and 
G. L. Romans, engineer. A branch line 
was built to Wilmot station, and the first 
ore shipped eighteen months ago. There 
are now four shafts from 100 to 160 feet 
deep. The ore is raised by two hoisting 
engines the friction ropes running to the 
shafts. Two Cornish plunger pumps and 
four Blake steam pumps are used. There 
are three locomotive boilers and one upright

them. The drilling is done by 
pressor. One hundred men ai 
whose wages amount to $4,000 per month, 
the output is about 120 tons per day. It 
all goes to the Londonderry Iron company, 
which now depends chiefly upon this mine 
for its ore. These operations are proving 
of great benefit to the vicinity, putting 
something like $5,000 in circulation every 
month, and starting a building boom. A 
dozen houses have already been built. Six 
months ago a parallel vein was discovered 
a mile to the south upon the South Moun­
tain. In Annapolis county it is upon the 
farms of Messrs. Burns and Messenger who 
are holding it for big money. It also ex­
tends into Kings Co., where Mr. Romans 
has leased five square miles from the gov­
ernment. From the course of the lead the 
formation of the rock some prospectors be­
lieve this the same one which crops out near 
Canning, some twenty miles away.

Canada and Newfoundland.

An important conference between repre­
sentatives of the governments of Newfound­
land and Canada has just been brought to 
a close in the city of Halifax. The primary 
object of the conference was to settle and 
re-adjust on a permanent basis,certain long­
standing matters in dispute between the 
two countries. It is, however, generally 
supposed that out of it, and as a much 

important result than the settlement 
of certain fishery matters, may come the 
entrance of Newfoundland into the Cana­
dian dominion, and the) final consolidation 
of all the provinces of British North 
America. W hatever opinion the people of 
this province may entertain as to tne advis­
ability of taking Newfoundland into the 
Dominion, all will, we feel assured, admit 
that there ought not to be any war of 
tariffs between the two countries. A year 
ago there was a sort of commercial and in­
dustrial war between us, each country doing 
that which would most cripple and injure 
the trade of the other. In this quarrel there

—This province has but little or no trade 
in live stock with the mother country, so 
the recent action of the home authorities in 
requiring all Canadian cattle to be slaught­
ered immediately on arrival, will affect us 
but‘little. The upper provinces, however, 
have for several years carried on a large anc 
profitable trade in this line, so the new state 
of things will seriously cripple, if it does not 
entirely wipe out the trade in live stock 
between Canada and Great Britian.

This rule has long been enforced against 
cattle from the United States and certain 
other countries, but Canadian cattle have 
been exempt from its operations. Now, how­
ever, it is to be applied to Canadian cattle 
as well, under the plea that pleuro-pneu- 
monia has appeared in certain parts of 
western Ontario, and steps have to be 
taken to prevent its introduction into Eng­
land. This is really but an excuse. The 
true inwardness of the whole matter is that 
the agricultural interests of Great Britain 
have urged the authorities to lake this step 
as a protection against foreign competition. 
The farmers of England are in a condition 
by no means prosperous. They have but 
the home market to sell to, and even there 
they have to compete with all the rest of 
the world, for nearly every country under 
the suu sends more or less of its surplus 
agricultural products to Britain. Any 
change, therefore, which would stop the im­
portation of live stock would be of immense 
benefit to the agricultural interest of the 
country.

There are very few of us who would not 
be shocked if we were told that we were 
thoughtless of our sick friends, yet it is 
rare for a person enjoying perfect health to 
appreciate fully the sensitiveness of a con­
firmed invalid.

It requires the intelligence, tact and 
judgement such as a trained nurse has ac­
quired to take good care of the sick. Some 
people are born with the instincts of a true 
nurse. They anticipate the wants of those 
in their care before they are uttered. 
They observe assiduously that restful quiet 
without which the sufferings of the sick­
room become intolerable. Yet above all 
things they avoid that sepulchral hush 
which is only less intolerable than hurly- 
burly and noisè-

It is a person of rare nerve and tact who 
will maintain systematically cheerful and 
quiet surioundings in the sick room. In 
many long lingering illnesses it is impossible 
to maintain the expense of a trained nurse, 
and we must take care of our sick with our 
own hands. One rule must be insisted upon. 
No visitors must be admitted except those 
whom the invalid insists upon seeing, and 
who will bring a quiet, cheerful atmosphere 
with them.

