How this Continent Proposes to Circumvent the Submarines

Responsive to Britain's urgent call;
for !‘ships, more sHips,’ the United
States is straining every nerve toduay :
to meet the demand. Contracts for

. over 2,000,000 tons of merchant ship-
ping for the conveyance of food, |
munitions, and other supplies to Eu-
rope have. been placed throughout the
country, and work is proceeding on |
these vessels in  many shipyards, |
some of them rold-fashioned, mhe 3
new.

An estimate by an offieial who is in |
a position to sneak with knowledge on !
the subject sets the number of shipsi
being built and contracted for at 644,
with a total tonnage of 2,5294,1.”-1.‘
These ships are exclusive of those
being built for the Navy, oil and mn-;
lasses tankers, vessels for use on the
Great Lakes, and vessels under 500
tons burthen. :

Of the total amount 300,000 tons
have already bheen launched, 70000:
tons are scheduled to bhe launched
this spring, 117,000 tons in the sum- l
mer, 210,000 tons launched in lh(l!
autumn, over 600,000 tons in the
coming winter, and more than 900,000
launched and completed in 1918.

Though these totals include vessels
contracted for to foreign owners and
undisclosed owners, as well as many
on builder's account, all are available
for use for the transportation of sup-
plies, as the Senate has empowered
the President to commandeer all
shipping throughout the United
States.

In addition, there are over 70,000
tons of shipping built for use on the
Great Lakes that can be used for sea
going burpnscs

A comparison that will indicate the
magnitude of the shipbuilding pro-
gram in the United States is one with

Chicago, May 27—Spring tornadoes
caused the deaths of more than one
hundred persons in the Central West
the past forty-eight hours, the injury
of several hundred more and property
lamage which cannot bhe estimated
yecause of serious loss in growing
food crops. Mattoon, Illinois, » was
the heaviest sufferer in the storms,
from fifty to seventy persons being
killed there late yesterday. This
was more than twice as many killed
in Kansas on Friday. The storm yes-
terday wrecked the northern half of
Mattoon, including nearly all the
business section, and rendered 2,000
persons homeless.

THE EUROPEAN WAR

GERMAN AIR RAID ON ENGLAND

London, May 26-—Death dealing
German attacks by sixteen enemy air-
craft, resulting in the killing and in-
juring of scores of women and chil-
dren, nn(l‘oﬂowed by battles, in the
clouds between British and enemy
airplanes yesterday, marked the
bloodiest Teutonic aerial attack on
ingland since the war's opening
Details were revealed today in Ad-
miralty and Home Defence State-
ments. The casualty list wds official-
ly fixed at 76 killed and 174 injured,
27 women and 23 children among the
dead, and 43 women and 19 children
among the injured.

The Royal Flying Corps machines
which arose to battle with the invad-
:rs as they winged their way across
ngland, downed three of the Ger-
mans. The Royal Naval Air Service
plants at Dunkirk called into action
immediately swung into battle array
tbove the Channel. Here a serfez of
thrilling encounters occurred. One
British machine gave battle with
three of the enemy crait, and shot one
of the trio down. The two sped on
with the other raiders to encounter
more naval planes over the Belgfan
coast. Far aloft the two forces sailed
and manoeuvred and fought, Before
the enemy forces could escape two
twin engine machines were shot down
to the ground. Of the sixteen air-
craft participating in th raid, six
were therefore accounted for. The
Home Defence statement made the
German raiders as zlilj('v'at‘t, which
might be either aeroplanes or Zeppe-
lins. The Admiralty statement spoke
of “enemy aircraft,” but likewise de-
tailed an encounter with “three hos-
tile planes,” and the destruction of
‘two twin engined hostile machines,”
Indicating airplanes. It is possible.
therefore, that the German raiding
lorce was composed of both Zeppelins
wnd airplanes.

THE TURKS ARE PANI(
STRICKEN

New York, May 25—A news agency
despatch from Paris, published here
today, says:

“Turkey 'is swept with famine and
yestilence; her people are panic-
stricken and her army’s morale is
atterly gone, according to informa-
tion received here today via Berne.
Jne hundred thousand desertions
rom the army are reported. Realiz-
ing the loss of all of Turkey's fight-
.ng power 8000 Austrian troops have
recently been sent to Palestine to at-
empt bolstering up the army in front
f the British expeditionary forces.
four thousand German troops are
said to be guarding the Government
yuildings, factories and bridges- in
‘onstantinople, while hundreds in
he city are dying each day. Typhus
8 sweeping over the whole country,
the reports declare. The deserters
from the Turkish army, 100,000

strong, are s#d to have fled into the

Anatolian mountains and to be exist-

ing through brigandary.

