Not only has Antony H. Wingfield,
of Ampthil House, Bedford, Eng-
land, the largest private zoo in the
world, but it is a unique one, too,
inasmuch as it is the only 2zoo that
may be called a riding zoo, for Mr.
Wingfield has trained every animal'in

big fat Digs, shaggy sheep camels, |

zebras, llamas, sacred Hindoo cows,
reindeer, ostrich, Barbary rams, etc,
The creatures are so perfectly train-
ed that they are ridden daily along
the main roads’and are unmoved by
motors and carriages. They carry
Mr. Wingfield or the keepers with
«ease and willingness, and are as doc-
ile as horses. Mr. Wingfield, accord-
ing to the Columbus Dispatch, pre-
fers a zebra to a horse any day, and
when he wishes he mounts a llama,
which passes everything on the road.
The ostriches are equally swift, but
Mr. Wingfield finds that they are un-
reliable on the public roads and rides
them only in .his grounds. The os-
triches are, however, amazingly well
broken to bridle and carriage, and
are far more tractable than those
creatures usually aré: in fact, he has
#hem 8o well trained that women
can ride them safely, and Lady Moya
" Campbell rides one of his ostriches
‘frequently. :

SPECIAL GARRIAGES BUILT.

Mr, Wingfield not only rides but
‘drives his sheep and hogs. He has
special carriages built for the differ-
‘ent animals, and so confident 1s he
in his hog steeds that he permits
‘children to drive them in a little
wagon, not only about the estate
dut on the public roads. The hogs
are droll-looking creatures in har-
ness, and create a genuine sensation
on the road.

In Winter Mr.. Wingfield drives a
reindeer sgledge .and also rides his
reindeer cross-country. Anoiler fav-
.orite Winter team is dogs, which are
northern dogs, powerful in strength
and very begutiful in form. They are
harnessed to either sledge or cart,
according to the ' weather, and are
capable of making great speed.

The animals of Mr. Wingfield's zoo
are all tame and gentle and may be
handled by women and children.
‘Most of them have heen bred on the
place under Mr. Wingfield's care and
are hardy @nd perfect. He has made
a close study of their diet and hab-
its and thus is enabled to keep them
in perfect ‘condition, He has ten Keep-
ers on the place, .incluing Hindoos,
Africans and Arabs, who are experts
in their knowledge of caring for eer-
tain native animals. v

The animals are given a great deal
of freedom and exercise and are tura-
od out into the vast park every day
to wander where they will to graze
freely, g

dent love of farm life in its most
scientific aspects and started in at
first to breed and domesticate pedi-
greed goats and donkeys.

|a mueh wider field to usefulness and

plouilro is open to us by domesti-
‘cating various strange beasts that
heretofore have heen employed cnmly
for exhibition purposes. So far as he.
‘has' proven his theories to be eor-
rect, for he not only rides and drives,
his animals for pleasure: hut many
of them are used for service gn the
farm and show great stringth and
endurance and adaptability. The rein-
deer gre powerfdl creatures for draw-
ing loads, as are the Northern dogs
also, and they are quick and’ eager in
their movements.

Mr. Wingfield has made an ‘especial
study of the Shetland pony and has
been very successful in breeding and
raising them. The common mistake
that people make with the diet cf
these ponies is to  feed them too
highly. They require the most hardy
fare, and anything but such fare is
detrimental to them. In their native
islands their diet is extremely" fru-
gal, being chiefly of seaweed, and
they are forced to rough it nine
months of the year unsheltered from
the cold and wet. And in view of
this fact the slightcsi pampering up-
sets them and destroys their health.

Mr. Wingfield has bred tgy Shet-
lands and has reduced the size of
even the smallest of native ponies to
a considerable degree. Mr. Wingfleld
has exhibited these little ponies at
many shows and has

He also exhibits’ many of his otber

trained animals at various agricul-
tural shows and especially his farm
animals at work. These have created
a great deal of interest. His fancy
animals, such as his zebras, have
been very interesting to people, and
zebras will doubtless become the
fashion. His ostriches have been
greatly admired also. His great suc-
cesses at leading shows with his rare
knowledge of animals in general,
made him an invaluable member of
the London zoological council.
Lord Walter Rothschild has a pri-
vate zoo at Twining Park, in Sur-
rey, but with the exception of his
team of four trained zebras, whidh
he drives about the country hitched
to a four-in-hand coach, he ha® mot
subjected any of his animals to a
system of training for riding or driv-
ing, and Mr. Wingfleld is unique in
the world gt this. sort of thing.

, There ia in Paris a lady who drives
o t8&m ol zebras in the Bois, so it
may be that in time it will be the
fashionable thing o {rive zebras in-
atezd of horses; In this age of mot-
ors, it is a tame thing to be seen
driving' mere horses, and only a
spanking pair of gaily striped zeb-
ras will serve to attract attention.
The spectacular coats of these Afri-
can animals fit well into the scheme
of flashy fashions of the day, and as
the creatures are as tractable as
horses it seems a foregone conclus-
jon before many years the horse
show programme will be enlivened
by the entries of zebras, to be fol-
lowed maybe, as the years go on by
llamas and emus.

Exports of Pulp Decrease

More Pulp and Paper now Manufac-
tured in Canada.

