CHAPTER XXVIIIL
Leviticus,

Cuaptir xx. 25— You shall not offer bread to your
God from the hand of a stranger, nor any other thing
that he would give ; because they are all corrupted and
defiled. You shall not receive them,'—*And shall we
receive spiritual bread from the hand of astranger ; that
which he offers us as the food of the soul or the word of
' God?—Matt. iv. 4. No; but from those alone whom the
Saviour commissioned to feed his sheep; ¢ whom he
commanded us to hear as we would himself.”—John x.

Chapter xxiii.—If God' orders so many festivals'tg be
kept, besides the sabbath, in commemoration of all his
j temporal favours conferred upon the Jews; can we sup-
pose, with Protestants, that he wills none to be kept in
commeworation of his far greater spiritval favours con-
ferred upon the Christians ? *‘See what things the enemy
hath done wickedly in the sanctuary, And they that
hate thee have made their boasts in the midst of thy so-
lemnity.

Chspter xxiv. 4—The ¢ twelve lvaves baked of fine
flour, and set upon the most clean table before the Lord ;

tic Sacrament, reserved under the form of bread, in the
tabernacle of the Saviour’s church. Their number cot-
responds with that of the Apostles ; who first divided,

The wondering multitude were assured by the
Saviour, that he would yet one day give them a more
wonderful and everlasting bread—ib. v. 27—even him-
self, the living bread that came down frem heaven—ibid.
51—better than the ancient figure, better even than the
miraculous manna—ibid 50—and surely far excelling the
Protestant’s poor drop and crumb. This promise he ful-
filled on the eve of his passion ; when he, who had given
himself for our redeeming victim, bequenthed himself to
us as our soul-sustaining food ; desiring his Apostles,and
in them their lawful successors, 1o do that exactly which
‘e himself bad done ; that is, *“ 10 take the bread, and
bless it, and break and distribute it, saying, With as much
wruth as he himself, and in his name—take and eat : this
is my body.”—Matt. xxvi, 26. The cleanness of the
table, on which the loaves were placed, denotes how pure

the heart should be of the christian communicant; and
the clearest frankincence put upon the loaves, how pure
and perfect his prayer on the occasion.
i Chapter xxv.—Besides the week of seven days or-
\da’med from the beginning ; in this chapter we see or-
dained the levitical weck of seven years ; and the jubilee
week of seven times seven years ; at }he end of whith,
as at the end of the world, every exXisting grievance is
redressed.

Verse 24.— All the country of your possession shall
be under the condition of redemption.” By this law of
the Jubilee, which allowed to every one the opportunity
of recovering his forfeited possessions, an allusion is made
to the merciful dispensation of the Redeemer, who puts it
in our power, by availing ourselves of his spiritual jobi-
lee, to recover, when lost by sin, our eternal inheritance.

Chapter xxvi.—~The temporal blessings with which
God promises to reward the faithful observers of his law,
and the dreadful punishmeats with which he threatens to
visit the crimes of the offenders against it : ave but signs
and figures of the spiritual rewards or punishments whick
he reserves for the virtuous or the wicked. As he-rises
in his threats against the growing iniquity and obstinate
perversity of sinners ; he clearly foretels the rejection of
the Jews at last, and all the subsequent calamities,which,
like a deluge, was poured out upon them, because ‘“‘they
walked contrary to him, and would not hearken to his
voice.” The sufferings with which he threatens them,
are so like those which they endured, before and since
their final dispersion all over the world, that we cannot
help copying this prophetic passage, which our readers
will find exactly to agree with what their own histarian,
Josephus, in his account of the siege of Jerusalem, and
all subsequent historians, relate concerning them. In
this same passage, we see their final conversion clearly
predicted :—

