Dircctory for Prayer Mcetings.

One grand feature of the Edinburgh Re-
vival must not be forgotton. Prayer was at
the beginning of it; prayer was increasing
¢voty dey and hour. Mr. Moody at one of
the gatherings spoke ss follows of the
Prayer Meeting :

He began by saying that there was pro-
bably moro talent in Scotland than in any
ataer place of the same sizo, but it was in a
great measure buried talent. He did not
refer to the ministers so much as to the
nople, who did not draw out their talents
for the good of the Church. This was ad
important matter. If he drew out the
energies of ten men, and got them to work,
it was much better than doing ten men’s
work himself. Hence the importance of
wme of the rules he was about to give
them. ) .

First, they should get, he said, the people
to sit clase togother, for if'they were scat-
tered, the meeting would be-cold and dis-
jointed, and they would not get people to
speak. Seeond, They should see that the
hall or room was well ventilated, heated,
andlighted. When it got close the people

became Ianguid or went to sleep. Third,
they should have good singing. He did not
object to our psalms, or to the old hymns,
always keoping them as their staple mate-
rial of praise; but he thought they should
not confine themselves to them, or to any
thing old, howevergood. The introduction
of a new hymn sometimes gave new life to
a meeting. ‘They should always be adding
to their collection. Fourth, When a meet-
ing was special; the prayers and remarks
ought to be special, bearing on the one
subject. It spoiled such & meeting to have
geneml prayers for the conversion of the

ews, for instance, aud wandering all over
the world. Let them pray for these oib
jects, but no¢ there and then. ‘They should
do as business men did—keep to the busi-
ness in hend. An insurance company’s
board would not discuss temperance and
missions; and so when they had special
sacred business they should keep to it-
The business of next week—the week of
prayer—was, he gaid, to Yrsx for revival,
for the working of the Holy Spirit. They
ought to give all their energies to that spe-
cial work. TFifth, Let them have requests
and thanksgivings brought before the meet-
ing. This added greatly to its interest and
value. For examgle, 8 father gave thanks
for the answer to praglr in the conversion
ot hiscon If he had got the blessing he
thought the least he could do was to give
thanks for ic. And'by doing so, he encou-
raged others to put in similar requests, ex-
pecting an answer. Aud why should not
the son stand up and give his experience,
and show how-he was brought to Christ?
The* Scotch were terribly afraid of giving
their experience. Why should they object 2
Experience was scriptural, the Bible being
full ofit. It might; no doubt, be carried
too far; ‘and there were some things in
Methodism which he did not approve of’;
but they would be much the hetter of tak-
ing a leszon from the Methodists in some
things, Sixth, Let the leader take no fur-
ther part in the meeting than to give the
key-noto. Sometimes the leader engrossed
the meeting and exhausted tho subject, or
at least the patience of bis hearers, before
any other voice had been heard. This was
the way to empty a meeting. Seventh,
‘They should give out the suhject before-
haud, that the people’s.thoughts might te
directed-to it. 'This helped greatly to keep
up the interest. Eighth, They ought not
to scold the people who had come because
others had kept awry. TLet the leader
rather take blame to himself for having
failed to drew. them, and ¥y to make his
mecetings more attractive. If he only made

' the mmeetings attractive, the people would

find that théy conld not stay away. Ninth,
If they felt discouraged they should.notlet
the people sco it, or they would be discou-
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raged also. Thoy ought not to make the
meeting blue because they were blue.—
Tenth, They should give variety to the
meetings, ‘There shoutld not be more than
two Pra ors in succession, and the exercise
should be varied by singing and reading.
One of the buried talents of Scotland was
the musical talent. They ought to sing for
Christ, as well -as work and speak for Him.
Eleventh, Let them have no forroal address
beginning in some such way as this—“1
am going to address you,” for such an an-
nouncement was epough to chill any meet-
ing. Twelfth, THe mecetings should be
short, and the people seut away hungry but
not weary, else they would not come back.
In order to this they must be short. Those
who spoke were intercsted, and would go
on; but those who listened were less inte-
yested, and might have stood for an hour.
They ought not to try their patience tdo
far.  Thirteenth, They should avoid discus-
sions, and put down.discussion améng the
audience. Ifany onepersisted, they should
not correct him in public, baut have their
praise or prayer, and then go to’him in
private and explain. Fourtcenth, If a man
were backward to speak at the meeting,
they shoald call upon him, point out the
duty and simplify it, gotting him to break
the ice by mercly reading out a verse that
had strack him, and thus lead him on. It
was 1ot great talent that was wauted, but
grace in tho heart. The coloured man who
had spoken the previous day had thrilled
his very heart more than any one he had
heard there. TFifteenth, They should throw
. the meeting open for one-half of the time.
There was no freedom otherwise. Ho had
been burdened with a message he believed
to be from God, but had no chance to de-
liver it, because the meeting-was not open.
They had no right to take the work out of
the hands of:the Spirit in this way. Six.
teenth, Let the meeting commence and close
st the hour appointed. To be unpunctual,
either in opening or closing, was to break
faith with the meeting. Seventeenth, They
ought to see before going that they went in
the Spirit, aud pray that the Spirit might
lead the meeting.
Results,

Prayer meetings conducted according to
the rules and directions given by Mr. Moody.
have been tried'in Scotland. Ata recent
meeting in the Free Assembly Hall Dr.
Andrew Thomson said that the weekly
prayer-mesting of his congrégation on
‘Wednesday avenirig bad beés conducted on
the last occasion according to the rales and
directions given by Mr.Moody, the wisdom
of which had beén felt by every one of them.

They had short prayers, short addresses,

and frequent singing, principally from
Phillip’s collection, and also opportunities
given for requests tor prayer. The lattor
part of the meeting had been made open,
Ho wighed now, for the encouragement of
csteemed ministers and elders, as well ay
private members of tho cLurch, to stato the
result. Tho meoting was three times jig
former size, and the place, which M
Moody knows well, for it had been zh;
birthplace of a good many souls to Chrisy,
was crowded, so much so that they had re-
solved to go up to the church itself nex
Wednesday evening. Not only were many
requests for prayer made, much thanksgir.
ing offered, but a great deal of information
as to the work of Christ in the congrega.
tion, was bronght out, and made kavwa 1
them, which otherwise might havo remain.
-ed hidden. He wished to Uear testimony
very strongly, having tried the oxperimens,
to the great importance of leaving the ly
ter part of the evening free, in the sense
they understood. He believed church like
had been mach stifled by the fact that it
had not found expression. If they let it
get expression, it would increase itself by
the very fact, and tend to communicate
spiritunl life to others. In our large con
gregations we are often at a loss to make
brotherly love felt. People sitting in ad-
joining pews very often do not know each
other’s names, These open meetings will
give a new life to the people, and will pro-
mote 2 feeling of kinship amongst them in
spiritual things. He wished to givo-his
hearty imprunatur to these open meetings.

Other ministers bore similar testimony
They insisted especially on the evil of lr-
guring in prayer.

Nine-tenths-were
ristians, and when they were sent out of
Ue body of the Hall, workers then got in
wong the anxious ; but they were wo few,
ad they had to take two or three at a time,
bich 13.n0t satisfactory.

The meeting with the four hundred men
sho came up from the Corn Exchnage was
singular one. Instead of addressing them,
, Moody asked scven gentlemen on the
faform to tetl them how they came to
(brist. The raost of them were very well
tiown men—a minister, 2 colonel in the
umy, & merchant, & sheriff, a doctor, &
hleman, and o captain in the navy. The
diet was warvellous. It was better to
tve those conversions told to them at that

=

stage than to bo preached to until morning.
It was quito thrilling to one’s spirit to hear
from so many lips a personal testimony to
the converting power of the grace of God.
Weo think with Mr. Moody that we -would
bo none the worse for more of this.

The * Week of Prayer.”

Never did Scotland witness such a Week
of Prayer as that which inaugurated the
presont year. Wegive a few expracts of
accounts of meetings :

Mr. Moody states that in Edinburga he
had met with very many infidels. The
chairman of the Infidel Club, and a great
many of the leading infidels had been at
meny of their services. Thoy had perhaps
come out of idle curiosity, perhaps to spy
out what had been done, and perhaps to go
to their infidel club, and make fun and ridi-
cule of it all. He had been thinking for
the last few days what these infidels might
become if they were turned to Christ—what
a blessing to the city of Edinburgh, of which
they were tho curse now. They were ag
present sowing the seeds of infidelity and
poisoning the minds of young men. Edin-
burgh was full of these infidels; he kad
never secn & city likeit for them. There
was nothing for it but prayer. These infi-
dels came there to try and get into argu-
ment, but they could not reach them except
by prayer. They had stated on the plat-
form that nothing was too hard for God,
and he did not think the couversion of
these men was too hard for Him, if he was
carnestly besought by His people. Mr.
Moody went on to state many remarkable
instances of conversion of noted sceptics,
Dr. Andrew Thompson read s letter whick
he had received from Dr. Fisch in Paris :—
“ How glad I was to receive your letter and
the extract from the Daily Review which
you sent me. I do not think thereisa
greater joy for the Christian heart than to
hear that Ged is doing- this work for the
souls of men, and our joy is even increased
when it seems that such a work is the an.
swer to our feeble and unworthy prayers,
My dear Scotland, you cannot imagine how
much I love her, and rejoice that a spiritual:
blessing is bestowed upon her. It is very
much & sphicual home to me, and therefore
I am exceeding}iy thaokful to the Lord to
henr of the good work dome by these twd
excellent brethren.” .

