CÂTIIOLICITY EN DENMÂRK.

The ratel Vlayed by & %kai. a £rtnmx aand
a lilitek Friar.

A Frenrnan who bas beeri watch-
ing with sympatbetit interest the
etrilcing progresa cf the Catholic
Church in Der.mark dnring the yeara
in wich Monsignor Johannes von
Encb bas been nt the hehu, recontly
'wrote t hibis Innde in Frauce :

'Doubtlesa tho Monsignor is a
scholar and a diplernut, bellides being a
prieat of Arinent piety; but alilhis
accmplishrnenta would have gene for
naugb had it nt been for the skuil,
the princess and the Black Friar.

*Theze tbree gave bisa bis opportunities,
which, 1 admit, ho seize3d and ntilized
with the skil of a master."

The ekuli was that of King Gaxute
cf Denmark, wbo somae tirne toward

*the close of the eleventh century wecd-
*ed out theo lut remuants of bea*thcniar

within his raime, enfercirmg ebedicoce
to the Church with uch peraistency
that at last sou ocf hi. subjecta rebelled
againut hicu, and killed him in a churcb
iu front cf the altar, writes V. 0.
Hansen in the C.itiolic JJ'orld. Sub-
seequently ho was cauonized, and ta tho
churcb iu tho city cf Odonce, in which
the murder hud takon place aud bis
body was preservod, was fterwards
giçn the narne cf St. Canute's. Along
with al tho other Dan"iah 'urches, at
tko "Rfcrrnation" in thoe ixteenth
century it. pasacd into the bands cf the
govcrnmnt, anîd wus bencefcrth used
as a Lutheran place cf wcrship. The
lato king, Fredcnick the Sevanth, had
the romains encloscd in a casket ai
ircu and glass, and placed iu tho crypt
cf tho church.

Wben saime grent min
passed thraugb the ridst, berne alcft
lu bis itter, or eaniug an the ehouider
cf a favourite slave, sud freedmenansd
clients made a passage for hlm with
tbreat, sud push, sud blow, the latter
would invariably miss tbc Greck ta
light ou tho paLe of a humble mechenie,
or the shouldore of a st.urdy berbarian,
arbile the descendant e! Leonidas or
Alcibiades would reply iv- whiuing
sing-scng tor.es ta the rdrb.al abuse,
witb saine biting retort., which aras
sure te turu the laughter of thea croard
an the aggresser.

If Ramaebtad once everrun sud ceu-
quered tha demiuienif e! ber eider

siator ln civilisation, tho invasion
seemûd 11o17te be aIl thîe ather Way.
With the tura cf the tide had came
eucb an overflow ot Greek manners,
Oreek customs, Oreok morale, and
Greek artifice, that tho Imiperia] City
wcs already loeiiîg iLs natural cbaac-
teristice ; sud the very languago wus
se interlarded with the vocsbulnry cf
the conquered, that it %vu fast becorn-
ing ]oa Latin tbaa Oreek. The Roman
ladies, eepecially, doliglîtod in those
euplionieus syllabled, whioh olothcd
Athonian eloquenco in such nielodiaus
rbythmu- sud their chaicet termue of
ondearînent in tho larguago of lave,
were invsriily whieperod in (lreek.

Tbnt suppla nation, tee, sdspting
iteolf te, the degradation o! elsvery and
the indulgence o! ese, s iL bd rieu
in noble tines te the exigeacies of
libaerty and tho efforts dcmanded bT-
%var, lied ueurjîed the greator portion
o! art, science, and oven power, in
Raine. The mnost talented pointera
sud sculptore wore Greeks. Tite mait
entcrprieing contractaresud engineers
were Greece. Rhetoric and olocution
cauld only ho loarned in a Greek echool,
and mathematicse, uniesa etudied witb
Greek letters, muet ho esteemed cou-
fueed and uselossa; the fq8hionable in.
valid wbe objected te consuit a Greek
physician dcserved te die ; and there
%vas but ancstrologer in Rame wbo
could cast a patrician horopenpe. Of
course ho wss a (ireek. In the lower
walks of criminel industry ; in the
mony iniquitous profeasians called inte
existence by the luxury o! a great city,
the Greeka drove a thriving and airnost
an exclusive trade. 'Whoevcr wae in
most repute, as an evil couneellar, a
low bufleon, ti mousy-lender, pimp,
pander, or parasite, whatever might be
bis aLlier qualifications, aras sure te be
a Grcek.

And msny a acrutinlsing glauce was
caet by professera o! tii succoseful
natien at the 11riton'a manly form as
lie strode tlirough the crowd, malcing
bis way quietly but surely front sheer
weight and strongtb. They ft;lowed
hlm with covetaus eyes, as tbey epecu-
lsted on the varions purposea te whiob
Se mucli good manhood might ho ap-
plied. They appraised bim, se te
epesk, and teek an iuventory cf bis
thewa and einews, bis limbe, bis stature,
sud bis gaod looks; but tbey refrained
frein accosting bim iwitb mmprtunate
questionis or insaleut proposaIs, for
there was s bold, confident air about
bit, that bespeke thoeataut beart sud
the ready hsnd.
