The great flaating balts are doubtless batd an china, and the fact
may corniarî the careful hautekeepers who relapse int gloara over a
chipped dith.

OF~ INTRiwia To ]]oTàNisTs.-Mr. A. T. Drumrnond has for tmre lime
been examinitig the color and tinta ai flowering Of 539 ai tho wild plants of
Ontatio sud Quebec. Ife aitates that nne-third ai the colite number of
blosms are ighite ln calor, and that white il the chici calor scec in April,
May and June. In Juiy, August and September, onc.faurth af the eture
number af pints bear blassoras wbich are for the mail part la same shades
af yellow. Purple and bine flawcîs scarcely show tiiemselves until the
latter part of September and during the nionth ai Octaber. They comprise
but a ninth and a tenth respectively of the seaaon's blasome. An analysis
af the plant tilt af Nova Scotia would probably give similar resulîs, with
the exceplion perbaps ai a percentage ai bolh Pink and purpît blassoms
16' the spring.

AN ECONOMICAî, MavR.-Notvithotanding the high rents vhich prevail
ln the great cies of the United States, a large number of people minage
ta occupy comiortable homes ai littie or no expense. The acheme la a
amart but bancal anc. The familles keep on te lookout for new depari-
ment bouses or new rowa o! dvrelliogs. As soon as the buildings are
ready ta be accupicd, an application for the position ai caretakter is ait once
sent lD. The duties ai the caretaker are ta look afier the bouses and ta
show them off ta prospective tenants. This wark the vife can easily per-
farrn duritig the day, aud the husband can relieve ber in the cvening. As
a rou' of bouses vilI allen stand oniy patlally accupied for fram ane to.tvo
years, the caretaker's farnily are comiortably houscd during that period and
a large autlay in rent aaved.

JUSTICE NEEE.-Tbe end ai the l3orden murder trial is not yet. The
luct; that the suspected girl is set at liberty after oint mantha ai confinement
daca Dot compicteiy uatisiy loverai af justice. Since she is proved ta be not
guilîy of the terrible charges pre(erred agaiuat hcr, should ahe uat have the
privilee of obtaining redress (or the unnecesaary Imprisonracut, the
unspeaklabie mental strain, and tht slanderous utterances ai the prasecution
for the State. Il Misa florden had been the victirn ai an accident-if sbe
had sirnply suffeîed the lois ai a lirnb, she wouid have been eaîitlcd ta
obtain damages, but, on the cantrary, aithough ber liue bas been jcopardized,
ber liberty as a citizen denied ber, and ber healtb shattered, she can make
no remoostrance. It le daubîlul, uhether the laws af aur owo land are
more just, the vrongfully arrested man or %voman is ual avarded justice,
and there ii pressing need for serlous thaugbt on the subject. Wbo is ta
find the solution of the difliculty?

A POINTRt TRo CANA nîA.&s.-Th ere la a lesson for tht working people
ai our Province in the present condition ai their workmen in tht United
States. Hard tîmes bave came ta many af the factory bauds aud rail!
workmen. The majority af thern have slready begun to suifer, sud the pas-
pect of a 'wiuter wittiaut work aud wages begins ta, stare thera in the face.
Tht Arnerican workraan spcads as he gaca. There is zoane of the frogality
of tht French laborer or the thnift ai the Germau workmnan lu bis composi-
tion. Il la not Iu bis nature to, lay by against a rainy day. Consequently,
in duil limes he andl bis famiiy suffer aeverely. It i. trac that the wiges af
tome working people ce 'apel thera ta live frarn hand ta mon tb, but the
rnajority of iaboririg people cither ln the United States or in Canada cmu, Il
they viii, lay by tmre amant ai monmy. This is a leoson that should eairly
be impressed upon aur young peoplt, who ahould bt taught aud encounaged
ta save. Habits ai tbrilI and frugality cannaI bceioo early formed, and aur
Dominion vli be the more prosperous when aur people have tharoughly
learneal the leison.

A SIDE 158E IN FARmiî,o.-Ilany af our farmers bave yeî ta learo
that there Is money ta be made out af raislng craobernies. The compara-
tlvely feu' mcn wba bave experbicanted la this hune bave rade kandsomt
profits, and although tbis year'a crop viil iraI bc so large as the
crop, tht acres that are laid down with the acid berrnes will
stli pay weil. There art many stripa ai vaste landl that aur
farmers rnlght use -for cranberry-growlug. Tht bog lands are especially
valuiablt, but the excellent yield frora thetîop ai North Mountain dernon-
strate@ that bigb, dry and sterile land may be used ta advanîage by the
berry-grower. Tht bag lands surnounding Aylesford werc long considercd
valueleas, bat recenî experiments; bave sboyai that îhcy wiii speediiy became
valuable craniberry graund. A veteran graver aI Auburn bas fiteen acres
ai bag planted witb vines, aud in the great hairvest o ai189 he actually
abtained zoo bushel"t from a single acre, and lait year a car losd ai bennles
sent by hina ta Montreal cletned hlm the sura ai $rooo. Tht cranberry
miarket in iraI oven.stacked. The local market alane wili absorb tht entire
output, wblle a constant demand tram Upper Canada and Eogiand il main-
taned. There sceras ta be no tesson why aur farmers ehould nat profit by
the experience af their more adycaturous broîhers aud supplement their
Incarnes with cranberry money.

