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CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

THE expected improvement in trade
that a month ago was billed to reach lum-
bermen by the midlle of February has
not yet come to hand. Not until the

‘end of March, say most dealers, will

business really commence moving. This
delay has been helped, beyond doubt, by
the heavy snow of the past few weeks,
rendering it almost impossible to do any
business in the yards, tending.to block
shipments,and to keep travellers at home,
or snow bound at points along the road.
A result of the same conditions is a falling
off during the week in enquiries, both from
the home trade, and especially from the
United States  For the time being trade
is, in fact, pretty much at a standstill.
Across the border the disturbances in
national finances cuntinue to give an un-
settledness to business, and representa.
tives of Canadian lumber firms, who have
recently been through the eastern states,
tell us that they find a considerable de-
pression in the lumber market due to this
one cause. At the same time this change
in the situatiop is not effecting prices to
any material extent. These remain firm.
It isa question, indeed, whether certain
grades of lumber cannot be bought atlow-
er prices in Buffalo than at the mills here.
Instances of this kind have been cited.
These, however, in1y be taken as the ex-
ception, and notthe rule. Prices generally
are holding their own pretty well all over,
though it must be admitted that there is
not the tendency to uan advance that
seemed manifest the early weeks of the
year. A correspondent from Otawa
writes that whilst shipments there for
the past two months have been extremely
slow, yet among visitors to the Capital re-
cently have been a number of lumbermen,
who have given quite a lintle flutter to
trade. Two or three well-known Albany
and New York lumber dealers were in
Ottawa last week, and though they did

not, purchase very largely, yet they re-
por{ed a much brighter outlook for the
near future  And just as soon as building
operations commence again, it is believed
that necessity will compel a stocking up
in the markets of the easternstates. With
few exceptions, at nearly all points in the
woods, the work is going along with
unusual activaty,
QUEBEC AND NEW BLUNSWICK.

Thke recent ovigamization of the North
Eastern Lumbenmen’s Association, at
Bostun, Muss,, is likely to have some
beanng on the spruce trade of the Lower
Provinces. Amonyg those represented at
the meeting were W. \V. Bailey, of the
Cookshire Mill Co., Quebec, and others
interested in lumbering in Quebec and
the Maritime provinces. The arganiza-
tion grew out of the conviction of eastern
lumbermen, that they had been doing
business of an exceedingly unprofitable
character for some time and thought a
combination was necessary to save them
from sacrificing capital and profits. Those
present at the meeting represented $73,-
000,000 invested in forest liunds, saw mills,
wood-working manufactures, and the
manufactute of lumber generally. The
Association discussed the trade situation
in its aifferent phases and got down to
business by adopting the following scale
for spruce lumber. “House frames
sawed to order, 10 inches and under in
width, not less than $15 per thousand feet.
Boston delivery, with excess of freight to
Ne.s England points to be added: 1t and
12 inches dimension lumber, $16, 13 inch
and up, $18 ; yard random, 10 feet and up
in length, to inches and under in width,
not less than $14; vard orders sawed to
specific lengths and widths, 1o inchesand
under in width, not less than $15 ; cover-
ing boards, planed on one side, 6 inches
and up in width, 8 feet and up in length, at
not less than $13; hemlock boards, at
$11.50 to $13.” It was voted that this
scale of prices take effect at once, except
in cases where prices have previously been
given. The general lumber trade in the
Lower Provinces continues quiet, and no
shipments of any importance are going
forward to the United Kingdom, whilst
present business with the United States
is of « very moderate character. Reports
that come to us from various points indi-
cate that the winter has been one of the
best for many years for work in the woods,
and that hauling is being pushed with
energy. When spring opens out it will be
found so far as this department of
lumbering is concerned, that everything
will be unusually well forwarded.

BRITISH COLUMRIA AND MANITORA.

The current trade circular of the R. P.
Rithet & Co., of Victoria, B. C., tells of

the past year as one of poor demand for
lumrer and unremunerative prices.
This fact gives hope, however, that the
new year will mark a change in condi-
tions, though suchis not manifest just yeu,
Expott trade is quiet, and there is noth-
ing, to brag about at home. Lumbermen
in Manitoba are hopeful that the proposed
move of Chicago capitalists will be con-
summated, as it 1s felt that if a trade in the
easternmarkets can be opened, upitwillbe
of great benefit to the mills in the Lake
of the Woods timber district.  Logging
in this district 1s very quiet this winter.
UNITED STATES.

