The Globe has reproduced a speech of
Mr. Blake in which he intimates his
decided ohjection to the present sugar
duties, as well as to those on cotions and
woollens i and adds that in any Canadian
fiscal system there rmust be ain aiple ad-
vantage to the home manufacturer. We
sbould draw the conelnsion from Mr.
Blake's speech and fron the Globe's arti-
cle that they are now convinced that a
grave error of judgnent was committed
by their party, when at a time that in-
creased revenue was requiredi and when
they bad to propose an increased duty on
unenumerated articles they adopted a
173 par cent rate instead of 20, which
would have satisfie'd the manufacturing
interest at that time. As to the sugar
question it is a good deal involved im,
what we feel assured is a mystery to Mr.
Blake and the Globe. IL is hiardly reason-
able that our refiners should have to
compete with the sugars placed on our
markets by foreigners largely subsidized by
bounties. As to the reciprocity treaty with
the United States it is rather absurd in
the Globe to put it forward as a plank in
its political platform, after the resuilt of
the late Senator Brovn's negotiations. Wa
sBhould imagine that there ouglit to be a
concurrence of opinion as to the propriety
of Canada resting on lier oars, until the
United States express a readiness to enter
into soma kind of commercial alliance
with her. We have been snubbedl often
enough, and muet be content to wait
patiently for a change of opinion on the

ç part of our neighbors, of which there is at
present no indication. We are told by
the Globe that the liberal party " would do
all that.possibly could-be done to obtain
such a treaty." IL would be satisfactory
to learn ta what depth of degradation
that party is prepared to go. We harcly
think that thre are many even among
the most advanced liberals who would
propose to send another envoy to Wash-
ington to ba subjected to the treatment
experienced by the bate Senator Brown,
and we doubt moreover whether it would
be possible to find a man to undertake
the mission.

CANADIAN vs. IUPORTED GOODS.

Under the foregoing caption the Herald
of Wednesday reports the utterance of a
gentleman who charges the banks with
giving abundance o!f money to enable
merchants to handle the products of
Manchester, Glasgow, Birmingham etc.,
and claims that it vould be much better
for them to carry the paper representing
the products of Canadian nils. 'l'he re-
marks are made with special reference ta
the extension of time asked by Messrs. D.
Morrice & Co. We trust that if we point
out the impropriety of the remarks as
bearing an our importing merchants ne
shall not be understood as objecting to
the banks doing .all in their power ta
assist the Canadian manufacturers at the
present crisis. Ci rtainly that assistance
ought noit ta be given so as to subject the
importing merchants ta inconvenience.
The plain and obvions meaning of the
Berald's friend is that the or dinarydis-
counts of coñimercial paper shonld be re-
fused ta importers who have not over-
traded, in order ta enable the batiks ta
assist those who have Over-stocked the
markets with goods. We hardly think
that the Berald fully appreciates the
claimn of his f'riend, as, while declaring that
"it is diflicult ta resist his logic," he adds:
.- " The banks can afford to do as vell for
"those who are handling Canadian goods'
" as they would do for importers." 'Of
course, they can,.and, moreover, they have
done so already, if rumor cai be be-
lieved. Any such policy as that demanded
by the manufuturing friend of the .Terald
w'ould only intensify the mischief caused by

1HE BANKERS' CONVEN'l'ON.
The meeting of the Bankers' Convention

was opened at Louisville, Kentucky, on
the 1Oth mst., when thle chairman, George
S. Coe, Esq., an emiment banker in New
York, dehivered the opening address. The
diflculty experienced by the National
banks in obtaining bonds ta secure thneir
circulation is daily becoming more
serious, and varions suggestions have
been offered for its renova. Aimong
others it lias been suggestei that bonds
of the United States rmiglit be exchanged
for those of soue of the borrowing cities
or States, adequate sed'urity .beiîg given.
in tLie fotm of local rates i case of the
failure of te present mode of meeting
the interest. The chief topic of Mr. Coe's
adress wais the lanv requiring the coinage
of silver, which lie condemnted ln very
strong terms.. There is, he says, no de-
mantd fort tiese coins. Conmerce nepeis
then, and they ae laid un the treatsury
side by side wviti gold, Congress htavin
commanded them to b of equal value,
altlougit iL s notrious that Lite silver
dollar is wortit less than 90 cents. The
silver certiicates, not being a legal tender,
have been refused by the banks, but Con-
gress has decreed that no NationIl batnk
shall be a memnber of a clearing house
association, unless it agrees to receive
silver certificates in payment of balances.
The average daily balances in the Nen
York clearing house amountt to about
$6,000,000, whicli vould weigh 375,000 Ibs.,
reqiuirg 7,500 men carrying 50 ibs. each,
or 375 waggomls cat'yinig 1,000 ,bs eacl,
and whiich vould have ta be guarded. Mn '
Co ias long bee known as one of the
strongest advoeutes of gold itiounotal-
liam, but there ls little chuanace of his
views being entertained by CongresS,
which is determiined ta adhere to .tue
double standai, the efflect of 'hich inust
be, et io distant time, ta banish gokt froan
the United States, aInd force on the nationa
a silver stamdan'd, itiany taow' hmivitg can
recollect the time wien LItere was practi-
cally a silver statidatri in the Utiite I
ýtates, and heitn there was a s0l more

depreciated staindard bath in Upper and
Lower Canada, viz., British silver tokens
ln the former, and Frencli half-crowns in
the latter. Canada, it may be hoped, will
not be induced to abandon its gold stan-
dard, but even at the present Lime drafts
on New* York might legally be paid in
silver dollars worith much less than par.
No effort avill be spared by the New York
bankers to keep the paper currency at
par with gold, but they must necessarily
yield in time to the exigency of the case.
The New York Heald lias propounded a
notable scheme for settling the difBculty,

--viiiclîs ta suppress ail notes under $10
in value, their place to be supplied by
silver. Apart fron the public incon-
venience, which would be very great, the
efl'ect of such a change would be a great
national loss, by the substitution of a
costly metal like silver for paper whicli is
much preferable not .pnly for convenience,
but for economy One thing is clear, viz.,
that the attempt to maintain a double
standard, while the two metals vary so
much in value, will piove a failure.
