Valley coal fields, The new mine is close to the C.P.R. and only
24 miles {from Georgian Bay. It is stated that the anthracite
found in the United States occurs in the same geological forma-
tion as Algoma,

—Dr, Dawson, of the Geological Survey, has reported a very
valuable discovery of corundum, a stone akin to emery, on the
land owned by the Crown Lands Dept, the County of Hastings,
Ontario. This store is at present imported into Canada from
South Carolina and is valued at about $80 per ton.”

The Echigo kevrgsene industry
shows signs of a revival, and oil to the value of more than $1,-
000,000 was extracted during 1895. According to a large Tokio
dealer in kerosone, the native product serves chiefly for cleaning

printers’ type and similar purposes, only 1 per cent, being used
as lamp oil.”

—TrERE is a sardine factory at Deer Island, N.B., owned and
run by one family, the Lords.

— T Secretary of State, according to Otiawa advices, has
been notified of & very large discovery of gold in the Yukon dis-
trict. It is well within Canadian territory on fSonanza Creek, a
branch of the River Klondiko, shown in tho map as Deer River,
which joins the Yulkon above Fort Reliance, 8bout 100 miles
oast of the frontier, It is described as the richest field which
las yot boen discovored. 200 claims are already staked out, and
ghere is ample room for more. Ovor 2,000 men could be em-
ployed.

—Tirx Montreal Butter and Choeese Associafion have issued a
circular to the Canadian cheese manufacturers strongly advising
them to discontinue the manufacture of fodder cheese as it
tends to lower both the price and tha standard ol our produet.
Tho A ssociation urges factorymen to make crepmery butter dur-
ing November and the balanco of the soasop packing it into
boxes, which is now tho favorite package for export. Canadian
butter is now sought aftor, and the English markots are open
and ready to recoivo all we can zend, and the Aemand for home
consumption is alsa gradually increasing.

—Tnx lollowing list of United States patents, granted to Can-
adian invontors, October 20th, 1896, is veporfed for this paper
by James Sangster, Patent Attorney, Buffslo, N.Y.:—A. A,
Forbes, St. Iyacinthe.

—On1 hundred million feot of lTumbor, the season’s cut of deals
at the Chaudiere, Ottawa and ITawkesbury mills, have been sold
during the last few days. This quantity of (umber represents
the whole cut of this class of lumber in tho mflls of J. R. Booth,
Buoll, Hurdman & Co., W, €. Edwards, and the ITawkesbury
Lumber Company of Hawkesbury. Gilmour, ];-Iughson & Co. ig
the only firm that still holds eny deals unsold, It i the largest
gale that has boen nogotiated in lumber for geveral years. Al-
though there is no material chango in prices from last year, the
total sales amount to about $2,000,000.

—Toe excige revenue of the Northwest Provinces of India,
which had been expanding very considerably during the last few
years, has fallen off within the last official year to the extent of
about.8¢ per cent., mainly on account of a decline in the revenue
from native -liquors and opium. With regard to hemp drugs,
however, the revenue for the year was the largest on record,
Henceforth, in conformity with the recommendation of the Home
Products Commission, a much stricter watch will be kept by '
excise officers on the adulteration of hemp drugs.

—Tue British colony of Barbadoes contemplates a change in
the tariff schedules, which, il approved by the Legislature, will
become operative on January 1 next, and increase the revenues
of the island from £74,000 to £93,000. United States Cousul
Tate, at Barbadoes, has supplied the State Department with a
list of the proposed changes, from which it appears that, with
the exception of meats and lard, the duties on almost all com-
modities now dutiable are to be increased about 25 per cent. and
some additions are to be made to the dutiable list, including salt
and oil,

—~—A NEW enterprise has been successfully launched in Oregon,
A company has a process for preserving salmon in transit. Ten
barrels of salmon were shipped recently from Oregon to Iowa.
It 13 said the fish arrived in &suice condition as when taken from
the river, . The cost of preserving is very low, They are putin
barrels without cleaning, and the preserving preparation
poured over them, Then they are ready for shipment. After
ten days fish haodled in this way preserved their delicacy
of flavor, and were as hard and solid as when caught. Thisisa
groat stride toward preserving the salmon, which might other-
wise be wasted.

—Tm total quantity of butter imported by Great Britain las
year was over 316,400,000 1bs.—the value being $69,326,786—of
which Canada supplied only 4,362,288 1bs, The average price oh-
tained for our butter was 17.1 cents per 1b. Denmark supplies
nearly one-half the amount imported; France comes next with
50,842,416 1bs., and Australia and New Zealand send together
85,083,664 1bs. The average prices vary from 14.9 cents to 233
cents per 1b,, the latter price being paid for French butter. From
October to March the average price is about Gehigher than from
April to September, so the price is not an exact indication of the
quality, Danish butter the price of which averages 22.2 cents
per 1b, is chiefly shipped in. winter, the importations in TFeb-
ruary last being 120,866 cwt. as compared with 98,497 ewt, in
July. :

—Tuoe Boston * News Bureau” r2ports a new movement as on
foot to effect a reduction in Boston bank capital, through the
amalgamation of half a dozen or more Boston banks, “For
twenty-five years up to 1890 investments in stocks of Boston
National banks were considered to be of the besr,” says that
paper. ©They ylelded a fair return on the money invested, and
without shrinkage in the market value, For the lastsix or eight
years a large number of the Boston banks have done poorly,
paying small dividends, and the market value of the stocks have
showed a very pronounced decline. This is attributed to the
growth of the trust companies and to the fact' that there is too
much bank capital in Boston in proportion to the deposits.”

