Loxpoy, april 5,—In tho Hounse of Com-
moud this afternaon Mr. Childers submitted
tho budget for the year ending March, 1883.
Tha revenas wak £89,004,000, and exceeded
the estimuted by £4,069€00. A decroese in
the consuieption of apirits made s reducticn
faom that eouroe of £500,600. The total ex-
penditure.: were £88.906000. The expeuses
of the war in Egypt, iccluding the amount
for the Izdian contingent, was £3896,000. He
hed no atrears to report on noccunt of war
expenditure as incurred by the pressnt
Government. The expenditure for the
coming year he estimated at £85,789000
wnd tho revensue at £88480,000. The
nstionnl debt was reduced during the past
yeor by £7,100,000. He expected to make s
farther reduction this year of £8,000,000.
Daring the next twenty vears he expected to
soa the debt reduced by £172,000,000. Mr.
Childera proposed thut the dutles on goots
mede from silver be cherged only on goods
actually eold, and that eventually they should
ba abolished altogether, but not this year. He
proposed that the tax on raliway earnings,
whero the fares were very small, should be
ni:olished, and that the standard molsture of
tobucco and snuff oo which exomption was
allowed ehould be ralsed one per cent; that
provision be made Jooking towards a redac-
tina in the rate for telegrams sent anywhere
inlpud toeslxpence, and that thres hali-.pence
of the income tax ba removed. These reduo-
tions, if made, would reduce ths surplas to
£240,000. The report was received with

ASTOUNPIAR REVELATIONS,

The Catholic Vote—Sensational De-
volopment of Crooked Ways—
Some Racy Letters and Docu-
ments Brought to Light—The De-
feat of the Ontario Opposition tells
Against the Christian Brothers of
Toronto—Sir John A.’s Opinion of
Catholics—Sir Charles Tupper the
Central Figure of the Scandal.

In 1867 the old Baok of Upper Canada
premises on Duke strest, Torouto, (now the
Da La Salle Institute) were transferred to the
Government of Oanada. In 1870 the pro-
perty wea fold to the Christian Brothers for
echool purposes, one-fifth of the purchase
roonsy belng psid at the time of enle. The
balance was to bs paid In annual inatulments,
with interest at alx per cent. per aarum; but
op to-the end of 1878 no progress bad bsen
made towards a settlement of the transaction.
Abou! the modth of January, 1819, it appears
that His Grace ihe Archbishop of Toronto,
being anxious to have the school rellsved of
debt, retalned Measrs. Foy, Tupper, and Mas-
donuell toarrange with the Dominlon Govern-
ment terms upon which the principal anc
accrued interest were to be pald off, These
facts are proven by the following letter sent
by the well.known John A, Macdonnsil, 5
member of the 1aw firm named, to Sir Charles
(then plain «1:r.’”) Tapper, the retiring
Minleter of Roilways:

chere now on payment of the principal and
tro intercet, which wonld hsve bsen paid had
the Government enforced the bargaln eutered
fnto.

to withdraw the garrison from Halifax, N.8,
about tha time of the explration of theo Mar~
quis of Lorne’s term a8 Gov.rnor, and
to hand over the ordnancs property and
fpr_tiﬁcatlons to the Domialon Gevernment.
This cider for final and complete evacuntion
is fall of elgnificance; it conveys the idea

DEATH OF LOU18 VEUILLUT
Liouis Veulllet, the famoue journalist, is
dend. Hls name was synanymons with Ca.
tholic journalism in France and even
tbrougbout Europe durlng the Iater portion
of his life., Ho was the honored friend of
Pope Pius IX. of illuetrious memory, from
whom he reccived every encouragement in
his pitched battle with the revolutionary and
communistic press of Franco. Veuillot often
cnrried his principles to an extreme, and thns
wonnded thbe susceptibilities of the meore
moderato and liberal 1o the party of order
and seligion. His mctto was never to
compromige with Iz revolution, but to
fizht it to the death. The following is a briel
blograpby of the dead jourmalist: Louis
Veuillot was the son ot a cooper, born at
Boynes en QGotinais (Lohet), in 1813, was
sent to ng huwmblo school nesr Parls, and nt
tho sye of 13 entered the cffice of a lawyer.
Ha set resolutely to work to Iinstruct bim-
gelf, end with such succees 8s to be sble
to gein o subsistence by bis pen at the eoge
of 19. He held various eppoistments in the
provincisl prers, whero the stInging vivacity
of his style involved him in ssveral dusls.
Before gotng to Rome, 1z 1838, ho was, hu
avows, almost devold of 1aith, relizlous or
political; but he returned ap altered man,
snd inthe Univers, which he was selected to
edit, became the uncompromiging champion
of the Church, writing strtongly In defence of
the pzpacy. In 1842 M. Veulllot went to
Africa sa Secretary to General Bugeaud, and
on bis return entered the Ministry of the In-
terior as Ohlef Secretary., ~ The revolation of
1848 was ot fist hnlled by bim as a provi-
dentlal event, though he sfterwards tcok a
different viaw, Hig polemics In the Univers,
_of which he again became editor in 1848,
wero 80 violent that he incurred the ¢ensure
of-the Archbishop of Parla, He was sindére
in: his opitfone, and wrote with great pro-
cision, ded bis style was singularly vigorons
and irenchlng. M. Veuillot has'compoted
‘Bowéls, polemicsl “pleces, and-hymue, and-a

