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LETTER OF THE REV. DR. CAHILL.

Beloved . Fellow-Countrymen — The Souper | :
terrors of. éxtermination and by the tortures of

ng.in the pay of the Earl of Carlisle have ap-
g:aﬁzd, wit}[:inythe last five weeks,_ in different
parts of our persecuted country with renewed
ferocity ; benches of magistrates, sub-inspectors
of police, stipendiaries, and chief constab!es, are
all, on given occasions, set at defiance, while they
hoast that they have on their side the Prince
Consort, Admirals, Generals, Lord-Lieutenants,
Bishops, 2 Chancellor, several Judges, and five
million two hundred thousand pounds sterling as
their annual income. Their -present heavenly
calling consists in calumniating the 'memory and
the life of the Blessed Virgin; insulting, hand-
cuffing, -and imprisoning the poor ; shouting the
Scriptures with bloody noses through all the
towns, as drunken ballad-singers sing the # Groves
of Blarney” at fairs ; reducing the character of
Christ to the level of a parish bailiff ; seizing,
driving, and impounding poor Christians through-
out- Ireland; urging into madness by ferocious
insult whole towns and villages ; and then calling
on them to repent, in the midst of showers of
stones, curses, and cut heads ; making Christianity
(so far as they can do it) to be the work of the
devil, carried out by card-players, fiddlers, apos-
tates, and thimble-riggers; in fact, they have
converted Protestantism into a kind of a festival
of Donnybrook Fair, with this difference, how-
ever, that the wretches at Donnybrook never had
Christ in their play bills, or placed the image of
the Mother of God over the doars of their tents
as an attraction for drunken insane debauch.

Beloved Fellow-Countrymen—I tell the Earl
of Carlisle that unless he withdraws his protec-
tion, his money, and his irradicable swaddling from
these jugglers, I am persuaded he will force Her
Most Gracious Majesty to withdraw him from his
vice-regal office. In fact, he1s at this moment
in Ireland a kind of spiritual Captain Rock ; his
name is mixed up with every Souper row in Ire-
land. [His assistants are seen at all the courts of
magistrates, petty sessions, and assizes. All
these cases should now be printed in the Govern-
ment formulas—viz., % The Earl of Carlisle’s
Souper Society against the Blessed Virgin.”—
And lest any former admirer of his Excellency
should stand up in his defence, let him just read
that passage in his answer to the address present-
ed to him 1n Limerick by the committee of the
Athenzeum, and he will see at a glance to what a
state of forhearance Irishmen can be brought to,
who could stand by in silence while this most
gross, most gratuitous, and most impertinent in-
sult was the ungrateful return which this patron
of the Soupers. gave to the generous glowing
welcome, which, as the representative of majesty,
he received from theliberal and spirited citizens
of Limerick. 'What a pity that a man of such
literary reputation, such a lover of justice, such
an impartial administrator of its laws, such a
suitable vice-regal officer in every other respect,
should damage his antecedents and the prestige
of his noble family by his alliance with the de-
graded cxecrable impostors of Ireland.

'}‘he Lord Lieutenant delivered the following

“ GENTLEMEN,~—I request the president council, and
members of tue Limerick Athenwum to accept my
sincere thanks for their most interesting and eloguent
address. :

.t bas been most agreenble to me upon this occa-
sion of my revisiting the city of Limerick, after a
long interval, to witness the manifest indications of
improvement and enterprize by which I find myself
on every side surrounded; but, if possible, it is still
more gratifying to find that you have made due pro-
vision that the carcer of national progress should be
accompanied and adorned by the yet higher objects
of mental and intellectunl culture. : '

“ You have adverted to the still fresh fame of that
ancient Athens, upon whose undying forms of natu-
ral nnd architectural beauty it hag been my privilege
to gaze. Its puny Lisens would indeed immeasur-
ably shrink beside your imperinl Shannon. 1 do not
koow that the inteilect of Ircland need dwindle be-
fore that of any other race. Bearing a component
partin the destinies of & wide empire, under the
light of o purer faith, I do not see what limits need

be offered ngainst your advance to any conceivable
¢winence in knowledge, glory, and virtue.” a

The Soupers, as I have already stated, have
made four simultaneous attacks on Ireland within
the last few weeks—viz., on Dublin, Clare, and
Kilkenny, and Antrim. Several magistrates, one
Judge, three inspectors of police, sub-constables,
attorneys, numberless witnesses, have all ‘been
congregated to examine this Souper warfare; and

:(ility‘bet“'reen all classes is the best criterion to:
Judge the approaching conflict which this fagiti--

ous system cannot fail to produce.  Many of the

the* Government of* ericouraging or conmving at

a course of things which engenders universal dis-
cord, and which, if not chécked very soon, may,
during the next winter, arm the red  hand of the
assassin to stain the soil of Ireland with blood.

