DUKE ALFRED.
Saxe-Coburg Diet Formally Notified of the 

Duke of Edinburgh’s New Dignity.

Cobouhg, Ang. 25.—The body of Duke 
Ernest of Saxe- Cobourg and Gotha was laid 
in state to-day at the Castle of Rheinhards- 
brunne. Many people from the villages 
and the country round about the castle 
viewed the remains of their late ruler. The 
body was attired hi the uniform of the 
Cuirassiers, and upon the breast were the 
orders and medals that had been awarded 
the Duke. The room in which the 
body was laid was profusely decorated 
with ftywers and mourning draperies. A 
number of troops and foresters from' the 
Duke’s domains guarded the remains. The 
Diet assembled in extraordinary session to­
day.

* The Crop is Liable to Be a Heavy Loss 

Through Lack of Funds to Gather It.

San Francisco, Aug. 25—The grape 
B crop in Californie is a fair one, but both the 
8 vineyardiete and wine makers lack the 
5 necessary funds to take, advantage of, it. 
it They are consequently appealing to the var­
ie ions banks for the financial aid required, but 
ie so far they have met with very little success, 
jt The grape product is one of the most impor­

tant in the State, and it is most essential to 
all concerned that it should not be neglect­
ed for want of capital. In 1892 there were 
shipped abrosd wine and brandy to the value 
of $7,000,000, which la equal to one-third 
the value’ot the wheat exports, twice the 
value of the salmon exports, and
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fruit trade
much greater than the 
of the entire canned 
in this state. Consequent on the continued 
depression in financial matters the banks 
are very reluctant to lend money, except on 
good negotiable securities, but if the growers 
and winemakers don't receive some financial 
assistance, promptly, they will in all proba­
bility let their crops go, while the state will 
suffer to the extent of several millions, 
far as is at present known, there are only two 
winemakers who have definitely started 
with the intention to buy, and the total 
amount of their intended purchase is only 

7,000 tons, so that unless the capital­
ists come to the rescue, it will be a question 
of co operation between the growers and the 
winemaker if the crop is to be saved, and 
even this in many oases is not practicable 
through want of funds.

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It Provides for the Exchange of Treasury 
Notes for Government Bonds.

Washington, Aug. 25 —For two and a 
quarter hours yesterday the House commit­
tee on banking and currency discussed Re­
presentative Tom Johnson’s bill, providing 
for the exchange of treasury notes for Gov­
ernment bonds at the request of the holders 
of the latter. The committee then ad­
journed until next Tuesday, when the 
author of the bill hopes decisive 
action may be taken upon it. The bill en­
countered opposition from Messrs. Sperry, 
of Connecticut, and Warner, of New York, 
who argued that the scheme opened a new 
channel for the depletion of the gold hold­
ings in the treasury. It was said that if 
the bill becomes a law, holders of bonds 
would exchange them for treasury notes 
and then demand gold for the notes. To 
this Johnson responded that the only oc 
casion when it would induce holders of 
bonds, themselves redeemable in gold and 
commanding a premium, to exchange 
them for currency of any kind would be 
just such a stringency as is now upon the 
nation. It was a far-fetched objection 
that gold would tfe demanded for them. 
Brosius, of Pennsylvania, had a substitute 
for the Johnson bilL It proposes to au­
thorize the secretary of the treasury to 
issue notes in exchange for gold coin. To 
this Johnson said he had no objection as an 
independent measure, but it did not in his 
opinion meet the case. People who have 
gold do not have to send to Washington 
City for notes in order to pay their debts. 
Gold itself will do that, but people who 
hold bonds, especially if they are of large 
denominations, cannot with them discharge 
their obligations. Johnson’s bill was ad­
vocated by Messrs. Walker and Hall of re 
Missouri, and Springer, while Cox favored it 
it with the substitution of some other form 
of note than treasury notes. Messrs. Sperry 
and Warner supported the substitute pro­
posed by Brosius.

A New Process Discovered to Produce It at 
a Less Price Than Copper.

Doluth, Ang. 23.—The patent office 
authorities sent to this oity a chemical ex­
pert on an application for a patent for a new 
process of obtaining aluminum from its 
oxide. The process includes chemical com­
binations heretofore supposed to be impos­
sible, and on this ground the application for 
a patent was rejected, the method being 
termed inoperative. Three entirely satis­
factory tests were made by the Govern­
ment chemists, and they have re­
turned to Washington City. A copy 
of the report to the jAtent off 05 
was received here to-day. Alter detailing 
the tests as made by himself, he said that 
the process is operative. That it appears to 
be almost perfect in its results in obtaining 
the entire aluminum value of the oxide. 
The discoverer of this process and bis 
Duluth associates say they can produce pure 
aluminum at a price considerably below that 
of any existing process, and oh saper bulk 
for bulk than copper. Experiments have 
been under way here where the clay is rich 
in aluminum for much over a year, looking 
to the perfection of the process.

Peddington v. Riddell, 4 Ont. P. R. 80, 
he Fauvre v. Lankaster, 3 E. & B., 530, and 
other authorities mentioned at page 65 of 
the 5th edition, Harrison’s Municipal Man­
ual.) In all these cases the acts which 
were alleged to constitute disqualification 
made a much stronger case against the de­
fendants than those alleged in the present 
case. Mr. Baker sold these brick in the or­
dinary course of business, and the contract­
ors were bound to pay for them whether 
they suited the purposes of the contract or 
not- The contractor might, if he wished, 
employ them for any other purpose. If the 
proposition put forward were to be carried 
out to an extreme length, as is proposed in 
this case, it would prevent any alderman 
being a hardware merchant from selling a 
jack plane to a contractor who might have 
a contract for work with the city.

Mr. Bodwell, in reply, drew attention to 
the foot-note in Harrison’s Municipal Man­
ual, wherein the author stated, “ Had the 
words been ‘ had any share or interest in, or 
be in any manner, directly or indirectly, 
concerned in any contract or bargain,’ a 
wider interpretation would have to be given 
to the section.” He contended that the 
wording of the Municipal Act is equivalent 
to going to the length of the words quoted 
as above, and that therefore the authorities 
stated 6y the defendants, which 
based on a different section, having not such 
extensive length as the act here, do not 
govern in this case, but the Court must be 
governed by the decisions of English courts 
based upon a similar statute to our own.

The Court reserved judgment, promising 
to give a decision at as early a date as pos­
sible. It is not unlikely that the decision 
will be announced this afternoon.

Then progress is being made in giving the 
Province the means of intercommunication 
it so badly needs.

There is, in all this, not only no cause to 
be discouraged, but every reason to look to 
the future with hope and cheerfulness. 
There can be no doubt that British Col­
umbia is doing well now and that she will 
do better in the near future. When the 
cloud of depression that lowers over 
part of the continent dissipates, which it is 
sure to do soon, this Province will, we are 
satisfied, progress as it .has never pro­
gressed before.

The grounds of the motion to restrain the 
city of Victoria from executing the con­
tract or further proceeding with it are that 
the motion of the Council in Awarding the 
contract was illegal, as the resolutionaward­
ing the contract to H. H. Macdonald 6 Co. 
would not have been carried except for the 
votes of the defendants, Miller, Henderson, 
and Baker, and that each of these defend­
ants was, at the time of voting, disqualified 
to act or vote as an alderman of the city of 
Victoria. The ground of the action against 
the defendant Baker was that he was dis­
qualified from sitting, suiting or voting by 
reason of his being indirectly interested in a 
contract with the city. The affidavits on 
which the motions were based were, shortly, 
to the effect that the plaintiffs, Goughian &

The Toronto Telegram tries to console the 
British Colombia sealers with the reflection'I
that, badly as they have been treated by 
the arbitrators, they fare better under their 
award than they would if Canada were 
either independent or an integral part of 
the United States. It says :

Maybe the British Colombian sealer is 
not as well off as he would like to be, but a 
more favorable award is the only conceiv­
able thing that could have improved his 
position. t

He is better off than he would be if Can­
ada were independent, for then United 
^States gun boats would have chased him ont 
of Behring Sea, and that would have been 
the end of it.

And if Canada were a part of the United 
States British Columbia would not be 
allowed to disturb the monopoly of the 
Alaska Fur Seal Company. The award 
gives the sealers more than they could 
enjoy either as citizens of an independent 
Canada or of the United States.

If there is not much comfort in this 
for British Columbia sealers, there is food 
for reflection. There are a few Cana­
dians who believe that their country would 
be better off in many respecte than it is 
now if it were independent, bnt they 
most see that, situated as Canada is, its in­
dependence would be merely nominal. In 
all important matters it would have to 
submit to the dictation of the
United States or suffer the 
sequences.

Mr. Bodwell : The injunction should be

It will be noticed 
that we have two seta of sewers; on Cook 
streetone nowbniltfor thecarryingof sewage 
and one to be built 4 feet by 4 feet 9 inches 
(large inongh to drive a coach and four 
through) whioh is to be used on the com­
bined system. Thus, it is readily seen that 
the plan of sewerage as voted upon and 
adopted some years ago is becoming con­
verted into something else. Never was it 
intended that there should be two drains on 
Cook street adjacent to one another, to be 
utilized for carrying sewerage, but this is 
what is now being done. Furthermore, 
when the by-laws for the surface drains 
were before the ratepayers it was under­
stood generally, and by the by-law itself, 
that the money so voted would be utilized 
for that pnrpoee.

Does the same aldarm.n 
think it a great hardship to the citizens 
who are not on the line of the surface drain 
utilized for sewerage, who have voted their 
money for a different purpose than that for 
which it is used ? Or I might ask another 
question : can it be expected in future that 
thoee who are now accommodated with a 
sewerage system as now adopted on View

I think not ; when they can get their sew­
age taken away by the city and not by any 
other expense to themselves they 
main satisfied.
. The course now pursued by the Council 
in refe enoe to the surface drains is nnfaif 
to the ratepayers who hsve voted the money 
for a certain pnrpoee, and is unsanitary to 
the general public if allowed to proceed. 
No one having the least knowledge of sani­
tary matters would allow water closets and 
cesspools to connect with a surface drain, 
no matter how perfect a drain of this char­
acter may be in construction. There are 
regulations and provisions necessary, by the 
way of flashing and ventilation, for the pre­
servation of health, which are not provided 
in the construction o' surface drains.

1ALERS RETURN. Is the New Order of Things to Be Com­
mended?

The right of Woman to work is an in­
herent one. Nobody has ever disputed , 
it or tried to take it away. Among no 
class of people, either savage or civi­
lized, has woman been relieved from 
hearing a part of the burdens. The 
present age, however, is evolving a great 
change in the status of woman’s work— 
an evolution that is akin to a revolution. 

k It was the great upheaval of the civil 
war which carried the men to the front 
and gave the women the opportunity to 
fly off in innumerable tangents from that 
sphere which had held them by the grav­
ity of all powerful social custom. Those 
who taste the sweets of freedom do not 
return to the bonds, and women will 
never again permit others to limit their 
areas. The last quarter of a century 
has wrought marvels, and -the recent 
census tells the story in its record of 
8,500,000 "women in the United States en­
gaged in 4,467 wage earning occupations, 
including with but few exceptions all 
the avocations followed by map.

So great a change in so short a space of 
time has naturally aroused the interest 
of the student of social questions, and 
he is beginning to ask where this inno­
vation is to end. “Here,” he says, “are 
8,600,000 women, exclusive of those en­
gaged in domestic service, who have be­
come breadwinners. This vast body has 
gone out from home, has entered into 
competition with men, has taken np a 
work never before attempted by women. 
They have rendered themselves inde­
pendent of the assistance of fathers and 
brothers. «They have made it no longer 
necessary that they should marry for 
support.”

What is the result of this new depar­
ture? How will it affect the home, the 
marriage relation, social conditions? 
What will be the effect on the character 
of the women? These are the questions 
that present themselves. Woman is in 
the business world; she is there to stay; 
she has done most of the things which 
not long ago it was declared she could 
not do; she intends to level such obsta- [ 
ties as are still in her way; she can never 
again be relegated to her old position, 
but must go on and on under the new 
dispensation. Does it mean improve­
ment or deterioration for the race?

We are sometimes touched with sad­
ness when we see the long procession of 
girls and women in the early morning 
hours going to their daily tasks and at 
nightfall returning weary and heavy 
footed. And yet it is well. It g\ves 
a sturdy sense of independence to be 
able to earn one’s living that is just 
as grateful to a woman as to a man. 

lgJJ The lessons a girl learns as a breadwin- 
p.c.' net will be of the highest value to her as 
90 long as she lives. She learns, first of qll, 

punctuality and the value of time, then 
se method and system in work, self con­

trol, an acceptable manner of dealing 
with different kinds of people, discretion 
in speech, industry, attention to details. 
All of these things are of as great im­
portance in the household as in the store 
or the office.

