This Spanish version, which is of course an abridgment, concludes our long list of

the various editions oi the work of this famed traveller, who was " the undoubted dis-

coverer and explorer of the Upper Mississippi, and the first to lay open to the world that

mighty region." That he should have made some mistakes is not to be wondered at,

and that when he first saw the Falls of Niagara he should have overstated the " won-
derful downfall uf above 600 feet," is not very surprising ; but his mistakes have not

entitled him to receive the castigations which have been heaped upon him. Bancroft,

Vol. III., 202, rennarks : " Had he loved truth, he would have gained a noble reputa-

tion, who now is remembered, not merely as a light-hearted and daring discoverer, but

also as a boastful liar. The Journal of a voyage down the Mississippi in this book is a

lie by the author." Charlevoix was the first to attack the author, not so much with

reference to the truth of his statements as to his manners. He remarks that Hennepin
" vents his chagrin not only on the Sieur de la Sale, but on France also, by which he

deemed himself ill used, and he tries to save his credit by declaring himself a born sub-

ject of the Catholic King. But he should have remembered that it was at the expense

of Franc: that he travelled in America, and that it was in the name of the most Chris-

tian King that he and the Sieur Dacan took possession of the countries which they had

discovered. He does not even hesitate to aver that it was with the consent of the

Catholic King, his first sovereign, that he dedicated his book to William in.. King of

England, and that he solicited that monarch to eftect the conquest of those vast tracts,

send colonies there, and have the gospel preached to the heathen.

With the privity of Silas Deane, whom
he met and conferred with at Paris, the attempt to destroy the government property,

itores, and shipping at Portsmouth, was determined upon, and, notwithstanding its

apparently desperate and impracticable character, it partially succeeded. From Deane,

who supplied him with a royal passport, and a sum of money in advance, he had assur-

ances of a reward proportioned to the services he should render to the American cause.

This book has been frequently reprinted, and will always remain an authority upon the

subjects of which it treats. The Sermon, No. 33444, tupra, which usually follows the
" Narrative " is not a necessary part of the book, but we have never seen a copy of the
" Narrative " in the original binding which did not contain it ; our opiiiion is that the

publisher, having many copies of the Sermon, bound it up with the " Narrative " to

get rid of " The Happiness ;" an unsalable tract. It possesses in itself high biblio-

graphical interest, for, according to Thomas* " History of Printing," it is probably one

of the first books printed in Boston, all the printing in the British Colonies, previous to

1676, having been done at Cambridge; that year the first press was set up at Boston.

There are errors in the pagination in signature m, page 84, but the error is corrected on
page 93. In some copies the errata on the last page fills 10 lines, whereas there are

generally 12 lines. The money value of this work is great; Mr. Rice's copy sold in

1870 for $180. The buyer must be sure to get the right map, and concerning this he

is referred to the note appended to the following reprint

The proper map can readily be identified by the following differences : in the Boston

edition the mound, which is delineated immediately below the title of the map, is

properl/ designated "The White Hills"—in the London edition this mound is called

"The Wine Hills." There are other differences in the map which are minutely

pointed out in Field's "Essay," Nos. 431 and 431. Mr. Field remarks that "It ha*

remained a matter of some doubt whether the London edition is not complete without

the map," on which we remark that there is no doubt at all about it, each edition

has its own proper map without which either are incomplete. Mr. Field's conjecture

as to the London edition having been printed from MS., based on the date of the

licence, is scarcely tenable ; the licence to print proves nothing. Finally the map to

each of these editions has been produced in exact facsimile by Henry Stevens in London,

and the map to the Boston edition was reproduced by W. £. Woodward in Boston, so

that the motto caveat emptor will be good advice.
