V ONDON, September 30. — The armistice concluded with 
Bulgaria by the entente allies is a purely miûtary convention and 
contains no provisions Of a political character.

Bulgaria agrees to evacuate all the territory she now occupée» 
in Greece and Serbia, to demobilize her array immediately and «of­
fender all means of transport to the allies.

Bulgaria also will surrender her boats and control of 
on the Danube and concede to the allies fre$ passage thru 
the development of military operations. 
wçAB Bulgarian arms and ammunitic 
control of the allies, to whom is conceded the right to occupy all im­
portant strategic points.

In Belgium the advance Ot the 
troops of King Albert and of Field Mar­
shal Haig has pierced so deeply east­
ward that Germany’s submarine* bases

More Hard Smashes.
From Camb-al to St. Quentin »he Bri­

tish and Americans a gala have delivered 
successfully hard smashes against the 
German strong points all along the front 
Including the reirialnlng portions of the 
old Hlndenburg line. The Germans here 
are offering most strenuous resistance 
and in counter-attacks compelled the 
British on one or two sectors to with­
draw for alight distances. The British 
are ln the process of cleaning up the 
Town of CambraL- having penetrated. Its 
suburbs from tho northwest and south­
west. In the region of St. Quentin, where 
the Americans are fighting wUh the 
British, the old Hlndenburg line has been 
cut and penetrated to a depth of three 
miles over a front of eight miles.

In conjunction with the operations of 
the French northeast of Sotssone the 
Germans have begun the evacuation of 
the Chemin dee Dames, and the French 
now hold half of this famous defensive 
position Likewise there Is an tnkUng 
that the enemy Intends giving up the 
remaining positions held by him along 
the Veste to Rhelms.

In Champagne the French troops west 
of the Argonne forest everywhere are 
pressing forward, end likewise ta the 
east of thl» position the Americans are 

ng northward in unison. Already 
the big forest 1k virtually outflanked, 
and apparently will soon be made a part 
of th- Franco-American line. From the 
St. Mlhlel sector the Americans are heav­
ily bimbardlng enemy troop trains which 
are being hurried te the front.

Marshal Foch aJone knows 
when the aJ11ee will strike the decisive 
blow. The enemy 1» still fighting 
He is still offering splendid resistance 
weet of the Argonne, but how long can 
he keep It up?

Expert commentators agree that 
the enemy’s withdrawal to Shorter 
line, probably that of Antwerp, 
Brussels, Mesteras and Metz, is im­
minent Some believe he has bung

"For Foch, as for Napoleon," eays

The collapse and capitulation of

to the bounteous east, but which even 
bestrode one-half of Europe. More 
ephemeral than the empire of Alexan­
der, for that empire survived till the 
conqueror’s death, the empire of WiJ- 

ls falIlng to topees in his lifetime. 
The armistice just concluded stipu­
lates the evacuation of occupied terri­
tory by Bulgaria, the demobilization 
of the Bulgarian army, the surrender 
of all her boats and the control of 
navigation on the Danube, the storing 
cf Bulgarian arms and ammunition 
under control of the allies, the hand- 
.ng over of all strategic points to al­
lied occupation, the ceasing of Bulgaria 
from belligerency. More Important 
still Is a clause throwing open Bulgaria 
for free passage far the development 
of allied military operations....

The complete surrender of Bul­
garia is owing not only to her de­
feats in the field, but to the personal 
cowardice of King Ferdinand.
King James the First 
Ferdinand shudders at sight of a 
drawn sword. The advantages of the 
allied victory are too important for 
immediate comprehension. Germany 
had Austria begin the war for the 
purpose of cutting a way thru Serbia 
to Turkey, and for that advantage 
she was willing to fight France, Rus­
sia and Britain together. By gaining 
free passage for their troops 
Bulgaria the allies have gained the 
strategical advantage of having a way 
open for either an attack on Turkey, 
or on Austria-Hungary. It is pro­
bable, however, that the storm is next 
to break over Constantinople. The

in the first place, there are now about 

three-quarters of what used to be the 
regular street railway staff doing the 
work, which means that the men are very 
much overworked. The Toronto Street 
Railway Co. gets over that one stumu- 
llng block by saying that they cannot get 
men to work for them. We believe It, 
and particularly when one takes a slant 
at the wage scale.

Males. ot all ages and sizes who desire 
to become employes of the company must 
give two weeks of their time for love, 
that is, it is supposed to take 14 days to 
learn the Job, and while a man is enjoy­
ing that pastime he is not eligible for 
salary. Of course, when you come to 
think of it, he does get a lot of free rid­
ing, but then, there are some of us who 
do not find much pleasure, in traveling 
around on a stuffy, bumpy street car.

