TERRFC CONGESTON
* BEHND GERMAN LN

American Atgack' Near, Verdun
Disarranges Enemy’s Organiza-
tion, Dividing Divisions.

With the American Forces North-
west of Verdun, Sept. 80.~Terrific
congestion and confusion has prevail-
ed at various points behind the Ger-
man lines, according to informat‘on
received by American officers. In_one
instance a German division became
divided, half going In the direction of
Flanders, and the ether half, badly
disorganized and minus its staff, being
thrown into the battle of the Ar-
gonne.

‘When the American attack began on
Thursday a Germagh reserve division
was entraining from Alsace, after a
rest from the Marne fighting, for
Flanders. The Germans, as soon as it
was ascertained that an attack had

the Argonne, were ordered to the Ar-
gonne front in an effort to stem the
American advance,

The different units became peparat-
ed owing to the confusion of the rail-
road and the German staff and five
machine gun companies and much
equipment, continued in the direction
of Flanders, Among the German un-
its arriving on the Argonne front were
many machide gunners without their
machine guns and these 'men went
into battle as infantrymren. At last
accounts the CGermans were making
desperate efforts to bring up the half
of the division which went astray.

In the region of Dun-sur-Meuse ten
trains of ‘troops are reported to be
stalled owing to the lack of locomo-
tives, Whether these troops are bound
for the Meuse and Argonne front the
American observers have been un-
able to ascertain.

Fremch and American long range
guns are now bombarding Dun-sur-
Meuse where numerous German dug-
outs had been constructed. Observers
have reported great confusion among
the German troops as the result of
thé fire of the long range pieces., The
dugouts are not large enough to fur-
nish shelter for all the troops concen-
trated in the region of Dun-sur-Meuse.

KAISER AND FERDINAND
ONCE THICK AS THIEVES

New York, Sept. 80.—Emperor Wil-
liam and King Ferdinand of Bulgaria
had a most cordial meeting late In
August at Bad Nauheim, according
to German newspapers of Sept. 1
which have been received herg. At a
conference of more than two hours
the two sovereigns discussed the pol-
itical and military situation.

In view of the situation in Buvigaria
tocday after the signing of an uncon-
ditional armistice with the allies it is
interesting to find a despatch from the
semi-official Wolff Bureau to The
Cologne Gazette of Sept 1, declaring
that the conference between the
emperor and king “was imbued with
the firm resolve in.a mutual holding-
out in the defensive struggle of the
central powers and with the spirit of
faithful adherence to the well-tried
gystem of the alliance.”

The emperor and king are sald to
bave agreed fully on all Impending
questions, Emperor William guye

Marshal Foch Performs F.
Unparalleled in World’s
History.

Paris, Sept. 30—~Marsal Foch is
fighting five battles simultaneousiy,
and successfully, a feat unparalleled
in the history 'of war. Each battle
is so timed ahd placed that - each
army ‘supports another, all forming
an indispensable part of the whole
effort.

Gen. Grant’s idea of a continuous
concurrent attack by a multiplicity
of forces on many fronts is being
realized by the allied generalissimo,
There are flve battles today; there
may be more tomorrow, all inter-
related and working as smoothly as
the cylinders of a well-adjusted auto-
mobile engine. All are directed to the
same end—to wear down the enemy’s
strength., Marshal Foch alone knows
‘when the allies will strike the decisive
blow. The enemy is still fighting well.
He is still offering splendid resistance
west of the Argonne, but how long can
he keep it up?

Expert commentators agree that
the enemy's withdrawal to a shorter
line, probably that of Antwerp,
Brussels, Mezieres and Metz, is im-
minent. Some believe he has hung
on too ‘long, and that he will have
great difflculty in preventing his re-
treat from degenerating into a rout.,

“For Foch, as for Napoleon,” says
Major De Civrieux in The Matin, “to
conquer is not to push back an ene-
my behind the lines previously fixed
upon, but gripping him everywhere,
to break the integrity of his forces,
and then hurl him disjointed and
destroyed on tHe road to irreparable
defeat. Like all great dramas which
have changed the face of the world,
the one which is being played dur-
ing these fateful \hours will bring
trivmph. Victory is in sight.”

An examination of omne section of
the 22-mile front on which General
Gouraud is attacking in the Cham-
pagne will give an idea of the Ger-
man wastage. On the eve of the. at-
tack, Gemeral Ludendorff, feeling un-
easy, reinforced the defenders with
two or three divisions. After two
days’ fighting he threw in ten more
divisions, These twelve or thirteen
divisions have been used upon a
front of 22 miles only. From this
the speed at which the German
strength is being whittled away may
easily be calculated.

