At the present time creamery but-
ter is selling as high as thirty-four cents
a pound, and, according to a prominent
dairyman it will likely advance to thirty-
five. It has also been learned that dairy
and tub butter have advanced proportion-
ately. The price of milk will in-all like-
lihood be advanced to eight cents per
quart.

Present information is to the effect
that unless butter can be procured from
outkide sources at lower figures, a fur-
ther advance in prices is almost certajn.

Present quotations are as follows:—

Creamery butter .. .. .. 32 to 34c. per lb.
Dairy butter .. .. .. .. 30 to 32. per Ib.
Tub butter .. .. .. .. 28 to 30c. per lb.

Last week creamery butter brought
from 28 to 30 cents; dairy, 27 to 28, and
tub butter, 24 to 27 cents.

This shows an advance of four cents a
pound on creamery; three to four cents
on dairy and the same on tub butter..

It was remarked this morning that pres-
ent figures on butter seem to indicate that
producers do not know really what to
charge, and that retailers must advance
their prices in order to make any profit
at all. :

The fire department was summoned
about one o’clock today by an alarm from
box 23 for a fire in the building occupied
by D. Magee's Sons’ furriers and hatters,
King street.

LONDON, Oct. 18—The Danish steamer
Alfred Erlandsen has been wrecked on
the rocks off Castle Point, near Stabb’s
Head, Scotland. She went ashore during
a gale last night and twenty of her crew
were drowned. A lifeboat, which spent
the night looking for the survivors, had
a narrow escape, being frequently swept
by heavy seas.

THE EMPEROR IS
SERIOUSLY ILL

Francis Joseph’s Condition To-
day is Less Satisfactory Than
It Has Been Recently.

VIENNA, Oct. 18—The news received
here from Shoebrunn Castle this morning
regarding the health of Emperor Francis
Joseph was less satisfactory than it has
been recently. His Majesty passed a rest-
less night, being frequently disturbed by
bad attacks of dry coughing, which pre-
vented him from obtaining much sleep.
In addition the patient as a result of the
bad night was weaker, but tHe doctors
hope that the emperor’s satisfactory appe-
tite will help him to overcome the pres-
ent signs of weakness. One favorable
symptom is the absence of fever since yes-
terday afternoon. The general condition,
however, again requires the utmost care.
The attending physicians are worried by
his majesty’s unwillingness to restrict his
work. He &its for several hours daily at
his desk, thus aggravating his malady. He
does not yet realize that he is ill, and says
that “an old soldier must not notice a
cold in the head.” /

In spite of this the emperor has as-
sented to the doctors’ proposition not to
receive in the near future any of his rel-
atives who had planned to come and see
him. By the end of the week his majes-
ty’s physicians declare, his illness will
probably show a more decisive develop-
ment than at present. There is no reason
to infer that the emperor is in danger,
but it is admitted that his condition today
is more serious than during the preceding
four days.

THREE KILLED
AND 19 INJURED

Serious Resuit of Southern
Railway Collisioa Last Even-
ing.

GREENSBORO, N. C., Oct. 18—Pas-
genger train No. 34, northbound on the
Southern Railway last night, crashed into
a freight train at Rudd, near here. Three
persons are reported killed, and 19 others
injured. Three bodies have been recov-
ered from the debris and brought to this
city, but none of them have been identi-
fied. Besides the casualties on the pas-
senger train, the fireman of the freight
train is reported to have been killed and
the engineer injured. Wrecking and re-
lief trains were sent to the scene.
As mear as could be ascertained the
freight was side-tracked at the Rudd
switch, and the switch to the main line
was left open.

SCATHING
CRITICISM
Editor McCready Gets Out the

Axe and Uses It in Charlotte-
town.

