French Repott,

Paris, Nov. 20—Artillery actions; oc-
curred north of the Aisne and in the
region of Sapineul, says today’s official
report.

“In the Champagne north of Carnillet
the enemy last night, after a violent
bombardment, undertook a raid ingreat
strength. Our troops repulsed him, in-
flicting heavy losses. In the Argonne
west of the -Aire, we raided the German
lines and bronght back ten prisoners:

“T'wo enemy raids, one on the Jeft
bank of the Meuse, in the region of
Bethineourt, the other on the right bank
northwest of Vaux Les Damloup, were
completely ‘repulsed. There was active
artillery fighting in Upper Alsace.”

| OF GERMAN ATTACK.

Italian . Headquarters in Northern
ITtaly, Nov. 28—(By the Associated
Press)—Reports from the front show
that the enemy is still persistent, but
that little is left of his former vigor of
.attack, and he is resorting to the old
device of cunning. The Germans have
posted placards in Italian, ' reading:
“Ttalians—we have crossed the defences
Iof the Piave. Your defence is useless.
Let us pass without further bloodshed.
We shall be in Vicenza in three days.”
' In reply to this Italian soldiers posted
a placard in German reading: “You
will never pass.”

An eminent American military auth-
ority summarized the situation _in this
way:

«While the danger is not yét over,
nevertheless it seems to me from a mili-
itury viewpoint  that the enemy cannot
pass, being confronted by the combined
Ttalian, British and French forces.”

« MARRIED MEN 1S
DISCUSSED BY
HON. MR. DOHERTY

Montreal, Nov. 29—Addressing an
audience in Verdun last evening, Hon.
C. J. Doherty, minister of justice, said
that the government expected to get the
100,000 men required under the Military
Service act from the single men class.
Continuing, he said:

“] have no desire to disguise the fact
that if the class now called up does not
produce the men wanted—which I look
upon as incredible—l do not think that
the people of Canada would suggest that
we should drop our military effort be-
cause we do not get them from the un-
married men.”

Mr. Doherty said the question of
whether the number of men required
under the act was forthcoming from the
single men class depended upon the pro-
per administration of the measure. Peo-
ple, he said, must not run away with
the idea that because they saw in the
newspapers that the local tribunals were
indiscriminately granting exemptions
that meant that they were doing abso-
lutely settled things.

WAR MAY CONTINUE
FOUR YEARS MORE?

lmprecssion' Gathered at Front By
Member of American Congres-
sional Party

Eight members of the Congressional
party which left the Uhited States on|
October 15 to visit the battlefront in
France and Belgium, returned this week
to an Atlantic port on an American |

liner and proceeded to Washington. They |’

were three weeks in Europe. The con-
gressmen were exposed to German rifle
and machine gun fire sevral times, and
narrowly escaped being hit.
Representative William S. Goodwin of
Arkansas, said: “I talked with promin-
ent French and British officials, as well
as with the military chiefs of the Al-
lies ,in France and none of them, in-
cluding Lloyd George, appeared to have
any definite idea as to the probable dur-
ation of the war, 1 got the impression
that if the war did not end by next
spring, it was likely to go on for three or
four years more. Lloyd George inform-
ed me at a luncheon that the Allies con-
sidered Russia out'of the war. .
“Henry Franklin-Bouillon told me he
hgld no doubt the Allies would win, in|
view of the aid of the United States.
When the war started the Germans fired
one hundred shells to one fired by the
Allies. Now the Allies fire twenty
shells to the German’s one. The Brit-
ish and French have ample ammunition
to keep the Germans on the alert all
through the winter.” ?
Mr. Goodwin said the:morale of .the
troops in France left nothing to ‘be .de-
sired, and the health of oficers and men,

including the American forces, was very
good.

Representative Daniel V. Stevens, of
Nebraska, said the party visited the
front from Switgerland to the FEnglish
C!\annel, a distance of 1,500 miles, trav-
e‘lmg rfxost]y at nigﬁt by automobile.
“The journey ocucpied thirteen days,”
he continued, “and was made without
lights on the car, as it would be danger-
ous otherwise. We usually stopped
tr.avel]ing at dawn and resumed after
dinner in the evening. Although it had
been made cleat that the visit of our
party to the front was not official, we
enjoyed every courtesy from the Erg-
lish, French and Belgian governments.

