MOTOR AMBULANCE

St. John is to have a new motor am-
bulance of the latest type and with the
most modern equipment. Commissioner
McLellan announcea today that negotia-
tions have been completed for the pur-
chase of the apparatus at a cost of
$3,350. .

The ambulance will have an Overland
chassis and the body will be of the

Mulholland type.

The framework of the body will be of
wood with panels of aluminum or steel,
providing a rigid body with ample pro-
tection against the weather, a feature
also emphasized by the provision of a
heater in the car. The equipment will
include the couch on which the stretcher
is placed, two Pullman chairs, water
tapk, wash basin, first aid and instru-
ment cabinet, electric fan, two dome
lights, etc.

The inner floor, as well as the rest of
the equipment is removable for cleaning.
The room provided and the equipment
are so ample as to make it possible to
perform an operation in the car. The
body will be painted grey with green
stripes and will present a very neat ap-
pearance. The car will be of 45 horse
power with 125 inch wheel base.

Arrangements for its headquarters
have not been made, but Commissioner
McLellan wants to have it near the cen-
tral police station and room may be
found in No. 1 or No. 2 fire station. He
also wants to arrange to have an order-
ly as well as a driver to accompany the
car on its trips.

The purchase of the new ambulance
will make it possible to station one of
the other ambulances permanently in
West St. John.

Contrary to the commission-
er’'s recommendation and on motion of
Commissioner McLellan, tenders were or-
dered to be called for improvements to
Clarendon street at a cost of $3,844. The

1,426 was approved also and work will
lbe commenced immediately on this as
on the other projects. The mayor pre-
isided and all the members of the coun-
| cil were present.
{ J. King Kelley was heard on behalf
lof William Morrish, a blind man who
‘had suffered injuries by falling into a
|city excavation in 1911. He had se-
icured judgment for $800 against the
!contractor, Thomas Williams, but, it
{was said, had not collected anything.
Mr. Kelley urged that the city was
morally liable and asked that a grant
of $100 be made now and $20 monthly
until the full amount was paid. He sub-
mitted a certificate from Dr. Kelly re-
garding the man’s injuries. The mat-
ter was referred to the city solicitor, the
mayor and Commissioner Wigmore.
Main Street Paving

Commissioner Fisher submitted pro-
posals for repairing that portion of Main
street from Simonds street to Douglas
avente, on the northern side, where the
other commissioners had insisted upon
some work being done. He proposed a
concrete base, a permanent form of
work, with an asphaltic surface at an
estimated cost of $38,740. He did not
want to have this sum taken from his
next year’s appropriation and suggested
a bond issue for, say, two-thirds the
amount, representing the value of the
permanent portion. After some discus-
sion, on motion of Commissioner Fisher,
the work was authorized, the cost to be
charged to next year’s appropriation.

Regarding Clarendon street, Commis-
sioner Fisher said that sidewalk connec-
tion with Douglas avenue could not.be
made without crecting a retaining wall
on one side and he could not recom-
mend this Furthermore, he had been able
to find no record that part of the street
ever had been incorporated and taken

The mayor said that if the commis-
sioners had allowed previous appropria-
tions to be spent for other purposes he
did not think it fair to leave it until
the end of the season and then insist
upon. & new commissioner borrowing
from his next years appropriation for
this work. It would be perpetualing an
undesirable form of financing of which
he could not approve.

Commissioner McLellan spoke strong-
ly in favor of making specific instead of
general appropriations and keeping to
them. He had approved of an overdraft
for some street work, such as that in
Church street, because the work' was
badly needed. In this connection he
said that some small streets were being
used beyond reason and he intended to
submit a by-law limiting the use of
the Market streets to vehicles going to
the market or other premises which paid
for easements. If the commissioner of
public works would not move for the
Clarendon street work, he would do so.

Commissioner Fisher said that he
might recommend the work later, but
did not feel like doing so at present.

Commissioner McLellan moved that
the work be proceeded with, according
to the road engineer’s estimate, provi-
sion for payment to be made later.

Owing to the amount of work already
on hand, Commissioner Fisher said he
did not feel satisfied to undertake the
work.

The motion ‘'was seconded by Com-
missioner Wigmore, with an amendment
to the effect that tenders be called.

MONCTON HOSPTAL
GASE IN COURT HERE.
Matter of Election of Trustess and

Validity of Bye-Law Adopted
By Board '

An interesting case fs being heard in
the Chancery Division today, with I\
'Honor, Mr. Justice Grimmer presiding.
It is the maiter of Francis P. Murphy
of Moncton vs. the Moncton Hospital
Board and James Boyle, president, and
Hugh Hamilton secretary. In this case
a technicality is involved in which the
validity of 2 bye-law adopted by the
hospital board is in dispute. /

The Moncton Hospital is incorporated
and at a meeting held this year a by-
law was passed by the board by which
all persons who subscribed not less than'
$1 would be entitled to vote at the an-
nual meeting, on all questions, includ-
ing the election of trustes. This yeas
the term of three trustees had expired,’
and at the annual meeting some persons,
taking advantage of the by-law, paid
the sum of $1, and put in an attendance
and voted with the result that three
new trustees were elected to succeed
those whose term of office had expired:
The plaintiff in this case was one of the
new members elected.

Subsequent to the annual meeting an
adjourned meeting of the board was
Leld, and at this meeting it was an-
nounced that the board had no auth-
ority to make the by-law giving those
who had subscribed $1 the right to vote,
holding, in other words, that the by-
law was ultra vires. Another vote was
then taken and Mr. Murphy, one of
those who had taken advantage of the
new by-law, was not permitted to par- _
ticipate in the proceedings. On the elec-
tion being held, Mr. Hamilton, one of
the retiring trustees, as well as a de-
fendant in this case, was elected in the
place of Mr. Murphy.

double this year.,

Wealth of Japan,

(Commercial' and Financial World.)

