“The casualty lists are incomplete'but give the names of one 
thousand killed among the Canadians.”

Ottawa, April 26—So far, it appears that 21 Canadian officers were killed and 68 wounded in the 
three days fighting. This will mean a thousand men lost. The Canadian guns taken and recovered were 
behind the French and not behind the Canadian lines.

Ottawa, Ont., April 26—With perhaps 100 officers figuring in the list of dead and wounded, grave 
fern are entertained that this number will be augmented by greater and severer losses among the non­
commissioned officers and) men. The grim realities and terrific toll of war have been brought home to 
the Canadian people in the last twenty four hours in a manner never before realised. Yesterday morn­
ing came the first casualty list from the titanic battle at Langemarok. With one exception all were re­
ported wounded. "

It led to hopes that, while suffering disabilities and wounds, tile death toll had largely been es­
caped. Thr cables last night bringing tidings of the death of twenty valiant officers and augmenting the 
list of wounded told a different story. Today there are filtering into the militia department additional 

■ ; lists which.intensify the already terrific tale of death and bloodshed among the Canadians fighting glori­
ously and valouronsly for the traditions of the empire, and cause of liberty and freedom.

It cannot be said that any great surprise has been created at Ottawa by overseas developements 
in tiie last three days. They were recognised as the inevitable result of the war, and that participation 
which Canadians have so gladly and valoronsly undertaken.

The guns of the Triumph were able to 
silence the Turkish battery in a few 
minutes after it was located. The 
Triumph then resumed bombardment of 
the Turkish trenches.

Although the date of this incident is 
not specified, it is probable that the ac- 
tipn occurred during one of the inter- ' 
mittent bombardments of the Turkish 
positions such as have been reported fre­
quently of late.

And so, when the Canadian division, in s battle which started last Thurs­
day and still continues, was assigned a most important part in tite awful strug­

gle, heavy losses of officers and men haVe not unnaturally resulted.
SHED BLOOD FOR THE RIGHT

It is felt, though, that the sorrow which has been brought to scores of Can­
adian homes and which in the next few days bears all too much promise of be­
ing widely extended, is Anetiorated in some degree by the splendid cause in 
which Canadian blood is being shed and the signal honor of patriotic sacrifive.

Nowhere are tile losses more keenly felt than at headquarters in Ottawa, 
where most of the officers are comparatively well known. While the capital 
■hares in the predominant national gloom it also strikes the keynote of a pa­
triotic call for more men, not only to uphold the empire, but to avenge Cana­
dians who have gone down to death at the hands of Prussian militarism.

"It makes «is close out teeth more firmly,” remarked General Hughes last 
light We must now fight not only for liberty, but as well to avenge the bteod 
of our Canadian boys.”

The belief obtains here that the losses among the Csnadiso division will 
be a stimulating incentive to recruiting for further contingents. All along it 
has been most satisfactory, but now th at Canadian feeling is stirred up as never 
before, the response to the call to arms, will be even more marked.

IOld Forts Remarkably. Strong.
“Nothing amazed the British and 

French gunners more than the resisting 
power of the old forts around the Dar­
danelles. Eof example those at Sebdul 
Bahr and Kum Kale were subjected to 
a devastating bombardment in Febru­
ary, yet when landing parties examined 
them, tfiey found the material damage 
done was comparatively ymalL Although 
they were mere shamhbles, many guns 
were still intact and one nine-inch piece 
actually was found loaded.

“Similar conditions existed in the forts 
nearer the narrows. After the terrific 
bombardment of March 18, their gunners 
were forced to seek shelter and the forti­
fications were silenced but the fleet does 
not claim to have put many guns out 
of commission.

“After the disasters to the battleships 
Ocean and Irresistible, some of these 
guns were re-manned, concentrating a 
heavy fire on these vessels while the 
work of removing the crews to destroy­
ers was in progress.”

The correspondent considers the Turks 
such poor gunners that the allies would 
have been at Constantinople already, if 
there had been only Turkish troops to 
deal with. He says, however, that praise 
must be given German officers for their 
skillful use of the defences to meet the 
ships’ fire.

