“Throughout t night the fighti
continued, culminating early in the’
morming of the 18th in two massed at-|
tacks by the enemy, These were beaten
off, principally by the fire of our ma-
chine  guns, some of ‘which had been:

shed up.

Piled ‘With Dead.

“Nevertheless, in spite of the heavy
losses, which left the hillside piled with
dead, the enemy continued his pressure
during the whole of Sunday, until we
were gradually driven from the southern
edge of the hill. At 6 p. m. help reached
our front line in the form of reinforce-
ments, who swept the Germans from
the foothold they had gained. 1

“Prior to this the close proximity of!
the contending sides had led to a slack-
ening in the bombardment; but it then’
broke out afresh, and with almost as
great intensity as on the preceding even-:
ing. Our position, however, now was
Inore secure, and, although the shelling
and bombing never ceased altogether,
the night may be said to have passed

comparative quiet.” |

The narrative says the bombardment
was maintained Monday, April' 19, and
that the Germans extended their shell-
ing to the entire Ypres area, including
the town itself, in which, it is asserted,
fifteen children were killed. Toward
evening the Germans made another at-
tack on Hill No. 60, but the “Eye-Wit-
ness” asserts, y“again did our machine
guns do tremendous execution, ‘and’ the
attack was beaten off.”

Would Not Admit Defeat, . :

“Another attack at 8 o'clock in the
evening,” the narrative continues, “suf-
fered the same fate. Still the Germans
would not admit ‘defeat, and all night
long parties armed with hand-grenades
made repeated efforts to drive us off the
hill, their attacks alternating with bom-
bardments from artillery of all kinds
and also trench mortars.”

By Wednesday, the “Eye-Witness”
fays, the British had firmly established
themselves on the hill,

f‘The attack upon and the defense of
Hill No. 60, the narrative declares,
“will go down in history &s one of the
finest exploits of the British troops dur-
ing the war. Officers who experienced
the bombardment prior to the attack of
the Prussian Guard, on the 11th of
April, and also underwent that directed
against ‘Hill No. 60, say that the latter,
by far, was the worse of the'two.

Fought Four Days in 50 Yards Space.

“What our troops withstood “can, in
some degree, be realized if it be remem-
bered that the space fought over during
four and one-half days was only fifty
yards.

“Upon that small area the enemy for
hours hurled tons of metal and high-ex-
plosives, and at times the hill top was
wreathed in clouds of poisonous fumes;
and yet our gallant infantry did not
give way. They stood firm under a
fire which swept away whole sections at
a time, filled the trenches with dead
bodies and so cumbered the approach
to the front line that reinforcements
could not reach it without having to
climb over the prostrate forms of thein
fallen comrades.”

The desperate efforts of the Germans
to recapture the hill, the “Eye-Witness”
says, “probably were due not omly to
the intrinsic value of the position, but
the fear of personal consequences to.the
generals concerned if they failed to hold
it” He adds that the Bavarian gen-
erals who were responsible for the un-
successful action at St.-Eloi. were placed
on the retired list. :

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THE WAR NEWS

The gallantry of the Canadian troops
in a desperate encounter with the Ger-
mans on Friday and Saturday is the sub-
Jject of congratulatory messages’ from Sir
John French and from the king himself,
and the sad proof of their courage and
devotion is found in the long list of casu-
alties among the officers. Probably a hun-
dred officers are listed among the killed
and wounded, and we have yet to learn
the nuntber of casualties among the men
under their command. The news from
the battlefield has brought widespread
sorrow, for among the killed and wound-
ed are men from all parts of Canada.
Their relatives and friends have at least
the consolation that their loved ones
proved their devotion and heroism in a
manner to call forth the highest tributes
of praise from the commander-in-chief
and from the king, and that in & critical
moment of the great struggle they saved
the situation. From this time forward
each day may be expected to bring its
tale of sorrow to some homes in Canada,
Just as for many months past the days
liave brought mourning into the hofnes
of the Mother Country. The seriousness
of the war and the urgency of the cry
for more men will be more and more
strongly impressed upon the minds of
the people. Addressing a recruiting
megting in London yesterday Dr. Thomas
J. McNamara said:—“We want more

. men. We want more men. We want
them now, so that they may be properly
trained to play an effective part in the
struggle.” The appeal comes to Cana-
dians as well as to people in the Mother
Country, and now that so many Cana-
dians have been killed or wounded, and
that this fate will befall so many more
of those who have already gone to the
front or are soon gojng, should arouse
in the hearts of other young Canadians
a determination to enlist, in order that
final victory may be won, and that the
sacrifices already made and to be made
shall not have been or be in vain. The
people of this city mourn the death of
Rudolf F. McKiel and have learned with
deep regret of the wounding of two other
St, John men, Major Duval and Captain
J. H. Parks, whose sister, Dr. Margaret
Parks, is doing duty as a nurse in France
today; and the wounding also of Cap-
tain H. H. Smith and Captain Paul R.

