There is some doubt if the House will 
today hear a definite announcement on 
the new headquarters of. the Canadian 
National Railways. While the national 
railway board is announced as having 
decided in favor of Montreal, their 
recommendation remains to be approv­
ed by the cabinet Hon. George P. 
Graham, acting minister of railways, 
repeated today that the government has 
not yet reached a final decision.

should sacrifice no part of the prin­
cipal or proper interest, in the payment 
of Rngfcind’s debt to it, this country 
should diow as much consideration as 
possible to the one European country 
which is making an honest effort to 
discharge its obligations.”

Incidentally, the Hearst editorial 
battery of criticism, which in the past 
has generally been aimed at Great Brit­
ain and everything British, in this artl- 
cal is turned upon France in a scathing 
criticism of that country’s alleged mili- 
arist policy.

“Look at France by way of con­
tract,” the editorial continues. “That 
buccaneering nation is not even think­
ing about paying its debt to us, or 
inter cat on the debt.”

Prarre, according to the views of the 
Hearst Writer, is “war-junketing 
through Europe” on United States 
money: she is “plundering defenceless 
Germany* on United States money; 
and she is “disturbing the peace of the 
world and heedlessly pushing her plans 
of conquest and carnage” on the money 
she should be paying the United States.

The France which was pictured dur­
ing the war, adds the Hearst writer, 
bas apparently ceaeed to exist, and in­
stead there is what hç describes as a 
defaulting France;, a plundering, im­
perialistic France; a reckless, ruthless, 
brutally selfish France; a greedy, grasp­
ing, money-grabbing France, which, al­
though It could not whip Germany it­
self, does not hesitate to go through 
the pockets of the wounded and bleed­
ing body of Germany which we left 
beaten upon the battlefield.

Declaring that in contrast to France 
Great Britain seems “an evangel of 
peace, an example of financial stability 
and business integrity,” the editorial 
concludes:

“In international business dealings, 
therefore, the United States should 
show some appreciation of the appar­
ent honesty and sincerity of England’s 
appreciation of her desire and effort to 
promote the peace and prosperity 
among nations upon which all indus­
trial and commercial relations rest.

IFredericton. N. B„ Feb. 1—Premier P. J. Veniot’s 
manifesto issued here tonight opens with a declaration 
that no further announcements respecting the inaugura­
tion of any new policies yvill be made prior to the open­
ing of the legislature in early March. ,

It disposes of all rumors respecting any deviation 
from the policies initiated during the Foster regime by 
announcing tha^these policies will be carried through to 

, a successful conclusion. , . .
Touching on the important question of prohibition. 

Premier Veniot declares that he will make a thorough 
personal investigation into the situation before making 
any definite pronouncement as to the government policy. 
Nevertheless, he makes the very important statement 
that, "if the fault is in the law itself, steps should be taken 
to bring about a better or more efficient law. If the fault 
lies with the officials, charged with the administration of 
the law, this inefficiency should be made to disappear.

The statement foreshadows amendment of the 
Workmen's Compensation Act, and concludes with an 
eloquent tribute to the worth and record of Hon. Dr. 
Foster, the retiring Premier. Hon. Mr. Veniot s state­
ment is as follows:

“It is not my intention to make any public an­
nouncement before the opening of the Legislature touch­
ing any new policy that would be pursued by the 
Government! The speech from the throne will fore­
shadow any new policy or policies looking to the future 
administration of provincial affairs.

“My attention has, however, been directed to the 
existence in certain quartern, of doubts as to my- attitude 
towards the policies inaugurated by Hon. Mr. Foster 
during his tenure of office as Premier, and which are still 
more or less in the process! of development. In order, 
therefore, to cause any stich doubts or uneasiness to dis- - 
appear from the minds of all interested, I wish to state 
that having assisted at the birth of every progressive 
measure introduced by Hqn. Mr. Foster, and having 
stood unflinchingly by them in the Legislature, it would 
be folly for smy one to entertain the idea that I would 
not follow in his footstep* and continue the good work, 
along the lines laid down by him. which has brought this 
province to the.fore as one of the most progressive of 
the Canadian Confederation. I sincerely hope that un­
der my leadership the Government will be as progres­
sive and businesslike as it was under the leadership of 

whose resignation is, regretted by all, but by 
than myself.
"It certainly must be a source of great satisfaction 

to the late Premier to know that his progressive policies 
in connection with the crown lands, the highways and the 
public health have been considered as being so far in ad­
vance of legislation of a similar nature introduced else­
where, that many states of the American Union, as well 
as many provinces of Cânada, have thought proper to 
adopt them in part or in whole. Why, therefore, make 
any departure except along such lines as experience 
might dictate in order t« produce greater efficiency, if 
such were possible? , tl

THE WATER POWERS*
“The development of the water powers will be con­

tinued, and, wherever practical with proper protection to 
the province, our people will be given every opportu­
nity to obtain power and energy at cost.

"For some time pfèirious to my assuming the re­
sponsibilities of Premier, the attention of the Govern­
ment had been directed, both by the manufacturers and 
the representatives of latipr, to certain apparent defici1- 
encies in the administration of the V/orkmen s Com­
pensation Act. I am a firtn adherent of the principle of 
Compensation, and whilegt may not be possible to meet 
all the divergent views of labor and capital, it should not 

\ be impossible, in my opinfon, to find a happy medium by 
which these two important elements in our industrial life 
may be brought in closer touch with one another, and 
by this means find a common ground of agreement so 
that greater efficiency may be obtained in the working 
out of this important la\*.

