New York, March 26—In the fifth of 

aix meetings which Colonel Roosevelt ad- 
fireesed in the East side last night, on 
the eve of the primary elections today; he 
faced a situation which bad the better of 
him and other leaders at the meeting for 
fully fifteen minutes. It was all due to 
a woman. '■

After Colonel Roosevelt had launched 
into- an attack upon the new primary law, 
exhibiting the fourteen foot ballot as an 
example of ita encumbrances, and had be­
gun on the “right of the people to rule,” 
one of ti» few women in the audience, up- 
aet things by crying, in a loud voice, 
"How about the women?” Many identi­
fied the interrupter as Maud Malone, a 
militant suffragette, who has upset similar 
political meetings in the same way.

There was at once wild confusion of 
hissés and cries of “Put her out.”

Mr. Roosevelt was self-possessed, and af­
ter the clamor had quieted somewhat, he 
replied as follows:

“Madame, I have asked that you women

- THE UR PM Glasgow, March 26—Several hundreds of 
Scottish miners, including many trades 
unionists, returned to work today.

London, March 26—Unless the national 
miners’ strike is settled within two or 
three days and the million idle miners re­
turn to the pits, the men’s leaders will go 
back to their respective districts in order 
to organize maintainence and relief for 
the distressed families and will ask other 
organizations to assist them.

This is the substance of a statement by 
one of the men who has been foremost 
in the negotiations on the men’s side. He 
insisted that the miners had no intention 
of further reducing théir demands. They 
had, he said, already given up the sched­
ule of wages which they first submitted to 
the government and the owners. They 
agreed to accept the minimum daily rates 
of $1.25 for men and 50c for boys, .which 
was the very least they could ask the men 
to endorse.

In fact there is some doubt expressed 
whether the bulk of the miners would ac­
cept the rates mentioned, as they fear 
they might become the maximum as well 
as the minimum rates, as the majority of 
them have been earning more than that.

On the other hand there is some indi­
cation that the owners have given way on 
one point. They have expressed their 
^Ulingnesg to grant the minimum rates 
of $1,25 for men and 50c, for boys, if ex­
ceptions be made in cases where coal or 
rent is given in part payment of wages.

Death of Duchess of Buc- 

cleuch a Blow to English 

Society Life — High is 
Social Authority

F ANYONE who had a physical deformity knew that by a reasonable degree 
of self-control and self-government he could cause1 that blemish to grow less, 
and perhaps finally disappear, so that he could be just like other people, 
wouldn’t he make every effort to bring about that happy result?

But how many people there are, marked out from their fellow beings by mental 
deformities as ugly and as evident as any physical malformations, who do not 

make the slightest effort to become normal, but even delib­
erately feed and aggravate their deformities!

And yet the physical deformity seldom seriously saddens 
more than one life, while the jnental deformity almost al­
ways hinders the happiness, not jjnly of the one who is af­
flicted with it, but of all who have to live with him.

I am thinking of a woman who has a hideously over­
grown bump of caution. She was bom with it, just as if 
she had been born with six fingers on one hand or any phy­
sical deformity. But, whereas, if she had the physical de­
fect, I am sure she would willingly undergo the most pain­
ful operation, or gi.-e every cent she had to be rid of it, I 

' don’t think she has ever made the slightest attempt to 
reduce her mental deformity. And far from being such a 
comparatively unimportant thing as a superfluity of fin-ers, 
this malformation continually interferes with the happiness 
and ease and comfort, not only of its victim, but of her 
whole family. It has spoiled innumerable pleasure excursions 
by the obstacles and precautions with which it strews the 

path of every plan. It has kept her husband from many profitable business ven­
tures. It has refused to allow the daughter to have her dearest wish of going 
away to college, "because I should be worired for fear something was the matter 
with you all the time you were gone.’’ It has denied her son half the normal pleas­
ures of boyhood during his minority, and caused perpetual discord in the family as 
soon as he was old enough to defy this unjust and galling parental restraint.

This woman knows that other people do not feel about these things as she does. 
She knows that her point of view is abnormal, just as she Would know that to 
have six fingers when other people have five, is not normal. 'And yet she feels no 
sensitiveness in regard to her mental deformity, no desire to hide it, no longing 
to be like other people. On the contrary, she apparently thinks the rest of the 
world is wrong and spends her life in a peace-destroying effort to force her 
standards on all with whom she comes in contact.

Now there is no doubt that if she had admitted in her youth that this over­
developed bump of caution was a deformity, and had deliberately tried to conquer 
it, shé could have at least gotten it under control. Instead' she has never put up 
the slightest fight against it, and this hideous, happiness-spoiling mental deform­
ity has increased steadily, every year of her life spoiling more happiness and making 
more trouble.

A great many of us—I might also say the majority—are born with some tend­
ency far in excess of what it should be. It may be love of admiration, it may be 
sensuousness, it may be caution, it may be impulsiveness, but whatever it is, "this 
incipient abnormality has within itself the possibility of spoiling infinite happi­
ness—our own and others.”

