Commissioner Thornton called atten-
tion to the amount in the estimate of
1923 for salaries of $270,000 and the
amount set forth as needed in the
statement furnished in support of the

ample of what he had just said. The
practice of trimming the estimates was
strongly condemned by the members
of the council, who contended that the
true statement should have been fur-
nished- and the council would have
found a way to overcome the difficulty.

The purpose of the bill is to restore
prices for farm products to the same
relationship to the general price level
which they occupied before the war.

The real danger in the scheme is
that, like so many other attractive
economic short cuts, it seems inevi-
table that, in the long run, it will ag-
gravate the situation which it pro-
poses to cure. The difficulties of the
farmers are due to over-production,
If the bill establishes false prices for
wheat then the farmers will continue
to over produce. The same will apply
to other commodities similarly treat-
ed. A rise in farm products would
affect the general price level on which
ratio prices are to be based and there-
fore ratio prices might be raised high-
er nnd higher though their own arti-
ficial influence. The effect might not
be immediately apparent, but. within
a very few years it is possible that the
situation would become so aggravated
as to compel afditional intervention
by the government and an extension
of the price-fixing principle and gov-
ernment control in other directions.

The Dawes report is to the effect
that Germany can and should pay, and
a plan for payment on the instalment
plan is outlined—complicated but easily
within the German ability if a sincere
attempt is made. In reality no sincere
attempt is expected. Some features of
the report will meet with opposition in
Britain, France and Belglum, and Ger-
many will plead poverty.

MDU
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HERTZ FAMOUS

- MAGICIAN; DIES

London, April 9—Carl Herts, world
famed illusionist, has just died in
Coventry. Carl Hertz, who was 65
years of age, was one of the foremost
illusionists of the modern stage. He

had been a “magician” for 40 yecars.

Twenty-five years ago Mr. Hertz was
giving performances of card manipu-
lations in London, but it was his fam-
ous “canary trick” which made his
reputation.

This was his finest illusion, and he
performed it before the Select Com-
mittee of the British House of Com-
mons on the training of performing
animals. Mr. Hertz was allowed to
do this trick before the committee to
refute the suggestion that he killed a
canary each time he performed the
trick.

He would hold a canary in a collap-
sible cagey clap his hands together,

and in a flash the whole lot had dis-
appeared. In a moment the conjuror
would produce the canary from behind
a curtain, quite well and at ease.
Other Famous Tricks

Another famous trick of Carl Herts
was his Indian rope illusion, for the
execution of which Lord Lonsdale of-
fered $5,000 in India without success.
This trick took Hertz ten years to per-
fect. A coiled rope would rise into
the air, a lad would climb up it, the
boy would vanish and the rope fall to
the ground.

Vanishing ladies were made popular
on the stage by Mr, Hertz. Two as-

sistants used to take an empty case,
show it inside and out, and then a
woman would step out of it and after-
wards disappeap, His “Merry Widow”
illusion was to produce a woman out
of a tent on a pedestal. .

During his long career Carl Hertz
traveled all over the world, and per-
formed before more than one reigning
sovereign, and during his work was
seldom “let down.” There is one re-
corded instance of a small boy beat-
ing the conjurer. One night he was
performing a favorite trick—squeezing
a marked half-dollar out of an crange

and then producing the coin from the
pocket of a person in the audience.

To a small boy on a far seat he ¢all-
ed out: “I think you will find I have
passed the coin into your left hand
trousers pocket.” After fumbling ner-
vously, the lad brought out a quarter
and two 10c. pieces.

“That’s not the 50c.,” said Hertz un-
easily.

“No,” said the boy, “I was so thirsty

TENPERANCE AND TIMBER, HYDRO AND

HEALTH, RECEIVE MINISTER'S ATTENTION

Hon. C. W. Robinson Believes Members of Temperance
Alliance Mix Too Much Politics With Propaganda—
Supports Hydro Development and Public Ownership

" —R. T. Hayes Also Speaks in Debate.

Fredericton, April 8—The Legislature was treated to an es-

say this afternoon.

No

Robinson was the author.

speech during the session has been listened to with keener atten-
tion or better appreciated. Speaking in his usual conversational
tone and sometimes reading from carefully prepared notes, the
Minister of Lands and Mines discussed prohibition; the public
debt at its various stages since Confederation and the reasons for
its being at the present time; hydro development; public owner-

ship; health and agricultural activities; the splendid work of the

Department of Public Works; as well as Government economy
and the sinking fund. During this speech he took occasion to pay
a warm and cordial tribute to ex-Premier W. E. Foster for intro-
ducing hydro during the period when he was leader of the Govern-

ment.

The Opposition members frequently looked as if they would

have liked to applaud had it not been against the traditions.

