Following the lawyers's inventory of 
the late King’s property, it is estimated 
that $60,000,000 was left the Baroness 
by his will. Leopold’s daughters will 
sue to recover^ this bequest.

I It was ascertained by the Times Sat­

urday that it is probable that with the 
advent of spring preliminary work Will 
be commenced In connection, with the 
laying out of what is known as the Up­
lands Farm property at Cadboro Bay 
as a residential area, on the magnifi­
cent scale planned by Kirby, Oldfield 
& Gardiner, the firm at the head of the 
Winnipeg syndicate which acquired the 
property a couple of ydars ago.

The survey work to be done in con­
nection with the huge undertaking will, 
■it is understood, be executed by the 
firm of Gore * McGregor. It is an­
nounced that q. H. Topp, who Fri­
day resigned from the position of city 
engineer, has Joined the firm of Gore 
& MacGregor and will be placed In 
charge of all Work at Uplands Farm.

At a meeting of the Oak Bay coun­
cil held Friday a draft agreement 
was drawn regarding the subdivision 
at Cadboro Bay, and this agreement 
will be passed by the council at its 
meeting on Monday evening. A by-law 
will then be submitted to the ratepay­
ers of Oak Bay not later than the date 
of the municipal elections. Later the 
agreement will be confirmed by an act 
of the local legislature.

This agreement stipulates that the 
municipality of Oak Bay shall not ad­
vance the rate of taxation for teh 
years, a guarantee being given that a 
sum nof less than half a million dol­
lars shall be spent In improving the 
property by buildings, streets and side­
walks, laying water mains, sewers and 
surface drains, and laying out parks 
and boulevards.

While by the terms of the agreement 
the work of improving the property 
must commence within two years from 
January 1st, it is understood that it is 
the present intention of the owners of 
Uplands Farm to proceed almost im­
mediately with the commencement of 
the work.

The completion of all the details in 
connection with the huge scheme of 
improvement will necessarily occupy a 
considerable time, but there Is every 
assurance that no obstacle lies to the 
prompt transaction of all business ne­
cessary to place the syndicate in a po­
sition to carry out all their plans. The 
Hudson’s Bay Company, from whom 
the property was purchased in the 
first instance still retain considerable 
interests, holding alternate lots on the 
waterfront, and it will be necessary to 
get the consent of the company to the 
terms of the agreement with the Oak 
Bay council, but this is purely a formal, 
matter. ,

The announcement thus made that 
an early start will be made on this 
great plan of improving that section 
of the city as a residential area will 
be hailed with delight by the public 
generally, as it ensures a growth and 
development In that district which is- 
bound to assume large dimensions.

The Uplands Farm property is pro­
nounced by many people to be per­
haps the choicest natural site for resi­
dential purposes to be found on the Pa­
cific coast.

business of the city to secure any sat­
isfactory-method. -As he had frequent­
ly pointed out, the work should be 
properly mapped out at1 the beginning, 
taking first the main thoroughfares in 
order according to traffic. Instead of 
this by-laws are- passed without any 
uniformity in carrying out the work 
and certain aldermen insist on the 
work being started, perhaps, in Spring 
Ridge, James Bay or elsewhere. Con­
sequently the workmen are forced to 
move hack and forth before any single 
job is finished, all of which, in the 
eyes of the public, is lack of system, 
and the blame, of course, always falls 
Upon the shoulders of the engineer. At 
other times work is passed, if funds 
are not available, by voting an insuf­
ficient amount to properly complete 
the job.

"We all know the streets are in bad 
condition," said Mr. Topp, “but how 
could they be otherwise where there 
are no sufficient funds : to even keep 
the crossings clean, to say nothing of 
paying for material, and the cost of 
keeping a gang of men constantly at 
work maintaining the streets in all 
parts of the city. Notwithstanding

Cleveland, O., Dec. 18.—Seven persons 
were killed and more than a score in­
jured early to-day when Lake Shore 
passenger train No. 1, bound west; colt 
lided with a switch engine at the foot 
of East 26th, street.

The wreck occurred at 1:56 a. -m„ 
just five minutes before the train was 
diie to arrive at the station.

When the crash came the Lake Shore 
train was travelling at a high rate of 
speed. The engines and cars piled up 
in shattered masSes of debris.

The body of the engineer of the pas­
senger train could not be found and it 
is believed he is dead beneath the 
Wreckage. The fireman was pulled 
from the dead as was the engineer of

The proposal of the G.T.P. to build 
its new wharf may result in benefits 
not only from the wharf itself, but in­
directly by Improvements to ' the In­
ner harbor.

As a result of. the conference be- 
twen G. A. McNtcholl, purchasing 
agent of the G.T.P., and the harbor 
committee of the Board of Trade, the 
latter body became satisfied that the 
plans of the company could not well 
be altered very much if the wharves 
were to accommodate the commodious 
vessels which are to be put on this 
coast by the company

The removal of the rocks in the har­
bor near the Indian reserve side, in­
cluding Pinnacle rock, would, however, 
overcome the difficulty, and at the 
same time, be of decided benefit to 
shipping in the harbor.

It is highly probable therefore that 
the board will recommend to the Do­
minion government the expenditure 
necessary to widen the harbor at the 
Point needed. In order to have the 
matter presented to thé Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries and the other 
members of the government, it ■ has 
been suggested that a small delegation 
be sent from the local board to Ot­
tawa. A special general meeting of 
the Board of Trade will be held on 
Wednesday afternoon, when the whole 
subject will be taken up, and if dele­
gates are to go East they will be 
named.

Brussels, Dec. 18.—Baroness Vaughn, 
the morganatic wife of King Leopold, 
has quiety left Brussels for Paris, pre­
sumably to consult lawyers concerning 
the contest which it is said the late 
King Leopold’s three daughters will in­
stitute immediately after the King's 
funeral on Wednesday in an effort to 
break his will. The Baroness departed 
secretly to avoid hostile public demon­
stration. She announced that she would 
return in a “few days.”

* An official decree lauds King Leo­
pold’s career and declares that his cre­
ation of the Congo Independent State 
was an act unique in ' the annàls of 
history. "Posterity will judge Leopold 
a great King with a grand reign,” it 
says.

The filing of the. will of King Leo­
pold shows that he divided $3,000,000 
among his three daughters, Princess 
Louise, Princess Stephanie and Prin­
cess Clementine.

The actual amount of Leopold’s tar- 
tune probably never will be revealed. 
It is reported that a 
amount has been 
Baroness Vaughn and her children, and 
that the King had created a stock com­
pany of his estates in order to forestall 
a possible raid upon them by the 
Princess Louise and Stephanie or 
their creditors.

Senator Winer said that perhaps 
later a considerable portion of his es­
tate would be handed over to Belgium.

The Princess Clementine, aside from 
the bequest she will receive, is provid­
ed for by a special Income from Congo 
properties.

There is much speculation to-day as 
to whether the Baroness will attend 
the King’s funeral on Wednesday. The

It is rumored that the sudden de­
parture of the Baroness was not in­
voluntary. The authoriites, however, 
deny having issued orders to her to 
leave the city.

