Last Days of Cardinal Antonelll.

The correspondent of the London Times
in Rome, writing on Monday, the 6th of
November, says:—

Cardinal Antonelli, Pontifical Secretary
of State, died at the Vatican this morning
at § o'clock, in the seventy-first year of his
age.

For some years the Cardinal has suffer-
ed severely from gout, and during the last
few weeks the attacks have greatly in-
creased in severity. Unwilling to recog-
nize the gravity of his case, he insisted on
continuing the performance.of the duties
of his office. Acting contrary to the ad-
vice of his physicians, he not only refused
to keep his bed, but persevered in paying
his daily visit to the Pope, remaining with
His Holiness for some time for the des-
patch of business.

The day before yesterday he gave an
audience to Baron Baude, the new French
Ambassador.  Yesterday his Eminence
was with the Pope, giving him an accouut
of the sums of money received from Span-
ish pilgrims, when he was suddenly taken
with a severe attack of his malady in the
chest, and had to be carried back to his
apartment. The Pope was so much alarni-
ed that he immediately despatched mes-
sengers for his own physician and surgeon
Drs. Peragalii and Ceccarelli, and, after
holding a consvltation, they informed the
Cardinal that he was at the point of death.
At first he would not give credence to
what they told him, but afterwards he
consented to receive the last sacraments.
When they were administering he was al-
ready too far gone to swallow the water.

Notwithstanding the many warnings
lately given him, Cardinal Antonelli placed
80 little belief in his approaching end that
he was occupied, among other things, in
preparing s hand t he intended
to offer personally to the Pope on his next
namesday, the festival of St. John the
Evangelist. Just befose his duth he lent

monstrations came just et the time
when at the request of the oppress-
ed, revolted and beaten provinces,
British mediation had almost secured
peace and concessions from the Porte
which promised for them a brighter era
and, at the same time, preserved the in-
tegrity of the Turkish Empire. The
indignant outburst of popular feeling
in England, however, created such a
sensation in Servia, that believing Eng-
land had abandoned her old policy res-
pecting Turkey, the Servians and their
friends and allies resolved to continue
the war which finally brought them such
disaster. WhentheBritish Government
saw that the war could be no longer
maintained by the revolted province it
used its influence with the Porteland ob-
tained a real ammistice.

England’s interest in the East Indies is
of course, her motive for the jealousy
with which she looks upon the custody
of Constantinople, and it is, therefore,
eminently fitting that Lord Salisbury
should be the man in whose hands her
important sharein the Conferenceshould
be placed. We take the following in
reference to the subject from the Lon-
don Times and it is especially interest-
ing just now :— L

We should do Lord Salisbury an in-
justice if we overlogked his pgrsonal
qualifications to act as onr rapresenta-
tive.

too much of the history of the past and
of the reciprocal relations of the Euro-
pean Powers at present to be betrayed
into the ercor of supposing that the set-
tlement of the Eastern Question can be
regulated with exclusive reference to
our convenience. His experience as
Secretary for India must also serve him
in good stead in preserving him from
false ideas, which often form a fatal
hindrance to the right nnderstanding of
an interna.tilonal picblent.  * % & %
t 18 scarcoly- an esdggeration ‘to sa;

The dimensions of this ice-pounding
steamer are as follows: Length, 145fect;
beam 22 feet; draughtby the stern, 16 feet;
forward 8 feet. It will be seen from this
that her keel is in the form of a skate to
enable her to break down and rink any op-
posing ice that may come in the way; and
her model is such that in ice floe, no
pressure could be exerted against her bear-
ings. The bow or ram, is pretected with
inch plates of iron;and a planking of iron-
wood, three inches in thickness, extends
the whole length of the vessel from the
water-line downward to the keel.

The enclosed deck is heated from the
engine room and boilers and is neatly fit-
ted up as a saloon, with 22 cabins, capa-
ble of affording accommodation to 40 pas-
sengers. Forward is an enclosed compart-
ment for freight, and below are the coal
bunkers of more than suflicient capaeity
for a voyage to Halifax. The engine is on
the compound high and low pressure
priuciple, with two cylinders of 30 and 60
inches diameter respectively, and 30 inch
stroke. The screw propelleris 12 feet,
with a pitchof 18 feet. 1t is estimated
that with a power of 700 horses, the
Northern Ligyht will have no difficulty in
crushing through ice several feet in thick-
ness whenever it may be necessary to do
so. It is not of course intended to sail
through fields of ice three or four feet
thick as a usual thing, but the Arctic
which plies between vis and Quebec,
has often made her way through ice of
this thickness for a considerable distance,
and there can be no doubt that, with a
pover infinitely greater, the Northera
Light will experience no (lxtﬂcu_lty in
smashing her way through any thickness
of ice that is likely to oppose her progress.

