Newspaper Libel-

Mr. C. J. Milligan, manager of the 
St. John Telegraph, and who is^ or was 
for a good while, the chief agent of the 
Liberal party in New Brunswick, 
entered an action of libel a few Aonths 
ago, against Mr. Jas. H. Crocket, pub­
lisher of the Fredericton Gleaner, seating 
the damages at $1,000.

The cause of the suit was the publi­
cation in Mr. Crocket’s paper of a letter 
intimating that Mr. Milligan was a 
party to the crime of forging the 
bogus electoral list for the parish of 
Rothesay in Kings county. The forgery 
was the subject of a great scandal—and 
very properly so—and as it bad been 
much discussed in a number of the 
party papers, the parties implicated— 
although unknown—wete held in gen­
eral contempt, not only for the wrong­
doing involved, but because the forgery 
was a senseless political blunder.

When Mr. Milligan sought to have 
Mr Crocket withdraw and apologise for 
the injury his paper had done him, the 
latter refused to do so and claimed that 
he could justify himself by the produc­
tion of testimony sustaining the damag­
ing statements made.

After several postponements the case 
was beard before Judge McLeod in the 
Sc. John Circuit Court. Mr. Milligan 
proved that he had no complicity 
whatever in the forgery of the Rothesay 
list, had never seen it, or even heard 
of it until he read of it in the papers, 
and was entirely innocent of any 
connection whatever with it. It ap­
peared that it was mailed from his 
office, but he proved that it was done 
without his knowledge and during his 
absence.

Mr. Crocket, himsilf, did not appear, 
■ave by соїщібі. Witnesses were heard 
in his behalf, but it was significant that 
he, himself, who had pi aded that he 
could justify the damaging statements he 
had made,f tiled to come forward aud even 
stale his геаводц for so declaring.

In his address in behalf of Mr. Milligan, 
Hon. Mr. McKeown, K. C., said in refer­
ence to the argument of the defendant's 
counsel that the defendant had not.cbarged 
the plaintiff with forgery, that in his pleaa 
the defendant directly made the charge. 
He stated that what he said was correct, 
and in the defendant’s open Utter he 
stated tb&t he was prepared t > stand by 
it, surely t|iis would convince the jury aa 
to what the defendant meant. The de­
fendant had put these pleas on record in 
the Supreme Court, and the:e they would 
remain forever.

Flesh Producer.THE “king” apple.

The “King” is one of favorite varieties 
of apples in the market, but unfortunately 
it is so shy a bearer on its own roots, that 
it is not at all profitable. It has, how­
ever, frequently been noted that by top­
grafting it on any vigorous stock it be­
comes much more prolific.

The Fruit Division, Ottawa, invited 
correspondence upon this subject and has 
received some valuable information. Mr. 
C. L. Stephens of Oaiiu has the “King” 
topgrafted on “Duchess” and finds that 
its bearing qualities are quite satisfactory. 
Mr. Wm. Read of Jarrat’a Cornera has 
twelve “King” trees gi&fted 
“Duchess,” and reports equally good re­
sults. Mr. Judton Harris of lugersoll has 
an orchard of two and one half acres, the 
crop from which fer the past eight years 
has never brought him less than $500.00 
Many of these trees are “Kings” 
grafted on “Russets.” Mr. Robert 
Murray of Availing has a number of 
“King” trees ou their own roots and 
others grafted on “Telman Sweele,” and 
notes that the top grafted tress are the 
only ones that give him paying crop».

The experience of these growers aud 
many others goes to show that it would 
bo a very profit ible pbee of business to 
top-graft at least some of the early apples 
to be found all over Ontario, w.th 
“Kings.” The “King” is an apple that 
exactly fills the bill as a fancy market 
variety, aa it is of excellent quality, color 
and size, and well known in the English 
market. If its only defect, want of pro­
ductiveness, can be cured by the «impie 
method of topgrafting, it should prove a 
boon to many people who have vigorous 
trees of undesirable'varieties.

ORCHARD CULTIVATION.

There is a danger that on account of 
the wet weather, orchards will not receive 
their usual cultivation, which is urgently 
needed to destiny weeds, aerate the soil, 
and conserve soil moisture for future use. 
If the ground is not stirred it bakes, 
cracks , open and evaporation goes on 
rapidly. By stirring the soil through 
frequent cultivation, thus keeping a loose 
mulch on the surface, capillarity is broken 
up and moisture retained. As soon as it 
is possible, therefore, to get on the ground 
after a rain, the cultivator should be 
started in the orchard and kept going as 
steadily as time and weather will permit.

Sir Thomas Lipto Vs new cup challenger, 
Shamrock III., was given her first test in 
American waters last Saturday in an in­
formal trial with Shamrock I. off Sandy 
Hook, New York.

In the first ten miles of a fifteen-mile beat 
to windward in a very light air the new 
host beat the old one about Un minutes and 
inn run of fifteen miles to leeward, bine 
minutes There was » long gentle sen aud 
the new challenger slipped cleanly over it, 
making little fuse under her bow. Taking 
into consideration the assertion by English 
yachtsmen that Shamrock I. ie ten minutes 
faster in a thirty-mile course than she ever 
was and folly as much faster than Shamrock 
II., the new boat's performance on kbit aide 
of the Atlantic marks her ae probably the 
most dangerous challenger Sir Thomas has 
brought over.
