THE BUSH FIRES,

The forest firés surrounding the city,
which have been blasing furiously for
the past few weeks, assumed yesterday
4 most dangerous aspect. Last evening
the southwest wind carried the dénse
smoke from those fires to the north
and west over the city, and for hours
all who were compeHled to be out of
doors were irritated by the acrid vapor
which closed in upon the ' tewn and
smothered it as if with a heavy blank-
et of .fog.

All along the Shore Line railway the
fires are burning flercely, and last ev-
ening had reached thie highway at Lad-
gate Lake, about a mile from Spruce
Lake. The wind was vapidly. bringing
the flames along, and owners of houses
and camps were yesterday making pre-
parations to save their property.

Around Pisarinco and Irishtown the
fires were yesterday a source of dread
to the residents. No buildings had
been burned, 'but a number were
threatened.

On the Ben Lomond road and around
Red Headlarge areas of woodland have
‘been destroyed, and late last night the
fires there were still raging, as well as,
those on the Quaco and Black Riyer
roads. . At Garnet town a barn owned
by Mr, Naves was destroyed, along
with a guantity of implements stored
in it,

In the South Bay district, although
the smoke hangs thickly everywhere
and many fires are burning no damage
i3 feared at present, although a change
in the direction of the wind will ‘bfing
a number of buildings in the path of
the flames,

May it please your Honor:—

We the members of the grand jury inat-
tendance at the present sittings of the cireuit)
court for the city and county of Saint John
desire to call attention to a few matvers
which we consider of public interest.

The upper room which has long been used
by grand and petit juries is entirely unsuit~
able, and quite expensive repairs Wwould “be
necessary to make it satisfactory. That De-
ing so, we would recommend that in future
the county council room be plhced at the
disposal of both grand and petit juries, when
it is not in use by the municipal couheil, “As
the latter body meets only four times.a year,
and is seldom, if ever, in session when the
room: wonld be required by the' jurles, this
suggestion, we feel, might be acted’ upon' and
in this way the cost of repairing the,present
Jury room would‘'be saved to the county.

An examination of the judges’, and har-
risters’ rooms showed that it would be very
dificult for the most economic of our cii-
zens to sustain the charge that there has
been any extravagance in the way of preyid-
ing elther for the comfort or the convenience
of members of the bench or bar. It ‘the
courf room accommiodation permitted, the
jvdges dnd burristers’ rooms should be made
into one room for the use of the judges, and
‘a convenient room provided for the barrist-
ers, and this could be done without involv-
ing much expenditure. In view, however,. of
the somewhat limited space in the . .comrt
room, it is doubtful if this would be feasible;
