LORD SALISBURY DEAD.

Universal Regrets Expressed For
The Death of England's Fam-
ous Statesman.

LONDON, Aug. 28.—King BEdward's
tribute to the decensed Marquis of
Salisbury is given in the Court Circu-
lar tonight, dated Mariebad, Sunday.
It Is as follows ;

“The King has recelved with pro-
found regret the news of the death
ofgthe Marquis of Sallsbury and his

jesty deeply deplores the loss of so
great a statesman, whose invaluable
services to Queen Victorla, to the
King and his country in the highest
offices of state which he held for so
many years, will aver @well in the me-
mory of his fellow countrymen,”

The funeral has been provisionally
fixed for the end of this week to en-
able Lord Edward Ceell, who is on his
way home from Egypt, to be present.

PARIS, Aug. 2.—-The death of Lord
Salisbury made considerable impres-
sion here. Although tha dead states-
man had retired from politics, the
feeling prevails here that his disap-
pearance will contribute to strengthen
the position of Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain, which circumstance s
not thought likely to promote friend-
ship.

LONDON, Aug. 2.—Messages of con-
dolence are pouring in at Hatfield
House. The senders include King Ed-
ward and Queen Alexandra, the Queen
of Portugal and Pr dent Loubet.

DELEGATE'S
AND FREE BOARD

Protests at Baptist Convention
Against Present System. -

Encounglué Reports Submitted To-
day—Baptists in Provinoes In-
oreasing—49,316 Now.

Quite & sharp discussion on the
Question of the entertainment of dele-
gates provided Interest at the opening
of the fourth session of the Baptist
eonvention this morning, Leinster
Street Baptist ohuroh this gear made
& new depprture in announcing that
delegates attending the maritime
convention in that church should mot
be supplied with free beard and lodg-
ing by the members of that church, as
had been the custom, but that the
delegates should be responsible for
their own accommodation. Probably,
as one of the results of this policy, the
attendance this year is rather smaller
than usual. 8o, when a motion was
offered this morning to make this sys-
tem permanent a stromg opposition de-
veloped.© Some speakeérs favered the
free entertainment of all the delegates,
some of the ministers only, and some
of none at all, claiming that all who
really wanted to attend the conven-
tion could find meens to do so. The
debate, after waxing quife warm, was
shut off before any decision was ar-
rived at, leaving the matter of enter-
tainmeént as it is now, optional with
the church where the convehtion is
held. As a mild rebuke to the policy
of the Leinster street church, the
Truro Baptist church, where the next
convention will be held, has promised
to provide entertainment for all dele-
gates attending, "

The session opened with singing.
Rev. J. T. Lingley read the Scripture
lesson, Psalm 91,

The committee on credentials then re-
ported that sixty-eight ministers were
now registered, and eighty-five lay
delegates. The committee was given
permission to enter its report merély
as a report of progress and the report
more fully at another meeting.

Dr, H. C. Creed moved his resolu-
tions made at the last convention re-
lating to the entertainment of the con-
vention, he now takes off the table.
The motion was carrfed. Dr. Creed
then moved that hereafter the church
in which the convention is held shall
not be expected to provide board and
lodging.

Rev. Dr. S8aunders strongly opposed
the doing away with the old custom of
free entertainment, and thought if it
were to be done away with the move
should be gradual.

Rev. H. F. Adams moved an amend-
ment to the motion that some kind of
provision should be made for the en-
tertainment of visiting ministers to
conventions, especially the poorer min-
isters, who frequently have to stay at
home.

It was Snally moved and seconded
after considerable discussion that the
motion be tabled indefinftely.

Rev. Dr. Gates, as chairman, sub-
mitted the report of the committee on
the state of denomination.

It was moved and carried that the
report be adopted sectlon by section.
The report showed that the total num-
ber of churches were 401; 27 in P. E.
Island, 170 in New Brunswick, and
204 in Nova Scotia. The report show-
ed an increase in membérship over
the last year of 578. P. E. Island now
has 2,031 members; New Prunswick,
17,954, and Nova Scotia, 29,831, making
a total of 49,316. The non-resident
members arc: In New Brunswick,
3,766, and in Nova Scotia, 5,709.

The number of baptisms this year is
behind that of last year, the total
number being 1,871, of which P. E. TIs-
jJand reports 41; New Brunswick, 461
and Nova BScotla, $69. Three new
churches were organized, one In New
Brunswick and two In Nova Scotia.

The section dealing with the ordin-
ation of ministers stands over to re-
ceive omitted names. The repert
closed with the suggestion that there
should be more fleld work.

