BOSTON, Nov, 15.—Another storm
from the south, following practically
the same track and developing with the
same rapidity and intensity as that of
ast Sunday, prevailed along, the New
England coast today, but unlike the
previous -disturbance, it was attended
by loss of lifer among the coastwise
shipping. A few. hours before the cen-
tre of the storm reached Block Island,
but while it was blowing fifty milés
an hour, the little Maine schooner Lu-
gano, waterlogged and helpless, was
thrown upon Point Judith and dashed
to pieces. Three members - of her crew
failed to reach shore, while her com-
mander,, Captain Barker, .and another
man were dragged from the surf by
the Point:Judith life savers in an ex-
hausted condition.

All that remained for the life savers
then was to wade into the surf and
haul the seamen ashore, which they
did at the risk of their lives. Mate
Smith and Johnson and Lewis were
drowned within a few yards of the
beach.

The Lugano, which was nearly forty
years old, left Gardiner last week and
after riding out last Sunday’s gale in
one of the small harbors on the coast,
managed ' to work around Cape Cod
yesterday and was off Cape Poge at 7
o’clock this morning.

The weather was dull and threaten-

g, but the little vessel kept on and
was outside of the entrance of Vine-
yvard Sound when the wind shifted to
the northeast and began to increase
rapidly. Off the Vineyard Sound light-
ship it was blowing so hard that Capt.

Barker found it impossible to turn and
was forced to keep on in the hope of
making a harbor at the entrance of
Narraganset Bay, The sea made up
very rapidly with the increasing
strength of the gale and soon the fore-
sail was carried away and the deck-
load of laths swept overboard. The
heavy pounding soon caused the vessel
to open up and within an hour the crew
found that the pumps were unable to
take care of the increasing water, The
vessel was practically unmanageable
and was going along to the westward
before the gale,

Every effort was made to keep her
off from Point Judith, and Captain
Barker almost sueceeded. He missed
it by less than a quarter of a mile.
At 4 o’clock this afternoon the little
schooner was hurled onto one of the
ledges that surround one of the most

NSURANCE  ADJUSTED

TORONTO, Nov. 15.—The city and
insurance companies interested in the
exhibition fire have-finally adjusted the
insurance to be paid on the destroyed
buildings. The total amount of the
city’s claim was $101,000, but $99,000
was the amount agreed upon. It is ex-
pected that the salvage will amount to

famous points on the Atlantic coast
and the scene of .many a wreck. The
schooner struck the ledge with a crash
that sent the foremast overboard and
wrecked ;the entire forward part-of the
boat. So vigilant were the Point Ju-

‘dith life' savers that the Lugano was

sighted within ten minutes after she
struck and before dark the big gun
with its life line had been planted op-
posite the ‘wreck. The first discharge
of the gun sent the life’line flying
over the schooner and the crew aboard
the schooner lmmodxately began haul-

Every effort was mu.de both by those
on board the schooner and by the life
savers -on. shore to clear the line, but
the vessel was too far off shore for
those on board to hear the directions
shouted to them by the life savers. All
the while the great billows were ham-
mering the little vessel to pieces, and
within two hours after she struck her
timbers gave way beneath the repeat-
ed shocks and the five members of the
crew found themselves struggling in
the seething waters. Each man grab-
bed some piece of floating wreckage,
on which he clung and waited to be
thrown ashore. The entire life saving
crew of ten men stretched themselves
in a long line up and down the beach
and waited for the first sign of the sea-
men in the surf. Within a few min-
utes one man was seen tumbling about
in the breakers, and two of the life
savers rushed in up to their waists and
managed to grab him before he was
swept out again by the undertow. It
proved to be Captain Barker, the com-
mander of the vessel. A few minutes
later another seaman, more dead than
alive, was hauled from the breakers.
This man was Fred Boucher. Two of
the life savers led them up to
the station, 1less than a quar-
ter of a mile away, while the
rest of the crew remained on the
beach. They waited there for several
hours, but there was no sign of the
other members of the crew so that
they were reluctantly compelled to re-
linquish their watch as it was evident
that the three men had been drowned
in the surf and the bodies swept out to
sea.

The Lugano was built at East Ma-
chias, Maine, in 1867, and was 164 tons
net burden. She was 104 feet long, 28
feet beam and had a draught of nine
feet, She was a well known boat in
the coastwise trade and had been en-
gaged for the past ten or fifteen years
in carrying lumber from Maine ports.

It was a matter, said Mr. Church-
ill, -that should be left to South Af-
rica, which was on the eve of respon-
sible government.

Mr. Lyttleton then declared that no
shred of evidence of this horrible and
monstrous system of vice had reached
him while in the colonial office.

Other members spoke on the subject
and then Premier Campbell-Banner-
man said the government had every
reason to believe the evil would be dim-
inished if not altogether eradicated.
The motion was eventually talked out.

In the House of Lords, Lord Elgin,
the colonial secretary, said the evid-
ence of the “Bucknill” report showed
that the practices prevail in nearly all
the compounds, and, in his opinion,
strengthens the view that the perma-

Paospeets ll Line are Good.
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: (Special to the Sun.)
HALIFAX, Nov. 15—“The Intercolo-
nial -rajlway . propose to rush a mail
and passenger train through to Mont-
regl in recotd time,” said E, Tiffin, the
general traffic: manager of the. Inter-
colonial to the-Sun. correspondent to-
night. Mr., Tiffin arrived from Monc-
ton today. His visit here is in connec-
tion with the arrival of the turbiner
Virginian, the first mail boat of the
season, which will land her mails and
passengers, tomorrow. ;
“Yes,” said Mr, Tiffin, “this train is
scheduled to make the run from -Hali-
fax to Montreal in twenty hours, and
1 see no reason why the distance should
not be covered in that time. This train
will practically have a clear road, and
is expected to average forty miles an
hour right through for the whole dis-
tance of eight hundred miles. There
will be as little :delay at this end of
the line as possible,” said Mr. Tiffin,
“and we hope to have the train start-
ed on its way within one hour or per-
haps 45 minutes after the steamer is
tied up at her dock. This speefal train
will carry all mails and the cabin pas-
sengers bound west. Attached to the
train will be the first-class sleeper and
dining car for the convenience of the
passengers. This is an innovation on
the part of the railway, as in the past
the special train carried only mails.”

Mr. Tiffin was asked regarding ar-
rangements for the handling of the
Oriental mails which will be landed
here by the Canadian Pacific boats.
‘While not speaking authoritatively. on
the subject. Mr. Tiffin said that as all
the Onental mails are carried on the

pmbably be known as

“Over Seas ‘Mail Limied,” the
same as was operated by the C. P. R.
from Quebec to Vancouver during the
summer months. Mr. Tiffin is also of
the opinion that the Empress boats
will land their first-class passen-
gers at Halifax. The special will
be the C. ;e B train,
but it -will be manned by an
Intercolonial train crew from
Halifax to St. John, where it will be
handed over to C. P. R. officials. ‘“The
I. C. R. is prepared to handle all trains
between Halifax and St. John,” said
Mr. Tiffin, “and that at short notice,
too.” Asked as to the condition of
business at present, Mr. Tiffin said:
“Busine;s is splendid all over the road;
in fact,” it was never better. Both pas-
senger and freight business is good,
and if the coming winter is not too se-
vere the road at the end of the fiscal
year will probably come out with fly-
ing colors. There is not any reason to
think otherwise, as the prospects are
very bright for a large winter’s busi-
ness. The only drawback is the short-
age of cars.” Mr. Tiffin will probably
return to Moncton on the mail special
tomorrow.

