‘Hold monthly services—a prayer
meeting, evening will do, or aSunday even-
ing service may be profitably conducted dn
this plan—when information- on mission#,
education, prayers for missionp etc. may be
presented.

Rating Befofd Sleeping.

Mr. Brown was pleased with & pars-
graph on this subject. I think he wanld
rather like “ & late supper” every night of
the week, and it probably would™ be
for some constitutions. Dr. R. ' M. Hodges
once read & paper before the Boston Society
for Medieal Improvement, in which he
touched on this question upon which doc-
tors disagree, and erid 1 “ Itis a common
impression that to make food immediately
before going to bed and to sleep is ugwise.
Such & suggestion is answered by & re-
mindér that the instinet of animals prompts
‘them to nleep as soan as they have eaten ;
and in summer an - after-dinner nap, es-
pecially when that meal'is taken at mid-
duy, is & luxury indulged in by many. If
the ordinary hour of the evening meal is
six or seven o'clock; and of the first morn-
og meal seven or eight o'slock, an inter
val of twelve houtd or more elapses with~
out food, and for whose natrition
is at fault this is “altogether too long &
period for fasting. That such an interval
without food is permitted explains many a
restless night, and much of the head and
backache, and the languid, half rested
condition o rising, which is accompanied
by no appetite for " breakfast. This meal
itsélf often dissipates these sensations. It
is, therefore, desirable, if not essential,
when nutriment is o be crowded, that the
last thing before going to bed should be the
taking of Bleeplessness ir often
caused by starvation, and a tumbler of
milk, if taken in the middle of tHe - night,
will often ppt le to sleep when hypnot-
ics wm;ld'x‘l'? their - purposes. good
before rising is an equally im; ot ex-
pedient. It supplies strength, for bathing
and dressing, Iaborious and wearisome
tasks for the underfed, and is better morn-
ing  pick-me-up’ thisa any * tonie.” "t

Our gueatest need now is, o grow more
grass; nol more acres, but more to the
acre, leaving & larger area of ground for
fodder and other crops raised on & wixed
farm.  This cah only be done by better
rrepaminn of the soil, and better seeding
nstead of throwing the seed in a hap-
hazard way upon e hard, weather beaten
surface of the ground in the spring, the
seeding should be postponed ..nuf’ the grain
in cut and harvested. “The soil is then to
be plowed with & shallow furrow,thorough-
ly well harrowed, and made fine and com-
pact. The seed must be sown,and im-
mediately hrushed in with the smoothing
and brush harrow, which is easily made.
This levels and firms the aoil, as well aa
wpreads and covers the seed. It is well to
usesthis harrow oross-wise of the harrow-
marks, and acress the line of sowing, so
as to spread the seed more evenly. It is
better still to sow the seed both #ays, half
each way, if the sower is not able to spread
it quite evenly. The even sowing is very
important, because bare spaces are &
injury in two ways; one, the ground is
vacant, and will produce weeds in the
bave spots; the other, that the grass is too
crowded where it 18 too thickly sown.
Grass seed, if sown as here directed, will
start up quickly and grow rapidly; if the
seeding is done in July or early in August,
the young grass will be strong enough to
resist the winter eafely, and a i‘«vv crop
will be the result.— dmerican Agricultarist,

dry or drained soil does not thus expand,
and so drainage saves winter crops, eto
In gpring & drained soil is drier, warmer,
and can be worked_a week or two earlier—
.fmt gal in tim€  Grain, corn, sod
other seeds, do- not soak ‘and chill and rot
in a drained soil. After every rainfall a
drained soil dries out and gets warm soon-
er, the crops suffer fower set-backs, and
grow on sooner and faster. Thus all crops
on drained ground secure strong vigorous
advanced growth before the midsummer
drouth. On drained soil wheat and other
grain rust much less, if at all. Thia earlier
rapid growth puts. corn forward to escape
enrly autumnal frost. The owner af drain-
ed land is thua far more independent of the
weather. . Draining out water Jets air enter
a soil to oxidize and destroy nhoxious sub-
stances that stunt or lessen the growth of
sll crops. In soils thus sweetened the
roota penetrate far deeper, reach down and
get more food, and much more moisture
when the surface soil is parched,

And, mirabile dictu, draining a
rightly helps it to resist drouth! You
don't believe that? See herel Water
don’t sweat through a glass tumbler holding
cold water, t) form those.drops on the out-
side. They are moisture éondensed from
warm air when cooled against the cold
tumbler. Just 80, if there are under<drain
tubes opening somewhere, warm air will en-
ter; pass along them and up through their
sides into the cooler soil,and deposit moist-
urein it. You can prove it. Hold a lighted
candle at the ppen eénd of a drain, and you
will see a strong draft inwands on & bot
dry day. Observe, and you will see the
corn and other crops less parched right
over and adjacent “to the drains thau at &
distance from them. The moredrain pipes
you have, in even s dry soil, the less will
dry weather affect the corn and other crops.
This isn fact! There is thus« no doubt
whatever that a well underdrained aoil,
whether wetor dry ordinarily, and especi-
ally if at all wet, will, on the average,
vield fifiy to a huadred per cent more
crops. And thie gain is clear profit; it
costs just as much to prej the ground,
plant or sow and tend the crop, for the
small yield as for the largs one. Onat
least seven farMa out of ten, drainage will
pay twenty to fifty per cent & year on its
goat, often & bundred per ocent by the
second year. The experience of most who
have tried it has proved all we state above.
Health we have no space to discuss now ;
but if all village lota and farms were pro-
perly drained the saving of time lost in
sick rooms and the saving of di sts’ and
doctore’ bills would go far tow ying
interest on the cost of the draining, if it
did nmot more than cover it.—Prairie
