This may be ta­
ken as an indication that whatevi r trials 
and tribulations are in store fcr Union, 
she is not likely for the present to stand 
in need of funds. There are things 
which money cannot purchase, but it 
answers* large purpose even for a Theo­
logical Seminary, and it Is «specially 
valuable if it comes as an expression of 
public confidence.

— It is no doubt necessary sometime s 
to find fault, for even very good people 
are occasionally to be blamed. But that 
nagging kind of fault-finding which is 
called scolding and which concerns it­
self more with the fault than with any 
purpose to amend it, is an irritation tod 
a nuisance. Scolding is out of place 
anywhere, and nowhere more so than in 
the pulpit. And the worst possible kind 
of scolding is that which disguises itself 
under the form of prayer. That was 
good advice which a young minister is 
said once to have received from a Chris­
tian' woman in his [congregation after 
having expressed in a public prayer 
his opinion in reference to some actions 
of his people which had displeased him 
“When you want to scold us, doso,” the 
good sister said, “ but don't spoil our 
devotions by praying at us."

— It is supposed to be settled that 
Lieut. Peary, who, with his wife anda few 
helpers and attendants, spent last winter 
and a part of the summer in Greenland, 
is to make another Arctic trip. Whether 
his brave wife will go with him again is 
not stated. Perhaps Lieut. Peary has 
an ambition to reach the Pole, and if so, 
though it may lack the element of feasi­
bility, the ambition in itself is laudable. 
Some suffering must be endured and 
some brave lives sacrificed in these ex­
peditions, but It is said that they result 
in additions to scientific knowledge of 
considerable value ; and those brave ad­
venturous spirits which court hardship 
and danger in the pursuit of fame must 
find some field for exercise. In warlike 
times they found it on the battle-field, 
but Arctic expeditions, even if they do 
not accomplish much in the way of 
positive results, are infinitely better

— Bktwkek the requirements of a 
cast-iron creed mi the one hand, and the 
assertions and 'denials of the higher 
criticism on the other, the Presbyterian 
body in the United States is having 
trouble and is not unlikely to have more. 
A case very similar to that of Dr. Briggs 
is that of Rev. Henry Preserved Smith, 
D. D., who is now on trial for heresy 
before the Presbytery of Cincinnati. 
I)r. Smith is a professor in Lane Semi­
nary, in which for twelve years past he 
has occupied the chair of Old Testament 
interpretation. Prof. * Smith is said to 
be about forty-five years of age and 
popular with the students. His speech 
before the Presbytery in opening his 
defence is reported to have been charac­
terised by clearness of statement, keen 
logic, great learning and an undaunted 
spirit. The indications are, however, 
that the verdict of the Presbytery will 
be against the professor.

— The poverty of the argument for 
Christian baptism by other methods than 
immersion is illustrated by the fact that 
so able a paper as the Congregational** 
offers the following :

e essence of baptism is thus illua- 
ated by a Chinaman in one of our city 
inday-schools : ‘ If you wish to cle 
bottle full of ink. you do not fs 

■topper and wash the outside, 
take out the stopper, pour out the 
and then wash the inside of the bottle. 
The Holy Spirit cleanses the heart, and 
it doesn’t make any difference how you 
put water on the outside.’ ”

If Christian baptism were simply a 
symbolic washing, there would be some 
force in the logic of the Chinaman and 
the Congregationaliit, though it would 
be still incumbent on them to show by 
what right they presume to depart from 
the Divine precept and example by 
which the mode of washing was ordain­
ed. Bat according to Paul’s view bap­
tism is much more than a symbolic 
washing, being a symbol of the mystic 
burial and resurrection of the believer 
with Christ : “Or are ye ignorant that all 
we that were baptised into Christ Jesus

were baptised into His death? We 
were buried with Him therefore through 
baptism into death : that like as Christ 
was raised from the dead by the glory 
of the Father, so we also might walk in 
newness of Ufe."

