Beginning with the period before the
coming of the white man, the leeturer
graphically described the heroic self-
sacrifice of the Indian maiden Mala-
beam, who rather than betray her sires
led their enemy to death, perishing
with them.

Bringing her hearers nearer home
she told of the heroism of Lady Latour
who in the absence of her husband,
held the fort against his enemy D'Aul-
ney, until in order to save her brave
followers from certain death she ca-
pitulated, only to see them ignobly
put to death, herself dying of grief a
few weeks after. Buried near Fort
Latour her memory will remain green
in the hearts of the people of this
city .

She then referred to the noble sac-
rifice of Madame Pelletier and Mother
Mary de L'Incarnation, who, nursed in
the lap of luxury, left their homes in
France to devote their lives fo this
country, nothing daunted by the perils
of an ocean journey in those days of
uncertain navigation, and whose works
founded by them, the Ursaline convent
and Hotel Dieu remain as lasting mem-
orials to their heroism.

The deeds of Laura Secord, Bertha
Boyd, the Grace Darling of the St.
Croix and many others whose heroism
entitles them to foremost places in the
pages of Canada’s histary were then
dwelt upon in most entertaining man-
ner by the lecturer, In conclusion Mrs.
Smith paid a glowing tribute to the

Late Husband Princess Royal
was an Astute Business
Man—But Dr. Jm Had to
Butt In.

London, Feb, 22—The story of the
Duke of Fife’s connection with the
Chartered Company is unraveled by a
writer in the Pall Mall Gazette, with
the result that what were long re-
cognized to be something more than
reports, are now seen in their actual
perspectlve.

The Duke of Fife was something
very much more in the history of the
Chartered Company than the ordinary
dummy director. He was a man of
great force of character and of great
penetration, and during the years he
remained upon the board he was of
the utmost service in developing the
interests of the company.

His nomination came about in a
somewhat unusual manner. King Fd-
ward, who grasped the possibilities of
Mr. Rhodes’ South African policy
from the first, not only himself in-
vested in the company, but brought
into it a large number of other mem-
bers of the royal family, as well as
his own friends.

Anxious, however, that the interests
of these investors should be properly
safeguarded, he stipulated that a di-
rector should be nominated on whose
judgment and watchfulness he could
rely. His choice fell on his son-in-law,
the Duke of Fife, and at a private
dinner party at Marlborough House,
the Duke was introduced to Cecil
Rhodes,

Mr. Rhodes at once offered a seat
on the bodrd to the duke who, acting
on a hint previously conveyed to him
by the Prince of Wales, as King Hd-
ward then was, accepted the position.
No man was ever more surprised than
Mr. Rhodes himself at the result. On
his own admission, he had expected
a director who would be an absolute
sleeping partner, but whose name
would make a great impression on the
public, To his surprise, not less than
to his pleasure, he found the Duke
one of the dominating personalities
on the board, a man for whom noth-
ing was too small or too big, a man
who understood to the full his great
schemes for the Empire, a man who,
in his own words, proved one of the
most loyal supporters he had ever
possessed.

So things went on until the morning
when the cables from South Africa
brought the news that “Dr. Jim" had
started on his unfortunate raid into the
Transvaal, and that a condition of
things very like filibustering bad come
about.

The Prince of Wales was far too as-
tute a politician not to seé what this
meant. A telegram to the Duke of
Fife brought the duke hurriedly to
London. What the Prince of Wales

There were rumors of some more
financing for the comivg month, some
of which will probably take tne iorm
of the short term notes. The total
output of new securities for February
was about $240,000,000 which is some-
what in excess of the same month
last vear, but about $100,000,000 under
the total issues of the month immedi-
ately preceding. Foreign markets parti-
cularly Germany, are again negotiat-
ing for credits here, these being large-
ly in the nature of extensions of loans
already outstanding.

It is known that Berlin will have
very heavy settlements to make in the
course of the coming month and this
market -for every reason, is better
fitted to meet Germany's requirements
than either London or Paris.

