Washington, May 7.—The two 
chief reports from Mexico an­
nounced the killing of twq British 
subjects and one American at 
Guadalajara and the continued 
heavy fighting at Mazatlan, on the 
western coast, where a rebel bi­
plane executed a spectacular ex­
ploit in dropping a bomb which 
killed four persona and Injured 
eight in the streets of the besieg­
ed city. The state department was 
informed by Consul Hamm at Dur­
ango that the movement of the 
Constitutionalist forces had now 
begun southward against Saltillo 
and Zacatecas.
In the senate Senator Chamberlain, 

chairman of the committee ou mili­
tary affairs, introduced a resolution 
authorizing the president to increase 
the regular army above tho present 
statutory limitation of 100,000 men “In 
time of war or when war is imminent 
or on other occasions of grave nation­
al emergency requiring the use of the 
regular army.’’

Rome, May 7.—The greater part of 
today’s session of the International 
Council of Women was taken up with 
the meetings of standing committees.

The America delegation, headed by 
Mrs. F. W. Barrett of Washington, 
passed a resolution endorsing the ut­
terances of President Wilson In his 
speech at Mobile last October, in 
which he asserted that “the United 
States never again will seek to obtain 
one additional foot of territory by 
conquest."

It was decided to urge Congress and 
the women of the United States to sup­
port President Wilson in this attitude.

Col. Hughes pointed out that the j

in "peace" at any price. The coun­
try must either pay for preparations 
for victory or later on an indemnity 
for defeat. Just as eternal vigilance 
is the price of liberty he declared so 
1b eternal preparations the price of 
peace. The minister declared that in 
case of war the farmers and the peo­
ple generally would lose more than 
it would cost to prepare for war. The 
idea that the raising of a militia force 
was breeding militarism, was a falacjr. 
Some times wars were started by 
clerical fanaticism, sometimes by le­
gal controversy, sometimes by news­
papers, but never by the soldiers.

Col. Hughes declared that even were 
eternal peace the rule he would still 
stand by his cadet system, his ar­
mories and his military training. In 
the past year 44,600 cadets ranging 
in age from sixteen and upwards have 
been equipped and trained, whilst 12,- 
000 school teachers are now able to 
give the children military instruc­
tions. Since he assumed office 17,000 
certificates had been Issued to officers 
and teachers. There had been much 
criticism of the construction of drill 
halls. Nevertheless the demand foi 
halls was on the Increase, the requests 
coming In many cases from farming 
constituencies. The department at the 
present time has before it applications 
for 1,000 drill halls only 25 of which 
can be built this year. The minister 
added a moment later in replying to 
some questions as to the use of drill 
halls "If I could get the money I would 
erect thorn all right away." He said 
that he had allowed drill halls to be 
used for polttcal purposes by either 
party.

The amount spent in drill halls since 
the Conservatives came Into power 
was $2,360,000. Fifty drill halls had 
been constructed. The cost had been 
criticised, but he would draw atten­
tion to the fact that tho cost of every 
mile of the N. T. R„ would have been 
enough to pay for ten drill halls and 
the total cost of the railway would 
have placed one every 170 yards 
across the continent

Col. Hughes commended the mili­
tary training work that was being un­
dertaken at Canadian universities at 
Dalhouste, McGill, LaVal, Queens and 
elsewhere.

Turning to the appointment of hon­
orary colonels he pointed out that his 
predecessor In office. Sir Frederick 
Borden, had appointe^ 104 honorary 
colonels without previous rank and 70 
with previous rank, a total of 174. He 
himself had appointed 45 without pre­
vious rank and forty with previous 
rank, a total of 85.

Col. Hughes said that when lie took 
office the equipment and stores of the 
department were exhausted and had 
to be replenished. Many things had 
since contributed to the cost of run­
ning the department Including the in­
creased pay for horsqs and men, and 
development of the cadet movement, 
the payment of Fenian raid grants, but 
nevertheless the department was re­
sponsible for spending only four and a 
half per cent, of the revenue.

