"Baltic Sea: On Tuesday evening 
a Zeppelin dropped fifteen bombs at 
the mouth of the Gulf of Finland andi 
on the outskirts of the town of Abo, 
in the Aland Islands, without damag­
ing the ships or shore. Shelled by; 
our batteries the Zeppelin disappear­
ed- southward.

"The same day eight enemy water- 
planes attacked our water-plane sta­
tion, dropping 100 bombs. Two of 
our water-planes engaged the enemy, 
hitting one machine, which caught 
fire.”

Petrograd, via London, July 37.— 
Russian troops covered a hundred 
miles In their advance on Erzingan 
within a week. The capture of that 
city means the virtual completion of 
the Russian occupation of Turkish 
Armenia, and gives Russia the bene­
fit of the extremely fertile valley and 
opens an easy means of communica­
tion to Trebizond, for the western and 
southern Caucasus armies.

It is estimated that the Turks had 
between 25 and 30 divisions between 
the Black Sea and Mush—approxi­
mately 350,000 men. Three months 
ago the Turks undertook a compre­
hensive campaign, Intended to recap­
ture Erzerum, and incidentally to 
draw troops from the Russian Euro­
pean theatre. General Eudenlch, the 
Russian commander in the Caucasus, 
succeeded, however, In holding the 
Turks in the Erzerum district while 
delivering an effective blow at them 
in the Mush district. In order to coun­
ter this flanking from the south, and 
a similar effort from the north, the 
Russians were obliged temporarily to 
abandon Mamakhatun. fifty miles west 
of Erzerum. The Russians now have 
captured Trebizond, Baiburt and Gutn­

The 
vessel was bound' from Skelleftea, 
Sweden, for La Pallice, France, with 
a cargo of wood pulp.

London, July 27—The Wilson Line 
steamer Eskimo, 3,326 tons, has been 
captured- by a German auxiliary crui­
ser, according to Reuter's Chrlstlan- 
sand correspondent

“The seizure," says the correspon­
dent "occurred in Norwegian terri­
torial waters, according to the crew 
of a Norwegian guardeftilp, while the 
Germans claim that the vessel was 
five miles from land."

Progress Near Eetrees.
Paris, July 27—The official com­

munication. issued today by the war 
office, says:

To- “South of the Somme the French 
made progress east at Estrees, there 
was a lively fusilade on the outskirts 
of Soyecourt.

"North of the Aisne a German attack 
on the salient northwest of the Butte 
Wood, near VlUetuibois was stopped 
by our machine gun fire.

"In Champagne, about ten p .m. 
(Wednesday), the Germans made a 
strong attack on a front of 1,200 
metres west of Prosnes, and got into a 
few of our front trenches. They were 
Immediately expelled by a counter-at­
tack, however.

"The artillery combat was renewed 
during the night on the Verdun front 
at Hill 304 and on the Fluery sector. 
The French made progress by grenade 
fighting west of the Thlaumont work."

Austrian Statement
London, July 27.—An Austrian offi­

cial communication, as received by 
Reuter's Telegram Company, says:

“Repeated severe enemy attacks 
yesterday afternoon between Radziv 
toff and the Styr collapsed.

Turks’ Defense Completely Broken.
Colonel Shumsky, military critic of 

the Bourse Gazette, In an article on 
the victory of the Russians at Erzin­
gan says:

"This defeat of the best troops of 
the Ottoman Empire has quite broken 
the Turkish defense. No further seri­
ous offensive can be expected, since 
only parts of divisions from the Con­
stantinople, Thracean and Egyptian 
armies can be spared to patch up these 
broken units."

Discussing the energetic prepara­
tions of the Russians for the continu­
ance of the war, "General Chouvaleff, 
minister of war, in an interview with 
the Russky Siovo says:

"It is necessary to dispel the illu­
sion that the war can end. In the 
autumn. The breaking down of the 
enemy’s forces has already begun—a 
fact as well known to the Germans as 
to the Entente Allies—but Germany’s 
technique is so high that in spite of 
her economic weakening and the low­
ered morale of her troops, Germany 
still has the power to resist, and we 
must look forward to a further strug­
gle before the final victory.

"This explains the recent orders cal­
ling men, ordinarily exempt, to the 
colors.

Ottawa. OnL. July 27—An applica­

tion from the license holders of Hali­
fax for the disallowance of the Nova 
Beotia prohibition act was argued to­
day before the justice department. 
While no decision 1s expected imme­
diately it is not anticipated that the 
application will be granted. The case 
has occasioned a great deal of Inter­
est in view of similar legislation by 
other provinces.

