Canadian Penny
Sent Pacyna To
, Auburn Prison

Was Killed Yesterday in An
Attempt to Escape from
Jail.

Buffalo, N, Y, Dee. 26—A Canadian
penny sent Clement Pacyna to Auburn
prison, where he was killed today In
an ettempt to escape when New York
Central passenger train No. 15 was
held up at the Clinton Street Y., on
Ootober 21, 1820, the big penny was
taken by the robbers from a passenger
who had carried it for years as a
pocket piece. When Pacyna wes ar-
rested two days later the penny was
found in his pocket and this fact re-
sulted in his conviction and sentence
of forty years.

Pacyna was first convicted of high-
way robbery in 1918 and was séntenc-
éd to Auburn for nineteen years, but
through the clemency of Governor
Smith he was released a few days be-
fore the hold-up which sent him back
to prison.

An official of one of the companies
doing the majority of outdoor adver-
tising in the city said he doubted whe-
ther any such restriction could ever
be brought to pass, and recalled the
unpopularity of the dimming of Broad-
way during a short period in the war,
when business people, theatregoers
and others pressingly urged a return
to normal conditions,

“The dimming of Broadway,” he
said, -“would mean the death knell of
business along that thoroughfare.”

Provisions Definite.

The bill, which {8 draftea alongithe
lines of the Anti-Trust Law, reads as
follows:

Section 1. ¥very 'bloc,” combina-
tion or agreement of senators or repre-
sentatives of the Comgress of the Unit-
od States, based upon particular pur-
suits or geographieal locations, for the
purpose of coutrolling, restraining, re-
gulating, hindering, delaying, defeat-
ing, or in any other manner affecting
legislation proposed or pending in the
Senate or House of Representatives of
the United States, is hereby declared
to be illegal. BEvery person, whether a
member of Congress or otherwise, who
shall engage in eny such ‘“bloc,” com-
bimation or agreement, shall be deeemd
guilty of a misdemeanor and, ea con-
wiction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine not exceeding $6,000.

BSection 3. The several circuit courts
of the United States are hereby invest-
ed with jurisdictiom to punish violators
of this act.

Section 3. ‘There shall not be inciud-
ed within the meaning and intent of
this act regularly convened caucuses of
the majority or minmority political par
ties of the House or Benate.

President Harding aroused the re-
sentment. of the members of the agri-
cultural bloc in addressing Congress
when he appealed for “party solidar-
ity” as against group legislation. Re-
cently J. W. Weeks, Secretary of War,
in a public address, condemned the
agricultural bloc for defeating the aims
of the Administration. Believing in the
Jjustice of their canse. the members of
the bloc are mow determined to stand
more unitedl than ever against execu-
tive interference with legislation. Ae-
cording to Wm. 8. Kenyon (R.), Sena-
tor from Iowa, recognized leader of the
Senate block, such taetics as are pro-
posed in the Ansorge bill are not likely
to persuade independent senators and
representatives to fall into line with
the Republican leaders at the erack of
the party whip.

Aim Is Indicated.
"The bill is oot intended to be & eri-

ticlsm of the bloc or group which con-
trolled much of the legfblation at the
special’ session,” explained Mr, An-

sorge. But to Mr. Kenyon it can have
no other reference bBut to that parti-
cular bloc which has proved a thorn
in the side of the Administration and
still threatens to prick when the occa-
sion arises.”

“That combinmation,” said Mr. An-
sorge, “was a natural evolution of prac-
ticés whicn have been tolerated for
maly years under Republican and De
mocratic administrations. The agri-
cultural bloc or group was probably
highly developed and more skilfully
managed than any other bloc in the

past,

“If we are to have an agricuitural
bloc, why not a manufacturers’ bloc, a
consumers’ bloc, numerous geo
graphical blecs ?

“Many of the delays and failures ot
other comgresses can be attributed to
the activity of blocs and combinations
which are mot working for the com
mon welfare, bat in the interests of
geographical sections or particular
groups. The attempt to sabstitute see-
tional government for party govern-
ment wil fail in the end if sufficient
public sentiment is ererted to break it
down.”

But, he added,
steps should be taken to avoid build-
ing up a hierarchy which would dic-
tate terms for nations to adopt. The
deliberations should follow the im-
plications of the word “conference,”
he said, and the subjects at issue
should come before the meetings at
the instance of public demand and
should be settled on the basis of this
demand.

Pride to His Record as a
Sleep Producer.

-Bill Brennan claims the world's
knockout record in the heavyweight
division, past and present,

John L. Sullivan scored some fifty
knockouts on Iris exhibition tour ot
the U.S8.A, in 1883, of untrained men,
wbo laid no claim to being fighters
anl went on to try and stay four
rounds and get the prize offered. In
actual combat from 1880 to 1892, the
year that Sullivan lost to James J.
Corbett, the Boston Strong Boy stop-
ped but twenty-one men.

Pitzsimmons in ten years, from 1894
to 1004, scored eleven knockouts, On
the other hand he was himself knock-
ed out five times, twice by Jeffries,
onge by Bill Lang, Jack O'Brien and
Jack Johnson, and during his entire
career scored but thirty-six knockouts
in gixty-three battles,

James J, Jeftries met with but one
knockout during his whole career in-
side the ropes,  Jack Johnson dropped
Jeft at Reno and. Jeft's eeconds jumpad
into the ring. From 1898 to 1910 Jet-
fribs knocked out twelve opponents
including all the great heavywelghts
of his day.

Jess Willard ‘scored dut ‘eighteen
knookouts from 1911 to 1917, including
the knockout over Jack Johmson at
Havana, wherp he won the world's
henvywelight erown, and this battle is
clonded with more than the susple
fon of a fake.

Tom Sharkey during his career
scored thirty-five knockouts and Gun-
bort Smith has to date thirtysix
knockouts, ocoming nearest to the
record rolled up by Brennan. Bren-
nar had boxed fiftyweven contests
and but sixteen men went the limit
He has scored forty-one knockouts in
fifty-seven fights,

Brennan began swinging punches
in 1914, and In the first year of his
Sareer he scored ten knoockouts, heat-
ing most of his rivals in leés than five
rounds. In 1915 Brennan . knocked
out six men. Brennan's-record, dat-
ing from Janumary 12, 1916, follows:
