On the surface it might appear as if
the question at issue was wholly as to
whether or not the present provincial
governmént should be sustainéd or dis-
placed. Although that strietly was the
question, there were other considerations
of perhaps greater importance involved.

He had endeavored the other eévening
at the York Theatrt to discuss the prés-
ent position of the Liberal party in Car-
ada. He had endeavored to place before
his hearers a short record of the achieve-
ments of that party. He had endeavored
then to draw the attention of the elec-
tors present to the enormous growth and
progress of the dominion, which, if not
entirely due to the success of the Lib-
eral policy, was at least contemporaneous
with the life of the Liberal government
at Ottawa.

Globe and Sun Arm in Arm.

That view had been criticized by op-
posing journals, notably the St. John Sun
and the St. John Globe, which papers dp-
peared to have linked arms for the first
time before the people of this city and,
while heretofore representing. . antagonis-
tic and diverse interests, were now manch-
ing side by side. (Hear, hear.)

These organs of public opinion had
found fault with any attempt to idemtify
provincial amd dominion politics. They
had asked why he did not rather confine
his remarks to a defence of the local
government. He did not think it would
be a diffieult task for anyone¢ who had
followed the course of provincial affairs
to defend the aotions of that government,
nor to satisfy any reasonsble man that
the affairs of the provinee had been con-
ducted in an upright and progressive
spirit. So far as he himself was don-
cerned, he had not discovered that the
gentlemen at the head of provincial af-
fairs had been guilty of -any wrongdoing,
or had made themselves liable in any way
to reproof at the hands of the electors.
Therefore he had not taken time to dis-
cuss such questions. He 'had preferred
then, as he preferred nmow, to point his
Learers to the very great progress and
prosperity which the country at large was
enjoying. (Cheers.) : £

He would have liked to have shared
with those before him the privilege which
he had enjoyed on several occasions with-
in the past six years of crossing the con-
tinent and seeing the astounding evi-
dénces of growth and expansion which
were to be met with on every hand
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throughout the dominion. This wae par-
ticularly true in the great Northwest,
which section of the.country seemed to
be striving with the vigor of a young
giant to attain in Some measure to the
greatness which was its  heritage.
(Cheers.)

Caniada’s Splendid Future,

_Whenever he faced a Canadian audience
heé felt that he could scarcely speak of
anything else than the splendid future
which lay before the country, and, best
of all, of the progress and wealth which
everywhere - abounded. This portion of
the country had reason to feel that it aiso
was enjoying a fair share of this growth.
{Cheers.) At all events, it ecould not be
said that the wave of prosperity had fail-
ed to reach St. John. Each time that he
came he recognized fresh evidences of de-
velopment, and unless his judgment was
absolutely at fault he believed that it
did not call for the exercise of a lofty
imagination to see what the future had
in store for this constituency.

So ‘far as he had assistéd in this de-
velopment; he wished to say that it was
not bécauge he was a répresentative of
the city, for it was trué these works had
been begun before that honot was con-
ferred upon him.

He referred to this, because he believed
it was a matter in which the laboring
people of St. John were deeply interest-
éd; and one fact would jserve to show
the nature of that interest. At the pres-
ent time ther¢ were no less than 300
people permanently employed in the ser-
viee of the Intercolomial here. (Cheers.)
He did not know exactly what was the
number six years ago; but he believed it
was less than half. Would anyone say
that the development of the port had
reachied its limit? That was utterly im-
possible. The acme had not been reached,
and he would tell them why. There was
an immense western country behind the
business of this port, and the people of
Canada had become convinced that their
prodacts should find an outlet through
Canadian ports. (Cheers.)

Important Matter for St. John.

This was a matter in which the people
of St. John and of Halifax were vitally
concerned. Great railway development
was in progréss. In illustrating this fact
the ‘minister referred to a conversation
which had taken place between nimself
and A local manufacturer some years ago,
in the course of which the latter had
spokén as though ‘he beleved -théere was
little prospect of any larger business for
anyone engaged in the production of ar-
ticles connected with railway equipment.
Hé had on.that occasion stated his
views as to what he believed would oc
cur in the near future in connection with
the opening up of the west and the ex-
tension of railways in that section of the
dominion. The minister had met that
gentleman during the day and was re-
minded of the conversation, and told that
his predictions had been fully verified.
(Cheers.) The productions of the west
wereg increasing at a rate which wér-
rantéd the belief that in the course of a
few years 200,000,000 bushels of grain
would be available for export, and that
half that quantity at least would find
an outlet through the ports of St. John,
Halifax and possibly Sydney-

Thiswould necessitate great-
ly increased facilities at this
port, and he felt safe in assur-
ing the people of the city that
the Government of the Domin-
ion would be sympathetically
disposed toward any calls
which they might make for as-
sistance in this regard. He, at
all events, was prepared to do
all in his power to further their
wishes. (Cheers.)