The indiscreet visitor can easily do more 
harm than can be remedied by all the med­
icines a physician can prescribe. Many 
invalids have undoubtedly been visited to 
death by kindly but thoughtless friends, 
and the social excitement inflicted upon 
the invalid is not infrequently enough to 
break down the health of a person in robust 
health. When a person is confined to one 
room and is not suffering from acute pain 
it is always well to supply some employ­
ment for the thoughts and hands. The 
presence of growing plants, of pet birds or 
other pets that are not too cumbersome, 
of cheerful pictures which are frequently 
changed, or of other things which will at­
tract attention and employ the mind, will 
doX great deal toward keeping the mind 
from becoming morbid, and thus affecting 
the body.

Another thing which is equally essential 
to the well-being of the invalid is daintily 
cooked food, delicately served. It is a 
mistake, however, to urge food upon the 
invalid. The greatest patience is needed 
in this matter. Do not ask what the inva­
lid may wish, but provide something which 
you may deeni suitable, and serve it in so 
dainty a manner that it tends to tempt the 
appetite. Do not coax or urge the invalid 
to eat, but if the food is refused take it 
away, and in a short time bring something 
else, or bring it in a new form. This in­
volves labor and care, and especially infi­
nite patience.

They may also be 
grown in soft rain water, inserting the 
bulbs in moss, so that their base is just in 
contact with the water, in which a few 
pieces of charcoal should be placed, to pre­
vent offensive odor. Keep in a dark place 
until roots are emitted, when they may be 
brought into light.

Children Cry for
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Manure the Trees.

It seems strange, says a writer in the 
Ohio Farmer, that valuable as the orchard 
is, so few take good manure and apply it to 
their trees with a view of feeding them, and 
but few orchards, if any, will produce the 
quantity or qualtity of fruit that they 
would if properly manured. I know one 
is prone to give the manure to crops that, 
will make the earliest returns and neglect 
the fruit trees. We have to look by faith 
through several years for the profit in the 
young orchard, and very few ever think of 
feeding an old, bearing tree, or imagine 
that it will produce any more or finer fruit 
by manuring.

I have heard farmers who seem to take 
great interest in fruit, say that an orchard 
on thin land would bear earlier than on 
rich land and the fruit be of better flavor, 
although it ipay not be so large. This 
may be the case while the trees are 
youug—the first few crops—but I have 
yet to see the tree that did not begin to 
fail after a few crops. Fruit trees are like 
their owners, they do not only want some­
thing to eat, but they like something good, 
and where the soil does not already contain 
something good and wholesome for the 
trees to subsist upon, then such measures 
should be applied as will furnish it.

There is a class of manure that is suited 
best to the growth and still another that 
promotes fruit more especially. W hile the 
young trees are growing they should receive 
such manures as will produce rapid growth, 
so that they may attain a larger size by the 
time they begin to bear. They will not bear 
as early as if not manured, but they will bear 
so much more that no time, or at least no 
profit, is lost, and a good foundation is laid 
for a lasting and more profitable orchard. 
A fruit tree makes three demands on the soil 
—for the wood, for leaves, and for fruit— 
and if these demands are not satisfied in 
the soil, manures must be applied.

Hard-wood ashes contain the elements 
which a tree requires to form sound, healthy 
wood, and hence, are the most economical 
manure for young trees. Leaves by the 
time they fall have returned their best part 
to the tree, but still some loss occurs where 
the leaves are blown away, but where an 
orchard is protected and the leaves decay 
on the ground, everything is finally used 
by the tree without loss. It is very im­
portant to retain the leaves, but it is rarely 
done. After trees get old and fruit is the 
main object, we should give such manure 
as will produce fruit. I think a compost 
of forest leaves and mold of stable manure 
is valuable to the orchard at all stages of 
its growth. So are bones dissolved in 
ashes and then both bone and ashes applied 
to the land.

And certainly 
every poultry keeper should learn to put 
up all his products in the best manner, en­
deavoring to suit as far as possible the de­
mands of his own market, and the fastid­
ious eyes of his customers.

There are minor matters also that should 
receive attention, such as not feeding fowls 
for at least twelve hours before killing, 
carefully removing all pinfeathers, washing 
all filth from legs and feet, wiping off all 
blood from carcass, and then putting up in 
neat clean packages.