SUBMARINE MENACE BECOMING
LESS SERIOUS

London, May 25— ‘“The '
against submarines have re&t(-d in
a distinct improvement in our food
situation,” said Premier Lloyd
George today in the House of Com-
mons.  The Premier said more effec-
tive blows had been dealt the submar-
ines during the last three weeks than
in any other corresponding period of
the war. “The shipping losses for
May, the Premier said, would prob-
ably show a reduction from the April
figures. In speaking of the success
of ‘the anti-submarine methods, he
said: “We owe a very considerable
debt of gratitude to the great Ameri-
can people for the effective assisiance
they have rendered and the craft they
have placed at our disposal. Now
that the American nation is at war it
is easier to make arrangements for
the protection of our mercantile mar-
tine than it had been before.”” Mr.
Lloyd George stated there was no
danger to ‘the country from starva-
tion, but that the utmost economy of
foodséuffs was still. egsential. ‘“The
submarine menace need cause no
fear that the war is going to be lost
for that reason,” he dsclared.
CANADA NOT TO DRAFT THEIR

BOYS

Ottawa, May 24- It is officially an-
nounced that the minimum age at
which compulsion shall be applied in
Canada is to ‘be 20 years.

The government’'s reason for the
raising of the minimum age of con-
scription from 18 to‘20 years is that
experience at the front has shown
men of 18 to be immature to stand
the rigors of war, For this reason it
has been the practice to hold most of
the Canadian volunteers in England

until they reach the age of 19. The
United States bill fixes the minimum
at 21, but the Canadian authorities on
overseas experience have deemed it
wise to draft no men under 20 years.

Otherwise there is little change in
the situation. It is probable that the
measure may not come down in par-
liament before Monday or Tuesday,
owing to the great care. being taken
in drafting it.

T)S THE BRITISH FRONT

London, May 26—Increasing activ-
ity of the German artillery along the
British front between the Scarpe and
Croisilles -is=reported -in today’'s offi-
cial statement on the operations in
northern I‘rance. The British have
effected a slight improvement in
their position on the right bank of the
Scarpe. The statement reads:

“Hostile raiding parties were re-
pulsed last night north of Gouzeau-
court and east of Armentieres. We
improved our positions slightly on the
right bank of the Scarpe. The hostile
artillery has shown increased activ-
ity on our front between Croisilles
and the Scarpe.”

Britain's expenses now total daily
the enormous sum of $34,560,000.

According to a statement made by
v former Conservative member of the
Reichstag, 1,300,000 Germans have
been killed on the battle-fields of the
war. )

JForty-six of the forty-eight Govern-
ors of the States of the American
Union have told President Wilson
that they are in favor of prohibition
during the war at least.

On May 9th, nearly half of the
$2,000,000,000 loan of the United
States was subscribed. A former
Senator is reported to have telegraph-
ed ‘a personal subscription of $3,000,-
000 wo.th of bonds.

SCHOOL CHILDREN’S FARM AND

Nova Scotia must keep up to the
other Canadian provinces in the mat-
ter. of School Children’s Farm and
Garden Contests.

We want to see contests in growing
farm or garden crops, in raising farm
animals, and in manual work. A
farmer will often give his boy a pig,
a calf, or two or three lambs, in pay-
ment for some small service. The
boy should find out the most scienti-
fic way of raising these animals, and
should exhibit his products at the
Country Fair. If he lives a long dis-
tance from the Exhibition center, a
locaf Fair may suffice, i.e, Bridge-
town or ‘Lawrencetown.

To the school children who win
prizes at a County Exhibition, the
Kducation Department offers the fol-
lewing bonuses subject to the append-
ed regulations:

1. To the boy or girl who wins a
first prize at a County Exhibition for
a pig, a calf, a lamp. or a pen of
chickens (see regulations), the Edu-
cation Department will pay a bonus
ol $5.00. :

2. To the boy or girl who wins a
first prize for a potato plot; a turnip

NO MAN CAN LEAYE CANADA
WITHOUT PERMISSION

Ottawa, May 24—Under an ofder~
in-Council, effective tomorrow from
coast to coast, it is illegal, under pun-
ishment of heavy pernalty "for any
male person within the ages of 18 and
4§ years inclusive, ordinarily resident
in Canada, to leave or attempt to
leave the country for any purpose,
without the written permission of a
Canadian immigration inspector or
other persons authorlzed
such permission.