—

According to the anpual bulletin
on pulp-wood consumption issued by
the Forestry Branch at Ottawa, the
consumption of pulp-wood by the
Canadian pulp-mills has increased by
28.1 per cent in the past year. The
manufacture of pulp has increased

and the exports to the United States,
Great Britain and China have de-
creased. While the imports have al-
so forbids the export of ‘raw’ tim-
part of the total corsumption of
pulp. w2y
Canada still exports almost half
of the pulpwopd she produces in the
raw state, although these exports
are being checked by regulations en-
acted in the different Provinces
which forbid the export of raw, or
unmanufactured, timber cut on
! Crown lands. The recent Jegislation
in the Province of Quebec which al-
so forbids the export of ‘raw’ tim-
ber from lands granted to raflway
companies will tend to further de-
| crease this economic waste.
Altogether, “48 firms operate 65
pulp-mills . in Camada. Quebec has 34
of - these. mills; Ontario, 17; Nova
Scotia, 4; New Brunswick, 4: and
British Coluinbia, 3. In addition to
these active mills, reports were re-
ceived at the Forestry Branch from
10 firms whose mills were idle and §
firms with mills under construction.

Whiskey and Long Life

Some unknown person has sent me
| a newspaper clipping, telling of an
| Irishman  who lived to be 108 years
old although he was fond of his
glass. Yes, we occasionally hear of
men of such wonderful vitality tat
they can withstand the injurious in-
fluence of drink and live to'a good
old age. When such cases are inves-
tigated the facts are almost invaria-
bly. found tosbe very sad. Their chily
dren, if they have any, are general:
ly condemned to lives of suffering for
the ignorance or the selfish indul-
gence of the -parents. The great
Charles Kingsley said that the chil-
dren of such parents are ‘‘damned
from their mother’s womb.”” Dr.
IMcNichol, appointed by President
| Roosevelt to investigate this ques-
ition from a scientific standpoint
| says,
abstaining parents that dies before
it reaches two years.of age there
are five children of drinking parents
that die before that age. Statistics
show that while 82 daildren of ab-
staining parents grow up ‘into good
useful citizens only seventeen chil-
dren of drinking parents do so. Of
course there are exceptions where
the mother has been sober and of a
powerful constitution but they are
rare. Our own experience confirms
that.

I know of a man who lived to be
nearly minety years of age. He was a
constant drinker ; but never was
drunk. Out of a family of ten ehil-
dren only three lived to mature Tife
and of these three only one could be
said to be fairly healthy. The oth-
ers were ‘nervous weaklings.” That is
only nne of many such cases that I
have known.

How greedily some people pounce
an one isolated case where a drink-
ing man has lived to be old but
seem to be perfectly blind to the
‘many exambles all, round: them of
meén .who have gone to an early
grave or worse through drink.

'CRUDE MiLl«G IN COLOMBIA.

Natives Used To Pan the Streets of
Quibdo For Platinum.

Under the primitive mining com- |

ditions of to-day the Choco district
of Colombia stands second only to
Russia as a producer of platinum.

Most of the gold and platinum export- |

ed are obtained by native women,
working two or three hours per day.
They use
sluicing process as a preliminary to

get rid of the coarser gravels and |
separate |
the metals from the sand anc gravel.

then with their ‘‘bateas”

The batea is a wooden pan, shaped
like a very shallow inverted cone,
eighteen inches in diameter and
three inches deep at the centre, with
two small handles or knobs on the
»im. The women handle the bateas
with great dexterity, throwing off the
travel and sand by a rotary motion
and leaving the gold and platinum
dust in the common centre.

Another method of mining that is
extensively employed by these wo-
men is diving into three or four feet
of water for the sand and gravel con-
taining the metals and bringing it up
in the bateas. This method is usual-
ly more remunerative than the slule-
ing process.

The gold workings have existed for
centuries, but little has been done
in the development of the district.
The river gravels wer> being washed
by the Indians long before the ad-
vent of the Spaniards, and this re-
gion furnished much of the gold that
was carried back to Spain. In those

John Locke.

John Locke, whose “Essay on the |

28, 1704. The chief purpose of the es-
say was to find the original source and
scope of human knowledge. The con-

clusions he arrived at in this study |

were that there is no such thing as “in-
nate idea; that the human mind is as
a sheet of white paper prepared to be
written upon; that the knowledge
thereon written is supplied by experi-
ence and that sensation and reflection
are the two sources of all our ideas.”
He made the first sketch when he was

thirty-eight years of age and finished |

it seventeen years later. The book was
bitterly attacked.

The dghaisa (pronounced dysa), the
gondola of Malta, is a survival, says
John Wignacourt in *“The Odd Man In
Malta,” of the oldest vessel ever used
and varies little in shape from the
Egyptian boats of the dead.

It Is Now a Recognized Industry
Along Lake Superior,

Pebble picking eame into exlstence
nearly four years ago when a com- |
pany put into operation a plant eon
the granmite pebble beaches of Lake
Superior. In the great cement mills
of this country part of the process of
turning out the flour-like product is
the scientific grinding of the burnt
mixture of marl and clay. This is
done in large, hollow, cylindrical
drums, partly fill.d wi'h bard,
smooth, flinty pebbles. The drums |
are swiftly rotated on their axes,
and the constant friction and -rind-
| ing, as they are whirled about, mjxed
{ with the burnt cement clinkers,
quickly reduces the latter to a grey,
powdery substance—the finished pro-

{duet of the plant. The pebbles,
| perform their functions to the