 And if, even so, you will not amend, and will walk
contsary to me : I also will walk eoniiary to you ; and
will sirike you seven times for your sins: And T wil
bring io upon you the sword that shall avenge my coves
nant. And, when you skall flee into the cities, I will
send the pestilence in the midst of you. And you shall
be delivered into the hands of your enemies. After I
shall have broken the staff of your bread, so that ten wo-
men shall bake your bread in one oven, and give it out
by weight ; and you shall eat and not be filled. But if
you will not, for al! this, hearken to me, but will walk
against me ; 1 will also go against you with opposite fury ;
and T will ehastise you with seven plagues for your sins,
so that you shall eat the flesh of yoursons and daughters.
I will destroy your high places, and break your idols.—
You shall fall among the ruins of your idols; and my soul
shall abhor you ; in so much that X will bring your cities
io be a wilderness ; and 1 will make your sanctuaries
desolate ; and I will receive no more your sweetodours.
And T will destroy your land ; and your enemies shall
be astonished at it when they shall be the inhabitants
thereof. And I will scatter yon among the Gentiles ;
and I will draw out the sword after you; and your land
shell be desert, and your cities destroyed. Then shall
the land enjoy her sabbaths all the days of her desolation ;
when you shall bein the enemy’s land, she shall keep a
Sabbath, and rest in the Sabbaths of her desolation j—
because she did not restin your Sabbaths when you
dwelt therein. And as to them that shall remain of you,
I will send fear in their hearts in the countries of their
enemies. The sound of a flying leaf shali terrify them j
and they shall flee, as it were, from the sword. They
shall fall, when no man pursueth them. And they shall
every one fall upon their brethren, as flecing from wars,
None of you shall dare to resist your enemies. You shall

perish among the Gentiles, and an enemy’s land shall
consame you. And, if of them also, some remain 5 1hey
shall pine away in their iniquities in the land of their
enemies  and they shall be afflicted for the sins of their
fathers and their own ; until they confess their iniquities,

Chapter xxvii.—No Protestant who has
read this chapter, will deny vows to bave
been lawful.

any such misappropriation of it. To call
Catholic a concern which has not even &
Homepathic portion of existence in many
places whero the genuine Catholies ase
in swelling numbers, is more than will
take in common language. And until tho
learned Editor of the Banner of the Cross
shail be able to convince geographers that
his cabbage garden, if’ he cultivates one,
is the Celestinl Empire, we may safely
assert that ‘Theologians and Iistorians
will never call the Chureh of England
and the Protestant Episcopal Church of
this couniry, either scparately or united,

The term Cranmerish or Cranmerite
would certainly bz preferablo to the very
dubious and objectionablo ones now used,
and would also bo the key note for a faith
so unsetiled, that you may believe ono
thing—or its opposite thing—or nothing,
nad set be perfectly orthodox.

Let not the writer be misunderstood, as
if intending to prove, that Catholics should
nat, in the common und general intercourse
of mankind associate with those of other
denominations :—This would be at once
impossible, nbsurd, and unchristinn.—
What he means to assert is this, that Ca-
tholic children should be kept aloof from
all possibility of contamination cither from
school-mates, or play-fellows, or others,
such as apprentices, until by a reguiar
lcourse of sound cducation, moral, intellec-
.tual and religious, they will, under Hea-
‘ven, be rendered impervious to any thing
‘harmful of their religion or morals;
“whether in jest or in carnest, in scason or
out of season ; at school ; in company,&e.;
‘—until they will have been rendered ca-

diminish it t0 70,000, Iadced Le Cour-
rier des ElatsUnis, a very well informed
paper, estimates the French population
aloncat 20,000, In this case, the ontire
Catholic population of tho city—from all
nations—must be fully 120,000, Tuking
the lowest average, we give 60,000.—