The addresses delivered were varied and
earnest. The meetings were very numer-
ous-and all were'thronged. Even the cler-
gy and Bishop of the Episcopal Church
Joined in them,~something strikingly new
for Scotland. )
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Newington.

The Rev. Mr. Robertson of Newington
United Treshyterian Church, stated some
faets in regard to the special services held
by Messrs. Mpody and Sankey in his church
during last week. He shrani frof prema-
ture announcement of results; but it was
not too much to say, he remarked, that the
Lord had been working with these cvan-
gelists.

There had been old men on the brink of the
grave coming and receiving salvation as a
little child, and there had been not a few
little children, both boys and girls, perhaps
chicfly boys, who were secking rest, and
not able to get it until they had found it in
the Savivur ; and then going away rejoicing
having foand the pearl of great price.

A Monday Mceting.

On Monday there was a union prayer
meeting as usual in the Free Church As-
sembly Hall at noon. Remarks about the
work that has been going on were made,
and reports as to the effect of it_were given
in hy several gentletaen. Mr. Moody said
that he did not know that he ever spent
such a morning as that of Sabbath. They
had 2 praise meetiag at nine o’clock and it
would have done their hearts good to see
what took place at the close of it. The
Spirit of God was so strong amongst them
that uaconverted men rose on all sides and
cnied out.for prayer on their behalf. Rev.
Mr. Brown, Largo, said he wished to bear
humble, carnest and sincere testimony to
the great work that was going on here. It
was the doing of the Lord and mervellous,
and equally gracious as it was marvellous
in their eyes. He begged to give an ex-
pression of his_thankinl, admiring, and
adoring sense of the sincerity, simplicity,
purity, heavenly wisdom, heavenly power,
and heavenly love with .which these meet-
ings were and had been conducted. IHe
bad no speech to make to the,mectivg, but
would do i3 far greater gervice, if he could
msake them follow the counsel which he
gave, which was siroply thie, that ocery

one who had found the Lord, and who were
joined to Christ by the Spirit, should overy
day repeat onc verse from the well known
hyma of our Scotch poet, who dealt with
far sublimer things than Old Iloratiug of
the Augustan age, “I lay my sins oy
Jesus.”

Lord Cavan said he had been partirnlarly
struck by the number of requests mado on
the previous day for prayer. e himself

met with eight or nine young men, and he

humbly helieved that by the grace of God

they were all drawn to him, wero presented

by the Lord Jesus Christ as His redeemed

souls, and scaled by the Holy Spirit o

promise. Rev. Mr. Grant, Tain, was

amougst the geaclemen who engaged in

prayer. He thanked God for the effect

which even the reports of this movemen

had had in communities far distant from

Edinburgh. He prayed that the ataffs of

the varions newspapers might be converred

and blessed, and besought Providence to !
put itinto their hearts to chronicle what is
done here for the good of all Scotland. Mr,
Wilson (Barclay Church) said that one of
the most remarkable meetings ever held in
Edinburgh had been held the previoss
evening in the Canongate. It was secont

Me
Wilson (Tolhooth Church) said the meet
ings in his church had grown in interest s
the week of prayer woro on. Heo thought!
he had never been present at such a meoting
as” they had on Saturday night wnh’lbt
children. Mr. Sankey had como in, seids
few words to them, aud sang them a solo—

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«Room among the angels” It was a
meeting to bo registered in one’s life as a
most remarkable thing. He had seen many
mothers and children afterwards, and the

} vould be well for the ministers to open
their vestries for inquirers afier each of the
ordinary sorvices in their church. They
hsd hesitated in his church, but the people
tad taken it into their own hands, and at
the close of the services in the Tolbooth, on
Sabbath, several persons had come to his
ll wstry, inquiring the way to salvation. He

A Convention of Christians from all parts
o Scotland, was held in the Free Assemb'y

.

Hall on Wednesday, the 15th January.
Long before the hour of meeting (cleven
o’clock) the Hall was besicged and over-
crowded. During tho wholo day, and up
till almost the close of the proceedings, the
people continued to wait in the quadrangle
of the College, and to hang about tho vari-
ous doors, by means of which they expected
aceess would be got ; and the vepeated as-
surances of those in charge of the arrange
meuts that entrance was impossible wert
unavailing to induce them to go away.

Mr. Moody presided. Earnest addresses
were delivered by many ministers; but
space will allow us to make only a fow ex-
tracts.

Rev. Mr. Lowe, of Newcastle, stated a
few particulars in regard to the meetings
which were being held in the town from
which he came. He said that the result ot
making the prayer meetings there open to
all who wished to take part in them, had
been to increase the'attendance very largely
indeed. They had got a good many of the
young men to open their mouths, and the
minister who presided over the meetings
did little else now than start the subject.
The hour of nigeting, was found to be all
too short, instead of being, as it wasthought
by many to be before, dreary and long. His
plan was to give out the subject on the
previaus Lord’s-day at his usual prayer
meeting, that the various members of the
congregation might be looking into their
Bibles in regard to it. He believed that
Messrs. Moody and Sankey had put them
on a proper plan of working for the fature
and many could point to permanent good
cffected by adopting it.

Rev. Mr. Wilson, Barclay Church, said
that what was wanted was that the prayer
meetings shonld be thoroughly revolution-
ized both in town and country. Both he
and Mr. Morgan had last week thrown
their prayer meetings open ; the subject for
the day was the holy family, and the office
bearers of their churches had taken part in
the meeting. They had not adopted this
becausé their meetings before had been
small but becaase they believed it was a
wode of corducting the meeting which God
would bless. He believed that they could
revolutionize the Cburch and the country
in the most blessed manner if they could
wisely and rightly manage these prayer
meetings, which had been more a discour-
agement then & help in the past.

Rev. Mr. Leitch, Neweastle, stated that
the work which had been commenced by
their American friends in Newcastle, three
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months ago, haa heen greatly consolidated
since they left. Many thought that when
they left Newcastle there would be a great
falling off at the union prayer meeting, and
that by this time there would be hardly a
daily prayer meeting at all; but he was glad
to sny that in this they had been entireiy mis-
taken, for they were never better attended
than they were before. The requests for
prayer were quite as numecrous as before,
and their religious services mos¢ delightful
and profitable. A wonderful spirit of unity
had been poured out on the ministers and
office-hearers of the town. Ho had arrang-
ed 10 have a union communion service, and
for it 3500 tickets had been disposed of, At
the largest meeting place where this service
took place there were about two dozen
ministers present, belonging to all evangel-
istic denominations. He had never felt
nearer heaven than he did that night. He
had long had it in his creed that he believed
in the communion of saints; he now real-
ised with his brethren in Newcastle what
was meant by the communion of sajnts on
earth,

Mr. Saokey urged the necessity of atten-
tion to the service of praise at tho Prayer
Meeting

Professor Blaikie gave some account of
his observation on prayer meetings in
America. Besides other méetings, he said
he remembered the one for prayer when the
General Assembly was sitting at Philadel-

hia. It was conducted very much accord-
ing to the manner they had heard described
by Mr. Moody ; one person rose up, per-
haps a minister, and offered prayer, then
an elder would read a verse or two from
some part of the Bible appropriate to the
subject, and fitted to give encouragement,
and next some one would start a hymn. In
this way a degree of warmth and interest
was kept up which was most interesting.
He thought the prayer meetings here might
become the means of much benefit, if pains
were taken to conduct them in the wanner
now described. The element of praise was
of great importance ; it was fitted 10 make
the meeting attractive, and it was fitted to
warm the hearts of those who attended.
He said that the meetings carried on in the
Cowgate by the students in the New Col-
lege Tad become warmer and more interest-
ing frum their increased attention to the
singing. He thorvughly and entirely con-
curred with what had been said regarding
the prayer meetings. He maintained, of

course, the, divine obligation and divine

sanction of the office of the ministry, but

alongside of it he most strongly held that
it was'the duty of all who had %o't. gifts and :

graces from the Divine Head of the Charch
to cndceavor in every way thiat presented
itself to work for it.

Dutles of Blders.

Mr. Moody was asked what he wouly B
rccommend should be done in the case of N
elders who were obviously disinclined 1o
work for Christ, and he replied that thog
elders in the Church of an opposite charae.
ter should seek to raise the tone of the elder.
ship by earnest and indefatigable laboyr
amongst the congrogation, and by this
meaus either stir ur the drones, or make
the eldership too hot for them. They
would either he Ied to join with the willing
workers, or they would be driven to resipn
their posts when the disparity between whay
they did for the Master hecame 5o obvions.
In answer to another questioner, Mr. Moody
expressed a decided opinion against a charch
numbering amongst_its members any up.
converted persons. It should be the care
of the elders to use every precaution agningt
the admission of any such persons into the
membership of a church. Of course abso
lute certainty in this matter was impossible, §§
but nothing should be left undone to dis. §
cover the real state of the case before so §
momentous & step as the admission of 8
persun to the membership of a Christan
Charch was taken. Mr. Moody expressed
his opinion that the visits of the eldersto
the homes of the people might be made g8
much niore agreeable and profitable. The |
mode of visiting was so generally cold, stif, Ji
and formal that the approach of theeldertn &
2 house was often the signal for all the §
youngsters of the family to decamp unil
the infliction, as they thought it, was over. {8
Now he had been in the habit, when he 38
visited & family, of pulling out his Bible, S8
and asking some of them if they had been
doing anything in the way of stadying this
or that book or life ; and when he found o
what they had been reading last, he endes-
voured to lead them into 2 familiar conver-
sation on the sabject. In this way he had
an interchange of thought, and very often g
light was thrown on a book of the Bibleur g
a Scripture character. In such ways,in
stead of the visit being regarded as tedious §
and uninteresting, it was welcomed and
made profitable. Mr. Moody also spoke of
the importance of the elders louking wel
after the young—giving youthful strangers
in their churches a cordial greoting ond §
kindly encouragement. He spoke 100 of ik
‘the importance of setting the young mem g8
bers of the Church to work, saying that 2 ks
minister who set fifty young men to work
around him was a much wiser man than he §
‘who sought to do the work of fifty men i}
killed himself.