A Wouu) FOR OUR FtsultRmKI4.-We are &Il at tinmes &Pt ta overlock
tht enormaus weailth vbicb aur Dominion il possessed afiln bier fisherles.
Tht Atlantic and Pacific casis, the vaut inland lakes and rivers tecm vitit
fiait ai ail varielies. The toal catch ai lait year vas vaiutd at neariy
*i9,aoooao. Ovcr 63.000 men arc ennolled neasl"toilera ai the deep."
Tht Atlantic flshenies, lu wbich aur owa fishermen are ito deeply inlcnestcd,
did nal tîtlve lait year, yet the catch was valiteal at $i t,aoo,ooa, a &umi
which is by no means lo be laughed at. Our fiihery population are a steatiy
set ai men wbo deserve weii ai their land-living compatriote, and the public
money spent iu dcfending and rcstocking our fisiaries should neyer be
begrudged.

CANCER Nov CURABLE..-There ia good rection ta believe that an actuil
cure bas been faund for the drcad disease ai cancer. Nat long ago, a patient
et tht New York Cancer Hlospital becîrne by accident inaculated vith
cryaipelas. As Site enysipelas progresaed tht condition ai the cancer
improved marvellously, and a number ai experiments vote at once mitue
af inuacuiating cancer patients villi tht virus af the lesser disease. la
every case tht condition af the patient vas Improved, 25 per cent ai tliose
sufféring fronm ordinary cancer were rcported cuted. aud 40 pcr cent of
tbase suffering front malignant cancer vert taken air tht s.ck list. The
dangers attending tht patient because ai tht repeated Innoculations ai
virus are flot greait, and altbougb there sl texnporary discomfort, no serions
abjection cia be raiscd. Tht discovery ai a positive cure (J tht painlul
disette will bc hailed with delight by tht vhale medicat vorld.

OceAu DEtF.LICTS.-The Ye aire other dangers for traveilers an tht deep
than the more common cries ai wind, anal vase, andl tht great storni af lait
veek wll probably succeed in addiDg la their Unmis. Several neWly
deserted andl drifting vessels have already been heard ai as a nesult ai the
laIe gale, and many of thera may wander like spectres aver tht acean tracki
for mnilia or oven years ta cornte. There la mirvellous vitality lu desericd
vcaaels-they viii drift for Ihausands ai miles lu absalute saicly, caught by
acean currents tbey traverse mess that are aimost unknovu, yet they avaîd
rocks and reci as skillfully as though they vert tharoughly nua.ined. lu
tht Alantic Ocean forty-five derclicts are allat. They traverse lr tht maintrait
tht routeaof the tnans-ailantic stearnets, andare aconstant menace tothe sale-
ty o! ail occan craits. It la mare than probable that rnany unexplained wrecks
iu tht open ss have been causeal by collisions witb hIdden derclicts.

SuapEcTEIi Fntuu.-It li probable that vfthin twa or three weeka there
viii be a greal acarcity of lenians la tht fruit markets ai the United States.
The importation ai tbe a. .d fruit bas beau iorbidden by tht Goveroment as
s precautiooary measure againat tht sprcad af choiera. Tht Italian sud
Sicilliati lemons bave long been estabisbed as itummner favoritel, and there
seems ta, be Do mouid rcasoning connected with this sudden prohibition. I
bas neyer been iound 1 hat lemnons vert ueod as a vehicle ai disease-in' f ict
mauy scicotista agret that iresb lemnon joice vili acttially Itili choiera blzc ili,
aud in ail modemu treatmenl af tht disease lemon as a drink and as a
cleanising agent bas bcen wideiy '2:ed. Tht action ai the Govenrneoî in
di scriniinating againsl k-mons, while admitting many ather articles more
luabie ta be iniected, is difficulî ai explanstian. It il, bawever, an iii.viud
that blaus no ane good, and aur Australian irienda may do a big stroke ci
business if they can but forward a consignment af fruit in time.

TIIE LîrrLE flîLi-We believe that Great Britain ia ahortiy ta recdev
mn offer tram tht United States for tht puichasse ai British Columbii. Cati.
forcis la tht movicg StaIe lu the business, and backed by the federal

Tht fadt tbat tht Province is ual for sait vill ual prevente tht airer being
made, and il viii then remain ta be acta whther tht airer la an fnsuit or &
compliment. Tht 'United States made a good bargain vhen Alaka was
purcbased trra Ruassha for $7,ooo,aoo, and, althougb tht auaexed territary
bas nat yet been devtlop.-d, there il no doubt that there la an ample 3uppiy
ai natural vealth. in minerais, naturai producte, sud in tht fisheries. It ii
thenciore only a logical conclusion that, If Alska bas turned ont so vel,
Blritish Columbia vill tura ouI still better, altbough the proposed sum
of purchase il mucli langer. That in tht way Canadians tel abzrnî it.
They îao bave faitli ln tht future ai tht coveted Province, and since Cint.
dian money bas aideci the Province in the pai t is but rigbl that Canadiau
pankets -bouldl profit by il lu tht future. I il noticeablo that aithough the
matter bas been under cousidenation ior Ibret yeans that an airer has ual
been made before ; andl that, al, a lime of commercial depresiauo, uhen ail
tht Western States of the Union are enviously loaking ai the comparative
placidity ai Western Canadian 111e, vben Vancouver by hanetI competi-
lion bas oblaiued a bail contraI ai tht Pacific tIade, aI machi a lime an
airer shoulal be made. Tht anc buodred million dollars may be regarded es
a îempting bait, but we bave no pressing need ai the maney, especialiy the
silver money, wbich tbey propose ta psy aver. Vc have already spent a
bundned millions conneclîug British Columbia wilh tht Eatern seabaard,
and m2y bundreda ai thousauds have bten spent la building sîtesmiip liues
ta tht Orient.