There has been a light distribution of
lumber in the leading lumber sections
during the week, it being next to impossi-
ble to secure anything like a clear track
with the heavy snow storms that have pre-
vailed at almost every point.  The same
influences have proven a damper to en-
quiries generally, making the week one of
considerable quietude.  Finauciers are
still wrestling with the yold problem, and
it 15 hard 1o say what shape it will take,
Itis certainly proving a deterrant to active
business. Allowing for these changes in
the situation, 1t cannot be said, that lum-
bermen after all look forward to a really
dull season. The belief is, that the worst
has been passed, and that the discourage-
ments of 1894 will not be met this year to
anything like the same extent. Several
contracts of more than the average size
with mill operatcrs are reported to have
been made. \White pine has experienced
an active season in the woods, and the
cut in Michigan, Wisconsin, Minnesota
and Duluth will be one of xood suze, and
will have been brought forward with more
than the average easeand facility. Large
numbers of logs were, as a matter of fact,
placed on the skids before the commence-
ment of the new year. This means that
logs have been banked at a comparatively
low cost, a factor that will have its part in
helpingto better trade conditions. Whole-
sale ttade in the ecastern markets
bas been slow for the past fortnight, and
dealers aretaking things easy, but without
serious worry, believing that within the
month distribution will commence to take
active shape.

FORRIGN,

Whether the tunber trade of th: United
Kingdom is going to show an improve-
went in 1895 is a difficult question to
settlc, so many conflicting elements coms
into the situation from time to ume. The
opinion has been expressed by the Tim-
ber Trades Journal, that the position of
the wood trade s not as good for shippers
as it wasa year ago. A depression in
deals, has taken place, the dircct result, it
is said, of the false value to which they
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were raised in 1893, and at which th y re-
nuined until wtnmn of tast year. tuv
porters are moderating their supplics, and
to use the language of our cotemporary
the feeble atiemot of some of the foreign
houses to make a stand will have the effect
of checking buying rather than encomaue
business. Tt is quite possible that trade
may be fairly active durmy the spring
and through the summer, but unless
there is every probabibity of 4 longer re-
vival than that speculition i the tmber
trade woald be of a most hazardous
character.” At a recent London sale,
conducted by Foy, Morgan & Co., certaun
Canadian goods ~ secured prices rather
better than some had anncipated, though
1t has to be admtted, that these were far
from what they cuglt to have been. ‘The
figures ate said to have indicated a
measare of stability in pine and spruce
that was not, at least, as disCouraging s
has been the case with other sales. No
news of impornance comes from South
Aumerica or Australia duning the week.
HARDWOODS,

A steady, yet a light, trade in hard-
woods has been done throughout the week.
Shipments to United States markets have
fallen off.  Snow is still a block to im-
mediate distribution. Considerable diffi-
culty 1s also experienced by dealers in se-
curing the cl1ss of lumber enquired for.
We leamn of onders received for elm and
basswood in sizes that are uncommion to
mills here, and Whilst dealers have had
ce'tain quantities cut up, yet they have
not been able to procure as promptly and
to the extent that was required the par-
ticular sizes of lumber ordered. Cutting
in pricesis still practised. Thete are cer-
tain men in the business who are therc
tor the commission they can make out of
i, a decent living commission if they
can get it, but this will be shaded con-
siderably before they will allow an order
to pass from them. “Outside of this cut-
ing the standard of prices for diffeient
kinds of hardwoods holds firm.

SHINGLES.

“No one wunts shingles,” said a re-
presentative of the trade to the writer a
few days ago. \Whatever else mzy be
selling in Tumber, shingles are not in it.
This condition of the market has not pre-
vented shingle manufacturers from Wash-
ington Territory sending their travellers
into Ontario, and visitors from that sec-
tion have been through here within the
past week, *A* shinyles have been offer-
ed at $2.30 laid down at Ontario pomnts.
This figure would bring the manufacturer
on the Pucific coast not more than $1.20
for his shingles,a price that must run very
close 1o the net cost of manufacure, if in-
deed, as it is claimed by the trade, he
does rot actually lose on the trunsaction.
White pine shingles ate not moving atall.
Enquiry comes to the LUMBERMAN for
white cedar shingles of New Brunswick,
but as yetthese have not been pushed in
this Province.

CANADIAN TRADE WITH THE UNITED
KINGDON.