—TrE presence of rape in mustard and linseed meals may be
detected in the following manner: A mixture is made of 10
grms, of common salt, 20 grms, of water, and 03. grm. of hydro-
chloric acid, and heated to 70 degrees, and, after addition of
3/ grms, of the meal—heated to boiling. After cooling and
filtering, free ucid is removed by sodium bicarbonate, and the
solution divided into two parts, To one part, two or three drops
of potassium ferricyande solution (1 per cent) are added; the
liquid obtained from pure linseed meal remains unaltered by the
addition of the bicarbonate and ferricyanide; that from mustard
geeds acquires a yellow coloration with sedium bicarbonate,
which is not altered by the ferricyanide—at least, not in the first
minute. But if the sample contains 5-10 per cent of rape seed,
the liquid is colored yellow by sodium bicarbonate, and, on addi-
tion of potassium ferricyanide, turns brownish, reddish or
violetr———oos

I‘IRE INSURANCD COMPANIES AND POLICY-'

HOLDERS.

’J.‘he msurance business stands in a unique position
in many respects.
terprlse the subject of such varied legislation ; there is
none over which the Federal and. Provmcml govern-

: ments have shown such fatherly anxiety. Paternalism
has run riot in the field of insurance. This anxiety for
the _publ_lc arises from a disbrust of their capacity to
' take care of themselves when effecting fire insurance,
an intervention which in any other business would not
be long tolerated.

I‘lre insurance is a contract entered into between a
ﬁre insurance company and an individual or firm, the
tcrms of which are that, on the payment to the com-
pany of a stipulated sum of money, called the pre-
mium, the company agrees to indemnify the payer of

guch premium in case a fire occurs in the premises
specified in the contract whereby the property covered
by the contract is damaged. . The total amount of such
indemnification is limited to a maximum stated in the
policy; but, in general terms, such indemnity is agreed
to be proportionate to the loss the insured person sus-
tains by the fire. This, in. ordinary trade. language,
coristitutes n case of bargain and sale ; the buyer puc-
clidses the right to claim indemnity aguainst loss by fire
for a stated sum, and the seller, the insurance company,
gsells'this right to the policybholder. The difference be-
tween this transaction and those of an ordinary mer-
cantile nabure is this, that in the labter -case goods are

boiight outright which have to be delivered within a
certain pcrlod but with insurance the thing purchased
hds only to be delivered if a certain event happens,
which'ig & lose, more or less, by fire of the ploperty
insured:: . i

The obJect of the elabomte leolslahxou on insurance
is maiuly-to protect pohcyholders from their own folly,
or ignorance in ‘buying the right to indemnity from
companies which are not in a position to fulfil their
contracts ‘to pay such indemnity. The companies on
the other -hand are séught to be protected from elaims
which are not justified by the terms of the contract, or
those which arise from some fraudulent action on the
part of policyholders. It is manifest from these con-
ditions that insuranee companieés are exposed to:the risk
of hnvmg clmms made for mdemmty whleh*"n‘e not
contemphted by " their contracts.. or ‘policiés. . These
claims are not confined-to cases. of. mcendnnsm, but
not mfleqm,ntly arise. from the culpnble negligence of.

“ selling ont” to an'insurance company through a fire
than by holdmg on to his properby, there is a very
grave danger that the sale will be made. Agentsata
distance from the head office are nob alwaysas cautious
in writing risks which involve this ‘danger as they
would be were a closer and more 1eorulal inspection
made of their business. Competition is now.so keen
that this form of risk has inereased, especially in smaller
towns where agents are engaged ip other business, and
who are averse to exercising striet vigilance for fear of
unpopularity. Hvery business man in Canada has an
interest in promoting the welfare of the fire insurance’
companies : sooner or later the fire losses are borne by
the community in which they oceur, as surely- as that
the losses to the revenue by the avoidance of an im-
porter's legitimate dues under a tariff must be raised in"
one way or another from those who do not seek to
evade them. The parallel is not true throughout but