Tiik LAW OF EVIDENCE.
According to the rules at present governing
our legel procedure, that class of perzons
who pretend to have no belief In a futare
state ere excluded from the witness-box and
are refused the right to testify in our Couris
of Justice. Is the rule a wlse one? This
qnuestion Is dsbatable, and, as a matter of
fact, has been debated the world over,
Opinion is divided on the subject, and many
seem to think that this exclusion of agnog-
tics from offering evidence sbould be main.
talced. We ere inclined t) look upon this
vicw, of the question as clashing with thein.
torests of justice iteelf, aud me belng held on
grouads irrespective of resuita. o reiose
a person who denie: the exletsnco of an-
other life, the right to give evidence, would
be a suitable and wnobjsctionabe punishment
or rebuke, if mnove eolse bui the die-
believer would soffer by it. But herein
1ten the difficulty. We ghould not punish or
rebuke a disbaliever, either at the expsnsa of
an sccused, If innocent, or to his benefit, it
gullty. Ceges may and do ariss where an
acocuged person has acluslly committed the
c:lme with which he Ia charged, in the pre-
gonce or to the knowiedgoe of n elngle indivi-
dual ; or the accused has not committed the
orimse charged ogalnst him, a fact which but
only one Individunl canprove; in elther cagg,
under our presest law, the ends of
justicoe would be smcrificed if  thut
fndivideal, who is sole witness ot the gullt or
of the innocence of the accused, declared his
disbellet in a inture state, a3 be would there.
by be diequalified 88 & witness. Lf; ia the
first instance, that crime was actusl murdor,
the murderer, thanks to the law, would go
unpunished; if, in the second Instance, the
-ctimo was slmply slleged murder the Inno-
ccnt would be sent to tha-gellows.

Of courss the punishment which would be
inflicted on a witness for glving falas evidence
on oath should be a8 equally severe for a
person giving falee evidence by simple
affirmation. In fact, false swearing of any
kind should be severely punisked, and there
would be much less perjury In our courts i
ths executors of the lsw determinately gave
witnesses (0 maderstand thatto the fesr of
eternal punichment there would be added o
term of yeers in the psnitentiary for anycns
testifying against the trath.

PRIZES FOR LARGE FAMILIES.

The populatien of Franco has been at a
standstil! slnce the late war with Germany.
This unnatoral stoppage in the growth of the
nation is giving the statesmen of'tha country
considerable anxisty, and kas set them think-
ipg to find a remedy for the situation. ltie
not due to emigration, for comparatively fow
Frevchmen leave thelr natlve land in search
of better homes or to ymprove their condition,
but 1t 18 due to the rapid spread of domestic
vioe and immorslity. The French legislators
heve bit upon a pecullar plan to secure proper
and adequste augmentation in the number ol
oitizens. They propose to bribe the people
jnto the waya of virtue, and to that end wiil
ofter nstional piizes or rewards for large
families, If the head of a household pays
annually more than 10¢ francs in direct taxes
he 15 to have fifteen per cent. of his taxes re-
mitted if he can show that he 18 the father of
five cnildren, and five per cont.more remission
for each additional child. If he does not poy
a tax equal to the sum psmed, they, on the
birth of kis fifth child, he isto receive 200
francs from the Natlonal Tressury, 300
ob the birth of the #ixth, 400 on the birth of
the seventh, and gu on In a prozressive scale
for every additiosal ckild. 1i Is doambtfal
whether this pecunlary encouragement wili
have the deslred effect and advance the num-
bers of the natlon. A wiser step wounld bave
been te elevate the standard of morality
among the masses of the peopie aud educate
them up to a higher sense of respseot for thy
sacred dutles ond respensibilities of domestic
and social lifs. '

AN EXPLANATION AND REZPUDIA-
TIOR,

A eerles of lelterr und docaments relsting
to tho tranefer of certain property in Toroato
to the Christlan Brothera for educational
parposes by the Dominton Government, have
found their way {nto tbe public Prese, and
bave evoked adverre criticism more or less
jnst. Injostice to all the parties conrected
with this correspondencs, we publish the fol.