Few parts:of Ireland have been visited by the

Souperism more than the county Clare: the
Bible in the hand of the Souper is more terrible
to the poor Irish cottier than the crowbar in the
bands of the merciless landlord. The Protes-
tant Scripture is equally formidable as the eject-
ment: unless the tenant yields to the perjury and
blasphemy of the one he is hanished and killed,
as relentlessly as by the political fury of the
other. No foreign nation could believe that
these practices existin England : and yetit is true
that the most cruel period of Mahommedan per-
secution has been more than equalled by the un-
ceasing intolerance of Ingland. There is a
small village to the west of the county Clare
called Kilbaha (not far from Carrigaholt) which
during the Jast seven years has been the very hell
where Souperism established its forge of slander
for the cruel torment of the poor of that district.
There is no chapel here: ner is there any spot
where a priest wonld be allowed to build a chapel
to erect a temporary altar : and such is the ter-
ror in which the people live from the aristocratic
Soupers of the neighborhood that no one dare
lend for one hour his cabin orn a Sunday, where
the Priest could say Mass, and teach the cate-
chism to the children of the poor. T went to
this place : and, people .of Ireland, hear what I
am about to say, and-learn from my statement
what is the aristocracy of Souperism in Kilbaha.
I saw drawn up in a yard, or bawn, an old omnibus
on four wheels: the sides were glazed: aud I
saw a rough old table inside: and this was the
altar, and this was the sanctuary where the priest
and his clerk stood during the celebration of
Mass. . Before Mass. was corpm’ence‘d the old

omhibus was drawn to-the cefitré of ‘the public

road for more accommodatiod : and here the poor
persecuted congregation of Kibaba kneeled on
their bare knees to ask pardon of God for their
own sins, and to beg forgiveness for their relent-
less enemies. Some of the most eminent converts
in England, France, and America, have heard
Mass here on their naked knees; and here they
have received the Holy Eucharist from the hands
of the priest; and all thisin the middle of this
public road, in the far-famed fashionable county
Clare, in Ireland. The people all call the old
omnibus by the name of ¢ The Ark”—and happy
is the husband, and the wife, and the child, who,
even in frost, and {n hail, and {n snow, and in rain,
hears Mass at the old Ark, and receives the
Blessed Eucharist on bare and bended knees on
the iron step of the old consecrated moving ark
of Kilbaha.  And there are some two or fhree
landlords claiming the fee of this district ; and it
is said they are just, good, and worthy men. But
the demon of Souperism once in the bosom of
any man changes even a fine heart into the feel-
ings of a demon, and blasts and uproots every
sentiment of sympathy with the surrounding Ca-
tholic population. :

Seven years have been here spentin endeavor-
ing to change the faith of the Catholics; and
thousands of pounds have been expended by the.
Souper agents in their vile imposture and blas-
phemy ; and yet hear the following declaration
lately made by a poor dupe (a sorrowing apostate)
for having joined the' ranks of the perjurers:—

“Oarriagholt, Clare, March 9, 1858,

“I, Joln Qualey, of Kilbaha, in the parish of Cross,
and county of Clare, declare solemniy that when I
changed my religlon five years ago I did so for
worldly gain. I knew I was displeasing Almighty
God, while I was pleasing n man, Poverty made me
do s0. I know and firmly believe the other poor fel-
‘1ows that did so at the same time with me were as
sincere Catholics in their hearts as myself, I now
turn back of my own aceord, May God forgive me,
and tl.lose who tampered with me in my poverty, My
conscience was stinging me all through. I beat
nway my children from Father Mechan when he was
teaching catechism to them on the road on their way
home from the Kilbaha school, and said to him I
would not bave more- communion with him. I am
sorely grieved at that. I think I would sooner suffer

ned for four months in the jail of Ennis, by the

it would not do. The jury recommended them
to mercy, being girls, children, and poor men.~—
Hundreds of witnesses were ready to come for-
ward to swear that these creatures only shouted
at Denny ; but no ; they were anti-soupers; they
were real idolators: and the peace of the world
required, and the Protestant Gospel demanded,
an example ; and there they are, the - school girl
and all, confined in & dungeon, for the love of
God, for the firm of Dounybrook, and for the
advancement of Protestantism—undergoing three
and four months’ imprisonment, in order that on
their liberation they will all, from their tender
love of Protestantism, and its mild heavenly prac-
tices, instantly leave the Catholic Church, and
join Denny the Dicer, playing cards, repeating
the Psalms, singing “the Groves of Blarney,”
and playing on Denny’s fiddle the inspired air of

structed his most worthy agent to carry out the
principle of a‘favorable tenant right with numer-
ous tenantry ; who has never, either by himself or
his agent, evinced in letting his land, the smallest
preference to a Protestant beyord a Catholic,
and who would nof. patronise, either by werd or
example, any insult to the Catholics by the im-
posture of the Soupers.