Another valuable lesson learned by 
women who are engaged in some wage 
earning occupation is that business life 
as well as domestic life has its cares and 
annoyances. The woman who knows 
only the latter is apt to imagine that 
there are no trials to compare with those 
of the household. Servants, children, 
company, etc.,makeup the sum of earth­
ly ills, while the husband goes down 
street and has a good time all daylong.

It is healthful and invigorating for a 
woman to learn to stand alone. The 
“clinging ivy” type is passe. It belongs 
to that age of romance when the hero­
ines either fainted or burst into tears on 
every page of the favorite novel. There 
Me times when every woman feels tired 
and discouraged and wants a good, 
strong oak of a man to cling to, but he 
is not always at hand, and she should 
know how to weather the storm if he is 
absent.

The unworthy argument is often made 
. S4 •*oent" that the social conditions which permit 

women to be financially independent will 
tend to prevent marriage. It would be 
far better for society and for the family 
if all those people remained unwed who 
enter into marriage through financial 
considerations, ft has always been con­
ceded that no man should marry until 
he is able suitably to support a wife. 
This is right, for it is a woman’s province 
as a wife to devote herself to the care of 
her home and family, and she cannot do 
this properly if she must also help earn 
the living.

Marriage should be founded upon love 
and not upon expediency. The girl who 
is not able to take care of herself must 
find a husband who will undertake the 
responsibility and relieve her father of 
the burden. A man of high id 
scarcely realize them in a ma 
der these circumstances. A woman can 
igive her hand with perfect dignity only 
when she cap show that no mercenary 
Spirit enters into the compact. Men are 
beginning to understand this and to seek 
wives among those women who are mak­
ing a brave fight for themselves and 
learning to stand alone. Observation 
will show that such girls as a rule marry 
more desirable husbands than those who 
live in idleness and watch for-an eligible 
chance.

One 
rancher, A. McBryan, U«t year shipped 
thirty-foor full oar lotis, and in addition a 
considerable quantity went ont in small lota 
as way freight. This year’s crop of apples 
and small fruits is good, but there are not 
as many plums and cherries as usual, the 
deficiency being attributed to the severity 
of last winter. The yield of hay is a little 
under that of last year, but vegetables are 
a large crop and of good quality. They in- 

car rote, cabbages, beets, turnips, 
onions, and more especially potatoes, which 
are raised in great abundance. The defi­
ciency in the latter reported at the Coast 
can doubtless be supplied from the interior. 
The ranches of G. B. Martin, M.P.P., T. 
W. Graham, Hu. Chase, Jqmes Boss, M. 
Sullivan and A. McBryan are in this part of 
the South Thompson valley.

British Columbia Leads the Provinces 
in Her Care of 

Them.
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Hon. Theodore Davie, Premier and At­
torney General, returned last evening from 
a visit to the West Kootenay mining dis­
trict. Seen by a Colonist reporter after 
the arrival of the steamer, Mr. Davie ex­
pressed himself as well pleaeed with the 
trip. Said he :

“ One can get but an imperfect idea of 
the vastness of this region unless he visits 
it in person. Leaving Bevelstoke on Thure- 
day week on board the steamer Columbia, 
the first place we touched at was Nakusp. 
Here the commencement of work upon the 
Nakusp & Slocan railway has brought into 

busy town. Mr. 
D. McGillivray, the contractor, has 
700 men engaged in preparing the right of 
way, and already more than a mile of road is 
ready for track laying and several miles of 
clearing and grading. The contractor will 
have over 1,200 men at work within a fort­
night, being under contract to complete the 
road in running order by the 31st of De­
cember. Of the 700 men now employed 
there are no Chinamen, but about 250 
Swedes, 100 Italians, and the remainder 
our own people. Many miners who have 
exhausted their money in prospecting this 
spring have engaged to work on the rail­
way, and thus will be enabled to earn a 
little money, either towards developing the 
claims which most of them have located or 
to have something to leave the country 
with. This rood, as yon are aware, is being 
built by the aid of the local Government, 
whioh, in aooordance with the act of last ses­
sion, has guaranteed the interest upon the 
cost of the enterprise.

“ Leaving Nakeup on Thursday the 16th 
I arrived at Nelson the same day. Here 
the purchase of the Silver King group of 
mines by an English syndicate, known as 
the Hall Mines, Limited, has just been com­
pleted by the registering of the companies 
title. The purchase / price is two hundred 
thousand pounds sterling. It is a property 
well worth the money, ore to that vaine 
being already in sight and partly excavated.
I stayed at Nelson until Saturday, and then 
in company with Captain Fitz Stubbs, the 
gold commissioner, started for the Slocan 
region by way of Kaslo, at which place we 
stayed over night. Business is quiet in 
Kaslo, but things are not as dull there as 
have been represented. Nearly all the 
trade with the Slocan mines is done at 
present with Kaslo, and last winter a large 
quantity of ore was shipped to the United 
States by way of that town. Folks at Kaslo 
are much encouraged by a recent discovery 
by two brothers named Black of a valuable 
ledge on Franoie creek, in the direction of St.

» Mary’s river, about 15 miles from Crawford 
bay, or 23 from Pilot bay. Selected speci­
mens of the ore brought to town by the dis­
coverers have given as high as 5,000 oz. of 
silver to the ton, from 200 oz. to 2,000 oz. to 
the ton being the average. The ore aver­
ages 28 per cent- in copper and $7 to .the 
ton in gold. The discoverers had made 
seven locations. X

“At botlrNelson and Kaslo deputations 
called on me and discussed their wants and 
requirements.

“ Leaving Kaslo, we procured a couple of 
first-class saddle horses from Mr. Hughes, 
who carries on an extensive teaming and 
freighting business between Kaslo and 
Slocan, and ia also the owner of 
valuable mining interests at Slocan 
lake. About eight miles out from 
Kaslo, on the trail, is a delightful 
mineral spring, the waters of which sparkle 
and have a pungency of flavor, superior, I 
think, to apoltinaris. These waters are 
said to have curative properties, and 
camped at the spring was a miner who told 
us that rheumatism and severe sioknesa had 
compelled him to leave his claim ; that he 
had resorted to the spring, where he had 
camped for several days, drinking and 
using the water, and was now completely 
recovered, and intended leaving for his 
claim the next day. The roadside in many 
places abounds with wild raspberries, etc., 
and bears are said to be plentiful. We 
saw one on the side of the road shortly after 
leaving the spring. He paid no attention 
to ns.

“ We met Mr. Jefferson, one of the own­
ers of the Washington claim, going into 
Kaslo, and at Hughes’ oamp, distant about 
twenty miles from Kaslo, we met Mr. 
Clark, the foreman of the mine, and, ac­
cepting the invitation given us, we ascended 
the Payne mountain with him, and were 
hospitably entertained fir-the night at the 
mine. It is situated at an elevation of 6,500 
fee If above sea level, or 4,800 above the 
level of Kootenay lake. The ascent took us 
not quite two hours. Mr. Clark conducted 
ns through the tunnel and into the drift, 
which penetrates vast bodies of ore. This 
mine was purchased last November, by its 
present owners, for $25,000, in a thoroughly 
undeveloped state. They got to work early 
in December, employing a force of forty 
men, and by the end of March had taken 
out some 600 tons of ore, all of whioh was 
put in bags, and ‘ rawhided,’ as it is termed; 
that is, dragged in raw hides down the 
mountain and taken to Kaslo in sleighs. 
From Kaslo it was transported to San 
Francisco. The cost of bringing the ore 
to Kaslo was $30 per ton, and from Kaslo 
to Ssn Francisco $13 per ton—$48 per ton 
in all The
cent of lead and from 100 to 150 oz. to the 
ton in'silver. After deducting all expenses, 
the owners cleared on the operation within 
a very little of sufficient to repay them the 
$25,000 expended in purchasing the mine. 
They are now working thirty men, chiefly 
in development work, and wiU have plenty 
more ore to ship this winter. The further 
they sink into the mountain the better their 
prospecte become. The experience of the 
Washington in this respect, and in the 
character of the ore produced, is not theirs 
alone, bat is generally the same with all the 
locations in the neighborhood of Slocan., In 
the morning Mr. Clark guided ns dowh the 
mountain by a different trail from that 
which we had come np. It was a gradual 
descent of about four miles, Mr. Clark bid­
ding us adieu after he had started ns fairly 
on our way and given ns directions 
so that we could not miss the road.

more asylums provided for their reception. 
I say “or more” asylnms. There are 
really thirteen worthy ot the name—the 
Province of Nova Scotia having one of them, 
but having in addition a system of country 
retreats partially intended for the poor and 
partially for the insane and idiotio.

The Province of British Columbia stands 
at the head of all the Provinces, having in 
asylums 90 per cent, of the total number of 
insane reported in the Province. Ontario 
comes next, with 59 per cent, in asylums. 
New Brunswick comes third, with 52 per 
cent, of its insane sheltered and oared for in 
the Provincial asylum. Quebeo is fourth, 
with ju«t 50 per cent, in asylnms. Prince 
Edward Island, 38 per cent, in asylums. 
Nova Scotia has 37 per cent, in asylnms, if 
we include only those who are in the Pro­
vincial asylum and those who are in four of 
the county asylums, which seem to be 
specially appropriate for insane, or 44 per 
cent, if we include those in the other eight 
county poor farms. Manitoba has 25 per 
cent, of ite insane housed and protected in 
the Provincial asylum.

British Columbia has 130 insane within 
her borders, all within the Provincial asy­
lum except 13. Manitoba has 49 in asylum 
and 147 not in. New Brunswick has 465 
in asylum and 421 not in any publie insti­
tution. Ontario has 3,450 in her five pub­
lic institutions and 2,405 outside of them. 

«Nova Scotia has 506 in asylums and 867 
outside. There are about 100 housed in 
the County Poor’s farm already referred to. 
Prinoe Edward Island has 128 in asylum 
and 205 outside. Quebec has 2,254 in her 
asylums and 2,296 outside. The Northwest 
Territories have 32 insane in all, but no 
public asylum.

The returns of 1881 gave a total of 9,889 
insane in Canada, of whom 4,655 were re­
turned as inmates of asylnms. Tiras in 
1881 there was 47.1 per cent, of the total 
number within asylums, and over 62 per 
cent, in 1891. This indicates progress in 
the duty of oaring for the insane on the 
part of the several provinces.

Taken by provinces the changes indicat­
ing progress or otherwise on the basis of 
the number of insane in asylums are :

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:THE HOP OUTLOOK.

The following eetimate of the hop 
is given in a circular just issued 
Meeker & Co., of Puyallup :

“ Notwithstanding the unprecedented 
drouth in England, and the early severe 
attack of vermin, cables estimate the crop 
at 200,000 old duty, or substantially the 
same as list year.

“ Charles Whitehead’s estimate is 30,000 
old doty less than the foregoing. The pro­
duction last year was 215,000 old duty.

“ Germany has fared worse, and reports 
from many districts are to the effect that 
the crop is almost s total failure. Never­
theless, in others it is good. Conservative 
estimates place the crop at 60 per cent, of 
that of last year, which will bring the crop 
below the average, and with bat few, if any. 
hops to spare for the English market.

•* In the United States, New York will 
iroduoe less hops than last year—probably 
10 per cent, of last year’s crop. This short­
age will be substantially made np by the 
increased yield of the Paoifio slope from last 
year’s acreage first coming into fall bearing, 
and new hope planted the present year. 
So, upon the whole, the situation, as we 
have said, statistically is a very strong one. 
Let not growers, from that known fact de­
ceive themselves into the expectation of 
very high prices, or allow others to deceive 
them. In the east, many in the trade firmly 
believe that the financial distress is certain 
to force hops to a low price (as it has already 
forced other produce down), particularly at 
harvest time, when the grower is in need of 
harvest funds. The same factor, on the 
other side, prevents free operations of deal­
ers or free purchases from consumers, hence 
a restricted, slow domestic trade is expected.

“ England will want a large block of our 
hope, if suited to their wants, variously esti­
mated from sixty to one hundred thousand 
bales. ”

Kaslo, Aug. 16.—Mnoh excitement was 
caused in town last Monday by the report of 
an unusually rich strike in the St. Mary’s 
country by two brothers named Black. The 
exact location of the find is on the range of 
hills on La Florence creek, at the head of 
Cranford Bay and about seven miles south­
east of Pilot Bay. One of the locators came 
in on Monday and had several assays made 
of the rock, the respite showing from 300 up 
to 9,000 oz. of silver, a trace of gold and 45 
per cent, of copper. He reported the vein 
to be well defined and traceable for many 
hundred feet. The news ef this find was 
soon noised about, and preparations were at 
onee made by many to depart for the 
country, no less than forty-five prospectors 
leaving omthe Ainsworth.