After the preliminary canter has been 
gone thru the person in question is a 
full-fledged hoaest-to-goodness street car 
conductor, and besides being" allowed to 
wear a uniform with brass buttons and 
carry a transfer punch, he gets the 
munificent salary of 30 cents per hour. 
It does not matter whether the young 
man feels that he Is Justified in taking 
so much money or not, he gets it just 
the same. Six months later, or there­
abouts, he gets a raise of two cents an 
hour, meaning that he i* perfectly satis­
factory to his employers and they in 
their gratitude for his work are show­
ing their appreciation by raising his

All this time, or rather most* of it, the 
man has been working on the night shift. 
Now, you know that riding around on 
a night car is enough to give the best 
of us a brainstorm, but the beginners 
are put at it, and we might say that 
they are kept at It just so long as their 
immediate “boe»” considers It advisable. 
When they have been in the service for 
two years they automatically become the 
earners of 38, or in some remote cases, 

60 minutes. It soahds 
n you say It fast, but 

you. must be sure that ’you get It out 
quickly enough, because if you do not 
it will look fearfully small and inade­
quate, 
food market.

A couple of years later, or when the 
man has been on the staff for four years, 
he draws 37 cents, and after that we 
do not know what happens to him, but 
we suppose that he Is made a stock­
holder, or at least given a military 
funeral in case he dies from over-indul­
gence, He works about ten hours a day; 
in fact, he would need to. if he wishes 
to keep himself and the family in shoe 
leather, and then all day, or while tie is 
on his run. he has the extreme pleasure 
of reading advertisements In his car, 
which say that any able-bodied man can 
earn 50 cents an hour if lie will but Join 
the munition forces.

After all that the Toronto Street Rail­
way Co. cannot understand why they 
cannot get men to work tor them, nor 
do they seem to be able to imagine why" 
the men are dissatisfied. Yet they are 
willing to admit that they have carried 
more passengers this year than ever be­
fore In the history of the company. Un­
fortunately tor the men, and most for­
tunately for the company, the men are 
under contract until spring to work for 
their present scale, so that so far as 
striking there Is very little likelihood 
of that drastic step being taken, and 
It Is really a good thing that the men 
have decided to stand by their word, 
because it gives the general public a 
better view of their trouble, and it also 
impresses it upon the minds of every 
loyal citizen that the men are not trying 

to make things uncomfortable for them, 
but they are simply endeavoring to get 
a fair shake for themselves

in Buffalo. Chicago, Cleveland and De­
troit the men are started at 42 cents 
an hour, and gradually raised to 47. 
This rule was made by the war com­
mission board, and that is exactly what 
should be done In this country. If the 
company Itself cannot see their way 
clear to pay the men a living wage, then 
the 'government should appoint a board 
and let them arrapge the salaries, ac­
cording to the dividends and the price 
of t food.

Sept. 30.—Hon. William - Alexander 
Watt, federal treasurer, In the course 
of his budget statement today an­
nounced that new taxation would pro­
duce £ 5,866,000 sterling. The Income 
tax would be Increased 30 per cent; 
the land tax 20 per cent, and postage 
one half ppnny. 
would be Increased on the following 
items: Ales and stouts by five shil­
lings a gallon; tobacco, by eight pence 
a pound.

The excise duties would be increased 
as follows:. Beer, five pence a gallon; 
spirits, seven shillings a gallon; to­
bacco, eight pence a pound.

It Is expected that the additional 
customs and excise duties will yield 
£1,918,600, Income tax £2,200,000, land 
tax £180,000,
£276,000, postage £616,000.

June SO, £184.600,000, of which £ 159,- 
900,000 had been paid out of war loans. 
It Is estimated, that the war expendi­
ture for the current year will reach

Mr. Watt added that the federal war 
profits tax will remain In operation, 
but that a bill *111 be Introduced to 
relieve new businesses. Persons re­
fusing to contribute to the war loans 
will, be liable tq a penalty equal to 
twice the income tax.

twenty-two million dollars a year on 
the present payroll at a meeting of the 
railway war board this afternoon. At 
the same time. In view of the demands 
Of organized labor It was ordered that 
hereafter the eight-hour day shall pre­
vail In all Canadian railway freight 
sheds. Instead of opening at 7 a.m. 
and closing at 6.30 or 6 o’clock, the 
sheds will now open at 7.30 and close 
at 5 o’clock for five days In the week, 
while on Saturday the closing hour 
shall be 1 o'clock. This goes Into ef­
fect Oct. 15.

The meeting at which the two Im­
portant decisions were reached began 
at 2.30 in the offices of the Canadian 
railway war board, which, by 5 o’clock 
bad made Its decision. Following the 
lines of supplement 7 to general order 
27 of the United States railway ad- 
m'nlstration, which the Canadian rail­
way war board undertook to adopt In 
Canada on July 15 last, an increase of 
$25 per month will be given every 
employe In tha classes referred to. 
Some of these Increases will date from 
Sept. 1 and some from Oct. I. This 
Is In lieu of the former soipewhat com­
plex scale of Increases provided by 
the McAdoo scheme. Instead of add­
ing a percentage to the wage paid for 
a certain kind of work on Dec. 31. 
1915, the lump sum referred to will be 
added to the wage paid on Jan. I of 
this year.