The soberest and most conserva-
tive observers here consider that
yesterday’ marked the first step in
the decisive phase of the war. The
Belgians are close to Roulers; the
British, marching up the Lys, will
outflank Lille; the Siegfried line is
going to pieces at two vital points,
namely Cambrali and St. Quentin, the
fall of which places is considered a
question of hours; Le Catelet, the
central pillar of the Hindenburg sys-
tem, is outflanked; General Mangin
is driving the enemy north of the
Chemin des Dames; General Gouraud
is at the gates of Challerange on his
way to Vouziers, the key to the la-
teral railroad communications of the
Germans. Moreover, during the last
week the allles on the western front
have taken more than 50,000 prisoners.

Gerard predicted a revolution in
Germany after the war, “that will
make the French revolution look like
a Sunday school picnig.”

“There is no one in Germany to
start a revolution now,” he said. ‘““But
the returning soldiery will demand an
accounting, and having so lately
emerged from savagery, they will strike
hard.”

Gerard said the defection of Bul-
garia from the central alllance was a
“gplendid augury for the re-establish-
ment of an east front.”

On the right wing of the Brit-
ish attuck, they continued their ad-
vance, captured the high ground about
Thorigny, the east end of the canal
tunnel of Le Tronquoy, the tunnel de-
B ferices on its eastern side, the Village
of Le Tronquey, and the high ground
east of that point and of Nauroy. In
their centre they launched an oblique
aitack northward along the Hinden-
burg line, fcllowed the spurs leading
from Nauroy to Gouy, and finally cap-
tured the bulk of the high ground
south of Gouy. This part of the opera-
tion largely widened the gap in the
Hindenburg line. On the British left
they recaptured Villers-Guilslain, lost
on the preceding night, took Gonne-
lfeu, and reached the Scheldt Canal on
a wide section of front north of Vend-
huile, They also gained Crevecoeur.

The French made advances in three
great actions. In the first place, they
comtinued the shoving of the QGer-
mans from the Chemin des Dame§,
clearing the western half of this high-
way. This operation made the Ger-
man salient from Rheims, along ‘the

French attacked this curve between
the Aispe and the Vesle and along a
seven-mile stretch of the Vesle to a
point near Rheims. In this action
they miade progress by carrying Revil-
on, Romain, Montigny and Soupir,
where an Italian band prevailed.

With the American Army on the St.
Quentin Sector, Sept. 30.—~The Ameri-
cans on this front have been engaged
in heavy fighting thruout the day.
There was much hand-to-hand fight-
ing, and large numbers of Germans
have been killed, many by grenades
and bombs dropped into their deép
dugouts of the Hindenburg system.

The Americans found it necessary
to cléar up portions of the Hinden-
burg line thru which they smashed
their way. They advanced so quickly
‘in their, operations of yesterday that
many 'Germans were left in the dug-
outs, and some of these proved a seri-
ous menace, ¢

"During the night the British attack-
ed on the Americans’ flank, towards
Vendhuile. to protect it, and this
operation was entirely successful,

The weather today has been bad for
all operations; the troops fought in the
rain, with a cold wind blowing.

. The British are on the eastern edge
of I.e Tronquoy Lunne, a few miles
north of St. Quentin, and are ap-
proaching La Fosse. Other troops
have made good progress south of the
canal, The lines in this locality run
well east of Nauroy and Bellicourt and
just west of Bony. :

A further advance has been made
around Cambrai. The inner trench de-
fensive systems in the southern out-
skirts of the town have been stormed
and captured. Gonnelieu is still being
desperately held by the enemy.

In the north the Anglo-Belgian vie-
tory is of great importance, and the
enemy has been so staggered by the
blows delivered here that he has not
launched a single counter-attack., The
Belgians hold all the ground gained.

The British have established posts
on the Lys River north of ;Pont de
Nieppe. Ploegsteert Wood 1s now
firmly in British hands, as is also the
Warneton-Comines  railway.

from exercising any direct influence in
this momentous event. 1
United Statés ‘never hag ‘declared war
on Bulgaria, the government has not
felt at liberty to make any suggestions
to its co-belligerents at this stage,
which is regarded as purely military.

It is believed; however, that in the
final adjustment of the political ques-
tions invelved, conditions to be im-
posed upon Bulgaria at the conclusion
of the world war, the United States
will be invited to discuss the subject
with the entente allies at the peace
council %

It was stated today that no instruc-
tions had been given to any American
diplematic representatives in the Bal-
kans to extend the good offices of the
United States to either Bulgaria or
the allies. In notifying the state de-
parument that his government had re-
quested &an armistice, however, Ste-
| phen Panaretoff, the Bulgarian minis-
ter here, undcubtedly gave the im-
pression that such action would be
gratefully received by Bulgaria.