(Charlottetown Guardian).
¢ There are few duties presented to a
public writer that are at once more deli-
cate and less pleasing than the criticism
of an act of executive clemency on the
part of the lieutenant governor. And yet

the unpleasant duties must not be avoided
when we meet them. The release of P.
P. Gillis from jail before the expiry of
his sentence furnishes a case in point. We
have no personal animus against the re-
leased prisoner, whom we would not know
if we met him on the street, and we have
only the kindest feeling for Lieutenant
Governor McKinnon.

The facts of the case apepar to be that
P. P. Gillis was convicted of a third of-
fence against the Prohibitory Law about
a year ago, sentenced to six months im-
prisonment and was released after serv-
ing two months in jail. In that case very
strong influence, political, clerical and lay
influence, including that of three or four
well known temperance men, was brought
to bear to secure the release. To these
influences was added, we believe, the
solemn promise of Mr. Gillis not to again
violate the law, and some sort of under-
taking on the part of influential friends
that if released he would keep the law.

Notwithstanding these influences, pro-
mises, and undertakings he was again
charged, convicted, sentenced to jail and
there confined. Now he is again released
before the expiry of his term of sentence,
and as-we understand this has been done,
as it could only be lawfully done, by the
authority of the lieutenant govéernor. The
baldest statement of these facts seems to
call for an explanation that has not yet
geen given. We fail to conceive any ex-
planation that can be given which will af-
ford a justification. ' If any such satisfac-
tory explanation is possible, in view of the
gravity of the case it ought to be made
publie.

Other offenders against the prohibitory
law have not been treated with like con-
sideration. George Offer, if we remember
rightly, was left to serve out a full six
months ‘term concurrently with the first
sentence of imprisonment against Gillis.
Women, with children needing their care
have since beer kept-in jail for the full|
term of sentence. So far as the public|
are aware there wereino just reasops for
the executive clemency being extended to
Gillis that did not apply with equal or
stronger force to the cases of other of-
fenders who were compelled to pay the
ful penalty for their offences.

Nothing could be more unfortunate
than that there should be in this province
any reason’ to believe that either the ad-
ministration of the law or the exercise of
executive prerogative are moved or con-
trolled by sinister influences. Justice and
clemency must alike be even handed or
justice ceases to be just and clemency de-
generates to favoritism and caprice. The

plain people who have a strong sense of |-

justice are forming their judgment from
day to day upon the public acts of our

public men in high station, and we re-
spectfully submit for the serious con-|
sideration of his honor the lieutenant gov- |
ernor, what must the verdict of the peo-;|
ple be upon his action in the Gillis case |
from first to last?

We submit further to his honor, whosei
kindness of heart is well known, the ques- |
tion, Why is it that violators of the pro-}
hibition' law and they alone, are singled!
out for the exercise of the pardoning pow- |
er? Why is it that so much consideration |
is extended to notorious violators of this |
law and never a pardon for the poor !
drunkard, who but for the illegal sale!
would be a sober man, but who is now left
to serve his thirty or sixty days for be-
ing drunk? There is pardon for the
drunkard maker; there i none for the
drunkard. Many must feel that if the
sole use of the pardoning power is to re-
lease convicted rum sellers it is a use-
Jess prerogative the existence of which
cannot longer be justified.

CASSIE CHADWICK’S
GRIP IS WANTED

U. S. District Attorney Deter:
mined to Know What She Had
Hidden in Satchel.

.

CLEVELAND, O Oct. 18—The contenta
of the mysterious grip which Mrs. Cassie
L. Chadwick, the witch of finance, so
closely guarded during her confinement in
prison and which is now in the possession
of her stepson Emil Hoover, will be dis-
closed if U. S. District Attorney John J.
Sullivan succeeds in the court proceedings
he declares he will institute. He believes
she may have left property enough to pay
the enormous debts charged against her
and that much if it is packed in that grip.

When Mrs. Chadwick died in the penit-
entiary, to which she was sentenced after
the disclosure of her amazing frauds, she
left a will, which is now in the hands of
her former attorney, Thomas E. Powzil.