“Twice during the tour, at Vimy
Ridge and again in Flanders, while in-
specting the trenches, the German snip-
ers spotted our party, and, assuming we
were visitors out of the ordinary, wel-
coméd us with a shower of lead, which
fortunately did not hit anybody. At
Vimy Ridge the enemy not only used
rifles in firing at our party, but also
turned a machine-gun battery loose, al
for half an hour we had to lie low in a\
trench until the firing died away. Then
we moved out.”

Another member of the party, Clar-
ence C. Dill of Washington, who acted
as chairman on the trip, said:

“We are going to give the benefit of
our experiencce to the next congress,
and will do our best to tell our col-
leagues of the actugl eonditions.”

ORGANIZING LABOR
PARTY IN ENGLAND

London, Nov. 28‘——The national exe-
cutive of the Labor party has com-

pleted a draft of the new constitution

of the party which will be presented at
the conference at Nottingham in Janu-
ary.

It is proposed that the name of the
party remain unchanged, but that its
scope be widened to include political in-
terests of all producers “by brain or by
hand” without distinction of class or
occupation, and that it should be reor-
ganized on the double basis of national
societies ‘and parliamentary constituen-
cies.

The societies eligible for affiliation
will be as heretofore trade unions, So-
and co-operative
societies, but it is planned to add in
each parliamentary constituency a local
Labor party consisting of local branches
of the affiliated societies and of indi-
vidually enrolled members. It is plan-
ned that the party conference should re-
main the supreme governing authority
of the party, declaring the general pro-
gramme (by two-thirds majority), giv-
ing decisions on party policy, and elect-
ing the national executive of twenty
members.

Objects of the party are:

“To organize and maintain in par-
liament and in the country a political
Labor party.

“To co-operate with the Labor or-
ganizations in other countries, to assist
in organizing a federation of nations for
the maintenance of freedom and peace,
and for the establishment of suitable
machinery for the adjustment and set-
tlement of international disputes by con-
ciliation or judicial arbitration, and for

smaller restaurant keepers of non Brit-
ish extraction a surprisingly accurate
knowledge of the law. It was among
these, however, that there; was the
largest number of infractions of the re-
gulation calling for the display of no-
tices requesting the people when order-
ing food, to remember the needs of the
Allies.

In some cases where there was keen
competition among foreign restaurant-
keepers, there were allegations that the
competitor “over the road” was not ob-

vestigation, to be comparatively few.
Wherever necessary, warnings were
given. The police in Toronto are co-
operating with the food controller in
securing observance of the food regu-
lations, and four members of the force
have been assigned for that purpose ex-
clusively.

“The percentage of non-observances,
I think, will be small and I am con-
vinced that much good will come of my
personal visit.” Mr. Mossop says in his
statement: “Some have not been paying
attention to this law, but I think jn
future a very small percentage will be
evading it.”

It shauld not be forgotten that the
obligation to provide cards for display
in public eating places rests with the
proprietor alone, but the food control-
ler’s office will gladly send a supply of
suitable cards upon request.

Mr. Mossop also made an inspection
of the arrangements on all railway din-
ing cars running out from Toronto, in-
cluding the American lines, and found
a desire everywhere to co-operate with
the foad controller in whatever measures
are necessary to conserve food.

The. food controler:has already made
it plain that the regulations applying to
public eating places must be observed.
He has urged the:local police authorit-
ies and the’ restaurang men to come to
some understandapg. ghich all - will be
required to ‘obsegie, ds to hours during
which beef ang Bacon may be servad.
In the case of Ottawa’it has been agreed
that bacon mdy be served only between
5.30 a. m. and 10.80 a. m., and beef only
from 11 a, m. to 2.80 p. m,, except on
Tuesdays and Fridays, when no beef or
bacon may be served at any meal.

The police authorities everywhere in
the Dominion are showing a willingness
to co-operate fully with the food con-
troller in order that the regulations mdy
be enforced.