Japan is probably the most prosperous
country in the world at present. Her
war munition trade, compared with that
of the United States, is small in total
value, but every branch of businéss in
Japan is making new records of pros-
perity.

Financially, Japan was never such a
power in the world before. She has re-
deemed large quantities of Japanese
bonds held in Great Britain and France
and is preparing to take up $50,000,000
worth of British Treasury bonds in the
United States to help out her ally, and
incidentally to obtain the five or per-
haps six per cent, which England will
pay in place of the one and a half per
cent, by the Japanese federal banks.

The significant things about the com-
mercial prosperity of Japan is the way
in which it is being used to lay the
foundations of future business. Japan
is going to be a much more formidable
competitor after peace than she was be-
fore war.

The shipping companies, in partiduldr,
are piling up enormous reserve funds and
increasing their fleets. The bulk of their
profits are going into capital while the
government subsidies secure their divi-
dends as before.

Cotton spinning, the chief of Japan’s
internal industries, is in similar condi-
tion. Business is on record levels, and
while profits and prices have gone up,
the wages of the operators are station-
ary at almost the lowest mark in the
world and their efficiency is growing.
The increase of spindles is much greater
than the increase of employes.

Another distinctive feature of indus-
trial conditions is the number of new in-
dustries which have been  created
through the cessation of German ex-
ports. A recent investigation by the
department of commerce showed - mine
new industries in existence as the result
of the war. They are: v

Dye stuffs (Aniline salts and black
dyes); Chemicals (sub-nitrate of bis-
muth, salicylic acid, antipyrin acetate of
calcium and formalin); glass wares ;
celluloid, paper, pulp, phosphorus, Po-
tassium choride, and soda.

In view of the enormous demands of
the east of cotton clothing the spinning
industry is likely to reach gigantic pro-
portions. This prospect of permanence
is bulling cotton shares at present more
than any others. The export is specially
good. Not only are sales to China in-
creasing but Japanese goods are now in
possession of Indian and Pacific markets
where British and German goods form-
erly held the field.

There are now in Japan 2,768,000
spindles, owned by thirty-six compan-
ies with a capital of $48,000,000 and em-
ploying 128,000 work people.

Every year from now on Japan’s com-
petition will be felt with great severity
in every market on the Pacific. This
competition is backed by government
support in every form—high protection
at home and a policy aimed at prevent-
ing the slightest danger from foreign
control or even foreign profit-sharing in
Japanese industries, and abroad, subsi-
dized steamships, subsidized banks, pre-
ferential rates, and not least, a highly
organized consular service.

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THE HINDOO PROBLEMNL

What to do with the Hindoo is a
question that has by no means been set-
" tled in Canada. British Columbia loses
no opportunity to assert that it is and
must remain a white man’s country;
but that does not settle the guestion for
Canada. Tt will be extremely difficult
after the war, in which India hgs so
nobly rallied to the defence of the Em-
pire, to deny a respectable Hindoo the
rights of a British subject. Mr. Hohbs,
representing the Canada-India League,
‘who has just returped after a visit of
two months to Trinidad, where there
are very many Hindoos,-to study the life
of the people and get a first-hand know-
ledge of conditions, informs the Times
that the Hindoes in 'I‘rinic‘ad are not
oply welcome, but are proving them-
selves of great value. Despite all re-
strictions and handicaps they are forg-
ing ahead and showing avcapacity for
business as well as ordinary labor that
forces recognition. The Canada-India
League sees no reason why this coun-
try. should refuse to permit Hindoes
now in the country to bripg their wives
from Indjs, or why more of these peo-
ple sho$ not he permitted to come. It
will- be more difficult to’ justify the
gati-Hindoo attitude since India has so
nebly responded to the cry of the Em-
pire’s need. The race question is a per-
ennial source of controversy, and the
Empire has its share; and it will call
for the exercise of a broad tolerance and
. keen sense of justice to deal with the
problems as they arise. Perhaps it
would not injure us if we lost a little
of our complacent self-assurance of su-
periority over the nations of the Orient,
. ar at least made the effort to get a bet-
ter understanding of their contributions
to human civilization.

THE RETAIL MERCHANTS

It
would be unfair to charge the merchants
with a purely selfish motive in getting
together in an association. The mo-
ment they come together and get better
acquainted their views must be broad-
ened, gnd they cannot fail to see many
ways in which their united efforts will
help their community, apart from mak-
ing their stores more attractive and con-
ducting their business in more up-to-date
fashion. They will perceive that their
town should be made more attractive
and that their influence can help very
materially to make it sa. The social
life of the community will. be the more
pleasant because of a better mutual un-
derstanding among its business men.

- And, if a suggestion made by Mr. J. W.
Scovil of St. Stephen last evening were
adopted, many a bysiness man in diffi-
culties 'because of sgme weakness or
fault-in his methods would be given 2
helping hand that would mean for him
all the differencg hetween failure and
sucpess. If the Retail Merchants’ As-
socigtion will set.its standards and ideals
high enough it cannot fail to benefit not
only its members but the community at
large.

A GOOD ROADS SCHEME.,

The Times has more than ence urged
the propriety of federal, provincial and
municipal governments preparing for an
extensive programine of public warks af-
ter the war, in order to keep money in
circulation, and provide employment for
men released from service or thrown out
‘of employment, until they could gradu-
ally be absorbed again into the general
. economic life -of Canada. It would not
pe- difficult to finance the various
schemes, each of which would merely
be anticipating a future necessary work,
and would give full value for the money
expended. Later generations might
fairly be asked to bear a .share of the
burden ‘imposed, for they would get the
benefit; and the present generation is
making great sacrifices to guarantee to
them the peaceful enjoyment of life in
the greater Canada of the future.