MAY BE GREATEST OF WAR \
London, April 26—While a semi-official statement issued at Paris last night 

seeks to minimize the importance of the action at Lange Marok, the
Germans of magnifying their success in order to influence neutral countries, 
London attaches the greatest importance to these operations.

The Terrific Fight At Hill No. 60 
Described By British Eye-Witness

London, April 25—“Trenches, parapets and sandbags disappeared,” says 
the British official “eye-witness,” in describing the effect of thfe explosions of 
the British mines which preceded the attack and capture i by the British of Hilt 
No. 60, to the southeast of Ypres, recently.

“The whole surface of the ground,” the narrative continues, “assumed strange 
shapes. Here it was torn into huge craters ; there large mounds of fallen de­
bris were to be seen.

“As the reports of the explosions died away, and while dense columns of 
smoke and dust still hung in the air, our men, led by their officers, sprang from 
the trenches and rushed across the intervening space of some forty to sixty 
yards lying between our line and the gaping craters'before them, the front cov­
ered by the attack being only some 250 yards in length. \

“Where the mines had actually exploded nothing was left of the occupants 
of the hostile line, but in the neighboring trendies our assaulting infantry wit­
nessed an extraordinary scene. Many German soldiers, possibly owing to the 
fact that they were working, were surprised while in their shirt sleeves^nd with­
out equipment. Stunned by the violence of the explosions, bewildered and sud­
denly subjected to a rain of hand-grenades thrown by our bombing parties, thy 
gave way to panic.

Bayonetted Comrades.
“Cursing and shouting they were fall­

ing ovdr; one another and fighting in 
their hurry to gain the exits leading into 
tlie communication trenches. Some of 
those in the -tear, maddened by terror, 
were driving their bayonets into the 
•bodies of their comrades in front of 
them.

- Years have passed. X conservatory 

similar to the New England has been es­
tablished in Kansas City, and its found­
er, J. A. Cowan—the young man who 
came here with a purpose—declares that 
the institution will one day teach a plane' 
of achievement as high as that touched 
by the one in Boston.

Moreover, the man of wealth, who is 
also a man of fine culture, has cheer­
fully, even gladly, eaten his own words.

“You have achieved the impossible,” 
he has said, “and I was the fool,’’ or 
something like that. And be is today a 
substantial supporter of the undertak­
ing.

It was a long time before Mr. Cowan 
even got the chance to tell the men of 
Kansas City what it was he wanted to 
give them. At the word “music" they 
shied and put on blinders for future pro­
tection. At the word “conservatory" 
they bucked and tried to leap the fence 
of the corral.

NOVA SCOTIA LEADSTHE WAR NEWS 
The gallantry of the Canadian troops 

in a desperate encounter with the Ger­
mans on Friday and Saturday is the sub­
ject of congratulatory messages' from Sir 
John French and from the king himself, 
and the sad proof of their courage nçd 
devotion is found in the long list of casu­
alties among the officers. Probably a hun­
dred officers are listed among the killed 
and wounded, and we have yet to leam 
the number of casualties among the men 
under their command. The news from 
the battlefield has brought widespread 
sorrow, for among the killed and wound­
ed are men from all parts of Canada. 
Their relatives and friends have at least 
the consolation that their loved ones 
proved their devotion and heroism in a 
manner to call forth the highest tributes 
of praise from the commander-in-chief 
and from the king, and that in a critical 
moment of the great struggle they saved 
the Situation. From this time forward 
each day may be expected to bring its 
tale of sorrow to some homes In Canada, 
just as for many months past the days 
have brought mourning into the hdines 
of the Mother Country. The seriousness 
of the war and the urgency of the cry 
for more men will be more and more 
strongly impressed upon the minds of 
the people. Addressing a recruiting 
mating In London yesterday Dr. Thomas 
J. McNamara said:—“We want more 
men. We want more men. We want 
them now, so that they may be properly 
trained to play an effective part in the 
struggle.” The appeal comes to Cana­
dians as well as to people in the Mother 
Country, and now that so many Cana­
dians have been killed or wounded, and 
that this fate will befall so many more 
of those who have already gone to the 
front or arc soon gojng, should arouse 
in the hearts of other young Canadians 
a determination to enlist, in order that 
final victory may be won, and that the 
sacrifices already made and to be made 
shall not have been or be in vain. The 
people of tills city mourn the death of 
Rudolf F. McKiel and have learned with 
deep regret of the wounding of two other 
St. John men, Major Duval and Captain 
J. H. Parks, whose sister, Dr. Margaret 
Paries, is doing duty as a nurse in France 
today; and the wounding also of Cap­
tain HT H. Smith and Captain Paul R. 
Hanson, who formerly lived In St. John 
and made many friends. At the Same 
time a great thrill of local pride came 
"with the knowledge that another St. John 
man, Major Frank C. Magee, had won 
distinction in the brilliant attack which 
recovered four guns that had fallen into 
the hands at the enemy, and with the 
guns took many German prisoners.