' Hanson, who formerly lived in St. John
and made many friends. At the same
time a great thrill of local pride came
with the knowledge that another St.John

* san, Major Frank C. Magee, had won
distinction in the brilliant attack which
recovered four guns that had fallen into
the hands of the enemy, and with the
guns took many German prisoners.

Saturday’s news was not quite clear
in relation-to the attack made by the
-Germans against. the French and British
lines in. the region of Ypres, although
the latest cables said that the British
were regaining ground which it was ad-
anitted had been lost. Last night’s news
was more definite and satisfactory. It
showed that the Geermans had either
been rolled back or effectively stopped,

and that the British, French and Bel-
gians were not only holding their own,

but were making some successful counter
attacks. Despite the fact, however, that
the German  offensive had weakened, it
'was anticipated that another great drive
would be attempted, and we may hear

more of this today. If it be true that
the Germans have massed half a million

men in that region the most. desperate
part of the battle on the road to Calais
is yet to be fought. For the present the
chief interest in the war is centred upon
the operations in this region, and the
reports will be awgited by Canadians
with profound anxiety, intensified by the
porrow the casualty list brings to so
many Canadian homes.
s
THE NEEDS OF THE HOUR

The work of the Red Cross in Canada,
&0 provide more supplies for the hos-
fpitals, and that of the National Service
Committee, to provide field comforts for
the men in the trenches, should be great-
ly stimulated throughout Canada by the
Jatest news from the front. More hos-
pital beds should be provided for Can-
»dian soldiers, and through the head-
yuarters in London, both of the Red
Cross and of the Canadian War Contin-
gent  Association, should pour a steady
stream of Red Cross supplies to the hos-
pitais and fleld comforts to the’ men in
the trenches. The news from the front
will undoubtedly stimulate recruiting in
Canada, but it also imposes a .heavier
diuty and responsibility upon those who
slay at home. The demand for com-
forts and supplies for Canadians at the
front will not be lessened but increased.
'The seriousness of our responsibility is
today borne in upon us more strongly
than ever before. There must be more
of self-denial, more of earnest devotion
#and personal work, and a fuller recog-
pnition ' of the terrible cost of the war.
'The various patriotic societies will be
stimulated to greater efforts ,and there
will be apparent among the Canadian
people everywhere more significant evi-
dences of a settled determination to bring
the great struggle to a termination that
shall benefit the world at large, no mat-
ger how great the cost or how bitter the
sacrifice.

NOVA SCOTIA LEADS

It is claimed that Nova Scotia has
now the best town planning act in ex-
istence, and that while the British act
has heretofore been the model the Nova
Scotia act will henceforth have that
honor, and the Commission of Conserva-
tion will endeavor to have all the prov-
inces adopt similar measures. Under this
act local authorities must appoint town
planning boards and adopt town plan-
ning by-laws. This does mot mean
that a complete town plan must be pre-
pared at once, but such action must be
taken as will ensure proper town de-
velopment in every case. Referring to
the by-laws and their purpose the
Marjtime Merchant says:—

“These by-laws will have to deal with
(1) fixing building lines on all existing
streets and roads, so as to secure as far
as practicable that the distance between
the buildings to be erected on opposite
sides shall not be less than sixty feet
and shall not exceed two hundred feet;
fixing building lines on all new streets
and roads, so that no building shall be
nearer the centre of any main thorough-
fare than forty feet or of other roads
than thirty feet; (2) resetvation of land
for new main thoroughfares, limitation
of houses to the acre, securing ade;
quate light and air for windows, pre-
scribing areas to be used for residential
purposes or factories, ete.; (8) providing
for variations in the width of streets
so as to give owners of land the op-
portunity of laying out narrow streets,
of short length, where such streets are
not required for through traffic.”