RADIO-FREQUENCY AMPLIFICATION WITH A SINGLE CIRCUIT

*;It is realized that the average regenerative receiver is in itself capable 
of amplifying radio frequency currents to an extent equivalent to several 
stages of radio frequency amplification. In fact, many types of foreign tun­
ers using several stages of radio frequency amplification do not equal the 
usual single tube regenerative set common in this country. This no doubt 
accounts for the disappointment experienced by many amateurs when at­
tempting to get as loud signals with one step of radio frequency amplification 
and simple tube detector as are ordinarily obtained with a good regenera­
tive circuit requiring Tmt one tube.

It is possible to secure the advantages of both radio frequency ampli­
fication and at the same time enjoy the advantages of amplification obtained 
through regeneration by employing the circuit as illustrated in the diagram 
above. In addition to a standard single circuit regenerative receiver, the 
apparatus required consists of an additional variable condenser, tube, socket 
and rheostat, “B” batteries and an antenna cdil which may be a single slide 
tuner. The antenna coil should consist of about 40 turns,of wire on a'3’/» 
inch tube in series with a variable condenser- for tuning to 360 and 400 met­
ers. In rearranging the circuit of the single circuit tuner it is necessary to 
connect the series antenna condenser across the induuctance instead of in 
series as normally used. The samè source of plate potential is used for both 

> tubes, a tap-off being used for the detector tube. A small fixed condenser 
, may be placed across the plate battery to by-pass the radio frequency cur- 

rents.

The committee should hear not only 
Mr. Gray, but secure the best informa­
tion available to map out a programme 
for the whole harbor, looking not only 
to the interests of the present but fifty 
years ahead. S(. John harbor was a 
national harbor and had to meet the 
needs of national transportation de­
mands. Federal money was chiefly in­
strumental In getting work done abqut 
the harbor. He advocated very strong­
ly getting Mr. Gray’, ideas. It was 
not necessary that all present should 
agree with Mr. Gray, but much bene­
fit would result from an interchange of 
ideas. It would prevent going off at 
a tangent. Upon hearing that Mr. 
Gray was gathering data, he had asked 
Mr. Barbour to try to find out what 
Mr. Gray was doing.

Mr. Bar tour said that he had found 
Mr. Gray wilting to discuss the whole 
•situation and answer questions. Mr, 
Gray had said that he was willing and 
glad to do anything he could to assist 
the committee. He was interested in 
promoting the development of this port. 
The Department of Public Works had 
been interested in the breakwater and 
the work at Courtenay. Bay. The rail­
way department had had a party here 
making borings to enable him to make 
* comprehensive report. Since Sir 
Henry Thornton had come to Canada 
the railway department had begun to 
investigate and he had had requests 
from the railway engineering depart­
ment with reference to information 
about Courtenay Bay.

Stanley E. Elkin declared that he was 
Interested in harbor development. He 
thought when adequate information had 
been secured that the committee should 
decide how to proceed. There was the 
question as to whether the wishes .of 
the majority would carry and also as 
to whether its ideas would be accept­
able. The all-powerful press in St. 
John might be against it. This was 
very important

Mr. McCready said the information 
had to be obtained before a conclusion 
could be reached. Anything else was 
putting the cart before the horse. It 
was not business to decide in advance 
of thê evidence.

Commissioner Bullock voiced the 
belief that St John should have harbor 
commission and the sooner the better.

W. F. Burditt could not see why the 
committee should not deal with these 
matters at once. Let the breakwater 
come first and then the grain convey­
ors. If it was intended to have a har­
bor commission it was a waste of time 
to do tihs work. A complete study 
of the problem was too big for this 
committee. They should decide on 
the question of harbor commission, 
and then state the terms upon which 
the commission would operate. The

B. A. Schofield spoke on the mat­
ter of sheltered work shops for par­
tially incapacitated men, telling of the 
work in St. John. Arrangements were 
almost completed, he said, for the es­
tablishment of something real along 
these lines according to the scheme 
advocated between the D-S.CR, and 
the Red Cross.

Mr. Bourgeois, recalled, 
would recommend that there be some 

of recourse in the case of wid­
ows refused pensions.

Mr. Logan said that it was the feel­
ing of the central committee that too 
much power had been placed in the 
hands of the Board of Pension Com­
missioners. He, Mr. Schofield, Major 
Priestman, Dr. Peat and Mr. Bourgeois 
expressed their gratitude for the way 
the hearing had been conducted.

Colonel Ralston replied to say that 
the commission greatly appreciated the 
work of the central committee. He 
concurred with the other speakers in 
thanking the press of the country. The 
work of Mr. Manzcr, in preparing and 
having printed the questionnaires for 
his district, which is widely scattered, 
was highly commended.

From here the commission will go to 
Montreal, vhere they will open their 
sitting on Monday- They left last 
night on the Montreal train at 7.16 
O’clock. While in the city they were 
shown over the memorial workshops.