Now if parents would only look at such an excess as an actual deformity, to 
overcome lyhich no sacrifice is too great, and would teach their children as soon 
as they are old enough, to feel the same, how much unhappiness the world might 
be saved. ;'

amount of jealousy by their perhaps some­
what indiscreet manifestations of great 
wealth. The organization was a very in­
fluential one, lmaded by several Duchess­
es with their dimes and by peers and peer 
esses of high and low degree, Who public­
ly proclaimed its object, ,the members en 
gaging themselves to close their doors to 
all Americans, even those who had mar­
ried Englishmen, and to induce their re 
latives and friends to do likewise.

The Duchikgs of Buccleuch, although re­
presenting the most conservative element 
in English society, was appealed to in the 
matter, and, after careful consideration, 
and discussion with her husband, who 
was as conservative as herself, came to 
the conclusion that 'it would be a most 
unjust and ungenerous thing to socially 
boycott an entire nationality, merely be­
cause some had given offence hv their 
ways, and by their lack of regard for Eng­
lish prejudices, ethics, traditions, and 
time-honored institutions.

Astor yielded in 
a number of cases, but when the demand 
came for the visitors’ autograph book ol 
Cliveden, which had been part and parcel 
of the belongings of Cliveden long before 
its ownership by the Duke of Westminst­
er, Astor declined, and a mery war en­
sued, in which the Duke of Westminster 
endeavored to enroll all his friends and 
acquaintances against Astor.

It was in these difficult days for the 
Astors, that the Duchess of Buccleuch took 
him, and especially his wife, under her 
sheltering social wing, gave them all the 
benefit of her powerful support; and when 
their daughter Pauline, (now Mrs. Spen­
der Way,) became old enough to go into 
society, (as the girl meanwhile lost her 
mother,) it was the duchess who chaper­
oned her, and presented her at court, 'and 
gave many entertainments in her honor.
I need hardly say that the duchess did 
this out of pure sense of fair-mindedness 
and kindness of heart. There could be no 
question of interest, since the Buccleuchs 
have for hundreds of years been the very 
richest members of the British peerage.

downe, with all her married children, be­
sides many others., In fact, the mourning 
resulting from her death is so widespread, 
that it bids fair to put a fatal touch to 
all prospects of brilliancy of the London 
season, already heavily compromised by 
the grave industrial and political troubles.

But what London will miss even more 
this season than the duchess herself, is 
the closing of Montague House, her home 
in Whitehall Gardens. It is a purely 
modern building from an English point of 
view, dating only from some seventy years 
ago. Among its features are its big court­
yard and its beautiful gardens, which, to­
gether with the terraces, all look down on 
to the park of the Thames Embankment, 
on to the embankment itself, and to the 
river below. The favorite lounge of the 
duchess in the summer- evenings, was the 
long terrace or immensely broad stqne 
balcony, on to which her boudoir and the 
large state drawing-room opened. When 
arranged with flowers and palms, and 
small tables lighted with colored lamps, 
the terrace of Montague House was a spot 
so ideal, that it was necessary to cast a 
glance at the lights darting to and fro on 
the Thames, to realize that one *as in the 
heart of the metropolis.

; IMPROVED FARMING
The Times has dwelt more than once upon 

the importance of taking agricultural edu­
cation to the man on the farm. The agricul­
tural colleges ,do a splendid work, but they 
are only attended by those who can afford 
it; and the number in attendance, in pro­
portion to the number of young men en­
gaged in farm work, is pitiably small. It. 
is true that when a man who has at­
tended the college and gained a knowledge 
of scientific fanning returns to his home 
and puts in practice what he bas learned, 
hie fanning is an object lesson to others, 
but unfortunately such object lessons do 
not appear to have the results which are 
desired. What is needed is to have an 
expert go down into the settlement and 
visit the farmers, encouraging them to de­
monstrate, under his instructions, the 
capabilities of their farms. This is done 
to a considerable extent in the province 
of Ontario, where the provincial agricul­
tural department has a staff of trained 
men, each of whom is located in a certain 
district for this very purpose.

A bill is now before the United States 
Congress which provides for this work. It 
proposes that congress give to each state 
86,000, and increase the amount gradu­
ally for ten years, each state to appro­
priate in amount equal to that given by 
congress. Under this arrangement a skill­
ed fanner would be appointed to each ag­
ricultural county of the state “to bring 
to the individual fanner the results of 
the most advanced and scientific research 
and experiment, to be applicable to, and de­
monstrated by the individual in his own 
home and on his own farm.” In other 
words, it is proposed to take the agricul­
tural college and the experimental farm 
to the farmer. No doubt there would be 

scepticism and indifference on the 
f the farmers at the ontset; but, 

as time passed, the value of the applica­
tion of scientific principles would be so 
convincingly demonstrated that through­
out the country there would be a greatly 
increased production per acre, and the 
farming population would grow more pros­
perous. By co-operation between federal 
and state authorities much more effective

That in October last they appeared be­
fore the municipal council, stated their 
case and urged upon the members of the 
advisability of building and conducting 
such an institution.