“Al-

most persuaded” would be a true term to apply to them. Mr.
Robinson is never harsh in his criticism and-today was no excep-
tion. His facility in disarming his opponents with a pleasant laugh
when necessary was never shown to greater advantage, and the
happy way in which he dealt with Mr. Peck’s unfortunate remark

that the sinking funds were all on

paper, and the proof he adduced

in contradiction of the statement was that the province had re-
ceived over $40,000 of interest from its sinking fund bonds last

year.

Temperance Alliance.

While he handled the delegates of
the Temperance Alliance who appear-
ed in the Legislature earlier in the ses-
sion with kindly words, yet his criti-
cism of them and their methods was
none the less to the point. There was
no doubt he felt that the advocates of
prohibition were mixing too much
politics with their propaganda and his
reference to the letter of Rev. Mr.
Marshall, recently pubiished, in which
he attacked the Premier, was effective
and conclusive.

Anyone who listened to his analysis
of the public debt and what it amount-
ed to before Confederation and the
different stages by which it has grown
during successive governments since
that time would almost expect to see
it disappear as if by magic. The sink-
ing fund situation and its very satis-
factory condition was explained so fully
by the member from the city of Monc-
ton that no one who heard him could

were being very substantially added to
every year.

Would Have Left $21,000.

It was quite a surprise, however, to
learn from him that, had no sinking
fund been laid aside at all last year
and had the money used for that pur-
pose been placed in ordinary revenue,
the whote half million over-expenditure
caused by the freshet damage and the
Valley Railway deficit would have
been paid to the last dollar and left
$21,000 to the good.

Hon. Mr, Robinson left no doubt as
to his stand upon public ownership and

hydro development. He even went
farther and expressed his opinion thai
Musquash was by no mieans a failure
because it had already brought untold
benefit not only to the southern part
of the province but to Moncton, Sus-
sex and many different sections be-
tween St. John and the railway -city.
“Musquash,” he declared, “was just a

promise of what is to come in the fu-
ture.”

Grand Falls Development.

And then in careful terms he spoke
of Grand Falls and his belief in pub-
lic rather than private ownership as
well as his confidence that the great
development when transmitted through
the province would be eagerly seized
upon by the people and pay for the
money invested. In this connection he
made an interesting suggestion that
over and above the cost of energy there
should be so much per horse. power,
one or two dollars, set aside for the
purpose of introducing the current in-
to remote sections where perhaps’ihe
people could not afford it.
Falls, in his opinion, was a feasible
proposition.

His reference to the health and agri-
culture departments and the activities
of the Minister of Public Works were
complimentary and encouraging, and
touching his own department, that of
lands and mines, he spoke of how rig-
id their economy had been, of the low
salaries paid to his head of .the de-
partments, of the waste in the years
after Confederation of large areas of
crown lands, and his belief that at the
present time they were not spending

enough to properly proaect the public
domain.

A Valedictory?

His optimism in the future of New
Brunswick was eloqiently expressed in

the closing sentences of his speech. !
There were some who read a farewell
He cer-'

meaning into his peroration.
tainly expressed his keen appreciation
of his colleagues and the work they
were doing, which possibly might be
construed as an indication that he did
not expect to be always sitting on the
front bench with them.

The enforcement of
the law was most difficult for reasons

so apparent that a man on horse back
could read and understand.

The laws for the protection of the
forests and fires were only effective
when they had an overwhelmingly
strong public sentiment behind them,
and no number of law officers could
have any appreciable effect without
moral support from the public. Would
it be any stretch of the imagination
to say the same thing about the in-
toxicating liquor act?

: Differences of Opinion.

Differences of opinion did not mean
that all the zeal for the good of the
public was on one side. Frank expres-
sions given in the House by honorable
members were entitled to the respect-
ful consideration of their opponents on
any question, and when they found
thoughtful and patriotic citizens ex-
pressing views in opposition to the
liquor act, the members of the Tem-
perance Alliance might well take heed
whether the attempt by some of their
officials to place the Government on
trial was doing any real good to their
cause.

In that connection he noticed that
Rev. Thomas Marshall in a letter to
the St. John Telegraph-Journal had
taken the issue with the honorable
Premier in regard to certain informa-
tion which had been brought down in
the House in regard to an inquiry.

DO NOT OPERATE
GASOLINE MOTOR
IN CLOSED GARAGE

“Maritime motorists should take
warning from numerous fatalities that
have occurred in garages, as a result
of carbon monoxide poisoning,” says
Capt. A. P. Saunders, engineer and
organizer of the Maritime Safety
League.

“Gasoline engines should not be al-
lowed to run with garage doors clos-
ed,” he said. “An ordinary gasoline
motor will generate sufficient carbon
monoxide gas to asphyxiate an adult
within five minutes, if operdting in a
closed garage, 10x10x20.”

In applying aid to anyone over-
come by carbon monoxide poisoning,
it is pointed out that the rescuer
should let the fresh air into the prem-
ises, or he too may be overcome.
“When a man is overcome by gas,
remove him to the fresh air quickly
and send for a doctor. In the mean-
time, keep him comfortably warm an?
do not allow him to becomeé chilledy -
keep him warm at all times. A chill
may- cause a strain on his already
weakened condition and may cause
pneumonia or death.