Belgium, died at 2:35 o'clock thii 
morning, his aged and wasted body be­
ing unable to stand the strain put upon 
it. The collapse occurred suddenly 
and at a moment When the doctor* 
seemingly had the greatest hope foi 
his recovery. Throughout yesterday 
bulletins issued from the sick room in­
dicated progressive improvement.

The public at large was satisfied thaï 
the King was on the road to recovery 
but within the pavilion, where th« 
King lay, there was a feeling <1 
anxiety chiefly because of Leopold’i 
great age.

After a wakeful day, the patient was 
able to sleep for a brief period early 
in the evening, and the night passed 
quietly until 2 o’clock, when alarming 
symptoms appeared. Suddenly the 
King turned and called to Dr. Thiriai 
"I am suffocating.” Dr. Depage was 
summoned and the two physicians did 
everything possible to prolong life 
without avail. The end came quickly, 
and after a spell of weakness he passed 
peacefully away.

Prince Albert arrived at the death­
bed about twenty-five minutes later. 
He was. accompanied by Princess Clem­
entine. Albert kissed the dead King 
and left the chamber weeping.

Baron Coffinet, the King’s secretary, 
started immediately for Brussels ti 
notify the members of the royal fam-’ 
ily. As he was entering his motor car 
he exclaimed : “To think that only 
yesterday we were still full of confi­
dence, and now the King is dead.”

It appears that the doctors were to­
tally unprepared for such a termin­
ation. It was a nun, acting as nurse, 
who first noticed the heavy breathing 
of the King. She called Dr. Thiriar to 
the bedside. Both doctors resorted to 
injections of morphine, but this had no 
effect.

King Leopold was horn at Brussels 
on April 9th, 1835, being the son of Leo­
pold and Queen Louise, who was a 
daughter of King Louise Philippe of 
France. He married Marie Henrietta, 
daughter of Archduke Joseph of Aus­
tria, on August 22nd, 1853. He made a 
lengthy tour through Europe, Egypt 
and Asia Minor with his wife in 1855. 
He took a prominent part in the de­
bates in the Belgian senate, especially 
in that relating to the establishment 
of a maritime service between Ant­
werp and the Levant.

He succeeded his father to the throne 
on December 10th, .1865. He took great 
interest in the Brussels-African 
ternational Association; induced Stan- 

1 ley to undertake an expedition to de­
velop the great basin of the Congo 
river under the auspices of the asso­
ciation, and contributed liberally from 
his private purse toward the enter­
prise. Stanley began his work in 1879 
and completed it in 1884, by establish­
ing trading stations from its mouth to 
Stanley Pools, and founding the Congo 
Free State, of which Leopold became 
undisputed sovereign In 1885. The king’s 
wife died a few year* ago.

In recent, years Leopold was the sub­
ject of severe criticism and condem­
nation in connection with the conduct 
of affairs in that territory', and de­
mands for reforms were made bv a 
number of European nations.

bers in the fall and kept frozen for 
winter supply. One year the Roman 
Catholic mission drew 17,000 fish from 
its depths. The head of the lake is the 
end of the waterway in that direction. 
Here there is a lively settlement, and 
we spent two days in It, visiting most 
of the people. Here, too, the Roman 
Catholic and Anglican churches have 
been at work among the natives and 
both have large mission buildings. 
Lately a Methodist missionary has gone 
in and holds regular service here and 
at Prairie River Settlement, twenty 
miles out.
“To continue our journey we now take 

the road, a stretch of ninety miles 
from the head of Slave Lake to Peace 
River Crossing. This has always been 
known as a bad road and on this oc­
casion it was equal to its reputation. 
We stuck in the mud several times, 
but were fortunate in being in com­
pany with the judge and his party 
who -had an escort of the R. N. W. M. 
P. They proved friends indeed. It is 
not an easy thing to follow a police 
team, especially one with an expert 
driver, hut our little team’ stood it 
well and at the end of two days and a 
half we arrived at the Peace River 
Crossing just behind them.

“One’s first view of.the Peace river is 
a sight to be remembered. Standing 
on the high banks of the river looking 
west one is struck with the rugged 
canyons through which flow the Heart 
and Smoky rivers, while at one’s feet 
at a considerable depth, dotted with 
beautiful green Islands, Is the gentle 
peaceful river. One is well rewarded 
by a day’s rest here after the jolting 
and anxiety of travel of the previous 
days.

“Another day and we are across the 
river and on the trail again. It is Sat­
urday night and we pull into the Eng­
lish Church mission, twelve miles up 
the river, and receive a hearty welcome 
from the Rev. Robert Holmes and Mrs. 
Holrhes. Here we spent Sabbath and 
assisted at the service. Monday morn­
ing we were early on the road again 
and soon thereafter visiting another old 
friend whose delight Was to speak of 
old days and hear the old timers on 
the Sturgeon. It was a pleasant and 
helpful evening we spent under the 
Carson roof relating incidents of old 
days, while at intervals we had as good 
music as might be heard in the midst 
of pretentious society.

"The next morning finds us climbing 
the steep hills and on to the high and 
flat country beyond. Here the trail is 
good and stretches towards the west 
and north, one branch gotog to Port 
St. John and the other to Dunvegan, 
the latter a distance of seventy-five 
miles. We cover this in two days eas­
ily and at dusk get down the somewhat 
difficult and dangerous descent, and 
soon we are in the Hudson’s Bay 
house where we receive great kindness 
and a memorably good meal. Next day 
we crossed the Peace river again and 
twenty miles more brought us to the 
Spirit River settlement. Here we put 
up at the house built by our mission­
ary some years ago but now used as 
the mission house of the Anglican 
church. A few days’ stay there, a visit 
to! all the people of the settlement, ar­
rangements were made with the repre­
sentative of the Anglican church re­
garding mission work and the pro­
perty, and we are on the road again 
towards Grande Prairie.

“Two days more over a hard trail, 
cooking our meals by the wayside 
wherever water and good grass for 
the horses can be found, and being 
obliged to camp In the bush over night, 
we descend the slope of Saddle moun­
tain. Now the traveller is richly re­
warded after his long, difficult, and 
weary journey hitherto. Stretching 
far away to the south, east and west, 
as far as the eye can reach, is beauti­
ful undulating prairie dotted here and 
there with clumps of spruce, poplar, 
willow, and birch as if arranged in an 
extended park, and a number of clear 
shining lakes enhance the beauty of 
the scene. The thought comes to the 
mind as one looks in surprise, ‘This is 
the promised land.'

"It is an easy run across the prairie 
and at nightfall we arrived at Flying 
Shot lake, and enjoy the warm hos­
pitality tof the only white family in 
that part. We remained on the prairie 
about a week and visited all the set­
tlers who were at home, at Saska­
toon lake and Beaver lodge and be­
tween. We received untold kindness 
from everyone, especially the bachelors, 
and held the first service at Beaver 
lodge.

"Our homeward journey was full of 
Interesting and exciting incidents, but 
we returned safely after having 
ered in the round trip 1,800 miles, 300 of 
which were by water and fully 1,000 
miles by the same team and outfit.