The Northern Light proceeds to Char-
lottetown, and will carry the mails between
that point and Pictou, the former contrac-
tars having failed to keep up communica-
tion with the Island. It is also intended
to visit other points along the coast, and
to make an eXperimental trip to Halifax.
From the evidence collected by the Parlia-
mentary Committee at Ottawa last session
it would appear that the ice drifts in such
a way as to leave a clear possage in the
gulf and various straits, so that a steamer
may navigate those waters at any time
during the wintcr; and, moreover, that
fogs are rarcly met with at that season.

The Winter Port.

**The Winter Port of Canada” is what
the Halifax people are now eager to make
their city, hoping through the new Inter-
colonial Railway to transfer to their own
city the business which now goes to Port-
land in the winter. An effort is being
made to induce the Government to require
the steamship lines which are subsidized
by the Dominion, and which run to Mont-
real when the St. Lawrence is open, to run
to Halifax in the winter, or at any rate to
stop there to land the mails, Asto the
mails, it urged that the sea voyage will be
much shortcned ; the mails from England
to the Maritime Provinces will be deliver-
ed at least a day sooner, and there will also
be a considerable saving in time to Quebéc
and the Upper Provinces; the mails will
always be under the control of the Do-
minion Post Otfice, and will not have to
pass through foreign territory, and the
Government will profit by carrying them
over its own road, instead of paying the
Grand Trunk forthe service. Itiathonght
that if the mails have to come to Halifax
much other tgaffic will follow them, and
the port will benefit accordingly. —N. Y.
R. R. Gazette.

The Next Great !xhluﬁon.

The plans of M. Davio ioud for the palace
on the Trocadero. which is to be the main
building of the Paris Exhibition of 1878,
are finished. The building is to be of
stone and enamelled terracotta, and will
probably be built sa solidly that the city
of Paris will buy it when the show is over,
and turn it to some account. The archi-
tecture will be Arabasque. The palace
will be flanked by two extensive lateral
galleries for the horticultural and agricul-
tural exhibitions. At the sides will be.
two lighthonses, each two hundred and
fifty feet high, the lanterns of which will
be visible from nearly every point in Paris.
These towers will be used for experiments
with the electric light and the various in-
ternational methods o>f lighting. The
slopes of the Trocadero will be decorated
with gardens belonging to different nations
and with a cascade, which is thus des-
cribed by M. Ph. Burty in the London
Academy :—

“ It will spring from the very base of
the palace, from the pedestal of a group of
large Jdecorated fignres in stone and bronze.
A grotto nestles behind the curve described
by this cascade, which will have a fall of
nine metres, Through this;sheet of crystal
the spectator will see confusedly the whoie
extent of the Universal Exhibition, with
its bujldings and its gardens stretching
away|/over the Camp de Mars, as far as to
the Evole Militaire; then, beyond and in
all directions, the great basin of Paris,
drained and intersected by the Seine and
bordered on the horizon by picturesque
hills.”

A Pacific Declaration by the Ozar.

The following reached us too late fer
last week's issue:—

The foreign office publishes despatches
from Lord Loftus, the British Ambassador
to Russia, giving reports in detail of what
passed at an audience with the Czar on
November 2nd. He reports the Czar seid
he sent his ultimatum to the Porte because
he feared discomfiture of the Servian army
might be followed by atrocities. The
Porte had by a series of manceuvres frus-
trated all attempts at pacification. The
present state of thingsisintolerable. Un-
less Europe was prepared to act firmly and
energetically, he would be obliged to act
alone. He regretted to see inveterate
suspicion and continual fear of Russian
aggression still existed in England. The
following are the exact words of a portion
of the despatch:—‘‘ The Czar pledged his
sacred word of honor, in the most solemn
and earnest manner, that he had no inten-
sion of acquiring Constantinople, and that
if necessity should force him to occupy a
portion of Bulgaria, it would only be pro-
visionally, until the peace and safety of
the Christian population was secured. The
Czar could not understand when both
countries had a common object, namely,
the amelioration of the condition of Chris-
tians, and he had given every proof that
he had no desire for cunquest, why there
should not be a perfect understanding be-
tween England and Russia, based on a
policy of peace, which would be equally
beneficial to their mutual interests and to
the interests of Europe generally. The
Czar said nothing could be more absurd
than intentions attributed to Russia of
future conquest of India, which was im-
possible. He deeply deplored distrust
manifested in England, and earnestly re-
quested me to do my utmost to dispel it,
and charged me to convey to her Majesty’s
Government the solemn assurance he had
given me.” Lord Derby replied instruct-
ing Lord Loftus to inform the Czar and
Prince Gortsehakoff that the Queen and
Goverment received the Czar’s assurances
with the greatest satisfaction.