Rev. Mr. Burnett moved that efforts
be made to increase individual chutrch
membership. i

Rev. A. Cahoon reported on the de-
rominational funds. The report said
that the finance committee for Nova
Scotla met shortly after the last con-
vention and apportioned the amount
asked for from Nova Scotia among the
several churches. Circulars were then
sent to all the churches informing
them of the allotment and asking them
to endeavor to raise the amounts
named.

Notwithstanding - all efforts the re-
ceipts for the year are $558.86 below
the amount raised last year. The fall-
ing off is due in part to the special
collection made for the forward move-
ment fund early in the year and the
collection for the twentieth century
fund.

The endeavor to raise the salary of
Missionary Glendenning has made the
smount for forelgn missions $338.51
greater than last year, so that the
other funds are decreased to the
amount of $787.37.

The total receipts were $11,786.05. The
payments amounted to $11,766.08. There
should be added to the above the $6,-
796.562 which was raised by W. M. A.
gocietles and mission bands, and there
would be $18,562.67 as the total from
Nova  Scotia. This $6,706.58 goes
ohlefly to foreign missions, but a por-
tion is given to maritime home mis-
sions, North West missions and Grand
Ligne missions.

The report as a whole was adopted.

The report of the treasurer for P. E.
Island was next submitted.

The report of the foreign mission
board was then read by Rev. Dr, Man-
ning, secretary-treasurer. The report
showed that there are now more than
5,000 missionary stations and 15,000 out
stations. These stations are manned
by about 17,000 missionaries (men and
women), and there are about 70,000
native helpers and other workers—mak-
ing a total of about 87,000 Christian
workers in the field today. There are
about 1,700,000 Protestant communi-
cants in the foreign fleld.

The Rev, 8. C. Freeman, of Queens
Co, N. B, and Rev. J. A, Glen=
denning were added to the
missionary force in the past year. Miss
Martha Clark, the only missionary on
furlough, cxpects to return to her
work this autumn. The report spoke
feelingly of the d=ath of Mrs. R. San-
ford, wife of the Rev. Rufus Sanford,
one of the ploneer missionaries. The
report showed that $7,024.03 had been
recelved towards the twentieth century
fund, $4,780.43 of this amount coming
from Nova Scotia, $2,243.99 from New
Brunswick and P. Island.

At the close of the year there was
rcported eight churches with a mem-
bership of 513. This is a net increase
over last year of 18. There was a total
increase of 66, of which 47 were bap-
tisms. There are nine male mission-
aries, two of whom were added to the
staft last year. There are six wives of
missionaries and six single ladies, a
total of 21. There is one ordained pas-
tor, 47 preachers and evangelists, 6
colporteurs, 20 Bible women, 13 teach-
ers, of whom 10 are men and 3 are
women, making a total of 107 workers
in addition to the missionary staff.
There are seven principal stations and
22 outstations. The villages in which
Christians live number 30, but there
are 180 which receive monthly gospel
preaching. The total number of vil-
lages of all kinds is 3,089. The harvest
truly is plenteous.

There are 50 Sunday schodls, with
§8 teachers. These schodls have an
average attendance of 1,000, Twenty-
three scholars were added to
the churches during the year.
There are two boarding schools,
one for boys, Which Is located
at Bimlipitam and the other for girls,
at Bobbili. It i3 expected that these
shall be used by all the stations. There
i# a hospital at Chicacole, bullt espes
cially for the benefit of women and
childrey. This is for the use of the
entire mission.

The financial statement of the report
placed the total of the receipts at
$25.41895, and the payments at
$21,018.97.

In a splendid 12 to to 15 knot breeze,
over a windward and leeward course
of 80 miles, the slooop Reliance, today,
beat Bhamrock III. by exactly nine
minutes dctual time, or 7 minutes and
3 seconds, after deducting 1 minute
and 67 seconds allowance to Lipton's
third challenger.

It was a royal war fight for the an-
clent trophy which carries with it the
yachting supremacy of the world,

By a strange coincidence, the first
race in the cup serles of 1908 occurred
on the anniversary of the day on which
the old schooner America captured it.

The Rellance beat the Irish boat 8
minutes and 4 seconds in a thresh to
windward and 5 minutes and 86 se-
conds In the run home,

Nautical sharps who had already
made up their minds on the fact that
the Rellance could take the measure
of the challenger in any kind of wea-
ther, regard today's test as conclu-
sive, although they hardly anticipated
80 overwhelming a victory. The race
even dampened the ardor of Sir
Thomas, §Still, like a trne sportsman,
he does not acknowledge defeat, and
hopes for better luck next time.