Mr. Robbins favored widening the in-
surance company’s field of investment.

In investment he would make' no dis-
tinction between stocks and bonds  if
the policyholders were represented on
the board,
custody eof securities, or if there was
adequate publicity.

The government knows-all about the
company and investments. At present
the government depended on the an-
nual statements of companies. This
showed the securities only on one day
of the year and was silent as“to the
other 364. Therefore government
custody of securities’ was mnecessary.
He would include mortgages as securi-
ties for government custody. .-

Policizs should be standardized, All
policies purporting” to be the same
should read the same. The business of
life insurance companies should be
confined strictly to life insurance.
There should be elimination of trans-
actions which were speculations or in-
vestmeats rather than life insurance.

It should be difficult to start a life
insurance company. It should be sub-
stantial from the first so that it might
‘not be exploited. e

Companies should be compelled to
carry as long as there was a dollar of
office value policies on which the pay-
ment of premiums had ceased.

SIATE INSURANGE FAVORED BY
INSURANGE GOMPANY MANAGERS

They Tell Insurance Commission ﬂesult Would be Good if Politics
Kept Out—More Power for Policuholders~—Many Other Reforms
Suggested Including Stricter GOt Supervisior,

sired as to investments made by com-
panies he would recommend that:the
companies be required to make two ad-
ditional returns.

They now made an annual return.

T. B .Macaulay spoke for ' enlarge-
ment of the fleld of investment allow-
ed. As far as he was concerned he
would be satisfied with only one change
in the investment powers of the pres-
ent act. He did not think it fair that
Canadian companies should be com-
pelled to invest the ~money obtalned’
from Canadian policyholders in Cana-
dian securities. Companies should be‘
allowed to invest the ir funds wher-'
ever they could get the most profit for
their policyholders. He declared that
in the strict sense of the term .the
funds of insurance companles were not
trust funds.

Mr. Kent “and ‘Mr: Langmuir said’
this was a startling statement.

Mr. Macaulay said this was a point
which had been discussed by the man-
agers and they had arrived at the de-,
cision that the funds of an insurance
company were no more trust funds
than were the funds of a bank.

In the evening the commissioners got
the views of the managers on some
probléms they had omitted from their
memorial,

The fisst of ‘these was state life in-
surance. T. Bradshaw, secretary of
the association, spoke in favor of state
insurance in Canada. It would have,
in his opinion, an educative effect upon
the Canadian public which would bene-
fit the regular life companies, and it
would assist the officers of these ‘com-
panies in solving their problems and
reducing their expenses. State insur-
ance would have no detrimental effect
upon existing companies. It would
rather help them, as the post office
savings bank had helped the other
banks by ernicourdaging the habit of
saving .in Canada. In . Canada. the
field was growing and was big enough
to sustain both a state and other com-
panies. The only successful state in-
surance he knew of was in New Zea-
land, where there was a state depart-
ment run independently of ‘politics and
which sought business as actively as
other companies. Its rate of expense
was a little higher than some of the
other companies in New Zealand and
its profits divided not gquite as high as
some. However, it was on the whole
a well conducted and successsful com-
pany. In Great Britain there was state
insurance which was not a success. It
did not seek business. To succeed to-
day a state insurance department
would have to be independent of poli-
tics and all employes should be ap-

pointed on the recommendation of the!

manager.

The manager would hs.ve to be a
competent busineg§ man with insur-
ance experience, "who would have the
same freedom of action and independ-
ence as given to the manager of any
first class financial institution,

The business should be conducted en-
tlrely in the interest of policy holders
and with the same skill and aggres-
siveness as for any other well conduct-
ed insurance company.

WHAT THE CITY NEEDS.

The interviews with leading citizens
gecured by the energetic enterprise of
The Star indicate a general apprecia-

" tion of the need for some united and
enthusiastic action for the advance-
ment of St. John's interests. Enough
men have already put themselves on
record in favor of such an organization
as The Star has been advocating to en-
sure its success if it once gets fairly
started: under good management. And
once upnder way, with the inspiration
and direction of some enterprising and
public-spirited citizens, there is a world
of ggod this 75,000 Club,” - or: what-
ever it may be called, could accom-
i plishi it

In addition to reviving local patri-
otism and enthusiasm and in taking
active measures to place the attrac-
tions Of St. John before . outside in-
wvestors and manufacturers, this organ-
lzh.tion, properly managed, could effect
an internal revolution in civic affairs
. here, rorely needed. There is no room
for doubt that this city is wretchedly
governed, partly because of the in-
ca.paciiy and indifference of the men
who form the government and partly
because of the cumbersome machinery
of the government itself. What would
become of any business in which every
matter to be considered is referred
first to a body of fifteen men, then to
a committee of half a dozen or so, then
back again to the larger body, without
having once passed under the hands
of a man with any expert knowledge

- of the business? What can be expect-~
ed of such complicated and inconse-
quent methods?

And the remedy is not to ybe found in
any such 'inorganic change as is re-
commended by those whe advocated a
return to the old ward system of elec-
tions, or to a district system, similarly
modeled," except that the districts are

The “trouble’ which\ bas . been
simmering since the reargan-
ization of the companies in
1903 and which has now redehed its
disastrous climax, is not fully set rofth
in the official statements « of  either
The Steel Company's alleged
grievance is, in brief, that the Coal
Company is not fulfilling its contract
to'supply all the coal of certain speci-
fied quality needed at the steel ‘works.
The steel officials ‘declare that the coal
which has recently been forced upon
them contains so much sulphur and
ask that it is useless for their pur-
poses. The coal men, in a.nswer as-,
sert. that the action of the ‘Steel Com—
pany is malicious and spiteful,.that the
coal furnished is good-coal, and fulfils
the contract, and. that compliance
with the Steel Company’'s demands
would mean .ruin for. the Coal Com-
pany, = What part of these contradie-
tory statements is true, we do not
know; but it is certain that both are
concealing the real truth back of this
struggle which has thrown thousands
of men out of work, demoralized the

stock market and worked incalculable

damage to-the public interests general-
ly and to the town of Sydney in parti-
cular,

And whatever the real cause of the
quarrel may be, the fact remains that
the properties now being juggled with
do not belong solely to the men who
are juggling, that interests are involv-
ed other than the jarring interests of
the two companies or the personal feei-
ings of tle jealous officials.

As the Halifax Chronicle foreibly re-
minds the contending factions, the
federal government, in pursuance of a
wise and statesmanlike policy, with a
view to laying the foundation broad
and secure of a great iron and steel in-
dustry, has liberally paid out millions
of dollars in bounties for the produc-
tion of iron and steel. It has given
generous protection under the tariff to
iron and steel products, and even now
an_ application "is‘ before the govern-
ment for a continuzance of these boun-
ties and subventions, The provincial
goyernment, in sympathy with that
policy has given liberai Tébates on coal
used for. steel-making. The city of
Sydney has ranted a free site for the
steel plant at a cost of upwards of
$100,000—and all to encourage the es-
tablishment of the iron and steel in-
dustry, to give employment.to labor
and to stimulate the industrial inter-
ests of the province. The Dominion
Coal Compar_iy also enjoys special leg-
islation granting plactlcaily intermin-
able tenure of its coal areas which em-
brace many miles of the best coal ter-
vitory in our province, with a fixed
royalty and freedom from taxation
during the whole period of its lease.
All reasonable legislition has been en-
acted from time to time to enable the
Dominion Coal Company to carry on
its iridustry economically, The people
of Nova Scotia have been willing un-
complainingly to accept the alternative
of paying a higher price for their coal,
resulting from a large portion of the
company’s output being sold at a mo-
derate price to the steel manufactur-
ere L

The obligations' and responsibiiities
imposed with the granting of this pub-

lic assistance do not gseem to have oc-

curred to the men who have brought

a great industry to a standstill by

their squabbles. The federal govern-

ment and the. government ‘of. . Nova
| Scotia.did: not give these :concessions
for the benefit of the capitalists, who

are operating these companies; they
gave them in the public interest, with

the idea of developing the great re- =
sources of Cape Breton and of benefit-
- ting, the country generally through the
employment of many men and the in-

crease of trade. Now that these in-
terests are being -grossly disregarded
it is the right of the governments who
gave those privileges to take them

away from the men who have abused |
them; and it will become their duty

so to do if the destructive strife i8 not
ended at once."