JACOB GOULD 8CHURMAN, LL. D., 

President of Cornell University, was 
formally installed In that highly honor­
able and important poaiti-m on Novem­
ber 11th. The inaugural address deals M 
considerable length with the history of 
the Unlveeelty, the position which it 
holds among the universities of Ameri­
ca, and in Its, relation to the State of New 
York. It is unnecessary to eay that tbe 
address is eharaeteriz-d by President 
Hchurman's power of thought and afflu­
ence of expression. Among its opening 
sentences are the following —“ We can 
make no pretence to the dignity of age, 
or to hereditary influence, or to Barred 
tradition, or to that subdued and statu­
esque beauty of countenance which is 
bom of the travail of many générations,
. . . Cornell has not the stately splen­
dor of those old-world seats of learning 
which thrill and almost pain the umfb- 
customed sense of the American travel­
ler. But if Cornell lacks the transfigur­
ing beauty of age, she wears the fresh 
beauty of a vigorous prime. Hers is the 
portion of youth—of youth with its lofty 
faith, its unquenchable hope, its super- 
abounding energy, its tingling sense of 
activity,—of youth that counts not it­
self to have attained, that lives not on 
the fading record of the past, but on the 
promise of all tbe unrevealed and splen­
did future. To have lived is good ; but 
it is better to feel the pulses now throb­
bing with the untamed strength of fresh 
and unexhausted life.” As a native of 
maritime Canada, se a Baptist, and be­
cause of his former connection with our 
educational work, President Schurmau 
is well known to the Baptists here by the 
sea, and honored by them for his distin­
guished ability and his services rendered 
to the cause of education and to litera­
ture. All will unite in wishing for him 
the largest success in the discharge of 
the highly honorable and responsible 
duties upon which he hss now entered 
as President of Cornell.

The 
lenses which arçjo go into the great tele 
scope which the university is to have, 
were originally intended for the univer­
sity of Los Angelos, California, but as 
the partite who had ordered them were 
not able to have them finished, the Uni 
▼enity of Chicago has purchased them, 
and they are now in the hands of Mr. 
Alvan Clarke, of Cambridge, Mass., and 
he will at once begin the process of pol­
ishing. This will require a year or per­
haps eighteen months. Meanwhile the 
work of building the great telescope will 
go forward, and within a year and a half, 
it is expected, the university will have 
an instrument with an objective greater 
by four inches than any other in the 
world.

MAS rpHERE seems to be no longer room 
for surprise at any enormliy of perse­

cution which may be perpetrated against 
persons who, because of their religious 
faith or other reasons, are obnoxious to 
the ruling power in Russian towns snd 
villages. The Chriitian World, of Lon­
don, has recently- published accounts of 
persecutions being і offered by the rttun- 
dists of Russia. These accounts come 
from sources which the paper named re­
gards s* entirely trustworthy, but they 
are too utterly horrible to be believed of 
any nation, barbarous or civilized, with 
the exception of Russia. In the < Arts- 
tian World of Nov. 3rd, are transla­
tions of two letters written by Htundfat 
peasants in the village of Kspuatintai, in 
the government of Kieff, to friends of 
theirs. These letters show that the 8tun- 
dists of that village, by order of the gov 
eroor, and because < if their evangelical 
faith, are being subject to most unjust 
and inhuman treatment. Three letters, 
written about the first of October, de­
clare that while the other peasants are 
attending to the threshing of their grain 
snd other work, the Stundists are being 
driven away from their homes everyday 
to communal work, and at night, instead 
of being permitted to return to their 
homes, they are posted as watchmen for 
night duty.' Their homes, left unpro­
tected, are invaded in the night by a 
drunken rabble, led on by the chief elder 
of the district and the local commissary, 
their property destroyed, their children 
terrified шві maltreated, and their wives 
subjected to nameless and brutal indig­
nities. One man writes that his wife, 
already in a delicate condition of health, 
received such treatment at the bands of 
these ruffians who invaded hie home in 
the night as to bring her aim-et to 
death’s door. The men who write the 
letters appeal piteously and almost die- 
pairingly In their friends for aid. One

lican, giving s majority of £0,000 for 
President Harrison in 1888. Two years 
ago, however, although the Republicans 
elected the governor and moat of the State 
officers, .the Legislature was carried by 
the People's Party, who thus secured the 
election Sf United Sûtes Senator I'. ffnr. 
This year a fuaion Democratic and Popu­
list ticket waa put in the field and has 
swept the State, the “ Demo-pope," as 
they are called, electing the governor, 
all the State officers, five out of eight 
congressmen, and the Presidential elec­
tors, besides securing s majority in the 
Bute Legislature. As another United 
States senator moat be appointed this 
winter, it seems probable that the prise 
will fall to some Democrat.