The Bank of England reported a de
clipe in its proportion of reserves to
liabilities of almost 3 per cent., its
returns otherwise being relntively un-
important. The statement of the Bank
of France, with its discounts increas-
ed by almost $50,000,000 was accepted
as an indication of unusually
March payments. A bank lost a little
more than £1,000,000 gold and ificieas-
ed its note circulation by over $42,000,-
000. Paris markets were irregular with
some improvement in Berlin,
The earnings of the Union Pacifie
road for January showed a decrease in
gross of $528,000 which by reason of
increased cost of operations increas-
ed to a net loss of $791,000. Southern
Pacific however, managed to increase
its gross returns by a slight margin.
but the net returns decreased $321,000.
Reading railway for the same month
recorded a net loss of $105,000, which
was more than neutralized by the
profits of the coal and iron company.
Chicago and Northwestern lost over
$500,000 in operating income, its de-
ficit after fixed charges being increas-
ed by $587,000. Erie's operating in-
come decreased over $300,000. Canadi-
an Pacific reported a net increase of
$427,000.

Millionaire Sportsman Breaks
All Records on Trip Into the

Paul J. Rainey may claim the title of
the greatest lion hunter in the world.
During his recent hunting trip in
British BEast Africa Mr. Rainey shot
seventy-four lions, the greatest number
ever killed by a single huntsman.
Of this number nine were shot by
him in the space of thirty-five minutes,
a feat unparalleled in hunting annals.
Compared with Mr. Rainey’s achieve-
ments, Colonel Roosevelt's hunting ex-
periences are those of a tyro.

Toulon, France, Feb. 29.—Potfirio
Diaz, who is watching the revolt in
Mexico with much interest, findg keen
satisfaction in his bellef that Fran-
cisco I. Madero, who succeeded him
a8 president, and who drove him from
power and “stole his hitherto uncon-
tested popularity, is now paying
dearly for hig thirst for power.”
The aged ex-president and his beau-
tiful wife are living in seclusion at
Cape Dial. Long walks in the sun-
shine ai the bracing air from the
Mediterranean seem to have restored
his health. When he received a re-
presentative of the United Press in
his home today, Diaz was in excel-
lent spirits and did not attempt to
conceal the matisfaction he derived
from President Madero’s troubles. He
stated, however, that his greatest de-
sire was that peace should be speed-
ily restored in Mexico,

According to Diaz, the followers of
Madero believed when they made him
president that the haciendas would be
partitioned among them and they
would soon enjoy an era of great
prosperity. When they found Madero
would not do this, they became dis-
gruntled and the present revolution
resulted, If Madero attempted a dic-
tatorship, Diaz sald, both the army
and the people would forsake him.
“However,” sald Diaz, “my peculiar
position probably prevents me from
forming a consequent opinion. My
dearest wish is that peace will be
prompfly restored, 1 have no desire
to'take & hand In Mexico’s affairs.
My reason for quitting the presiden
cy when 1 had every . facility for
crushing my enemies, was my desire
for peace and my unwillingness to.
oppose the national will.

“l am-living contentedly here with

“planned before you begin, None of us
like darns and patches on our under-
clothes, yet those are the garments that
wear out first, and unless mended care-
fully have to be discarded long before
it is really necessary if a little thought
is exercised in the mending.

In the first place, keep all scraps of
lace and insertion that may be left from
the making of summer clothing, and
when a worn spot or a tear appears in a
dainty undergarment use the lace or in-
sertion instead of a plain patch or new
and perhaps heavier material. A che-
mise, for example, will tear out under
the arms in long slits where the material
has been rotted with perspiration. When
‘mending, Insert a pIEIR patch of the same
material of which the garment is made
and around it one row of lace insertion,
cutting away the material under the
lace, so that it will look like a pretty
mode of trimming Instead of a patch. Of
course this must be done on both sides.

‘When the lace insertion on your lin-
gerie has been torn out in the washing,
the best way to mend it {4 to stitch new
lace, of the same design if possible, over
the old and cut away the worn portion
as you would under a new garment.

Beading can be replaced in the same
manner, while & new lace edge can al-
ways be whipped on with very little
trouble.

The embroldery on long white petti-
coats can be repaired when it has been
worn out by constantly catching in the
heels of your #slippers by cutting away
the torn part and inserting a plece of
narrow v that tches or
nearly matches the old in pattern.

1f it 1s mecessary to make over or re-
pair a corset cover or nightgown where
the beading is ripped out, stitch & row
of narrow linen tape over the worn
beading and run the ribbon under that.

Nightrobe for Baby

IT I8 essential that infants and small

children should be well protected at

night, as they are very apt to kick
the bed covering off, sometimes with
serious results in the way of croup and
colds,

Therefore, it is best to provide your
young children with long nightrobes
made of flannelette or soft, thin flannel
that completely cover their little feet.