The minister dealt at length with 
the cost of sending officers to England 
for training. He quoted figures to es­
tablish that between 1907 and 1911 
the annual expenditure for this 'item 
had been $32.899.

Telegraph was as follows;

Ignorant; He Cannot Read.
Francisco Villa was born at Las 

Nieves in the State of Durango about 
the year 1868. He is wholly uneducat­
ed, being unable to read and barely 
able to sign his name. About the year 
1882, when only fourteen years of age, 
lie was sentenced to a term of impri­
sonment for cattle stealing. On his 
discharge he settled in the mining 
vamp of Guanacevi, where a few 
months later he underwent another 
sentence of imprisonment for homi­
cide. When he came out of prison for 
the second time he organized a band 
of robbers, which had tlielr headquar­
ters in the mountainous region of 
"Perico" in the State of Durango, and 
were the terror of all thatd istrlct.

In the year 1907 he was in partner­
ship with one Francisco Reza, steal­
ing cattle in Chihuahua and selling 
them in the United States, and then 
stealing mules and horses in the Unit­
ed States and selling them in Chi­
huahua. In consequence of some dis­
agreement he shot and killed Reza in 
broad daylight, while sitting in the 
plaza in the city of chihuahua. Dur­
ing the early part of November, 1910, 
lie attacked the factory of a Mr. Soto, 
in Allende. State of Chihuahua, and 
killed the owner. By threatening the 
latter’s daughter he forced her to show 
w here she had hidden a sum of $11,000 
which he stole and used for arming a 
considerable force.

He then joined Madero s revolution, 
•uniting his band with Urbina's col­

in January. 1911. he was at 
Casas Grandes, Chihuahua, where he 
killed Carlos Alatorre and Luis Ortiz 
for refusing to pay him the money he 
demanded for their ransom. At Bato- 
pilas. State of Chihuahua, in Feb­
ruary of the same year he tortured a 
lady named Senora Maria de la Lux 
Gomez until he made her pay him 
$30.000. She died from the effects of 
the barbarous treatment she received.

Outrages at Juarez
When Ciudad Juarez was taken 

ffirom ’.he Fédérais in May, 1911, he 
killed Senor Ignacio Gomez Oyola. a 
man of over sixty years of age. under 
the following circumstances: Having 
sent for him. Villa asked whether he 
had any arms In his house., and on 
saying he had not, Villa, "who was 
seated on a table." drew hte revolver 
and shot him dead. After rifling the 
corpse of money and valuables It was 
thrown into the street.

After the triumph of the revolution, 
Villa, in November, 1911, obtained a 
monoply from the then governor of 
Chihuahua for the sale of meat in 
the city of Chihuahua, which he pro­
cured by stealing cattle from neigh­
boring farms. Suspecting one of his 
subordinate 
stealing on 
him one night in the latter part of 
November in the Calle de la Libertad.

In the early part of May, 1913, Villa, 
with seventy-five men, assaulted a 
train at Baeza. State of Chihuahua, 
that was carrying bars of gold and sil­
ver valued at 100,000 pesos, killing the 

several passengers, Includ­
ing Messrs. Caravantes and a Senor 
Isaac Herrero of Ciudad, Guerrero.

Later in the same month he entered 
the town of San Andres, Chihuahua, 
and assaulted the house of Senor Sa­
bas Murga, a hasendado, who, with 
his two sons, tried to defend themsel­

ves. Two of his nephews were killed, 
but the Murgas got away. Villa then 
got hold of two sons-ln-law of Murga 
who had not taken any part In the 
fight, and after torturing them to say 
where their fatheMn-law had hidden 
his money, he had them killed.