Nova Scotia, before the prohibition 
act was passed, was "dry" with the 
exception of the city of Halifax, and 
although It was not a government 
measure but introduced by a member 
of the opposition It passed with only 
three dissentients, wlho represented 
Halifax. Licensee in Halifax were 
■Issued on Feb. 10 and1 $30,000 revenue 
was collected. Licensee were abol­
ished in June and no refund was 
made. The board of control of Hali­
fax favored returning the license 
money, but the council voted down 
the proposal. The Nova Scotia tem­
perance alliance also favored return­
ing the money, but took no action re­
garding this, as they considered it a 
matter between the city and the 
license holders.

The petitioners argued today that 
the law was an injustice, that the 
license holders have suffered a heavy 
pgrniilai. loss, that there had been 
no compensation allowed, that there 
bad been an interference with vested 
rights and that while the legislature 
had a right to abolish, it had no right 
to legalize the retention of the money.

The day of Serbia’s freedom came 
round, however. The slavery of the 
Turkish yoke was powerless to crush

For months the 
German people have endured a limit­
ed table and a falling income because 
at the same time they have been fed 
on reports of German victories and 
led to believe that in the end they 
would be abundantly repaid for any 
privations of the present. With the 
Kaiser's armies, daily giving ground 
the tales of German successes cannot 
continue and soon the civilian popu­
lation of Germany must learn the 
truth through the colunms of the 
newspapers they are permitted to 
read. Then they will change their 
opinions as to the outcome of the war 
and it is very doubtful if they will 
complacently put up with restrictions 
which, while there was a hope of 
winning, they regarded as necessary 
means to a glorious end.

Russia is now smashing her way 
through to Lemberg and with this 
the situation in the latter days of 
July It may well be that September 
or October may see the Russian arm­
ies beyond Warsaw and steadily ad­
vancing. The British and French are 
winning in their areas of conflict and 
it may not be too much to expect that 
before snow flies they will be clear­
ing their way through the supposedly 
impregnable German lines until the 
Rhine is in sight. Some of these 
days an allied army of 600,000 or 
more mem moving out from Saloniki 
may by Thanksgiving be nearing 
Sofia, while the Grand Duke with re­
inforced armies may be well on his 
way to Constantinople.

A refusal to pay $84, the amount 
assessed against them for patriotic 
purposes will cost the Atlantic Sugar 
Refineries the sum of $2,000 now and 
$1,000 per year In future for the sup 
port of the schools, which sum they 
are entitled to pay by the agreement 
entered into with the city, but they 
were not billed for last year or this. 
Commissioner McLellan brought up 
this matter at the committee meeting 
of the common council held yesterday 
at noon and pointed out that the 
Refineries people had refused to pay 
their patriotic tax, claiming that they 
were only entitled to pay $2,000 per 
year for ten years under the Durant 
agreement, but they had overlooked 
the fact that they were called upon 
to pay $1,000 per year toward the 
upkeep of the schools of the city, and 
the assessors had neglected to bill 
them for the two years. The Mayor 
pointed out that every citizen had the 
same excuse for not paying the patri­
otic tax as the Sugar Refineries, but 
the by-law gave the city the power 
to collect this special tax independent 
of the regular assessment. Steps will 
be taken to collect not only the $2,081 
but the $2,000 for school purposes.

Commissioner McLellan called at­
tention to the fact that the steamer 
Empress had no wireless apparatus 
on board, and they should have ac­
cording to the Dominion law. He 
suggested that the department of 
marine be notified.

Discussing the matter of the deficit 
in the Patriotic Fund, Commissioner 
McLellan suggested the calling of a 
special meeting of the county council 
and assessing for the purpose of mak­
ing good the necessary amount. The 
Mayor said St. John was willing to 
do Its share but there seemed to be a 
feeling that the provincial government 
should take care of the provincial 
deficit.

Commissioner Wigmore stated that 
he had been told that the provincial 
government would take care of the 
fund after January 1st next.

Commissioner McLellan called at­
tention to the practice of the C. P. R. 
In crediting to Montreal money col­
lected from the employes of the road 
here for patriotic purposes, and Com­
missioner Wigmore said that certain 
of the banks did the same thing. It 
was the opinion of the commissioners 
that St. John should get the credit 
for the money collected here.

Commissioner McLellan said that he 
would have to be shown the grades 
which the city engineer claimed to 
have established before he would be­
lieve him.

Commissioner Wigmore submitted 
a letter from Mr. Goldsmith approv­
ing the proposed work at the Dry 
Lake in answer to some criticism br 
Commissioner Fisher. After Hearing 
the letter Commissioner Fisher stated 
that he was willing to vote for the 
proposed work. Commissioner Wig- 
more said he did not value the opin­
ions of unnamed "noted men."

He also submitted a letter from Mr.