In looking at such a ‘matter it would
at once be seen to rise in importance
above the question as to whether Mr.
Tweedie or Mr. Hazen should be the
premier of this province; or whether the
four or five gentlemen mnow conducting

the government of New Brunsiwick should
continue in that capacity, or some others,
whose names were still unknown, should
succeed them. What was of; immensely
more concern to those before him was
the development of the port of St. John;
what could best be done 'to add to the
material prosperity of the constituency.

Just at this juncture he ven-
tured to say thatit was of very
much greater importance to
consider what should be the
attitude of the people of this
city toward the Liberal Gov-
ernment at Ottawa.

They were surely concerned in thé wel-
fare of the party which had contributed
to bring about these gloriofis resulis, and
he believed they would not be disposed
to do anything which would weaken or
impair the stremgth of that perty.
(Cheers.) If the Liberal ‘administration
at Ottawa had done well for the country,
then ‘it should be their desire to main-
tain that administration umtil it had for-
feited their confidence. The gtronger that
government was the better able it would
be to promote the interésts of the do-
minion, and the stfonger they made their
répresentative in that govermment the
surer they would be to reafize upon the
influence which théy gave him.

Would Have Effect on Libera| Party.

This was his reason for feeling a deep
interest in the pending prdvincial elec-
tions. He was desirous that the people
of St. John should continue their confi-
dence in the local government because of
the bearing and effect which' their defeat
would have at the present moment upon
the fortunes and strength of the Liberal
;:{:rty. This was why he appealed to

em.

Everybody knew thatthis was
a fight between Conservatives
on one sideand Liberals on the
other. (Cheérs.) There might
be afew who would break from
one side and go to the other;
but one or two swallows did
not make a summer. A few
Liberals, prominent though
they may have been inthe past
in the councils of the party,
had no authority to speak for
the party as a whole. (Cheers.)
Let each man go home and ask
himself in the quiet of his fire-
side what this fight meant.
Was it nota struggle'which the
Cor;servative party was waging
against the Libheral -party?
There was no doubt as to that;
and why? ‘Because Conserva-
tives knew that avictory in this
province would greatly impair
the strength of the Libsral
party. In this rega:d, if they
heeded the advice of at least
one newspaper, which had
heretofore professed to be
Liberal, they would be more
easily misled than he believed
them capable of being. The
fight was between Toryism
and Liberalism.

The insidious attempt which was being
made to weaken the strength of the Lib-
eral party in this province was very much
like the case of the man who neglected to
take' medical treatment for an attdck of
illneds. That neglect left him more ex-
posed to another attack. 8o it would be
with the Liberals of New Brunswick; -if
they allowed their party to be weakened
in the present provincial striggle “they
would find themselves less able 'to 'resist
an attack in a dominion fight. )

Why did opponents desire to
take provincial control out of
the hands of Liberals? The
answer ; was obvious: They

knew that success in that dir-
ection would pave the way for
the displacement of the party
at Ottawa.

As Mr. W. H. Thorne had eaid in his
interview with a Conservative newspaper
at Montreal, they would be striking down
the right atm of the minister of railways
in this province. (Hear, hear.) That was
the dbject, and if those who were asso-
ciated with the Liberal party allowed their
outposts to be taken and their organiza-
tion to be weakened, he hoped they would
be doing so with their eyes wide open
and prepared to take the conmsequences.
He confidently appealed to the electors
before him that on polling day they would
not allow themselves to be tricked imto
any such act of folly. (Cheers). The
minister continued:—

The Globe Dealt With.

There are onme or two things which I
think I ought to mention tonight, and
which I regret to refer to, but there is
no alternative. Some of those who have
hitherto been our friends are becoming
rather bitter in this contest. The St.
John Globe is becoming particularly so.
The Globe says it is ridiculous to call this
a party fight, and something which ap-
pearéd in the columns of that paper this
evening was marked by a spirit of acrim-
ofiy—a spirit which has characterized yery
much of what has emanated from that
journal since this campaign commenced,
and even previously. S

1, for one, am very unwilling it T could
help ‘it to allow the editor of the St.
John Globe, or the editor of any other
paper publisixed in New Brunswick, to bé-
come the dictator of the policy which the
Liberal party in this province or the do-
minion ought to take, There are many
reasons why I should decline to be guided
by the advice of the editor of the Globe.
I never éaw any evidences in that gentle-
man’s editorial work, at all events since
he cedsed to be a member of the opposi-
tion—ifi which fiedd I think he flourishes
more successfully than in any other—
which would justify me in accepting his
advice. Since the advent of the present
government at Ottawa in 1896, he has
beén a somewhat captious critic.