Violation of the regulation is pun-
ishable by a fine not exceeding $2,500
or imprisonment not exceeding five
vears, or both fine and imprisonment.
The order applies to every male pet-

son within the ages specified, save
members of military or naval forces
on duty, or members of crews of
boats, trains, ferries, street cars, etc.,
plying between points within and

CANADA’S BRITISH NEIGHBORS

A Canadian lunespomlon\ devel-
ops an interesting and attractive pro
ject in our, columns today. He pro-
poses the union in one Diminion of
(‘anada, Newfoundland, and the Brit-
ish West Indies. It is not, of course,
a new suggestion, sbut it huas never
Jbeen put forward at a time when it
to receive serious con
Obviously nothing will
come of it unless it emerges as
definite and complete ‘proposition
from the peoples themselves. Just
as the people of Canada, of Australia,
of South Africa have.devised the es
sentials of their unions, so must the
people of Canada, Newfoundland and
the British West Indies work)out fo
themselves the details of 1s new
union if they desire it. If they do.
then there is nothing to prévent their
sending representatives to Conven-
tion which would draft a Constitution
for the new  Dominion. That done
their Governments would approach
the British Sovereign and Parliament
and need anticipate; we imagine, no
epposition to their wishes.

On the contrary, opinion in this
country would, we believe, entirely
welcome such a political union. The
tide is setting strongly towards the
closer union of the Empire. The
amalgamation under a single Federa!
Government of Canada, Newfound-
land and the West Indies would be a
long step forward in the same ‘direc-
tion. And there are other advantages
than this in the suggested union. One
of the: chief is at once political and
strategic. The opening of the Panama
(Canal has broken, across the isth
mus, 4 new highway for seaborne
traffic Tts effects have so far been
obscuned by the war. They are cer-
tain, pevertheless, to he profound and
lastirig. The most obvious of them is
the new importance which they in-
volve for the islands that lie in the
Gulf over against the, eastern ontlet
of the Canal Our ' correspondent
does not fail to make this point, and
shows that Germany had seep it and
had tried to insure against it by se-
curing the Danish West Indies. The
loss of this outpost facing the new
highway between the Atlantic and the
Pacific is not the smallest part’ of the
price which Germany has paid for the
ambitions that plunged the world in
to war. Her chance of raising a Gib-
raltar that would frown with its bat-
tlements and its guns upon the east-
ern outlet of the Panama (‘anal has
gone forever. The United Statcs lLas
bought the Danish West Indies-—a
transaction little regarded in this
country—such wasthe-peoccupation
of our people & the moment when it
was concluded—but likely to have a
most impurmmyinﬂueure upon the in-
ternational relations and:commercial
developments of the future.

To link Canada with the West In-
dies in a Federal Union would be tc
do for Canada what the United States
has hastened to seize the chance of
doing for itself. Jamaica and the
other British West Indian islands
stand to the Panama Canal in the
same strategic relation, on a far
larger scale, as what were the Dan-
ish West Indies. Our correspondent
makes other advantages plair
enough.’ He is clearly of opinion-
and his opinion is based on personal
knowledge—that the preferential
trade agreemen® between Canada and
the West Indies, which was made in
1912, has been limited and partial in
its effects, Tt was, in fact, never in-
tended to be anything more. But the
opportunities for developing trade be
tween Canada and the British West
Indies are very great. Here the Pan-
ama Canal comes in again, for there
is little doubt that when the trade
conditions of the world become uor-
mal again the wheat of Western Can-
ada and the products of British Col-
umbia will come to Europe through
it. The freight advantages of sea
carriage, as compared with the ost
of the long train haul to the east, will
make this inevitable, for the Canal
dues can be thrown in without affect-
ing the balance of advantage in favor
of the sea route. In this traffic there
is almost unbounded promise for the
British West Indies, which would,
moreover, gain vastly by the estab-
lishment of intimate commercial rela-
tions with the eastern ports of Can-
ada and the establishment of a direct
steamship route. Canada in her turn
would get direct from the West Indies

Newfoundland stands to gain in the
same way by union with the West In-
dies.