Now thp celebrated Cousin in his elabo-

rata “lieport of Education in Prussia,”
saysthat out ol a’population of 12,726,613
thiere were 4,767,072 of an oge to go to
school, and allowing 7 years as the initi-
ative term, uhout 336 to every 1000 or
nearly § of the whole : then again out of"
every 100 fr.m 1 day to 14 vears ald, he
allows 37, i. ¢. 43 are of aze to go to
school. Assuming theso data with 80,000
as our population, we have 28,225 as the
entire juvenile portion ; then by taking
11-30 of the emire, wo have nearly
10,000 children which should actually be
atschool.  For the better elucidation of
this important subjeet, we shall for educa-
tional purposes class the gross populaion
into six departments ; by which means it
can at once be scen how many of each
department are sent to school, to what
schools, and how many are not sent atall,
First, those who send their children to the
Common or Public schools— average
2000 :* Those who send their children
to Catholic Free Schools or those in con-
neetion therewith—average2,500 children
3rdly., those who send theis childien to
the cheaper pay schools conducted by Sec-
tarians, may average 1000 pupils ; 4thly.,
those who sendtheir children to pay schools
taught by Catholics may possibly avernge
300 1! Sthly those who sezd their children
to the more respectable Sectarinn pay
schools, Academies and colleges cannot
average fewer than 800 :—amounting to
about 6,600—while Gthly.theso who ci-

ther do not send their children to any
school, or do actually seod them to Secta-

rian schools number f'rom 3 to 4060 !!—
or nearly 10,000 in all. Tt cannot fuil 1o
strike the most careless, how few out of
the-wholo are sent to schools exclusively
Catholic,—2500 ; and_ still more must it
have been o cause of astonishment to find
how small a fraction of the whole is found
at Catholic pay schools [for boys],—tho
paltry number of 300 !!! From this syuop-
sis prepared with no litde care, it is evi-
dent thatthe state of learning and I fear
of religion among the rising Catholic gen-
crauon must be truly deplorable.  Even
if all were frequenting schools conducted
by sectarians, the case would not be much,
if atall the better ; as then their religion,
by fur the more important part. would be
in danges of shipwreck : moreover it has
been often shewn, that a people may bo
atonce highly educated and intellectual,
and sunk in the depths of depravity,
wickedness and immorality In one of
the carly numbers of The Dublin Review
[No.3, vol.21.] is a most intercsting and
instructive article on this subjact: where
1t is demonstrated, by tho stutisticnl Inbours
of Balbi and Guery, that in the depart-
ment of Marne, the proportion of scholars
to population was 1 to every 10, while
that of criminalswas 1 to 6296, In the de-

partmentof Haute Luire, there was but 1

pupit to every 268 while the criminals were

only 1 to every 26,000. In the depart-
ment of HautRhin, the number of children
at school was 1 out of every 13, and yet

with other criminals, thero was one assas-

sin for every 94,000.

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The great error in France was, and in
this country, is, the not blending reli-
gion—the Catholic religion, with educa-
tion. This was the great secret of that
illustrious galaxy of saints, of sages, and
of teachers—the Jesuites : whose loss was
only felt, too late to be then retrieved.—
While fitting their pupils for every rank
and station in this life, they never forgot
the still higher qualificatious of the life to
come : they achieved that most difficult of
all tasks ;—they made men learned while
they made them humble : a secret, by the
way, which seems siever to have been dis-
covered in this land of freedom, and equal-
ity.
‘Finding that my anxicty to do justice
to this great and important subject has out-
stripped my judgment and no doubt the
exhausted patience of the reader, I must
confine my suggestions on the measures
remedial to as brief a space as possible :
feaving to those who have more time and
clearer heads the honor of carrying them
out to the extent necessary for securing
the education of the whole Catholic po-
pulation.
In the 1st, place, measures should be
taken to establish a Free School for the
children of indigent parents in each of
the 17 Wards of the city : although even
in these, it would be advisable that pupils
should pay & small portion of their tuition:
- because what we receive gratuitously is
. mever so much prized, as what we pur-