¢¢What can ¥ do for Christ?”

It was a sure sign of conversiun to 8
anxious to work for the Master, This di
position should be encouraged and cul
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vated. He thought the best thing a young
I convert could do would be to find a class of

children somewhere.  If they could not find
aclass in any Sabbath school they should
goout on to the streets and gather one in.
{ot them pick up the puor neglected chil-
dren they could emsily find there. The
lower they went down the nearer they
would get to the Master. If they wanted
to work for Christ they should go among
the poor. There was no better field for
B work than was to be found there. He hac
often seen young man, of very moderate
shility, gather large classes of children about
them from the streets, lead many of them to
the Saviour, and make out of them good
members of the Church and of society. If
they had hearts full of love, God's blrssing
§ would attend their efforts, and many souls
B would be converted. Thore would not be
nuch vifficulty in finding something to do.
It would keep them out of the world too,
end out of darkness. Mr. Mooy went on
S« urge upon young Christians not to neg-
SR I:ct their work at homo, but to adorn the
B Joctrine of Jesus Christ by thewr acts and
beating there. If they ran off to meetings
sud neglected their dutics at howme, it would
§ biog veproach upon their profession. If
¥ they tried in every way they could to follow
Christ, they would draw peoplo towards
E tem. It was not so much what they said
B 1 what they did about which they must be
arfal. He prayed, as he left them, that
B the young converts might stand firm, and
i chow those who were speaking about these
megtings being merely a display of Ameri-
B cnism, fanaticism, and wildfie, that, on
B the contrary, the effects there produced
B vere God’s work. By their life, walk, and
% conversation they should seck to win many
¥ ©Christ. His heart had been drawn ont
B8 tvards these young converts, and he pray-
BN o that God might keep themn from the
¥ vorld. He hoped there would be many
4 ho would find some independent work,
ad start on some work of their own. The
roung male converts might start Sabbath
B «hools in cvery part of Edinburgh.  If they
B cold not find suitable buildings already
J wailable they might erect them. Thero
£ vasmoney enough in Edinburgh to do it,
td it would be readily given for such an
ohject if there was an assurance of earnest
ud profitable work. Tun this and other
xays these young converts might carry .he
B¢ dorious torch of salvation into many a
4 dark home. Mr. Moody stated that the
g trekening in Tidinbufgh was the topic of
wnversation all over the country. He bad
fund this to be the case in London and
Liverpaol, where he had just been. It was
terefore of the utmost importance that it
tould be vigorously pushed on. Each of
e 1300 or 1400 converts here ought tc be
good, he thought, for ten souls,

Glasgow,

The Rev. Dr. Buchanan, tho well-known
Tree Church minister, at the meeting of his
Presbytery on the 7th inst., drew attention
to the large attendance at the prayor meet-
ings, ong striking feature of which was that
they could not be said to have been broughe
together by the presence of any particular
person, but.by the sentiment abro.d in the
community for the need of some special
blessing, Hesuggested that they as a Pres-
bytery should recognize God’s hand in these
movemeuts, and express their thankfulness
for the awakening which was visible, and
which they hoped would make far greater
progress. The suggestion was favorably
entertained, and tiac Rev. Dr. Forbes, an-
other loading clergyman, engaged in prayer.
The Rev. Dr. Joseph Brown, moderator of
the Synod of the United Presbyterian
Chureh, who presided at oné of the Glasgow
meetings, sauf that a revival of religion in
that city was much needed, so that bad men
should be made good, and good men made
better. He did not venture to say which of
these objects was the most important; but
if he had the choice of two blessings—that
a thousand persons should be converted to
the low level of our ordinary piety, or that
a thousand saints should be quickencd to
apostolic fervor, and activity and zeal—he
did not knotw but that in the wide and com-
Erehensive view we should prefer the latter,

ccause every one of theso revived saints
would he a centre of holy influence and holy
life ; and if the citizens of Glasgow were re-
vived, how soon might we hope that the
leaven would legven the whole lump. We
understand that in Glasgow arrangements
are being made for a series of evangelistic
meetings to be held in the City-hall, the
largest public hall in the place, until Messrs.
Moody and Sankey are able to settle thero
for a short time,

The racetings in this town were decply
interesting. Dr. Cairns writes :

I feel cunstrained to add my testimony to
the profoand impression which has, by the
blessing of God, been made on the town. I
trast it will be us solid and permancnt as it
is at present visible. I cannot attempt to
describe the appearance of Wallaco Green
Church at the evening meeting.on Tuesday,
when the overwhelming meeting in the
Corn Exchange was dismissed, aud those
who-gathered for prayer, with the anxious
inquirers, crowded in to fill uﬁcvery corner
of the spacious church The shadow of
eternity scemed cast over the great congre-
gation. Many were observed to be in tears;
and as ihe inquirers, with hurried and

trembling step, passed into the vestry
{though others found & more private eu«
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trance), the deepes .we and sympathy per-
vaded the meeting. This continued fora
full hour, and such a gathering I hardly
ever expect again to see in this world. I
will not speak ot the experiences ,of the
anxious, as I am averse to the publication
of such details, at least in the beginning of
2 movement. It is believed that neavly
fifty in all were conversed with in the Corn
Exchange in the afternoon, and in the
church 1n the evening.  Last night (Wed-
nesday) a considerable addition was made
to this number, after the addresses of Mr.
Leitch of Newcastle, and Mr. Chedbuin of
this town.

Again he writes:

The work of God herc goes on beyond
our utmost calculations, though not our
lawful and bounden hopes. Scenes the
most wonderful of rapid and sudden conver-
sion bave occurred, and a_wide anxiety is
still in the public mind. The meectings in
the Corn Exchange since Tuesday _last,
have been vast, especially last night, &hen
it was nearly as full after all the Sabbath
services, as.on the afternoon when Messrs.
Moody and Sankey were here, and there
were almost more inquirers than could be
spoken with. Itis the Lord’s doing, and
marvellous in our eyes. It is by far the
happiest time of my whole ministry. Youn
may cither show this to our dear brethren
who began the work, orleave it for them,
and ask the thanksgiving of your meeting
on our behalf.

And still later: .

Since the visit of AMessrs. Moody and
Sankey, on Tuesday (January 13), which
was followed by so profound and universal
an impression, there hate been, besides the
large noon-day prayer-meeting, meetings for
addresses and prayer every night (with the
exception of Saturday) in the Corn Ex-
change, which has been filled. On Sabbath
evening, it was filled (notwithstanding the
storm) to a degree only short of the meet-
ings of Tuesday, while last night it was
again full ; and at every one of theso meet-
ings there have been many inquirers who
waited to be conversed with, and of whom
many profess to have found peace in the
Saviour.

The mcetings have heen of the most
grave, solemn, and un-demonstrative cha-
raceer ; and with the exception or the deeper
earnes:ness of the speakers and heavers, and
the intermingling of requests for prayer
and thanksgiving (many of the most affect-
g character), and greater fervour in the
singing, with musical ac. 'mpanimeat, could
hardly be distiguished fr. m ordinary Sab-
baid worship. There is not the slightest
trace of physical excitement, except what is
mseparable from the realisation of the awful
and joyful tratks of the gospel of Christ.

f A marhed featurcis the crowd of young
persons of both sexes whoare in attendance,
and many of whom profess o have experi-
enced a saving change, with every indica-
tivn, as far as can be judged, of sincerity,

Last night, thanks were returned for

seventeen young men who, besides others,
had waited to be conversed with after the
meeting on the Lord’s-day evening. Fron,
conversatior with many inquirers—most of
them young men and wowmen—TU can attes:
the intelligence and visible deep earnestness
of those who come forward. The wmove-
ment has extended to our Sabbath schools,
iu one of which a brother minister told me
that he had conversed separately with six.
teen scholars, who desired to find salvation,
last Lord's-day.
. In my own_ congregation, besides the
largest number ‘of applicants ever publicly
received for the first time during the day—
giving token of an earlier revival move.
ment—there was an evening meeting of the
Bible class, which produced on those who
attended it an impression of mingled so-
lemnity and gladness such as I have never
witnessed in the whole course of my minis-
try, or in any exercise of worship before. 1
cannot describe it further in a public jour-
nal. This is but & sample of the expen-
ences of other ministers at this remarkable
time. We greatly need the sympathies and
prayers of our fellow-Christians, while they
rejosce in our jovs and give thanks with us
to God for His abounding mercies.

Let me add that the movement is assisted
by ministers from a distance—the Rev. H.
J. Pope, of Newcastle, in addition to the
Rev. R, Leitch aud D. Lowe, of that town
—having visited us; while Messrs. Morgan
and Wilson, of Edinburgh, are expected this
week.—1 am, &c. Joun Carrys.

afft .ons, which the young very quickly
discover and reciprocate.