Farnworth & Jardine's (Liverpool)
annual timber circular, dated Feb. 1,
1893, which reviews the whole of the tim-
bertrade, has the following re theimporta-
tion of Canadian woods into the United
Kingdom .—

QUEBEC YELLOW PINE TiMBER—The

- import of pine timber, with the exception

of the yecar 1891, has been the smallest
ever recorded, the deliveries have been
on a correspondingly reduced scale, and
the stock held over is quite sufficient.
Of waney board pine, the import has been
803,000 feet, 1gninst 901,000 fect 1ast sea-
son; it has again chiefly consisted of first-
class woad, and large dimensions import-
ed on contriact for special requirements ;
owing to the high cost of production of
this description, extreine values have been
obtainable, anda further advance is de-
manded for the coming scason ; the con-
sumption has in consequence been affect-
ed; still.as nonc of the cheaper woods,
which have recently been tried as substi-
tutes, have given satisfaction, it is proba-
ble that prime Canadian woed will comn-
mand its value.  Inferior quality, small

,

din.censions, and second-class woed, of
which the consignments hasv e mostly con
sisted, are difficult of sale, even at vety
low rates.  Of square pine, the amvals
show a further dechne, viz., 142,0c0 feet
awainst 272,000 feet last year, ancd 1tis the
smallest nupmt on 1ecord ; the demand
15 very limited, and with the exception of
a few special tequirements, it has alinost
ccitsed o be used ; the value rules ligh in
comparison with other woods, it 15 diffi-
cult to realize unport cost.  Red pine has
almost ceased to be imported, the arntivals
only amounting to 2,000 feet, agiainst 30,
000 fect for the previous year,  “There is
little enquiry, and at its present value it
cannot compete with the low-priced pitch
pine ; the stock is ample. Qak—The im-
port has been 242,000 fect, agamst 287,000
feet Iast season; as in recent years, the
arrivals have clhiefly been on contract of
special stock suvitable for the railway re-
quirements, and for this desciiption there
has been a far demand at full values ; in-
ferior quality, however, is most unsalable;
the stock is too heavy., Elm has come
forward less freely than last year, viz,
91,000 feet, against 94,000 feet; the de-
miand has been fait throughout the sea-
son, and prices ruled steady ; the stock 1s
moderate. Ash has been nnported more
moderatcly, viz, 33,000 feet, against §3,-
000 feet last year; the deliveries have
been large, the present stock is imoderate;
early sales were difficult, and prices ruled
low; latterly vith more enquiry, values
slightly improved. Quebec birch has
been imported in excess of lust season;
large wood has been in fair request at
good prices, but the small averages are
dull of sale at low rates; the stock islight.
Hickory—10,500 cubic feet have been im-
ported ; the demand is very limited, as
this market is more ¢onveniently supplied
from the United States ports. Maple,
sycamore and chestnut have only arrived
in small quaintities, and are in a very
limited request. Qucbec pine deals—Of
pine deals, boards, eic., which include red
pine deals, the import has been 31,170
standards, against 23,549 standards last
year; the business in this branch of the
trade throughout the season bas been un.-
satisfactory, and alihough the deliveries
have been large, :ut no time has it-been
easy to rcalize costof importation, rot-
withstanding importers were gieatly as-
sisted by the exceedingly low fieights
that ruled during the season ; since the
closing of the St. Lawrence navigation
values are firmer without much advance ;
first quality have moved slowlv, owing to
the high value; second and third quality
have been more salable at the difference
in cost ; fourth quality are only salable at
very low rates. Boards, etc., are growing
in favor, and have ruled fairly steady ;
stocks of all descriptions are much Yoo
heavy. Red pine deals have been im-
ported more freely than for some years
past ; the consumption has been fair, but
the stock is ample; an impravement in
the specification of these goods—especial-
ly as regaids the average length, is neces-
sary to enable them to miore readily com-
pete with Baltic red wood. Spruce deals
have been imported in excess of recent
years, viz., 6,594 standards, against 5,028
standards last year, and 5,206 standards
n the previous one ; a fair proportion has
agam been on contract, but a larger
uantity than usual of the common quali-
ties have comeforward induced by the low
freights, and for which very low prices
were accepted ; the stock is too heavy.
NEW BRUNSWICK AND NOVA SCOTIA
TIMBER.—St. John pinc has been import-
ed very moderately, viz., 2,119 feet, apainst
4,403 feet last year ; the stock is exhaust-
ed. Other potts pine: Only two small
parcels have arrived, amounting 10 2,052
feet, agzainst So2 feet last season ; there is
little enguiry, and prices have ruled low.
Spruce umber has ahinost ceased to be
imported. Birch : Of logs the import al:
though considerably less than the two
previous years, viz,, 236,000 tcet, against
385,000 feet in 1893, and 615,000 {ect in
1892, has been more than amiple; the de-
liveries have been fair, stimulated by the
low prices, viz., 330,000 feet, agAinst 344,
000 feet last year ; the stock, however, is
still too heavy; prices have ruled low

without much change. Of birch planks,
the arvivals show n warked falling off,
viz.,, 261,000 feet, against 619,000 feet last
year ; the market, however, has aever
rallied from the excessive supply of last
season, and the stock is still much too
heavy ; prices have ruled veiy low
throughout this year, and_a further re-
striction in the import is necessary to
effect an improvement.