The defect in-our police protection is the regularity
of the visits made by the men during the night. Bar-

glars make themselves familiar with the location of

night watchmen at certain hours so'that, at fixed inter-
vals; they secure safety from observation while going
to their work, and have a known and definite length of
time to operate ‘without any risk. -This was ‘brought
out after the greatest je\vel robbery from a store on re-
cord, which occurred in London. A memorandum
book was left behind in which a time schedule. was en-
tered which furnished a complete guide-to the move-

ments of the night watchmen showmg the precise times
they were due in front.of the store, and at other places
marked out for attack. By this means they kept track
of the police, and by ingenious signals-‘were able to
darken the store when one was due, and until he had
passed, so that they had time to carefully paclr a load”
of goods which they shipped off in an express van with-

Montreal refiners
who about a year ago made cheaper grades of granu-
lated now make only the one standard grade, which
they have not sold at less than 83c for 25 barrels. The
commonest yellows in lots of 100 barrels could not have
been purchased ab less than 2§ to 2Zc, and on Monday
last, the 2nd, the price was advanced to 8 cents for com-
mon grades. ‘In finer grades the prices run up to §
higher.

A GROCER’S ‘COMPLAINT. .--""".Uf

" In discussing the small proﬁts which are now . made
in his business a wholesale grocer of Montreal recently -
remarked that there was no profit at all now-a-days in
handling groceries of Canadian productlon or manu-
facture. : Among other articles, he mentioned especially
rice, tobacco,sugar, canned goods, matehes, and wooden-
ware. In the last named commodity wholesale men
must buy $80 worth to secure 5 per cent discount; $160
worth to get 10 per cent., and $320 worth to get 15 per
cent., after the long.time method of the proprietory or
patent medicine compounders. A carload of wooden-
ware will last the ordinary dealer six months. In sell-
ing to him the wholesale man has to take the risk—
which is worth, it is said, fully 5. per cent.—whereas
the manufacturer is paid cash. There is also the in-
terest'to be considered. Again, reputable brands of
canned peas, corn, and tomatoes are sold by the manu-
facturers at 60 cents. Some cutting wholesale men or
jobbers are reported to have sold certain brands to- the
retailer at 624 cents, but the regular price is not lower
than 65 cents and some quotations are 10 cents higher.

‘ A NEW GAS MOTOR.
In reviewing the articles with some business or commer-

‘cial bearing, appearing in the Ninth Edition of the Ency-

clopedia Britannica some few years ago, mention was made
of an invention for making gas for motors referred to at
a maeting in Dundee, Scotland, some time before. This was
described as produced by passing a jet of supbr-heated steam
through and over a bed of incandescent coal. The subject
has recently been revived under the supervision of the
Societ¢ des Moteurs of Nantes in France: The energy that
drives this new gas engine is obtained by burning coal in a

. receptacle called a gascogen, into which compressed. air is
‘foreed as needed, and into which a smaller amount of steam

is foreed, which nnites with the air, and both of these pass
through the incandescent coal from the bottom upwards
where it is joined by the products of cowbustion and forms 8
curious product, a “fixed gas,” which is entively devoid of
any trace of the products which are so annoymg to the user
of ordinary gas, and known as “gas liquor” containing am-
monia, tar, piteh, sulphur and other by-products. Tie ab-
sence of all’ 1mpu11txes is of the greatest 1mp01tance, as in
ordinary gas engine plants, manufacturing their own gas,
purifying processes have to be employed and a 16SOFVOIr, pro-
vided to contain the gas thus purified unt11 requirved whqrea.

The volume of the hot gas mixed with air is very much ex-

panded, being already under a pressure of 73.5 pounds per
square inch and as.the piston throttles downwards the regu-
lator cuts off the pressure, constituting a gas engine running

e\pa.nswely with the cut-off assharp as that of the best steam.

engines. There is consequently no eondensation, no explosion
of gas or loss of energy, and the heat of the gas from the ex-

haust is made to do useful work by exhausting into a regen- -

erator made up of small pipes; avound which the heated gas

passes, while inside of these small tubes.the air from the*

compressor comes in an opposite divection, absorbing almost
the entire heatfrom the gas which hasalready done-work and
which is on its way to the outside air. In this, asin several
other steps of the cycle, the heat of the gaseous cylinders is
saved and utilized in useful work.. The load on the engine
may be varied from one extreme to the other so long as its

ultimate capacity is not oxceeded and does not vary percep-
tibly, and only as much gas is made as the load calls for, no
excess being possible, and stopping the engine means stoppmg
the making of the gas.

The propmtmnq of the thr ;ae elements which enter into the

case for driving the engine are, according to the report of an
expert engineer of Boston, who tested the motor, as follows :

'Taking the weight of each, coal one and two-tenths pounds,

steandor water ong-eight pounds, air from compressor, 2%
pounds.

This consumption of coal is remarkable, as the engine con-
sumes less than 1-1-5 pounds of coal per hmse-power per
hour, while with the beststeam engine of this size compound-
ed and condensmg consumes nearly three pounds of coal per
horse-power per hour delivered at belt. 'The quantity of

water consumed-is not less remarkable, being not more than :
12 per cent of the watel required for an engine and boiler of -