Sir,—My atiention has been crlled to the
fact that soma purtly stolen &nd partly forged
correspondence, alleped to have passed be-
twaen Sir Charles Tnpper and myeolf in the
year 1879 on the sabj-ct of the purchnse of
tho old Bank of Upper Canada buildings from
the Governmernt of Oenada by the Ohristlan
Brothhrs, of which his Grace the Archbishop
is In this diocese the head, has been pub-
Hghed in & Hamilton paper, ost:nslbly asa
special telegraphic despatch, from ita Ottawa
correspondent.

A PAINFUL END.

A WELL KXOWN YoUNG MONTREALER KILLED IN
A BAW MiLL 1IN MANITOLA

A telegraphic desputch to the Chiset of Polles
here announces the desih of s weil known
yourg Montrealer, Mr. Frank Corley, who lefu
this city alout a year 8golowo tnManlioba,
where he had obtaioned emplovinent in R saw
mill some two hundred miles dlstant from
Wionipeg. I'rom accounts 1t appears that
young Carley met with an accident ahout the
latter end of March, by belng caught in the
belting of the mill and having one of his legs
irlahttully mutiiated, so much 80 a8 to necess
sitated its emputation above the knea. This
oreration the unfortunsle young man bore
with great furtitude and was seemingiy recov-
ering. On ithe 29th March, however, he was
found to be in a precarious condition, and an
Easter Sunday morning died. Strange to 8iy
the nesws of his untimely eod did not reach
*sontreal, where nig famlly restde, uutil S8atur-
dsy last, aud was naturally a great shook fo
them. Telegraph communjecation was imme-
diately cstablished, but up to the present the
full particolars of the sad accldent have not
been ascertained. “the deceased was well
known in the city and hau a largo circle of
friends.

JOHN BRIGHT ON lEELAND.
SHAMEFOL TIOLATION OF A PACRED TREATY,

prany

In his recent specch at Glaggow, on the
oceaglon of hia !nstallation as Lord Resctor,
John Bright thus referrad to tke Irish qgues-
tlon :—

«From owr own history, however, wa
have some lessons. To two of them I
would just for a moment msk your atten-
tion. You koow just now more about
Ireland probably thon cver you did be-
fore. Onr newspapuere have written col.
umns about Ireland, our Parllamentary de-
baters are comstantly talklng about Ire-
1and, and thousands who do not write in
newspapers or £peak in Parliament—I may
say millions—have thelr hoarte heavy often
when they consider what bas occcurred in
Ireland within the last three years. Bat now
everybody who can look at Irish history with
ordinarily clear gsze will admit that If only
slight changee bud been tffected there at no
grost distance of time, i1t 13 probable that
none of those miafortunes might have arisen.
In reading the account of the acc2ssion
of William ILI. to the throne, you wiil re-
member that James II. carried oa fora
timo a little war fn 1reland in the hops of
regaining his throne.  Abont the vory lnst
event in thut war was tho sarrender of the
city of Limerick ia 1691. By the convuution
or {reaty of that surrender the Cazhollc popu-
Jaticn of Ireluud weru promised —they wese
not guaranteed, but they wers promlred—a
free exerclee of their religion. 'Tha treaty
was not only never cartied Into effect, bat it
wss lmmediately violated. 1n the picture:qus
langusge of Irleh orators, the city of Limerick
js now epoken of as the Oity of tho
Violuted ‘L'reaty. Ilpstead of the people
having the free exercise of thelr relizion,
thero was Imposed upon them for u
whole centary forward the most crusl, gal-
ling, odlous, and unjust system of lsws,
which, I thick, ooa Qurlstlan peopls evar in-
flicted upon snother. (Cheers.) I do not
doubt in the least that If the conditicns of
ths Treaty of Limerick had been falfilled, if
there had been freedom to the relipion of the
people, und if, added to that, our Parliament

 had known how to mske the land more freo

in the two ceniurles which hava since passed,
the people of Ireland would have become
civiliz:d, pezco wonld have been agsursd, and
the kingdoms would bave bsen uaited snd
tranqail.” s