In order to give an additional instance of the
neglect of Lord Carlisle’s society in England,
and to prove how much more their hypocrisy is
wanted in London than in Dublin, I quote the

CALVINISM IN SCOTLAND.
(Erom_lke Glasgow Northern. Times.) -
Scotland owes all the glory . of ker history to

" | Catholicity. Her nationality was glorious eight

centuries ago, under the monarchy of Malcolm
IIL., whose sainted Queen, Margaret, is Patroness
of the kingdom, asthe Holy Apostle, St. An-
drew, is its Patron. The reign of Malcoltn was
prosperous and happy, and his pious Queen left a
lineage of kings, who ruled Scotland with wis-
dom for two centuries. Those of her kings who
were most faithful to the Church, were most be-
neficial in their rule. Take for instance Alexan-
der II., who patronized St. Dominic. Protest-
ant historians acknowledge of him, as of so many
other of her Catholic kings that his rule was
wise and lis reign glorious. From the reign of
Malcoim and Margaret, Pinkerton dates the ci-
vilisation of Scotland; and the sainted Queen
was incessant and successful in her endeavors to
hunanise the nation—to introduce the arfs and
sciences, and to diffuse knowledge. The stately
pile of Dunfermline dedicated to the Holy Tri-
nity, was a monument at once of her piety, her
taste, and her munificence. .

To the Catholic Church Scotland owes all ker
universities—that of St. Andrews was founded
by Bishop Hardlaw, 1412; that of Glasgow b
Bishop Turnbull in 1453 ; that of Aberdeen by
Bishop Elphinstone in 1500. The mention of
Glasgow reminds us, that it was one of the two
Catholic Archbishops, and as Pinkerton quaintly
says, “ was of ancient note in ecclesiastic story.”
Scotland was then great and glorious: her people
moral, prosperous, and happy.

The ancient line of Scottish kings came to an
end at the close of the 13th century, .and this
was made the excuse for the wicked intervention
of the English Edwards. Against thatinterven-
tion -the Popes repeatedly protested, especially
that most vilified Pontiff, Boniface VIII. But
alas! the Scottish as well as the English kings
had grown disobedient to Christ’s vicar; and
both England and Scotland paid the penalty.—
Scatland was ravaged by cruel invasions. Eng-
land bore the curse of wicked aggression.

The aggression of England was, asit deserved
to be, ultimately unsuccessful ; and it was left for
a future age to accomplish by intrigue what inva-
sion had failed to achieve. So long as Scotland
was Catholic this could not be accomplished ; but
when Calvinism had destroyed faith and loyalty,
English intrigue, under Elizabeth, effected what
English valor, under Edward, had failed to
achieve—the ruin of Scotland. Last Sunday
was the anniversary of the day on which it was
consummated, under the Regency of Morton.—
The son of his sister, Mary, Queen of Scots,
was the last king who ruled Scotland as an. inde-
pendent kingdom. As a State, Calvinism. had
destroyed Scotland. : . ’

Then ensued the civil wars and the disputes
between the Independents and Presbyterians,
which, as Pinkerton drily says, extinguished sound
literature in the country for many years. But
there was.a worse result than:injury to literature
from the religious wars of Scotland. The cruel,
spirit in- which the Presbyterians prosecuted them,
and were in their turn persecuted by the Episco-
palians, plunged the nation in-barbarism.. Not.
only on % Papists,” but upon- fellow ., Protestants,

the Calvinists took the most cruel vengeance.—
Robertson, a modern Protestant writer, says:—
“ The complete triumph on the part of the cove-
nant was followed in Scotland by executions with-
out number, and slaughter without end. Even

those who laid down their arms on the promise of

mercy, were inhumanly butchered at the instance
of the sanguinary preachers.” As to the Ca-
tholics, they were extirpated by thousands, and
the last Archbishop of Glasgow was hanged at
Stirling by these “ ministers of the Gospel.” Tt
is painful to recall the atrocities of that age—all
ascribable to religious animosities and the sour,
savage spirit of Calvinism.

Well, at the Revolution Presbyterianism: was
established ; what was the first result? That
corruption of the aristocracy which produced the
subjugation of Scotland to Kungland. Half a
century more elapsed ere the loyalty of Highland
Cattiolics could be subdued by fire and sword.—
Nor was the work deemed fully accomplished
until a war of extermination had been entered
upon ;-and the massacre of Glencoe and the
slaughter of Culloden were followed up by a
cold-blooded policy of extivpation by means of
forced expatriation. ‘The Higblanders iere
driven from the honies of their ancestors, under
the auspices of Whig noblemen of Evangelical
principles, and a servile clergy of the Calvimnistic
school.  All this is shown in a work we have al-
ready noticed, “ M¢Leod’s Highland Clearances,”
and to which we shall return. The results were
described very powerfully in an article (rom the
Paisley Independent, which we copied last
week. The result has been to place the land,
the labor, and the liberty of the people in the
power of a handful of the aristocracy—about:
eight peers over half Scotland—a single peer
over an entire county. And these lords have, as
we maintain (according to Sismondi) most ille-
gally,and certainly most harshly and remorselessly,

¢jected the poor tenants at pleasure, upon the -
principles of* ¢ political economy’—that peculiar
growth of Protestantism, which teaches that mo-. ..

ney is the true- “ wealth of nations.” = Acting on

this accursed principle of mammon—as taught by -

Adam Smith, under Calvinistic auspices, in - um-
versities founded by Catholic prelates—the High-
lands have been made a waste and that Highland
race extirpated, whose loyalty, vigor, and valor
were, in past ages, even in the last century, the
glory and the strength of Great Britain.