Jno. M. Burke, private banker, has made 
an assignment for the benefit*# his creditors, 
and J. L, Retallaok has been appointed 
assignee. The latter stated that he hoped 
to have matters satisfactorily arranged 
almost immediately. The assets were in 
excess of the liabilities by several thousand 
dollars, and he felt certain that.every in­
debtedness would be paid. A general meet­
ing of the creditors will take place early 
next month in the banking rooms, when a 
detailed statement of affaire will be made.

A private letter from J. W. Haskins, who 
recently bonded several mines in the upper 
country to C.P.R. officials, states that he 
has 16 men at work developing the various 
daims, all of whioh were showing np well. 
Mr. Haskins has also located two or three 
other claims, one of whioh shows a face of 
30 feet. Considerable snow has fallen in 
the neighborhood daring the past tew 
weeks.

A public meeting of the ratepayers was 
held last Friday to ratify the selection of a 
site for the new schoolhonae made by 
trustees, there being a good attendance.

Miss Stella Kane, who has been visiting 
her relatives here during the midsummer 
vacation, toft on Saturday to resume charge 
of the Nelson public sohool.

A regular epidemic of violent dysentery 
and accompanying ailments is raging in 
town at present, and Drs. Bruner and 
Rogers are kept busy night and day attend­
ing to the patients. The cause may be at­
tributed to the vast quantities of decaying 
animal and organic matter lying around the 
city, the unhealthy condition of the lake 
water and the sadden changes in the 
climate. Only one fatal ease has yet oc­
curred, that of a prospector named Whir- 
taker, at the Montana house, on Tneeday. 
He was ill only a few days, but suffered in­
tensely. There to a noticeable lack of 
sanitary measures here, and the Govern­
ment w oui* act wisely were they to appoint 
an officer at once to attend to these matters.

Everything to in readiness now at the 
sampling works for the crushing of ore, a 
number of important improvements having 
been effected in the main building. The Bon 
Ton and Idaho mines will shortly send down 
about sixty tons each, teams now being en­
gaged packing the ore to the head of the 
wagon road. The amount of ore now oonv 
ing in is steadily increasing, George 
Hughes having five teams so engaged, and 
will have others pat on as soon as the 
waters of the lake subside sufficiently to get 
to his warehouse at the head of the bay. J. 
Gillie has a contract for bringing in the 
output of the Bine Bird for tiS per ton and 
has two wagons at work. Now that the 
price of silver to going up other mines will 
commence shipping.

One of the local journals will cease publi­
cation next week. Lack of support is the 
given cause. »

Great interest was evinced here in Presi­
dent Cleveland’s message to Congress, and 
the daily papers containing it were bought 
at a premium.

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EX-ALDERMAN HENDERSON’S EX­
PLANATION.

To the Editor:—Having resigned my 
seat as alderman, to whioh the citizens so 
kindly elected me in the beginning of the 
year, I feel it my duty now to explain to 
them my position and to state my reasons 
why I have chosen to give up the trust. 
Ever since I took my seat in the Council I 
have hardly missed a meeting, nor have I 
missed an opportunity to say and do for my 
constituency what I considered would be 
for their advantage. My action in respect 
to. the contracts for the last surface drains 
v&s StriiS'ly according to my o*n convic­
tion of right and, as is well
known, I did not and could—not
possibly profit by it in any way. The 
award was almost unanimously adopted by 
the Council, but nevertheless it has proved 
to be the cause of my resignation. Mr. 
Goughian, having failed to get the contract, 
started to question the legality of the vote 
of three of the aldermen, took it into court 
and applied for an injunction. The only 
charge he could bring against me was that 
I waa “a salaried officer of an incorporated 
company, and that this company had a con­
tract with the city to supply a team of 
horses, and driver for a sprinkler used 
for city purposes.” This, of course, 
has not been proved, but granting that 
such are the facts, I have only to say that 
the Victoria Transfer Go. (whioh is the com­
pany referred to) in response to an ad­
vertisement for two teams to work on 
sprinklers, made an offer through their sec­
retary to supply one team and driver for $4 
per day to do the work. A number of offers 

pther parties were tendered at the 
same time, at prices ranging from $4 50 to 
$5 75 per day. The Street committee re­
commended, and the Connell adopted, the 
report, that the Transfer Co. furnish one 
team (all they would furnish) and Geo. 
Lindsay famish the other, he being the 
next lowest at $4.50. Now, I ask my in­
telligent reader to consider whether I 
abased my position by allowing the 
Transfer Co. to do this work for 
the city for $4 per day, being 50 cents less 
per day than the next lowest ? Was it not 
even my duty as an Alderman to see that 
the eity got the work done as cheaply as 
possible? Still, on that very ground was 
my position attacked, and though I do not 
know whether, according to the literal con­
struction of the law, I have offended or not, 
I certainly do know that morally I did not 
do wrong. Therefore, feeling that I have 
done my duty, but still being forced into a 
law suit in connection with others, involv­
ing as it must a good deal of annoyance and 
expense, I thought it best to resign. Hav­
ing given this explanation, I know the elec­
tors will justify me in my present action, 
and 1 shall ever feel grateful to the people 
of South Ward.

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theAll the provinces, with the exception 
of Ontario, have made great advances in 
respect to providing for the care of the 
insane.

The annual expenditure on account of the 
Insane amounts to about $121 per head per 
annum, according to the public accounts. 
In the province of Ontario the yearly cost 
per patient to about $142.

Ontario has adopted the cottage system in ' 
Mimioo. Nova Scotia has the county farm 
system in part. Quebec has the farming 
out system.

With the exception of Nova Scotia and 
Quebec, the principle adopted in the Do­
minion is State care, find even in the case 
of these two exceptions the institutions are 
subject to the supervision of Government 
inspectors.

In the United States, the states of New 
York, Ohio, Illinois, Kansas, Minnesota, 
Mississippi and both the Dakotas, the 
principle of State care has been established 
as against that of County care. New York, 
after long years of trial of it, abolished the 
County care system, and enacted, in 1890, 
the “ State Care Act.”

It is hardly to be 
wondered at that, before they have had time 
to live down the evil things that have been 
said and written of them, some oironmstanoe 
may occur, such as the inability to find a 
child which has strayed from hie home, 
which may change secret dislike and sus­
picion into open and active hostility. This 
has been more than once the case in towns 
in which missionaries had resided for a 
considerable period in peace and apparent 
friendliness with the native inhabitants.

The reviewer a little more than hints that 
missionaries are not always prudent in the 
way in which they attack the beliefs and 
practices of the Chinese. He says :

The-Chinese have a culture of their own 
—defective in our eyes—but of which they 
are intensely proud ; they have classics 
which are remarkable at least for purity of 
thought and expression ; and a cult which 
has served as a bond of social .union through 
untold generations. It is fantastic to sup­
pose that the first European commissioned 
to inform them that Christianity is superior 
to Confucianism will be able to convince 
them that his impression must necessarily 
be true. Only men of wide education and 
large.sympathies, men sufficiently acquaint­
ed with religious thought in China to under­
stand what they are attacking, and suf­
ficiently familiar with a difficult language 
to preach and argue without exciting ridi­
cule, can hope to gain a sympathetic 
hearing. The day is past when pub­
lic opinion approved proselytism by 
force; yet it is little less to insist that mis­
sionaries of every conceivable sect and every 
intellectual standard shall be allowed to 
establish themselves and their buildings in 
the teeth of popular dislike, and to expect 
that that dislike can be hindered from find­
ing expression.

It is quite evident, if Mr. G undry has 
formed anything like a correct estimate of 
the difficulties which the missionary to 
China must overcome in order to be success-

F- MtÿSIONARIES TO CHINA.

The success of missionary effort in China 
has not been at all remarkable. The Chin­
ese seem to be a good deal the reverse of 
spiritually-minded. It appears to be 
commonly hard to get Chinamen to believe 
in the truths of Christianity or to see any 
beauty in the Christian doctrine. One 
would think that the Chinese would, at the 
worst, regard the work of Christian mission­
aries with indifference. But this is not the 
case. They often become actively hostile 
to the teachers of Christianity who settle 
among them. The local authorities some­
times sympathise with the ignorant and pre­
judiced populace, and they either cannot or 
will not extend to the missionaries the pro­
tection to which they are entitled. Why is 
this? Mr. R. S. G undry, in the August 
number of the Fortnightly Review, in an 
article on MisAonaries in China, endeavors 
to show why missionaries are not
as well received in some parts 
of China as they ought to be.
The reason i^chiefly that the teachers of 
Christianity are misunderstood by the com­
mon people of China. The educated class, 
it appears, instead of trying to dispel the 
prejudice against the missionaries, do what 
they can to intensify and increase it.

It mnst be remembered that the masses 
in China are very ignorant, and also that 
they regard strangers, simply because they 
are strangers, with aversion. It is not hard, 
therefore, for those who hate the mission­
aries and their religion to make the people 
believe the ridiculous and monstrous stories 
they circulate with regard to those who 
have come ito China to teach them a new 
religion. They tell the people that these 
strangers have power over the elements, 
that they can bring floods on them and 
cause the rain to cease. The people who 
believe that the missionaries have brought 
on the drought which destroys their crops 
will not require a great deal of persuasion 
to attempt to drive them out of the 
try. Most of the riots in the Yang-tze 
valley, it is said, have been the outcome of 
sheer dislike and superstition.

The Chinese are also taught to believe 
that Christians are addicted to horrible and 
inhuman practices. They have a very sin­
gular system of medicine, and they not un­
naturally believe that the European system 
resembles it in many respects. They be­
lieve that there is medical virtue in thirty- 
seven parts of the human body. They 
imagine that Christians have the same be­
lief and that they have no scruples in 
kidnapping and killing human beings, par­
ticularly children, to obtain their revolting 
remedies. When a kind missionary, for 
instance, last year -gave a lad a glass eye 
there was nearly a riot, the people believing 
that-the Christian had scooped tbe boy’s eye 
out for medicine and put the glass one in 
the socket to conceal the theft. The belief 
that the missionaries practice mutilation is 
created and strengthened by hand bills and 
publications of a similar kind, coarsely but 
effectively illustrated. “A specimen is 
now before me," says the reviewer, 
“ which has been republished with 
explanatory notes under missionary 
auspices to show how the superstitions are 
painted and fanned into flame. It consists, 
practically, of thirty-two cartoons, each 
with an appropriate legend. The first seven 
vilify Christianity by depicting it as Hog- 
Worship and its teachers as guilty of atro­
cious crimes, while others are intended to 
suggest the fate that befits members of an 
abominable seat.” Tracts such as this 
have, no doubt, a wide influence, and do 
muoh towards prejudicing the people 
against the missionaries.

" Other cartoons represent foreigners 
taking the eyes out of a corpse, . . . while 
others depict hideous mutilations alleged to 
be perpetrated on the living—especially 
women and children—tor the sake of obtain­
ing material to make medicines, to mix 
with chemicals for photography, or toi em­
ploy in the conversion of lead into silver.”

The foreigners, too, are represented as 
practising the grossest immoral ties, 
and beastly pictures are used to 
deepen this impression. The missionaries, 
both men and women, do much to lead the 
ignorant Chinese to believe that these 
abominable libels are true. Respectable 
Chinese are exceedingly rigid in the ob­
servance of social proprieties. These the 
white strangers are continually violating, 
and the people misinterpret customs And 
acts which are perfectly innocent, but 
which are in direct opposition to their 
ideas of decency and propriety. “ Women, 
for instance, travelling without escort, un­
married women travelling with male escort, 
women living alone in an inland town, are 
certain to be misunderstood.” The women 
connected with missionary establishments 
when they assume the Chinese dress, as they 
sometimes do, <may, an English paper in 
Shanghai says, “ do some good when they 
get to their posts, but that good is out- 
weighed by the scandal which they cause in 
their ignorance of what the Chinese call 
good manners. They are perfectly innocent 
in intention, but they often shock foreign 
notions of propriety, and continuously 
shook those of the Chinese.”

Here we have the grounds of the dislike 
with which the Chinese of inland towns re­
gard European missionaries. They are 
prejudiced against all strangers to begin 
with. They are taught to believe that they 
praotioe the most horrible cruelties in secret, 
and that they are grossly immoral according 
to the Chinese ideas of morality. It can be 
easily understood how difficult it must be 
for missionaries to overcome these preju­
dices, and to convince the Chinese that their 
object is to do good to those among whom

JUDGE WALKEN'S DECISION.