Slight questions as to the interpre­
tation of the wording of the Mcftdoo 
award in this respect still remain to 
be settled.

It Is expected that the feel-- 
ing of brotherhood and comradeship 
which exists among the soldiers will 
extend thruout the length and breadth 
oi Canada as a result of the sincere 
•nd open appeal started by tonight's 
mass meeting.

Sir John Hendrlo, lieu tenant-gover­
nor of Ontario, will be the chairman.

Led by a ctiolr of 800, the meeting 
will open with the singing of "Onward, 
Christian Soldiers." with the accom­
paniment by the band of the 109th 
Regiment. Frank OldfleVl will render 
solos, and there will be other striking 
features which will characterise this 
meeting as being among the most pro­
fitable ever held here.

SayA large turn-out of the members of 
the Women’s Canadian Club at the 
new Masonic Temple yesterday after­
noon, spoke of the enthusiasm for the 
interests of the meeting which 
braced an address by Professor Cole­
man ot Toronto University, a jeollec- 
tlon ot Canadian pictures or post­
cards to send to the men in hospitals 
overseas, and the distribution of 
Christmas stockings to be filled for 
the men of the Tank Battalion.

In her opening remarks, Hr. Helen 
MacMurchy, who presided, referred to 
the glorious war news of the months 
of September, 
that as the "Tanks” were recruited 
lrom many points, and had no auxil­
iary, their cause had been taken up 
by the club. Seven hundred and fifty 
stockings will be filled for the men. 
Introducing the speaker, the chairman 
referred to the place the University of 
Toronto has in leadership, four of its 
professors having been members of 
the Royal Society, and in these four 
Professor Coleman has place.

“The Heart of Gaspe," was the sub­
ject of the address given by «the pro­
fessor, who had spent the summer in 
eastern Canada, where he had pur­
sued his search along geological lines. 
The speaker explained how the moun­
tains of Canada had arisen out of the 
sea by the Joint action of the water 
and pressure from the land. The at­
tention of the audience was directed 
to the Shick-Shocks of Gaspe, of 
which little had beep recently heard, 
but which the professor had dis­
covered, to be rated on the geological 
map as 8798 feet high.

The trip In sear* of this range In­
volved a "pole" voyage of 35 miles, 
which took two and a half days, and 
a two days’ climb a la. Alpine with 
pack on back. The professor -then 
discovered that the . mountains had 
been underrated, and" are over 4000 
feet in height.

The people of Gaspé, Who are from 
the Channel Islands, English, Scotch 
and French -Canadian, were then de­
scribed. Fishing and farming on a 
small scale is their principal occu­
pation. They were found to be very 
hospitable and courteous, and In most 
cases their French, when they spoke 
It, was much better than his English, 
according to the modest acknowledg­
ment of the speaker. An Interesting 
Item was that the wood of the white 

. birch, which Is one of the trees of the 
vicinity, Is prepared and sent to 
Ratoley, Scotland, from which it re­
turns In the shape of spools, upon 
which is wound the cotton used by 
the women of Canada, 
thanks on behalf of the meeting was 
offered by the chairman.

In speaking of the 
wonderful changes In the association 
In England since ’ he was there two 
years ago, he pointed out that in two 
years the work had grown from nine 
to 84 camps, largely due>to the won­
derful work of Col. Burke and Major.

At the Invitation of General Currie, 
Mr. Roes visited Vimy Ridge, and he 
told of the many tunnels that had to 
be dug by the Canadians In order that 
their guns could be got Into position.

Ottawa, Sept. 80.—All creamery 
butter made In the provinces of A - 
berta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba, On* 
tarlo and Quebec, between 20th day 
of September and the 9th day of No­
vember, 1918, both days Inclusive, will 
■be commandeered under the authori­
ty of an order»ln-council passed Mon­
day, the 20th September, 1912.

The reason for this action is that 
Great Britain and her aille» need 
Canadian creamery butter, 
ministry of food urgently asks Can­
ada to increase her shipments of 
creamery butter.

One half pound of butter or oleo­
margarine per month, per person, le 
the allowance In Great Britain today. 
The order-ln-councll puts Canadian 
consumers on a creamery butter al­
lowance of two pounds of butter per 
person per month, as compared with 
the half pound allowance In Great 
Britain. For months Great Britain 
and her allies have been short of but­
ter and this condition bids fair to 
continue, as Atlantic tonnage is need­
ed for transporting troops and sup­
plies. Food stuffs in Canada for ex­
port must be assembled at ocean 
points to take advantage of space 
whenever offered.

The principle of the common table