It is considered possible that Minis-
ter Panaretoff may have exerted no
gmall influence with ' his friends in
Bulgaria to bring about the decision
to quit the war. No statement to that
effect has been made, but it has be-
come known that for some time the
minister has felt that a mistake was
made in thre alliance of his country

GERMANY IMPRESSED
BY RECENT EVENTS

'Recognition Dawns That Hopes
of Closer Union With Dual
Empire Are Futile.

Ottawa, Sept.. 80.—Dealing with
political conditions in Germany, the
following cable, compiled by the min-
ister of information under the authori-
ty of the war cabinet, has been re-
ceived here. ¢

The utterances by German leaders
now clearly show the grave impres-
sion made in Germany by recent
events. The extreme war aims which
leaders have held hitherto, tend to
be abandoned. After making over-
tures to Belgium, it seems now -as if
German criticism of their policy in'the
east has increased and it is even mur-
mured that they might revise the
Brest-Litovsk treaties. Even the
Germans cavil at the German plan of
imposing German . princes on  the
Russian frontier provinces. @ It . is
pointed out that it was easy enough
for Napoleon to do this after Auster-
litz, but it is not the same thing for
the kaiser to do it under present con-
ditions,

Hvents in Poland show the weaken-
ing of German influence and the rec-
ognition dawns that the hopes of
closer. union with Austria-Hungary
are futile. Naturally, Germany now
turns her attention to the idea  of
the league of nations and it seems
possible that an attempt will be
made to use this as a cloak beneath
which to maintain that
predominance which military and
other events seem now to be remov-
ing from German. hands. But noth-
ing shows Germany any nearer the
appreciation of the moral aspect of
the war. The German people still
fail to realize what the allies are
fighting . for and how. universal and
dominant is the, .moral indignation
aroused by the German conduct of
the war and their. political attitude:

gence, He works. about ten hours a day;
in fact, he would need to, if he Wwishes
to keep himself and the famfly in shoe
leather, and then all day, or while he is
on his run, he has the extreme pleasure
of reading advertisements in his car,
which say that any able-bodied man can
earn 50 cents an hour if he will but join
the munition forces.

After all that the Toronto Street Rail-
way Co. cannot wunderstand why they
cannot get men to work for them, nor
do they seem to be able to imagine why
the men are dissatisfied. Yet they are
willing to admit that they have carried
more passengers this year than ever be-
fore in the history of the company. Un-
fortunately for the.men, and most for-
tunately for the company, the men are
under contract until spring to work for
their present scale, so that sa far as
striking there is very little likelihood
of that drastic step being taken, and
it is really a good thing that the men
have decided to stand by their word,
because it gives the general public a
better view of their trouble, and it also
impresses it upon the minds of every
loyal citizen that the men are not trying
to make things uncomfortable for them.
but they are simply endeavoring to Bet
a fair shake for themselves,

In Buffalo, Chicago, Cleveland and De-
troit the men are started at 42 cents
an hour, and gradually raised to 47.
This rule was made by the war com-
mission board, and that is exactly what
should be done in this country. If the
company itsell cannot see their way
rlenf to pay the men a living wage, then
the ‘government should ‘appoint a board
and let them arrapge the salaries, ac-
cording to the dividends and the price
of food. It is to be hoped that a satis-
factory arrangement will be reached
when the 2ompany meet the city solicitor
and the other high moguls in a couple of
weeks' time.-

INCREASE INCOME TAX

Penalty for ’Those Who Re-
fuse to Contribute to
War Loans.

Melbourne, Australia, (via London),
Sept. 80.—Hon. William~ Alexander
Watt, federal treasurer, in the course
of his budget statement today an-
nounced that new taxation would pro-
duce £65,3566,000 sterling. ' The income
tax would be increased 30 per cent;
the Tand tax 20 per cent, and postage
one half penny. Customs duties
would be increased on the following
items: Ales and stouts by five shil-
lings a gallon; tobacco, by eight pence
4 pound,

The excise duties would be increased
as follows: Beer, flve pence a gallon;
spirits, seven shillings a gallon; to-
bacco, eight pence a pound.

It is expected that the additional
customs and excise duties will yield
£1,018,600, income tax £2,200,000, land
tax £380,000, entertainments tax
£275,000, postage £6516,000.

Mr. Watt congratulated -Australia
on the generally healthy condition of

_its  finance, production, trade and
manufactures.

To the representatives in parliament
Mr. Watt," in introducing the budget,
said the receipts for the past year

- were #£38,900,000; expenditure, &£85,-
000.000; the war expenditure, £66,~
700,000; the total war expenditure to
June 80, £184,600,000, of which £159,-
900,000 had been paid out of war loans.
It is estimated. that the war expendi-
ture for the current year will reach
£100,044,000, of which £52,300,000 will
be pald out of war loans.