Mr. Powell says he will not offer the
will for probate uatii he hears from Hoo-
ver, who by its terms is heir to Mrs.
Chadwick’s property. What that property
is no one knows, not cven Mr. Powell, so
he declares. .

District Attorney Sullivan 1s determin-
ed to find out. He says: “I want to know
for the benefit of the creditors of whom
the United States is one to the extent
of $500 for court costs, what papers were
secreted in that mysterious grip Mrs.
Chadwick had with her in prison. I know
she had been a forger, but I believe notes
in that valise are genuine and bear the
names of important persons. She..may—-
have property enough to pay her debts.”

Mrs. Chadwick’s will is not over 300
words in length.' She provides that all
debts and charges against her be paid
from the estate, and gives all her real
and personal estate with the exception of
an annuity of $2500 to her husband, ta
her step-son, Hoover. The paper was ex-
ecuted in prison March 26, 1906, twa
months after Mrs. Chadwick was com-
mitted.

Attorney Powell declares that the will
does not contain any clause which gives'
an idea of the size of Mrs. Chadwick’s es-
tate. He says the amount of her property
will not be known until the executor has
labored in its collection and reported to
the court.

Simultaneously, the discharger, a few feet
across the room, emitted similar blinding
flames, and there came a wearing, tear-
ing boom like the deep bass of some gi-
gantic organ, but immeasurably cruder
and louder. The duration of each note
again corresponded exactly with the as-
sistant’s dot or dash on the instrument
below. This was the electrical discharger,
which sends oscillating electrical currents
from the building into the aerial wires
outside. These, fifty-two in number, are
strung from the cable which connects the
tips of each pair of masts, threadlike to
the eyg, even at close quarters, and in-
visible at a short distance. These at once
begin to set up vibrations of ether, which
in loops and waves travel with inconceiv-
able - Eidity across the sea.

The history of wireless telegraphy in
this country dates from 1901. In that
year Marconi paid his first visit to this
continent. St. John’s (Nfld.), being the
field of his gpening experiments. The ap-
paratus uaﬁwas of most crude descrip-
tion, consis¥thg of a common kite flown
high in the air, carrying a receiver, which
it was hoped would record messages from
Poldhu Station, Cornwall, England. For
weeks the kite was sent up and watched
carefully to record a signal, finally the
news was flashed around the world that
the letter S had been successfully caught
from the station at Cornwall.
Directly the news became noised abroad
that the pew system was to become a
factor in the commercial world, the Anglo-
American Telegraph Company, who owned
several cable stations on the east coast of
Newfoundland, protested to the govern-
ment of the ancient colony that they had
a monopoly of the cable business of the
island and when Marconi applied for a
permit to continue his experiments the ap-
plication was refused.

The finance minister of Canada stepped
into the breach and eent a telegram to
the inventor inviting himi to come across
to Canada, and select his own site for a
continuance of his work. The offer was
gladly accepted and on December 27, 1801,
Marconi and staff arrived at Sydney, Cape
Breton. A grant of land comprising twen-
ty agres was handed over to the inventor
at Table Head, Glace Bay, the nearest
point to England below the mouth of the
St. Lawrence river.

Marconi had been anxious to get a site
for his plant that would give him direct
communication between Canada and Eng-
land, and this spot promised to be ideal.
Four towers were erected, and machinery
installed at a cost of $200,000, the work
being practically completed by the spring
of 1002. In November of that year the

Marconi was engaged, placed the warship
Carlo Alberta at his eervice. On Novem-
ber 22, Marconi issued a statement to the
effect that a complete cipher message had
been received from the station at Poldhu
by the Glace Bay station, over a distance
of 2,500 miles. On the 2lst of December
messages were exchanged between Lord
Minto, governor general of Canada, and
King Edward VII, and between the Carlo
Alberta and King Victor Emanuel of Italy.