Annual Meeting of Society For
Prevention

FIGURES FOR THE YEAR

Streng Demand For Medical In-
spection in the Scheols—Greater |
Public Financial Support For
the Work Needed

The annual report of the St. John As-
sociation for the Prevention®of Tuber-
culosis, submitted at the annual meet-
ing this afternoon, was as follows:

St. John, N. B., November, 1917.

The executive of the St. John Asso- |
ciation for the Prevention of Tubercu-
losis beg to present their report of the |
work done from November 1, 1916, to
November 1, 1917.

The work has been steadily carried
on during the year,. the executive meet-
ing every month with the exception of
two summer months.

The dispensary at 74 Carmarthen
street has been open 184 days during
the year, sixty-eight! for children and
116 for adults, that is every Monday and
Wednesday for adults and every Fri-
day for children. In addition to this
Dr. Townshend and Dr. Farris hold
clinics there and all who desire to be
examined by them may present them-
selves. On the other days our dispen-
sary physician, Dr. Logie, and our ex-
perienced nurse, Miss Brophy, are in at-
ltendance. Three hundred and thirty-
nine patients were examined by- Dr.
Townshend, sixty-five by-Dr. Farris and
200 by Dr. Logie. “ :

There were 607 attendants at the dis-
pensary during the year, 203 children,
a slightly smaller number than last
{ vear,"and 894 adults.an increase of six-
| teen. Each one of them has been ex-
i amined or treated in some way or other
| and 800 prescriptions were filled. Some
webe recommended for River Glade,
some for the County Hospital, some for
dispensary treatment and a number dis-
charged as nonjtubercular.

The dispensary has become as it were
a clearing house for all tubercular cases,
and since the city has been paying for
patients at River Glade who are unable
to afford the expense themselves, all
such applications must come through it.
There have been thirteen such cases this
year and the association sees that all
are supplied witly the warm clothing and |
all other necessities; in addition to
which we have paid the expenses of two
patients at River Glade.. There have
also been eleven patients who have paid
their own expenses and one paid for by
St. Andrew’s Society. When the pa-
tients are discharged from River Glade‘
they still attend the dispensary and are
examined from time to time 4nd kept!
under observation.” At the beginning of‘i
the year we had-thirty-one children pa-:
tients and eighty-one adults, a total of!
112, and there were sixty-four children |
and 122 adult new patients; thirty-three
hildren were discharged and 105 adults,'
sixty-two children and
ninety-eight adults: on the books !
on Nov. 1. It wil be seen that|
there are a large number of children of
school age as patients and this asso-
ciation cannot urge too strongly the
medical inspection of schools, as much,
of the tuberculosis that exists in the"
city is due to the health of the children |
being undermined by such conditions as |
bad teeth, poor vision, adenoids nnd!
such conditions, which- could be discov-i
ered and remedied by proper school /in-|
spection. A lady member of the board
is in charge at the dispensary every |
month and it is her duty to look after |
all cases that are recommended for|
River Glade and to make all the ar-|
rangements necessary for sending them |
there. |

For the last ten years the death rate |
from tuberculosis in thjs city has leen |
steadily decreasing, but this year for|
some unaccountable reason it has gone |
up again, which shows all the greater:
need for the work of this association.

We are exceedingly fortunate in our
nurse, Miss Brophy, who has done splen- |
did work during the year, never sparing
herself and bringing help and comfort |
to many a home. During 'the year she!
has made 1,476 visits. It is through |
these visits that the most important |
work of the association is done, for it is |
then that instruction is given for the|
care of the patient so as to prevent the
spread of the disease. i

OF THE ARMIES

Behind the British Lines in France,
Oct. 25—(Correspondence of The As-
sociated Press)—The British army ra-
tion scale allows one pound of meat to
each man daily to the troops in the
trenches, and three-guarters of a pound
to those at home. It further requires
each soldier at the front to carry a pound
of meat in his kit.