The people of the province of On-
tario are to be asked to take aetion
along the line suggested. The proposi-
tion there is related to the construction
of highways. and certainly no more
generally beneficial public work could
be undertaken in any province., The
Toronto Star Weekly thus outlines the
scheme:—

“An ambitious plan to link up during
the coming winter every county in the
province to a province-wide good roads
movement, construction of roads to be
undertaken jointly by the counties and
the provincial government at the con-
clusion of the war, was announced at
the department of public works today.
Its purpose is to provide Ontario with

s from one end of the province
to the other, and to supply employment

for labor of every class after the war,
including returned soldiers. One hun-
dred thousand pieces of literature have
been printed, which will be distributed
in every farm house in counties of the
province not already committed to the
good roads movement. This literature
will point out the advantages of a good
system, and explain that the provincial
government will assume 40 per cent of
the cost of construction and 40 per cent.
of the cost of maintgnance as authorized
under the Highway Act. W. A. Mc-
Lean, deputy minister of highways, is
convinced the campaign ‘will ‘succeed.”
To _ensure that the.money. expended
shall not be wasted, it will of course be
necessary to cut out political partisan-
ship, secure the best road engineers, and
make the proper distinction between
trunk roads and by-roads. ‘By pursuing
this course the ultimate cost of a good
roads system for the province would be
greatly lessened, in comparison with a
hap-hazard method of isolated work
here and there, having no fixed relation
to a general plan, which is. the ordinary
method of doing road work in Canada.
Other provinces might very awell take
up this question, and provide themselves
with good roads in accordance with some
such plan as that proposed in Ontario.

The whole country is “doing its
bit.” There is no shirking, no whin-
ing, no mourning, no cry for peace.

Canada is resolute, loyal and enthusi-
astic in the cause of the mother country
and her allies. They recognize not only
that they have rights as citizens of the
British empire but duties that they must
—and are prepared—to fill.

That Hinaoos if brought to New

city yesterday from Trinidad (B.W.1.),
where he has been since June last.

Mr. Dobbs was sent there by the Can-
ada-India League to study the habits
und traits of the East Indians, where
many of them have settled under the
indenture labor regulations.

Speaking of the objects of the league,
Mr. Dobbs said:—

“Canada has several million acres of
fertile soil awaiting cultivation and ex-
tensive advertising has been done by the
Canadian government inviting settlers to
inhabit the country = as agriculturisis.
Canada has always needed this kind of
immigrant but perhaps never more so
than today with her great shortage ol
laborers on the land, e to recruiting.
Some East Indians naturally wanted to
avail themselves of such an opportunity
to come to Canada but when small
groups of them responded to this general
invitation they found to their dismay
they were not wanted although foreign-
ers of many nationalities were coming in
freely.

“There are about 4,500 East Indians
ir Canada who came here gome years
ago -and mostly reside in British Colum-
bia and these afe contributing their
share towards the gengral prosperity of
the province in which they live. Many
commendable things are said of them,
and I believe they, together with a large
number of Canadians, are very solicitous
for a closer bond of fellowship and union
among these two races who shelter under
the Union Jack.

Tax Commission Report

d?:he Question of Income Taxes and the Proposed Remedies;

“Incomes”’

The following from the report of the Civic Assessment Commission

acome Taxes,

The present so-called income tax is
eally a tax on personal earnings, since
‘eal and personal estates are taxed on
their capital values. The law provides
that incomes up to $300 shall be totally
exempt and, that incomes from $800 to
/$1,000 shall have an exemption of $200.
There is, in addition, another personal
tax, that is, a poll tax of $5 on all males
of 21 years and over who pay no in-
come tax, and on all who pay the in-
come tax a poll tax of $2.
reality reduces the exemption on all in-
comes of less than $1,000 to $50, or at
the most $100. The person with an in-
tome of $1,000 pays the income tax on
the full amount plus a poll tax of $2,
which means that he is taxed at a
slightly higher rate than the individual
with a large income.
Yeur commissioners believe that the
present exemptions are too low. Modern
income laws in most countries exempt
so much income “as is reasonably neces-
sary for the support of the average
laboring man and his immediate fam-
ily” since it is believed unwise for the
state to entrench upon the minimum of
.’subsistence essential to the efficiency of
labor. The British income law prior ‘to
the war exempted nearly $800, but this
has been reduced more than $100 re-
cently; there ig also the “inhabited house
/tax," which is an indirect income tax,
with still lower exemptions, and, in ad-

ition, the tenant in most cases pays the
local rates. In Ontario, city household-
.ers get an exemption of $1,500; in Brit-
ish Columbia the exemtpion is $1,000,
dut in neither of these provinces is the
income tax important since most of the
local taxes are raised: on real estate and
are shifted in part to the tenant in the
form of rent, and in Ontario, the busi-
ness tax is often substituted for the in-
come tax. In the state of Wisconsin
the exemption is from" $800 for indivi-
duals  to $1,200 for husband and wife,
with additional abatements for other
members of the family, whereas the
United States federal income law ex-
empts individual incomes to the amount
of $8,000 and incomes of family to $4,000.
On the other hand, most European coun-
tries give low exemptions, in some cases

as: low as $200 for state purposes and
not more than $50 or $75 for local rev-

enues. But both the cost and the stand-
ard of living on the continent are gen-
erally lower than in Canada; and the
low income tax takes the place of the
poll tax, and is generally at a low rate
for small incomes, the rate or tariff being
gradudted and progressive, with- abate-
ments for the size of the family. The
purpose in view is evidently that every
citizen shall be called upon to make
some direct contribution to the expenses
of his local government.