Saturday’s news was not quite clear 
In relation • to the attack made by the 
Germans against the French and British 
lines in the region of Ypres, although 
the latest cables said that the British 
were regaining ground which it was ad­
mitted had been lost. Last night’s news 
was more definite and satisfactory. It 
Showed that the Geermans had either 
been rolled back or effectively stopped, 
and that the British, French and Bel­
gians were not only holding their own, 
but were making some successful counter 
attacks. Despite the fact, however, that 
the German offensive had weakened, it 
was anticipated that another great drive 
Would be attempted, and we may hear 
more of this today. If it be true that 
the Germans have massed half a million 
men in thgt region the most desperate 
part of the battle on the toad to Calais 
is yet to be fought. For the present the 
chief interest in the war is centred upon 
the operations in this region, and the 
reports will be awaited by Canadians 
with profound anxiety, intensified by the 
gorrow the casualty list brings to so 
many Canadian homes.

Adams helped to draft the amendments 
to the former town planning act, and 
returned to Halifax recently to,assist in 
getting the bill through the legislature. 
The province is to be congratulated 
upon this great forward movement. Its 
new law is superior to the New Bruns­
wick act, although the latte^is' a very 
good one. It is worthy ot note that 
while Nova Scotia leads in having the 
best town planning law St. John bids 
fair to be the first city in Canada to 
adopt a, town planning scheme. What­
ever Is how necessary to make the New 
Brunswick law as satisfactory as that of 
Nova Scotia should be urged .upon the 
legislature, so that we may keep full pace 
with the sister province.

The seriousness of our responsibility is 
today borne in upon us more strongly 
than ever before. There must be more 
of self-denial, more of earnest devotion 
Pnd personal work, and a fuller recog­
nition of the terrible cost of the 
The various patriotic societies will be 
stimulated to greater efforts ,and there 
will be apparent among the Canadian 
Jieople everywhere more significant evi­
dences of a settled determination to bring 
the great struggle to a termination that 
Shall benefit the world at large, no mat­
ter how great the cost or how bitter the 
eaerifice.

John boys, with many from Fai trille and West St John. The announcement 
of his having been wounded would Indicate that his unit was probably in the 
thick of the recent heavy fighting rendering first aid to the fallen in battle.

In a letter from Major G. G. Corbett M, D, received this morning fay his 
wife, he says that his base hospital at Rouen, France, was filled with wounded 
Canadian soldiers as a result of the recent severe fighting. He, himself, is still 
quite well, although wotting almost night and day.

If there was one thing more than an­
other that Sam Jones liked to do it was 
fight, not the ordinary pugilistic ambi­
tion of an amateur “white hope,” though 
it has been known that he could hold 
his own pretty well in that regard also, 
but fight in the uniform of a soldier, 
with shot and shell whining about him.
Sam had been a soldier of fortune, South 
African veteran, and general rustabout, 
hailing from Fredericton, before he sign­
ed with the king’s recruiting sergeant in 
arms Against the Kaiser.

Now he is reported as “missing.” Fol­
lowing the war in Africa, where Jones 
covered himself with glory he ’listed in ;