That Nova. Scotia now leads in the
matter of a town planning law is large-
ly due to a number of energetic citizens
of Halifax, backed by Mr. Thomas
Adams, the town planning advisor of
the Commission of Conservation. Mr.
Adams helped to draft the amendments
to the former town planning act, and
returned to Halifax recently to assist in
getting the bill through the legislature.
The province is to be congratulated
upon this great forward movement, Its
new law is superior to the New Bruns-
wick act, although the lattef i is' a very
good one. It is worthy of note that
while Nova Scotia leads in having the
best town planning law St. John bids
fair to be the first city in Canada to
adopt a. town planning scheme. What-
ever i§ ‘now necessary to niake the New
Brunswick law as satisfactory as that of
Nova Scotia should be urged .upon the
legislature, so that we may keep full pace
with the sister province.

He takes from the supplies all that are
needed for sick and wounded soldiers

In this way Colonel Hod-
getts has already transferred over 66,000
comforts of all kinds which have gone
to the fighting soldiers, including those
of course, who are fighting in the
trenches. The conection of the Red
Cross Society with Sir Georze Perley’s
association is simply this: that the Red
Cross Society having warehouses and
a transportation system already organ-
ized and being desirous of helping the
men at the front in every way has per-
mitted field comforts to go through its
warehouses at Toronto and Halifax,
whence they are shipped to Sir George
Perley of the Canadian War Contingent
Association for use among the fighting
men. Hence the Red Cross is simply
a channel for help to all those, whether
its own branches or other societies, who
will comply with the regulations and so
avail themselves of its hélp.”

The Elamion--l Lesson From England

(Montreal Journal of Commerce.)
Notwithstanding the inspired reports
from Ottawa which ' indicate an early
general election, we hold to the opinion

that such a deplorable conflict is ‘mot to
take place. Although the ministers who
favor a dissolution have evidently set
the political machine in motion for such
a contest and the ministers. who are be-
lieved to be less favorable seem to have
consented to the p: tory steps, the
arguments against the bringing on of
the election are so strong and conclusive
that we feel they will in the end pre-
vall, and that the conspiracy—the word
is not too strong—against the interests of
the country will fail.

Apart from purely party reasons, the
soundness of which is more than doubt-
ful, not a single argument can be 'ads
vanced to support a dissolution at this
time, or in the early future.

An Associated Press despatch from

evening’s papers, dealing
with the political situation in En
must furnish food for serious thought to
all in Canada who have given any de-
gree of approval to the idea of an early
dissolution. It shows clearly that in the
mother country nobody in any position
of responsibility would for a moment
isider such a preposterous proposal as
the holding of a general election, even
though, so far as time limits are con-

gland, | .

cerned, there would be much more ex-
cuse for such an appeal there than there
is in Canada.

The Canadian parliament has . more
than a year and a half of its life to run.
In England the life of parliament is
near its end. But so genera] is the feel-
ing against & dissolution in war time
that it is quite probable that by general
consent the term will be extended by a
special act to authorize the postponement
of the election. On this point the Lon-
don correspondent cables:—'

“Though the act passed by parliament
in 1911 would require a general election
during the year 1915, it is accepted as
proper in all party circles that the term
of the present members be extended and
there will be no considerable opposition
to any extension that the Cabinet may
recommend, whether it be ‘till the end
of the war, or a set term of one or even
two years. There is no desire manifest-
ed in gny quarter for an election during
the war.” _

In this view of ‘the question the Brit-
ish people display at once patriotism and

lieve that those in authority in Canada,
where no such time pressure exists, will
commit the country to a course which
as the London  correspondent shows,
would be regarded as inconceivable in
England, even though the parliamentary
term there is close to its end.

Gﬂ_’emment Settles Matter of Importance
to Public and Railways

to preveit the confusion that would arise
in applying literally the millions of tax .
stamps that would have been required '
on railway tickets and the consequent
difficulties which would have ensued
owing to delay in affixing and cancella-
tion of stamps, the present method had
been adopted, and, that as none of the
public could have reasonably expected &
refund on a stamp that had been affixed, .
and cancelled, if ticket were refunded ¥
upon, so also no refund may be expect- °
ed wherever a tax had been collected and
the ticket unused and refunded upon.

In other words, the act of purchase of
the ticket in accordance with the tax act
is a completed transaction so far as the
collection of the tax is concerned, and
under no circumstances as the law now
stands could it be refunded. To make
a refund of the tax possible a special act
would have to be passed by parliament.