St. John West.

This land has been purchased, and the 
deeds are now on record. At present there1 
is an old house on the property, and the 
land has been used for grazing purposes.

F. Neil Btodie kindly prepared plans for 
V "hospital to contain twenty beds with 
provisions made for extending its capacity 
if required. These .buildings, with excava­
tions necessary for water and sewerage, 
would cost about JIB,000.00. The estimat­
ed cost of maintaining twenty patients 
would be in the vicinity of <7,000.00 per 
year, or about <1.00 daily for each patient.

Hon. Mr. Burchill Sets Forth Their 

Position—Crown Lands Being De­
pleted—Business of Yesterday’s Ses-SALA1A" The Going Out of the Dry Goods and Ladies*

Fredericton, N. B., March 25—There 
were some new features of interest in the 
budget debate, which was resumed this 
evening. Notable among them were re­
marks by Hon. John P. Burchill Upon the 
statements of Provincial Secretary Mc­
Leod in regard to there being no increase 
of cut on the crown lands, while the. 
etumpagc collections were largely in ex- j 
ce*s of what they ha4 been.

In emphatic terms Mr. Burchill took 
opposite ground, proving conclusively that 
the' increased revenue was due to increased 
crown lands' cut, and also that the cut 
was largely in excess of the natural j 
growth.

The trans-Atlantic-shipment argument ; 
made by Hon. Mr. McLeod was shown to ! 
be. utterly false and misleading. In 191I.j 
Mr. Burchill said, stumpage was collected 
upon 310,000,000 feet and 285,000,000 feet; 
were shipped across the water but to this 
amount there should have been added j 
rossed pulp wood from Chatham, 17,000,- ' 
000; United States markets from the same ■ 
port, 5,000,000; dominion shipments, 2,000,- 
000; roesed wood not shipped at Chatham,. 
5,000,000; lumber on wharves at the same 
port, 60,000,000, as well as roesed pulp I 
shipments from Dalhousie and Bathurst 
and the dominion pulp mills of which he 
did. not have figures.

But he summed up that from what places 
he had mentioned and the trans-Atlantic 
shipments there was a cut of over 400,- 
000,000 feet, and in addition to those there 
was no doubt a proportionate increase on 
every river in New Brunswick and so 
Mr. McLeod’s figures, based upon trans- 
Atlantic shipments, he held to be of no 
value whatever and entirely inaccurate.

He made the important statement that 
the cut 'upon granted lands at the head 
waters of the Miramichi, Which had been 
large years ago, had now practically 
ceased. '

In other respects his speech was a kind 
of warning to the government that they 
were going too fast, that the limited re­
sources of the province would not stand 
the strain, that they were discounting the 
future and that deficits were debts to be 
paid.

Neither did he fail to point out that the 
old government had doubtless done the 
best they could with a limited income and 
that much more would be expected of this 
administration with so much more money 
to spend.

Mr. Munro’s measured plaudits for the 
government and its acts, wound np with 
a kick at the favorite political football, 
the Valley Railway. He was unwilling to 
accord sincerity of purpose to Mr. Upham 
in his support of the railway bill, and his 
statements drew a sharp and flat contra­
diction across the floor from the active 
Liberal M. P. P. from Carleton county.

Mr. Hatheway was addressing the house 
at the hour of adjournment.

Hon. Mr. McLead presented a petition 
from the St. John A Quebec Railway in 
favor of a bill to incorporate the St. John 
A Quebec Railway Bridge Company.

Mr. Hatheway presented a petition in 
favor of a bill to incorporate the St. John 
Art Club.

The bill was in­
troduced as a result of strong representa­
tions which had been made by the Trades 
and Labor Council of St. John and other 
bodies.

The bill was agreed to.
The house took recess at 6 o’clock.

Hon. C. W. Robinson, ex-premier of the 
province, passed through the city yester­
day en route to resume his legislative 
duties at Fredericton, and to a Telegraph 
reporter lie expressed some interesting 
views concerning the forward movement in 
the east. He spoke particularly of the 
natural gas development in Albert county 
and predicted that the new company would 
soon extend its lines to Hillsboro, Am­
herst and possibly St. John.

Mr. Robinson also announced his own 
retirement from provincial politics with 
the dissolution of the present house, and 
had something to say with reference to the 
extravagance displayed by the present gov­
ernment. He said that it would be neces­
sary to further increase the revenue of 
the province in order to make both ends 
meet, and that the salvation of the east, 
even admitting the present forward move­
ment, depended greatly only upon the 
opening up of the large markets of the 
United States to the maritime province 
formers.