“If the patient i3 even slightly
gassed, he should not be allowed to
make any exertion. If he must be
moved, carry him. Keep the patient
lying down. To walk him around may
injure his heart or even kill him. Keep
him quiet.

“If patient is unconscious, place him
prone, (on the floor face downwards) ;

(Continued from preceding page)
every member of the Government was
actuated by a desire to lend his voice
and influence to every movement that
would in any way contribute to the
betterment of the province and its citi-
zens, and promote sobriety, health, in-
dustrial prosperity and happiness
throughout the land.

The most important feature of the
Crown Lands was the lumber that
was taken from them. The present
Government had increased the stump-
age rate from $1.50 to $5.00, and had
then reduced it to $4. !

Great Lumber Cut.

He believed the cut “last season
would total 865,000,000 feet, which
would be the greatest in 4he history of
the province. An honorable member
for Restigouche, (Stewart) had found
fault with the system of Crown Land
survey, but he would remind him that
it was inaugurated by the former gov-
ernment, of which he was a support-
er. There had been criticism of the
four per cent, strip survey, but the re-
port of Chief Forester Prince showed
that that method was used by the
largest and most progressive com-
panies, and that one big company in
Quebec was covering its lands on a
two per cent. basis. A large company
in New Brunswick had just complet-
ed 500 miles on a one per cent. basls.
The Chief Forester’s report said that
statistics so far collected showed 678,-
419 acres of non-timbered land on 60
per cent. of the Crown Lands, which
indicated that there was more than
1,000,000 - acres of Crown Land non-
productive because of fire and other
reasons. Because of that large area
the national research council had
granted New Brunswick $5,000 to In-
vestigate the possibility of re-seeding
by the use of white spruce, white
pine and jack pine seed and a start
was made last fall with experimental
work.

To Investigate Resources.
Steps had been taken to investigate

budworm loss and the fire loss deduct-
ed year by year, the estimated annual
increment added year by year and the
final average on the 2,447,000 acres
compiled applied to the balance of the
Crown lands. "This total estimate, of
course, was approximate and was sub-
ject to revision as additional greater
attention had been given to soft woods
in the lumbering industry.

Hard Woods Area.

Of course there was a large uréa of
hardwoods but they had been worked
to little extent, although the prospect
was that increased atlention would be
given to them.

Hard-
woods with the same diameter of 12
inches totalled 4,460,000,000 and under
that diameter ‘6,690,000,000, a total of
11,170,000,000. The grand total for
hard woods and soft woods was 27,-
806,000,000 feet. Placing a value of $4
per thousand feet a value of $64,000,-
000 for soft woods and $45,000,000 for
hard woods was reached, & total of up-
wards of $100,000,000=

loss, which meant timber which rotted
beyond salvage, was 5,018,000,000 feet.
Those items made the estimated total
of depletion to date 7,710,162,000 feet.
On the other side there must be reck-
oned the increment. That estimate
mighe be obtained in various ways.
Two per cent growth was one method
and there were others. His own opin-
ion was that the chief forester had
been conservative in his estimate of the
increment. He had placed it at 1,998,-
100,000 feet; practically 2,000,000,000. A
net depletion of 5,712,062,000 feet was
estimated as the result. He could state
that the annual cut had not been more
than the increment. It could be reck-
oned that from 250,000,000 to 300,000,-
000 feet could be cut each year. In
the hardwoods. there had been a very
small cut, and the increment could not
be reckoned as great because many of
the trees were very large and old, and
much of the timber was dying.

Worm and Fire.

The saddest story in this connec-
tion was the loss by bud worm and
fire. A cheering featire was the won~
derful regeneration, particularly on
bud worm areas. It was a question
whether conservative cutting was the

right thing. Many believed that the|:

fir should have been cut before the
bud worm had a chance to get at it.
He also might state that all foresters
did not operate on a diameter system.
Often they let the big trees grow in
order to get the benefit of the high
rate of growth, and instead’ cut the
interior trees. There also was an ar-
gument in favor of clean cutting to
avoid loss from blowing down. The
damage from the bud worm was about
over. Scientists had estimated that
this insect came in cycles. = There
would be a period of damage some-
time in future but it was not expect-
ed to be severe.

Mr. Hayes of St. John.

Mr. Hayes expressed himself as be-
ing much pleased with the tone of the
speeches delivered by the Premier at
the various agricultural fairs last au-
tumn.

It was pro-
posed to expend $250,000 during the
years 1923, ’24 and ’25, in order to link
up with the work already completed.

Hon. Mr. Robinson said he would
like to know the present status of bill
No. & known as the Church Union Bill,
which had been reported to the House
by the Committee on Corporatlons
without a recommendation.

Under the rules
of the House one day’s mnotice would
be required for amendments, and he
hoped the adoption of the motion
would not be the means of shutting
them out.