“The Peace River has a future be­
fore It. There is good and poor land in 
places, but the vast majority of it is 
good, waiting for the hardy settler to

rush of settlers, and there is room for 
many thousands. At present there are 
one hundred white men on the prairie 
and twenty white women. Two years 
ago there were but a handful of white 
men and one white woman; Settlers 
are creeping in gradually, hut the 
definite promise of a railway will bring 
hundreds in the month, The few that 
are there now are alive to the situa­
tion. They are anxious to have their 
post offices and their schools, and there 
will be a splendid field for 
work.” mission

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THE BRITISH BATTLE
AND ITS LEADERS.

According to sacred history there 
brief period when the affairswas one

of the universe stood still. That was 
at the command of one Joshua, a lead-

slnce thener of the people. Ever 
events, like time, have gone marching 
on. There may occasionally have been 
appearances of standing still, but those 
were only breathing spells preparatory
to still more rapid progress.

History records many movements
which appeared to be merely personal 
in their genesis and to have for their 
object the gratification of vaulting am­
bition. Doubtless such periods of in­
dividualistic predominance served their 
purpose in the great plan of human 

even be that theprogress. It may 
most ruthless tyrants and intolerant 
dictators justified their courses in their

minds by the argument, plausibleown
at the time, that the nations were in­
capable of managing their own affairs. 
Providence raised men to rule them.

That day has passed away forever 
far as the people of the progres­

sive nations are concerned. The bat­
tle for popular rights has lasted for 
centuries. It has not yet been won. 
Points of vantage have been gained, 
and when gained other positions quite 
as necessary for the well-bqing of all 
the people have appeared invitingly in 
the political foreground. In such a 
movement there is no ultimate goal. 
The people must continuously march 
forward, fighting for equal rights and 
equal opportunities.

For a considerable number of years 
Great Britain lias been marking time, 
getting ready for a strong forward 
movement, political, social and econo­
mic. During the period of apparent 
inactivity forces have been at -work 
preparing the way for an advance all 
along the line. The extension of the 
franchise means the enlisting of; the 
masses of the people under the banner 
of the army of progress. And jusf when 
all things appear to be ready for the 
advance, leaders arise and place 
themselves at the head of the popular

as

forces.
Some pessimistic souls have been tell­

ing us of late that Britons have lost 
théir power as public speakers—that 
the mantles of John Bright and of 
William Ewart Gladstone have fallen 
upon the ground instead of upon 
shoulders worthy to wéar them. Noth­
ing could be farther from the truth. 
Bright at the zenith of his powers as 
an orator neVer made more impas­
sioned appeals to the people and Glad­
stone never struck a more popular note 
than the present Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, Lloyd-George, is doing as he 
traverses the country denouncing the 
action of the House of Lords. There 
is a passion, a conviction, a sincerity 
and an earnestness behind the utter­
ances of this Welsh son of the com­
mon people which inspires an enthus­
iasm such as has hardly ever been 
known in the history of British public 
life. Apd back of all these qualities of 
soul there are intellectual gifts of an 
unusual order which combine to mark 
Lloyd-George as a real leader. Nor 
does the gifted Chancellor stand alone 
at the head of the progressive forces. 
Never before, probably, In the political 
history of Great Britain has a Prime 
Minister been surrounded by such an 
array of talent of the first order as that 
which is at the command of the cool, 
the calculating, the logical and the 
masterful Asquith. The strength of 
the - cause has brought forth the 
strength of the men, and their names 
will undoubtedly go down in history as 
the strongest leaders in the most mo­
mentous evolutionary movement of the 
twentieth century.

Opposed to this array of capable 
leaders there appears to be only Ar­
thur J. Balfour, a man of most win­
ning personality, but lacking the 
strength which only conviction can 
give. The Conservative leader practi­
cally admits that such reforms as have 
already been 'inaugurated by the Lib­
eral government, such as old age pen­
sions, measures for the relief of the 
unemployed, etc., are necessary and 
must be maintained by any future ad­
ministration. He opposes the methods 
by which it is proposed to raise the 
revenue for the maintenance of the 
system. He has been forced against 
his better judgment to accept taxes 
upon food as a substitute for taxes ac­
cording to the ability of the people to 
be taxed. The tariff reformers have 
made him an unwilling convert to 
their policy, because Mr. Balfour can­
not convince his intellectual part any 
more than he can satisfy his better 
part that placing a tax upon the food 
of a people a very large percentage of 
whom already lack the necessaries of 
life can be in the true Interests of such 
a people.

FIVE KILLED AND 
MANY MISSING

PANIC FOLLOWS OUTBREAK 
OF FIRE IN STORE

Several Persons Are Believed 
to Be Buried in the 

Debris.

London, Dec. 20.—Five persons are 
known to be dead, fifty are in hospitals 
suffering from injuries, and many are 
missing as the result of a fire that de­
stroyed the great Arding & Hobbs 
store in the Clapham suburbs at noon 
to-day.

Three hundred persons were in the 
store when the fire started. A scene of 
confusion, bordering upon a panic, en­
sued when the shoppers and clerks 
rushed for lifts and stairs.

Several clerks and patrons leaped 
from the third and fourth story win­
dows to the pavement. Others Jumped 
from an interior balcony, to tqe main 
floor, which already was burning fierce­
ly.

Within an hour after the fire was dis­
covered the great dome collapsed, 
carrying adjoining stores with a 
of burning debris.

The entire block in which the store 
was located soon was a mass of un­
controllable flames.

It is feared that many of those who 
leaped from the balcony into the burn­
ing court lost their lives.

When the ddme collapsed this, section 
of the store was buried In the blazing 
ruins The firemen believe that many 
who are missing lie beneath the de­
bris. , „

The fire is said to have started from 
a defective electric light wire. The ex­
tent of the damage has not yet been 
estimated.

The Ro­
man Catholic and Anglican churches 
have been in the landing for years, 
and lately a hall has been built by the 
Methodist church which is used for 
service on the Sabbath and as a read­
ing room on the week-day. A number 
of buildings have been added, and tele­
graphic’ communication 
since last we visited the landing. It is 
to be hoped that some railway will 
soon find its way thither, and thus re­
ward the patience and endurance of 
those who have waited for years.

“On the evening of August 17th we

"It was a pleasant sail up the Atha­
basca river.

Here passengers and freight are trans­
ferred by wheels over a portage of six­
teen miles, the rapids preventing the 
passage of Little Slave river. At Sal- 
teux Landing we boarded anottier 
small steamer which conveyed us to 
the head of Lesser Slave lake. The 
Little Slave river is an interesting 
stream, affording a variety of scenery 
with occasional glimpses of beauty.

about fourteen feet of the 21 feet is 
filled so far. He has been carefully 
watching to ascertain whether there is 
any seepage since the water was turn­
ed into the reservoir, but states that 
the .bottom is absolutely impervious, 
and that there is no fear of the water 
running away which was at first 
thought to be likely.”

NONSENSICAL CRITICISM.