The single criticism he and his
friends made of today’s race is that
the only shift of wind which occurred
was to the advantage of the defend-
ing yacht,

It must be conceded that the Sham-
rock showed herself a wonderful boat
in beating to windward, perhaps the
ablest craft in this respect ever sent
here on a cup-hunting expedition, For
12 miles the great single stickers raced
like a team of horses, and during that

Suddenly the wind dropped and
hauled a trifle to the west. The shift
enabled the yachts to head up for the
mark, with the Rellance in the lead by
about 200 yards.

This was the only thing that marred
a truly run race. But from that time
4he Reliance steadily increased her
lead in windward work until she was
three-quarters of a mile ahead. As she
tacked around the outer mark a vast
cheer of whistles and bands and cheers
went up from the excursion fleet. The
fleet remained to salute the Shamrock
as she rounded, and then made away
for the finish line.

In setting her balloon jib the Sham-
rock encountered another piece of bad
luck. One of the straps would not
break out, and the sail hung for some
minutes llke a limp rag. When both
had been squared away for home it
was seen that the Reliance was mak-
Ing a runaway race of it. With her
crew aft to keep her head up, she
skimmed along the surface of the
water like a gull
pinions, leaving the Shamrock far-
ther and farther astern. The race was
so fast that many of the tugs and
not a few of the steam yachts were
left behind.

The scene at the finish was soul-
stirring. The excursion boats gather-
ed there burst forth with a terrific
din, and the patriots shouted them-
selves hoarse. Then the immense con-
course of vessels walited nine minutes
longer until the Shamrock, with a
slight rent In her splnnaker, but ma-
jestic looking even in defeat, swept by
between the stake boats. The recep-
tion she received was, If anything,
more hearty than that accorded to her
more successful rival.

The Erin steamed into her haven at

¥rom Halifax the Neptune will pro-
ceed ut once to Nachbak, on the Lab-
rador coast, near the Hudeon Strait,
Where an Esquimau: interpreter will
be added to the party. Leaving that
port she will go to the Cumberland
Guif, and thence to Bafiin Land, where
the whaling stations in that dreary
northern land will be inspected. She
will return, passing down the Hudson
Straif and going Into the northwest
part of Hudson's Bay to look for sulit-
able winter quarters, somewhere north
of the Chesterfleld Inlet. It is expect-
ed that the ship will go into winter
quarters about the first of November,
and as soon as the winter has set in
good and hard she will be made the
centre of sledging expeditions, which
will radiate from her in all directions.
Mr. Low, the geologist in charge, will
lead a dog-sledging expedition into the
interior, and expects to be absent from
the ship from about the middle of
March until some time well along in
June. It is not thought that the ship
will break loose from her winter quar-
ters until early in July. Before leaving
the Inlet, in the spring, & pollee post
will be erected, which it 18 the inicn-
iton of the government to maintain
permanently.

An extensive programme is planned
for the ship as soon as she breaks
clear. She' . !l first come out of the
castern entrance to ‘the stralt to meet
a coal vessel which will be gent to re-
plenish her depleted stores. After coal-
ing she will go up Baffin's Bay to
Greenland, along the shor¢s of the
latter country to Cape York, thence
into Smith Sound, proceeding north-
ward until she meets the Arctic pack,
taking formal possession of all the
lands on the western side .of Baflin
Bay. Returning by way of Lancaster
Sound she will penetrate as far as the
fce will permit, taking possession of
all the Arctic islands she I8 fortunate
enough to come across, Her next move
will be to go south along the east
side of Baffin's Bay, calling at Cum-
berland Gulf, passing Into the Hud-
son Strait, and returning into Chester-
fleld Inlet to the police post previously
established, where Major Moodie, of
the Mounted Police, governor of Hud-
son's Bay, will be landed. This will be
some time in September, 1904. The
Neptune will then go into the Huds=on
Strait where she would remain as late
as possiblé in order to test the naviga-
bility of the strait. As soon as the
time arrives when there would be dan-
ger of getting nipped by the ice if she
remained any longer, she will leave for
home, and it is expected she will re-
turn here In November, 1904.

One of the duties of the expedition
will be to report on the exetensive
poaching operations carried on in that
great sea by the Americans. The
Canadian government has always held
that the three-mile limit does not apply
to Hudson Bay, as it Is all {inland
waters. American vessels have for
years entered the sea and enriched
themselves with the products of the
fisheries and of the sealing grounds.
It is the intention of the government
to try to put a stop to this wholesale
poaching, hence their decision to estab-
lish police posts, etc, around the
shores.