FREDERICTON, Nov. 16.—The com-
mittee appointed at the recent meeting
of the government has not yet visited
the Normal School, the chief commis-
sioner of ‘works and the governor gen-
erdl having ‘had to leave the city im-
mediately after the meeting.

The suggested enlargement of - the
Normal School and also the other pro-
posals for the extension of the Univer-
sity buildings and equipment, have
caused much interest, not only in edu-
cational circles, byt amongst the pub-
lie. generally. Enlargement of. . the
Normal School is rendered imperative
for two reasons at least. The class-
room accommodation being limited, the
very' large enrolment of the past year
or two has given huge classes— too
large for proper handling. And again,
the presznt school was designed before
the introduction of the newer methods
of education, such as nature study, ele-
mentary science, manual training and
household science. The building is
without proper laboratory accommoda-
tion for tkese subjects, although tem-
porary expedients have béen resorted
to in the case of nature study and
manual training. The former subject
is accommodated by means of moving
trays, designed by one of the lecturers,
which contain a few necessary chemi-
cals, etc,, and are placed on thz ordin-

training or Sloyd department is housed
in ‘a small and inconvenient room on
the upper flat and is therefore work-
ing under difficulties. No provision
exists for the teaching of household
science, and our principal teachers who
may wish to qualify as iastructors in
this important branch of school work
are obliged to go elsewhere. for instrue-
tion.

It is evident, therefore, that the com-
mittee have important duties before
them.

What we require is
sweet cream, and with modern means
of cooling and handling cream on the
farm, there is no reason why farmers
could not keep cream sweet and sound

at least two days, and e ‘three,
where plenty of ‘cold water is avalil-
able.

Lord Eigin's Lelter Shows
His Mission Was - Sucessfu

Golonal Secrelary Weites to Winister
of Labor Regarding csnmtlans
" of Emigration

OTTAWA, Nov. 14.— MacKenzie
King, deputy minister of :labor, Tre-
turned today from England, where he
went to urge upon the British govern-
ment the ddyvisability of enacting leg-
islation teo. prevent emigration by.false
representations. That < this -mission
was suecessful is ghown by the follow-
ing letter sent by the * colonial secre-
tary, Lord Elzin, to Minister of Labor
Lemieux :

Lord Elgin wrote: I am glad to be
able to imform you that the president
of the Board of Trade has, at my re-
quest, willingly censented to propose
the following new clauses for insertion
in the merchant shipping bill, now be=
fore the house of commons :

“The following section shall be sub-
stitutéd for section 353 of the principal
act :

“If any person, by any false repre-
sentation,” fraud or false pretense, in-
duces or atempts to induce any person
to emigrate or to engagé a steerage
passage in any ship he shall for each
offense be liable to a fine not exceed-
ing fifty pounds or to imprisonment
with or without hard labor for a period
not exceeding three months.”

“There is every hope that this clause

will be agcépted and that the bill will |

become law this' session.

“It has given me much pleasure to
meet the views and wishes of the gov-
ernment and parliament of Canada,
which MacKenzie King has so lucidly
explained to me. I should have pre-
ferred that the importance of the leg-
islation should have marked by its em-
bodiment in_  a  distinet act here
as in .Canada. There was, how-
ever, consgiderable difficulty in
mtroduclng any new bill 'at this late
period. of the session, and it was
thought better to take the occasion af-
forded by the merchants” shipping' bill
to postpone to another year legisla-
tion of pressing urgency.

I fully recognize how necessary it is
both in the interest of this country and
of Canada that persons.should not be
induced to immigrate -by false repre-
sentations, and I trust that the law in
hoth countries as strengthened will
have the effect desired.”

Mr. King stated to your correspond-
ent that both Lord Elgin and Winston
Churchill, Under. Colonial Secretary,
had greatly facilitated his mission.

Writ lssted Against President Cockburn fo Set Aside
Conveyance of Land to His Wife—Mbill's Counsel

Brings Out Some Euud

TORONTO, Nov. 13.—A new and sen-
sational turn was given the Ontario
Bank affair this morning when the
Ontario Bank issued a  writ against
‘President Cockburn to 'set aside recent

conveyance of certain property from
Cockburn ta‘his wife. The writ was
issued at Osgoode -Hall by the Ontario
Bank, acting in its own behalf and for
“all other creditors of the defendant
against Cockburn, president of the On-
tario Bank, to set aside the converance
of property to Mary E. Cockburn,dated
Oct. 25th, 1906.”

The conveyance was registered the
same day and transfers lots four and
five and part of lot number three on
Bay street. The bank seeks a declar-
ation that the conveyance was fraudu-
lent and void as against the plaintiff
and other ecreditors of Cockburn, ‘and
also for judgment setting aside the
conveyance and directing the lands to
be sold for the satisfaction of debts
and liabilities of the defendant, The
court is also petitioned for lis pendens.

McGILL'S CASE STRENGTHENED.

Evidence against Charles MecGill
upon the charge of issuing false state-
ments to the government was consider-
ably weakened-by the cross-examina-
tion of W. J. Langton, the ex-account-
ant of the bank. R. E. Mackay, who
appeared for McGill, succeeded in prov-
ing considerable knowledge upon the
part of the directors of the investment
in speculative stocks and in Ontario
bank shares. He also proved by Lang-
ton that the bank was in an unenvi-
able position when MecGill took hold.
President Cockburn was in court, and
his case was at the request of Arnoldi,
K. C., adjourned for a week.

The ‘pbranches according to the wit-
ness were generally in an unsatisfac-
tory condition. At best there was but
one bmnch that could be said to be in

a prosperous state. The stock in the
market had also been in an exceed-
ingly precarious condition. Witness
knew that the bank management made
an arrangement later with A. E. Ames
and Co. to have the stock supported
in market. The witness could not say
whether there was any arrangement
before 1895 with Ames and Co., but
there. was another arrangement.

Langton testified that certain direct-
ors were aware of the purchase and
sale by the bank through Ames and
Co. after 1895 and though J .K. Ni-
ven and Co. before that. He could net
say that he knew of a joint Montreal-
Toronto agreement, by which the bank
shares ~ were to be —upheld by
the bank in the market. He
said the transfer clerk, the general
manager, chief accountant of the head
office, and the manager of the Toronto
branch. would have known of these
purchases and sales of stock. He said
also .that the Ontario Bank was not
the only one that had a ticker in its
head office. He had seen one in an-
other bank not long since. This seem-
ed to astonish the police magistrate.

Charles olland, predecessor of Mec-
Gill as general manager, was a wit-
ness, and he sturdily maintained that
the bank was in a sound financial con-
dition when Cockburn and Mr, McGill
came into power.
was no reason for the subsequent re-
duction of capital, and there had never
been any dedls in margins or any “sell-
ing short” in the market while he was
general manager.