Many ere anxiously asking whst effect 
this Republican defeat will have on Pro­
hibition. The party just defeated has 
always espouse! the Prohibition cause 
in this State, and the platform on which 
thhg' stood in the late contest hsi in it 
a good, strong, old-fashioned prohibition 
plank. The Populists said noth ing abAut 
the matter, while the Democrats ex­
pressed themselves as opposed to this 
cherished law of the State. One of the 
notable things in the recent election wss 
a vote “ for or against a convention to 
revise the State constitution." The last 
1 legislature, in response to many re­
quests, arranged for this question to be 
submitted to the people. Although, 
doubtless, our State constitution needs 
amending in several particulars, yet 
everybody understood perfectly well that 
if such a convention should be called, 
its main business would be to change 
.the prohibition clause in the constitu­
tion. I am thankful to say that this 
demand for a constitutional convention

has been voted down. The great ma­
jority of the People’s Party are just as 
sound prohibitionists as they were when 
they helped to carry this law years ago ;

What­
ever other vices Ti >peka may have, and 
we are not faultiew, this is certainly not 
a drank in city.

The Baptist cause in this state ia 
strong and vigorous. Our last State Con­
vention, held at Wichita, OcL 11-13, 
showed our membership to be about 36,- 
000, of which number probably 5,000 are 
colored. Many of our churches are small 
and are served by missionary pastors. 
During the peat year about 50 of these 
missionary pastors were sided by our 
State Mi*ion Board, besides six district 
and general missionaries who are employ­
ed by the board for the work of evangeli­
sation and supervision. One of our 
greatest difficulties is found in the un­
willingness of small churches to unite in 
supporting ж pastor, and in the unwill­
ingness of pastor, to serve more than one 
church. Each little village in Kanes, 
started out with high hopes of becoming 
a “ city," and its inhabitants cannot get 
rid of the idea that their hamlet ia just 
on the verge of a " boom" that will break 
the record. The Baptist cause, in such 
a place, represented by s membership of 
say 25 or 40, imperatively demands a 
minister “ for all time,”ÿmd the board 
must come to the rescue to aid “ one of 
the most important points in Kansas." 
But the booming days are over in Kansas. 
As we look at this summer’s harvest of 
80,000,000 bushels of wheat and 125,000 
000 bushels of corn raised in the state, 
we realise that these western'praitii s can 
be put to a better use than that of being 
staked off into town lots. Our cjuntry 
churches are beginning to display more 
willingness to co-operate, and this 
good movement is being carefully foster - 
ed by our general missionaries. 2,1500 
baptisms have been reported for the peat 
year, and a wonderful growth and 
strengthening is manifest all along the 
line.

But it is not always easy lor the Chris 
tian to submit to the discipline by which 
bis spirit is exerdsed.

In all our principal cities and towns 
there are strong Baptist churches. In 
this, our capital city, the Bl^list cause is 
prosperous. The North church,‘ which I 
have the honor to serve, haa over 300 
members and exerts a large influence in 
the part of the dty where it ia located. 
The First church, near the State Capitol, 
in toe heart of the city, has over 500 mem­
bers and ia ж power for righteousness. 
The Memorial church, situated near the 
Suita Fe Railway shope, is doing s diffi­
cult but successful work. We have also 
a small German Baptist church, and a 
large and prosperous Swedish Baptist 
church with a line building and a very 
efficient pastor.

In and About Bhimasinga.

Mr. Morse, my preachers and mj 
have just had a must enjoyable and 
hope, profitable five days’ tour among 
the villages lying about this out-station 
of the Visianagram field. The work in 
the town here had been going on steadi­
ly and encouragingly ; but when the 
chance came to get out on the field, 
even though it meant much hard walk­
ing and frequent exposures to the heat, 
it was welcomed with delight. We did 
not take the tent, fesiriog the probability 
of heavy showers, and put up at a pleas­
antly situated bungalow kindly placed 
at our disposal by the engineer of R. R. 
construction, temporarily residing st 
Bhimasinga.