Make the robe, or gown, perfectly
plain, and have it button im front,

The back width is cut about six inches
longer than the front and finlshed with
& deep hem in which buttonholes are
worked. Jinish the front breadth with

a hem, and sew on flat buttons; then,
when baby goes to sleep, button the
gown over at the botiom, 80 he cknnot
possibly uncover his little limbs.

+Lhe sleeves of the gown are made
plain and long enough to cover the
hands.

Above the hands a little casing is
piaced and a drawsiring or ribbon
#erves to close the sleeve like the top
of a bag, thus keeping little hands snug
end warm.

If you do not wish to cover the hands,
the drawstring can be placed about the
Wwrist and drawn up so it will keep the
&mall arms from sudden chill.

Unusual Machine Work

_HEHSTI‘[‘CHI.\'G can be very neat-

ly done on the sewing mathine

in this way: Draw the number
©f threads desired and baste the edge of
the hem in the center of the drawn
threads. Lengthen the stitch on the
muchine and stitch on the very edge of
the hem. ' Pull the bastings out and pull
the edge of the hem to the bottom. of
the drawn threads. Flemstitching done
this way can scarcely be distinguished
from that .done by hand.

Another way to hemstitch when you

wish to join two pieces of matetidl is
to fold several thicknesses. of blotting
paper together and lay one plece of
material on one side and one piece on
the other, with the folds of paper be-
tween. Keeping the edges perfectly
even, stitch through the material and
Ppaper, having a very long stitch on the
machine, ‘When the seam is sewed, pull
out the paper, crease back the edges of
the seam and stitch again on both
edges, baving the long threads of the

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former stitching pulled apart the full
width, This, too, makes a very neat line
of hemstitching.

The sewing machine can be employed
in mending torn lace, Draw the edges
of the tear together and baste it on a
plece of thin paper.

Then stitch back and forth as many
times as it {8 necessary and, when fin-
ished, carefully tear off the paper.

Lace mended this way will be much
neater and more durable than when
darned by hand.

New Centerpieces

HERE are so many places in the
T home where an embroidered cen-

terpiece can be used that {t be-
hooves every housekeeper to provide
herself with a variety of thése neces-
sary pleces of linen.

In no way, perhaps, is the individual-
ity of the homemaker more strongly ex-
pressed than in the decorative center-
pleces used in her dining and living
rooms.

French and eyelet embroideries on plain
white linen are considered the best
taste for the dining-room table and
sideboard: but during the time between
meals a colored linen centerpiece on the
polished dining table is permissible.

In the library, living room and sleep-
ing rooms there is always found a place
for these, and for general purposes
there is nothing quite so satlsfactory as
ecru or gray linen embroidered in colors.

A new and very beautiful idea in the
making of these large centerpleces is to
underlay them with a contrasting color
of lien, cutting away part of the de-
slgn on the centerpiece to reveal the
bright color underneath. For example,
& wild rose centerpiece, stamped in a
rather conventional design on gray
Hnen, has the five petals of the roses
underlaid with pink linen and the leaves
with green linen. The work is not diffi-
cult and is extremely effective. The un-
derlying linen is basted on, directly un-
der the portions of the stamped pattern

* which are to show the color.

The edge of the pattern is then em-
broldered with silk or mercerized cot-
ton, eatching each stitch through the
colored Mnen undernsath and making
the stitches very close together, But-

If the pattern is large, roquiring a
good-sized underlay, it s best to out
away the top linen before the embroid-
ery is done, turn in the edges and care-
fully baste to the linen underneath.
Ecru llnen, stamped with a peacock
feather design, has blue, green and yel-
low lnen revealed In the cut-out de-
slgn, and these are enibroldered with
varied colors representing the shades
found in the natural feathers. -

Any design can be treated in this
manner with surprisingly good results.

The edge of such a centerpiece can be
scalloped and buttonholed or finished
with a border of heavy Unen lace.
Either way Is quite satiafactory,

* For the Traveler

CONVENIENT trunk cover for

those contemplating a journey, or

for the woman who is forced to
live In & hotel, is made of strong cre-
tonne or denim. Cut it to exactly fit the
trunk, having the top one inch larger
than the trunk’s lid all the way around,
and the ends and sides cut long enough
to allow a two-inch hem around the
bottom. Through this hem run a strong
tape that will act as a drawstring, mak-
ing a bag of the trumk cover, so that in
case of fire you can empty the con-
tents of the trunk into the improvised
bag and throw it out of the window or
carry it down stalms.