band took the town of St. Rosalia, 
Chihuahua, shooting all prisoners and 
treating the principal officers with 
terrible cruelty. Colonel Puebleslta 
was shot and his body dragged along 
the streets of the town. The commet 
clal houses of Messrs. Visconti, Sarlia. 
Cia Harinera, Sordo y Blanco (Span­
iards) and many others were totally 
sacked. Many private persons were 
murdered, one of th« worst cases be­
ing that of a Spaniard, Senor Mon- 
tilla, cashier of the house of Sordo y 
Blanco, who was shoe over the head 
of his wife, who tried to defend him. 
Villa personally kicked her in the face 
as she lay on the dead body of her hus­
band. He also himself killed a Senor 
Ramos, secretary of the Çourt of First 
Instance.

He arrested more than twenty of the 
principal people of Sta. Rosalia tortur­
ing them and taking them out to be 
shot, until he obtained from them 70,- 
000 pesos, which were collected by 
several people In order to save their 
lives. One of these was a lady. Senora 
Maria B. Coviero. who was herself 
also tortured until the sum Villa want­
ed was forthcoming.

In July, 1913, Villa took Casas Gran­
des, Chihuahua, and shot more than 
eighty non-combatants, violating sev­
eral young girls, amongst them being 
two young ladies named Castillo.

He also attacked and took the town 
of San Andres, which was held by the 
Fédérais, in September. 1913, shooting 
many peaceaible residents and more 
than 150 prisoners, many of these be­
ing women and children. In shooting 
these people, in order to economize 
cartridges, he placed one behind the 
other up to five at one time, very few 
of them being killed outright The 
bodies of the dead and wounded were 
then soaked with petroleum and 
thrown into bonfires prepared for the 
purpose. The prisoners were forced 
themselves to make the bonfires and 
cover with petroleum the rest of the 
victims.

Kills Old Man with Own Hand.
After this he went to the small town 

of Carrelas, where he took prisoner 
an old man of more than seventy years 
of age, named Jose Dolores Moreno, 
demanding from him a ransom of 
$200. As he could not pay Villa killed 
him with his own hand.

On September 29, 1913, Villa, hav­
ing overpowered a force of over 500 
Fédérais commanded by General Al- 
virez at Aviles, fifteen kilometres from 
Torreon. had every prisoner shot.

Toward the end of November he 
took the city of Juarez by surprise. 
Nearly all the Federal officers who 
were taken there were shot, as well 
as some sixty non-combatants, most of 
them inferior employes and servants. 
The higher employes had managed to 
escape across the river to the Ameri­
can city of El Paso, Texas.

On December 8, 1913, Villa took pos­
session of the town of Chihuahua, 
which had been abandoned by the 
Fédérais since November 28, seizing 
all the commercial houses of Span­
iards and Mexicans down to the smal­
lest bars and drug stores besides some 
owned by other foreigners.

Moreover, Villa expelled all the 
Spaniards, obliging more than 500 
Spanish families to leave within three 
days. Only two Spaniards disobeyed 
this order—namely, two brothers, Mar­
tinez, owners of a small eating house. 
Villa thereupon ordered them to be 
beaten to death.

Children Held for Ransom.
Senor» Pedro Olivares, an old and 

very Infirm man. whose shop, under 
the name of Jose Ma Sanchez. Suc­
cessor, had been already plundered, 
is being held until he pays $50,000 ran­
som. He has already paid $10,000 for 
two of his children, these also having 
been held for ransom. Villa also took 
prisoners two children of fourteen 
years of age.

THE C. N. R. AGREEMENT.

IllDUST ABSORBING

Wall Brushes
Of course it was not to be expected 

that Liberal newspapers would sup­
port or endorse the agreement which 
the Borden Government Is making 
with the Canadian Northern Railway. 
t>ut the fact that they do not agree 
with the wisdom of the step does not 
supply a reason why the action and 
purpose of the Government should be 
misrepresented. Two things must be 
apparent to all who have followed the 
negotiations. The first is that the Gov­
ernment was forced to add the Cana­
dian Northern, not through any par­
ticular fondness for Messrs. Mac­
kenzie and Mann but because the ef­
fect upon the country, if the railway 
had been allowed to go into bank­
ruptcy, or could not have been com­
pleted, would have been serious. The 
second factor it the case is that the 
Government has the best security for 
the assistance it will give.