Senator Eilig' Position.

Now, I do not object to criticism. 1
think it eerves a useful purpose now and
then; hut there is a great deal of differ-
tnce between criticising the acts of a gov-
ernment and undertaking to say how the
leaders of the party, the men who have
the best means of judging as to what
courde of conduct should be taken, should
carry on an election campaign, and as to
what id right or wrong in that regard. 1
have no personal feeling against the sema-
for; but I think I am entitled to eay that
I have very grave doubt if his adviece
would be likely to lead to successful re-
sults if it should be accepted by any
political party; I care not how constituted.

I do not remember that the senator has
always been what might be called a fairly
good partisan. He has always had his
own peculiar ideas. I do not think he is
unwilling to enjoy any of the advantages
which are generally supposed to accrue to
newspapers supporting the government.
(Hear, hear). :

1 have not observed that he has been
unwilling to take the advantages coming
to men who have supported the govern-
ment of the day; but I know that if I
wanted advice as  to what was the most
judicious course for a party to takerfiot
an impropér or devious course—I should
never go to him for it. (Cheers).

Railway Train Crashes Into .Trolley
Car Laden With Little.Ones.

Newark, N.J., Feb. 19—A fast express
on the Lackawanna railroad cut through
a trolley car crowded with high school
children, at the Clifton avenue erossing
today. Eight were killed and a score or

more injured. The motorman of the car,
who stuck to his post, will die, and the

‘engineer of the express was so badly hurt

“that there is little hope of his recovery.

Both the express and the trolley were
on steep grades, going at right angles.
The express was signal’ed and the crossing
gates were lowered, while the trolley car
was yet half way down the hill. The
motorman shut off the power and applied
the brakes, but almost immediately the
car began to slip along the icy rail. It
gained tremendous momentum, and at the
bottom of the hill crashed through the
gate, directly in the track of the oncom-
ing train. The locomotive ploughed its
wsy through the troley, throwing the
children in every direction.

The accident happened within three
blocks of the high school building, and in
the car at the time were nearly 100 echol-
ars. As many as 30 others had managed
to throw themselves from the car before
the crash came.

One of the bodies, that of a girl, was
found a block beyond. It had been car-
ried there on the pilot of the engine.
Load after load of the injured were sent
away in patrol wagons and ambulances.
Within a short time there was not one
injured person near the écéné of the wreck
and the dead werezon their way to the
qriorgue. ; ;

When a few years ago the administra-
tion looked around to see how the prov-
ince could be benefited it was decided to
inaugurate a department of agriculture.

lars. (Cheers.) - :

The government should sure'y receive
credit for this. (Cheers.)

The government, recognizing that a dol-
lar saved is a dolar made, put into the
fiands of the people the way to
enable them to save the¢ir money, and
New Brunswick in consequence saved over
one-quarter of a million dollars yearly.

N. Marks Mille and John L. Carl-ton, K. C.
Fire the First Gun in the Campaign,

St. Stephen, Feb. 18—(Spetial)—A well-
attended meeting of the eupporters of the
government was held at the Armory,
Milltown, this evening and listcned to;the
first gun of the campaign, fired by
Marks Miils, ‘one of the government candi-
dates, and John' L., Carleton, K. C., of
St. John. .

B. H. Kerr, of Milltown, presided, and
in a neat - speech introduced the first
speaker as one of the members of the next
house of assembly, N. Marks Mills, who
waa received by well marked enthusiasm.

The speaker at once launched into the
now celebrated resolutions and how he
was indnced to attend the conference held
in the Windsor hotel and the acceptance
by those present, except one gentleman,
who refused to sign. Aiter the resolutions
were turned down by the conveation, the
leaders adjourhed and concluded, notwith-
standing the convention, or rank and file
of the party as they called it,- they would
not accept the voice of the convention,
but place two men on the coalition ticket.

The speaker said it was the highest
honor that he could receive—that of be-
longing to the rank and file of the party.
He believed the people of Charlotte,
through their delegations, should be the
parties to say who should be nominated
by either or any party. The other party
has mnot''as yet a ticket regularly organ-
ized, as they appear to be' at sixes: and
sevens. The ticket he had the honor of
being on was the only one recognized by
the representatives of the people as well
as the headquarters of the province, and
he believed with many others the fight on
Feb. 28 will not be government or opposi-
tion, but whether Charlotte county will
be controlled by the makers of any deal.