'minently as I believe he would have
desired, and T am glad that his life
was rounded out so peacefully after
v career that included a great deal of
travel and adventure. Enterprising
and adventurous he always was, yet
cautious as to the taking of unneces-
sary risks either on his own account
r with matters entrusted to him, and
ways quick to learn by experience,
it seemed to me that these qualities
combined to what = many would
call his luck. But if he had bad luck
at times, he possessed a cheery dis-
position, an-ability to see humor in
any possible situation, and energy o’
character which would always tend
to turn defeat into victory. It is such
‘haracteristics that have won for
Nova Scotia captains fame and de
served success in all parts of the
world and under all conditions, and
‘t should be written that Captain De-
lap did his bit always voluntarily and
often involuntarily to add to the fair
fame of Nova Scotians. The fact
that his advice was often sought was
testimony to the high esteem in which
he was held.

LETTER FROM SERGT. FRED
GESNER

The many friends of Sergt. Fred
Gesner, of Belleisle, so well and fav-
orably known in Bridgetown in con-
nection with the 8. 8. Valinda, and
whose name appeared among the
wounded in the casualty list i‘sued
about two weeks ago, will be inter-
ested to know that he has been heard
from this week, and that in spite of
his wounds he is the same cheery
Fred. He writes from No. 8 Scottish
General Hospital, Scotland:-

“I was hit about 1.30 on Sunday
morning, May 6th, and next day was
down in Bologne, at No, 2 Canadian
Stationary Hospital, where I remain-
ed till the morning of the 13th, when
I was placed on board a hospital ship
bound for “Blighty.” We crossed
without seeing any “subs,” and at
four o’clock in the afternoon we were
aboard the Red Cross train at Dover.
We did not know at first our destina-
tion, but later the conductor told us
we were going to Glasgow, arriving
the following morning at 7.30. My
wounds -are not very severe, but still
enough to keep me in hospital about
three months, Was wounded iIn the
forehead and both knees, Six
wounds below the right knee, and the
worst ong of all in the left. They
operated on my left knee at the
Clearing Station, but could not find
the shrapnel without the X-Ray. In
Boulogne two X-Ray plates were
taken ‘and showed plainly the location
of the shrapnel, which was embedded
under the patella. Have been under
the X-Ray twice in this hospital, and
today the Radiographer marked with
indelible ink the exact spot over the
shrapnel, and tomorrow they are go-
ing to operate on it again with better
results, I hope. The wounds on my
right knee are healing nicely and will
be O. K. in another two weeks.
Those in my forehead were slight and
are about: healed now. S0, on the
whole, I am not badly injured. The
chap on my right was killed when
the shell burst, and he on the left
badly wounded in the head. 1 cer-
tainly saw all kinds and colors of
stars for a few minutes, and consider
myself as lueky to come out of it as I

Dr. A. B. Wick-
wire, Assistant Pathologist to the
Health of Animals Branch, has bheen
assigned to that work by Dr. Tor-
rance, Veterinary Director General.
Dr., Wickwire is by no means
novice in poultry diseases. ]“(}r sev-
eral years, under Dr. Higgins, Do-
minion Pathologist, he has devoted
some of his time to the diseases af-
fecting poultry and has given special
attention to Black Head. Realizing
the importance of investigations in
poultry dseases, Mr. J: H. Grisdale,
Director of Experimental Farms, and
Dr. Torrance arranged for -Dr. Wick-
wire to take up this question exclu-
sively. He is therefore now co-oper-
ating with the Poultry Division, Cen-,
tral Experimental Farm, where, since
last fall, he has been conducting ex-
periments along this much needed
1and very important line of work,

Continued attention is being given
to Black: Head in turkeys and many
new investigations are being started.
These relate to chick diseases as well
as ti general diseases of poultry, in-
cluding parasites of all kinds.

The annual losses that occur from
poultry diseases and ' parasites are
tremendous. No person knows what
the amount is, but it is well into the
millions. of dollars each year. Dr.
Wickwire's work will, no doubt, do
something to eliminate part of this,
but the co-operation of all poultry-
men who have any diseasc in their
flock will be appreciated.