chase. In these should be taught all the

branches usual in schools of a similar

kind with the addition of music, vocal and

isstrumental ; of which hereafter. 2dly,
- there should be established at Jeast 5 full
. pay schools at intermediate distances,
through the eity ; in which together with
all taught in the part-pay schools, pupils
should be instructed in the higher branch-
es of English education, Rhetoric, Com.
. position, Algebra, Natural Philosphy,
Mathematics, Latin, Greek, French, Spa-
nish, [talian and German : with music,
as before. Into these, should be annually
drafied 6 of the most promising boys of
the primary schools. 3rdly, should be
established a Central High School, in
which the efite of the boys who had pass-
ed through the full pay schools as
well as those drafted from the primary
should receive the finale of the hightest
graduations of scholastic education requi-
site-to fit them for the College or the va-
rious avocations of a more active and
bustling life : not neglecting to still culti-
vate the musieal talents developed in the
primary and {ull pay schools. Exclusive
of giving the pupils almost another sense,
we can in this way, and only in this way,
always command a supply of musicians
for our churches so long desecrated and
disgraced by the employment of play-
goers, profligates and sectarians; who,
as they cannot be expected to know, feel,
Teverenes or respect the spirit or ceremo-
Ries of the Catholic Church, can never
officiate either vocally or instrumentally
3s pious Catholics alone can ; and in fact,
have often introduced airs and music into
the sacred service of the Mass, fit only
for a theatrs ! But forsooth,we must be

liberal and ape our betters! because
¢ssrs. the Trustees, who sre persons of

fine taste, would turn up their noses at the
good old plain song and Gregorian chant
of their simple hearted ances:ors: so they
inust have fashionable music : and they
have it with a vengeance.

To resume,—for all these schoo's, the
very best teachers should be selected:
and these can only be had by giving them
respectable salaries, In no other way
can or ought the services of good teachers
be secured. It is an indelible stigma on
our country and creed, that no teachers
are worse paid than those employed by
Irish Catholics. *

Funds will be doubtless wanted and
might be raised if we were only earnest
in the cause of education, viz. by dona-
tions, subscriptions, collections, &c, Do-
nations from the wealthier, subscriptions
from all, and collections at the different
churches on stated times. Much cculd be
effected by an ¢ Education Society,” to

(carry on all these under the direction of

the Rt. Rev. Diocesun and the Reverend
Clergy. As a portion of the ecclesiasti-
cal revenues and tithes,prior to the grand
wholesale plundering of the Reformation
was always devoted to the cause of edu-
cation, the obligation is, although long
unhappily in desuetude, and less binding
now than in former times, How much of
the revenues of our churches and burial
grounds has been devoted to this purpose?
Have even the collections made at Mass
on Sundays, which in all other countries,
are devoted to the poor,and which, ma-
ny innocently imagine, are devoted to
the same laudable purpose in this—have
even these been ever devoted to educate
the poor ?  Now,I do not hesitate to say,
that from a just portion of the burial
grouhd revenues, and the Sunday collec-
tions, 8 or 10,000 dollars annually might
be collected for their only legitimate ob-
jects, the poor and the ignorant: and 1
hope they will be, instead of being, as
heretofore, all swept away to pay the en-
ormous debts of building magnificent
churches : debts contracted without
consideration and extorted without re-
morse. It is only in this way we
can ever educate our children inde-
pendently of the aid of the common schoo)
Fund or other state loans, precarious in
their nature and ungracious as well as
grudged in their grantal, In their next
application however—and this application
founded in justice and denied in fraud,
should never be suffered to sleep—the Ca-
tholics should not forget to urge that, ex-
clusive of city taxes, large sums are an-
nually received by the corporation as
Commutation money, fot emigrants ; ave-
raging every 5 years beyond $300,000 11!

ON THE CELIBACY OF THE
CATHOLIC CLERGY.
I will give them in my house, and within

my walls a place, and a name better
than sons and daughters.