Perhaps they are trusting to
the mercy of God, or feel that they are
guilty, but amid many bad actions some
good ones have been performed, or we are
not quite as bad as some others. Even
among professing Christians not more solid
oftentimes are the foundations on which
they are resting their hopes for eternity.
With a sort of indefinite trustin Christ
they rest upon what they themselves haye
done, or what they intend todo. They are
perfectly honest, chaste, sober, and virtuous
men and women, bearing anblemished re.
putations maintaining Christian professions,
praying, oftecn reading tksir Bibles, occa.
Sionally attending Church, ard sitting
down at the Lord’s Table. All thisisgood
and highly to be commended, and yet there
may be no implicit firm childlike trust in
Christ. Sceing tacn that there is so much
deception in this matter, the question, in
what do you trust, becomes a deeply im-
portant one, meriting the carnest considera”
tion of all. Cbrist and his finished work-is
the only ground of confidence, and it we
allow our ments to come between him and
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as we are terribly deceived and are trusting
to a broken reced. Said the late Dr. John
Duancan in'his dying moments, X am poor,
wretched, miserable, lost, polluted, and but
for Jesus Christ, a doomed sinmer. My
hope, my joy, my trust, now lies in this,
there is Christ between me and God. That
i3 my creed and my orthodoxy, and thus
speaking, he departed for his heavenly home:
Reader, in ‘what do you trust, are you
cherishing a false hope? Ascertain ere it
be too late.

THE PRAVER MEETING.

* In-discussing this subject in this paper,
I will put what I have to say under three
hoads :—1. The prayer meeting as it is. 2.
Asit ought tobe. 3. How can we make
what it ought to be?

1.—TOE PRAYER MEETING AS IT IS,

In public estimation it is not highly re-
garded. It is not a popular institution.
This is ovident fiom the attendance. Only
2 small proportion of the population are
sccustomed to meet there. The majority
of peoplo in our congregations feel under
obligation to attend Sabbath services, but
very few have or seem to have any scraples
of conscience in neglecting prayer meetings.
Appointments are made, engagements and
arrangements entered into, parties held and
places of amusement attended, without any
consideration for the prayer meeting. No
provision is‘made for that. It is entircly
forgotten, or, if remembered, it is not
thought worth attending, or worth any sac-
rifice or self-denial, or effort in order to
attend it.

This applies not only to the population
in general bat to a majority of those who
profess obedience to Christ. The indiffer-
ence of these is the more sarprising and
shameful. That those who have no heart-
felt concern sbout their own or others’
spiritoal welfare or the glory of God should
take no interest in the prayer meeting is
not wonderful, but rather very natural.
Bt that thoso who profess to have been
awakened to a realization of the importance
and value of spiritual and eternal verities

and to a delight in God, should be indiffer.
ent to it may well bé wondered at. Why
they are so we inquire not just now, tug
the fact we notice for serious consilera
tion.

‘When we leave it as it is in the people’s
estimation and consider it as it is in itsclf
how do we find it? TIs it earnest, warm
and attractive? Is it such as is calcnlated
to awaken the interest and secure the con
tinued attendance of those who may ven.
ture or happen once to go? Is the atmos.
phere such as will make them feel that there
are men and women there in downright
carnest? Is it such that living, warm
hearted Christians {eel it congenial to their
taste, exalting to their spiritual appetites,
and & stimulus to their energies? o those
who attend do so becauss they love to go—
because they are in living earnest and find
an opportunity to pour forth and develop
the aspiration of their Christian life, or
receive comfort and strength in their per
plexities and weakness, or do they attend
merely from a cold sense of duty and mo
more ?

I venture to say that though thero may
be some earnestness, and warmth, and life,
yet there is very much dulness and cold-
ness. Prayers consist tcuo much in a cor
tain round of petitions without point o
adaptation, often long as well as pointles.
Addresses are too often prosy and dr,
made cvidently just to fill np the time. Al
the speaking and praying is left to two or
three who have been in harness for years,
and who are in danger of getting into a
tread-mill ronnd. Thus a certain stereo-
typed form is gone through from week to
week without variety, liveliness or special
interest, so that they are attended by a fev
more from a sensc of duty than from any
real delight. F

Now why is the prayer meeting sv o
popular, and why so formal and dry !

Why so anpopular? Xt is no¢ difficakt
to sec why the general pablic tahe no
interest in it. Their tastes and desires are
not in harmony with its spirit and design.
But why Christians shonld take no more
interest in it, why they should show o
« little anxiety and ase so little effort to
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sustain and revive it, is not so easy to
snderstand.  'We can only ascribe the
lamentable indfference and caso to a low
state of vital piety —want of sympathy and
protherly love, lack of zeal for Christ’s
canse, want of fecling the need of the Holy
Spirit to mahe efficacivas the means of
grace: want of fuith in prayer, an atterly
inadequate sense of individual responsibil-
15, & culdness of heart from too little com-
manivn with God. If they were only alive
and awake to these things as they shounld
be they could not remain indifferent, but
would come and speak, and pray out of
the abandance of their hearts.

And the same cause produces the cold-
ness, dulness and stiffness. There is not
cnough life in the meetings because there is
not enough life in our souls and in the sur-
rounding community. They are cold be-
canse coldness prevails. There may be
other secondary causes, but this no doubt is
the primary one; and it is this that makes
the matter so alarming and so much to be
deplored. What I have said under this
head may not be universally applicable,
butalas I am afraid it is too gencrally true.

1I,—THE PRAYER MEETING A8 IT OUGHT
TO BE.

The primaty ides that we have of a
prayer meeting is that it ought to be an
opportunity for united prayer, and mark
sou—prayer. Whatisit to pray ? It is
the soul’s winging itself up to the presence
of the Infinite One—the source of every
Hessing—the fountain of all grace, and
from thence drawing all it desires for com-
fort and strength, and holiness and life.
Prayer is the aspirations and outbreathings
of en earnest living soul. Let our prayers
be surh ontgushing of the heart nander o
sense of our own and others needs, and
with confidence in the willingness as well
28 ability of Him whom we approach to
twupply every want, and not formal cold
3 utterances of commonplaces or of recoguized
y orthodoxy, and we will do wuch ir helping
to make the prayer meeting whas it ought
o be.

And mark again—it is socia! prayer. As
(8 cuch, the prayer offered by cach person

should as a general rule be short. Private
prayer may be as long as you please.
When only one persun is to pray he may
continue as Jong as the assembly can sus-
tain its interest. But when others should
take a part we must be briefer, and thus
roum is Ieft for a gveater numbe: and greater
vatiety. Brevity will also encourage more
to take part.

S\ocial prayer must be to the point and
not vagae generalitivs, and adapted to meet
the special wants of the social compact
without ignoring or crushing the spontan-
eous outgushings of our own souls, bat
rather giving them full expression as being
no doubt the suggestions of the Spirit who
helpeth us to pray. When the prayers are
thus the outpouring of the heart, brief and
to the point, calculated to awaken and sus-
tain the sympathy and concurrence of all,
much is dofte to make the prayer meeting
what it ought to be.

But the prayer meeting should be sorge-
thing more than meetings for united prayer.
It is the place where thoy that fear the
Lord may often spezk to one another ; and
to these utterances God hearkensand attends
as well as to prayers. (See Malachi, 3.16).
In this way they can stimulate one another
to miore earnest and persevering prayer.
They can unfold their experiences, and
excrcise and develop their gifts for mutual
yuickening and cumforting and strengthen-
ing. They should speak freely and with-
out restraiat, for it is & family gathering.
There should be no formality, but just the
spontaneons outflow of sounl in spesking,
prasing, and singing. We should feel as
if we were at home with friends and brothren
and having the presence of our Elder
Brother, with his sympathy and compas-
sion, and our Heavenly Father with his
love. This is our Ideal we should aim at
and reach after. Prayer meetings, proceed.
ing in such a spirit and possessing such a
character, surely ought to be held in high
estimation. Yea, though they should fall far
below that standard, they are worthy of
great regard.

Are they only opportunities for anited
prayer? To say that ss such they oughs
to be held 1o high estmaton, seems hike
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repeating & truism. So apparent is its im-
portance to every one who knows any thing
of gospel promises, privileges, and appli-
ances, that it seems needless to make such
an affirmation. "Who that believes the
promises * where two or three are gathered
together in my name, there am I in the
midst of them,”—“If two of you shall
agree on earth as touching anything that
they shall ask, it shall be done for them of
my Tather, which is in Heaven ;”"—Who
that has read the history of the primitive
Church as recorded in the Acts of the
Apostles, ard traced the connection between
united persevering prayer, and the wonder-
ful revivals of Pentecost and succeeding
days—who that knows anything of modern
rovivals and the means which God has
blessed for their production, nced be told
that the prayer meeting as an ageney for
advancing the cause of Christ, has a value
and power passing computation. When
in addition to all this we endeavor to
realize what the prayer meeting may be-
come as a means for developing and stimu-
lating the spiritual life of a Christian peo-
ple, we will feel that it possesses & precious-
ness which very few appreciate.  The
prayer meeting therefore should be very
dear to God’s people. It should engage
the "warmest sympathics and the most
earnest and sanctified efforts of all who
would advance the Kingdom of God m
their own souls or in the world aronnd.
III.—ROW CAN WE MAKE THE PRAYER
MEETING WHAT IT OUGHT TO BE.
I have slready to some extent answered
this question under the preceding head ; but
let us give it a little more consideration. To
elevate the prayer meeting to anything like
2 desirable standard is not easy. Thereare
many difficulties in the way of making any
improvement. The low state of religion is
the great barrier in the way, and & most
discouraging fact. But that only makes it
the more obligatory and necessary to try
the more ancensingly and camestly. In
order to have the prayer mectings all that
we wouald desire, it is necessary that the
$pirit of the people in general be changed.
If all:hearts are warm, the prayer meeting
will scop get warmed up.