SPRUCE AND PINE DEALS.—N. B, and
N. S. spruce deals.—Of spruce deals. the
import hus been the heaviest since 1889,
viz, 72,339 Standards, agiinst 69,031
standinds in 1893, 61,445 standards in
1892 and 54,160 standards in 1891. The
deliveries, although fair, have not kept
pace with the arnivals, and the present
stock is much too heavy. Early in thé
season, owing to reported short- produc-
tion as well as unfavorable lumbering
weather, the market was firm, and ship-
pers were enabled to place more than their
usual quantity on contract at fair mtes;
howevet, as the yvear advanced and it be.
came apparent that the supply would te
Jarger than anticipated, values gave away,
and sales continued diftficuly throughout
the summer months; during autumn,
owing to financial troubles. affecting some
engaged in this branch of the trade, ship-
ments were forced forward, and as most
of these cargoes had to be realized on
special terms, buyers could only be found
at very low rates, consequently the market
was further depiessed, and has not yet ré-
covered.  As there is little prospect at
present of any improvement in the de-
mand, it is impeiative that shippers act
with more moderation during the coming
season. Pine deals: St John have fiot
imported.  Miramichi, Bathurst, Dal-
housie, ctc., have been in rather better
demand at slightly improving prices ; the
stock, however, is ample.

ISTOCKS AND PRICES.
CANADA.

The barque Bundaleer, which has been
loading lumber at the Hastings Mill, Van.
couver; B, C., has sailed for Santa Ros-
alia, Mex.  She has on board 216,930 feet
of lumber valued at $4,867.

Only one schooner cleared from St.
John, N. I3,, for a United States port last
week, and carried 130,000 feet of lumber.
A batkentine for a British port carried
260,000 feet.  The total export of jumber
products from St. John iu January amount-
ed to0 $127,547.

An important transaction of the week is
the sale of the St. Anthony Lumber Co.,
to the Export Lumber Co,, of New York,
of the entire _cut of the new mill now be-
ing built by the former concern, 145 miles
vorth of Ottawa. The cut is estimated at
30,c00,000 feet, but the price has not been
divulged. The lumber is to be taken
from the mill by the purchasers and
shipped by rail. .

The schooner Queen City, which sailed
the past week from Vancouver, B. C,, for
Kobe, Japan, carried a cargo of Inmber
consisting of g,000 feet of flooring, 160,
o000 feet of rough lumber and 17 cords of
cedar bolts. The value of this lumber is

2471. The order was for no lengths
shorter than 30 feet, and this necessitated
a waste of space. With better lengihs
she could have eusily taken 20,0co feet
more. ’

D. S. Pate and W. M. Gunton & Co,,
of Chicago, who recently sent representas
tives into the Rar Portage district, have
secured an aption from Graham, Horne &
Co., of Fort Williaun, for the mill cut of
15,000,000 feet of logs. The pine will
come from north eastern Minnesota, raft-
ed down Rainy niver and along the shore
of lake Superiorto Fort William, Messrs.
Pate and Gunton will go to examine the
timber and see whether it is of sufficiently
good grade to purchase and bring to the
Chicago market.

The Cutler & Savage Co.. operating at
Kenabutch, near Sault St. Marie, Mich,
has barked 20,c00.0c0 feet of logs since
August, and expect to get out 15,000,600
feet more at the season’s close.

‘The market for quartered oak in the
United States seems to hold up well,
Sales lately made show values at from
$40 to $42 for the first and second delivery
at Chicago, which is a rise of from $8 to
$10at lowest points touched during the
late decline.

In the very able review of the lumbe
trade of the Nonthwestern States, prepar-
ed by the Mississippi Valley Lumberman,
it is shown that the.cut of the hardwood
mills of that district, which take in Minne-
sota and. Wisconsin, was for 1894, 306,
©00,000 feet, and the stock on hand Dec.
1st, 1894, was 197,239,000 feet,

) FOREIGN.

At a. recent sale of Canadian tin.ber
roods in London, Eng., the following
prices were sécdred,: Montreal, 131t 12
. and up starting at 424, came down
155. and for under cover season’s stuff,
considered cheap, but even at the lox
figurés nobody bought wijth,any hearti-
ness. The regulars ex. “Stonn King”
made much the same values, and the 3x7
to 10 bought £i835s. 10 L1310, The
Botwoodville 3rd pine regulars at £9 15s.
were about. 5s. helow previous sale prices.