Referring to Indla MAr, Brigbt spoke as
follows :—There 38 a greater problsm
than thess offered by Cannda nnd Aust:alis,
the problem offered us by ths great depen-
depcy, our Indiwn Ewpire, of which writzre
and speskeras in England are accugtomsd to
bousl 85 much, The great problem ofthe fo.
tare to my mini for this country 1s the Indlan
problern, It js consoling to our conscience to
forget as much ss possible the mode in
which that KXmpire kas been obtained, (Hear,
hear.) Ounr people are proud of the pusses-
slon of indws. Tney thought it once s lacd
of untold and terming wealth. ‘They know
it i4 not go now, bnt they imngina that the
po#iession of this great Ewpire gives to thede
{slands and to our pnpuolation a name woich
is abovo cvery other nems, snda power which
ia ahove evary cther vower throngbout ail tte
kingdoms of the globe. Ithasaddea even un-
otker title to the apclent monarchy of Eng-
Iand. (Cheers from the Conservativestndsnts.)
1t is now forty yrars elnce I was first retorned
as n ropregentative of a coactituency to the
Houss of Commons, (Oneers.) From thal
time, withia o year or twy, thers have been
added to the Indian Emplre certain domin.
jons--for example, the provines of Sclade,
the province of Burmsh, the Klingdom ol
Onde, tha provines of the Parjab ; I suppose
not lesn than 15,000,000 of pavple have bseu
brought under the swsy of ihe Eaglivh crown
in Indla duidog thst time, I may
gay tbat these reat acquisitions of territory
were not obtained without war, nnd the last
of them ecpecial y withouta somewhat pro-
Jonged and nuncomwmopnly sangulnary war;
but basidesa there have been two great wWars
on the frontler, wars with the kingdom snd
the peopie of Aighanistan. Two wore wars
in which none of us who know anything
about them fesi disposed to take any credit,
and ona of them, as wo know, was a war of
extreme, and I will eay of hideouns dlsaater.
(Cheers, hisses, aud a volce, t No poliiies ')
At the present moment the Knglish lan.
guage is sproading in India with great rapld«
fcy. I met two cducat:d and accomplished
pative gentlemen from Southern Iadia eix or
geven yoars ago, snd they told me they
thought tbat then therc wers a8 miny people,

1 natives of India, who could and did resd

Milton end S8hakespeare ss there ard in th.e
country, (Obeers). Eoglish literaiore, us n
matter of course, will epread where tha Eng-.
lish Ianguage 15 spoken, and Eaglish sclence
—I mean ectence such as it sppears in Eag-
lishb books~-will there tind students ; and
with regard to teliglon, If we do. little
or nothlng fo spread among the natlves of
Iudla the religion waich we hold to be trus,
of this we may bewell assured that the Eng-
lish lapguage, and Eogllsh lteratare, and

i

Eoglish sclence must necessarily break down
the anclent supertitions and religions of the
Indlan people. (Cheers), If this be 80, we
may come to the certaln conclasion that there
will grow up In the minds of the
natives of India the most eduoated
and the most cultivated feelings in favor
of chenge and of freedom. In fact, all the
good that we are eudeavoring to do—and it
is more than we have endeavored to do in
past yeats—all the good we endeavor to do
by education, by improved leglslation, every-
thing that tends to lift the native a little
highexr—everyting ot that kind necessarlly
must tend to give his mind feelings which
some tima or other will be hogtile to1he per-
manent subjection of his country to another

country. A8 an Instance, now, you
know that the prerent Governor-Gen-
eral of Indis s Lord  Ripon,

(Hisses and cheers.) I quite understand
that the mentlon of Lord Bipon’s name calls
forth & 11ttle dlversity of sentiment, (Laogh-
ter.) I have had’the pleasure of knowing
Lord Ripon for many years, eince he was
very young and first entered Parllament. I
Enow a good deal of what he hus done and is
doing 1a ludla. You have heard probably of
some exteneion of mnnleipal government to
the natives of Indla, and of m proposition to
glve to a faw Judges of India eomewhat ex-
tended powers, under which some otisnders,
not the natives of Iandia, but the natives of
this country, may be triad.