" Well, such having been the results of Calvin-
ism in the Highlands, what have been the fruits
in the Lowlands ?  Aristocratic speilation, popu-
lar depression, and widespread demoralisation.—

The Scottish aristocracy entered into the con- .
spiracy of the so-called Reformation, in order to -

be enabled better to plunder the people, which
the Church would not permit them to do. They
have gaived their ends ; and the ruins of .abbeys,
which ornamented their estates, attest the sacri-
lege by which they were acquired. Thus a
Douglas, brother of the Earl of Morton, at ne
very remote period, pulled down a portion of
Melrose Abbey—then considered the purest Go-
thic structure in Europe—in order to build him-
This is but a
specimen of the rapacious Seottish nobility.—
Even an anti-Papa! writer, Forsyth, says—* fHad
ancient Rome fallen inte the hands of the gloormy

Presbyterians, we should now have looked in -

vain for the sacred part of its ruins. Their ico-
noclastic zeal’ would have confounded beauty
with idolatry, -for the purpose of demolishing
both.” The bigotry of the people, combmed
with the rapacity of the nobles to destroy, and of
these noble foundations which constituted so much
of the glory of Scotland, she has now only ruins
to show.. : :

‘But happy had she been if Calvinisin had orly
destroyed. Alas! to destroy faith is to uproot
morality. When Pinkerton wrote, sobriety was
still the virtue of Scotland. Isitsonow? ILet
our Protestant contemporaries answer.

latter. We may however tell M. Lemieux that

I spite of the Montreal Witness, we contend
~—that there can be no surer test of the general
morality and chastity of a people than the gene-
ral fertility of its matrimonial unions; and that
—if, on cne and the same soil, under one and the
same clime, and subject to the same physical or
material accidents, we see that, amongst one
class of the community, the said unions are con-
stantly and universally more prolific than are those
of another—we may safely conclude to the supe
rior morality of the former.

For, every effect must have a cause. Now,
as the Montreal Witness accepts the conclusions
to which the Jowrnal de Quebec arrives, he must
admit also the truth of the premises from which
those conclusions are evolved.

But of those premises, the major is—that,
both in Upper and Liower Canada, the marriage
unions of Catholics are more prolific than are
those of Protestants. Here then is a fact, which,
if the Montreal Witness rejects, he must also
reject the conclusions of the Journal de Quebec
in favor of the existing school laws of Upper
Canada.

And again—for every fact there must be a fac-
tor ; for every effect, a cause. "What then is the
cause why, throughout Canada—where certainly
the external or physical circumstances of  the Ca-
tholic population are not superior to those of their
Protestant neighbors—the marriage.unions of the
former are always, and everywhere, more fertile
than are those of the latter? If the Montreal
Witness rejects our explanation, or solution, of
this problem, he must either assign some other
solution—which we defy him to do; or he must
admit that there can be an effect without a cause,
a fact without a factor—which is absurd.

Our cotemporary’s remarks upon the greater
increase of population in ¢ heretic England,” since
the Reformation, than in ¢ devout Spain,” ¢ are
at best irrelevant. TFor, before we can draw any
conclusions ‘therefrom, as to the ¢ anoral” supe-
riority of the former, it must be shown that the
material circumstances of the two populations,
have been, in all respects, identical during the
last three centuries—and that the physical re-
sources of the two countries have been developed
with equal rapidity during that epoch.

‘cession,” or the devastation of the Spanish Pen-
insula by the contending hosts of France and
England ‘at the commencement of -the present
century—the civil wars and: internal dissensions,
which, fomented by British intrigue and British
gold, have never, during the last twenty years,
ceased to harass that noble country—are amply

- Still that population has’
wioke this dojlbled”tself sinde the liginning of
‘the XVIL. -century.- . = ' .. oo
"“Bit, is'it a fict that, since the Reformation,
the population of England bas much increased.?

‘No doubt large cities such as Liondon, Manches-

ter, and Birmingham, have grown up in the inter-
val; but itis by no means so'certain that the
rural population is larger now, than it was before
the great apostacy of the XVI century. Upon
‘this point we will not dogmatise however, like our
cotemporary ; because we' have-no certain data
whereon to support our opinions, The ‘science
of Statistics is of modern growth; and, the
fifteenth century has furnished us with no census
tables. 'We must therefore content ourselves
with such hints as we may pick up from co-

temporary historians, and ancient monuments.

One or two facts are however pretty clear.