Mr. Justice Walkem’s decision in the 
case of the three aldermen whose votes on the 
McDonald contract were objected to by 
Mr. Coughlan, is, no doubt, sound from a 
legal point of view, and it is also sound on 
the ground of public policy. It is of the 
utmost importance that the men who serve 
the public in a representative capacity 
should have no temptation to act otherwise 
than in the interest of the community. It can 
hardly be said that the alderman who has in 
view the profits of an extensive sale of 
material to a contractor for a city public 
work has no temptation to decide wrong­
fully when that contractor’s claims are at 
any time being considered. It is clearly 
that alderman’s interest to give the con­
tractor the work, and it is also his 
interest to decide in hie favor if 
any dispute should arise between him 
and the City Council. As men are inclined 
to decide In the direction in which their in­
terests lie there is always a temptation, too 
frequently irresistible, for a representative 
man to do what he can for the contractor in 
whose business he has an interest, either 
direct or indirect. The law, therefore, 
which guards the interests of the public in 
such cases is very properly stringent, and 
the judge who interprets It strictly is in the 
line of hie duty, and is doing the community 
good service.

The amount of the interest in the con­
tractor's business is a matter of compara­
tively little importance. The principle is 
the essential thing, and in all cases, both 
great and small, it should be rigidly adhered 
to. Thé interest which ex-Alderman Hen­
derson had in the water sprinkling 
contract was not direct, and it 
may • be said to" be infinitesimal, 
yet Mr. Justice Walkem very properly de­
cided that he, on account of that interest, 
was not qualified to sit and vote in the 
Council. The interest which Alderman 
Baker has in Mr. Adams’ contract and which 
he would have had in Mr. McDonald’s was 
both more direct and almost incomparably 
larger. It would certainly have been glar­
ingly anomalous if Mr. Baker could be con­
sidered qualified to vote on the question of 
the acceptance of the surface drain con­
tracts while Mr. Henderson was declared 
to be disqualified.

The case is one of more than common im­
portance, as it will actes a wholesome check 
on anything Ukq jobbery in the City Coun­
cil in the future. It is now seen that im­
proper practices of all kinda are condemned 
by the law, and that it removes even the 
temptation to make a seat in the City Coun­
cil a means of private gain out of the path 
of the incumbent.

In­
telligent men, when they observe the im­
mense volume of the Fraser near its month 
and compare it with the comparatively small 
quantity of the offal of the canneries, see 
that it is quite impossible that the quantity 
of decomposable matter left by the 
ger fish can contaminate the water of the 
river. A tablespoonful of whiskey in a 
barrel of water would bear a larger propor­
tion to the water into whioh it is poured 
than does the offal dropped into the Fraser 
river to the volume of that mighty stream 

x which is running to the sea at the rate of 
four or five miles an hour. The mixture in 
tbe barrel would be almost as intoxicating 
«■ the water of the Fraser is injurious to 
«nimal life. Regulations with regard to 
offal whioh would be necessary where the 
river is small, sluggish and shallow, are 
simply absurd when applied to a broad, 
deep and rapid river like the Fraser.

It ie most unfortunate that the circum­
stances are such that a very large quantity 
of what under other conditions would 
be valuable material should -go to 
Waste in the Fraser. If the offal 
could be utilized, it ought to be utilized. 
But the experiment has been tried, and has 
failed. There ie in this Province, or in the 
states of the Pacific, no market for the oil 
and guano into whioh the offal could be 
easily and cheaply converted. To blame 
the eanners for not utilizing the offal, is to 
quarrel with the conditions under which 
tbe salmon fishing on the Fraser mnet, at 
present, be carried on. Those who deplore 
what they consider the waste at the 
neriee, and who believe that a good use can 
be made of the offal, have now an excellent 
-chance to engage in what they believe, if 
undertaken by others, is a paying enter­
prise. They can get the raw material for 
nothing. We have no doubt that the can­
nera would be ready to give them all rea­
sonable encouragement. They can, by set­
ting up an oil and guano factory on the 
banks of the Fraser, have an excellent op­
portunity of solving the offal problem 
with, as they profess to believe, profit to 
themselves and benefit to the world. Why 
do not some of the theorists undertake the 
enterprise ? Such a chance as is open to 
them does not occur every day, or in every 
country.

HARD TO CONVINCE.

It is surprising to observe how long it 
takes a plain and provable fact to penetrate 
the American mind. It is open enough 
to theories, and it absorbs sensational re­
ports and fabrications with an ease and a 
rapidity which are truly amazing, but it 
appears that it will require nothing short of 
a surgical operation to get a cold and unde­
sired fact into the head of the 
United States citizen, particularly if he hap­
pens to be a newspaper man. Our neigh­
bors have been told over and over again, in 
large print and small, in articles and letters, 
essays and books of travel, that the Cana­
dian Pacific rail way has been built by the 
Canadian people without help to the extent 
of a single dollar from the Imperial Govern­
ment, and that it is maintained without a 
cent of subsidy from either the Government 
of the Dominion or the Government of 
Great Britain, yet every American 
journalist who undertakes to write about 
the Canadian Pacific mast, before he con­
cludes his article, endeavor to convey the 
impression that that railway is enjoying 
large subsidies from the Imperial Govern­
ment. Even the generally well-informed 
Oregonian cannot get this idea ont of its 
head. Speaking of the C. P. R. in its issue 
of the 23rd it says : “ It was built upon an 
enormous land grant and loan of credit from 
the Dominion, and is sustained by a large 
annual subsidy from Great Britain.” The 
first clause of this sentence is not the whole 
truth, and the second does not contain a 
word of that “essential element” The 
Canadian Pacific railroad does not get a 
single dollar from Great Britain by way of 
subsidy. It earns every dollar it gets, 
both from the Imperial Government 
and from the Government of the
Dominion. It carries the English
and Canadian mails to the Pacific Coast for 
the simple reason that it is the only trans­
continental line in the Dominion of Canada, 
and it carries British soldiers and sailors 
and munitions of war for the British Gov­
ernment because it is the only means of 
rapid conveyance avaHable. It gets paid for 
them as it gets paid for any other passen­
gers or freight. We have not heard that 
the rates for either mails or Government 
passengers and freight are unusually high.

If our American eon temporaries would try 
to realize that the Canadian Pacifie, under 
its present management, is simply a com­
mercial road run upon commercial principles 
—very much commercial—they would avoid 
making the egregious blunders about it 
whioh they are continually committing, 
and they would cease to misinform the 
American public on the subject of the Cana­
dian Pacific.

The August number of the Telegraph 
Age, published at New York, contains a 
fine portrait of Mr. William Christie, local 
manager at Victoria of the C. P. R.' Tele­
graph Company, and in a descriptive article 
pays many well deserved compliments to 
Mr. Christie.

He Pays This Province a Visit After an 
Absence of Over Twenty Years.

After an absence of ovej twenty years 
from this Province, Mr. Thomas L. Wood 
has returned to British Columbia. Mr.

Columbia, having come here in ’63. For 
some time he practised his profession aa a 
lawyer in Cariboo, and later in New West­
minster, subsequently removing to Victoria.

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For some yean Mr. Wood was At­
torney - General of Vancouver Island, and 
it was during that period that the 
preliminary steps towards confederation 
were taken. Mr. Wood left British Colum­
bia, for England, at the same time as Sir 
Joseph Trutoh, Dr. Helmoken and Mr. Car- 
roll left for Ottawa to arrange for confedera­
tion, and travelled with the delegatee as far 
as Detroit. Mr. Wood was subsequently 
appointed Chief Justice of Bermuda, which 
appointment he held for several years. He 
was then appointed pniane judge of the 
Straits Settlement», and has resided at 
Singapore for a number of years, in fact un­
til a few months ego, when he resigned his 
position, being granted a pension by the 
Government.

Whether this be or be not true of America, 
I most emphatically assert that it is not 
true of anybody ot opinion in this country. 
No one I know of, no responsible person I 
have ever met with, or heard of, desires 
artificially to inflate the onrrehoy with the 
view of stimulating trade, of relieving 
debtors or robbing creditors.

San Francisco, Aug. 24.—The conolud- 

i*g chapter to the historical case of 
Emeric against Alvarado has been writ­
ten. The referees who were/ appointed 
to partition the estate have completed 
their labors of making an equitable dia- 
tribution of e famous San Pablo
rancho, in C.mtra Costa county, 
among 250 odd claimants. The report 
of the referees on partition will fa- 
all probability be final, and will he ready 
to bo presented to Judge Hebbard for 
the formality of bit approval two 
weeks from to-day. The referees found 
there were 17,286 acres fa the grant 
to place a value upon, and they ar­
rived at an average valuation of $99.61 for 
eaoh acre, making the total vaine of the 
property involved $1,721,869. The grant 
was originally a bone of contention over 
which tile Alvaradoe and Castro» fought 
during the latter days of Mexican rale in 
thU state. Then American settlers ap­
peared upon the scene and for trifling con­
siderations bought from the Spanish holders 
undivided interest to the ranch.

The schooner Ainoka, Capt. Heater, 
which was reported early in the 
having been wrecked, and which has more 
recently been heard from as having been 
seized, returned home last evening, having 
been 22 days making the trip to Victoria 
from the Russian coast. She brings as her 
total oatoh for the season 1,407 sealskins, 
the majority of which represent those 
ed on this coast. With reference to hi* 
trouble with the Russians, Capt. Heater says 
he was overtaken by one of the Czar’s rev­
enue cutters on July 22, having been in the 
protective zone around Copper Island. Hie 
papers were confiscated and he was advised 
to go fff Yokohama, but instead came home. 
A few days before he was met by the cruiser 
he was laying to about fifty miles southwest 
of the Copper Islands, when a heavy gale 
arose, and in spite of all efforts 
carried him into the prohibited 
territory. Realizing hie location he began 
to retrace his course for legal waters, when 
the weather became favorable, but in doing 
so was captured. He is not inclined to 
think that any serious difficulty will arise 
out of his trouble, as the Russian officers 
seemed to understand the circumstances 
which led to the schooner’s position, and 
besides he Bad no intentions of going out­
side of lawful water, Captain Heater says 
he does not credit the report that the Annie 
C. Moore is seized, and as for the Annie 
E. Paint, he spoke her on the 
day of his own seizure, she being 
in no difficulty and having a catch of some 
fifty odd skins. As for the two American 
schooners said to have been also taken, the 
officers of the cruisers confirm the reporta. 
The Arrêtas was spoken on July 17 with 
1,000 skins, and the Agnes Macdonald was 
seen earlier in the same month with 2,350. 
The Triumph was also reported to be doing 
well since she went over to the Russian 
side. In one day, it is said, she secured 100 
skins. The weather on the Copper Island 
coast, Captain Heater says, is very dis­
agreeable and bad for sealing. In April 
last the Ainoka lost one of her boats on thin 
coast, which Captain Heater has never 
heard'of since, although he kept up a vigor­
ous search for it many diys after its disap­
pearance.

For years Mr. Irving’s name has been in­
separable from dramatic art in its highest 
development. He has worked his way 
patiently up-the tedious ladder of fame 
until the world now bows to him, 
acknowledging his power to sway the 
feelings of men, and hailing him as one of 
the greatest thinkers and workers that 
stageland has ever crowned as a king. “ The 
distinguished English actor ” was bora at 
Keinton, near Glastonbury, England, in 
February, 1838, and was christened John 
Henry Broadrib ; the “ Henry Irving ” 
adopted as a stage name at the outset of 
his theatrical career, and was a few years 
ago made his legal cognomen by special act 
of parliament. Appearing first upon the 
stage at Sunderland in 1856, Henry Irving 
was an interpreter of “ heavies,” in which 
line he soon won distinction. His “ Raw- 
don Scudamore” in “Hunted Down,” 
“Robert Macaire” and “Bill Sikes,” 
the latter in “ Oliver Twist,” still 
live in the memory of the last 
generation of Eoglish play-goers. It 
was not, however, until he played “Digby 
Grant,” the selfish, luxurious, snobbish, 
protagonist of James Alberry’s comedy- 
drama “ Two Rosea,” a personage evidently 
suggested by Dickens’ “ Mr. Dorrit,’ that 
Irving was recognized as an actor of extra­
ordinary powers of characterization. His 
appearance in the play and character above 
referred to at the Vaudeville theatre, Lon- 
don^in 1870 1, was soon followed by his 
first public recitation of Hood’s wierd verses 
“ The Dream of Eugene Aram,” which ex­
hibited his remarkable ability to convey to 
an audience the impression of horror and to 
indicate the agony of remorse.

Terry, whose theatrical fortunes have, 
in late years, been those of Mr. Irving, to 
far from the spirituelle, wan being many 
picture her—plump, jrily, romping, keen 
at repartee, a very happy, light-hearted, 
tragedy queen.