Mr, Watt added that the federal war
profits tax wil'! remain in operation,
but that a bill will be introduced to
relieve new businesses., Persons re-
fusing to contribute to the war loans
will. be liable to a penalty equal ‘to
twice the income tax. The penalty
will not absolve the delinquent from
contributing. ’ .

" DUETO CAVALRY

Battle Most Remarkable of War,
Gives Allies Initiative Never
Held Before.

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—Commenting on the
war situation in Falestine, .the following
cable, compiled by the minister of infor-
mation under the authority of the war
cabinet, has been received here:

The completeness of the victory is ‘due
principally to the skilful employment of
large masses of cavalry. This battle is
one of the most remsarkable in the war
and unparalleled in nistory for the con-
summate combination of all arms. It lays
open Syria to allied invasion and im-
perils the communications of the Turkish
forces in Mesopotamia. They cannot
ignore the perils which will prcbably
paralyze their move .towards = Persia
Comb:ned with our Balkan victory, which
must terrify them regarding their posi-
tion in Europe, and now, with our Pales-
tine army freed for use elsewhers where
required, we have an initiative never
before held in the eastern theatres.

by .the club. Seven hundred and fifty
stockings will be filled for the men.
Introducing the speaker, the chairman
referred to the place the University of
Toronto has in leadership, four of its
professors having been members of
the Royal Society, and in these four
Protfessor Coleman has place.

' “The Heart of Gaspe,” was the sub- |

jeet of the address given by #the pro-
fessor, who had spent the summer in
eastern Canada, where he had pur-
sued his search along geological lines.
The speiaker explained how the moun-
tains of Canada had arisen out of the
sea by the joint action of the water
and pressure from the land. The at-
tention of the audience was directed
to the Shick-Shocks of Gaspe, of
which little had beep recently heard,
but which the professor had dis-
covered, to be rated on the geological
map as 3708 feet high.

The trip in search of this range in-
volved a “pole” voyage of 35 miles,
whieh took two and a half days, and
8 two days’ climb a la_Alpine with
pack on back. The professor -then
discovered that the mountains had
been underrated, and are over 4000
feet in height.

The people of Gaspé, who ‘are from
the Channel Islands, English, Scotch
and ‘French-Canadian, were then de-
geribed. Fishing and farming on a
small scale is their principal occu-~
pation. They were found to be very
hospitable and courteous, and in most
eages their French, when they spoke
it, was much better than his English,
acoording to the modest acknowledg-
ment of the speaker. An interesting
item was that the wood of the white
bireh, which is one of the trees of the
vieinity, is prepared and sent to
Paigley, Scotland, from which it re-
turns in the shape of spools, upon
which is wound the cotton used by
the women of Canada.” A wote of
thanks on behalf of the meeting was

Osborne of Winni-
peg Delivers Address Before

'_l_"_l_'an'to-Hold a 'C‘onfe'rcnce of
_Able and Eminent Men to
Foster National Ideas.

Prof. Osborne of Winnipeg put be-
fcre the Canadian Club yesterday with
eplendid eloguence and fervor - his
views on the scheme for a conference
Jn national ideas of education and tne
creation of a larger and nobler con-
ception of national life, He was re-
peatedly applauded as he unfolded his
sentiments. The plan is to hold a con-
ference of able and eminent men some-
time early in the year at a convenient
place which would represent the whole
of Canada. He aid not mean big-wigs,
b. explained, nor titled people, but
those.. who were genninely interested
and {nformed and capabla of grappling
v:ith the conditions tha: exist.

The proposal did not at first involve
leg slation, but the formation of an
advisory national bureau of education.
He was not thinking of & department
of government, as departthents were
apt to be hag-ridden with routine.
£uch a bureau zhculd be staffed by the
ablest men to be had. Statistics and
ull that sort of thing werc easy to pro-
cure, * Great personalit'es were needed
who would lend inepiration to the
work.,

He, thought the nation could be
greatly exalted by b proper treatment
of the teaching profession. No nation
¢ould become greut when its teachers
cecupied such a place us the salaries
paid in Canada indicated it held here.

Should Be Eclestic,

The educational sys'em of Canada
should be eclectic. The great litera-
tures of all nat'ons should be laid un-
der contribution in the preparation»of
our school readers and histories. Our,
alien population acquiésced but suilen-
lv in our war measures, hecause they
did not understand our ideals or know
that we had any. If children of vari-
ous nationalities could find the literary
masterpieces of their home lands in
Canadian readers they wounld bé better
citizens and' more in svmpathy with
our broader national life,

Meetings have been heid in all parts
ot the country as a step towards or-
ganizing the propoged cenference.