The measures by which an army equal
to one-fifth of the male population of
Great Britain before the war has been
supplied with meat on this scale, amount
to something like a revolution in the
technique of army supply. ;

At the very beginmng of the present
war it was decided to provide - frozen
meat for the army ‘and the boards of
trade at once entered into negotiations |
with firms importing meat from the
Argentine for a monthly supply of 15,-
000 tons. , Later a “meat committee’ was
set up, and entrusted, with the work of
importing meat not only for the British
army, but also for the French and Itaiian
governments and for the British civil
population.

The principal source of supply at pres-
ent is the Argentine, with assistance
from Australia and New Zealand. But
Australia and New Zealand have 1ee-|
served their entire surplus supply of
meat for the use of the imperial gov-|
ernment, and more than $200,000,000
worth of beef, mutton and lamb has,
been brought from those countries. |

To carry these enormous quantities of '
meat to the troops the British Board of
Trade requisitioned all the shipping ¢n-|
gaged in the frozen meat traffic. Someb
of the meat is taken to England, but the;
greater part of that required for the |
armies‘is landed directly at the base!
po.ts, where it is discharged into cold|
storage warehouses specially erected for|
the purpose. In- this manner there is|
delivered monthly 80,000 tons of meat
for the British armies’ and 25,000 tons
to the armies of Great Britain’s allies.

The cost of this meat up to the begin-
ning of 1916 figured out at an average
of about 12Y% cents a pound, but it has|
since risen to about 16% cents.

Requisitioning of fresh meat in France
for army purposes is almost negligible,
and the herds of cattle which followed
armies in old-time wars and were
slaughtered as required, have disappear-
ed from the field of war. :

Frozen meat at present constitutes 60

per cent of the total meat issued to the
British army. The remainder is made
up of preserved meat of several variet-
jes. The most familiar form is the well |
known “bully beef” which is corned beef !
packed in. small oblong tins, each con-)
taining twelve ounces. Some units cook|
their bully beef, others prefer it just as |
it comes from the tin. It comprised the
principal article of diet for the army at
Gallipoli.
Another form of preserved ration is a}
combination of about nine ounces of |
meat and a half pound of potatoes <nd
other vegetables. This is served after
warming up, either by heating in the tin
or by boiling the contents in a camp
kettle, which transfers it into a fairly
appetizing stew. This combination, |
which is known in army parlance as!
“meat and vegetable ration, ’is manu-
factured in England by about thirty
firms, working 'under the inspection of
the local government board.

Another form of preserved ration,
adopted from the American armies, is
pork and beans. The first supplies of |
these were obtained from the Canadlan
Pacific Railway Company and were in-
troduced on an experimental scale in
March, 1916.

The amount of canned meats supplied
to the troops in France is enormous.
Three and a half million cans are re-
ceived weekly at the bases, and since the
beginning of the war the army contract
department has purchased more than
400,000,000 ‘cans of preserved meat.
These cans would weigh about 178,600
tons, roughly the equivalent im weight
of six super-dreadnaughts.

Jewish people will usher in the observ-
ance of the post-Mosaic festival of
Hanukah, also known as The Feast of
the ' Maccabees and The
Lights.

God; the priesthood profaned by the
enforcement of idolatrous practices, and
the Israelites ordered, under penalty of
death, to bow before.the idols of -the
Syrians.

Under the military leadership of Judas
Maccabee, the Israelites waged heroic
warfare against their powerful gdver-
saries for the right to worship God ac-
cording to the dictates of their.con-
science., After three years of war—on
the same day, Kislev the 25th, on which
three years before the Syrian idol had
been placed in the temple—the Israelites
celebrated the birth of their religious
freedom, clegnsed the temple which had
been profaned by the Syrians, and re-
dedicated it to the God. of liberty and
light, s

Hanukah is a;Hebrew word meaning
rededication.. In temple and home, the
seven-branched candlestick is lighted
and special prayers are offered. The
suggestive symibolism light, ever held in
reverence by Israel, is variously K em-
ployed to express the lessons of the fes-
tival.