It is generally recognized that income
taxation may grant lower exemptions
for local than for state or federal rev-
enues. The amount of such exemptions
must . be determined by a careful con-
sideration of the full situation in each
gse It is necessary to consider both

“ihe general well-being of the community
and the place of income taxation in the
tax system. Where, as in Ontario, the
real estate tax gives most of the revenue
and shifts part of the tax burden in
rents the income exemptions should be
generous. Rieh states and provinces can
secure their revenues without pressing so
heavily upon any form of property or
ability as less prosperous communities
are compelled to do.

Poll Tax,

Representatives of the labor organiza-
tions waited upon this commission and
urged the lowering of the poll tax and
the increase of the exemptions from the
income tax. Your commissioners were
impressed with the justice of several
of their contentions and are recommend-
ing relief for small taxpayers although
in a' form slightly different from that
suggested to them. They are of the
opinion-that the present poll tax cannot
be commended. It is a form of taxation
that can be justified only when if is re-
garded as a price for equal benefits; or
when all taxpayers are of equal ability.
At the same time they agree with the
Massachusetts commission already re-
ferred to “that it is exceedingly desir-
able that every man should make a mini-
mum direct contribition toward the sup-
port of the government” and this seems
especially necessary where, as in this
city, there is practically manhood fran-
chise. But they believe that this con-
tribution can be more fairly secured by
a local income than by a poll tax, and
they recommend the abolition of the poll
ia4 and the substitution therefor of a
ﬁnimum income assessment of $150.

his has also the advantage that it gives
each taxpayer a ‘“direct interest in the
local tax rate” Since in every case
where the income assessment exceeds the
minimum there is na extra taxation this
abolition of the poll tax is equivalent to
an increased exemption of $100 from the
income. The commission has also rec-
ommended the abolition of the tax on
household goods; and this is the equiva-
lent of a further increase of the ex-
emption of small incomes to an amount
from $300 to $500 and has the addi-
tional advantage of affording such relief
to the man with a family. Your com-
missioners prefer the abolition of this
tax to an increase of the exemption of
incomes since they regard the latter as
a fairer measure of ability to pay and a
better form of taxation.

In addition to these echanges they
recommend that the present exemptions
from taxation be increased to $400 on
earned incomes, in every case where the
total income is not moze than $1,000;
and to $200 on each earned income where
the total exceeds $1,000 but does not
exceed $1,500. These alterations will
lighten the tax burden of wage earners
and small salaried men. Under the pres-

This tax in |

It deals with income taxes:

ent system a man earning a wage of
$800 is taxed about $20, consisting of

poll tax of $2, income $12, personal
property $6; under the proposed act this
entire tax will be on income and will
amount to $8. Although the exempt-
ions recommended are not large
when compared with other systems yet
they are substantial and as generous as
your commissioners feel warranted in
recommending in justice to all other
ratepayers.

An income tax is meant to measure
and tax ability but it has been objected
to as being a tax upon thrift and in-
dustry. Yet, as Professor Adams of
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Cornell University says, “the civilized
nations of the world have committed |
themselves to the general policy of levy—i
ing taxes so far as possible in propor-|
tion to ability not disability, according|
to strength not weakness, and as thel
thrifty man is usually the able and|
strong man, he will continue to pay
most of the taxes.” On the other haad
it is almost universally recognized that
a local income tax is one of the most
difficult of taxes to successfully admin-
ister. Many authorities claim that in-
come taxes-must be federal or at least
state or provincial in application and ad-
ministration in order to be satisfactory
and doubt the ability of any local area
to so administer such a tax as to mnake
its operation equitable or wise.

In Wisconsin,

A few years ago Wisconsin passed a
modern income law and its administra-
tion has been so successful as lo cause
a reversal of opinion regarding this form
of taxation; but as already indicated
their act has state and not local applica-
tion. @

It is a prevailing opinion that for
local communities a form of taxation
that undertakes to measure income in-
directly is preferable to a direct income
tax. Recently both the state of New
York and the city of New York appoint-
ed commissions to investigate this sub-
ject. Both of these commissions have
reported in the present year of 1916.
The state commission has recommended
an income law to be administered by
the state but to be used largely for rais-
ing local revenue and there i presented
in the appendix of that report a pro-
posed model income law. The majority
i of the commissioners of the city of New

{ York accepted this law and recommend-
i ed it, but in case such law is not passed
i by the legislature of that state then
i they recommend to New York city ag
i ability tax which seeks to measure in-

| come in an indirect manner, that is, the
income is judged to be a certain per-
i centage of the rental value of the resi-
| dence of the recipient, or in case he does
!not live within the city then the per-
!centage' of the rental of his business
i premises. The rate is worked out guite
elaborately in a progressive manner in-
"asmuch as the rental value of the resi-
| dence of a wealthy, man is a lower pro-
| portion of his income than is that of the
iman of small or moderate means. This
! method has the advantage that every
man is at least measured by the same
yard-stick, and although imperfect in
theory, since it is only an approxima-
tion to the real income, it is much eas-
ier to administer and does not allow the
great inequalities in assessment and ad-
ministration that provoke such a sense
of injustice among many individuals in
St. John. The :city of Halifax has re-
cently adopted an indirect income tax
of this character.

- Your commissioners are submitting
herewith a statement from the assessor’s
office showing the total number of per-
sons paying the income tax in the year
1915 and classifying them according to
the amount of their assessment, It will
'be seen that only seventy-two persons
'are asses®ded on incomes over $8,000;
' that Jess an twenty persons are as-
:sessed on incomes between $8,000 and
| $4,000; twelve are assessed on $4,000
!and forty persons are assessed above
'$8,000 and up to and including $4,500,
|and only thirty-two persons in the en-
' tire city are assessed on incomes exceed-
'ing $4,500.