That sly old dog the Vancouver 
News-Advertiser suggests that the in­
terest on the capital cost of the Na­
tional Transcontinental Railway should 
be charged to current account, that is, 
should be met out of the ordinary or 
Consolidated revenue of the Dominion. 
We have always understood that it 
was the custom in the construction of 
railways, public or private, to charge 
the interest on all amounts expended 
during the period of construction to 
capital account. In fact, we believe it 
is the only feasible system, Inasmuch 
as Interest charges must be met from 
some source—lenders can hardly be ex­
pected to forego their claims for inter­
est on money borrowed until a rail­
way is placed in operation—and divi­
dends obviously cannot be earned un­
til business is being transacted. Why 
should an exception be made in the 
case of the publicly-built and publicly- 
owned section of the Grand Trunk, 
Railway ? Besides, at the end of seven 
years the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail­
way, which is under contract to oper­
ate the line, will pay the interest on 
the capital cost' of the road. Why 
should the Dominion government re­
lieve the company of that obligation 
by paying the interest on the money 
borrowed and reducing the capital 
cost of the road by a considerable 
amount? That would be laying on the 
shoulders of the ’ people a load the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Company has en­
tered into an undertaking to bear. 
Again, the Dominion government has 
already paid out of current reven­
ue many millions of dollars on account 
of the cost of the National Transcon­
tinental Railway. In due time the 
Grand Trunk Pacific company will be 
paying three per cent, interest to the 
people of Canada on that expenditure, 
which will aid very materially to the 
revenues of the country. Would the 
News-Advertiser suggest that the com­
pany should be relieved of that obli­
gation also? The truth Is that our con­
temporary knows the present Domin­
ion government Is charging to Con­
solidated account very large amounts 
which under a previous govern­
ment were charged to capital 
account, and while it approves 
of the proposal of the Finance 
Minister to extend this principle still 
farther, it could not resist the temp­
tation to carp just a little, for partism 
purposes, at one of the most satisfac­
tory budget statements that has ever 
been placed before the country. The 
role of G. E. Foster does not become 
our contemporary at all.

-Not only are innocent and unsuspect­
ing persons in danger of losing their 
eyesight through rthe criminal careless­
ness of youths withAirearms, but from 
the prevalent habit of stone throwing 
by boys.

Right on the heels of a most distress­
ing accident from the former cause 
comes a pathetic case from the latter. 
Eleven-year-old Clarence H. Coldwell, 
the eldest son of George A. Coldwell, 
assistant night foreman of the Colon­
ist, Friday had the sight of his right 
eye destroyed by a stone, thrown care­
lessly by Oliver Begar. Clarence, a very 
bright little fellow, went out to call 
his brother, who was playing marbles 
with Begar near-by. A dog frisking 
about interrupted the game and young 
Begar picked up a stone to throw at 
it. On the dog jumping away the boy 
wheeled about and flung at it, but in­
stead of striking the animal the sharp 
flint shaved off the front of young 
Coldwell’s eye.

The lad managed to stumble into his 
home, while the stone-thrower took to 
his heels. Mr. and Mrs. Coldwell ap­
plied a hot compress to the eye and 
hurried the lad to the office of Dr. 
Proudfoot, who is considered one of the 
most skilful oculists in Canada. The 
doctor took him to St. Joseph’s hos­
pital, but the injury was found to be 
irreparable, as the iris and pupil had 
both been destroyed, and their removal 
was imperative in order to save the 
sight of the other eye.

The boy who threw the stone is a 
pupil at Oak Bay school, and boards at 
the Norwood, Oak Bay avenue. It is 
said that the practice of throwing 
stones is a common one with him.

HEARSE TO BRUSSELS

Reconciliation of Members of 
Royal Family in 

Progress.ke
T Brussels, Dec. 18,^-The body of the 

late King Leopold was transferred 
"([from the Pavilion at Laeken to the 

Palace at Brussels Saturday night by 
the light of torches carried by troop­
ers. The hearse was covered with 
crepe and drawn by eight black horses 
with black draperies. It was sur­
mounted with black plumes, and bore 
the national coat-of-arms and the coat- 
of-arms of the nine provinces. The 
car was surrounded by Leopold’s 
grooms and servants. On either side 
rode the general officers, and the court 
carriages which followed contained 
Prince Albert and the court digni­
taries. As the body was conveyed to 
the hearse, the batteries fired salvoes 
and bells tolled.

According to the 1 Gazette. Princess 
Louise’s counsel has notified the prin­
cipal banks that she will oppose the 
pyment of any deposits they may have 
received in the names of Leopold or 
the Baroness Vaughn, and has for­
bidden the executors of Leopold’s will 
to destroy any papers.

Prince Albert is believed to have 
made a master stroke in sending the 
royal .train to the frontier to give a 
welcome to Princess Louise. Both 
Princess Louise and- Princess Steph­
anie are held in high affection by the 
Belgian people, who consider them the 
victims of misfortune. The reunion of 
the separated family is accepted as a 
good omen for the opening of the 
reign of the already popular Albert.

King Leopold in his will declared 
that he possessed but $3,000,000, which 
he left to his children. His Majesty 
expressed the detire that no autopsy 
be performed, and said that “apart 
from my nephew, Prince Albert, and 
the members of my household, I forbid 
anyone to attend my funeral. My pa­
pers shall be destroyed or handed to 
Prince Albert.”

Albert, the new King, will take the 
name of Albert I.

"No.” This Island Leagué is an ama­
teur league and will not tolerate any 
team paying its players a cent. Ar­
ticle 10 (a) of the Island league con­
stitution reads as follows: "A club in 
this association must be composed ex­
clusively of amateur players of foot­
ball, as laid down by the International 
Football Association.” Mr. Lowe also 
stated in his letter that if the B. C. 
A. A. V. would grant the first question, 
that the Island League would forthwith 
affiliate. It will thus be seen that the 
Island League has been perfeetly fair 
in the question and that the B. C. A. A. 
U. has not met them half way.

By passing the above resolution what 
have the B. C. A. A. U. done? Citi­
zens of Victoria! they have spoiled 
Victoria’s chance for the soccer cham­
pionship of B. C„ because they say that 
immediately any person or team from 
Victoria competes in tae Island League, 
then said person or team will be sus­
pended, that is, professionalized.

All the <soccer leagues on the main­
land have withdrawn from the B. C. A.
A. U., the Island League refuses to. af­
filiate, while until last Tuesday night 
the Victoria City League was in good 
standing with the B. C. A. A. U., when, 
on account of the arbitrary action of 
the B. C. A.I A. U., that league, with 
one dissenting 'vote, unanimously de­
cides that it was in the best interests of 
Association football in Victoria to 
withdraw. If the city league had not 
taken,this action, all teams in' the city 
would be unable to compete with any 
other team on the island or mainland. 
In fact, Victoria would be isolated and 
according to the B. C. A* A. U. would 
have to play tag among themselves. Is 
this for the best Interests of Associa­
tion football in Victoria? I say "no.” 
The public will not keep going out to 
see local teams playing with one an­
other, but when you get one city com­
peting against another city, "then 
comes the tug-of-war." The only way 
to build up soccer here in Victoria is 
to bring in outside teams and beat 
them here, and then for local teams to 
go Into the enemies’ stronghold and 
beat them there. Then the public may 
open their eyes and they will say, "We 
have got a team here and it is up to us 
to patronize it.” 
game will boom.