McKay went over a long list of losses
which the bank is said to have sus-
tained just after Holland’s resignation,
intending to prove that McGill had been
left a legacy of bad debts extending
through every branch of the bank from
Montreal to Port Arthur. Holland ex-
pressed great surprise that the ac-
counts which he had regarded as first
class had turned out so badly.

GIRL AT SIXTEEN
SHOULD KNOW

—

Ttah Ladg Gives Her Opinion Emphat
ically Regarding Marriage Contract
—Divorce Discussed.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 13—The Na-
tional Congress on unif.orm divorce
laws in session in this city today adopt-
ed about one-third of the proposed uni-
form bill as drafted by the committee
appointed at a meeting in Weshington

nine months ago. The portion adopt-
ed includes seven causes under which
annulment of a marriage may be ob-
tained and six causes for absolute di-
vorcee. »

The causes stated in the bill discuss-
ed for which divorce can be granted are
infidelity, felony, bigmany, desertion,
habitnal drunkenness and intolerable
cruelty and in the discussions of the
various sections there was little oppo=
sition to any of these provisions, but
in the list of causes for annulment of
marriage, opposition was presented
against several.

-Governor Pennypacker took excep-
ations to the clause which provides
that if either party unknown to the
other was-insane at the time ot mar-
riage, it should be annulled. '

There was also opposition to the
clause annuling the marriage of a girl
under the age of 16 and a youth under
18.  Ernest Merten of Wisconsin held
that a girl under 18 years-was incap-
able of making a proper marriage con-
tract, and Frank H. Kerr, of Ohio,
favored the law of his state; which
makes the marriage of a boy under 21
and a girl under 18 void. Miss Ra-~
chael Siegel of Utah, the only woman
speaker, held that 16 years for the girl
was all right. She said: “We women
ought to kyow.”

The clause was adopted.

Though personally. opposed to di-
vorce, Bishop Shanley voted for the
seéctions in behalf of his state because

The agitation = against
foreigners is recorded to be on the
increase and Spain has found it ne-
cessary to send a warship to the
Moroccan coast to remove Spanish
subjects. - The diplomats ‘at Tangier
have protested more than once to the
Moroccan authorities against the lack
of protection for foreigners, But no
improvement has been forthcoming. In
fact, the local authorities have been
increasingly aggressive and even inso-
lent in their treatment of the local re-
presentatives of France and Spain.
France already has one or two crius-
ers in Moroc¢can waters.

OTTAWA, Nov. 12.—The negotiations
for the winter service of the mail
steamers are not yet completed. How-
ever, it is probable the terms of the
contra¢t will have to be lived up to.
This will mean that both the C. P, R.
and the Allan boats will habe to land
the mails at Halifax and they will go
on to St. John for freight. The C. P.
R. steamers will undoubtedly go on to
St. John for the freight business, and
as many of the Allan boats as can ob-
tain freight and accommodations - in
St. John, will do the same thing.

The Allans claim there is no money
in the kind of freight the Intercolonial
furnishes them at Halifax.

LONDON, Nov. 12.—A despatch re-
ceived here from St. Petersburg says
is is reported from Irkutsk, Siberia,
that an unsuccessful attempt was
made today to kill. the governor, the
famous General Rennenkampff, by a
bomb. The general was not hurt. The
bomb thrower was captured and re-
fused to give his name,

General Rennenkampff, during the
Russian-Japanese war, was in com-
mand of a Cossack cavalry, and later
of the Third Siberian Army corps.
After the conclusion of peace he was
made Governor-General of Trans-Baik-
alia, His repressive measures earned
the enmity of the Terrorists and he
was marked for assassination. In reply
to this threat, General Rennenkampff,
while at Tchita, last March, issued-a
proclamation saying that if an at-
tempt was made upon his life the six
hundred revolutionists in prison at
Tchita would be executed within an
hour.

TORONTO, Nov. 12—R. A. Sabiston
was this morning granted a perpetual
injunction restraining Canadian North-
ern Railway from getting on his land
on St. Lawrence street near Don, and
laying tracks there. Sabiston holds a
twenty-one year lease of the property
from the Toronto General Hospital.

TORONTO, Nov. 12.—The. hearing of
the Ontario Bank case in the police
court this morning was devoted~to a
comparison of the books of that bank
with  statements issued by the bank
from time to time. The session was
given over largely to the  tracing of
different acccounts through books, so
that evidence might go down on re-
cord. There was no development be-
yond the discovery of one memoran-
dum showing an account with Denny
& Co., New York brokers, and contain-
ing a list of speculative securities which
were held for brokers for the bank.
This memo was initialed by the direc-
tor of the bank, showing that this di-
rector at least was aware of deals in
stocks, Evidence which on the face of
it indicated a knowledge of the bank’'s
peculiar investment by certain diree-
tors was alsa produced upon another
branch of inquiry. The directors’
minute book showed that early in 1903
a committee/of the board was appoint-
ed to investigate the securities held by
the bank/

LONDON, Nov. 12—Foiled in Man-
churia and not knowing what will be
the outcome of the present disastrous
condition of affairs.at home, Russia is
still proceeding quietly and successful-
ly with the great work.on which she
has been employed for the last twenty
years, for it is within that compara-
tively short-time that Russia silently
and almost secretly has developed
Russian Turkestan. :

Twenty years ago these Transcaspian
territories were waste places, covered
with the ruins of long past splendors.
Today in travelling east by the Trans-
caspian Railway town after town and
city after city worthy of Europe are
passed, and in the region between the
Caspian and the Pamirs there is a
standing army of some half a million

men. Askabad, Tashkend, Merv, Bok-'

hara and Samarkand are today busy
industrial, commercial centres; twenty
year ago they were typical Central
Asian settlements. ¥

Huge military camps, towns and
railways have ' sprung up practically
unnoticed, and now Samarkand has a
population of 65,000, Askabad 25,000 and
Tashkand 164,000, of which at least 35,-
000 are Eurepeans. These figures do not
include huge garrisons which are main-
tained throughout the country. These
garrisons ‘are inereasing every year,
for this is a military empire which is
growing up in Central Asia. Every dis-
trict in every province has been care-
fully surveyed to see how many troops
ecan be supported and what army sup-
plies can be drawn upon.” Even at the
most critical stages of the Russo-Jap-
anese war there was no wholesale de-
nuding of Traffscaspia. Its troops were
permitted for the moment to garrison
Merv but were never allowed to fall
below 100,000, with the proper propor-
tion of horses and guns.

In drawing attention to the above
facts the Post points out the import-
ance thereof to the Indian Government
and notes how erroneous is the general
jdea that an army marching against
India from the north would have to
cross hundreds -of miles of desert, ster-
ile wastes.

corespondent of The Sun today .that
the infperimlsenate will continue to in-
terpret.’ the election law as a supreme
court and that there will be no appeal
froni fts decision, ’

“Its -declaration that govérnment rail-
employes who inhabit bulldinzs
owned by the railroad cannot vote will
exclude 60 per.cent. of this class, or
170,000 out of 278,000 men from voting.
The exclusion embraces all machinists,
slgna.l men, guards’ and repair shop
workmen. Besides these the decision
removes from the voting list 8,000 em-
ployes of factories owned by the min-
istries of war and marine in St. Peters-
| burg; who.were allowed to vote at the
Igst election.