We visited ten different villages beside 
Bhimasinga, walked in all about fifty 
mil*, end every one of ns hsd three or 
four opportu nitiw each day to exercise 
our preaching ability to the full extent. 
We invariably had large crowds to listen 
to os, and on only two oocssioos did we 
meet with opposition by the Brahmins. 
These two men, after short snd stormy 
interviews, evidently regarded us as a 
hard crowd, and left with every mani­
festation of deep disgust. We attended 
s fair at one large village, snd in addi­
tion to preaching to the busy throngs 
that would cease baying and selling a 
few minut* to listen to our story, gave 
sway over a thousand gospel tracts snd 
sold quite a number of books.

Every day was full of Interest and ex­
citement; but the evening before we 
came away was so exceptional In some 
respects to anything I .had previously 
experienced in this country, that I have 
thought the friends might enjoy a more 
minute description of whst occurred. 
About half-past six we were all gathers I 
at lV preacher's house, which is now 
also « school-house.

pleted. In 188У, Rev. Elmore Harris, B. 
A., then pastor of theRiour ML church, 
Toronto, conceived the idea that a church 
should be *tabliehed in the western 
part of the city. His father, AJanson 
Harris, of Brantford, purchased a lot on 
Waimer Road at a cost of $7,600, and • 
school-room was erected costing $16A<*i.

In October, 1889, the church was or­
ganized with a membership of 70. To­
day there are -KX • members and a Mon­
day-school of 650 pupils.

In the autumn of 1891, it was found 
necessary to provide more accommoda­
tion, and tbe present edifice, 100 feet 
long and 70 feet wide, was buiiL It is 
the largest Baptist building in Canada,

Another Word.

In the Messenger and Visitor of the 
16th inet., Bro. King says that I inti­
mate “that the policy of the board is to 
group the churches into weak sections.'’ 
Do not nesrly, or perhaps quite, all 
the groupe which the board forms, and 
with wbjch it deals, require aid from the 
funds? Are they not then, weak—not 
self-sustaining ? He quotes from the 
board's report for 1880 : "Our policy hss 
been to group the weak churches into 
convenient fields, sufficiently Isrge to 
!/ire the hope of becoming self-sustaining 
in the near future."

I said of the Queens County churches, 
east of the SL John river, as I still say, 
that it is ss easy for them to group 
themselves into sections that will be 
self-sustaining, from the date of their 
formation, as it is for the board to group 
them into sections that may become 
self-sustaining to some indefinite future.

Bro. King's own self-sustaining group 
proves the truth of what I say. He is 
pastor of three weak churches. Who 
formed them into a group for him ? The 
churches did it themselves. All of the 
before mentioned churches are equally 
competent to do the same thing for 
themselves and for their chosen pastors.

I would remind Bro. King that I am 
dealing, not with "what the board could 
reasonably desire ’’ to do, but with what

Poultry Life AmooK Dry Leave*.

Before winter set* in an abundance of 
dry litter should be provided for uee in 
the poultry-house." titraw of various 
kinds or hay is excellent, but dry leaves 
answer nearly»* well. Having no place aii 
last fall in which to storo loose leaves, I W< 
gathered a couple of dozen bran bags 
lull and placed them in the haymow. I 

this an exceedingly convenient 
way to keep them. A great many can 
be packed in a bran bag, and they are in 
a handy, compact shape to carry about 
when needed. I use them, not only for 
the fowls, but also for the brooder-house 
chicks to scratch in. It ie fine to watch 
the little fellows scratch for the grains 
of cracked corn and wheat hidden under 
the leaves. The exercise is good for 
them, and they get their food in nature'» 
way. This ia true likewise of grown 
fowls. It is poor and wasteful manage­
ment to throw a quantity of grain on the 
ground so that tiiey may fill their crop* 
at once and rndpe shout until next feed­
ing-time. Ttiey will probably get over­
fat anti lay few or no eggs. In the 
covered shed attached to my hen-house 
I cover the ground with aeveral inches of 
straw or leaves.

Mornings before letting the fowls out 
I scatter their grain about, sh*king up 
the litter to covet the grain out of sight.