In considering Canadian Northern 
matters it must be remembered that, 
with the exception of New Brunswick 
end Prince Edward Island, every pro 
•\ince in the Canadian Confederacy 
lias guaranteed securities issued by 
the C. N. R-, and its affiliated com­
panies. The provinces are responsi­
ble for the payment of principal and 
Interest upon these securities and if 
the road should fail of completion 
and, consequently, default on its obli­
gations, the burden to be borne by 
the provinces would be very heavy.

The completion of the C. N. R., as 
a transcontinental system is absolute­
ly in the interests of the Canada of 
the future. If the Government had 
taken it over it would have to be com­
pleted just the same and it is reason­
able to believe that Messrs. Mackenzie 
and Mann can probably complete it 
better and more cheaply than could 
any group of contractors who could 
be secured to take their places. By the 
present agreement under which the 
Government will guarantee a C. N. R. 
bond issue the services of Messrs. 
Mackenzie and Mann are secured for 
the completion of the read and in the 
event of a default the Government can 
take over the whole undertaking.

In addition to this the Government 
lias at once ownership of $40,000,000 
of common stock of the C. N. R., and 
ultimately will have control of $50,- 
1)00,000 additional capital which Mac­
kenzie and Mann will have to raise 
independent of any Government guar­
antee.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA 

“If an Indian lurked behind every 
tree, still we would go!” It was with 
this declaration that De Maisonneuve 
and his little band of forty men and 
four women set out from Quebec 272 
years ago today. May 8, 1862, for the 
site of Montreal, where they landed 
ten days later and laid the founda­
tion of Ville Marie, which, after many 
vicissitudes and hardships and trage­
dies, was destined to become the 
metropolitan city of a great Dominion.
Le Royer de la Dauversiere and Jean 
Jacques Oiler share with the brave 
and courageous De Maissonneive the 
honor of having been the foundérs 

The Sieur De Maisson- 
neuve had been sent from France by 
a religious society to establish the 
settlement of Ville Marie, and reach­
ed Quebec late in 1641. It was impos- 
sible to proceed until the coming or 
spring, and then the Governor urged 
De Maissonneuve to remain in Quebec 
pointing out the dangers to which the 
little party would be exposed from the 
hostile Iroquois. De Maissonneuve 
replied to these arguments with the 
historic answer quoted above, and the 
little party set out in a fleet com­
posed of two small sailing craft and 
two row boats. They were accom­
panied by Governor Montmagny, who 
foormally turned over the Island to 
the settlers. The site of Montreal 
had been suggested as a good one for 
a town by Champlain, but he died Be­
fore he could put a plan for making 
a settlement into effect. The two de­
cades which followed the foundation , 
of Montreal was a period of constant i 
watching and vigilance. Montreal 
wa surrounded by a cruel and relent­
less foe which was utterly devoid of 
mercy, and the river was filled with 
their canoes. On one occasion, in 
1660. only the devoted heroism of 
Daulac des Ormeoux * joutom 
French nobleman, saved Ville Marie 
from utter extinction by the savage 
Iroquois.

A CHANGED VIEW.

It is peculiar how a man’s opinions 
sometimes change with the times. A 
year or so ago Mr. H. F. Gadsby, a 
staff correspondent of the Grit Toronto 
Star, was in London writing a series 
of letters on British politics. Mr. 
Gadsby is and has been a Liberal and 
in his correspondence from London 
he delved deep into the vocabularies of 
ridicule and contempt to describe the 
Ulster opponents of Home Rule. He 
pictured Sir Edward Carson as a 
fakir brandishing a wooden sword and 
leading a stage army provided with 
dummy guns. The whole thing he 
characterized as a carefully staged 
piece of bluff Intended to prejudice 
opinion against the Home Rule policy 
of the British Liberal government.