Mr. Hazen held a meeting here last
fall, which all know was a failure, and
from all appearances it indicated his con-
dition on Feb. 28th. He wanted them to
remember that the government ticket was
in to win and was going to do s0, because
we have the rank and file of the people
of Charlotte behind us, and we cannot
help being winners. “Come out and help
us to down the bosses,” he eaid, “whether
you are Liberal or Conservatives, you
have the welfare of the people at heart.”

Furness-Withy Manager at Mon.
treal Makes Statement on
the Subject.

It Ist’t a Lack of Freight, But There Are
Delays at the Other End--Yankees Cutting
Rates--Matter of $10,000,000 Between
C. P. R. and Elder-Dempsters.

Montreal, Feb. 17—(Special)—The Cana-
dian eteamship eervice to South Africa has
not, aceordin: to Manager Thom, of the
Furness, Withy Compamny, proved a suc-
cess. “The difficulty,” he says, “is ot the
question of freight, but the delay which
the steamers meet in South Affrica on ac-
eount of lack of wharfage and lighterage
accommodation.

“Then again, the New York eteamers
are putting up a keen and ruinous compe-
tition, and tosget our steamers filled, we
have to meet the 10 shillings a bon, for
which they are carrying freight. Tuese
American agents have, in fact, cornered
the market there, and any sales of Cana-
dian manufacturers have to take place
through New York shipping houses. Win-
dow blinds, reapers, mowing machines,
which are manufactured here in Canada,
and can more than compete with the same
article made elsewhere, come under the
jurisdiction of the entemprisng Yankee.”

“I have no official information touching
the negotiations between the Canadian
Pacific and the Elder-Dempster Company,
regarding the purchase by the former for
the latter’s North Atlantic fleet,” remark-
ed D. W. Campbell, manager for the
Elder-Dempster Company in the city, to-
day.

Sir. Thomas Shaughnessy, president of
the O.;P. R,, i8 in Ottawa today, and none
of the other officials are in a position to
speak on the subject. Just how many
gtéathers the C. P. R. intend purchasing
from the Elder-Dempster Company is not
known, but it is said the purchase price
is $10,000,000, which wou!d probably pay
for seven or eight steamers.

Devised Some of His Property —|

A «Beastly Job” He Had to Do

Sensationa] developments regarding the tragic death of the palmist, Paul Grey, who
swindled Vietor W. Dykeman out of $450 on Saturday last and committed suicide
Sunday morning, etill come to light, but the moykterious adventure has so far covared
up the fact of his real identity. Lhe most recent mews in conhection wini Grey’s
carcer is the text of his will, written just before he committed suficide. Tt is here
published. ‘

Sunday morning, while undér detention at Vanceboro, he wrote with a steady,
bold hand, using a'lead pencil, the following remarkable statement and will, which
be handed to Doctor Young. The following is a copy of the statement in full, as
wribten on both sides of three pieces of some adverticing matber:—

“5 . m. Sunday. This watch and chain belongs to Germain street jeweler, near
King street. 1 got it on approval, please return it to him. The opal ring I paid
817 for from Ferguson & Gale, jewelers, next to Hotel Royal. I give it to Mr. Bili-
ott, of Blliott’s Hotel, together with my overcoat, trunks and effects left at his
thotel. i ; :

“J expected to return Monday a. m. Mr. E. is a good man, and as I have no
relatives or friends in America I give them to him.

“The little diamond ring, a lady will call for Tuesday, to Elliott’s. I have §14
cash, use haif of same to print papers. A friend there may see it and fix @ kind
tale for my peoplé over the sea—rest give to Hlliobts.

“My body I gladly w.ll to a Canadian_hospital for scientific purposes. I ap-
point policechief as my executor please. J. had better see Crawford Wilson &
Co., and fix up papers quick. Kindest love to those who I rémember.

“Ithis is for the best—FAR THE BEST, for FAMILY NAME which will not
be knopwn. = :

«Tp friends in St. Joha 1 cati say truly I have wronged no man or woman.

“Officers here are working up” a case, I have no money or heart to enter into
such a conflict, so, take the wisest course. I send my blessing over the sea to loved
ones. Cheer up [ am not sad rather glad to kmow the time has come. I have
a beastly job now and while my two jailers sleep I will get at it and change con-
ditions. I am sick, tired and anxious to rest. I expect to know more in a few
mwinutes and my spirit vengeamce will ‘surely, visit some one. I am tired of being
weak and lonesome, now for a change. : “PAUL GREY.”