CevriBacy, or the unmarried state of life,
to which the Rorean Catholic Clergy are
subjected, is very much censured by per-
sons ofa different persuasion. Yet the
reasons which the Catholic Churc hhas
lor enjoining this state of life to her clergy
are such as must weigh a good deal with
the unbiassed and impartial of everychris-
tian persuasion.—1I shall endeavour to set
down here some of the principal ones.

1.—A priest, who serves the altar, has
a right to live by the allar ; 1 Cor.ix. 13,
—and those for whom he ministers are
bound, in as far as they can, to afford him
adecent subsistence. But were it just
to oblige them also to support in the same
manner a wife and a family ; who not on-
ly do not serve them, but who must be on
many occasions a very great hinderanoe
and drawback to the pastor in the dis-
charge of his duty ? Suppose, for instance
that a priest is called upon at an untimely
hour, in a stormy season, and from any
distance, 1o visit a dying person ; is it no
natural to suppose that his wife and fami-
ly would use their endeavours to detain
him at home ?  Suppose, besides, that the
distemper of the sick person is of a catch-
ing or infectious nature ; is not tho fea,
of imparting disease into his own family
an additional motive for refusing his at.
tendance on such an occasion ?

A man will often reudily expose himself
to danger in the way of his duty, though
the reflection that he thereby exposes oth-
ers, and those too the nearest and dearest
to him on earth, is capable of damping his
ardour, and of causing him to hesitate in
the attempt,

A physician, one will say, may have all
these motives for refusing his attendance
on the sick ; and yet he is seldom, if ever,
known to decline visting his patients, wher:
sent for. A physician, if a skilful one,
is not exposed to such danger as a clergy-
man ; who, being less acquainied with the
pature of the distempar, is less able to

guard against jty contagious jnfluence,—
Besides,t he physician is sure of his fee,
and what do not men venture for gain’s
sake ? while the priest has to look for
his reward only in the life to come.

2.—A marrjed priest must also endea-
vour by every possible exertion to provide

against the future wants of his family ;
lest, when he is taken away from them,

they spould be left destitute. This con-
jugal and parental concern must often en-
gross his thoughts and attention fully ag
much as that of instructing and directing
his parishioners. For, as St. Paul says,
he who has a wife, mindeth the things of

the world, and how to please his wife : but
but ke that has not a wife, mindeth thé

things of the Lord, and howto please the
Lord.—1 Cor. vii, 82, 33. The people
therefore may think themselves not bound
in justice to maintain a wife and a family,
who can only be an impediment to their
pastor in the discharge of his official du-
ty. On this account the Church ha:s.'ffe'ed
them from this obligation, by' requiring
that her clergy continue to lead a single
life, minding only the things of the Lozd,
and how to please the Lord. She thus
also facilitates to all the benefits of reli-
gion, of which otkerwise the faithful must,
in many instances regain deprived. For
the hearers are often so very poér, as
scarcely to be able to provide decently
for their clerg vman alone ; much less for
a married one and a family, Would it
then be acoording to the spirit of the
Christian Church 1o leave these on such
an account deprived of a paster ?

3.—A Catholic missionary priest, who
has the tiue spirit of his vocation, ought,
like an apostle, to be ready, whenever the
glory of God and the good of souls require
ity to go to the farthest extremities of the
earth. But to the married man, the in~
cumbrance of a wife and family renderg
such apostolic undertakings quite imprac-
ticable., And, indeed, had it not been for
the law of Celibacy in the Church, we
should never have seen the Christian faith
extended so far and wide ; and the most
distant pagan nations brought into the one
fold of the ane Shepherd —John x, 16,
Our Saviour himself seems to have given
the express hint of this discipline to his
Apostles, before sending them forth to
convert the world ; when he said; I
who does not leave father and mother,
sister and brother, wife and children, for
my sake, cannot be my disciple.