It may bo true that we have not the
material in abundance with which to make
a lively, influentinl prayer mecting. B
have we not some with which to make g
commencement?  Are there not two or
three at least who desire a better state—
who mourn over the religious coldness and
desolation? Well, let those who feel s
acknowledge it to .one another, and thus
awaken a fceling of sympathy, and opes
up a subject of common intevest. And if
they commence to talk to others, they wiil
perhaps find more with the same fecling,
or they may awaken othors to similar de.
sires. Let them throw away all diffilence,
reserve, and false delicacy about these mar
ters, and revive the old practice of talking
to one another about religion. Lat them
draw more closely together, and fan eacy
others’ embers of zeal and desire into a
flame. Just as in Kindling o fire we draw
together the coals and blow upon them
until they blaze, and gather around then
the driest materials we can get, so0 let us
draw together the few live Christians we
have, and stimulate and encourage one
another and then draw others in as we can,
Perhaps a special conference of all whe
take any part in the prayer mecting might
be beneficial. It might awaken a greater
interest, and dircct more earnest attention
to the nature and design of prayer meetings
and what is neceded to give them life and
interest and efficacy. It might quicken
effort and bring out views as to the method
of conducting and managing the prayer
meetings, and each on¢ might be engagd |
to feel a personal interest, and try to make :
it what it ought to be. For this should i
understood and acted upon, that it isnot
so much the minister’s meeting as the peo-
ple’s, and that they are chiefly responsible
for its interest and efficacy, and that every
one has a part to perform, that every oe
should bring his quota, and that he should |
not refuse to perform that part because he
feels that he can do it only imperfectly, nor
withhold his quota becaase it is small. o
let him not despise the day of small things
or he knows not to what a greatness it
may grow. By the exercise of his gifis
they will grow to his own comfort and to

the edification of others, When every one
brings in his contribution, however small,
out of 8 ready, willing, warm, loving heart,
wur prayer neetings will no longer be pov-
erty-stricken  things “drogging their slow
;ength along frow week to week, but possess
a weslth of interest and lite that will sur-
prise and please and comfort as well as
glorify God and arouse men.

Tet usthen have an object and aim before
we Iat us sct Lefore us the idea which we
would reach and enter upon the work of
attaining it in a spirit appropriate to the
sim—a spirit of humlity, love, faith, zeal
and hope, and strive t6 awaken others to
thesame aim and spirit, and by God’s bless-
upon persevering effort and and in answer
1 believing prayer we shall in some measure
sueceed though it may be imperfectly, for
perfection is not a thing of this sphere.

Fome Rlissions,

For some months we have almost ex-
cluded tho reports and facts connected with
our Home work.

In the present sumber wo publish Reports
of labour by Mr. Boyd in the County of
Cumberland, and by Mr. Russell in Albert
County, in New Brunswick.

Mr. Gunn’s report in last number, and
these two, will give a good idea ot the work
done duriug the past summer by our Cate-
chists. It is moro strictly missionary than
that in which the Probationers are employ-
ed, and as essential to the progress of the
Church and the welfare of our country.
Nor have the labours of our Home Mission-
aries been in vain, for the evidences of ac-
ceptance by the people, and ot success in
winning souls to Christ have been more
marked and abundant than in past seasons.

Report of Mr. John Boyd, Catechist

To the Reverend the Presbytery of Truro:

In compliance with your appointment I
proceeded to Maccax in April last, and
commenced lahoring as a Catechist, On
arriving there, I found a very comfortable
and respectable looking Church, situated in
the midst of a flourishing sottlement, The
first Sabbath on which I held service, the
attendance was very small, say twenty or
thirty individuals. This led me to con-
clude that the Presbyterian clement of the
population was not large, which I after-
wards found to be the case, for our people
in Maccan do not number more than eight
or ten tamilics. During the week I pro-
ceeded to River Hesert, a settlem nt
separated from Macean by four or five
miles of woods. Here I founda flourishing,
community of wealthy farmers, of whom
about thirty famihes are Presbyterians., I
felt that prospects looked bright in tuis
quarter, but T soon learned that ouly a sraail
number adhered to our Church, a lurge
majority belonging to the Reformed Fres-
byterian Charch. I began to think that
one of the charges which the Apostle faul
preferred sgainst the Church at Corit th—

ment will ne doubt do its utmost to save | one claiming to be of Paul, and another of
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of Apollos—might not bo inappropriate-in
this case; but I soon found that there were
good grounds for the difference of opinion.
The Church in this place was planted some
forty or fifty years ago by Dv. Clarke, of
Ambherst, at that time a strong covenanter,
and has been under his fostering care ever
since. Those belonging to our Church
consist principally of immigrants from other
parts of the Province, or from the Mother
country. Itis due to this pecople—the Re-
formed Presbyterians—to say that although
the lines of distinction are ever kept bright,
yet with very few exceptions they are free
from religious bigotry. They attended my
service quite regularly, took an interest in
the welfare of the cause, and treated me in
a very kind and hospitable manner.

I next proceeded to JogGins MiNgs and
Lower Cove, important mining districts. I
also visited Minudie, a flourishing agricul-
tural settlenient.  In each of these places I
found from five to ten Presbyterian families

THE WEEK’S WORK. :

After I had visited the various sections I
commenced holding regular service and
family visitation. I held service genorally
three times on Sabbath, and occasionally
once or twice on week cvenings. All the
sections have comfortable churches except
Lower Cove, where I preached in the
school house. As ageneral rule I held one
service every Sabbath at River Hebert, one
every other Sabbath at Maccan, while I
divided the remainder of the time between
the other thrce sections. As already ob-
served the attendance at Maccan was at first
small, but in a short timo it was very re-
spectable, the house on some Sabbaths being:
comfortably filled. At River Hebert the
attendance was very good throughout; at
the Joggins small at first, but gradaally
improving ; at the Lower Cove and Minudie
respectable. I could not help noticing that
in the two last named places, in Mioudie
more particalarly, the peopla were ready to
go to Church on stormy days as well as in
fine weather.

I visited some eighty or ninety families
of both sections of the Presbyterian Church,
as well as of other denominations, and in all
cases was most kindly welcomed.

PROGRESS.

I have already called attention to the
marked improvement in Church attendance
on Sabbath.

I found no Sabbath Schools or Prayer
Meetings in operation where I went, but in
a few weceks, schools were organized or re-
suscitated in two sections. They were in
operation when I left, and the attendance
daring the summer was good.

T urged the necessity of Prayer Meetings,
but fuand that there were difficulties in the

way, to remove which would take some
time. X met with several anxious inquirers
whom I endeavoured to direct personally iy
tho way of life. The most of theso ex.
pressed a wish to join our Church, so soon
us it should be organized among them,

FINANCE.

The sections bad mada no provision for
my support, but subscription papers were
soon started, and in a short time some $23¢
were subscribed, not a small part of which
was contributed by adherents to the other
Church. In saying this T do notmean that
our own people were behind in this matter,
for, considering their numbers, they did re-
markably well, some paying $20 per year.

KINDNESS AND CORDIALITY.

. In addition to the subscriptions I received
liberal contributions from several individ-
uals. This people have been without the
services of & settled pastor for some two or
three years.

I found them anxious—some of them
very anxious—to have a minister to break
to them * the bread of life,” and willing to
contribute liberally to his support.

I shall not soon forget the marked kind.
ness and hospitality which I received while
among them. In this respect I could see
no difference between our own people, and
those belonging to the other Church, I
could sit down for a week or a month at
almost any man’s table in welcome. Mr.
MacAleese, Mr. Leitch, and Mr. Porter de-
serve especial mention for their kindness in
providing me with horse and carriage
whenever I stood in need in this respect.

Report of A. G. Russell, B. A,
Catechist.

The following is Mr. Russell’s report of
Summer services, submitted to the Presby-
tery of St. John :

My period of service began on the 9th
May, and ended on 25th August. Of the
intervening Sabbaths, three were spent in
Nova Scotia, in the employment of the
Presbyteries of Truro and Pictou; the re-
mainder, thirteen in all, were occupied in
labouring within the ficld assigned me by
your Presbytery.

THE FIELD TO BE CULTIVATED.

The district of conntry to which I was
appointed lgy partly in Westmoreland, and
partly in Albert County, and included two
stations in the former, and six in the latter.
These ware as follows: In Westmoreland,
Petitcodiac and Salisbury, on the E.&N.
A. Railway, and in Albert, Hopewell Cape,
Albert Mines, Hopuwell Hill and Coroer,
Shepody Lake and Salmon River; the first
four situated on or near tho Petitcodiae
River, and the last nearer the Bay of Fundy
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THE PEOPLE.

Many of the original settlers of this dis-
wict were immigrants from the North of
Ireland, and belonged to tho Presbyteriaun
Church. For years no Presbyterian minis-
ter visited them, and in consequence the
great majority joined other denominations.
The visit of Rev. Mr. Stirling and others
some time since was gladly received, and is
will gratefully vemembered. Had a Cate-
chist or Probationer been repularly employ-
of in this neighbourhood, it can scarcely be
doubted that ere this, there would have
been two or three fourishing churches there,

R 2stend of a few solitary Presbyterian fami-
B8 lics, scattered here and there over the entire

field. The majority of the present inhabi-
tants belong to the: Baptist and Methodist
Churches, and have regular weekly or fort-
nightly services.

ROUTINE OF DUTY.