What are the klnds of argunment that are
uged? They say, “India was obtained by
the aword, and Indls must be kept, and can
only be kept, Ly tho sword.” They eay,
" That is all very weil, but a great BEmpirs
that bee beon conguersd by breaking all the
Pen Commandments— (lsughter)—ononot ba
retained by the pilincipies of the Sermon of
the Mount.” (Lauzhter snd cheers.) Aud,
therefors, it 18 argued that you mast make ne
concesslon to the ygroat 200,000,000 of puople.
Bat i{ you nre tezching theur your language,
and silowlug them {o read your books, and
teaching them your science, do you m«an to
gay that yon can hold this peaple always,
mainly, and only by the sword, sud that
wher you epter the Satz Canal in Sgypt and
pass the Cape of Good Hope you must throw
overtboard your New 'l'estaments, for they
have no meaniog In tho British Indian Em-
pire 7 (Cheers.) Of nothing am I mors cer.
ianfo than that the mild, gonerous and just
adminiatration of Lord Rlpon and such nas
Lord RBipon—(blsses nad cheers) —ts the
grentest gecurity that ws can have for the
continuance of the preseut relations between
the United Kingdom and lndia, and Is at the
same time likely to promote, s8 long as it
shall last, the best Interests of both countries,
(Cheers.)

DEATH wF MAJOR CONYNGHAM.

A PROMINENT I1RIBB-AMERICAN AUTHOR ARD JOUR~
NALIST GONE.

Major David Power Conyngham, editor of
the New York Tablet, dlod last evening at his
residence, No. 7 Vandam street, after a short
fllmess. About ten days ago he wnesefzad by

a heavy cold, whic h developed into an acute
pneumonin, On Monday of last week ho
fncautiounaly ventured to wisit his oflice, and
suflered 1o consriquence an aggravation of the
disease. At ©€.25 yosterday bis death
took place, at the age of 57.  Major Conyng-
him way born pear Mullinnhone, Uounty
Tipperary, Irelnnd, snd inherited a comfort-
uble patriwonry In the district. Hocamo of
that clarn known in tho old conutty ad gen-
tlemesn farmsrs, and wag allied to gomo who
bave made tholr mark fn literatnre and
potrlotism —notably the Iate Charles 4. [Kick-
hsm, to whom he stood in tho relatfon of
consin-germnan. He was educated In part ot
thoe Queen’s Collegs, Cork, and gave
varly ovidences of literary Inclina-
tions. Whlle otlll very young he
napired to nauthorship, and one or
two works of fiction, published by Dafly of
Duablin, won favor for ths aspirant and in-
trinsicallv posseseed merlt, giving promiae
for a successful fature, Be was in position
to particlpate In tbe Irish revolutionary
movement of ’48, and had cpportunity of
rendering signal aid to the late Colonel
John O'Mshony in 3ome of the eventful
scencs of that poriod. Afier the oollapae ot
the hopes '48 Mr. Conypgham bacemo
dtasatisied with residing in Ireland. Imn-
tended by bis parents for tne prlest-
hood, ke fult the want of vocatlon and
abandoned the idea, leaving to hin brotber,
who baecams a curate 1o Liverpool, England,
and whn died somas four or five ysars ago in
Nsw York, Rov. Maurice Conyngbam, tuo
muca coveted distinotion In Irlsh famlilies,
He was fora time Dsputy Chalrmnn of the
Muljinahone Bnard ot Guardians, but amigrat-
fniz to thia country about the time of the be-
zinnizcg of our civil war, he obtalred employ-
ment as a reporter on the Merald, nnd was
despatcbod ns spocial correspondent fer that
puper, and was attached in that cepacity to
Meayber's Irigh Brigada; permlssibly ra one
of the staff of that General.

Major Conyogbam was industrione, paiza:
tikirg, and fesrless, and many of his war pen-
pictures at the time had a rogged and racy
power Investing thom. It was wiitlethne em-
ployed bo gatkered the material for hia «His.
iory of the [rlsh Brigade” which, It exhiuit-
ing o cerelesaand hasty ptyle,{zsull full of in-
tormlug facts,meking it o valuadble book of ref-
srence. Aftar tne war Iilr.Coryngham recolved
from the Depertment st Washington the com.
piimentary commigsion of Major. In 1866
Lo becama prop:ietor of the Jrish People, the
oigan of the Fenian Brotherhood in thode
duyp, sud in 1868 founded, in cobjonction
with the late P. H, Giil, tho Staten Islond
Leeder. Disposing of bis intercst to his part-
ner, bo beoame, with the late Richard Walter,
praprietor of tha Sunday Democrat, nud after
Mr. Walter's retirament nronght the paper to
a euccers In uesoclatlon with Mr. Robert
Whiis. Change was, howaver,the characteristic
of Major Conyngham. Cessiug counection
with the Democrat, ho hechme an attnche of
the Post Office Depattment in Now York
undsr the incumbency of Postmaster James,
and this position be resizned in order to take
editorlal management of the New York
Tablet, with the Messrs, Sadller, nbont three
yeurs ago. More recently he, in partoerzhip
with General M. Karwln, became proprietor
of the Tablet with editorial coxtrol, and under
the now mansgemsnt the paper was réecover-
ing much of ita old-time Inflnence. _