For instance—it is certain that Catholic Eng-
land, without the aid.of either Ireland or Scot-
land, could, in the days of the Plantagenets, bring
larger bodies of men into the field, and with much
greater facility, than can the Empire of Queen
Victoria ; whence we conclude that men—not
miserable abortions of gin and mercury such as
now swarm in our factories and colton mills—but
stout able bodied yeomen, were once more plenti-
ful in England, than they are in Great Britain
and Ireland at the present day. In this opinion
we are further confirmed by the traces of ancient’
cultivation, and the ruins of those noble abbies
and monasteries with which the soil of both Eng-
land and Scotland is still covered ; and which
establish beyond the power of cavil, that at the
time of their erection, both England and Scot-
land were populous, aud highly cultivated coun-
tries. For these reasons we are not prepared to
admit that the population of Protestant England
has mueh, if at all increased, since the Reforma-
tion ; though it has no doubt greatly increased
since the days of the Stuarts; whilst on the
other, hand we Lnow that the population of Pro-
testant Scotland has fearfully diminished, and is
still rapidly diminishing. It would be difficult,
rather should we say impossible, to raise in the
Highlands of Scotland in the nineteenth century,
such an army as that which little more than a
hundred years ago, shed a last Iustre on Scottish
history, and made an Elector of Hanover trem-
ble upon his usurped throne.

Still more unfounded is the following illustra-
tion, which the Montreal Witness adduces by
way of discrediting the test of morality as afforded
by the fertility of marriage unions:—

“If there be any virtue in the test of the True
Wrrxesy, let him compare Catholics with the far more
prolific Hindoosand Chinese, and conclude that Budh-
ism is & religion infinitely superior to Romanism.”

To this we reply, in the first place—That it
would be absurd to compare FEuropean or Ca-
nadian Catholics, with Chinese or Hindoo idola-
tors ; because the physical circumstances—which
of course must be taken into account—of Cana-
dians or Europeans, and of Chinese or Hindoos are
entirely different. As we compare Canadian Ca-
tholics with Canadian Protestanis,whose physical
conditions are identical, so must we compare Chi-
nese and Hindao idolators, with Chinese and Hin-
doo Catholics. Inthe second place we reply that,
so comparing them, our test holds good ; and that
the matrimonial unions of the latter are far more
prolific than those of their idolatrous fellow-coun-
trymen. Butwe will go further: and comparing
the increase of population in China, with that of
any Christian community in the world, we shall
find the advantage altogether on the side of the
latter. China is densely populated indeed ; but
its annual gncrease™ of - populetion is fearfully
small, in.cemparison with that of any other coun-
try. ‘This of course is owing chiefly to the prac-
tice of infanticide ; a crime even more common in
idolatrous China, than it is in Protestant England
or Scotland—though, to the-credit of the former
it must be admitted that we have no proof of the
existence of any % Burial Clubs,” the members
of which drive a lucrative.trade by poisoning their
children, and then pockeling the burial fees.
This commerce is we believe peculiar to our Ap-
glo-Saxon and Protestant races; amongst the
lower orders of whom itis however almost uni-
versally practised, 7f newspapers and police re-
ports can be credited.

- All recent writers. agree in representing the po-
pulation of China as “retrograding.”

THE DENISON CASE.

It hath ever been the policy of the Church
of England, and more especially of late years, to
avoid as much as possible all sharp or clear defi-
nitions : and to frame her formularies, or articles
of faith, in suchloose, vague, or general terms as
to.allow of the greatest possible diversity of opi-
nion'amongst her members. = Following the pre-
cept of the Apostle, shelas in turns been all
things to ail men ; and ever ready to sacrifice truth
‘on the altar of expediency, her great object has
‘been, never. to commit herself, never to give a de-

wherewith, since the dawn of the Reformation, the
Protestant ‘world bas been ‘distracted. The
Church of England is neither ¢ High* nor « Low,”
but « Broad”—is at once the admission and the
boast of her admirers. . ... " .

At fistindeed i 6 reignof Edvard the S,
and.with Peter ‘Martyr, -the ‘notorious Zuinglian

for her apostle and teacher, the Church of Erg-

But in the days of Elizabeth this article
was -altered ; and the strongest passages thereof
omitted, with the intent as Burnet tells us, to avoid
driving away “the greatest part of the nation®
which still continued ‘to hold the old Catholic
doctrine. ¢ Therefore”—says' the Protestant
historian—¢ it was recommended to the divines to
see that there should be no express definition
against it; that so it might lie as a speculative
opinion, not determined, on which every man was
left the freedom of his own mind.”—Vide Hist.
of the Variations, 1. x:sect. 5. The conse-

quence of this policy was, as inténded, that num-

bers, whom - the violent and wnmistakeable Pro-
testantism of! the earlier % Clonfession” repelled,
were induced to submit themselves to the Church
as by Law Established ; and to seek quiet within
her pale, as a spot wherein the most contradictory
opinions might find room to iidulge themselves
without risk or inconvenience. The fold of the
Church of England was intended to be very
“ Broad.” ' '