It to true modi­
fication might be effected in the tariff 
on lines somewhat aa follows : When it 
to seen that the country cannot 
successfully manufacture or produce some­
thing on the tariff list, remove it and allow 
its entry free of duty when it to seen that 
anything manufactured or produced has 
been sufficiently protected, then remove the 
duty, bnt not so as to ever permit the Cana­
dian market to be a slaughter market for 
the United States manufacturer or producer. 
This question, of coarse, it a heavy one ; 
but the elucidation of the same to easy, and 
in time Liberal-Conservative politi­
cal économiste can well inbstantiate the 
National Policy and the many advantages 
that have flowed from it. Canada has now 
attained national importance by reason of 
her vast resources, developed only by the 
sagacity of her statesmen, and I am not say­
ing too much in saying that almost all of 
the credit to due to the Conservative party. 
What I think might be formed here to a 
Liberal-Conservative Association, which 
would see to the proper discussion of mat­
ters of policy affecting the interests of the 
people. I might remark that some time 
eoon a meeting of representatives from all 
parts of Canada in the Conservative inter­
est will be held in Ottawa.

CRUISING CANOEISTS AT HOME.
Now that Messrs. A. E. and E. M. 

Haynes have returned home, a short ac­
count of their recent cruise over the Sound 
will be read with interest, and may prove 
useful to those who contemplate making 
similar voyages during the season. Daring 
the twelve days of their absence the Messrs. 
Haynes have paddled a distance of 165 
miles or more, carrying their own provi­
sions, as well as tent and full camping out­
fit. They weffe very kindly entertained on 
Eliza Island, some miles Iron: Fairhaven, 
and had “a jolly good time” during their 
three days’ stay. At Seattle, the boat­
house was thronged with people to see “ the 
first canoe that had crossed the Straits.” It 
to unlike any craft of its kind in the Sound 
city, being a cedar rib canoe, built by the 
Canadian Canoe Co., of Peterboro’, Out. 
After taking in all the eights of Seattle, the 
canoeists embarked for home, reaching Vio- 
toria late Thursday night. The chief ports 
of call on the cruise were Gordon Head, 
Roche Harbor, Friday Harbor, Fairhaven, 
Anacortee, La Conner, Utaalady, Stanwood, 
Vera Stream, Everett, Mulkilteo, Ballard 
and Seattle. The only places canoeists 
must look out for on such a cruise are the 
Straits, betareen Vancouver Island and San 
Juan, and also Bellingham Bay, The former 
pass is rendered dangerous by the tide, 
which runs from three to seven knots, and 
on Bellingham Bay a dangerous local wind 
prevails. The Haynea brothers have this 
word of advice for brother canoeists, speak­
ing with the voice of experience : always 
wait for the tides in any of the passes ; it to 
tedious and unprofitable work paddling 
against them.

We now come to the extraordinary 

self condemning letter which the defend­
ant wrote to the plaintiff Thomas Adams.

It is full of “suggestion" and “sup­
pression,” written with a good deal of 
cunning. (But cunning is a crooked 
kind of wisdom after all) and manifestly 
devised with the idea of deterring the 
heirs from making any effort to contest 
the will, by conveying the impression 
that it was hopeless, as it was a will made 
by the lawyers some time ago, implying 
that everything had been long ago made 
sure by “the lawyers,” and that but 
little was left worth contesting, after the 
; rortentous array of doctors’ fees, “and 
Mineral and nurses’ expenses and lawyers 
expenses was paid,” intimating that all 
was settled past recall nr contest, “so all 
is settled now” (concluding significantly) 
“and I am in possession of what little 
was left” (he might as well have added, 
and possession is nine points of the law).’

This letter of 21st December, 1881, is 
as follows, commencing with a semi- 
fidential “Dear Sir

“DearSir:—I drop you these few 
lines to let you know of Mr. Samuel 
Adams’ death, which occurred at my 
home on the 18th day of November, 1891. 
I have been a particular good friend of 
his and always with him when 1 could. 
So he came to live with me. So I will 
tell you how he left what property he 
had. Well, about seven years ago he 
promised it all to me, what little was left 
after all the doctor’s fees and funeral 
and nurse’s expenses were paid and 
lawyer’s expenses. So what little 
left I am in possession of it, by will, 
which the lawyers made opt in my favor 
some time ago. So all is settled now and 
1 am in possession of what little was left.

A Storm In CSsttam.
Over Two Hundred Houses Destroyed 

t Besides Docks. Coal and 
Lumber Burned.

New York, Aug. 24 —A cyclonic storm 
struck this city just before midnight. The 
wind blew a gale, and the rain fell in tor- 
rente all night. The storm was by far the 
most severe that has ever been seen in this

Chicago, Aug. 24.—A fire which, in the city,

The Assistant 
Marshall in charge of that district, seeing 
that the utmost efforts of the department 
were necessary if the greater part of the 
town was to be saved, notified Chief 
Marshall S weenie of the condition 
of affairs, and twenty fire engines 
were started down from the main portion of 
the city as soon as possible. The largest 
fire boat, the Yoeemite, was also hurriedly 
started ont on a thirteen mile trip to the 
burning section. Before it reached the 
harbor at South Chicago, the fire 
had eaten away five blocks between the 
avenue and the lake. Between the river 
and the district in which the flames origin­
ated, extend immense lumber yards and 
lumber docks along the Calumet and the 
harbor. Brands carried to the build­
ing at the corner of Buffalo avenue 
and 91st stieet, one square further 
west, soon started a blaze which
spread north and south on Buffalo 
avenue, while the original fire raged along 
91st and Superior avenue, soon becoming a 
perfect tornado of flapie. One dwelling 
after another went witi^ incredible rapidity. 
Before the dozens of engines had made much 
headway, the immense docks of the Sunday 
Creek Coal Co. a ere burning. Over a hundred 
thousand tone of coal were stored in those 
bins, and the fire boat Yoeemite brought to 
bear all its powerful streams in the en­
deavor to head off the flames. A few min­
utes later It.

What confidence can one place in the 
testimony of such a witness ? And yet 
he is the witness of all others on whom 
the yalidity of the will hangs.

The evidence of Dr. Milne c 
of the defendant is not of the importance 
which one would expect from a medical 
man who has attended a dying man’s bed 
where his will is the subject of contest.

This arises from the fact that his evi­
dence is deficient in one most important 
particular—the doctor knew Adami 
dying, but never once regarded him 
a professional eye as to hia capacity to

who knew him as well as any and saw 
him at the McBeath’s, “thought him as 
near dying as could be.” On Wednes­
day, the day of the will, “he was still in 
that weak condition” (meaning as when 
he came) very weak pulse, “so touch so 
that I refrained” (says the doctor) “from 
allowing him to sit upright in bed.” He 
had to Ue down because of his heart, 
could not stand, was as helpless as a 
baby. Now the state of the body must 
affect the mind, and it would be 
sonable to imagine that at that extreme 
age, after falling down in the street, fol­
lowed by that frightful exposure to star­
vation and cold of three days and nights, 
in his nightshirt, without fire, and in the 
month of November, which would have 
played havoc with a much younger man, 
that his mind should not have sym­
pathized with his body and been seriously 
affected, and its fibre have been propor­
tionately enfeebled. It could not have 
been in sound and fit condition to make 
an intelligent testamentary disposition of 
his property. What that is is aptly de­
scribed by Broughton v. Knight, S P. 
and D. 65, and ( Ijir J. Hannen) Burdett 
and others v. Thompson, 1 P, and £>. 73.

“Speaking of the degree and kind of 
mental power required, from the charac­
ter of the act, it requires the consideration 
of a larger variety of such circumstances 
than is required in other acts. Reflection 
upon the claims of the several persons 
who by nature or through other circum­
stances may be supposed to have claims 
on the testator’s bounty, and the power 
of considering their several claims, and 
determining in « hat proportions the pro­
perty shall be divided among the claim­
ants.”

“Whatever degree there may be of 
soundness of mind, the highest degree 
must be required for making the

I can add, (as did the learned judge in 
that case) the matter was ably argued and 
the learned counsel for the defendant ad­
dressed to me a powerful argument in 
favor of the will, which caused me to go 
over the evidence more than once, and 
to re-peruse the authorities with care and 
to note and weigh the points in which 
the witnessess differ, particularly in a 
case like this of “grave suspicion” which 
“calls for special vigilance on the part of 
the judge in examining the evidence ad­
duced in support of it.” (Parker v. Dun­
can.)

The same view of the degree of intel­
ligence required in making a will is laid 
down in (Coombes Case, Moore, 759— 
“It was agreed by the judges that sane 
memory for the making of a will is not at 
all times when the party can answer any­
thing with sense, but he ought to have 
judgment to discover, and be of perfect 
memory, otherwise the will is void."

And there could have been no perfect 
memory in this cake.

That the principal witnesses for the de­
fendant on the testator's supposed 
capacity, namely, McBeath and his 
family, judging from their limited point 
of view and the interest they took in the 
matter, should have considered him as in 
a fit state to make a will is not to be won 
dered at. The wish is often father to the 
thought, and without imputing motive, 
such may have been the case with them.

With Dr. Milne’s evidence in conclusion 
on this head I have already dealt.
' The lawyer employed, "With a little 
more experience, could have done some­
thing towards defining thé exact mental 
condition of the patient, if m a private 
interview, he had sought to ascertain by 
suitable questions, the exaêt and uncon­
trolled real will, and Understanding of 
the man as to his relations, his property 
and its disposition; and had given him 
to understand through the medium of the 
doctor, before the will was made, that he 
was a dying man, and not have left the 
poor sufferer believing, as the evidence 
shows he did, that he had still had a 
chance to recover, to contemplate the 
altering of a will which every one there 
must have felt to be his last, although to 
the feeble, flickering intellect of the dy­
ing man, who still had hope of life, some­
thing must still have appeared wanting to 
bring peace and rest: or he never would 
have exerted himself in his feeble state to 
to ask “Can I alter this” And what that 
missing something was, with his letters 
to the nephew before us, I <Jo not think 
any reasonable, impartial person would 
have very much doubt. I confess, speak­
ing as a Jury, I have not.

Now, the circumstances attending the 
execution of the will, as the Court re­
ceived it from the mouths and manner of 
the witnesses, instead of clearing, appear 
rather to accentuate “the grave suspi­
cions” which cloud the whole transac­
tion. None of this .happily, attaches to 
Mr. Hall. He, of course, is free from 
any such taint.
' His shortcoming was the want of ex­

perience in the oidinary practice 
ing the capacity of the testator, ensuring 
the exercise of his free intelligence, and 
bringing to his notice and memory any 
relations he might have intended to 
benefit in the disposition of his property. 
It is very probable that the recollection 
he twice mentioned, of the defendant’s 
having told him when he came to his of­
fice or on the way to the house, that old 
Adams was alone in the world, that “he 
had no relations living,” put all thoughts 
of possible relations outvof his head.

But then, after what Kirsop told Mc­
Beath of the nephews, in the presence of 
Macdonald, all three within 3 to 5 feet of 
each other in a small room (12x16) in the 
only conversation held there, then what 
shall we think of McBeath ? Did he 
suppress all knowledge of relations then 
as he did in the case of the self condemn­
ing letter to Thomas Adams, even after 
his wife had told him of their existence ; 
and James Boyd had given him similar 
information-?

Now, returning to the execution of 
the will. It was executed in the presence 
of the members of the McBeath house­
hold and the lawyer and no others—not 
even the doctor. With-the exception of 
the lawyer, none but the defendants’ im­
mediate relations were present, and they 
don’t agree. Isaac Modeland differs from 
Hall in his account of it, tells us the old 
man was only “a little deaf.” Others 
testify you had to 
to make him hear, 
that it was only necessary for one to 
apeak in one’s usual voice for the old 
man to hear.

I was 
not his attending physician. He came 
into my office and I prescribed for him 
once in July, 1891. I did not see him 
professionally between July and his last 
sickness; I think I have seen him in the 
streef. I was called in to see him on 9th 
November, 1891.”

hear what the lawyer read to the old 
man.

No time for any inquiry was giver.
Mr. Hall tells us he was anxious in 

drawing the will itself before-hand to 
hurry over it all and save time, as the 
man was sick, and the length of life was 
uncertain. Under these circumstances, 
how can it be said that the old man heard 
and understood the will, and had what 
Lord Coke calls a “ disposing memory ” 
or “ a safe and perfect memory.” (Vide 
Wilson’s case, 22, Grant 78.)

“ By this we understand a memory 
that is capable of presenting to the testa­
tor aH his property and all the persons 
who come reasonably within the rangq of 
his bounty.”

The lawyer’s evidence shows the want 
of some such tes', and how little he must 
have appreciated the serious nature of 
the requirement to constitute a valid will 
under such circumstances.

It will be remembered that when he 
began to read, he was reading to a man 

•who was in great pain and very deaf, and 
his o\vn voice unfamiliar, and when he 
asked if Adams heard what he was saying 
the old man answered “yes.”

He read the document through and 
then asked : “ Are you willing to leave 
everything to M Beath ? Answer as be­
fore, simply “yes.”