The feast is associated with a charm-
ing legend. It is said that when the
Jewish heroes had reclaimed the sanc-
tuary from the unholy touch of the
heatnen, a single cruse of oil was found,
insufficient to supply the lamps of the
Temple. Yet it sufficed to fill all the
lamps of the Temple during the eight

London, Nov. 20—The Daily Mail to-
day contains an apparently mutilated
telegram from ~Petrograd dated four
o’clock Wednesday, indicating there has
been a.renewal of trouble there. It says
there has been some firing, and that sev-
eral persong have been wounded.
London, Nov. 28—Maximalist troops
have occupied the Petrograd state bank,
according to the Petrqggrad correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail. He adds: The
people are-going about their business
in the most ordinary manner. Nobody
is hurrying, and one would never im-
agine that another revolution is in pro-
gress. Scenes of political turmoil have
now become epidemic_here.”

London, Nov. 28—A Russian official
communication received here says an
order has been issued to the comman-
der-in-chief on every Russian front ai-
nouncing that a “council of the peoples’
commissaries of the army and navy will
convene a congress of the forces on Dec.
2 in Petrograd with the purpose of or-
ganizing arrangements regarding food
and supplies.” The order directs the
election of delegates of committees for
supplies of each division, who are to
reach Petrograd on Sunday.

Warns Russia,

Petrograd, Monday, Nov. ' 26—The
Vetchera, commenting on a statement
made by the Allied military missions to
General Dukhon, former commander-in-
chief of the Russian army, who was re-
cently deposed for refusing to obey an
order to open armistice negotiations with
the Germans, that any break in the Lon-

serious consequences, declares that the
threat is not only a form of speech, but
exists and is a terrible one,

“From the moment the Allies break
off relations,” says the newspaper, “the
transport -will cease, as it already has
ceased  from the United States, and all
the fronfiers of our late Allies will be
closed to us.” F

The newspaper says it has been de-
clared that Russia cannot exist during
the coming year without imports, and
concludes ironically as follows: “Even
‘friendly’ Germany will not be in a posi-
tion to supply us with necessities.” The
Vetchera admits the . impossibility of
Russia carrying on the war, but says
Russia should be so conducted as not
needlessly to offend the Allies.

More State Documents.

Manchester, England, Nov. 28—The
Manchester Guardian’s Petrograd corre-
spondent says that among the secret
diplomatic documents published by the
Leninite regime was one setting forth
an agreement between Russia, ‘France
and Great Britain under which Alex-
andretta (Asiatic Turkey) was to be a
free port and Palestine a protectorate
under Russia, France and Great Britain.
Great Britain was to receive the neutral
zone in Persia, except Ishpan and Yezd,
which were to go into the Russian
sphere.

“Another document, signed by Gen-
eral Polivanoff, the former Russian war
‘minister,” the correspondent continues,
“says that a Russo-Roumanian military
and political convention was concluded
in August, 1916, giving Roumania Buko-
wina, the Banat (in Hunga
Maros and the Danube) and Transyl-
vania. In this document General Poli-
vanoff says in the event of Roumania’s
success she will become a powerful coun-
try with a population of 18,000,000, that
she hardly will remain friendly to Rus-
sia over Bessarabia and will lessen Rus-
sia’s influence in the Baltic.

“In view of this,” General Polivanoff
continued: “The collapse of Greater
Roumania is an idea not against the
interests of Russia, and the present con-
dition in Roumania must be used to
strengthen those ties by which she is
compulsorily bound to us.”

Press)—Fon-
taine Notre Dame was® today virtually
No Man’s Land, ovér which swirled an '
never ending deluge of machine gun bul-
lets from the ranks of opposing forces
drawn up on either side of this blood-
drenched little hamlet. A bright warm
sun ygas shinging down from an almost
clou sky, but it brought little cheer
to the battle-weary German and British
troops, for it served only to throw Into
bold relief the awful picture of desola-|
tion and carnage within the confines of |
- this village, through which all day yes-+
terday grim death had stalked among
the eontending warriors.

1t 'is probable that some parties - of
Germans were still clinging to their sec-
ret strongholds among the ruined build-
ings:and that British guardsmeén also
were hidden among the cellars at various
points.. But for the most part Fontaine
Notre Dame was a place of dead; they
lay about the streets to tell the story of
the cruel tragedy enacted about them.