{ On the other hand there are 6,462 in-
comes assessed on $500 and less, and a
total of 7,406 incomes on less than $1,000.
|There are 1,102 incomes assessed from
!$l,000 to $1,500 inclusive; 868 incomes
;above $1,500 and up to and including
| £8,000. Thus of 8,948 incomes assessed
in St. John in 19015, seventy-two are
above $8,000; 1,470 are within $1,000 to
$8,000 inclusive, while 7,406 are on in-
comes less than $1,000. The income
tax for 1916 amounted to $101,919.84 and
the poll tax to $81,871.00. Persons
earning $1,000 and less paid about 50
per cent of the income tax and nearly
sixty per cent. of the total of the two
taxes; persons earning $1,500 and less
paid seventy per cent. of the income tax
and seventy-seven per cent of the total
of the combined income and poll taxes.
This means that the present income tax
in this city is raised very largely *rom
wage earners and men with small and
fixed salaries such as clerks and other
officials, many of whom find it difficult
on the stipend they receive iv maintan
their efficiency and reasonable standard
of living. The law provides tha‘ in the
case of a ratable person c¢arrv iz on
La.iness his personal earnings ‘shaili be
deemed to be a sum equal to that wlich
would ordinarily be paid to an equaily
coripr tent person for rendering to such
busine. the same services as are ren-
aered by the person assessed.” 'That is,
the carnings of business and professional
men ar: arrived at by a method of
doomage or by guess. Each employer
gives to the assessor the amount of
wages o1 salary pald to employes ard
their assessment is accuracy itsei”, bat
employers need not state their own
earnings even when they are members of
a corporation with fixed salaries, and the
result is that high salaried men (wita
the exception of well paid government

comes.”
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officials) are absurdly under-assessed.
There seems to be a feeling that since
the real estate and personal prop>-iy
taxes are quite heavy it does not atter
if the income of this class is not reached.
But under. our present system intangible
personal property practically escapes
taxation and the greater part of thc tax
upon buildings and stocks in trade is
shifted to consumers in rents and prices,
and since over fifty per cent. of the lucal
taxes rests on these two forms of prep-
erty it is clear that the mass of tihe

people is hearing its share of tpe ind'-,

rect  taxes. It is plain that if the in-
come law in this city is to be fair it
must find some method of securing the
full valuation of the larger incoines.
While other cities have employcd income
taxation to relieve persons of small
means and to secure revenue from the
large incomes the earnings tax as it has
‘been administered in this city has work-
ed in the opposite direction; it i.as
pressed lightly upon those with ability

to pay and has been burdensome to ihe |

wage earner and small salarie man.
The outcome is about, the same as if the
tax rate on small incomes were double
that of the larger ones.

Mr. Jarvis in _the address already re-
ferred to mentions this situation in these
words, “The ratepayer taxed .n Lis
actual income finds himself paying a
share of his’ neighbor’s taxes with his
own. He has no remedy, he himself is
taxed according to the law. He cannot
enter on a crusade against others who
are not. Year after year the lists are
printed and year after year it is seen
that they are largely farcial and while
income generally is supposed to be
assessed ‘a considerable portion of that
best able to contribute escapes.”

At the same time your commissioners
do not consider it wise to urge the abo-
lition of the income tax, since they re-
gard it when properly framed and suc-
cessfully administered, the fairest of all
tests of ability and they believe that
any improvement in method and admin-
istration of such a tax is toward an
ideal system of taxation.

of a tax which measures income by ox-
ternal indicia yet there is no reason why
an assessor should not make use of such
rr!ethods in order to test declarations or
his valuations. Your commissioners
!mve sought to amend and improve the
income tax in such a manner as to reach
all fox.-ms of income, and they are recom-
mending changes in administration
which they believe, if followed, will lead
to a fairly efficient and equitable en-
forcement.

Objects of Proposed Act,

The three main objects that the pro-
posed act seeks to attain are:

1—To secure the earnings of «ll class-
es of citizens and to tax them at the
full amount just as the present act taxes
wages and salaries.

2—To tax the net profits of business
and trade.

8—To tax the income of certain class-
es of personal property instead of the
capital values.

To deal with these matters in ‘*he
reverse order, it has been shown that the
personal property tax based on capital
values was unfair in principle and un-
successful in administration. The
proposed act places a six per
S:ent- tax rate upon the incomes of
intangibles such as interest on notes and
bonds, dividends on joint stocks and
other like securities, and in this dase the
tax follows residence. A sworn declar-
ation is required, penalties are imposed
for non-compliance and as the tax is
moderate the commission believes that
citizens will declare their property and
pay. Moreover businesses or industries
in the city are allowed to deduct from
gross income all the interest paid in con-
nection with operations, provided they
state the names of, and the amounts of
interest paid to, each person. This in-
formation will enable the assessors to
check up the declarations of individuale

Net Profits,

There is also a tax on the net profits
of all professions; frades and industries
in St. John. SucK ‘profits are in their
nature a mixed iffgdme, derived in part
from' interest on sn¥ested capital and in
part as a remuneration for the personal
labor or services of the owners, whether
partners or stockholders. ‘This income
might be separated into thesé constituent
parts and taxed accordingly, that is,
earnings would come under the general
tax rate at two per cent. and the divi-
dends be taxed at the six per cent. rate.
In the case of the latter there should be
{allowed a deduction from the net profits
“cqual to six per cent, of the real and
. personal estate assessment since this has
1 been already taxed. However, to avoid
complexity in administration and not to
press too heavily upon local business the
:commission recommends that the net in-
;come or profits of all professions, trades
;and industries of the city (with the ex-
, ception.of certain cases to be dealt with
later) be taxed at the low or general tax
|rate. In thus taxing net profits or in-
jcome of the business the full salaries of
|the owners will be reached, since hoth
salaries and profits are taxed at the same
rate. Deductions from the gross income
iare allowed for rent, interest, salaries and
wages, taxes, bad debts, and a reason-
iable amount for depreciation ar repair,
i and for actual losses incurred in the busi-
i ness, pot covered by insurance, provided
| the names of, and amounts paid to, each
| person receiving salaries, wages or inter-
jest are given. Where an industry has a
| branch office or place of business outside
iSt. John a reasonable deduction is allow-
ied and the tax is placed on the income
attributable to this city.