Now, if the B. C. A. A. U. had been 
fair minded and acted reasonably, I 
think they would have said something 
like this: "Victoria teams, you have 
been good boys. 
weH. You have joined the union and 
answered to its rules. Ladysmith and 
Nanaimo are bad boys, 
register with the union, 
force them to join, but so that you 
will be able to compete in the Island 
League and have a chance to win the 
championship of Vancouver Island and
B. C., we will allow you to play in this
league without altering your amateur 
standing.” Instead of this course what 
do they do? They say, “Victoria teams, 
you have been good boys all right, but 
Ladysmith and Nanaimo don’t think 
as we do, they won't join the union, 
therefore they are bad and we will not 
allow you up with them at all.
If you compete against them you will 
be professionalised and debarred from 
all other amateur sports.” I ask the 
public, “Which course would have been 
sportsmanlike ?”

Now, to come down to our own team.
I am proud to say I am the captain of 
the Victoria West football team, sen­
ior champions of Victoria and vicinity 
to-day. We are a young team, most of 
us being within 21 years of age, and if 
we stay together it is conceded that a 
future is ahead of us. Without any 
hot air or boasting I think we have a 
good team. Now, at a recent meeting 
of our club it was decided as follows : 
“With regard to the Island League not 
affiliating with the B. C. A, A. U., it 
could not be seen by the members pre­
sent that the B. C. A. A. U. had any 
power to professionalize any person for 
playing in the Island League, as said 
league was an. amateur body, and that 
before the B. C. A. A. U. could profes­
sionalize us they would have to either 
prove that we knowingly played with 
or against bona fide professionals. It 
was further pointed out that the Isl­
and League was the stepping stone to 
the championship ot British Columbia, 
as the winners of the Island and Main­
land League play-off for this title. Our 
football .team had been in the Island 
League for the past three years with 
very great success. The City League 
would be over on December 11th, if we 
did not play in the Island League our 
boys would have to put away their 
“duds” till next season.

It was decided by the directors of the 
Provincial Royal Jubilee hospital Fri­
day that all monies receives for hos­
pital purposes, „trom whatever Source, 
must pass through the hands of the 
secretary-manager and appear on the 
books of the hospital. This is in line 
with the policy adopted by the direct­
ors recently.

Hospital Sunday collections have al­
ways been made at the instance of the 
Women’s Auxiliary and the proceeds 
will continue to be expended under the 
direction of that earnest body of work­
ers, but these sums, and all others col­
lected by the ladies, will pass through 
the books and duly appear in the finan­
cial report at the end of the year for 
the information of the public.

In November the total number of pa­
tients " treated was 170; 92 patients
were admitted; there were 68 treated 
free. The aggregate number of days’ 
stay was 2,409 and the daily average 
of patients in hospital was 80.3. The 
cost per day for November figures out 
rather deceptively, owing to there hav­
ing been several payments which were 
either for extraordinary expenditures 
or which should properly be spread 
over the year. Deducting thèse the 
daily cost per patient is slightly less 
than in October.

The receipts for November amounted 
to *7,098.82, which included *2,000 from 
the city and *2,078 from the province, 
and the expenditures totalled *4,852.43, 
leaving a surplus of *2,246.39.

President Lewis informed the board 
that the result of W. Curtis Sampson’s 
audit of the accounts on the transfer 
from the late secretary to the new 
secretary-manager showed everything 
in perfect order.

A letter from ifrs. Pemberton sug­
gested Wednesday, December 29th, at 
2:30 as a" suitable time for the dedica­
tion of the new chapel.

A number of circumstances have con­
spired to incfease the price of seal 
skins this year, with the result that 
they have reached the highest point in 
the history of the sealing industry. 
The sales held by C. M. Lampson & 
Solas in London Friday were suc­
cessful above all anticipation, 
pride obtained was £5 19s 6d to £6 3s 
eacti, and a few of the Victoria skins 
went rather above that.

A few days ago it was announced 
that Japan had agreed to a conference 
of aill the powers interested in preserv­
ing the seals, for the purpose of com­
ing to some arrangement looking to 
theSr protection. This conference is be­
ing called at a very opportune time, 
just as the lease of the company which 
controls the Bribyloif. Islands is expir­
ing. This gives the United States gov­
ernment a free hand in dealing with 
the question. A close season for ten 
years has been suggested. This would 
have the effect of running up the price 
of skins already on hand to a much 
higher price than at present. It is 
hardly likely, however, that such a 
plan will be adopted. There will be 
some equitable arrangement by which 
each nation interested is allowed to 
take a certain number of skins, with a 
curtailment of the number to be taken 

thie islands, and with a general 
pelagic regulation.

In 1895, the. year of the Russo-Japan­
ese war, the price of seal skins went up 
to *24.60, but the following year they 
dropped to *21.50, and last year they 
sold for about *22.

The total number of skins sold yes­
terday was nearly 31,000, about half of 
which were taken on the American 
islands of the Behring Sea.

With the prospect of a close season 
ahead it is thought that every avail­
able schooner in Victoria will go to 
the sea this year. The Jessie is all 
ready to clear, but the men refuse to 
leave until after the Christmas cele­
bration. Then as soon as possible they 
will steer for the California coast, go­
ing farther south than usual. Both of 
Capt. Peppett’s schooners will probably 
go and a number of others.

„ Victoria, B. C., /Dec. 17,
To the Sporting Editor:—Now that 

the ainateur and professional question 
is paramount in the minds oD the 
sporting fraternity of Victoria, i think 
that a slight recapitulation of the 
events leading up to the so-called 
deadlock between the B.C.A.A.U. an.d 
the soccer players on Vancouver Island 
would be quite to order. This, and the 
fact I wish to clear up many points 
which the public are Ignorant of, is the 
reason why I commence this letter.

At the outset I wish to state that I 
intend to be perfectly fair to the B.C. 
A.A.U., and that anything stated in 
this letter will be the facts, just as 
they happened, and nothing else.

I must admit that a governing body 
for the control of amateur sport is a 
gcod thing, and it carried on Judicious­
ly in British Columbia would be a help 
and uplift to good clean sport through­
out the Province.

Something like a year ago the B.C.
A. A.U. was formed, and most of the 
athletic associations in British Colum­
bia affiliated with same, as It was 
thought to l)e a much needed institu­
tion, but recently thej^ have proved 
themselves to be extremely arbitrary 
and unfair In their dealings.

Now, to come down to the seat of the 
trouble which is most interesting to 
Victorians. " The Island Football 
League, when it held its annual meet­
ing in Ladysmith some few weeks ago, 
contended that the definition of an 
amateur as laid down by the C.A.A.U. 
was altogether too strict, and as the
B. C. Football Association, to which 
the Island League is subsldary, is a 
member of the IriternationaV’T’ootball 
Association of Great Britain, who al­
low professionals in other lines of 
sport to play amateur football, it was 
decided that they would have to ad­
here to the rules as laid down by the 
English association, but that the 
Island League must be a strict ama­
teur league, that is that any person 
playing in the Island League would be 
doing so purely for the sport of the 
game, and that no person would be 
allowed one cent over his actual hotel 
and travelling expenses; but that if 
at any time there should come along 
any person, who at some previous 
time had indulged in some other line 
of sport, other than football for money, 
such as lacrosse, baseball, boxing,1 run­
ning, etc., and that if this person came 
In and played football as a good ama­
teur he would be allowed to compete. 
And rightly so I think. This is the 
law that holds good in the Old Coun­
try, the home of football, and the 
Island League say: "Surely to good­
ness they know how to play football 
in Grea't Britain, and if we are going 
to play football properly, let us play it 
as laid down by the fathers of foot-

• ball.”
Now, what is the B.C.A.A.U.’s con­

tention? That a person who has ever 
received any money for playing any 
came whatsoever then he is a profes­
sional In every line of sport and de­
barred from competing in any amateur 
competition at all. 
t:on: “Is it not rather harsh?”