The senate has also made a sweeping
reduction in the peasant vote by ex-
cluding those who bought land from
the Peasants’ Bank from the register
of freehold voters. Their only chance
of voting is in the primary elections in
the communes of their birth,. which
virtually  means that most. of them
wil be disfranchised altogether.

The secretary of the electoral bureau
said openly that these rulings of the
senate had the deliberate intention of
securing more acceptable returns from
the next election than from the Ilast
one. No aggrieved person could bring
a test case because the senate’s re-
script was the supreme form of law.
Even its decision that the only lease-
rolders who will be allowed to vote are
those who lease direct from . land
owners and that sub-lease holders and
managers of land will not be allowad
to vote are final.

QUEENSTOWN, Nov. 13—On the ar-
rival of the Cunard Liner Caronia off
Roches Point at the entrance of the
harbor this morning it was reported
that fire had broken out on board her
during the voyage but that it was ex-
tinguished.

The Caronia left New York November
6 for Queenstown and Liverpool having
on board a fair number of passengers
for this time of the year.

Enquiries show that fire was discov-
ered in the electric fan room. at one
o’clock this morning, after the Car-
onia had passed Brow Head. The
flames were extinguished before the
vessel reached Queenstown. All the
precautions possible were taken against
eventualities, but there was never any
real danger and the momentary ex-
citement among the . passengers who
were aware of the outbreak of fire,
soon subsided.

WILLEMSTAD, Nov. 13.—The latest
advices received here from Caracas
confirm previous reports to the effect
that President Castro’s illness is ap-
proaching a climax, and this his physi-
cians believe it is impossible for him
to recover.

The Venezuela rebel leader ‘Gontilla
is again in arms, has twice defeated
government troops and threatened to
pillage the towi of Barquisimete.

George W. Mullen, formerly of St.
John, in & letter to the Star, gives the
following trip from Calgary to the
coast.

Leaving Calgary the rpad follows the
Bow River closely, and at Cochrane
js well within the foot hills, and a lit-
tle further,.at Kananaskis, the moun-
tains suddenly appedr, close at hand,
with their snowy peaks. They at once
seem to offer an impenetrable barrier.
The Kamanaskis River is crossed by
g high iron bridge, and the roar of the
{zlls may be heard from the train. The
water of these streams, or rivers, is

! ‘always of a milky, green with the sedi-

ment of the ice over the rocks. The
mountains now :rise abruptly in great
masses, when a bend in the road brings
us between fwo @almost -vertical walls
or dizzy "hefght. "This is the gap by
which the. Rocky -mountains are en-
tered. On the right are fantastically
proken heights, on the . left massive
snow clad® promonotories, rising thou-
sands of feet. The scenery from here,
past Canmore and Anthrorite to Banff,
is beautiful,

A stop of a couple of days at the
latter place was well repaid. Banff is
a watering place of about 500 popula~
tion, at al altitude of about 4,500 feet
in the midst of impressive mountains.
The huge mass northward' and seem-
ingly beginning at our feet is Casecade,
about 10,000 feet, At the left is Sul-
phur Mountain, along the side of which
are the hot springs, and on the summit
of which an observatory has been in-
stalled. A ¢limb to the summit of this
latter took two and one half hours,
and gave a splendid view. The little
town of Banff and the C. P, R. hotel,
an immense structure, look like child-
ren's toys from the dizzy height, and
from here can beiseen about 100 peaks.
Just behind the town is Mount Run-
dle, 9,665 feet, and so close at hand as
to cut off all view in that direction.

The hot springs, previously spoken
of, are at ' different elevations, the
highest being 900 feet above the Bow.
The more important have been im-
proved by the government, and bath
houses have been erected, in which one
can plunge in the hot springs, so'im-
pregnated with suylphur, that one can
smell it long after leaving the bath.
At oné place a bath is inside a dome
roofed cave, the top and one side of
which hayve been blown out by some
mighty ‘convulsion of nature, and in¢
side drtificial lights have ‘to be ema
ployed. The temperature in this cave
is. very. warm, and breathing a little
difficult, .caused by hot sulphorous
water,

A drive—or walk, for it is not far—
to the Bow Falls, and to the park,
where are several buffalo, is alsa very
interesting, ¢
#The government has established in
this vicinity the largest national park
in the world, being nearly. 6,000 ; square
milés in ‘extent, comprising the ‘valleys
of the Bow, Spray and Cascade Rivers,
as well as several mountain ranges. -

I omitted to say, for the benefit of
my sportsman friends in St. John, that
there is capital fishing in these streams
and about 8 to 12 miles: from Banff
good shooting of wild sheep, mountain
goats and the grizzly.

To describe the whole trip through
the mountains in detail, would take
too. much time and be wearying to the
reader. Suffice.it to say, that for 24
hours, the scenery. is for the most part
a repitition. of the above, but a few of
the places are worthy of special men-
tion, as, for instance, frorm Hector to
Field, a distance of seven miles, in
which. the. road ¢clings to the side of a
mountain, rising thousands of feet up
on the left, while on. the right, and
one. thousand feet below is seen a
stream, dashed into foam in its mad
race to the sea, It takes one hour to
come down this seven miles, and the
train is handled by one of the largest
locomotives (126 tons). But it takes
longer to go up, and a passenger train
of nine coaches had three of those lo-
¢omotives to haul it. The - scenery
here is sublime, almost startling. On
the top of this mountain is a frozen
lake, the Indians call it the lake of ice,
of such lofty altitude, that the ice
ice melts for barely five weeks in the
year,

At Field is a splendid hotel, managed
by the C. P. R., and situated right at
the base of Mount Stephen, which lifts
its peak 7,500 feet above the hotel.

Two miles beyond Field are seen
lofty glacier bearing heights. The road
follows the Kicking Horse till at Pall-
iser the' canyon deepens - until: the
mountain sides become vertical, rising
thousands of feet and within easy
stone’s throw from bank to bank, with
the mountains almost shutting out the
sunlight, the roar of the river and the
train increased by the echoing walls.
This part is never to be forgotten.

At Golden, a mining town on the
Columbia are steamers making trips up
the river one hundred miles,

All ‘along the road streams are seei
coursing down the wmountain sides;
looking like narrow belts of silver as
they are continually -dashed into foam.
At intervals are vast snow sheds, built
of heavy timber, bolted and dovetailed
together and fitted into the mountain
sides. Thus when the snow and rocks
slide down, they are carried over the
road and continue in their mad rush
to’ the foot of. the mountain. Many
of these sheds are gquite long—I heard
a man say one was two miles — and
during the passage through all is
darkness.

At Glacler is another C. P. R. hotel,
with Mount Donald rising right over
it to the height of a mile and a quar-
ter, and right at the side of the hotel
seeniingly, although it is a 'mile and a
quarter away, is an immense glacier,
Illecillewatt. Pouring down the side of

. the mountain is another one of those

silver ribbons, a stream, which is har-
nessed at the foot, and is made to play
on the lawn, a beautiful fountain. Not
far from this place the loep is reach-
ed, where the road doubles back for &
ile or more, ever rising till it almost
scares one to see the road and bridges
he has a few moments before passed
over, so narrow looking and so far
below, 1

Previous to arriving at Revelstoke
we crosssed a bridge 300 feet high. I
Just forget where it was, but I remem-
ber that it was a grand sight, Revel-
stoke, on the Columblia river, is & nice
little town of 3,000°population.

From Sicanous Funetion a railway
Tuns to the head jof Lake Okanagan, &
magnificent - sheey ' of - water, on which

the steamer Aberdeen plies. West of

Sicamous the road runs for fifty miles.

on the shores of the Shuswap Lakes,
winding in and out, until it has point-
ed to every point of the compass.