Today, the same Mr. Gadsby is once 
more in Britain, but those who peruse 
his letters will notice that his opin­
ions have changed. No longer does he 
jeer and sneer at Carson and the 
Ulstermen. He is, of course, bitterly 
prejudiced against them, but he is 
also thoroughly alive to the serious­
ness of the situation, and he has come 
to realize that whatever may be said 
of the wisdom of the Ulster operations 
the men who are lined up against 
Home Rule are terribly in earnest and 
a formidable body to reckon with.

Boon to Stamp Dealers

The advent of the new Albanian 
principality has been a great boon to 
stamp dealers and stamp collectors. 
The temporary occupation of San Gi­
ovanni di Medua by the Montenegrins 
and the similar occupation of Durazze 
by the Servians gave the philatelists 
their first opportunity. Then appear­
ed the first Albanian stamps proper, 
In the shape of the old Turkish stamps 
surcharged with the Albanian double 
headed eagle. Though not many of 
these were Issued they gave rise to 
considerable speculation, and as much 
as ten dollars was paid for a single 
piece. In the hope that the price will 
rise still further many possessors are 
keeping) back their stock.

Since then Albania has had her own 
special stamps made. They are of six 
different denominations expressed in 
centimes, called in Albanian qints. 
They bear a portrait of the national 
hero, Scanderbeg, but the Austrain 
printer of the stamps altered it to 
Scanderberg, obviously not knowing 
that the word “beg" is the Albanian 
title of nobility, and took it for a Ger­
man name with the common termin­
ation "berg," a mountain. On the day 
Prince William arrived these stamps 
were sold with the special imprint. 7 
Mars—1476 Brofie Mbreti 1914," which 
means-March 1478

Mbreti” ( Emperor or Prince) 1914.

The stamps were quickly sold out 
and re-sold at three or four times 
their face value.

(3) It leads other women, of more 
perfect balance, who demand the right 
to be both normal women as well as 
intelligent, to (a) wilfully and “dis­
honestly" concealing the fact of their 
marriage from their employers; or (b) 
living In union with a man without the 
legal ties of marriage.

Recent events south of the Rla 
Grande lend renewed interest to the 
adventurous career of William Walk­
er, the famous and notorious filibus­
ter and soldier of fortune whose am­
bition it was to overthrow the govern­
ments of Mexico and Central Ameri­
ca. This picturesque character, whose 
life was more replete with adventure 
than that of any swashbuckling hero 
of ‘red-blooded" romance, was born 
in Nashville. Tenn., ninety years ago 
today. May 8, 1824. In his boyhood he 
was afflicted with wanderlust and an 
insatiable thirst for excitement, and, 
he early became a "rolling stone.” He 
received an excellent education, study­
ing law in his native city and acquir­
ing a legal knowledge that might have 
enabled him to win fame and fortune 
at the bar. He had no sooner complet­
ed the law course, however, than he 
determined to become a physician, 
and took up the study of medicine at 
the famous university of Heidelberg. 
Germany. Upon returning to Ameri­
ca he soon turned to journalism. Next 
he joined in the rush of adventurious 
spirits to the gold fields of California, 
abandoning an editorial position on a 
New Orleans newspaper to indulge his 
desire for change and new experien­
ces. After a brief career as a pros­
pector lie returned to journalism as 
editor of the San Francisco Herald, 
and later settled as a lawyer in Marys­
ville. Cal.