P. S—The umbrella was 1&ft in my office six weelks ago. - Mr. Elliott will please
return it if anybody calls. I do not owe a penny to any one I bought nc .icket
“for Boston.” : :

After referring to another men as meeting Him here by appointment, the docu-

“He foecls secure no doubt.in doing this to me, but what's the odds. I'm in a
hurry now.

In the Jower corner of the paper was 'the following:—

“No one in America ever heard our family name, so the above is good enough.”

There is every reason to believe that Payl Grey was living in this city under
an assumed name, and theére are persons not only in' the city, but in the United
States who phobably know more of his life history than they will disclose,
Vietor W. Dykeéman, it is cldimed, was not the only person buncoed by the
nwiley hand redder in bis rooms in Germain street. Ome by oné, things are coming
to light showing that others had, even during the last week, been done out of
wums of from $10 to $20, but these persons not omly feel ashamed that they have
been taken in, but fear publicity. ’ ;

1t is known, however, that a man vikited the rooms of Paul Grey on a day last
week and went through the same process of losing his'money as did Viator Dyke-
man. This man’s name was Stanley, and the amount he lost was $10. He received
a pitce of brown paper in silk, instead of his godd money, and did not discovér his
nistake until after the Dykeman affair had come to light.

\Amother case is that of a prominent married lady, who last week consulted Grey.
She took a $20 gold;piece to him. The coin was put through. a process, was wrapped

in pink tesue paper.and the lady was to hang it round her neck, tied to a string of

her huoky color. ;

She did just as Grey told her and promised to call on the following Tuesday
afternoon and be told where she could receive a fortune. Something happened in
the ‘meantime and that something was learned by her Sunday night. It wes just
before time to go to church that she heard of Grey’s sudden departure and suic de.
Hastening to her room she todk the coin from round her neck, remuved the paper
and found to her dismay instead of her $20 gold piece a common piece of brass,
abott the size of themoney. This lady, like others, had followed orders and kept
the matiter secret from her husband. . i

qlhere is no doubt felt that Grey has friehds in the United States, who have
récdived his money and diamonds, although he claims he was without relatives or
close friends. The fact that a code letter found torm up in his office regaraing
the seéndipg of articles and the address of Harry B. Hayes, Troy (N. Y.), has prob-
ably something to do with the case, for one of the special delivery letters sent om
Friday from Vamceboro was for Troy (N. Y).

“Piofessor Grey was tired of living, his life had for a short time back apparently
béen a burden to him, and he sought rest. He may have been clever, he may have
fbeen of unsound mind, but at all events his last statements in this world were that
he was seeking rest by death with an idea of ‘a hereafter. His conversation at
Vanceboro on Friday, when a young man refised to accept a half dollar for meil-
ing the five special dedvery letters, was to the effect that if he would not accept the
mooney some obher person would get it.

When arrested by Officer Robineon, he said he would have a bullet put through
{the officer. ;

Saturday night Officer Robinson placed Grey in the apartments of the govern-
ment detention quarters at Vanceboro station, with aniother deta'ned passemger,
Charles McDonald, of 320 Shawmut svenue, Boston. Later on in the night Officer
Robingon, with Walter Finson, of the United States cusboms service, visited Grey
to search him. As the officials entered the moom Grey was in a stooping position,
and on nearing the toilet Robinson saw fhe number 50 on a piece of a bill. He
secured pieces of torn bills, which he handed to Mr. Finson, amounting in all o
$350. :

That Grey mearnt to d'e is shown by his telling his companion. in detention not
to bother if anything happened, for he was liable to take a fit.

When Grey was discovered as having cut his throat, one of the first to be
summoned was Doetor Young, of Vanceboro.

Grey’s valige, with the supposed valuables were gent to Bosfon, and the num-
ber of the check on the valise is 489,590: . :

The body of Paul Grey was Tuesday afternoon placed in a casket and the
railway company will see that the padmist is bumied.

Grey, it is said, was a member of the Knights of Pyithias and the Odd Fel-
lows, and some of the miembers of these orders at Vamceboro are looking after the
body. There was cnough money found on the body to pay the funeral expenses, and
it is expected interment will take place at Vanceboro today.

Among others who have taken an interest in the case is H. Price Webber,
Hheatrical manager. He informed the authorities Monday that he had known Grey
in this country for years, and found him a good fellow. Mr. Webber sa.u his com-
pany would be at Danforth (Me.), and if any mioney was needed to give Grey a
decent burial to call on him and he would sulbscrube. |

The Daily Mail Gives Many Reasons
for Its Sweeping Statement.

Claimg That Capital is Withdrawing and
Asserts the Position is Serious—On the
Other Hand it Booms Canada as a Field
for Emigrants and Capitalists.