4.—There is no saying, besides, how
far a priest, who is entrusted with the se«
crets of confession, might be induced to
reveal them to a wife, his bosom com.
panion, in order to satisfy her restless and
ever prying curiosity ; which breach of
confidence might be productive of the
very worst consequences in a temporal as
well as a spiritual sense, _

5.—It may be further added, that if the
married state is less perfect than, that of
virginal purity, as St. Paul so clearly
estifies, saying : He who gives his virgin
'n marriage,does well; but he whao gives her
not, does better—1 Cor. vii, 38—it 1 not
unbecoming the church to require that
her priesthood should aimat what is most
holy and perfect. She forbids none to

marry who choose to do sa. Shg eveq
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declares marriagea holy state,and has rai-
sed it to the dignity of a sacrament, Butshe
warng all those, who aspire to the priest-
hood, (which is a matter not of compil-
sion, but of free deliberate choice mﬂdef at
an age when one is capable of knowing
one's sell) that they must make up their
minds to lead a single life, ere they are
promotcd to that dignity. If they cannot
do this, they are (ree to marry ; Sfor itis
belter, says St. Paul, to marry ﬂ%an to
- burn. 1. Cor. vii. 9. Nay, inspi‘e of
all the reasons she has for enjoining celi-
bacy to her clergy in general, she per-
mits those of the Greek rite, who are in
commnnion with her, to follow their own
particular discipline in this respect, by
marrying before they take orders, and
living with their wives and familics; but
after ordination no one, even of these, is
allowed to marty ; or ever to become the
husband of a second wife.

This is not then, as some are pleased
toallege, thatdoctrine of devils, mentioned
by the same great Apostle, forbidding to
marry : no more than the doctrine of fast-
ing andabstinence is tkat allnded to in the
same text, commanding to abstain from
certain meats, as unclean. 1. Tim. iv.—
For if the forbidding to marry, in the
sense I have mentioned,were the ductrine
of devils, it is evident from the texts al-
ready cited, that St. Paul himself inculca-
ted it,in what he says on marriage and
virginity. The doctrine of devils,which he
foresaw and alluded to, is acknowledged
by all the learned in the Christian church
to be the aborninable doctrine of the Man-
icheans, who held two opposite supreme
Beings ; the one essentially good, and the
sathor of all good ; the other essentially
had, and the author of all that is evil.—
'['hey therefore forbade to marry, and en-
joine'd abstinence from certain meats, as
unclean ; because they supposed such ei-
ther of the creation or institution of their
evil God.

The Catholic Church, on the contrary,
declares marriage, as 1 have ‘said, a Acly
stale, and asacrament; and enjoins fast-
ing and abstinence only at certain times ;
and as an act of self denial, and a trial
of our obedience : not as if what we ab-
stain from were Iin any sense unclean.—
The same trial of man’s obedience was
made by God himself in paradise : nor
was it the apple which he eat that defiled
him ; but the transgression of his Maker’s
command. So it is the transgression of
the commaud of the Church whom Jesus
Christ has commanded us to hear and
obey, (Matt. xviii. 37. and Luke x. 16,)
that defiles ; not the meat itself which we
eat. Y

The practice of fasting and abstinence
was always common in the Church of God
under the old law, as well as under the
new ; and God has often shown how very
acceptabls itis to him. The great city of
Niniveh, which, on account of the sins
of its inhabitants he had threatened by his
prophet Jonas to destroy in forty days,
wag spared by him, because its people pro-
claimed u most rigorous fast, to appease
his wrath, and did penance for their sins
in sackcloth and ashes, Jonas iii. v.—

Our Saviour himself fasted forty days and

forty nights: (Matt. iv. 2.) and laid down
besides rules for fasting, Matt. vi. 16.—
He eventold his apostles, when they could
not nn a certain occasion cast out the de-
vil, that such cou'd be cast out only by
prayer and fasting. Matt. xvii. 20.