The scattered nature of the district, ex-
tending over a distance of more than sixty
miles, made it impossible to remain longer
than a week in any one place, and rendered
necessary the adoption of the itirerating
method.  Beginning with Petitcodiac and
Salisbury T visited the other stations in the
order in which they are enumerated, making
| three complete cireuits, besides supplying
Mr. Murray’s palpit in Moneton, on two
Sabbaths, With rare exceptions, two ser-
vices were held each Sabbath, the times
and places of meeting being arranged so as
not to conflict with those of other churches;
atask rendered casy by the friendly assist-
ance and cordial co-operation of ministers of
the Baptist and Methodist communions.
The attendance at these meetings was good,
mmany places excellent; and the attention
manifested all that could bedesired. Owing
10 the extent of the ficld and the very small
proportion of Presbyterian families it con-
uins, it was imposible to organize Bible
Classes or Prayer Meetings, particularly as
these already existed in the majority of the
tlces mentioned. When practicable I
visited such meetings, and also the Sabbath
Sthools, which appear to be conducted
nith zeal and diligence in all the stations,
txeept Hopewell Cape.

(ORDIALITY AND ANXIETY OF THE PEO-

PLE.

I visited almost all the Preshyterian fami-
ies and many others throughout the dis-
trict, being everywhere most kindly received
ud hospitably entertained. Every possible
sssistance was cheerfully and freely given
me. A strong- desire was expressed by
many for a regalar supply of services by
soor Presbytery. The few Presbyterian
fmilies in~ Hopewell and vicinity with
piseworthy zeal, have expressed their
wilimgness to build & chureh, either withor

without the co-operation of their Baptist
brethren, providing the Presbytery will se-
cure them regular supply. It is to be
hoped that such a commendable spirit will
meet with the rccognition and encournge-
ment it merits, and that ere long it may
censo to bo said that there is not a single
Preshyterian congregation or place of wor-
ship in Albert County. The growing im-
portance of this district, which in all proba-
bility will soon be greatly increased by the
building of the projected Albert Railway,
makes it doubly important that the Presby-
terian Church should endeavour to retain
there that foothold which it ought never to
have suffered itself to lose. It is to be ear-
nestly hoped that the wants of this large
and interesting field may henceforth receive
more careful attention at the hands. of the
Church, and that the time may soon arrive
when, to as great an extent as possible, the
neglect of past years shall be atoned for.
That my feeble and unworthy services may
be made instrumentsl in bringing about
such a result, and that the seed sown amid
much weakness may spring up and hear
fruit to the glory of God is my earnest
prayer.

Minutes of the New Hebrides
Mission Synod.

AxeITTUM, NEW Hp.niumzs,
July 18th, 1873.

1. The New Hebrides Mission Synod
met this day at Anelgahaut, the station of
the Rev. J. D. Murray. Present, Revds.
Messrs. Inglis, Paton, Copeland, Watt,
Milne, Murray, Robertson, McKenzie and
McDonald, :
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The Synod was opened with praise, read-
ing of the Scriptures and prayer by the re-
tiring moderator, Mr, Watt, who delivered
an address on some of the standing difficul-
ties of Mission work in the New Hebrides.

2. Mr. Milne wasunanimously appoint-
ed Moderator for the ensuing year.

3. Mr. Neilson, of Tanna, and Mr.
Goodwill, of Santo, were absent, but tho
reasons assigned by both were accepted as
quite satisfactory.

4. The retiring Moderator was unan.
imously requested to furnish a copy of his
opening address for publication in such of
the periodicals of the Churches, supporting
this Mission, as may afford room for its in-
sertion. Mr. Watt consented to do so, but
snid that he would omit such parts as
were intended for members ot this Mis-
sion only, and were not of general interest.

5. Messrs. Copeland and Murray were
appointed to propare a munute respecting
the late Dr. Geddie.

6. The Rev. Joseph Annand, M.A_, was
introduced to the Synnd as an ordained gnd
a fully accredited Missionary from the
Synod of the Preshvterian Church of the
Lower Provinces of British North America,
for the New Hebrides Mission. The Synod
expressed their gratitude to God for this
addition to their number, and for the safe
arrival of Mr and Mrs. Annand, gave him
a cordial welcome, and assured him of their
readiness to do everything in their power
to promote the usefulness and happiness of
both himself and his wife.

7. Reports were given in by those mem.
bers of the Synod who had been appointed
to accompany the Duyspring on deputation
work last year, and reasons were assigned
by them for some deviation which they had
made in the sailing of the vessel. The re
ports were reccived, and the deputation
thanked for their diligence; the rcasons
were sustained, as being, on the whole satis-
factory, in the circumstances; but it was
strongly enjoined, that, unless for grave and
weighty reasnns, no deviations shall be
made from the arrrangements made by this
Synod.

8. Repor.s were given in by all those
members vt whom_appointments had been
Iaid at last Synod. These appointments
had all bLeen fulfilled, the reports were re-
ceived and approved of, and the members
thanked for their diligence.

9. Mr. Robertson reported, that in ac-
cordance with a minute of last Synod,
saunctioning an eéxpenditare of £20 stg., in
the purchase of yam and other food for the
relief of the christian natives who had fled
to Dillon’s Bay after the marder of Mr.
Gordon, he had expended that sum to the
best of his ability. The Synod hereby re-

Maritime Provinces to refund that sum o
Mr, Robertson.

10. Mr. Robertson, further reported that
ho had reccived £10 from Messrs. Gray
and Smith, Eromangs, as rent for the por.
tion of Mission ground used by them as g
Whaling Station during the past year.
The Synod instructed Mr. Robertson to
retain this money and use is in paying the
natives of Ancityum who haveassisted him
in the ercction of his house, and in other
work connected with his station,

11. Messrs. Copeland and Murray gave
in the following minute, which was una.
imously agreed to :

““ This Synod, having heard of the deat),
of Dr. Geddie, would take the present of
portunity of putting on record some expres-
sion of the loss they have sustained by the
removal of him who was the father of this
Mission, and the first to make a good footing
for the Gospel on the New Hebrides,

““ Considering that we arc met in this
Charch, the work of Dr. Geddie’s hands,
the largest building by far in this group, at
his old station among the Ancityumese, and
as the New Hebrides Mission Synod, con.
sisting of 12 ordained Euvopean Mission.
aries,—to us who sce the work he did and
kunow the place he held in the Mission, and
those hie has left behind him here to helpin
carrying on the cause of God, it will be
sufficient to say, in view of all these
things, as a tribute to his memory and
work,  Circumspice; but, that the public
who do not kpow all that we know, and
cannot see all that we sce, may bo enabled
in sume measure to join with us, it may be
mentioned that Dr. Geddie was broughtup
and educated for the ministry in Nova Sco-
tig, and had for several years the charge
of a cungregation in Prince Edward Lland,
when in that position his thoughts were
strongly directed to the condition of the
heathen, and he began to agitate for
the formation of a Missionary Society in
connection with the Charch to which he
belonged. At length he was appointed
the first Missionary of that Chureh, to
labor where Providence might indicate in
the South Pacific. By along and circait:
ous route, he reached Ancityum in the mid.
dle of 1848

““Fur some years he and Lis family en
dured many trials and suffered numerons
hardships on that heathen island. In 1852
he formed the first Church in the New
Hebrides.

“A few years Iater, through his effurts
and those of his fellow-lubourer, Mr. Inglis,
the whole then population of 3,500 was
professedly Chiristian,

12 Mr. McDonald made application to
be allowed to leave his station for a time,
and go up to Sydney in the Mission vessel,
85, from “the state of his own health and
the health of his family, he felt that a
change was necessary for all of them. After
hesring o full statement of his case the
Synod expressed their sincere sympathy
B Fuh Mr. McDonald and his family, and,
§ while regretting excecdingly that the appli-

cation has been 80 soon after his settlement,
they nevertheless granted his request.

13 Mr. Good will sent in & letter to the
Synod, 1equesting to be allowed to give up
his station on nccount of Mrs. Goodwill’s
health, It appears that all the medical
men whom Mrs. Goodwill consulted, on
her recent visit to Sydney, had said distinct-
ly that wnless she {exwe these Islands, the
state of her health is such that her life is in
imminent danger; he -thereforo requested,
although most reluctant to do so, to have
liberty to proceed to Sydney in the Mission
vessel, unless, in the meantime, Mrs.
Goodwill’s health should materially im-
prove. The Synod expressed their sincere
sympathy with Mr. and Mrs. Goodwill in
the afflictive dispensation of God’s Pro-
vidence, regretted deeply the necessity of
their leaving the Mission, but, ander the
condition expressed, granted their roequest.®

14. Mr. Copeland made an application
for leave to proceed to the Colonies by the
Mission vessel, to remain there for o time,
as both he and his fawily stood greatly in
need of a change.

The Synod sympathized with Mr. and
Mrs. Copeland, and as neither of them has
been off these islands for seven years, they
granted him his request.

15. Mr. Paton made application that he
and his family be allowed, if needful, when
the time comes, to pay a visit to the Colon-
ies by the Mission vessel, as he has had a
severe attack of iliness, and the other
members ot his family were all in need of a
change,

The Synod expressed their sincere sym
pathy with Mr. and Mrs. Paton, and, as
he has not bheen off the islands for seven
years, they granted him his request.

16. Mr. McKenzic stated the claims of
Efil Harbour, Efate, as a suitable station
for Mr. Annand. Mi. Robertson also
stated the claims of Cook’s Bay, Erromanga,
and supported these by an application that
had been made by the principal chief, and
about 40 of the friendly natives of that dis-
triet, for 2 missionary.