Masjor Conyngham published many works
in this city, chief among them  The Hlis-
tory of tne Irlsh Brigade, st Lives of tha Irish
Saints,” # The O'Mahoneys," eto. Ha Lad
facile pen and nn aggreasive atyle. In jom.
nslism he was bitter and nnrelenting, aud in
the field of book-maklug often amenabls to
the canons of adverse criticlem, but always
entertainlog, Major Conyogham, some
few years = ago, recelved from o
Weatern cojlege the honorary. dlstinctlon of
.LL D, Ho'wad a genial companion, a fast
frlend, bnt & bitter and implacable’ foe. In
Ameérlcan .plitics he was a free lanoce rather
than a fixed “‘adhierent; and- in Irish natlonal
-affalrs there was an erratic vaguencss which
‘did not permlt of attachments for long to any
one gection, He had hosts of frlends as s
public map, while. personnlly  his enemies
were few aud not pronounced. ‘

DEATH OF PETER OOOFPER.

N3w Yorx, April 4.—Pster Cooper dled in
New York this morning, at half-past three
o'clock, of pnenmonis. Mr. Cooper was born
in 1791,axd was therefore 92 years old at the
time of his death. While young be was
poor and obliged to pick up an education &8
beat he could. At difsrent times durlng his
youth he was an apprentice at coach making,
an invontor of improvements ia cloth-shear-
ing mschines, a cabinet-maker, a grocer, and
finally, a manufacturer of 1singlass and glue.
In this latter pursuit he was engaged for half
a century, and amaesed a handsome fortune.
In 1830 hoe ballt works for the manufacture
of iron, and afterwards a rolling and wire
mill In New York; In 1845 he had an
fron mill at Treoton, N.J, where he
waa tb@firet to roll Iron b:sms for bullding
purposes. At Baltimore, in 1830, be deslgned
and bullt the first American locomotive,which
wes sfterwarde used on the Baltimore snd
-Ohlo raflroad. He took a greut Interest In the
extension ot telegraphy and, for elghteen
years was president of the New York, New-
foundiand and Londen Telegraph Company.
He becawe desply interested in the New York
Btate Oanal, and icvented a method of pro-
pulsion by means of an endless chaln. Inan
experimental trip it was fouod the invention
gave s epeed of 2 miles in 11 minutes ta the
wegdel, and though not adopted was often
used In passing roats throogh canal locks.
He was choren an alderman of the clty of
‘New York, and was prominent in tho estab-
lishment of the old pavlic school eoclety.
The crowuniog glory of his life, however, was
the estsblishment ot the Cooper Unlon, an
institution {n whkich the poor as well a8 pro:-
perous have most ample opportunity for
educatlon without cost.

New York, April 4 —Amoung the many
who celled to express gorrow for Mr. Uooper's
death was Samusl J. Tilden. During kis
laat hours, Mr. Oooper manifested a great iz.
terest in the Cooper Institute, and spoke to
Mr, Hewitt and ex-Mayor Oooper about ibe
msnner in which the work should be carrled

-on after his deatb. The news of Mr. Cooper’a
.demise quickly epread throughout the cluy,
exciling feelings of regrot wherever it was
‘known. Flsgs were placed at hulf-msst on
the Cooper Institute, the Olty Hall, the Past
Oflice, nowspaper offioss and other butldinga.

Ho eflirma in n most
golemn formula that those who ask divine fa-
vors from the eternal Father in Hls name
shall be heard. © Amen, smen ; 1 say to you,
whatscever you shall esk the Father in My
pame He will ziva it to you.”