Of late however,controversies between her own
children have so multiplied, and have been waged
with so much acrimony, and so much publicity,
that it has been no easy matter for her rulers to
adhere to the prudential maxims of their prede-
cessors ; and so Joud and so frequent have beea
the calls of tlie hostile combatants for a decision,
either’ on the side or the other, that the
poor old lady’s ingenuity has been taxed to
the utlermost to avoid compliance with the im-
porlunate, and most inconvenient clamors of her
troublesome children., To decide in favor of
either one party or the other, would, as she clearly
saw, be fatal to her, Her policy has therefore
been to leave all questions “ open questions ;”* and
if hard pressed for a verdict, to render one that
should settle nothing. That “of contraries both
may be true”~—has been hitherto the one great-
fundamental doctrine of the Church of England ;
for which her dignitaries have, in the true martyr
spirit, been ever ready to renounce everything,
except their preferments.

: It was thus the Gorham controversy was si-
lenced, not settled. The value of the Sacrament
of Baptism was declared to be an ¢ open ques-
tion,”” upon which the Church of England held no
decided opinions ; and upon which therefore her
ministers were at liberty to believe and teach as
they pleased. Presuming upon this liberality, the
Rev. Mr. Denisen naturally supposed that he al-
so might propound his views upon the only other
Sacrament which Anglicanism has retained ; and
that, at the worst, the same indulgence would he
shown to him, as to the deniers of Baptismal Re-
generation—the Inspiration of Scripture—the
Divinity of Christ—The Vicarious Atonement ;
all of which doctrines may be,and are, denied, or
Protested against with impunity by office-holders
in the Church of England as By Law Establish-
ed.

Herein the reverend gentleman acted impru-
dently. He forgot to take into account theall
important fact that the Church of England is es-
sentially ¢ Protestant ;” and that is of the essence
of ¢ Protestantism® to % Deny.” Any amount of
« Denial,” or Protestantism, may therefore be
sure of toleration, if not of welcome, in the Es-
tablishment. Now it was the misfortune of the
Rev. Mr. Denison, that, instead of merely
“ Denying,” or Protesting against, some funda-
mental doctrine of Christianity, he distinguished
himself amongst his brethren by boldly asserting
an article of the Catholic faith, which many of
his cotemporaries and predecessors have held, and
covertly insinvated. For suchan offence it was
not probable that there would be much indul-
gence in a Protestant or ¢ Denying” society.

It was therefore with but little surprise that
we perused the report of the finding of Dr. Sum-
ner in the proceedings instituted against Mr.
Denison. The charge brought against this gea-
tlewan was, as our readers may remember, thal
be had taught the doctrine of a real objecti7e
presence in the Lord’s Supper, independent of
the subjective apprehensions of the recipient;
thus in fact, in so far as be went, preaching rank
Catholicity. The fact having been proveﬂ
against him, Mr. Denison—by the sentence of the
Court presided over by Dr. Sumner, and Dr
Lushington—has been commanded to renounct
this fragment of the ancient faith of the Cbn¥
tiah world by a certain date, under penalty of
deprivation and loss of his government situation.

Here then for once the Church of England
has deviated from her traditional policy, and has
fully comnitted hersélf, “we do not say t? ihe
holding) but—to the denying—of a particw?

Case” has clearly
brought to light, that not the Sacred Scriptures,
but Acts of Parliament, are her Rule of Faith,
and the supreme authority by which all religious
controversies within her pale must be decided.
The accused on his trial endeavored to prove that
the doctrine by him taught was in accordance
—if not with the 39 articles, at all events—with
the Janguage of the Bible. This mode of de-
fence was at onee rejected as inadmissable,
¢ Parliament” contended Drs. Sumner and Lush-
ington,” has ruled that the 39 articles contain the

"Legislature of the country having thus authori-

tatively pronounced in favor of the 39 articles,
it would be most inconvenient to set up any other
standard as a test of truth.” Thus argued the
Court; laying down the principle that the said
39 articles as approved of and interpreted by
Parliament—and not the Scriptures—are the
only slandard .of truth, or rule of faith, acknow-
ledged by the Church of England ; and thus, by
refusing to entertain an appeal from Acts of Par-
liament to the Bible, has Protestantism at last
obtained a signal triumph over the Romanising
Archdeacon of Taunton. But this victory will
cost it dear ; for itimplies the abandonment of its
old position.—* The Bible and the Bible only is
the religion of Protestants,” |

And then it is said that the Rev. Mr. Deni-
son intends appealing against the verdict of the
Ecclesiastical Court whereby he bas been con-
demned, to the Judicial Committe of the Privy
Council. This was the line of action adopted
by Mr. Gorham in analogous circumstances ; and
which provoked such strong censures from the
High Church, or Tractarian party, of which the
Archdeacon of Taunton is an acknowledged
teader. Mr. Denison’s appeal will therefore, even
if entertained, justly expose his friends to the
charge of gross inconsistency, and expose in still
stronger light -the absurdities and incongruities
of the Anglican theory. '

SPIRITUALIS?)L -
Unpzr the name of “ Spiritualism,” as most of
our readers may know, a set of enthusiasts have
been endeavoring to inaugurate a new religious
philosophy in- the neighboring Republic; where
they have. already succeeded in crealing a sect,

-which, for numbers, intelligence, and respecta-

e

bility, may favorably compare with Wesleyanism,
Mormonism, or any other of the factions which
make the pride and the boast of Protestantism,
whose multitudinous demon cries to-day, as of

old, “my name is Legion: for we are many !”