Then the question I have before re­
ferred to : “ Can I alter this ? ” When
told he could, added : “ This ought to
have been done before.” Then the signa­
ture by testator and the defendant’s 
brother-in-law, the offer of payaient, and 
the whole affair was over. The lawyer 
only stayed “ a few minutes ” and disap­
peared ; glad, we may readily believe, to 
escape as quickly as possible from such a 

inful scene, where all seems to have 
en gone through at full speed.
Now the only information extracted 

from the deceased was by putting leading 
questions to which the poor feeble suf­
ferer could only answer “yes,” a mode of 
interrogation which the authorities al­
ready cited declare to be utterly inade­
quate to remove, suspicion either of want 
of a clear understanding of the document, 
or of that form of coercion to which the 
surrounding circumstances of this case so 
clearly point.

There was nothing throughout to 
prove that Adams, at the time of the will 
was capable of comprehending its effects, 
or all his property, and all the persons 
who could come within the range of his 
bounty.

Wilson v. Wtlson, SS Grant, p. 81. A 
similar case says ; It is not sufficient to 
make out that the testator was of capacity 
to answer a few common questions or 
make a few remarks, or even to conceive 
and express some wishes and ideas 
it must satisfy the Court that he was 
equal and alive to and comprehend the 
full import of what he was doing at the 
time, seriously important, as what he ac­
tually did must be admitted to be.”

And what did the old man understand 
in his feeble way of it all ? “Can I alter 
this will ?” to my mind, in view of the 
circumstances, tells the tale. And “this 
should have been done long before” 
points the same way. What be wanted 
for years “long before” the letters to his 
nephew tell us, and the promise^ of 
which, very likely, he thought he was 
now carrying out through the medium of 
McBeath in favor of his nephew and re­
lations.

The questions put by. Mr. Hall were 
not inconsistent with this view, and {Mc­
Beath the trustee to carry it out.

There is only one other alternative 
view, that, surrounded as he was in Mc­
Beath’s house and his family and rela­
tions, in his weak and feeble state, in 
McBeath’s arms- and the other influences 
around him, when the question was put 
to him “Are you willing to leave every­
thing to McBeath ?” what other answer 
could he give than assent to what to him 
was far beyond the nature of a request.

Instead of removing the suspicion the 
necessary inferences from all the circum­
stances and facts before the Court point 
rather to their increase than dissipation 
The doubtful and contradictory evidence 
of McBeath, the prevarication of his wife 
of a vital fact to Mrs. Noble, the dis­
crepancies in the evidence of the Mc- 
Beaths and Modelands, the refusal of 
wife and sister-in-law thrice repeated to 
support McBeath in his statement of old 
Adams’ instructions and promises in his 
favor in making the will.

The absurd pretension of intimacy for 
years with a man who would tell them 
nothing of his age, nationality, relations 
or of his property, and who limited his 
promises with an “if.” The alleged 
promises to leave the property to Mc­
Beath, in violation of the solemn written 
promises of his life, to leave all to the 
nephews and their descendants— the fail­
ure in the old man’s physical and mental 
condition—and the evidence delivered by 
the defendant’s own witnesses, all of 
which I have perused with care, have, I 
find, only increased rather than cleared 
away those doubts and suspicious with 
which the law insists upon regarding a 
will made under such circumstances as 
the present.

1 find that it has not been affirmatively 
established, as the defendant was bound 
to establish it, that the deceased man, 
Sam Adams, knew and approved of the 
contents of the will of the 11th Novem­
ber, 1891, which forms the subiect of this 
trial.

I can find no case of a sigjilar kind, 
though there may be such, .where a will 
made under such or similar circumstances 
of grave, suspicion has been maintained.

I therefore adjudge and decree, that 
the will of the late Samuel Adams, dated 
the 11th November, A.D., 1891, in dis» 
pute herein, be set aside, and that the 
probate thereof granted unto the said de­
fendant by this court be rescinded ;

And further, that it be referred to the 
registrar of this court to take an enquiry 
as to what personal property the said de­
fendant has received under the said will, 
and that the said defendant do account 
for and forthwith pay into this court the 
value of the same ;

make a free will, nor was his attention 
called to i', and consequently never once 
applied those particular tests which 
medical practice prescribes as essential in 
order to ascertain the exact testamentary 
capacity of the dying man.

Now, what these medical tests are the 
learned doctor could have ascertained 
from a medical work of great repute, 
“Taylor’s Medical Jurisprudence,” which 
at page 768, speaks with no uncertain 
sound ;—he s-ys as to the tests pre­
scribed for “Wills in Semite Dementia, 
—Wills made in incipient deméntia, 
arising from extreme age (Senile im­
becility), are often disputed, either on 
the ground of mental deficiency, or of 
the testator, owing to weakness of mind, 
having been subjected to control and in­
fluence on the part of interested persons. 
If a medical man be present when a will 
is executed, he may satisfy himself of the 
state of mind of a testator by requiring 
him to repeat from menory the mode in 
which he has disposed of the bulk of his 
property. A medical man has sometimes 
placed himself in a serious position by

his answers to “ yes ” or “ no.” There 
might have been a few other remarks 
passed, but chiefly Adams’ answers were 
“yes” or “ no,” so there was nothing oc­
curred in that respect to test the old 
man’s capacity. The doctor did not see 
anything in his condition or connections 
to suggest the necessity of any enquiry 
into his mental condition, or to call for 
special examination ; and without intend­
ing it, presumably because his attention 
was not drawn to his mental condition, 
he saw nothing to indicate he was not fit 
to make a wilh Indeed, nothing occurred 
to him in his visits to Mr. Adams to give 
the idea that a will was in contempla­
tion. And though he thought an exam 
iuation into the man’s condition when 
about to make a will, would have been a 
wise precaution, “it was not his practice 
to make any inquiry of that kind unless 
desired to do so, and then generally in 
consultation with one or two physicians.”

As to the man himself, he knew noth­
ing of his brain capacity, strength of will 
or steadfastness of purposed It was part 
of his character that he could not bear 
very much pain. He was from the first 
to last very feeble and very deaf, but 
1 hat he (the doctor) could readily per­
suade him to do what he wanted. Indi­
rectly he confirmed the evidence of Kir­
sop and Barrett of his reluctance to 
leave his house in View street, “ When 
I went up there on the Tuesday the p’ace 
of his removal had been settled as far as 
he was concerned. He consented, ac­
quiesced, and spoke of his going to Mc­
Beath’s.”

The evidence of Dr. Milne, and what 
must have been the intentional absten­
tion of Me Beath from taking advantage 
of his presence while the will was being 
signed, contributednothing to remove the 
suspicions the Court was bound to enter­
tain of the bona ffdes of t)ie transaction, 
of the want of a clear understanding of 
the will, or the exercise of coercion, 
(which does not mean actual violence) in 
obtaining it.

The learned doctor’s evidence in cross 
examination has a slight smack of uncon­
scious partisanship, not infrequent among 
professional men engagé on a side, and 
it takes an amusing turn when he affects 
to confound the “ clock rundown” of 
hie own simile, with “ the clock hanging 
up on the wall.”

More serious however is his misappre­
hension of the law of medical jurisprud­
ence applicable to the cases of wills of 
very old men, like the present, when 
made or procured to be made by the heap 
eficiary, and he a stranger to the blood. 
When he ventures to give an opinion 
(though he confines it to his physical con­
dition) that he thought he was fit to 
make a will at the time, he' had 
not thought of the subject until after the 
patient was dead, and had not examined 
him with a view of testing his capacity 
while alive.
■ When cross-examined by the Attorney- 
General, Dr. Milne professed to have 
forgotten his close examination of old 
Adams and his expressive phrase as to 
the clock, but Mr. Attorney pressed him 
after he said : “ I don’t remember that ; 
I don’t remember that.”

Q. Now, do you not remember re­
marking to Mr. Barrett (who went*, and 
fetched the doctor) “ that the clock, ’ re­
ferring to the old man, “ that the clock 
had well nigh run down ?” A. I may 
have done so, I really forget.

Q. Was that your opinion of him? A. 
What was my opinion ?

Q. Was that your opinion, that the 
clock was pretty well exhausted and run 
down ! A. You are referring to him ? 
You are not referring to the clock on the 
wall ?

9th of November.

“August 22, 1884—1 have given you 
all the particulars about myself and this 
place in my last, and you may be sure 
that I will do what I have promised you. 
Now, as you have no one but yourself to 
support, I think you ought to get along 
very well, and be satisfied with the 
situation you have now got. There is no 
use in your thinking of coming out to this 
country, for you could do no good here. 
There will be no necessity for you to write 
me again, as you now know what my 
intentions are, unless you should change jour place of residence.” K

“August 2. 1886—I hope you don’t 
think 1 have forgotten you, as I do not 
write occasionally to you ; but* you may 
be sure I do not, for you are seldom out 
of my mind. I do not correspond with 
any of my old acquaintances ; I 
old for that now.”

“ January 7,1887.—I am very thank­
ful to Mr. and Mrs. Hatfield for their 
kindness in getting you to have their 
portraits taken and sent out to me. I 
will not forget that to you and them. I 
thmight that there was no person now 
living that ever bestowed a thought on ■ 
me but yourself and my poor old sister 
Margaret, but I tee by yours that I have 
been mistaken." * * * Now as re­
gards myself, I had better tell you how I 
am getting along. I have had a very 
severe attack of rheumatism in the head, 
shoulder and arm. For the last three 
months I have been confined to the house 
nearly altogether.

August 24, 1887. — Friendly letter. 
(This letter I do not extract as it has not 
any direct bearing on the promises made, 
and is a mere friendly letter, congratulat­
ing him after his, plaintiff’s, privations in 
getting the shelter and comforts of the 
almhoujse, and no longer *’ to be depend­
ent in his son-in-law for a living.’’)

January 2, 1888. —This is also a friend­
ly letter to acknowledge receipt of plaint­
iffs portrait, also express regret at not 
writing sooner.

. “ October, 18. 1888.—I am not able 
to walk about the town as I used to do 
two years ago. I am getting old now, 
and also very deaf since I got the rheu­
matic pains in my head. I am now 
close on to 81 jears of age. * * * 
“ If you had not got in there (the Sail­
or’s Home) you would have been in a 
very bad way just now.” A friendly 
letter.

* * *

Q.—In what condition was he then ? 
A.—Well, he was in a very weak condi­
tion when I saw him, lying in one of the 
rooms, apparently without any one to 
look after him. Qis skin was cold, pulse 
very weak, indicating want of proper 
nourishment, warmth and food. I had 
conversation with him. He understood 
what we were saying to him quite dis­
tinctly though he was deaf, so you had 
to speak loud - in a loud voice.

I prescribed for him—to put a fire in 
the room, have his limbs and extremities 
clothed in warm flannel, and hot drinks 
to stimulate circulation.

On Monday, the 10th, Mr. Kirsop 
came to my office and talked about the 
old gentleman. He advised that he 
should be either taken to the hospital or 
to Mr. McBeath’s.

I don’t know whether I went just then 
or not to see Mr. Adams. Mr. McBeath 
also came to my office. I went over and 
saw Adams. Mr. McBeath wap there 
and I think another man (this was George 
Barrett) whom I do not recollect. Adams’ 
physical condition was improved some. 
The question of his being removed to * * 
He had already made up his mind. * * 
He spoke about it and I concurred in 
being the best thing he could do. I 
could not give you his conversation, only 
it did not take any persuasion on my 
part, but merely to consent that it was 
the best thing he could do.

I saw him next time on Wednesday 
the 11th, in the afternoon, in Mr. Mc­
Beath’s house. His condition was some­
what improved from the Friday, and the 
second day I saw him he was more - com­
fortable and resting easier. Yes, he 
seemed to be quite clear mentally. I 
spoke to him in a general way, and he 
was quite intelligent.

Q - You talked to him about other matters 
except-this illness ? A.—No, nothing in par 
tieular that 1 can remember.

Mr. Bodwell : Now, speaking as a pro­
fessional man what do you say as to his 
testamentary capacity on that day ? A-— 
It was quite clear as far as that would be 
concerned. He was able to transact any 
business that day and some following 
days as well. I prescribed for him, gave 
general directions as to his nursing.

What was the matter with the man ?
Well, really, when I first saw him it 

was lack of nutrition as I say, a hard 
floor and lack of proper nourishment. 
(Not a word about rheumatism.)

Q.—And on Wednesday (this was the 
day of the will) he was still in that weak 
condition, very weak pulse, so much so 
that I refrained from allowing him to sit 
upright in bed. 
afternoon of every day.

On Thursday (?) he was much the 
same as on Wednesday.