German prisoners from the third
guards division and 46th regiment were
in the British cages this morning as a
result of the battle, and among the cap-
tives was a battalion commander, who
was canght with many of his men in the
rush of the British through the village.
In addition to the 500 t&ken in Fontaine,
upwards of 100 were captured in the
fighting yesterday in the vicinity of
Bourlon village, where English troops,

co-operating “with tanks, made some ad-
vance. oo

Tanks also’ were employed:in’ the as-
sault on Fontaine, and it was behind
these great engines that the British

guards battled forward until they had.

reached the eastern side of the village.

A German counter-attack with fresh
corps, which resulted in the British be-
ing pushed back through the hamlet
gave the enemy a claim to the re-otcu-
pation of the place; but, it has been said,
the Germans were unable to remain in
Fontaine in force, so that, to all intents
and purposes, they lost Fontaine, al-
though the British did not gain it.
Fighting Severe.

The - fighting at Bourlon village yes-
terday was very severe. The English be-
gan their attack about this place in the

! face .of extremely heavy machine gun

and rifle fire. Bourlon was strongly held
and was crowded with rapid firers, which
held all the approaches. Tanks work-
ed to the southeast of the village and
drove a hole in the enemy defenses.
Here they were closely followed by the
infantry. The machine gun outposts,
however, prevented the infantry from
working their way farther north on the
western side of the place. 'The attack,
however, progressed well on the eastern
side of the village and the British rush-
ed forwerd to the mnortheast carners
thereby drawing the net still closer
about the hamlet.

Marriages in Lent and Adven
Perussable — The Fasting Re-

strictions

(Montreal Gazette.)

In future marri may be celebrated
fn Catholic churches in Lent and in
Advent. This is one bf the two impor-
tant announcements conveyed by Arch-
bishop Bruchesi in a circular letter read
in 'Catholic churches - yesterday. ~ The
second announcement - concerns the re-
striction of fast days in the Advent sea-
gon, which precedes Christmas, the Em-
ber-week fast days remaining as in the

st.

Formerly marriages were not cele-
brated in Catholic churches from the
first Sunday of Advent to January 6,
and from Ash Wednesday to the first
Sunday after Baster. The new code of
canon law permits the celebration of
marriages at all times of the year, in-
cluding the season of Lent and Advent.
The nuptial blessing is ,however, for-
bidden during Lent and Advent.

The circular letter from His Grace
announcing the aforesaid changes reads
as follows:

Reverend and dear Fathers.

The new code of canon law - shall
come into force on the Feast of Pente-
cost, 1918. According to a' declaration
of Pope Benedict XV. under date of

As some
changes have been made regarding the
holy time of Advent, we wish to bring
them to your knowledge.

On Advent.

In future we shall not have the cus-

tomary fast-days of Advent, Fridays
alone shall remain days of abstinence.
Therefore, the weeks of Advent shall

are . concerned, with the exception of
Ember-week, during which the regular
three days of fast and abstinence must
be observed, as in the past.
* The vigil of Christmas shall also re-
main a day of fast and abstinence, ex-
eept when Christmas falls on a Monday,
because the fasts of vigils are never an-
ticipated.

FOR UN:ON GOVT.

Women of Toronto Assemble in
Large Numbers at Roya Alex-
V‘andra Theatre

: (Toronto Globe.)
“In humble thankfulness for the vic-
tories of the week we women of To-

ronto do pledge *ourselves anew to do
everything in our power in support of
our brave men overseas and to send
them at once the necessary reinforce-
ments.”

This resolution, moved at its conclu-
sion by Mrs. G. G. S. Lindsey, and sec-
onded by Mrs. Arthur VanKoughnet,
voiced the keynote of the mass meeting
of women held in the Royal Alexandra
Theatre last evening under the auspices
of the Toronto Women’s Union Govern-
ment League. The fact of its mover
being a-prominent figure in the circlés
of Liberal women in Toronto, while its
seconder is equally well, known among
Conservative women was, at the same
time, a revelation of the spirit of unani-
mity which animates women of both
parties when a matter at stake is the
support of the men who are fighting
Canada’s battles overseas.