In the case of individual enterprise the
owner may deduct the exemptions grant-
ed by the law fronr his net incaome, but
in the case of partnerships or corpora-
tions there can be no exemption. Each
partner or member of a corporation
would be allowed the exemption an his
own salary or personal earnings, but the
full net income of such business is taxed.
This is substantially a business tax
based on net profits and is meant to
compensate for the loss sustained in
assessing personal property at one-half
its value. This tax on net income at the
general rate includes, all earnings, gains
or prafits aecrning to individuals or
firms, partnerships or corporations from
employment or operation in the city of
St, John no matter where the residence
of the recipient or the location of. the
head office may be. At the present time
many corporations have a nominal head
office outside the city of St. John but the
actual operating office is in the city and
the income is obtained by the use of
privileges and opportunities afforded by
the city. *This tax is nftant to cover all
such cases.

The tax on pensions, royalties and an-
nuities although at the general tax rate
will follow the residence of the recipient
and not the source of the ineome. If the
proposed act secures efficient administra-
tion the full net income of the profes-
sional and business man will be taxed
cither as salary or as profits. To this
end the proposed act makes use of in-
formation at the source and of sworn
declarations. The present act makes a
partial use of these methods and the pro-
posed act simply follows up the old
methods in a more logical and impartial
manner. The proposed act requires em-
ployers to state the salaries of owners
or officers and the net profits, as well as
the salaries of employes. The commis-
sion does not believe that these sworn
declarations will lead to wide-spread per-
jury. The Wisconsin commissioners say
in reference to the operation of their
law—%“A year’s experience with the in-
come tax serves to establish the refresh-
ing fact that the average taxpayer is
honest and will tell the truth provided
assessors will fake the trouble to ask him
direct questions and providing the rate
of taxation is reasonable,” and your com-
missioners would add and provided he

! has a reasonable assurance that his full
| compliance with the law will not penal-
[ize him but that the “tax dodger” will
| also be compelled to disclose his property
and income and pay his full share,

Sworn Declarations.

It is essential to the success of the pro-
posed income tax that the sworn declar-
ations be explicit and accurate. The tax
department must secure schedules pro-
vidin~ definitely just what deductions
may, and may not, be permitted. The

‘| assessor of incomes should have the pow-

er and ability to audit the books of a
firm or corporation whenever he has rea-
son to doubt the accuracy of their state-
ments. It might be wise to have a
special income assessor appointel who
would be responsible for the assessment
and administration of this tax. A care-
ful administration of the income, tax
should also lead to greater accuracy in
the assessment of personsal property.
An income assessor should be sworn to
absolute secrecy as it is essential that he
hould not divulge the secrets of any
business. For the successful operation of
an income tax it is not necessary that the
net profits of any corporation should be
given either to their competitors or to
the public. All that need appear in the
general tax record would be the amount
paid in personal property and income
taxes by an individual or firm but with-
out indicating how much of the income
tax came from personal earnings, profits
in the business or other investments tax-
ed at the six per cent. rate. The com-
missioners of the State of Wisconsin
have made such a splendid success of the
income Jaw that several other states are
now adopting this method of taxation.
After several years’ experience they have
this to say in reference to declarations—
“No tax measured by ability to pay can
be administered without asking serious
questions. The more thoroughly 'these
questions are asked the more certain
honest people can be that the tax
dodgers are paying their fair share * * *
The income tax will be a farce if serious
questions are not asked and answers in-
sisted upon; and it is earnestly hoped
tihat no project limiting the number or
kind of reasonable questions which the
assessor may ask will be entertained by
the legislature * * * Assessors and tax
“officials are punishable by drastic penal-
ties for revealing information either di-
rectly or indirectly and not a single com-
plaint of violation of confidence has been
made to the tax commission. Further-
more the assessment and tax rolls which
are the only records made public in this
connection reveal nothing not already
known to credit agencies and the busi-
ness world generally. A man’s taxable
income and the tax thereon are matters
of publie record, but that is all. Nothing
is known of his exemptions or of his
non-taxable income or of his income de-
rived from business transacted without
the state or of income derived from
stocks and bonds taxed directly to cor-
porations from which received.”

Your commissioners have prepared
schedule returns, herewith submitted, to
be used for the declaration of incomes.
Assessors may change the forms of these
returns as they find necessary. Along
with the returns should go a\letter to
the taxpayer, setting forth the require-
ments of the law regarding the declara-

| tion and taxation ofyincome and the pen-

alties for disobedience. Sections 6 to 10,
and 82 to 88 inclusive, of the act should
be printed in or accompany this letter.

Taxes on Gross Income and Special
Taxes.

In their treatment of the assessment of
real estate your commissioners recom-
mend a tax upon gross earnings upon
street railways, telephone and telegraph
companies in lieu of license and all taxes
other than taxes on land and buildings.
They also recommend that the dividends
of the stock of The New Brunswick
Telephone Company (which being a cor-
poration with head office outside the city
is otherwise taxable) be exempt from the
tax of six per cent.