Well, the next step is that of the B.
C. A.A.U. They call a meeting of the 
executive to meet at the Empress 
hotel, Victoria, Saturday evening, De­
cember Uth, where only the following 
persons were present : Mr. D. O’Sul­
livan and Mr. A. J.. Brace, Victoria; 
Mr. H. Gowen and Mr. G. N. Stacey, pf 
Vancouver, and the decision of these 
four men is embodied in the following 
resolution;

"Resolved, that it is the sense of 
this executive that it is not within the 
province of the B.C.A.A.U. to . permit 
professionals to play with amateurs 
!n soccer football, and if leagues of the 
Island and the Mainland refuse affilia­
tion without the privilege and continue 
tc play unsanctioned schedules the 
players competing will be suspended 
forthwith.”

The resolution was passed in face of 
the following correspondence, which 
was before the meeting. Mr. H. 
Gowen, secretary of the British Colum­
bia executive of the B.C.A.A.U. had 
written the following letteè to Mr. E. 
Lowe, secretary of the Island Football 
League :

Dear Sir:—I have been notified by 
the secretary of the Victoria branch of 
the B.C.A.A.U. that the Island Soccer 
League had withdrawn from member­
ship in the union, or rather has de­
cided not to affiliate. The matter is 
to be discussed at a meeting of the 
executive of the union to be held in 
Victoria on Saturday evening, Decem­
ber 11th. For our guidance in the 
question we would like to know your 
reasons in the matter. We understand 
that it is because your league, consid­
ers our amateur definition too strict, 
and that you wish the privilege of 
playing amateurs against professionals. 
Does this mean'

1st. That you wish men who are pro­
fessionals in other branches of sport to

After Kane’s evidence had been given 
the case was adjourned to bring a 
man named Tommy Reid to court, 
who will be asked to make a state­
ment.

Guilin was charged with stealing a 
gold watch valued at $15 from Robert 
Large. The owner of the watch gave 
evidence telling that the watch had 
been .taken from him in a saloon. He 
was followed by a restaurant keeper, 
who said accused had tried to sell him 
the watch for $5 and two square meals.

Accused in defence said he had been 
given the watch to sell by another 
man, and asked for time to get wit­
nesses. His witness was sent for and 
told the court he had seen the watch 
In the possession of a third man, but 
that accused had tried to sell it to 
him. As he left the box Kane, form­
erly a racetrack employee, but at pre­
sent a longshoreman, arose in court 
and asked permission to give evidence 
on behalf of accused.

He said he had seen the watch stolen 
and that accused did not steal It. The 
name of the man who stole It was 
Tommy Reid. The court then ad- 
jourped to get Tommy Reid, whom 
the police will endeavor to bring into 
court to-morrow morning.

A. A. Lee, the man for whom Captain

These 
were all from Mexico.

Shearwater at Salina Cruz. All the ac­
tivities of the rebellion are, however, 
confined to the east coast. The new 
coasting steamer Salvador, which is 
owned by the same firm as the Can- 
ad ian-Mexican liners, had arrived at 
Salina Cruz. She looked a fine little 
steamer, and doubtless she will help to 
bring business to the Canadian steam­
ers. The coffee season Has been a good 
one, but so far there is hardly any on 
the market. ,

Chancellor Lloyd George at a great 
Free Church remonstration in Queen’s 
hall last night, complained that noncon­
formity had no chance nor champion 
in the House of Lords. The speaker was 
well received. On arriving at the hall
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Under the caption of “Trade With 
Canada," the Dunedin Star discusses 
the establishment of a line of steamers 
between Eastern Canada and that 
country. It says:

Apropos of the project before the 
Canadian House of Commons to grant 
a subsidy to a line of steamers from 
Canadian Atlantic ports to New Zea­
land, Mr. Th. de Schryver, who repre­
sents the Canadian Manufacturers’ 
Association in this Dominion, is bring­
ing the matter prominently before the 
mercantile houses that at present have 
trade relations with Canada. It is in­
tended to utilise eight steamers yearly. 
During the summer the vessels are to 
be dispatched from Montreal and from 
either St. John or Halifax in the win­
ter. This will give a regular six­
weekly service, which Is considered to 
be amply sufficient for Immediate re­
quirements. The steamers will be of 
6,000 tons burthen, and the Canadian 
manufacturers have already given a 
guarantee to supply 50,000 tons of load­
ing per annum. On the latter condi­
tion being fulfilled the Canadian gov­
ernment are prepared to subsidise the 
line to the extent of $100,000 (£20,000) 
per annum for three years, after which 
the service ought to be In a position 
to pay Its own way. Both the Cana­
dian trade commissioners (Mr. Larke 
at Sydney and Mr. Ross at Melbourne) 
strongly support the movement, and 
have written to the Canadian ministry 
of commerce warmly -approving it.

That there is a growing demand for 
the establishment of an up-to-date and 
efficient steamer service between Can­
ada’s eastern ports, at which her 
primal manufacturing industries are 
located, and this Dominion was made 
apparent during the visit of the New 
Zealand press delegates to Canada in 
May last, and the subject was largely 
discussed In this paper by the editor 
of the Evening Star. Since then the 
disadvantages under which Canadian 
shippers (who are obliged to send their 
goods out via New York) labor has 
reached a more acute stage. As mat­
ters now stand in New York, the 
United States Steel Products Company 
appear to be in a position to dictate 
to the shipping companies what rate 
of freight they will pay. This rate, so 
far as the Steel Companÿ is concerned, 
is a small one; and it goes without 
saying that the shipping companies 
will be obliged to recopp themselves at 
the expense of those sending Canadian 
goods to New York for transportation 
to this Dominion. A case in point was 
forcibly illustrated at the recent 
Chambers of Commerce Conference at 
Sydney. At the expiry of a contract 
held by a well-known exporting com­
pany in New York the rate for trans­
port to (say) Auckland Is expected to 
be increased by 50 per cent., which will 
have the effect of preventing Canadian 
manufacturers from competing for the 
New Zealand trade in such lines as 
nails, tube and wire, which, next to 
printing paper, constitute the heaviest 
imports into New Zealand from Can­
ada. The. truth of this averment and 
the gravity of the situation were 
recognized by the Canadian delegation 
to that congress, and so Impressed 
were they that shipping through a for­
eign state was to the positive disad­
vantage of Canada that they cabled in 
their own names before leaving Auck­
land to the Prime Minister of Canada 
directing Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s atten­
tion to the pressing need of establish­
ing an independent and direct line to 
trade between the eastern ports of 
Canada and New Zealand. They 
cabled In these terms: “For develop­
ment of trade betewen Dominions In­
dependent Atlantic steamer connection 
is imperative. New Zealand merchants 
desire trade expansion.—Alexander. 
(Vancouver), Pender (St. Johns), Skin­
ner (Calgary), delegates.”