Geese and ducks'are seen here in abund-

Taking a short ecut across country
and through a forest over Notch Hill,
we come again in full view of the lake
800 feet above it and then gradually
descending until for the first time in
about twenty hours, we find ourselves
on quite lével ground, with niee farms,
herds of cattle, sheep and horses.

Kamloops, the principal town on the
Thompson River valley, has a popula-
tion of 2,500. Here we see steamboats
on the river, and saw mills briskly at
work. Mountains appear agaiii, and’the
train runs on a ledge cut out of the
bare side of some of them, at intervals
piercing dark tunnels and then crossing
ravines over lofty bridges until the
Fraser River is reached. The road fol-
lows this river for many miles, twist-
ing and turning, sometimes down to
its side, and at one spot it is forced
a thousand feet above it where it is
pinned, seemingly by slender sticks, to
the face of a gigantic precipice. The
river is forced between vertical walls
of black rocks and is madly roaring
and foaming. The cliffs seem to come
together and the road enters a long
tunnel, emerging into daylight and re-
joining the river at Yale, a mining
town and trading post. Somie 70 or 80
miles east of Vancouver the country
in the immediate vicinity of the road
gets more level, though mountains
seem everywhere, and their snow cap-
ped tops are reflected in the waters of
Burrard Inlet along which the road
runs to Vancouver. Burrard Inlet is a
beautiful sheet of water, navigable for
twelve miles to Port Moody, and along
it at intervals are villages and saw
mills with large steam and  sailing
ships loading. ;

Vancouver, whose site until 1886 was
covered with a dense forest, is a thriv-
ing and‘beautiful eity of 45,000 popula-
tion. Its streets are rmostly asphalt,
with sidewalks of concrete, beautifully
clean and well kept. There are regular
steamship services from Vancouver to
Victoria, Seattle, San Francisco, China,
Japan, Australia and the South Sea
Islands, as well as to all the Alaskan
ports:

A few St. John boys met with here
are doing well and like the place fine;”
as much for its climate, which is. al-
ways mild, as for the prosperity found
there. Stanley Park is a magnificent
public pleasure ‘resort, with ' its im-
menge trees, some of thém 12 or 15
feet in diameter. It gives one -a faint
impression of Wwhat the forests in these
parts must bhe Ilike. A day spent in
Westminster and the fair was well re-

paid. Here is tie - headquarters of the-

salmon canning industry and here as
well as at Vancouver are many large
saw mills ‘and it was an_  interesting
sight to watch  the manufacture “of
those immense logs into lumber.

Leaving Vancouver on the Steamship
Princess Victoria, a 20-knot ship, and
one of the finest to be found anywhere,
Victoria is reached in about four hours,
after a delightful sail across the Sound.
Victoria has a population of 30,000, is
charmingly situated at the southern
extremity of Vancouver Island, being
the capital of British Columbia. The
magnificent government buildings are
situated. here, which, with the other
splendid public and private buildings,
well Kept streets and parks make it a
most beautiful city.

After one of the most delightful sails
that I eyver enjoyed, on the same
steamer, Seattle is reached. It is a
typical American city of 185,000 popu-
lation, beautifully situated on hilly
ground, busy and pretty, with magnifi-
cent buildings, etc. Here, as far as out-
er appearances go, Sunday is the same
as any other day of the week, the
theatres, saloons; etc., being just the
same on that day as on any day, and
a ball game attended by thousands,
during the afternoon. Here, as in about
every other place that I ever was,
were found some- St. John people, all
seemingly doing well and happy. Why
is it so, St. John being the fairest of
them all?

THE HON. MR. EMMERSON. ;

No More Deficits for the Intercolonial
Railway.

A
(Translated from Le Canada.)

Mr. Emmerson, the Honorable Min-
ister of Railways, has declared that
the era of deficits for the Intercolonial
railway is over. This declaration is
deserving of more than passing notice.

No doubt all the electorate of Can-
ada wil- recall, what was published
some years ago, with reference to the
deficits of the Intercolonial during the
Cornservative regime. It was a well=-
known principle with the former gov-
ernment, that the Intercolonial was
constructed for the purpose of serving
the political, rather than the commer-
cial requiramsants of the country, and
therefore could n)t be worked upon &

profitable basis,

This incontestible principle of ' the
Tories, during their regime, became &
legendary matter . when the govern-
ment of Sir.Wilfrid Laurier undertook
the administration of the affairs of the
country, AT

Hon. Mr. Blair succeeded in bringing
the road up to more than cover ex-
penses, bu: this feat of strength could
not possibly be accomplished every
year, Mr. Blair's successor, Hon. Mr.
Emmerson, assumed the duties of: the
administration of this department of
the government at a time particularly
unfavorable to suceess. Before .the
honoravle minister had the opportun~
ity of . becoming familiar with the
working of a project as complicated as
that ef the Intercolonial Railway, the
material and economical” circum-
stances, of which he had no control, of
a rigorous winter, caused a falling off
of the receipts, and increased the ex-
penses to an alarming extent, even
reaching as high a figure as $2,000,000.

In
his office of accountant of the adminis-
tration of a railway, he has changed
the chronic deficits to a substantial
surplus, and these reforms are of a
permanent nature, and the optimistic
outlook for the coming year will be the
declaration of the honorable gentleman
that, “the era of deficits for the Inter-
colonial is over.”

The annual *report dated 1st July,
1906, will foreshow a considerable sur«
plus: for the year 1806-07.

The Hon. Mr. Emmerson belongs to
the same school of such men, the
Hon, Messrs. Mulock and Lemieux and
Fielding, the Liberal 'school. These
gentlemen have bent their energies to
replace the Conservative deficits by a
Liberal surplus.

There are henchmen of the prime
minister, Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man, who state in private that it is
distinctly understood that an essential
part of the radical programme that
the rejection ot the home rule bill fol-
lowing ‘the “tinkering’’ with' the edu-
cation’ bill, by the peers, ‘will be fol-
lowed neither by dissolution nor resig-
nation, but by a superannuation of the
house of lords. A strong step of this
kind would involve grave constitu-
tional changes, but the house of lords
will not erumble up like matchwood as
some radiecals, presuming on' their
great majority in the house of com-
mons, are fond of boasting. f

The fact is that the social roots of
the hereditary orders in England are
very strong, and the British people
are prone to respect the social and lo-
cal influence 'of ancestral wealth and
publie activity. The House of ILords
belleves that on the Education and
Home Rule question it is not likely to
arouse the anger of the nation.

Still;* the fact remains that the
prime minister is deeply pledged to
introduce a home rule bill, and every-
body is wondering how it can be. set-
tled while the House of Lords remains
as it is.  There are many men on both
sides of the House of Lords who favor
what is known as the '‘enabling’’ act,
which would empower peers -to sit in
commons. They would. rejoice to en-
ter. what is sometimes called the real
parliament.

When the crisis arises the House of

Lords will be told that they are utter-
ly out of touch with popular feeling,
and that they never intervene in the
work of legislation except to mar the
handiwork of the House of Commons.
It will be declared that their principles
of action are oligarchiecal and aristo-
cratic, while those of the lower house
are popular and democratic. The bulk
of the members of the upper house
would say, ‘“So goes a theory which
many observers are much inclined to
dotuibt.” ¢ {53 !
' There are members of the House of
Peers who are prepared to meet the
Radicals whn they talk about ‘‘trust-
ing the people,” and one of the pro-
posals which it is understood will come
from a peer of standing is that a bill
establishing the referendum as one of
the RBritish institutions should be 1n-
troduced.