The practice of the prosy profession 
of law could not long satisfy Walker's 
adventurous spirit, however, and lie 
soon began considering various pro­
jects which had in them the spice of 
danger which he craved. In 1853 he 
conceived the plan of a conquest of 
Mexico. Five years before, after the 
conclusion of the Mexican war, the 
United States had made a treaty with 
its neighboring republic whereby the 
Stars and Stripes were hoisted above 
a vast stretch of country extending 
from the Rocky Mountains and Texas 
to the Pacific Coast, and including 
Arizona, New Mexico, Utah, Nevada, 
California and a part of Colorado. It 
was the opinion of Walker—shared by 
many Californians of that day—that 
the United Sites should have annex­
ed the whole of Mexico and Central 
America, Instead of a mere tract of 
700,000 square miles, and he set out 
to remedy this mistake At the head 
of an army of 170 men he set out to 
effect the conquest of the Mexican 
State of Sonora, which he proposed 
to use as a base of operations egainst 
the remainder of the country. The 
scheme was a dismal failure, and 
Walker then decided to annex Central 
America first and the Mexican repub­
lic later.

Nicaragua was chosen as the scene 
of operations. That country was en­
joying a revolution, and the "democra­
tic"’ chief Castellon, who was mak- 
ing war on the president, Chamorro, 
invfted Walker to come to his assis­
tance, promising him a large ’grant of 
land if the rebellion 
In 1855 Walker landed at Realejo with 
sixty-eight men, raised a native force, 
captured Granada, the capital, and 
made himself president. His rule was 
ferocious and arbitrary, and, although 
his government was recognized by 
President Pierce, the filibuster soon 
had to flee the country and seek refuge 
on a United States vessel, although 
lie burned the capital city before leav­
ing. Later he returned to Nicaragua, 
but soon turned his attention to Hon­
duras, where he took the fort at Trux- 
iilo, proclaiming that he made war 
on the government, not the people, 
of Honduras. He was captured by a 
British war ship, turned over to the 
Honduras government. In September, 
1860, his career came to its logical 
conclusion when he faced a firing- 
squad of barefooted soldiers, and, with 
his back to an adobe wall, shouted 
with his last breath a defiance to the 
"gregsers.”

THIRD OFFICER DEAD.
RiceBoston Advertiser: The Allan Line 

steamer Xumidian came in from 
Glasgow on Tuesday with her flag at 
half-mast for her third officer, Alex- 
land, who died at sea, April 26. Officer 
Duncan complained of not feeling well 
while on duty on the navigating 
bridge, and went below to his room 
to rest. Some time later one of the 
stewards tried to arouse him and 
found him lying dead in his bunk.

With four of the best. American 
amateur golfers abroad at the present 
time it seems almost a pity that the 
United States Golf Association 
taken some action that would result 
in a team test between the United 
States and Great Britain. According 
to Robert C. Watson, the governing 
body in this country, of which he Is 
president, is not likely to take action 
that will result in an official 
this kind, but, as he points out. this 
does not prevent the players now on 
the other side from taking part in as 
many hum matches as they care to.

Smith 
fought most of his early professional 
battles lh California, but he made no 
great Impression on the fans of the 
Pacific coast, and most of them were 
greatly surprised when Gunboat went 
East and fairly swept the decks of his 
adversaries.

vrGunboat Smith, the generally ac­
knowledged champion of the pallid 
hopes was born twenty-six years ago 
today, May 8, 1886. According to 
some pugilistic authorities, Smith ar­
rived in the world at Philadelphia, but 
a semi-official biography issued by his 
manager takes the honor away from 
the Quaker City and awards It to Mil- 
aca township, Minn. Leaving that in­
teresting event, shrouded In mystery, 
It Is certain that Mr. Smith was rear­
ed in the Minnesota community. His 
original name was Edward Eckblad, 
and he Is of Swedish descent. As a 
boy he whipped all the youngsters of 
the countryside. The fruits of victory 
•oon palled on his taste and he joined 
Uncle Sam’s n&vy In search of excite­
ment. He found a lot of tars who 
were right handy with their fists and 
he took some sound drubbings before 
he mastered the manly art to an ex­
tent that enabled him to become the 
naval champion.