Mr. Annand stated his own views, and
expressed a decided preference for Efil Har-
bour. In accordance, therefore, with his
own wishes, and with the approbation of
;}he Synod, he was appointed to Efl Hare

our,

17. Mr. Robertson preseuted an applica
tion for Mr, Milne to bo removed from

2 Mr. Goodwill states in a private letter
that he has not actually resigned his station
on Santo, or his connection with the Mission,
His object, he says, in coming to the Colon-
ies, i3 to recruit his own health, and to con-
sult more fully with medical men with refer-
ence to the health of Mrs. Goodwill, which,
as will be seen by her own letter, has been
very severely tried —(Ep. M. R.)
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Ngyna to Cooks Bay, Erromangs, and
stated his reasuns for making this applica-
tion. Mr. Milue placed himself at the dis-
10sal of the Synod, and expressed his wil-
ingness to go to Erromanga if the Synod
should appoint him to go thither. Having
heard the case fully, the Synod were of
opinion that it would be most for the glory
of God and the general interest of the Mis-
sion that Mr. Milne should remain in his
present station, and decided accordingly.

18. Reports were given in by all the
members on the state of the Mission in
their respective Stations. As in former
years, these reports were of a chequered
character, some thisgs were very discour-
aging, and other things were very en-
couraging ; but on the whole the encourag-
ing considerably prepondersted.

The Synod therefore desire to thank God
take courage and go forward in the work of
the Lord.

19. It wasagreed that at the close of this
meeting of Synod, and as soon as the Para-
qon is ready for sea, she sail from this har-
bour, call at Ann-mose, Aname, Futuna,
Kwamera, Port Resolution, Aniwa, Dillon’s
Bay, Epango, Efil Harbour, (remaining a
week there, more or less for the settlement
of Mr. Aunand,) Havannah Harbour,
Nguna, Matas, and Cape Lisbourne, Santo;
that she return to Aneityum, calling at the
Bission stations, and, as soon as ready for
sea, take her departure from Aneityum for
Sydney.

20. The Clerk reported that as Captain
Rae had resigned the command of the Day-
spring in Melbourne, in October last, the
Agent and the Dayspring Board there had
cngaged the chief ofticer of the Duyspring
to be captain of the Mission vessel.  The
Synod approved of the action of the Board.

21. Mr. Inglis reported, that on the re-
commendation of nearly all the members of
this Synod, individually expressed, he re-
engaged Captain Jenkins on the 4th of
January last for the present year, at a sal-
ary of £180, but that, in conscquenco of
the wreck of the Dayspring, that engagement
had become void.

The Synod approved of what Mr. Inglis
had done in this matter.

22. Captain Jenklns gave in his report of
the loss of the Dayspring.

The Synod expressed their sincere sym-
pathy with Captain Jenkins, and witi. the
chief officer of the Dayspring, Mr. McAr-
thur, in the loss of the vessel, but felt much
gratified to learn that when the circum-
stances of the wreck were fully investigated
by the proper authorities in Sydney, they
were exonecrated from all blame, and the
Synod further assure them of the unabated
confidence which they entertain in their
skill and carefulness.

23. In looking back to the work of the

Dayspring, the Synod desire to recognize
the hand of God in the sovere calanity thag
bofell the Mission. Through that event
they would bow with much sulimission to
the will of God; but they would recogize
with thankfulness tho Lord's mercy in the
circumstances attending the wredk. especi-
ally that no lives were lost; and further
more that the services of another vessel
have been obtained so seasonably to meet
the wants of the Mission,

24, A letter was read from Rev. Dy,
Steol, stating that the following gentlemen
had consented to act as a Board of Man-
agement for the Mission vessel in Syduey,
viz: A. Learmont, Esq., J. P, J. H
Goodlet, J. P., K. Gray, Lsq., Rev. Dr,
Fullerton, Rev. Dr. Beg, Rev. J. Cosh,
The Synod expressud their high satisfaction
with that arrangement.

The report forwarded by Mr. Cosh,
Sceretary to the Board, was read, in which
was stated all that the Board had done to
obtain a vessel, and that finally they had
chartered the Paragon, a vesszel of 160 tons
register for four or five months, for £80 a
month, and insurance for the sum of £800,
the missiod to provide every thing, and
that Captain Jenkins had been re-engaged
for this voyage at £15 per month. It was
agreed that the thanks of the Synod be
given to the members of the Dayspring
Board for the important services they have
rendered to this Mission in conncction
with the work of the Dayspring and the
chartering of the Paragon, and that they
be respectfully requested to continac their
services. .

26. Communications from the Agent of
the Mission, the Dayspring Board, and
others were read as to what steps should be
taken to procure another vesscl; some
recommended that & new vessel be built in
Scotland, others that the Paraqgon be pur-
chased, as she could he obtained for £3000.

After considering the matter carefully
the Synod agreed that & vessel should not
be built in Scotland, but that one should
be procured in the Colonies, and that in
all the circumstances of the case they ap

roved of the proposal to purchase the
y’uragun, providing no other more snitable
vessel can be obtained when the Paragon
returns to Sydney. .

27. The Synod therefore authorize their
Agent in Sydney to draw the £2000 of
the insurance money rece ved by the Rev.
Dr. McDonald, and by him invested in the
Loan Mortgage Bank, Merbourne, qml
£1000 of the insurance fund in the keeping
of the Presbyterian Church of Victoria,
and invested along with its monies, to pay
the sum agreed upon for the Laragen
should the purchase be completed. .

28. The Synod anthorized those of their
members who may go up to the Colonjes
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this year to act as the representatives of
this Mission to the different Preshyterian
Churches in Australia and New Zealand,
to put themselves in communication with
the Dayspring Board in Svdney, and with
the Mission committees of the respective
Churches, and to make such arrangements
with them as may be considered most
advisable for raising the sum of £1500,
viz: £1000 to replace the sum to be drawn
from the insurance fund, and £500 to cover
the alterations and repaivs in the Paragon.

29. While these are the carefully con-
sidered views of the Synod, nevertheless if
the Board have not consulted the Mission
committees of the respective Churches that
have hitherto supported the Dayspring, the
Synod request the Board to do so; and in
the event of a majority of these committees
disapproving of the purchase of the Para-
qon, the Board are not to complete the pur-
chase, as the Synod while expressing their
own dcliberately formed conviction are
wawilling to act contrarv to the declared
opiniun of a majority of the Charches sup-
porting the Mussion vessel should this be
found to be the case.

30. Messrs. Paton, Copeland, Watt, and
Captain Jenking were appointed a com-
mittee to prepare a plan of the alterations
required in the Paragon to render her suit-
able for the wants of this Mission, and to
lay this plan before the Board in Sydney
for their guidance, should the Paragon be
purchased. ’

31. That in the event of the Paragon
being purchased her name shall be changed
to that of the Dayspring.

32. That in the event of the Paragon
not being purchased and another vessel
B teing sought, it was agreed that the Board
% beinstructed to look out for a vessel of 150
tons register or thereabouts.

33. Tt was agreed that the Mission vessel
shall not make a second voyage from Syd-
ney to the Islands this year, but shall leave
k iydgley next year not later than the 1st of

April.

%4. It was agreed that the Synod instruct
the N. H. M. S. Board in Sydney to re-
{ engage Captain Jenkins and Mr. McArthur
the chief officer for next year; and that for
| the time they are not in the service of the
Mission after the arrival of the Paragon in
§ Sydnev, the Board shall allow them such
{ renumeration as may be considered just
i and equitable in the circumstances.

8 35 Itwasagreed that the Synod appont
X the Rev. Dr. Steel to be agent for the Mis-

§ sion vessel at a salary of £50 stg. a year,
and that they recommend to those Churches
§ oonnected with this Mission that have not
officially appointed him as their agent, that
they should do so withont delay and that
they further recommend to all the Churches
Yaving missionaries on. the New Hebrides,

that they allow the agent £5 annually for
cach missionary.

86. Tt was agreed that the thanks of the
Synod be tendered to the Rev. Dr. Steel,
Syduey, for the highly satisfactory mananer
in which he has discharged the duties of
agent for the past year in_connection both
with the Mission and the Mission ship.

37. That in the cvent of a new vessel
heing procured, this Synod consider this to
be a suitabla time for making such altera-
tiong for the management of the vessel as
the altered circumstances of the Mission
require.

The members of this Synod hive never
shrunk from assuming responsivility, or
undertaking lahors, when the interest of
the vessel rendered these necessary, but
they have no desire to retain any power that
may be more advantageously vested else-
where, and in view of the greatly altered
circumstances of the Mission since the
Dayspring was obtained, they would respect-
fully snaeest that all the Churches support-
inx:r\hthe Mission vessel should confer freely
with one another as to the hest means of
securing the continual support of the said
vessel.

38. Captain Jenkins feported that he had
fulfilled all the appointments laid upon him
both at Sydney and Aneityum ; the report
was received and the captain was thanked
for his dilizence.

89. That the members of this Synod
going up to the Colonies be instructed to
make special appeals to the different Pres-
byterian Churches there in order to obtain
an additional supply of missionaries.

40. Mr. McDonald stated that in the
event of his return to Fate, considering the
condition and extent of the Island, it is
desirable that he should have a fellow-
luborer to be settled near the extremity of
Havannah Harbor, with the view of opera-
ting on the East side of Fate, and he re-
quested the Synod to give him their sanction
to make the necessary appeal to the Pres-
byterian Church of Vietoria.

The Synod anthorize and enconrage Mr.
McDonald to make such an appeal.