The gennine rule of falth has four spaclal
quelifications, Firstly, It is infallibly certaln;
secondly, it sift31rath from error on all points
of oontroversy; thirdly, it iz univarsal and
inteiligible to ail; and fonrthly, it Is porpe-
tual and isdelcctible, Wo ghalt examtne in
detsll what those ccnditlous &rs, indigpen.
gable t0 tho genuina 1ule of fsith by which
we may kpow in sil securlty what we are
beund to bellove, We do not mesn to
gay by thla, however, tiat tue rule of
faith doss mnot poeeess other marks and
othor qualifications which ronder it conspicu-
ous among all cther rales given noder ft8
nams; let It auflice for the pressnt to discuss
those primary and esgential marks or coudi-
tions which the grest majs:ity of Frotestants
sémit, becavse those rropertles flow spon-
tansously and legically from the idea and
office of a rule in genersl, and from the na-
ture of that divine fsith which in order to
find we must kavo an icf:llible rule or guide.
The first esgential prarogative of thia rule
should bs absolnte certainty to attaln the ead
for which It was given, and the rule of 1sith
is given us to lead us to the knowledgs of the
revealed truths of God. The ganuire
tals of faith must do this withoat tle
slightest danger of 1leadipg us into
error, When 1t would fatl to attain the
end for whioh it was given, it would casse to
possess one of the essential elements necessary
to constltiuts a rule,aud o rale devold of this
prerogative i8 no rule; it is simply & usurpa-
tion of the name acd office ot a rols. ltle
imposeible to make sn act of falth in truths
proposed to our bslief by such a rule a8 that,
since divine faithis incompatable with doubt.
Hence that rale of faith which does not give
us an infallible csimraoce thet the trutis
proposed to our bellsf ace the revealed truths
of God, 18 not and cancot be the genve!ne ruie
of ialth,

‘I'he second essential property of the true
rule of falth consists in removing all obsta-
cle3 to the true upderstanding of God's truth
—that 1g, 1t leads us ¢o the true knowledge of
the trutha proposed to otir bellef, t2 the ex-
ciuslon of all possible doabt. 'This property
1s simply the developmeni aud logical conse-
quence of the first, for a8 long nﬁha object of
faith 1s not defined by an iufalltBle authority,
it 18 imposeible to make an act of bellef 1n if,
with that firmness required for an rot of tal.h.
Sappose that a doubt exists as to whether 8
given truth i3 revealed truth or not, or as to
what I8 the gennlne sense of a Tevealed truth,
it 18 evident that as long as this doubt re-
mains it 1s impossible for us to make an act
of fafth {n the one or the other. Hence {he
genuine rale of faith must at all times for-
nish that aesurance with which doubt
{s incompatible in matters of falth.
If each one is left to contend with the dif-
oultles that occur in matters ot 1alth, having
no other judge to decide for bim what ke
must belleve and rejsct, than his own Hmited
patural resources. If private interpretation
i3 the essentinl prerogntive ot the rule of
faith by which we are to declde all points of
controveray. Suoh a rule of falth Is inade~
gnste to the taak, which a sad experience
most olemily proves. By this rule we ure
farolzhed with as macy forma of the onject
of diven falth as thers are individuals who in-.
terprat, sud many of those oplalons are osn-
tradictory to each other; hence they cannot
be trae, and by what eathority wiil auyons
among them iknow thet he Is right? Heucs
privats intarpretation is not properly of ths
gennine rule of fsith.

In the scoomd place, divine faith is the
patrimony of all, withoat exception, rict and
poer, learned snd filiferate; Lence the rale
given to find thnst teith, without which we
cannot ba saved, wast likewiss ba the same
common property ot oit without exception,
whether Psgun or Ohristiau,  That is to eay,
tais rule muet necassariy be witbin the veach
of all, 8o that the most {kmited cepactty can
ucdersiand 1%, end use it st nll times a3 an
infalltble guide. Henos, the genmine rule of
fuith, in order to diecharye all the duties of
[ta office, muat preserve snd malptain all
days till the end of time, the racred
deposit of divine fsitih iun all ity o
tegrity, eolve tho difdculiles thet may
arfse, pavs it from all denger of changse or
slteration, cither objactiveiy or subjectively ;
o'-jectivaly, or the facred truths wilch form
the object of divine falth ; sobjsctively, or
the falthfol and thelr bollef In thoee trutbs,
this result could not possibly be obtalned by
a rule not witkia the raage of all capacities,
rot cosessibla to all who have st besrt the
etornsl dalvation of their immortal eoul. On
tbe contrary, the trns zule of faith Is clear
and aslf evident, whica all cau use for the
same purpaao nnd with equal facillty and se-

curlty, DBy the ald derived {rom this
rule sl can  ocome o a knowledge
of the divine traths that are  re.