Some of our enlightened Anglo-Saxon - Pro-
testant neighbors, who had long since found that
ihe old Revelation made by God, through His

- Church, was too antiquated, and too absurd, for the

present age—began to have revelations through
a new and remarkable channel: By dancing of

tables, tipping of chairs, mysterious rappings, and

antics worthy of Puck, was this new revelation

‘awnounced to us; and an interesting young' wo-

man, for a small consideration, laid open the

" seerets of ‘the invisible world. Learned divines,
- ‘grave Senators, wise Judges, and- distinguished

Professors, were soon_counted among the con-

verts to the new creed; and its books and periodi-

cdls aiready ' make an-imposing addition to the

Protestant literatire of the day.

- In thisstate - of things, it was not surpris-

".ng that the subject should Bave been'brought

béfore:the’ Aaerican?Assotiation for the advance-
tiént of ‘science—a léarned bedy. which bolds its
anzual meetings ‘io different cities of the United
States, and isto bonor Mantrea] witha visit next
year. Among its members is Dr. Robert Hare, of
Philadelphia, an octogenarian, justly venerated as
one of the pioneers.in American science, and
possessing a European reputation, won chiefly by
‘his researches in electricity. Having commenced
a series. of experiments with a view of exposing
the -fallacy - of the so-called spiritual manifesta-
tions, the learned Doctor ended by becoming
himself a convert to the new faith; and from.
being a rejecter of all revelation, now gives im-
plicit credence to the. language of tables, and
the whisperings of three legged staols. On one or
two previous occasions, Dr. Hare had endeavored
to bring the subject before the American ‘Associa-
tion, but without success ; the members assuming.
that the pretended facts, if true, were out'of the
‘category of natural phepomena; and, if false,
were as feats of jugglery, beneath their notice:—
the Doctor, on the other hand, assuming the facts
as proven, claiming that -the rejection -of the
subject by bhis colleagues was a tacit admission of
their 'spiritual nature. - Such was'the attitude in
which the matter came before the Association in
its annual gathering at Albany two weeks since;
where it was finally agreed to accord to Dr.
Hare an hour, after the close of the meeting of
the Association, to expound his peculiar views.

With the pretended facts in the case, we have
not now to deal. We have already given our
dpinion, that they must be either human knavish, or
super-buman devilish, in their origin ; for we would
not willingly believe that the Majesty Who was re-
vealed' to man on' Sinai, and Calvary, bas been
reduced to means which, to the unenlightened,
seem beneath the acts of the comman juggler.
But we cannot but advert to the singular nature
of the new gospel which is by these new apostles
preached to us. Inthe first place, it is to be
remarked that their converts are, for the most
part, men who had commenced by rejecting the
Christian revelation, or vather that, cavicature of
it presented to us by Calvinism. But their mode
of reconciling the great problem of the existence
of evil with the benevolence of God, is certainly
novel. While many of them, with our modern
transcendentalists, deny the existence of such a
thing as evil, others are driven back to the old
Dualism, and assert the eternal conflict of a good
and an evil principle. But one of their Coryphei
has found a new solution of the problem of ages.
The deity is, according to him, all-good, but not
all-powerful, and really prevents evil to the best of
his ability ; but he is unfortunately under the spell
of an over-ruling fate, which Is the maker and
former of the universe, and which we must con-
clude is evil, rather than good. To such extre-
mities is the human intellect driven, when setting
aside God’s revelation, it would resolve the great
moral problem of the universe-—now denying all
evil, and now asserting its omnipotence. What-
ever is, is good. But evil, asthe negation of good
—like cold and darkness, which are but the ab-
sence of heat and light—cannot be invoked as a
power or a principle in the universe, created by
Almigbty Goodness, and peopled by free intelli-
gences, who have evil, only so far as they have
turned aside from, and rejected the good. Such
is the Catholic theology, which the Clurch op-
poses to Calvinism, Manicheisin, and the kindred
errors of modern Spiritualism.