Q. Mentally ? Quite clear. Friday, 
13tb, and Saturday 14th,the same, and on 
Sunday 15th the same. On Monday 
16th, on Sunday 16th, of course, and the 
day before, the 14th, he complained of 
considerable pain in the head ; aud on the 
16th not quite so clear.

Within forty-eight hours of his death I 
may say he was so that he understood 
what I was saying to him, and the last 
day that I saw him alive was the day that 
I saw him unconscious.

On the 16th and the day before he was 
in a stupid condition, and on the 17th ; 
he died on the 18th.

Mr. B. Now, speaking as a profession­
al man with reference to testamentary 
capacity, up to what time would you say 
from your knowledge of him, was he cap­
able of making a will ?

A. * * * I should say 48 to 60 
hours before his death he was quite 
capable of doing it, because he understood 
everything I said, to him.

Q. What kind of a man was he as to 
brain capacity, from your knowledge of 
him? A. Well, he seemed to be rather an 
intelligent man. I never had the opportu­
nity, only at the bedside, of talking with 
him. I had no opportunity of judging 
as to his character for strength of will, 
steadfastness of purpose, < 
that kind ? Well, I had 
him as a patient ; he had » slight stric­
ture, when I wished to press the cavity 
he kicked against that very much. Cer­
tainly, 1 thought he was a man that eouldt 
not bear very much pain, that seemed to 
me the character of the man. However- 
brave otherwise, I think he was a man 
who could not stand very much pain.

Can you remember anything he said 
about his removal on the Monday, the 
10th ?

No, he consented, acquiesced and 
spoke of going to McBeath’s and he 
thought that was the best for him to do. 
He objected to going to the hospital, gave 
no reason. v

Dr. Milne’s cross examination elicited 
that the evidence he gave was entirely 
from mem- ry and, of course, liable to its 
defects.

becoming a witness to a will without 
actual men­

tal condition of the person making it 
(case of the Duchess of- Manchester, 
1854). It would always be a ground of 
justification if, at the request of the wit­
ness, the testator is made to repeat, sub­

stantially the leading provisions of his 
will from memory. If a dying or sick 
person cannot do this without prompting 
or suggestion, there is reason to believe 
that- he has not a sane or disposing mind. 
It has been observed on some occasions, 
when the mind has been weakened by 
disease or infirmity from age, that it has 
suddenly cleared up before death, and 
the person has unexpectedly shown a dis­
posing capacity. In Durnell v. Corfield 
(Prerog. Ct., July, 1844), a casein which 
an old mau of weakened rapacity had 
made a will in favor of his medical at­
tendant, Lushington held that, to render 
it valid, there must be the clearest proof, 
not only of the factum of the instrument, 
but of the testator’s knowledge of its con­
tents (“Law Times,” July 27, 1844). In 
West v. Sylvester (November, 186-), 
Wilde, J., in pronouncing judgment 
against a will propounded as that of the 
deceased, anag-d lady said: “At the 
time she executed the will, although for 
many purposes she might be said to be in 
her right senses, she was nevertheless 
suffering from that failure and decrep­
itude of memory which prevented her 
from havingpresenttohermind the proper 
•objects of her bounty, and selecting those 
whom she wished to partake of it.”

P. 769—“Wills in Extremis.—Wills 
made by persons whose capacity during 
life has been never doubted, while lying 
at the point of death, or, as it is termed, 
in extremis, are justly regarded with 
suspicion; and may be set aside according 
to the medical circumstances proved. 
Many diseas s, especially those which af- 

, feet the brain or nervous system, directly 
or indirectly, are likely to produce a dul- 
ness or confusion of intellect, under 
which a proper disposing power is lost. 
Delirium sometimes precedes death, in 
which case a will executed by a dying 
person thus affected would be pronounced 
invalid.

“ In examining the rapacity of a per­
son under these circumstanras, we should 
avoid putting leading questions—namely, 
those which suggest the answers ‘ yes’ or 
•* no.’ Thus a dying man may hear a 
document read over and affirm, in answer 
to suen a question, that it is in accord­
ance with his wishes, but without under­
standing its purport This is not satis­
factory evidence of his having a disposing 
mind ; we should see that he is able to 
dictate the provisions of the document, 
and to repeat them substantially from 
memory when required. If he ran do 
this accurately, there ran be no doubt of 
his possessing complete testamentary rap­
acity. But it may be objected that many 
dying men cannot be supposed capable of 
such an exertion of memory ; the answer 
is then very simple ; it is better that the 
person should die without a will, and his 
property be distributed according to the 
law of intestacy, than that, through the 
failing of bis mind, he should unknow­

ingly cut off the rights of those who have 
the strongest claims upon him.”

On Dr. Milne’s first tardy appearance 
on the scene, on the 8th November, to

Extracts of the evidence of Thomas 
Adams relating to “The Adams Corres­
pondence” and from some of the letters 
—referring to the promises made by the 
testator to Adams :

The first witness called was the plain­
tiff, Thomas Adams, a man of advanced 
age. He swore that he was a nephew of 
the deceased, whom he had seen last in 
1843 in London, Engiaud. The plaintiff 
was at that time a seafaring apprentice 
and bis uncle was earning £100. Plain­
tiff produced his own ceritirate of baptism. 
His father, a brother of the testator, 
Thomas Adams, died when witness was 
eight years of age. The other brothers 
and sisters of his father were Margaret, 
who died three or four years ago un­
married; Samuel, the testator; Taylor, 
who died when a young man; Jane, who 
also died without issue; and Prudence, 
who was married and lived at Melbourne, 
Australia. He had heard that she (Pru­
dence) was dead and had left some child­
ren. Witness had received several let­
ters from his uncle, the testator, all of 
which letters he now produced. The 
first was dated 25th of October, 1879, and 
is as follows :
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“Dear Sib :—After you read this and 
see who it is from, I expect that you will 
be surprised to know that I am still in 
the land of the living yet. It is about 
six and thirty years since you saw me in 
London. I have rambled considerable 
since then, both on the East and West 
coast of the Pacific ocean, and also to 
many of the principal islands in the 
Pacific. I have been twice to China, 
once to Japan, once to the Dutch East 
Indies, twice to the West Indies and 
three times to Chili 
years in Valparaiso. I have been in 
San Francisco many times, but never 
remained there long.

“About six weeks ago I came up here 
from California. * * * *

“I would like to hear from you and 
know how you and your brother William 
are getting on, what ye follow for a 
living, and also what family you have. 
I hope you will not think me too in­
quisitive in asking you these questions. 
I have a particular reason for doing so. 
If you think it is right to give me the 
information I want in this, well and 
good, but if yqu think otherwise, let it 
not trouble you, and think 
about it, If you answer this 1 will 
peot a truer and honest account, of 
yourself and brother, how you are situ­
ated and what you are doing for a liv­
ing. I will now conclude with many, 
many wishes for your health and hap­
piness, and believe me to be,

Yours sincerely,
Samuel Adams.”

of, as to Adams’ physicial condition. He 
examined and sounded him thoroughly , 
-and as the result of his investigation, an­
nounced aloud his decision in the ex­
pressive verdict ; “ The clock is nearly
run down,”—as though he had said—Life 
may flicker awhile before extinction, but 
-the machinery is worn out, the old man’s 
days are numbered.

It is a remarkable proof of either the 
extremely casual nature of the learned 
doctor’s diagnosis of this case, or (what is 
far more likely) a prior conviction, which 
his first and only examination had pro­
duced on his mind, that the patient was 
so far gone that no further medical aid, 
beyond warmth and nursing, was possible 
for one of such extreme old age and 
weakness,—that the doctor never once 
refers in his evidence to the chronic 
malady of rheumatism, which the 
“Adams’ correspondence” shows, had 
been for years to the old man a constant 
source of the most acute pain and suffer­
ing, and to his experienced eye might 
have been expected to have left some in­
delible mark on the constitution.

THE SILVER QUESTION.
Galleries of the House at Washington 

Thronged to Hear the Debate.

Washington, Aug. 26.—The climax of 
the oratory in the House was reached to­
day. The attendance exceeded the capacity 
of the galleries and the corridors were 
thronged. Mr. Clarke. of Alabama, opened 
the debate, and, although he made a strong 
logical speech, he wae listened to with im­
patience by the great mass of people, who 
wanted to hear from the leaders. They 
were soon gratified, however, for Mr. Reed, 
of Maine, took the floor at 10:30, and 
made one of the most masterly speeches 
which has been heard for many a day in 
Congress. D. Earmond, of Missouri, who 
followed in a silver speech, and humorous 
John Allen, of Mississippi, the next speak­
er, had little attention bestowed upon them, 
so eager where the members and spectators 
to hear from Bourke Cookran, the ideal of 
the New York Democrats. Mr. Cookran 
did not disappoint hto audienoe, for when he 
concluded hto speech the House was over­
whelmed in a wave of thunderous applause. 
Mr. Bland, of Missouri, made a good speech 
to empty galleries, but they were filled 
again to listen to a short hut logical speech 
from Mr. Wilson, of West Virginia, the 
father of the pending bill.

Mr. Cookran said every one would admit 
that the arguments in favor of the free coin­
age of silver were plotureeqae rather than 
convincing. When Congress adjourned last 
March, the country was prosperous in ovary 
respect, while now the gaunt spectre of 
starvation was stalking about through the 
land. Tbe remedy for this condition of 
things ought to be sought for, free from any 
spirit of partisanship.

Mr. Cockran said that the platform of the 
Democratic party did not deolare for free 
coinage of silver, that an attempt was made 
in the oonvention by a delegate from Col­
orado to commit the party to that princi­
ple, but failed to secure ten votes on the 
floor of the oonvention in support cf the 
■proposition. Mr. Cookran devoted himself 
to a historical resume of financial 
legislation, and asserted that there were 
no instance in the history of civilization 
where gold and silver never circulated side 
by side at any ratio. It was impossible 
that they ehould do so. The fluctuations 
of the values of the two ooini were suffi­
cient to oonstantly drive ont the dearer 
metal, and this, said Mr. Cookran, wae the 
inevitable remit.

.Washington, D.C., Ang. 29.—At toe re­
quest of a majority of members of the Ways 
and Means committee, Chairman Wilson 
ironed a call for a meeting of toe committee 
to-morrow morning, at whioh it ia desired 
that the question of the'tariff before the 
committee be decided.

In the Senate, Mr. Voorchees, chairman 
of the Financial committee, reported back 
to the House the bill repealing part of the 
Sherman Act with an amendment in the 
nature of a substitute. He asked that 
the bill he placed on the calendar and 
gave notice that he would ask the Senate to 
take it up and consider it, immediately 
after morning business, from this time on, 
until final action be taken. The substitute, 
he said, was exactly the same bill hereto­
fore reported from the Finance Committee. 
On objection by Senator Teller the ques­
tion went over till to-morrow. A member 
of the Finance Committee said substitute 
just reported was a majority report in 
which the minority of the committee did 
not concur. A resolution offered yesterday 
by Mr. Stewart was then laid before toe 
Senate. It directs the Secretary of toe 
Treasury to inform, the Senate whether 
there is danger of a deficiency 
in the revenues of the Government 
during the current year, and ii so, what ia 
the probable amount of such deficiency, and 
whether legislation is necessary to supply 
such deficiency.

The Domestic Science Department at the 

Rhode Island State Fair will bring many 
features of particular interest to the average 
housekeeper, but there will be one special 
feature of great interest to everyone, in the 
elaborate display of electric cooking. This 
part of the work will occupy the centre 

of the department, and here 
water boiler will be heated by electric coils, 
and from the switchboard on the wall will 
come numerous electric wires which will be 
attaohed to cooking utensils on the cooking 
tables, and the novel sight of cooking on the 
dining table as it to prepared for dinner will 
be shown.

A CORRECTION.

The position of the city of Victoria in re­
lation to the Dominion Government with 
respect to the expenses incurred in suppres­
sing the outbreak of smallpox in 1892 was 
not properly described in our account of the 
proceedings of the City Council on Tuesday 
evening. This city did not apply to the 
Dominion Goveromentfor aid to defray those 
expenses. What it it did was to request to 
be reimbursed for the expense it was put to 
to stamp out the smallpox, which, through 
the defectiveness of the Dominion quaran­
tine regulations, was allowed to get a foot­
hold in the city. It was the duty of the 
Dominion authorities to take every reason­
able precaution to prevent the smallpox be­
ing brought into the Province. Thie, in 
the opinion of the Corporation of Victoria, 
they did not do, and the Mayor and City 
Councillors considered thet-they had a good 
claim<to be reimbursed for expenses caused, 
as they believed, by the failure of the Do­
minion authorities to do their duty under 
the constitution. This was a very different 
thing indeed from applying to the Dominion 
Government for aid.

ITALY AND FRANCE.