In spite of the haste with which the
meeting was organized there was a fine
audience. As one waited for the meet-
ing to begin one heard an occasional
masculine voice above the feminine mur-
mur. Fragments of conversation ran,
“Referendum—we don’t want-a refer-
endum—it’s the women’s vote—that’s
going to do it.”

Russian Minister in Stockholm Says
He Never Sent Telegram Given
Out by Trotzky !

Stockholm, Nov. 29—At least one of
the alleged diplomatic documents now
being published by Leon Trotzky,  Bol-
sheviki foreign minister, is a fabrication,
according to M. Coulkevitch, Russian
minister here. It purported to be a tele-
gram sent by Coulkevitch to Petrograd,
declaring that he had been informed
from Madrid of the proposed seizure of
Swedish diplomatic pouches and protest-
ing against it on the ground that it
might alienate the new Swedish gov-
ernment. M. Coulkevitch authorizes the
statement that this despatch as pub-
lished in the Petrbgrad newspaper
Pravra by the Bolsheviki is a deliberate
fabrication. He adds: -“I never sent
such a telegram to anybody.. Any non-
partisan reader can understand how ab-
surd it is in view of the fact that I
could not possibly have received such
information from Madrid.”

The following is the deliverance of
the Maritime Provinces Presbyterian
synod on the question of union govern-
ment, which has been accepted by the
St. John Presbyterian Association:

Whereas, the synod of the Maritime
Provinces of the Presbyterian-church in
Canada has_declared itself strongly in
favor of union government, we, the Pres-
byterian ministers’ Association of  St.
John do most heartily accept its injunc-
tion and do earnestly commend the same

deliverance of synod is as follows:

The synod does not consider it neces-
sary to reaffirm in detail its formerly
expressed conviction® in regard to the
nature of the gigantic strugglé in which
the country is at _present engaged.
Suffice it to state that in its judgment
the defence of the fundamental princi-
ples of a Christian civilization—justice,
liberty, fraternity and honor among the
nations—demanded that it should- be
entered upon by the British empire, and
b{ Canada as a constituent part there-
of. .

“These convictions, deliberately af-
firmed by the first synod after the be-
ginning of the war, far from being
lessened have been only intensified and
deepened by the progress of the strug-
gle. The measured ruthlessness and
frightfulness which are the most marked
characteristics of the war, as carried on
by the enemy, the employment of every
inhuman cruelty and device which
science and scientific efficlency have
placed within man’s reach—these have
only” emphasized the fundamentally
moral nature of the struggle in which
we are involved and made increasingly
clear that there can be no stopping
shortwof the complete overthrow of Ger-
man militarism for the maintenance of
the basil principles of civilization.

“But the synod would very earnestly
point out that this end is not yet in
sight. The strength of the enmemy, al-
though weakened, is far from destroyed,
and the high interests at stake are such
as to demand for their vindication and
preservation still further and greater ef-
forts and sacrifices than,-as: g country,
we have yet made. In particular atthe
present time, in the synod’s judgment,
the following demands are imperatively
made upon us as & people, if we are to
make our worthy and effective contri-
bution to the winning of victory:

,(1) The maintaining of unity within
our own Dominion and the discourag-
ing of everything that would tend in
any measure to stir up or emphasize in-
ternal division or strife.

(2) The coming into'power of a union
government which will enlist the sym-
pathy and active support of all parties
for the winning of the war.

(8) Government control of the man-
hood and womanhood power of the
country and all its resources, public and
private, for the purposes of the war.

(4) A vigorous and courageous effort
on all sides to expunge ftom all depart-
ments of our national life, social,  in-
dustrial and political, the unbrotherly
greed-of-gain spirit which are inefficien-
cies from the point of view of the win-
ning of victory, as well as betrayals of
God’s purpose through wus in the
struggle. . :

To this end the synod would earnest-
ly wrge upon its people to see to it that
in the approaching election only those
candidates shall receive their  support
who are prepared to adopt and carry out
these principles. - Thus acting and
through all guided and possessed by a
spirit of unreserved willingness to go
the whole length of God’s call to ser-
vice and sacrifice, and the laying aside
of all that is unworthy of accomplish-
ment of victory for so great a cause, we
may confidently ask and expect the
blessing of Him who is the Sovereign
Loord of nations as well as the Church’s
Head, and who if King of Peace is first
King of Righteousness. .