The express companies pay under the
present system a license fee in addition
to other taxes. Such industries make a
large use of the streets and may do busi-
ness without owning any large amount
of real or personal property. These
companies are generally taxed by-license
and as each municipality imposes its
own tax they are unevenly and often un-
fairly taxed. But their taxation is not
excessive in New Brunswick since out of
about 88,000 miles of operation in Can-
ada over 2,000 are in this province;
and if of the $11,000,000 worth of business
transacted New Brunswick can claim
a portion according to its mileage ratio
the total tax of about $1,300 now paid
in the province is very moderate. If
the tax were levied by some central au-
thority and then divided between each
municipality according to volume of busi-
ness it woudl seem more equitable than
the present method. The reported net
returns for such companies are very
low; in the last year not more than 1
per cent of the gross as given by the re-
port of the dominion government; and
have been decreasing rapidly during the
past five years. It must be remembered
that these companies are subsidiary to
railroads in every case and that express
privileges of transportation take 50 per
cent of the gross revenue. It is also true
that most of their property has been
bought out of earnings but when full
consideration is made the returns are
low, and the tax rate must not be ex-
cessive. Since each office includes in the
total business the full charges on every
parcel whether prepaid or collected, one-
half of its total gross business would
represent its gross earnings. As cost of
transportation counts in operating ex-
penses it is possible to calculate, in a
rough manner, the ratio of net to gross
earnings. The commission recommends
that in lieu of licenses and of all taxes
other than the tax on real estate there
be imposed a tax upon one-half of the
total gross business of each express com-
pany, a tax of one-third of one per cent,
provided that in no case shall the tax
be less than $100.

Moving Pictures,

Moving picture film exchanges likewise
do a large amount of ‘business without
having much personal property on hand
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at any one time. It would seem fair to
impose a tax on turnover or volume of
business rather than'on net income and
personal property. But both the govern-
ments of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia impose heavy taxes upon these in-
dustries and the local tax should not be
excessive. The present method imposes
a license and taxes on income and prop-
erty. The commission recommends that
in lieu of the licenses and other taxes
except real estate there be imposed a
tax of one-half of one per cent of the
gross earnings of each exchange pro-
vided that in no case shall the tax be
less than $100. !

At the present time moving picture
theatres pay the regular taxes plus a
license. They also make use of valu-
able property in constant transit and
should have some tax on the volume of
business. From such examination as
your commissioners have been able to
make they find that net earnings vary
a great deal among different theatres,
some making large returns and others
scarcely paying expenses. In place of
thep resent licenses, personal property
and income taxes, the commission ree-
ommends that a tax be placed upon the
total gross receipts secured as admission
fees in the following manner: When
the net earnings are not more than five
per cent of the gross earnings the tax
rate.shall be one per cent; when the net
earnings are more than five but not more
than seven and one-half per cent of the
gross earnings the rate shall be one and
one-quarter per cent, and when the net
carnings are more than seven and one-
half per cent of the gross, the tax shall
be one and three-quarters per cent.

Another industry dealt with in a spec-
ial manner is that of banking. The pres-
ent act provides for a tax of one-twelfth
of one per cent omn the average volume of
business in lieu of taxation on income
and personal property. This tax gives to
the city a fair return so that the banks
are at present paying their share of tax-
ation whether compared with other in-
dustries in this city or with banks in
other Canadian cities. This method of
taxation is now established. The banks
are accustomed to it and satisfied with
it. It has moreover been adopted in
other places and was recommended hy
the recent tax commission of British
Columbia in place of the present provin-
cial taxation of that province. Your
commission has allowed this tax te re-
main in the proposed act. With the re-
peal of.the tax on intangible personal
property “bank stock is now exempted
and the income therefrom is taxable to
resident owners at the rate of- six per
cent. |

Another exemption recommended by
the commission from the tax on net
profits is that of insurance. The. present
method of taxation by license has been
obtained after considerable adjustment;
it is also the method employed by the
provinee in its taxation; it is satisfactory
to the companies and the commission
recommends that it continue for the
present, - Possibly the provincial gov-
ernment will require of the life insur-
ance companies a return of the total
premium rgceipts, as is now given by
the fire companies, and then a tax may
more equitably be ‘based on such re-
ceipts. / .

An industry that seemed to your com-
missioners to call for special treatment
is that of the financial or bond and stock
broker. The repeal of the tax on the
capital value of intangible property will
lower the amount of tax paid by such
brokers and it was felt that a tax on net
incomes was scarcely sufficient as a sub-
stitute. 'The commission has, however,
included these industries under the gen-
eral income fax on net profits and rec-
ommends that in addition the city still
continue the present license, charging an
additional amount in the case of firms
or companies who do not have a branch
office in the city.

To sum up the proposed income law,
it provides for a tax on (a) the income
derived from securities, money on de-
posit or interest, and dividends on stocks
of industries other than these whose
main income is taxed in this city, at the
rate of six per cent, (b) wages, salaries,
gain or remuneration for personal ser-
vices and on annuities, pensions and roy-
alties at the general tax rate, (¢) net
profits of most industries and professions
carried on within the city at the general
tax rate, (d) the gross receipts of a few
specified industries at special rates in-
stead of the net income; or, a low rate
on the average volume of business as in

case of the banks; and a tax on insur-
ance companies by the present license

system.

In the case of salaries, wages and
profits from industry and profession the
tax follows the place where the labor or
industry is performed or earried on, but
in the case of annuities, pensions and
royalties and the taxation of incomes at
the higher rate the tax follows the resi-
dence of the owner. Residents are taxed
on incomes and on all property located
in the city but non-residents are taxed
on property situated and income earned
from employment, profession or business
carried on, but not on money loaned, in
the city. Individuals are allowed ex-
emptions and deductions; firms, part-
nerships and corporations are allowed
deductions but not exemptions., In ad-
dition to paying the.tax on net or gross
income the firm, partnership or corpor-
ation must furnish the assessors with
information showing (a) a list of all
salaries paid in connection with the in-
dustry in the city, giving the name of
each recipient and the full amount paid
no matter where he lives, (b) a list of
all residents of St. John loaning money
to such corporation or partnership se-
cured by bonds or otherwise and thé
rate and amount of suclf interest, and
the recipients are to be taxed on this in-
come at the rate of six per cent.

Most Rev. Alfred A. Sinnott conse-
crated archbishop of Winnipeg, today, is
in his thirties, and well known as an
orator and writer and lecturer of mark-
ed ability.