If this line is established, the steam­
ers will make Auckland their first port 
of call, and afterwards discharge car­
go at Wellington, Lyttelton and Dune­
din, load return cargo (if offered) at 
these Ports, fill up at Australian ports, 
and return to Canada. We have all 
along expressed our strong conviction 
that such a line, when established, will 
be in the best interests of both Do­
minions, and therefore the movement 
has our unstinted support. We feel 
sure that if the government of New 
Zealand do their share the service will 
be an accomplished fact In a very short 
time.

Gentlemen:—After a study of the 

various systems of civic administration 
In vogue in those cities, most noted for 
up-to-date methods, your committee 
has arrived at the conclusion that a 
system based on that in use in Des 
Moines and other Iowa cities is the 
best suited to the needs of this city.

The system referred to is a model of 
simplicity. The administration is al­
ways, through the recall, subject to 
removal if delinquent in its duty, and 
the popular will can be expressed 
through the initiative to Introduce 
measures, and the referendum to pass 
upon the by-laws, franchises, etc., that 
may be passed by the council.

The citizens of all classes are enthu­
siastic over the success of the plan, 
and the boast is made that a motion 
to repeal would not get even ten per 
cent. In support.

The plan is, speaking generally, that 
the city is governed and Its works ad­
ministered by a mayor and council, 
elected- from the city at large. The 
ward system has been abolished.

The city’s affairs are divided Into five 
departments. The mayor is ex officio 
superintendent of public affairs. The 
four councillors, after election, each 
take the superintendence of a depart­
ment. There is a department of pub­
lic safety, comprising police, health and 
fire protection, a department of parks 
and public property, a department of 
fianance and accounts and a depart­
ment of public works. In the latter de­
partment the waterworks, sewers, 
streets and other works are taken care 
of. The mayor, as superintendent of 
public affairs, has charge of the public 
library, legal and clerical department, 
also of matters that naturally fall to 
the occupant of the mayoralty chair. 
This body is legislative as well as ad­
ministrative, and in both is subject to 
the desires of the citizens.

With this plan In mind, this commit­
tee recommends for this city that such 
changes as are needed in our laws be 
secured as will permit the introduction 
of a system similar to the above. Some 
of the principal features follow :

The governing body to be a mayor 
and council. ,

1. The mayor to be elected for a term 
of two or three years.

2. The council, of four or six mem­
bers, to be elected for a terms of two

half of them to retire annually.

Among the business to come before 

the streets committee is a complaint 
from George Jeeves respecting the 
blocking of a water course -on King’s 
road and Quadra streets, and the con­
dition of that section of Blanchard 
street traversed by the Victoria & 
Sidney railway. In regard to the first- 
mentioned matter, Mr. Jeeves contends 
that along King’s road and Quadra

The rais­
ing of this objection at the present 
time is likely to result in a renewal of 
the objections of the property owners 
along Blanchard street, who have pro­
tested against the company being al­
lowed to transfer their station from the 
market building to that thoroughfare.

Wm. W. Northcott, the building in­
spector, will report on the complaint of 
F. Oswald Litchfield and others that W. 
Drysdale is attempting to establish a 
factory on North Park street without 
securing the necessary permit. Mr. 
Northcott says he has Investigated the 
matter and finds that Mr. Drysdale 
proposes td conform strictly with the 
regulations and has no intention of 
establishing a factory of any kind.

Pekin, Dec. 17.—The Chinese govern­
ment has refused finally Portugal’s 
proposition for the arbitration of the 
Macao boundary dispute, concerning 
whjch the two governments have been 
negotiating since last March.

The Island of Macao, is situated tit 
the west side of the entrance to the 
Canton river, and Is Inhabited by 
Chinese and Portuguese. The city of 
Macao, on a peninsula of the Island, 
was settled by Portuguese merchants 
In the latter part -of the sixteenth 
century, and subsequently ceded to 
Portugal by China. Portuguese Inter­
ests have been gradually extended 
through the territory adjacent to the 
city of Macao, and the adjoining Isl­
ands of Talpa and Celone. The city is 
a seaport of some consequence and its 
trade has been the source of jealousy 
and friction between the two races. 
China holds that the only concession 
of territory ever made to Portugal was 
limited' by the boundaries of the city, 
and demands that surrounding territory 
and Islands be evacuated by that coun­
try. Portugal sent an envoy to Canton 
last spring, who was instructed to at­
tempt a settlement of China’s demand. 
The envoy failed in his commission, 
and the negotiations which have been 
carried on intermittently ever since, 
have been no more successful. Re­
cently Portugal offered to submit the 
question of the limitation of Portugal’s 
authority on the Island of Macao to 
arbitration, and It Is this proposition 
which the Chinese government now 
has refused to entertain.

The first speech-day of tl\e Univer- ■ 
sity school was held on Friday, when I
a large number or parents and friends 1
of the scholars were present in the B 
long gymnasium to hear the various 
reports on the year’s work and wit­
ness the awarding of prizes. John 
Matthews secured four prizes in the 
fifth form and is Dux of the school, 
and as he went up to receive his re­
wards from the hands of Bishop Per­
rin, who distributed the prizes, his 
popularity with the school as a whole 
was loudly attested by tremendous ap­
plause from the rear of the hall, where 
the various forms were assembled.

The warden, Rev. Mr. Bolton, réad 
a long address outlining the advance­
ment of the school since its inception 
at Esquimau in 1888. The present 
school, he said, was open last Febru­
ary, and the attendance has increased 
till there are now over 100 in board­
ers and day boys. The school had sent 
a number of boys on to McGill and 
the R.M.C. at Kingston.

Mr. Bolton said that no household, 
however, was complete without the 
influence of a woman, but nei­
ther Mr. Barnacle nor Mr. Har­
vey appeared willing to enter the 
bonds of matrimony, and he himself 
seemed à failure as a matchmaker.
Therefore they had a matron and an 
assistant matron. Mr. Bolton’s ad­
dress concluded with reference to the 
visit of Lord Strathcona to the school.

Mr. Barnacle spoke on the athletic 
side of the school. From 3.30 till 5 
every afternoon drill and games take 

' place. The Rugby fifteen this year 
beat the Collegiate school twice, drew 
and lost to the High school and were 
beaten by the Vancouver High school.
They are, however, at Vancouver to­
day trying to reverse that defeat.

Mr. Harvey, in the course of his 
speech, made the following reference 
to the cadet corps and the athletic 
training:

"I must ask your indulgence for a 
few moments longer in order to give 
you some particulars about the work 
of our cadet corps, which is under my 
charge. At a time like the present 
when Canada is beginning to feel the 
responsibilities of nationhood and the 
necessity of being prepared for any 
emergency, we are proud to feel that 
we are doing our share as good citi­
zens. We have trained our boys now 
for two years to stand straight, to 
shoot straight, to honor the King and 
to be loyal to their country.

“But apart from this primary object 
of a cadet corps there is no doubt that 
this training does as much for the boy 
himself as his other games. Not only 
does he acquire a steady eye and hapd 
and a good carriage, but he learns a 
very useful lesson, namely, to take or­
ders unquestioned from those who Are 
of his own age and size or even less, 
and what is even more important, he 
learns to give orders and exact obedi­
ence from those under him.