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INDIFFERENCE

OF RELIGION.

By the Rev. Dr. John G. Bacchus.

e 2 n ) -

Dr. John G. Bacchus, rector of the
Chureh of the Incarnation, Brooklyn,
N. Y., had for the subject of his ser-
mon Sunday morning, “Indifference in
Religion,” The text was from Mat-
thew xxii;5: ‘“But they made light of
it and went their ways, one to  his
farm, another to his merchandise.”
Dr. Bacchus said:

Indifference to religion §s what these
words from our Lord’'s parabie bring
before us. ‘There was' indifferénce to
religion nineteen centuries age, and
there was indifference to religion,
today, despite all the appeais the Gos-
pel has made to the heart of man.

It would be idle to try to show at

whieh era, modern or ancient, indiffer- |

ence to religion was the greater.
Some teachers are telling us that this
era is- almost wholly given over to in-
difference to religion. It is an age,
they.say, of religious decay, and they
contrast it despairingly with what they
are wont to call the ages of faith. The
teaching of the parable of the wedding
feast is rather that there have been no

ages of faith, if we are to take that

phrase as meaning a time when every-
body was devout and nobody was indif-
ferent to the claimg of religion. It
yather suggests that there have always
been defiant spirits, or thoughtless and
{ndifferent, or subtle and refined who
have vielded their inner life but little
to Christianity. Men made light of
réligion’in our Lord’s day. Many make
light ot it today. The ages of faith so
called, wheén ‘everybody believed and
obeyed and nobody disbelieved and dis-
obeyed, are not to be found in real
history. The ages of faith always
shrink  away under the light of real
gavestigation and we find after search-
ing for them that what we really sup-
posed to be ages of faith were our
idealizations of the past. Our dreams
of a past of undisturbed faith and
hearty obedience i§ always sure to be
dashed by accurate knowledge of his-
tory. The question for us to ask
s not whether religious indifference be
not more widespread in our day than
in days bygone, but whether the same
amount, or even less, of religious indif-
ference, be not a more serious and sin-
ful thing in us than in our brother-
men of the past?

"The question for us to ask ourselves
lé, Is not religious indifference more
ginful in us than in the men of other
days? It would seem that it is, and if
you ask why, the answer is, that every
sin is darker and blacker against in-
cfeasing light. There is no canon of
moral and spiritual criticism truer
than this: “As mankind: advances in
Christian intelligence, omission or com-
mission, open revolt against God, or
thoughtless indifference to Him, grows
worthy - of greater condemnation.”
Religious indifference, then, with us, is
not so much a question of quantity as
of quality. Whether it be more wide-
spread than heretofore does not con-
eern us so much as, whether it be not
‘@ more sinful thing, requiring worse
men in us to be’lguilty of it. Such
a view of indifference to religion makes
it a grave matter, for if every sin is
darkey against increasing light our in-
difference to religion is more worthy of
condemnation than the same sin in
“men of the past, for we are living in
fuller light than was vouchsafed to
them.

Now, one of the gravest features of
the religious indifference of today 'is
that it is not only negligent of the
truths of the Christian religion, but it

. §s unmindful, in an alarming degree,

b

of the duties it enjoins. Some time
ago a distinguished foreigner, while
_ visiting us, expressed the opinion that
“Americans are not jealous enough of
their individual rights, and in conse-
quence, not considerate enough of the
rights of others. Whatever truth there
may be in this opinion, one thing is
quite certain, that non-insistence upon
our rights is not a glaring defect in the
make-up of the average American. It
would have been much truer to have

said that ore of the most patent and :

grievous faults of Americans is that
they are so little enthusiastic in the
performance - of duties, and especially
of duties which seem not to be very
closely allied with some near individual
Interest.

In illustration of the grave defect in
jour American life, take the Christian
duty of taking part in the effort to se-
cure good government, I say Christian
duty of taking part in the effort to
secure good government, for it is a
_Chilst;an duty, because the Gospel of
©Christ claims the whole of life—the
swhole man, and hence every duty,
whether we label it as secular or sacred
~1is a Christian duty—take, I say, the
iChristian duty of securing good gov-
ernment, and see how indifferent to
the whole subject many among us are.
@it is simply astonishing what great
pressure has to be put upon many
men even to get them to register as
woters. A duty, aye, a privilege like
%his one would think would be cheer-
¥ully, eagerly .discharged, and yet it is
only by dint of daily exhortation of

Its performance seems to become
less and less a matter of-principle, and
more and more a matter of mood and
whim, The veriest trifie—an overcast
sky, the slightest indisposition of body,
fan inviting number of the Sunday
journal, a taking novel—will suffice as
an excuse for making light of the duty
of attendance on the public worship
of Almighty God, Indeed, the indiffer-
ence to this Christian duty 1is bold
enough 10 try to justify itself by some
such consideration as this: Religion
and church-going are not identical, it
says. “Some people who do not go to
i church are more religious than some
who go.” “There was never a time,” it
goes on to say, “when there was so
much indignation at injustice and op-
pression, so much honesty of purpose,
so much religion in the world, as there
is today. People were never %ore 80
wiling and glad, in such gre rum-
bers to give themselves for good
causes, to enter the service of human-
ity, to hold out a helping and fratern-
el hand' to the man who is down.” Be-
neath the surface the great heart of
the people beats strong and true, and

outside church walls the name’ of Jesus

Christ, and the love of Him, and the
'spirit, of His life has hold on those of
whom the church knows, K nothing—
hence religious indifference is not so
universal as we think. What has come
to pass, so say the advoecates of this
view, is that “the conventions, the in-
stitutions, the phrases. and the for-
mulas of the church of organized
Christianity, do not keep their old
place.” “But this is not to be regret-
ted,” ‘it adds, “for religion  .and the
church are not one: and the same
thing.”

Now that there is some truth in all
this attempt at justifying nbglpct of
the Christian duty of hearing the
preached word and participating. in
the common worship of God, I am not
disposed to deny. Church duties are
not the whole of Christian duty. There
may be @& punctillious observance of
church duties and - a sad neglect of
every day plain prosaic duties. Still
it is true, and we know it to be true
from experience, that when we cut
ourselves off from the refreshment and
uplift of worship in the house of God,
our discharge of daily duties in daily
life is bereft and inspiration and alac-
rity, and they tend to become more
and moré a sort of drudgery, and they
thus tend, because we need the super-
natural motive for all faithfulness—
the thought of serving God, where we
do our duty, a motive which the wor-

ship of the church is forever keepipg '\Qi

fresh and clear before us. And it/ is
true again to experience that when
the Christidn life runs full and stropg
in our hearts, we instinctively, and &s
a matter of course, seek the Lord
house,

Whenever true religion breathes and
burng in human hearts they come,
must come together, as by instinctive
common consent, as children of God,
and heirs of eternal life—speaking as
St. Paul tells us ope to another - in
psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing and making melody in the

| heart to the Lord.

| To make light, then, of the Christian
duty of Christian worship in the house
of God is not simply making lght of
the conventions, the institutions, the
phrases and the formulas of an out-
worn church, but it is to make light
of true religion itself, for true religion
craves expressions in united ‘worship,
is kept alive by united worship, and
when 1t is fullest and strongest—when
it is most spiritual and aspiring—cries
out for the living God and glorifies
Him in the great congregation of His
church. ; .