41, -From statements made by several
members of this Synod respecting the kid-
napping of natives, it appears that there
has been no perceptible dirinution of the
evil during the past year; from the interior
of Eromanga especially a great number of
natives had been inken away ; the murder
of Mr. Gordon and other crimes threw the
heathens on that Island into a great state
of alarm,-and rendered them peculiarly dis-
posed to yield to the inducements held out
to them to leave their homes, and _several
vessels availed themselves largely again and

again of that state of feeling, t0 the per-
‘manent injury of that Island’; nevertholess
this Synod note with thankfulness the
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haalthy tene of public opinion growing up
o this and the prompt aud cnergetic action
taken by the British Govermnent, Also
the recent arrival in the New Hebrides of
H. M. 8. Revard, Licat. Suckling, R. N,
Commander, to protect the natives of this
group.

‘T'his Synod therefore instruct its mem-
ters to supply the Communder of that or
of any of Her Majesty’s vessels similarly
cmployed, with such information as they
may possess; and to render every assis-
tance in their power, so that the cvils that
have arisen out the system may be specdily
hrought to an end; alsn that they collect
and publish such facts on this subject- as
may be best calculated to draw public
attention to the injurious effcets of depor-
tation 1n all its forms, and the fearful
iniquities connected with the labor traffic.

42, Mr. McKenzie was authorized to
apply to the British and Foreign Bible
Society, to print for him in English type
400 copies of a translation of Genesis in
the Jute language, left in MS., by Mr.
Cosh ; and to vequest Mr. Cosh to carry it
through the press for him in Sydney.

43. Mr. Milne was aathorized to apply
to the Presbyterian Charches of Otago and
Southland 10 bear the eapenses of printing
in_Eoglish type 300 copies of a small
primer made up of seripture extracts; also
of a small Seripture History, to be printed
in the sante type.

44, Mr. Murray was appointed to ac-
company the Parugon vn_the next voyage
to assist Mr. Annand in his settlement at
Efil Harbor, and in the ercction of his
kouse ; and to cunfer with Mr. Goodwill
as to his leaving his Station in Santo.

45. In order to protect ‘the Churches
represented  in this  Mission  against
undue expenditure it was agreed that in
future any missionary proposing to pur-
chase a boat, erect a house or otherwise to
involve an expenditure of £10 or upwards
must first receive the sanction of this Synod
to such expenditure.

46. That in the event of any missionary
leaving his Station and being succeeded by
another, in order to prevent the trouble of
removing furniture, &c., this Synod ree-
commend that all his furniture be passed
uver to his successur at a valuarion, but
that the Church supporting such missionary
puy him for the same, and charget to his
successor, but allow bim to pay it by -
stalments more or less yearly, according to
clreumstances. .

47. Mr. Milne was appointed to prepare
the Report on the Mission vessel, Mr. Watt
a Report on Native Teachers.

48. Tho mceting of Synod for 1874 to
be hold at Aanclcachat, Aneityum, as sovn
a8 possille after the arrival of Mission ves-
sel from Sydney

On Wednesday, the 23cd of July, the
Moderator concluded the mectiug of Synod
with an approprinte address, singing,
prayer, and benediction.

This Presbytery met in St. David’s
Church, St. John, on the 3d of Februay,
at 11 o’clock 8. m.

Rev. Mr. Gray reported that he proceeded
to Moncton and moderated in a call which
came out in favor of Rev. A. C. Gillies.
‘The action of Rev. Mr. Gray was approved,
and the call sustained, but inasmuch as
information was laid before tho Presbytery
that Mr. Gillies would not accept the call,
and as another petition signed Ly all the
Elders of the saul congrezation asking fur
another moderation was handed in, it was
agreed that the call be set aside. Mr
Gray was again appointed to moderato in a
call whenever the copgregation is propared.

Rev. Mr. Wilson reported that the depu-
tation had visited Baillic, and found the
best ot feeling existing between pastor and
people. The congregation regretted that
Rev. Mr. Nelson's salary had fallen in
arreavs; they would guarantee S350 per
aonum for the future, and would pay up
the halance due. Rev. Nelson also had
cunsented to remain on condition the Pres-
bytery wonld guarantee him a stipenn of
8500 per annum. The repurt was sus
tained ; the diligence of the committee
commended ; and it was agreed to recom
mend the committee of Supplement Fund
to grant $150 for & fow years. The depu-
tation were instracted to reguest the con-
gregation to provide for the keeping of Mr
Nelson’s horse.

Presbytery of Truro.

This Presbytery met at Onslow for Visi-
wtion, on Tuesday, 27th January. The
questions of the Formula were answered
favorably—and the Presbytery were grati-
fied to find the congregation in a healthy
and prosperous condition—the minister,
clders, and managers, endeavoring to dis-
charge their respective duties—the people
attentive upon the outward means of grace,
and prompt in fulfilling their pecuniary
engagements.

spection to employ means to prevent the
slightest alteration in the IXducational
Statute hostile to the system as it now
exiges.”

Paseed unanimously. The Presbytery
having heard the Rev. P. G. McGregor in
heha!f of the aged and infirm ministers
Fund, agrecd to Gustain it, leaving each
Bession to decide on the scheme withic its

own bounds. Varivus Reports of mission-
ary labor were read and received—and with
financial accounts wero directed to be re-
mitted to the H. M. Board. Mr. Boyd's
report of in Maccan Station was-very cor-
dially received, and the Rev. 8. McCully
was commeounded for his efforts to circulate
the ““ Record * in those locahties, -

and other uscful articles. J'he young men
of the Barltown section have hauled a year’s
firewood to the door, gratuitously provided
by two members of the Congregation.
Farm and dairy produce has been given by
persons throughout the congregation during
the year.

Carperox axp Cuesocue.—This con-
gregativn is limited in numbers and in
means, and yet during the past year they
have made guod their engagemeuts to therr
Pastor, placed books in their Sabbuth School
tu the cxtent of Sud, and comumenced a sys-
tem of regular contribution to the schemnes
of the Church.

Altogether there
are strong reasons fur giving them a kelping
hand till they gain gicater coherence and
otrength. Besides paying $400 as salary
they have expended abuut $200 in church
repairs, and remitted abous 360 to the
scliemes of the church. Thuse who know
the country around Bailhg and its people
best fecl thankful to hear that they are sull
to epjoy Mr. Nelson’s labours.

A Letter from Thyatira; A Child
Preacher.

The following remarkable letter is from
Thyatira, (one of the Churches of the
Revelation.) It is translated by a Mission-
ary now in the United States, Mr. Van
Lennep, and sent for publication to the
Evangelist.  The translator knows the boy
wall, and speaks highly of him.

“Yam bappy to inform you that little
Antranig preaches the Gospel to almost
every soul in this town; he gladly seizes
erery opportunity to engage in this blessed
work, not only among children like him-
self, but also among grown up people.
Wherever he goes in the houses or in the
streets, he is constantly engaged in explaio-
ing or urging the claims of God; ne is

filled with unfeigned sorrow whenever- he
f nitnesses the commission of sin, whe-
ther it be disobedience to parents, the wor-
ship of images, or the breaking of any

B Diine command, and particalarly when
$N be hears any expression of indifference
respeeting the future state. He often ex-
dams * Why don’t people concern -them-
selves about their souls' salvation!’ He
prajs by humsclt every day that God wonld
&roase them to seek the Saviour and obtain
pardon for their sins, When he goes to
the Bazaar or businesspartof the towan, one
or another calls him to his shop, makes
Limsit down, asks him questions about the
Bible, and Jistens to him with cvident
1aterest.

“1have often, when passing along tbe
street, scen him sitting with three or four
it vosons around him to whom he was earn-

& wily talking about some Gospel truth,

while they all wondered that & Loy not yet
twelve years of aye, could speak so sensibly
and effectually. They sometimes ask him
difficult questions, which he frankly ack-
nowledges he cannot answer ; but when he
goes home he asks his father or mother
about it. People are so much pleased with
his gentle disposition and winning ways
that they often invite bim to their houses.
He frequently visits the Armenian and
Greek schools, makes friends with the chil-
dren, and' talks to them about the Word of
God, about being good, sccuring God'’s
favor, and going to heaven. lie urges
them to buy tracts, from which they can
learn agreat Ceal ahout the Bible I think
he has sold no lessthan twenty-five doliars’
worth of tracts, at the rate of a cent for
every ten pages. He takes a package of
these in his hands, and shows them to the
people whom he meets in the streat, that
they may buy for themselves and their
children. Many purchasers have told me
that they have had these tracts read aload
by their boys and girls, who like -them so
much that when they are worn out or
accidentally torn, the children give their
parents no rest until they buy them new
copies.

 "The other day I brought him a dollar’s
worth from Smyrna to dispose of, and
there are very few left. He certainly does
not sell them for the sake of the money, for
that passes into other hands ; he is moved
by an carnest desire that these persons may
read and learn the trath; for lhe is con-
stantly praying that those who rcad may
find Christ, When his father is absent on
the Sabbath, whether in Smyrna or else-
where, he takes charge of the serviees, in
accordance with the wishes of all. He is,
however, diffident, and it costs him quite a
struggle to undertake this duty; but he
procecds to the pulpit, reads & chapter in
the Bible, gives out a hymn, and then
closes with prayer. He has conducted 2
children’s meeting every Sabbath afternoon
for moro than two years. In this he ad-
dresses the meeting on some religious trath,
they sing, and he, or latterly .some other
child, offers prayer. I trust the Lord will
answer the petitions of these littleones, and
will grant much fruit to this earnest little
worker. He wishes to sends his warm
greeting to all such boys in America, as
may be associated for their mutual spiritual
improvement.”