vealed and lorm the object of divize falth,
The role of faltk, therefore, mmust posavss ell
thoze qualities, in the absence of which it
would cesse tp be nniversnl, and consequently
would not be the rule of fuith that God has
ertablished for tho salvation of all men.
Agaln, this rale must be perpatusl sad
Indefectible, since it is made und given for
sll men ; it mast for that eame 1eason extst
throughont nll ages till the end of time. It
must last a8 long as fatth iteelf, and that isas
long as there will be human belnge on earth
to belleve, which will be tili the end of the
world ; therefoze, the rule of faith must last
till theend of time. It would be abeurd to
suppose that elnga faith 1a abenlutely neceseary
for all in order to be saved, and since its rule is
likewiss absolutely necepeary in order to
koow the fzuths to be belleved, that it waa
glven only for a limited time, for & certaln
number of years, after which it should disap-
psar. In that case thote privileged souls who
would bs fortunats enough to live whlle if
exlated would posrgss the eignal favor of a
oertain and secure goide in matters of divine
falth; while, on the other hand, those who
would be 80 unfortanate as to live In a time
when this rule had ceased to exlat, wonld be
the sport of a oruel uncestalnoty when there
would be question of determining the true

objeot of divine faith, and they would be left

the trede.

PROF. BEESLY ON PARNELL,

Aneminent Euglishman’s estimate of the
Irish leader,

Prof. Beesly, a prominenc Englishman, has
contributed the followlng article on Mr,
Parneil to the Lendon Pall Mall Gazette :—

#The hesviest charga, however, In Mr,
Parpeil's Indistment related to the suppres-
slon of fres epeech snd free writlng., I cup-
not avold the conclasion that this is belng
cartied in a lenith which is not only
mostoppressive but most unwise, and I deap-
Iy regret that Mr. Trevelysn should be stiow.
ing a tendency townrds tha despotic hsbis
whica scem to be ineviiably engondered by
the possaasion of despotlo power. It wounld
be pedantry to deuy that excsptlonal legie-
latlon was Decetssry. Auy Government,
legltirmats or not, muat preserve ordsr; and,
if it caunot do g0 by ordinary Iaw, it must
resor to extraordinary means. It may be
the daty of England to glve up the attempt
to govern Ireland, and to leave her people to
manage thelr own affairs. I Bave lobg been
of that oplunloy, and I do my bhsst to convers
othera to it. Bnt I none the less kold thas
&8 long a3 the Union extats, 8o long muzt the
#ngiish Government mniniain crdor, not
ebrivnking oven from the application of mar-
tial law 1f no other meavs will nvail, At the
gamoe time, if Englsnd I3 obilged to resort to
such extraordinary messorss, BMr., Par-
nell is entitled to poince to vhat very
fact @8 golog far to prove that the
Uolon of the two countries ought to ba diee
solved. [n splte of all the biuster in Parlia-
ment and the press, there can be no doubt
that such a conviction I8 spreading rapldly
among thcughttul'and fuir-minded English-
men, and bsiore long will make itseif namlia-
takably visible. Bat, I epeat, any Govern=
ment worthy of the name, even if expecting
to be obliged In another yesr or two to pro-
pose the dissclution of the Unlon, wonld be
bound during that year or two to treat its own
authority as legitimate snd make It obeyed.

# On the other band, since this spectacle of
irreconcllabls aversion to Engllah rule Is
by far the moat effective means of bringing
round Eaglishmen one by one to the opinion
that the Union had better be reicinded in
the interests of both fslands, I cannot blame
Mr. Parnell for malntaluing an irreconcil-
able attitnde, and stimulating his country-
men to do the same. I am, thetefore, not
surprised, much less Indignant, when I find
him denounclng the Orimes Aot and ita ad-
mivistration. Those who cialm that bhe
ought to acquiesce in 1t must be extremely
naifs or wanting in good faith, It tehooves
him, no doubt, from motives of prudence
no less than of justlos, to avoid exaggeras
tion, especially in his attacks on individuals.

Thias is a pretty state
of thiogs for the mean who believe in honest
competition to admire. It is dletressing to the
bonest -merchant ; to the sguare man who has
Eald 100 cents on the dollar for the taousands on
s shelves, which he cannot afferd to sacrifice
under cost; and it 1s assuredly ouraging
and harssging to the yourg men of sterling in-
tegrily, who ars endeavoring to better them-
solved gnd Keep honorably adding to their few
hundreds. But with this state of affairs we are