Reviciovs ScrupLes.—Mr. G. Brown of
the Toronto. Gllobe having published a scurrilous
attack upon a Mr. Kingsford of Toronto, the
latter gentleman invited his mendacious calumnia-
tor-to a hostile encounter with deadly weapons.
Hereupon Mr. G. Brown replied that he de-
clined: to accept the invitation, “on the ground
that he, as a Christian, was opposed to duelling ;”
though of course, as an editor of a very Protest-
ant journal, bie is by no means opposed ¢ to evil
speaking, Iying, and slandering.”® The Montreal
Pilot very justly remarks:—

“ But what excuse can be offered for Mr. Brown?
what can pallinte the unprovoked accusation? He
will not fight; he has religions seruples; it would be
unchristian, unholy, at varinnce with the dictates of
bLis religion. In fact, he hasa vow “registered in
heaven,” that he will never expose his person to sword
or steel.  We wish he were consistent, and register o
similar one not 10 give grotutitous insult, while he is
determined 1o witlthold satisfaction. Surely he can
have no “religious scruples” against that; and we
think thatif be were honest in the motives that led
him_to decline & duel, that honesty should prevent
him from giving offence. We know that men of un-
questioned courage have declined the arbitration of
the sword or pistol, but they were just s conscientigus
in avoiding any insult to others,” Religion is a very
convenient mask ; .it is made a scape-goat for the
consequences of our errors. We heap our revenges,
follies, and imprudencies on its back, while we stand
before the world as conseerated by the expintion. If
men refuse satisfaction, they must be careful not to
provoke, else the apology of religious scruples is only
& heartless desecration of religion itself.” ,

We learn from the Jowrnal de Quebec that’
the sentence of death pronounced upon the mur-
derer Corriveau has been remitted. No reason
bas been assigned for this extraordinary stretch
of the royal prerogative of mercy. It would be
well in these days of maudlin tendemess for cut:

The Toranto Globe complains that, of the im-
migrants who arrive in Canada, a great part only
pass through ‘the Province, on their way to the
United States: impelled to this by the scareity,
or rather the exhorbitant price, of land in Upper
Canada ; which high price again is the result of
the greater part of the said lands having fallen
into the hands of greedy speculators, and knavish
land-sharks.

The Pilot veplies, by showing that, prominent
amongst these latter gentry, stands no less a per-
sonage than the editor of the Globe himself—Mr.
George Brown.—* If we do not mistake”— says
the Pilot of the 30th ultimo :—

“ The proprietor of the Glode himself, has coniri-
buted to develop the evil which he lays al the thresh-
hold of the Government. He has been a speculative
dabbler in wild lands, and lhas contributed to force
the emigrant into the United States, though perhaps
not to the extent of others. We are very suspicious
of the policy that permits cven companies te pur-
chase centire districts, and dole them out afterwards,
in farms, at such prices as the cupidity of the pro-
prictor may demand. This system is producing most
ample result in Canada. West. The emigration this
season is large, but the anterior vicious system of
permitting districts to pass into the proprietorship of
individuals, now operates most effectively as an'im-
pediment to the settlement of the Province. This
was ap error to be deplored in the disposition of the
Crown Lends in Upper Canada; but'itis no recent
crror. And the Globe might as well, and with equal
justice, charge on the late Government the vices of
the Seigniorial Tenure, now bappily corrected, as to
tell the public that emigration i3 foreed into the
United States from Upper Canade, owing to the pre-
sent Ministry. If any improvement could be made it
would be simply that of compelling land speculators,
and Mr. George Brown emong the rest, to relinquish
the large purchases made herctofore, and now ox-
ceedingly valuable. But this is a sort of patriotism
not now in fashion with Ministerialists or Opposition-
ists. But then this sickly affectation of patriotism,
this wilful misrepresentation of facts, this abnegation
of truth, and this vnprincipled and notorious slander,
should not be tolerated in a community in which we
profess to eschew all “lying and slandering.” That
grasping disposition so characteristic of too many
public characters in Upper Carade, is bearing appro-
priate fruit; it is driving the industrious emigrant
into the United States. The cupidity and avarice of
the land speculator are now the impediments to the
settlement of the country. Former Governments may
have erred, gricvously erred; but the present at least
isinnocent of selling the public domain at prices
merely nominal, and permitting the capitalists to ob-
struct the improvement of the country by asking
such prices for Liis land, that the emigrant prefers to
pass into the United States, even at the cost of in-
creased expense. In Lower Canada, whether it be
owing to our stupidity or good luck, these landed
Corporations do notexist. The valley of the Oitawa
offers reasonable inducement to setflers; the terri-
tory of the St. Maurice is equally rich in promise;
and the valley of the Saguenny is waiting to be
peopled. There is with us no middlemen to sland be-
tween the settler and the Crown Lands Department,
and wring the poor emigrant of his scanty savings,
or drive him fo another country for subsistence. We
have reason to believe that the emigration from Ger-
many, and other European countries, to Canada, will
be largely increased next season. We must endeavor
to fix on localities in Lower Canada, as we fear the
wild land monopoly would drive them aver the lines,
and give our cousins the bone, sinew, and moncy that
should remain lere.

These remarks commend themselves to the at-
tention of every friend to Cenadian Colonisation.