The late difficulty between France and 
Italy had its origin in a dispute between 
Italian and French laborers at i place called 
Aiguee-Mortes, in the South of France. 
There are salt works in that place, about 
which a number of Italian laborers were 
employed. These Italians, it appears, were 
not by any means civil to their French co- 
laborers. The Frenchmen were naturally 
provoked at thb, and as the French inhabi­
tants of the place outnumbered the Italians, 
some ten to one, they attacked the latter 
with the view of -driving them out of the 
place. The Italbns tried at first to defend 
themselves. They were greatly outnumber­
ed, and the local authorities did nothing to 
protect them. Finding that they were 
on the point of being overpowered, the 
Italians took refuge in an empty farm house 
that was bear. The crowd of Frenchmen 
surrounded the building. The Italians 
stood the siege for some hours, but, despair- 
ing of getting relief, they rushed out and 
fled to the town. They were pursued by 
theb angry besiegers, who showed them no 
quarter. Nearly every one of the Italians 
was killed or wounded.

When the news of thb outrage reached 
Italy there was great excitement among the 
people. Processions were formed and de­
mands were made for vengeance. At one 
time it was believed that war between 
France and Italy was imminent. The 
French Government was blamed- very 
severely for not protecting the Ital­
ians when they were attacked by 
the angry mob. The German newspapers 
fanned the flame of indignation against 
France. The French Government, how­
ever, expressed its regret at what had 
taken place and offered to do what it could 
to make reparation to those who had suf­
fered by the violence of the mob. So 
sincere was the French Government in its 
expressions of sorrow for what had occurred 
and so ample were its apologies, that the 
Italian Government felt that protests were 
no longer necessary, and found itself com­
pelled to dear the Government of France of 
all blame in connection with the unfortunate 
ocourrenoe. Although the Government of 
Italy has been foroed to admit that France 
has done all that it could be expected to do 
to right the wrong that has been done, the 
people of Italy are far bom feeling satis­
fied. They have ceased making hostile 
demonstrations against France, but it is 
evident that the Aigues-Mortes outrage 
rankles in theb minds, and that it will not 
take a great deal to fan the smouldering 
hatred of France in Italy into a flame.

WESTMINSTER.
A GOOD CAUSE.

Every one will admit, whether he b 
religiously inclined or not, that the Young 
Men’s Christian Assoobtion b a good insti­
tution. It has done good in the past ; it fa 
doing good now ; and it will no doubt do 
good in the future. Its influence has been 
beneficial in almost every city and town in 
Great Britain and America. Thb b the 
universal testimony, not bÿ the religious 
alone, bnt'by all who have the welfare of 
the young men in cities at heart. Its in­
fluence b quiet but it b unceasing. It ele­
vates, it restrains, and it affords a shield 
and a shelter to many who are exposed to 
temptations which, without it, they would 
be ill able to resfat.

The Association m thb city has been 
doing good work. It has a reading room 
which b open to all and it affords opportu­
nities ef instruction, amusement and physi­
cal training to many who would, had it not 
been establbhed, have to live lives of unmiti­
gated dulness and loneliness. It has been 
in a sense a home to many who are homeless.

To keep up the Association, money was 
requbed, and subscriptions and donations 
have not oome in as regularly and in as 
great profusion as was required. The 
Board of Directors have during the last five 
years or so been obliged to contract debts. 
Every year added to the indebtedness of the 
institution, until at last it has grown to a 
considerable amount—some three thousand 
dollars. Thb debt is found to hamper the 
Directors, and it will, if it fa not paid, be a 
great drawback to the usefulness of the 
institution. Seeing this the Directors, a 
few months ago, determined to make an 
effort to clear the Association of debt. They 
have appealed to the public and have 
solicited subscriptions for the liquidation of 
the debt, on the condition that the whole 
amount—three thousand dollars—be raised 
before the 1st of September. They 
have met with a fab amount of. sue- 
cess. The subscriptions amount now to 
about $2,300. Thb leaves a. balance of 
seven hundred'dotiara to be collected to-day 
and to-morrow. We are quite sure that 
when the business men of Victoria, young 
as well as old, know exactly how the matter 
stands, they will not permit the praise­
worthy efforts of the Dbeetors to clear the 
Association of debt to be made in vain. H 
each gives what he can afford, or even makes 
a little sacrifice to increase the useful­
ness of what b admitted every where 
to be a good institution, the money 
would soon be raised and no one would, 
after a very short time, feel any the poorer. 
We do, trust, both tor the sake of the 
Association and for the credit of Victoria, 
that the money requbed will easily be 
raised. It would be a reproach to Victoria 
as well as a misfortune to a very deserving 
class of its population if its Christian Young 
Men’s Association were allowed to languish 
for such a comparatively small sum as seven 
hundred dollars.

DI8G0NTENT IN THE STATES.

Dfaoontent in the Western and South­
western States has found emphatic expres­
sion. Governor W aite of Colorado, Gover­
nor Lewellyn of Kansas, Governor Stone of 
Missouri, and Governor Pennoyer of Oregon 
are determined to put up with the insolence 
and oppression of the grasping East no 
longer. They will not remain yoked to­
gether with States that uses their power to 
impoee upon and to crush the citizens of the 
West. They are bound to form an organ­
ization which will take the commercial 
supremacy from the cities and States of the 
East and transfer it to the South. They 
intend to make the Missouri and the Missis­
sippi the great channeb of Western and 
Southern commerce, and to build up New 
Orleans until it becomes the first com­
mercial city of the continent of North 
America, They are bound to bring about 
a commercial secession if they cannot effect 
a political rupture.

Thb discontent b one of the signs of the 
times. It may be said that the men who 
are taking the toad in thb new movement 
possess neither- influence nor ability, and 
that the intelligence and business talent of 
the States of which they are Governors are 
against them. But it fa folly to suppose 
that these four Governors alone form this 
new party of secession. They no doubt 
have at their backs a Urge number of elec­
tors, and men who are countenanced and 
supported by voters, either in the United 
States or in Great Britain, are not to be 
despised. If such a movement as fa threat­
ened in the Western States were set on foot 
in this Dominion the opponents of the Gov- 
-ernment would raise a tremendously loud 
-outcry. They would lay the whole blame 
-of the discontent or the Government, and 
we have no doubt that there would be a few 
who would declare it be one of the effects 

-of British connection. But there b no one 
in the Dominion who has a character 

a position to maintain 
who thinks of talking as the Gov­
ernors of these States do. Canadians 
are satisfied with theb political condition. 
There are some among them who have theb 
grievances, but they trace the origin of 
those grievances to the policy of a party, 
and they believe that all that b requbed to 
get rid of the evtis of which they complain 
fa to place the management of the affairs of 
the country in different hands.

BEAUTY AND UTILITY.

Mr. Gladstone found time, or made time, 
two or three weeks ago to address a large 
audience in the Agricultural Hall, Isling­
ton, and to distribute the prizes gained at 
the National Workmen’s Exhibition. The 
subject of tiie address was as far removed 
from politics as any subject could well be. 
He spoke chiefly about the union of beauty 
and utility in industrial productions.

Mr. Gladstone evidently believes that 
there fa no necessary connection between 
ugliness and usefulness. He b among those 
who “desire to blevate industry into the re­
gions of art by uniting together beauty 
and convenience. There are many 
indeed who believe that in the case 
of industrial • production it fa a 
loss of time and pains to think about giving 
them a character of beauty. It b thb false­
hood which we ought, if we can, to tear up 
by the roots."

Mr. Gladstone thinks, however, that it fa 
quite possible to have too much of a good 
thing.

TROUT LAKE CITY.
Trout Lake City, Aug. 21__According

to promise, I write you some of the partic­
ulars of my trip to thb plaoe. I got off 
the steamer at Hall’s Landing and rowed 
to Lardeau City, which I found rather quiet 
just now. The townsite agent informed 
that the contract had just been let for a 
$6,000 wharf, which will make things 
lively while it b being built.

I round Trout Lake City beautifully sit­
uated—an ideal site—set right in the centre 
of the mining claims of the dfatriot, fine 
water, splendid views and in a most 
healthy situation, and free from the mos­
quito pest, but owing to the silver question 
it fa very quiet now. There are a Couple of 
hotels and stores running, but unless silver 
picks up there will be a dull fall and winter 
here.

The owners of the Silver Cup, and of 
or two other claims, intend to work this 
winter, preparatory to shipping out ore 
next summer; but I venture to say that 
the majority of the claims will be idle for 
another year at least. The Silver Cup fa 
showing up splendidly.

Ex­
cess ef ornamentation b of all things the 
most hostile to a due appreciation of pro­
portion, because it fa in proportion 
to the perception of breadth and 
beauty and line, and in the adjustment 
of lines to one another, that the essence of 
art lies, and in that you will find'the hope 
of attaining high excellence in great works. 
I will go one step further ; I will mention 
to you the case of the exterior of Salisbury 
cathedral. The man who wants to know 
what fa beauty in stone, beauty not pro­
duced by ornamentation, should vbit Salfa- 
bury cathedral, for there he will see less 
ornamentation of the exterior of the build­
ing than in any cathedral, and I believe in 
s great many domestic houses in London ; 
but if you want to see what can be done by 
simple beauty of outline, which Is the foun­
dation of all beauty, fake a look at the ex­
terior of Salbbury cathedral. It b a model 
for all ages and tor all countries.

Au>. Bragg—As far as I can remember I 

don’t think I ever said anything, as a mem­
ber of this Board, that I should not have 
said, and though I took a stand against cer­
tain methods of the Sanitary Engineer, and 
of the Commissioners, I am prepared to 
stand by my statements before any tribunal.

California, and Barnard, who 
claims London as his residenoe, tried 
elusions for eight rounds, when one of the 
contestants to avoid further punishment 
threw up the sponge. The affair was billed 
to be for $200 a side, and began at about y 
o’clock, lasting for over half an hour.

Professor Quillican, as master of cere­
monies, announced that the contest was for 
ten rounds, and the man declared the win­
ner was to receive the purse. If in the 
decision of the referee ten rounds were in­
sufficient to make it plain which was the 
better man, an additional five, or fifteen 
rounds,. should be ordered. The speaker 
said he had boxed with both men, and be­
lieved they would sifford those present some 
entertainment. He was correct in his pre­
dictions, for, from the first round, both 
lightweights displayed a willingness to 
decorate each other’s face with outs and 
bruises, that seemed to be highly pleasing 
to the audience.

Jack Hayes was chosen referee, and J. B.

“Within a week,” says the Portland 
Oregonian, “a new steamship company will 
be operating a new line of steamers between 
this dty and Pnget Sound and British Col­
umbia ports. Since the Haytian Republic 
fell into the hands of the Government, there 
has been no regular boat on the route, to 
the great inconvenience of shippers. The 
new firm is F. Waterhouse & Company, of 
Seattle, and Captain E. J. Rath bone will 
represent the steamers here, Captain Rath- 
bone said : ‘We will have two steamers in 
the line making two trips each every month, 
which will give one steamer every 
days. The steamer Signal, now on the way 
from San Francisco to Vancouver, B. C.,will be 
the first to start. She will leave Vancouver 
September 6, and will make notmootiAiw 
with the Canadian Pacific’s Australian and 
Hawaiian line, as well as the Asiatic line. 
We have several other steamers in sight, 
but have not dosed the ohstters yet. I 
expect we will take either the Homer or 
the Lakme. We don’t intend to build up 
a first-class passenger trade, but will give 
our whole attention to freight matters. 
The company was recently organized with 
a capital stock of $200,000, and expects to 
get the support of Portland shippers, which 
will enable it to give a. good and quick ser­
vice at a much lower rate than can now be 
secured. I am satisfied there is more 
business between Portland and the Sound 
to-day than ever 
remain in Portland this winter to look after 
the company’s interests.’ Captain Rathbone 
is well known in shipping oirolee here. He 
was for years connected with Captain 
Tronp’s office, and two years ago Was pro­
moted to the position of Union Pacific port 
captain, with headquarters at Seattle. 
W hen the railroad company withdrew from 
the steamboat business there. Captain Rath- 
bone took charge of the Pacific Navigation 
Company’s boats on the Sound. He is an 
energetic young man, and will undoubtedly 
build up a large business for the new com­
pany, The schedule will be issued in a few 
days. It is understood that the company 
has contracts not only with the Canadian 
road but with the Great Northern and sev­
eral other large shippers as well.”

Hb height b 5 feet 84 inches and hb weight 
166 pounds—no decrease having been re­
corded during hb long walk, though the 
pedestrian’s gbth has diminbhed. Mr.
Holmes boasts a chest measurement of 394 
inches, hip 32 inches, thigh 21 and calf 134- 
He gets hb “motive power” and endurance 
from long walks in many lands, sound lungs 
and extraordinarily stronghips.hb calves and 
ankles being small, though knotted and 
hard.