MATTER OF BEQUEST BY HON.
* A R McCLELAN IS N DOUBT

A bequest amounting to about $150,-
000 for charitable purposes, under the
will of the late Hon.’ A. R. McClelan,

now hangs upon a legal decision.

The trustees under the will, Hon. C.
W. Robinson and Abner E. Bartlett,
applied to Justice White in the chancery
court on Tuesday for advice as to the
construction of a clause in the will
whereby the residue of the estate of the
late Mr. McClelan, thought to amount
to about $150,000, was bequeathed to
such charitable, educational, religious
“and sanitary” institutions as the trustees
might select' and in such proportion as
they might determine. Some doubt had
arisen as to whether a bequest to “sani-
tary institutions” ‘would properly con-:
stitute a charitable bequest in law. If
it would not, the whole charitable be-
quest would be void and the residue of
the estate would go to the next of kin.

Hon. W. P. Jones represented the!
trustees and argued in favor of sustain-
ing the beguest.

Miles B. Dixon also appeared for the
trustees and said he was present merely
te seek advice and jmake no contention

WEST BATHURST
HOSPITAL BURNED

Bafhurst, Nov. 28—This district sus-
tained another great loss tonight when

the John Hamut Dunn Hospital, situated

in the village of West Bathurst was
completely aestroyed by fire. Only a
short while Jago the Eudist school situ-
ated nearby was a prey to the flames.
The twelve patients in the hospital were
rescued without  difficulty 'as  the fire
started in the attic. Had it originated
in the lower part of the building it is
doubtful that all the patients would have
been saved.

It was about 9 o’clock that. the fire
was discovered in the attick of the ‘two
mng a half story building. Immediately
a call was sent in for the Bathurst fire
apparatus and in the meantime people

who had gathered assisted:in removing:

the patients to safety.

The fire made rapid progress and the
very efficient fire-fighting apparatus was
but feeble resistance against the flames.
In three hours nothing remained of the
institution but three of the walls. The
interior was completely destroyed and
practically none of the furnishings were
saved.

‘The institution was a gift to the town
from Mrs. H, C. n. It was of a
memorial nature and it has been called
the John Hamut Dunn Hospital. The
town will feel the loss considerably, not
only materially but from a sentimental
standpoint. The building is insured for
$7,000. which, it is stated, is not suffi-
cient by any means, to replace it. There
is also $1,500 insurance on the furniture
and fixtures d@nd this amount, too, is in~
adequate to cover the loss. It was
roughly estimated -last night that the
total Joss would approach $20,000.

Sprague Cleghorn, two seasons back

lthis winter.

Cleghorn is in the General Hospital in

Montreal with his right leg broken, the
resutl of a fall Monday night. The leg
is fractured at the ankle, and the acci-
dent will keep him out of hockey all
winter. Cleghorn slipped on the icy
sidewalk and his arkle snapped like a
pipe-stem.

He will take action against the city
for $10,000, as the accident has probably
wrecked his hockey career.

Cleghorn’s accident undoubtedly quali-
fies him for membership in the Hard
Luck League. Two seasons ago, while
playing at the top of his form, he was
in a collision with Randall, the former
Toronto defence player, and on that oc-
casion fractured his left ankle. That
accident not only kept Cleghorn out of

the game for that season, but practi-

cally ruined Wanderers’ chances for the
champioinship and Stanley Cup series.
Wanderers had been going great guns
until Cleghorn was disabled, but after
his accident became nothing.

Cleghorn’s ankle recovercd during the
summer, but last winter he did not play
up to his old-time form, and the acci-
dent was blamed for it. He ‘had hoped
to be a! his best in the coming winter,
but th.. accident of last night means
that he is out of it—and probably for
good.

Cleghorn said this morning that he
was walking along the street when he
stepped on a particularly slippy spot and
went down. While he was still lying
there, unable to rise, a city employe€
came along, sprinkling ashes. He was
Jjust too late in Cleghorn’s case.