CANADH WL WAV
500 TRANED FLERS

Full, Equipment Planned For Force
After Hostilities

450 Are Sent to Europe — Men Rank
the Same as in Royal Navy and Pay
is Higher—To Build Big 'Planes

Profiting by England’s costly experi-
ence in the great war. Canada has de-
cidied te maintain a permanent force of
500 trained military aviators after the
war. These will be fully equipped for
immediate service on a European basis

of from two to three aeroplanes to each
man.

Canada has already sent 450 aviators

to the war, the greater number of whom
are now on the western front. Many of
these received their prelimenary train-
ing in this country. A of
anadian plans and rr:gulal‘.ic(;)x}l)sy was tr}:
ceived yeste by Henry Woodhouse
of the Aero b of America, and are
briefly as follows: The candidates must
be between 19 and 25 vears old .and
must pass the usual physical tests,
: If these are satisfactory, the applicant
Is accepted as a “candidate” for the
alr service, and then commences train-
?ng In & private aviation school. Then he
is entered as a Probaitionary Flight Sub-
Lieutenant and gels a first-class pass-
age t.o England, where he completes his
tx:ammg. When the candidate pays for
his preliminary training there is re-
funded the amount he has spent, which
1s usually $400, and a bonus of $100 and
$8.a.. week during -the time he is in
tra.m_mg there is allowed him. After the
candidate reaches England and obtains
his. military training he may be.allowed
to enter the Royal Naval Service, where
he gtands every chance of fast advance-
ment. - The grades in the Flying Ser-
Vice are equivalent to similar grades in
the navy. The pay for the Flying
Service in the navy is higher than that
of the relative rank in the navy.

The pension allowances and those for

officers killed in the service are similar
to those of the British Navy, with the
exception of those applying to the
widows and children of officers.
. All Canadian aviators in good stand-
ing at the end of the war will receive
first-class passage back to their homes
in the Dominion, in addition to allow-
ances.

With 500 trained military
always readyfor service and equal to
any emergency, Canada will have a
much more efficient air service than
England had during the first six months
of the war. How these aviators are to
be used has mot been made public, but
it is understood that many of them
will be employed in Government trans-
portation projects. . Aeroplanes of great
size and carrying capacity are being
built in Canada and abroad, and these
will be used in many localities where
now it is only possible to travel and
transport express by horse and pack

animals. »

“Kilied in action” is the brief cable
story that tells of the sad fate of Gun-
ner Earl E. MacKenzie, youngest son
of Mr. and Mrs. Arch. MacKenzie,
River John. 'The intelligence was re-
ceived on Wednesday. He was at-
tached to the 10th Battery of the 38rd
Brigade, Canadian Artillery. The young
man had long taken a keen interest in
artillery and gone to Petewawa for
three camps before this war. At the
outbreak of hostilities he was in Mexico,
and at once volunteered his services. He
was not called upon, however, until De-
cember, 1914. On New Year’s Day, 1915,
he arrived home for a day’s stay, return-
ing to Fredericton, N.B,, at once, where
he joined the Heavy Artillery going
overseas in March of the same year.

He was then a sergeant, but so
anxious was he to reach the front that
he gave up the stripes and in England
transferred to another battery as a pri-
vate and almost immediately crossed to
France. Since then he has been in all
the heavy engagements that the Can-
adians took part in, and seemed to bear
almost a charmed life.

GERMAN  SOCIALISTS
AGITATE. AGAINST WAR

Arrest of 1500 in Berlin and Re:
port Says They Are Semt to
Fight

London, Sept. 21—The Wireless Press
today gave out a despatch from Zurich
to the effect that 1,500 Socialists were
arrested in Berlin on the ground that

they were concerned in an agitation
against the war.

PART OF-CARGOES SEIZED
ANB NOW RELEASED

Manila, Sept. 21.—The portions of the
cargoes of the British steamers Kafue
and Aymerick, destined for Manila and
which were seized by the British authori-
ties at Hong Kong, has been released.
The vessels cleared from New York for
Manila. At Hong Kong, 1,200 pack-
ages of the Aymerick’s cargo and 3,600
packages of the Kafue’s cargo were re-
moved by the British on the ground that
they were consigned to enemy interests.
In a previous case where similar action
was taken in regard to the portion of
the cargo of the British steamer Chin-
ese Prince, the Manila collector of cus-
toms imposed a heavy fine on the cap-
tain of the steamer. The case of the
captain of the Aymerick is pending.

Captain Birnie and Crew Of
The Lucia Porter

NOW BACK IN BOSTON

Will Never Start Voyage Again
on Friday, Says Skipper Well
Known Here—Sailed From St.
John on Last Disastrous Trip

A Boston despatch reports that Cap-
tain Georgie Birnie of the Portland
Schooner Lucia Porter, arrived here to-
day from Gibraltar with six members
of his crew aboard the S:“S. Cretic and
reported that his vessel had been aban-|
doned 600 miles west of the Azores.
“Disaster has tended ‘my last three
voyages” said Captain' Birnie “I began
them all on Friday because I thought
that superstition was a dream. Now I
have decided I'll never sail again if I
have to start on that day.’

In February the Lucia Porter was
stripped of her sails and her seams open-
ed in a storm off the Maine coast and
in May she was fossed upon the beach
at Swampscott, almost a wreck, and her
crew taken off in 4 lifebuoy.

After being rebuilt, the schooner sail-
ed from St. John on Friday, August 11,
for Las Palmas, with a cargo of pine
and a few days”later encountered a
storm. Captain Birnie said he and his
crew were' forced to seek refuge on the
after deck houses and had about ex-
hausted their limited food supply, when
the British tramp steamer Knight of the
Garter picked themt up on her voyage
from Norfolk for Italy, and landed them
at Gibraltar.