“Turning now to the actual work 
done. We have been able this year 
to do a good deal more than the or­
dinary company drill. In the spring 
and summer considerable time was de­
voted to skirmishing and scouting prac­
tices culminating with an instructive 
field day on October 8th, the anniver­
sary of the laying of the foundation 
stone of our school. All the year round 
regular attention has been paid to 
musketry instruction at our thirty 
yards range in this gymnasium, while 
the senior boys have been assiduous in 
their practice at Clover Point range.
Last May we entered a team in a com­
petition open to all cadets In Canada, 
and took eighth place, beating all the 
teams which entered from points west 
of Ottawa. There is a regular system 
of instruction leading up to magazine 
firing and snap-shooting from behind 
cover. The general improvement Is 
shown by that fact that whereas last 
year the percentage who passed in 
musketry was less than 26, it is now 40, 
with nearly twice the number of cadets, 
namely, 71. Two cups presented by Mr.
Barnard and myself for the best indi­
vidual shot and the best shooting sec­
tion respectively, led to very keen 
competition. We are also awarding 
small prizes to the smartest section 
in the company, and Mrs. Marr has 
very kindly sent us a medal for the 
commander of this section.

“Lastly I must refer briefly to the 
gymnastic work. This is in the capable 
charge of Sergeant W. Adye, who has 
really brought the hoys on surprisingly 
well. They do regular worit, not only 
in free gymnastics, but also In the use 
of the vaulting-horse, horizontal and 
parallel bars. There Is a large boxing 
class which is doing excellent work, 
while about half a dozen boys have 
made good progress in fencing, a form 
!of physical training, I venture to say, 
second to no other indoor sport.’’

At the close of the addresses and 
presentation of prizes scenes - from 
“The Rivals” and from “King Henry 
IV.” were acted in costume and 
proved veçy successful, the actors 
appearing in costume in the following 
casts:

The mathematics of the fifth were on 

the whole very satisfactory. One third 
of the class sent in excellent papers, 
and one-third very poor. The papers 
of -Mathews, Rich and Sutherland are 
deserving of special mention. Mathews 
obtained 100 per cent, in Trigonometry ; 
Rich 98 per cent in Euclid.

In French every boy obtained the 
pass standard of 40 per Cent, but 
Mathews and Rich were decidedly the 
best, the former obtaining 87 per cent, 
in French grammer, thus winning the 
special prize presented by Mr. Alexis 
Martin.

In Latin with the exception of 
Mathews the papers were hardly satis­
factory.

In English subjects . Mathews Was 
easily first with over 70 Per cent., Am- 
berry was a close second, and of the 
rest all but two were satisfactory. Mrs. 
Watt's special prize for an English 
essay on a Canadian topic was won 
by Mathews, the subject being "The 
International Relations of Canada.”

The papers in Chemistry were very 
uneven. Rich’S paper was very good, 
obtaining 86 per cent/ but with two ex­
ceptions, the rest were poor," calcu­
lations being the weak point. All this 
work, it may be mentioned, is that pre­
scribed for the entrance examinations 
to McGill University and the Royal 
Military college, Kingston.

In Mathematics, the papers were 

quite satisfactory, with the exception 
of Euclid ; It would be better if we 
tempted less , in this . subject ‘and did 
it more thorougly. The papers sent in 
by Tatlow and Emanuels in Algebra 
were excellent, 
paper in Euclid is worthy of mention.

In Arithmetic, Macdonald, Tatlow 
and Potts obtained/80 per cent.

In Latin on the whole the results are 
hardly satisfactory, but six or seven 
boys did really excellent papers. Otter, 
Creery, Bagshawe and Gordon did well 
in the upper division while Crawford 
deserves mention for obtaining 97 per 
cent, in the lower division; Cooper, 89 
per cent, being second.

In French the results are decidedly 
better, only five boys failing out of 27. 
Otter and MacKay were easily best, 
the former securing the prize by a 
very narrow margin.

The English subjects were good on 
the whole, Geography being the best 
subject. It must be remarked that in 
English grammer the weak spot is 
parsing. Creery’s work in these subjects 
deserves great praise.

In Chemistry about half the class ob­
tained the pass standard: the work of 
the rest showing a distinct falling off 
from the results obtained at half term. 
The papers sent in by Creery and 
Emanuels were very good.

next spring,

Two of the digging machines are now 
under construction at San Francisco. 
They -are of the type invented by 
Arthur J. Hutton, a young Australian 
engineer. Who has made a success at 
Nome with the Pearson dredge last 
summer. These machines are so con­
structed that their fuel consumption 
per thousand cubic yards is about two- 
thirds less than that of the ordinary 
type of digging machine. Another ad­
vantage is they are so arranged that a 
clean-up can be made without closing 
down the bucket line.

Three of the dredges to be shipped 
to Nome next summer will be placed 
on Solomon River, 
being built to the order of O. Sivert- 
sen, who operated a small capacity 
machine last summer, while another 
is being constructed to the order of 
Frank I. Reed. J. J. Gedeney, the 
manager - of the Solomon River and 
Council City Railroad, ' Is at the head 
of the enterprise which is placing the 
third machine on this stream.

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Jury Found That His Employer 
Was Not Liable for 

Damages. Two Men Are Under Arrest 
Charged With Receiving 

, Stolen Ore. NELSON MILITIA IN
FLOURISHING STATE

Vancouver, Dec. 16.—A verdict for 
the defendant was rendered in the case 
of Elmer Hunter against the Ander­
son Logging Company, which was 
heard before Mr. Justice Morrison and 
a special jurÿ of eight. Hunter sat in 
court with a" leather shade covering 
the socket of an eye that he had lost, 
as the result of an accident while 
working for the Anderson Logging 
company at its camp on Vancouver 
Island. Hunter was holding up a piece 
or wire which was being cut on the 
edge of an axe by another man using 
a hammer. As the hammer came down 
a chip of steel broke off and struck 
Hunter in the eye, which had subse­
quently to be removed by Dr. Glen 
Campbell. ,

Hunter sued for unstated damages 
under common law and the Employer’s 
Liability Act, but the jury found that 
the employer was not liable. He may 
still obtain damages under the Work­
men’s Compensation Act, which remain 
to be assessed by the judge.

The Arithmetic of the third form was 
well done, showing careful and correct 
tuition, the neatness and arrangement 
of the work being noteworthy.

The Composition prize was won by 
Henderson for a vivid description of 
“A Trip Across the Rockies,” his style 
and vocabulary being most creditable- 
for a boy of his age.

The standard obtained in Drawing 
was good, being much higher than that 
of last year.

The Writing of the form is on the 
whole good, Woodward and Stanley de­
serving particular mention.

Toronto, Dec. 17.—By the arrest of 
John E. Wilkinson, a manufacturer, of

That thefts to the extent mentioned 
have been going on almost openly for 
so long is hard to believe. The pro­
prietors of the mines themselves knew 
that they were being robbed, but It 
seemed impossible to get the men who 
were doing it. Thousands of dollars 
were spent in employing private detec­
tives, and it was only recently that the 
slightest headway was made.

To illustrate to what extent the 
thefts have been carried on, the police 
say that Wilkinson’s books show that 
within the last four years he has re­
ceived in the neighborhood of $800,000 
worth of ore, and they further state 
that Wilkinson admits that hè Is only 
one of a number who have been carry­
ing on the business In Toronto.