And 'If;re let us ask what is the

cause of this indifference to the dis-
charge of the great practical duties
which the Gospel enjoins, both on its
civic and religions sides.

They
made light of the duties of the Gospel
because they were absorbed in getting
and having. It is the old ‘story of the
materializing of the life. It is not be-
caeuses men are downright unbelievers
that they make light of the call of the
gospel; it is because they are immer-
sed in the getting and having of life.
That is a terrible arrangement of the
practical materialism of our time,
which one of the interlocutors in “The
New Republic,” a striking book show-
ing the drift of our age, makes, when
he says: *‘This Mammon hunting race
js now wandering in an accursed wild-
erness which not only shows no hill-
“top whence the promised land may be
seen, but which to most of the wand-
erers, seems a ‘promised land  itself.
-And they have a God of their own, too,
who engages now to:lead‘thém out of
it if they will' only follow Him who,
for visible token of the €@odhead, leads
them with a pillar of clour by day and
a pillar of fire by night, the cloud be-
ing the black smoke-of their factory
chimneys and the fire the red glare of
their blast furnace. And so- effectual
are these modern divine guides, that
if we were standing on the brink of
Jordan itself we should be utterly un-
able to catch, through the fire and the
smoke, one single glimpse of the sun-
set hills beyond. This is a picture of
‘the materialism of our day. Is it over-
drawn? 1Is it not true that it is ab-
gorption in ~material rursuits that
causes men to neglect both the duties
of citizenship and the duties of reliz-
jon. Does it not dull the sSPIFItudl ear
and blind the spiditual eye? Is it ‘not
that which is leading us to make light
of both Christian truth and Christian
duty. In its presence let the ery of
our pasionate litany go Up to God—"In
all time of our prosperity good Lord
deliver us!”

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ROTHESAY, N, B.,, Nov. 14— More
than one hundred and fifty Rothesay
Liberal voters responded to the call to
organize, and gathered this evening in
the Hotel Bellevieu, where thy listen-
ed to speeches by th Attorney General,
Senator Domville and the councillors
for the parish, and enjoyed lunch serv-
ed in the dining room of the house.

Secretary R, 'S. Carter called the
meeting to order:-and Councillor Gil-
bert taking the chair, called on Dr.
Pugsley. The attorney general was
in splendid voice and dealt with the
issues of the day, the policy of admin-
istration in regard to agrieulture, min-
ing, and railways in an interesting
manner, made several important an-
nouncements  respecting © highways,
ratlways, railway subsidies and his
own intentions,

There will be no election this fall, he

stated, but he thought the government

could have two more sessions, There
would in all probability be an election
next summer or fall. He hoped they
were satisfied with his action a@s their
representative and he stood ready to
fight the battle with them again and
win as they had before, when the con-
test came on. He spoke of how strong
the party was and had been in the
parish, and expressed pleasure at be-
ing able to explain some things no
doubt prominent in their thoughts,

THE HIGHWAY ACT.

The great principle of the Highway
Act was no statute labor and one con-
trol of all roads and careful and
honest expenditure, The working out
of the law showed that the members
had been mistaken, dividing Xings
with five distriets, with one man for
each district, instead of appointing
one man for each parigsh, Rothesay
had its man this year and next year
there would be a superintendent for
each parish, and where needed in
larger districts two or three. These
would be paid upon percentage in-
stead of salary, interesting figures
showing that there are 1,597 miles of
road in Kings county and but twelve
thousand dollars of road tax paid by
the people. There are over three thou-
sand six hundred bridges in the coun-
ty, which would measure seventy miles
long if all together. In the province
the are more than twelve thousand
1¢s of roads, and in Kings three
hundred more than in any other coun-
ty. Kings county people who complain
of roads should remember what diffi-
culties the government has to sur-
mount to keep up such a network of
highways, that they have sixteen steel
bridges, while Westmorland, the next
highest county, only has seven. There
are no toll gates here, as in Ontario,
and no direct taxation for roads and
bridges.

Since he became a member he h ad
worked for wharves along the river
and the inland waters with the result
that they were numerous now, and the
people were accommodated.

INTERPROVINCIAL CONFERENCE.

Dealing with the Interprovincial Con-
ference and the favorable result to New
Brunswick, Dr. Pugsley paid a high
compliment to the generosity of the
provinces of Ontario and Quebec,
which- only obtained two hundred and
forty thousand, as against New Bruns-
wick’s hundred and thirty thousand.
This amount capitalized would pay off
the debt of the province and would be
a great assistance toward bettering ed-
ucational, road, hospital and other
public services. This. money - comes
from Canada’s surplus revenue, which
was increasing enormously, and it was
only just that- more of the money paid
in customs dues should come back to
the people in increased subsidies. They
expected to press a settlement of the
Halifax fishery award and either a re-
ference to the highest court or a settle-
ment would be made. They should re-
ceive from this fifty or sixty thousand
dollars a year, or the total amount
would be a million and a half.

The general policy of the adminis-
tration was explained and defended
against the opposition. The Central
railway’s success had shown the wis-
dom of the government keeping hold
of a valuable asset instead of leasing
it. The International railway across
the north of the province would be a
great benefit to fishermen and lumber-
men and open up a country unsettled
equal *o the present settled New
Brunswick. The completion of this
road would mark the close of provin-
cial subsidies to railways. This was a
policy that had been decided upon.
““Concluding, Dr. Pugsley spoke enthu-
siastically of the meeting and the fu-
ture, and said his own health was im-
proving, and in spite of prophecies of
political opponents he was and would
be in politics until the people said they
did not want him. His physician had
said he must give up some work, but
it-would be a legal and not a political
effort that he would relax. .

BOMB EXPLODED

IN FASHIONABLE

GAFE THREW OCCUPANTS IN PANIC

ROME, Nov. 14—A homb was ex-
ploded in front of the Cafe Aragno, in
the centre of the city, today. The
fashionable throngs at the cafe were
thrown into confusion and onpne. man
was seriously wounded.. 'The perpet-
rator of the deed was not apprehénded.

The people in and about the cafe were
panic siricken. They made frantic ef-
forts ‘to escape in the fear that the
ceilings and walls of the cafe were
about to collapse, and tables and chairs
were overthrown in the mad scramble
to get away. Women screaméd and
fainted. The large plate glass win-
dows of the cafe were shattered.

In speaking of the occurrence one cf
those present said he saw a young man
about 25 years  old, come to the cafe
and take a seat at a tab': outside. He
carried a hand-bag, wiich was par-
tially concealed by a light overcoat on
his arm, He deposited the hand-bag
and his coat on a chair at his side and
ordersd something to drink. Before
the waiter served him the young man
suddenly arose and saying audibly :
“I have forgotten something,” he hur-

ried away, leaving his hand-bag and
overcoat behind. This sudden disap-
pearance caused suspicion,and a young
man who had been - sitting near thé
stranger sprang to his feet and criedi
“Bomb, bomb."”

This warning, however, came too laté

for the explosion came on the heels of
his last word,

The neighborhood of the cafe Waf
immediately oc¢cupied by police. The
wounded man’s name is Guido Moronl
who returned here two weeks ago from
New York. H& was taken to a hos
pital and probdbly will be all right in
a fortnight. % :

The bomb was’of chemical composi
tion. It contained several pounds of
nails and metal balls. The perpetrat
or of the need is supposed to be an an-
archist, and the theory is advanced
that’ he attempted t§ blow up the cafe
out of revenge for having been pPre”
vented from demonstrating last Sunda’y
in commemoration ofgthe hanging of
the Chicago anarchist*nineteen years
ago. %
