BY SHUNTER I8

Baptiste Dube Run Over By Two Cars
Gallant Effort of Fellow Workman
to Save Him, Fruitless.

made a jump from the top of the car-to;
catch his fellow workman and pull him |
out of the way. Ile just caught hold of
Dube, when in some manner Dube stumbl- |
ed backwards and the cars. caught him.
Two cars passed over the young man’s
chest, killing him instantly. Coroner Doh-
erty was notified and an examination held,
but the coroner decided that an inquest
was unnecessary, as death was purely ac-
cidental.

- IN GERMAN COAL MINE

ENDINI PLEADS
NOT GUILTY

Alleged Slayer of John Mc?

THE EVIDENCE

One Witness Testifies Prisoner Ad-
mitted He Stabbed the Men, But
He Did It Because They Beat Him
--Counsel for Prisoner Will Apply
for Change of Venue.

Minto, Nov. 12.—The preliminary exam-
ination in the case of John Endini on the
charge of killing John McKay was con-
vluded here today and the prisoner, who
pleaded not guilty, was committed for
trial. J. H. Hearn, K.C., of Sydney,
who appeared for the defence, intimated
before the court adjourned, that in view
of statements in the press to the effect
that it was a hanging matter, an applica-
tion for change of venue would probably
be made. H. H Pickett appeared for
Angelo Corbin.

Nearly all the evidence
throughout the hearing had to be given
through an interpreter. Chris Nicols. of
St. John, interpreted for the ltalians and
Louis Tader for Marie Hermanchuch, the
Austrian woman who kept the boarding
house.

339 Men Dead and
Missing
Thirty-five Taken Out Badly
Injured, and Six Escape—
Heart-breaking Scenes at
Pit’s Mouth—Horror Was
Caused by Explosion Which

Clesed Exit.

Hamm, Weéstphalia, Germany, Nov. 12,
—The greatest mine disaster in any
years in Germany occurred this morning
at the Radbod mine,” about threc miles
from this place. There was a heavy ex-
plosion in the mine about 4 a. m., and
almost immediately the mine took fire. Of
380 miners working underground at the
time only six escaped without injury.
Thirty-five were taken out badly injurcd
and thirty-seven were dead when brought
to the mouth of the pit. The remaining

02 have been given up for lost.

The explosion, which was unusually vio-
lent, destroyed one of the shatls, which
had to be partly repaired before the rescue
work was begun. In addition the flames
and smoke proved almost insurmountable
obstacles in the early efiorts of the 1escu-
ing parties.

A special corps, ‘composed of the men
who rendered such valuable aid in the
terrible mine disaster at Courrieres
(France), in March, 1906, arrived upon
the scene shortly before noon, but were
unable to enter the mine, being forced to
await the result of the determined efforts
of the firemen to keep the flames in check.

In the meantime heart-rending scencs
were ‘being enacted at the mine when the
dead and wounded were brought to the
surface, and there were similar scenes in
the towns when the injured were trans-
ported through the streets to the hospi-
tals. At 1 o'clock the fire had made great
headway and later in the afternoon, after
a consultation of the cngineers, it wae de-
cided that any further attempts to rescue
i the entombed men were vain, owing to the
impossibility of entering the galleries.

Minto, Nov. 11 (Speciaij.—The prelim-
inary examination in the case of John |
Endini, the Italian. who is held on the|
charge of killing John McKay, in a stab-
bing affray here on November 1, was
opened this afternoon before Justice Hali-
fax. J. H. Hearne, K. C., of Sydney, ap-
peared for Endini; H. H. Pickett, of St.
John, represented Angelo Cordin, who
was held as a witness, and A. B. Wilmot,
clerk of the peace for Sunbury County,
conducted the prosecution.

The prisoner was brought over from
Oromocto jail early in the day. On tune
application of his counsel Cordin was re-
leased from custody and is prepared to
give evidence.

A session was held in the afternoon and
again in the evening. There was very
little new evidence introduced, the testi-
mony of the witness following the lines
of . the depositions already made public.
The hearing was continued until a late
hour and will be resumed tomorrow.

On Tuesday afternoon the evidence of
Christopher Pettley was taken at  his
home. 5

Pettley in his evidence stated that he
had been acquainted with the deceased,
John MacKay, and was with him  onj|
Sunday, the night of the tragedy. He mel
MacKay about 2 o’clock and went with
him to the home of Angelo Cordin and
had tea there. They had met Sabalio
Giglio at Cordin’s. ;

After supper, MacKay, Angelo and |wit-
ness went into the front room and found
the prisoner there with two Italians and
Mrs. Mary Herchuck, the Austrian wo-
man, who was the proprietress of the
house. MacKay and witness talked to
the woman, while the others were sitt-
ing around the stove. After a time the
Italians went out and left MacKay, En-
dini and himself in the room. Cordin
having also departed. A wrangle started
and he heard the prisoner swear and tell
MacKay that he was no good. Turning
around the witness noticed the prisoner
strike MacKay and knock him down with
his fists.  Witness ran over and caught the
prisoner and asked him what was the

matter with him and told him to behave
himself or he would have him looked af-
ter. The priconer told him to let go his
hold and he did so. Endini then walked
into the front bedroom and the witness
turned around to see MacKay. On look-
ing about again-he saw the prisoner emer-
ging from the bedroom with a gun, which
he held in both hande.

Witness took the gun from him and
stood 1t in the corner and the prigoner
erdeavored to secure it again. Wikness
held the gun with one hand and kept the
prisoner back with the other.. .Just-then
MacKay interfered and the prisoner hit
him, knocking him to the ground.. Mac-
Kay may have struck the prisoner first,
but witness did not notice him do so. He
then heard a noise ‘at the back of the
house and saw Angelo Cordin and Sabalic
Giiglio - coming through the kitchen doo.
Angelo came towards the witnessy but he
(witness) did not hear him say anything.

Pettley, continuing, stated tha'. about
this time Endini stepped up and stabbed
him below the heart ‘with a knife. He
then struck at the Italian, but the latter*

istabbed him again. He continued hitting

and kicking the prisoner in order to keep
bhim away. The witness, feeling weak
thought it {ime that he was leaving the
place. He tried to work his way toward
the door he found Sabalio Giglio standing
with his hand against the facing, the door
being wide open. Thinking he was in the
road witness struck him and Giglio imme-
diately disappeared. After striking Giglio
he again entered the house and the pri-
soner stabbed him again several t{imes.
Opening the side door of the kitchen,
witness gained the open and left MacKay
end prisoner in the house alone.

The witness thought he saw ‘a stick ly-
ing on the ground and thought it would be
a good thing to go back and get MacKay
out with. He then heard a noise in the
house that sounded like stamping upon the
floor. He heard something that sounded
like a man falling and uttering a groan.
He then ran to Mre. Pook’s house, it be-
ing the next place.

Guides in Braithwaite Inquiry Tell of
Moose and Deer Being Shot

Two New York Sportsmem Got Two Heads Before Season

Opened, and Fredericton

Military Official is Alleged to

Have Done the Same, and Charges Were Laid Against
Him—Camps Supplied With Deer Meat in the Late

Chagham, N.B., Nov. 10.—The implica-
tion of Sergeant-Major Duncan, of Ired-
ericton, was the feature of the first day’s
trial of Henry Braithwaite, charged with

"iolating the game laws, before Magistrate
onnors today. Information has been laid
qainst the officer, and his trial will fol-
.ow the Braithwaite trial.

So far, no inecriminating evidence has
been given against the veteran guide. It
was brought out, however, that American
eportsmen, under his guidance, had two
mo. heads and a deer in their posses-
‘@® and one guide, Gilmour. told of
eeing the deer shot on September 10,
ive days before the open season began.
The moose and deer were shot by an
American sportsman named Ungar, and
Williams, another sportsman, claimed the
other moose head.

The evidence of James Gilmour was
finished in the afternoon. He belonged
to Stanley, York County, and was a
guide by occupation. He had been em-
ployed by Henry Braithwaite as guide.
During the close season, about September
1. he went into the Big Lake with a party
of hunters. The party included, Messrs.
Ungar, Dickie, Williams and Stanton,
Braithwaite with two teamsters and a
cook. Sgt.-Major Duncan was seen -at
the camp later. He did not hunt with
witness. One morning Duncan went out
in the woods with a rifle. He could not
remember the date. Witness was with

Stanton had mistaken the
caribou tor a deer. The evidence and argu-
ment in the Braithwaite case was finished
in the afternoon and judgment reserved

until Wednesday the 18th instant. at 10
o'clock in the morning.

Sergeant Major Duncan’s trial was also
finished and was adjourned until the same
time.

Lorenzo Munn was the first witness in
the morning. He told of seeing fresh meat
in camp about the 10th. It was in small
pieces and looked like deer or caribou.
It was called bear meat. Witness thought
the bone in the leg piece was too long for
v beaz.

Allison McNeil was called and before he
would take the oath wanted to know who
was going to pay him for the ten days he
had lost waiting for the trial. He told of
going out with Braithwaite and working
at camps, canoe repairing, etc. He saw
the cook cutting up some fresh meat about
the 9th or 10th. He couldn’t say what
kind it was. It had no bones in it. A
deer was brought in two or three days
afterwards. - Braithwaite did not see the
deer. He was away to the North Pole
stream with Stanton and Williams. Gil-
mor brought the deer in and dressed it.
On the morning of the 15th Braithwaite
asked the witness to ge with Sergeant
Major Duncan and bring a moose head
from Mitchell's Lake. Winess went about
five miles and found the moose head with-
out the carcass. He brought it in and left
it on the trail about one mile from camp.
He understood Williams had shot the
moose. He heard Williams say that the
head did not look like the moose he had
fired at. As far as he knew Braithwaite
nor any of the others were not out hunt-
ing on the morning of the 15th.

To Mr. Gregory. witness said he could
not be positive that Mr. Williams had not
been out on the 15th before Braithwaite
told him of the moose head.

This closed the case for the prosecution
and Mr. Braithwaite went on the stand
in his own defence. He testified to taking
Mr. Stanton’s party out. He was not
present when any game had been shot
during the trip. He had not been a con-
senting party to any game being slaugh-
tered. At different times he had caution-
ed (he members of the party against il-
legal shooting but it did not seem to be
necessary as no one showed a disposition
to shoot game. They saw several ani-
mals on the way out but no one offered
to shoot. On the 8th he went out with
Mr. Dickie. On the 9th he went out with
Mr. Stanton towards the Mitchell’s lake
district. In going along witness had oc-
casion to stop and got about 400 yards be-
hind. He heard a shot and hurrying up
heard Mpr. Stanton say, “I've done it
now.” He gaid, “done what,” and Stan-
ton said “I fired at something in the
bushes which looked like a bear and it
has turned out to be a small caribou.”

He had been out with Mr. Stanton be-
fore and had no reason to think he would
fire at a caribou. Witness used some
rough language over the affair and Mr.
Stanton asked if they would leave the car-
cass there. Witness said it would only
be making a bad matter worse and
dressed the caribou and carried it to
camp himself. The meat was called by
Mr. Stanton “bear meat,” and he made
his friends believe it was bear. Witness
did not call it anything. He had a separ-
ate camp so he would not have to do any
more lying than was necessary. Mr. Wil-
liams came to him on the morning of the
15th and told him he had shot a moose
and asked to have McKiel go with Dun-
can and bring the head in. Witness ask-
ed no questions. He never saw the moose
but saw a head on the 16th on the trail.
He supposed the moose was shot in the
night or early in the morning. He never
gaw a deer head. He heard one had been
shot on the morning of the 16th, but did
not hear the particulars until he came in-
to court. Mr. Ungar had told him he had
found a dead moose, but witness paid no
attention, as the sportsmen were all the
time guying each other.

To Mr. Lawlor, witness said the party
had a permit to carry guns and a license
to hunt after the 15th. He had been fifty
years a guide.

As far as he knew, not one animal had
been legally shot by members of the
party. The guides were employed by him
and under his control when he was with
them. He did not think he was respon-
sible for them.

His Honor remarked, “the sooner you
get that idea out of your head the better
will it be for you.”

Chancellor Von Buelow made an address |
lasting 15 minutes, but he lacked his usual !

( Famous Explorer and Ty Compan-

¢ Pole in 1897, But Their Fate Has

Copenhagen, Nov. 11.—A letter received
bere from the captain of the Danish
steamer Inga, dated Labrador, September
10, reports that Captain Chalker, skip-
per oi the schooner Pelops, of Conception
Bay, N. F., discovered in Northern Lab-
rador a cross bearing the name ‘‘Andree”
and that beneath this cross he found a
body and a box of documents.

St. Johns, N. F., Nov. 11.—Captain Jas.
Chalker, master of the fishing schooner
Pilot of Brigus, Conception Bay, N. F.,
said tonight that while his vessel was
cod  fishing in Mugford Bay, northern La-
brador, about August 8th or August 10th,
be started overland across the cape to
Black Duck Bay, three miles distant and
came upon a grave surmounted by a cross
bearing the inscription “Andre  Ansty,
Nov. 7, 1897.” The lettering was very
faint and it was difficult to tell whether

3 the date of the mopth was Nov. 1 or 7,
3 but he decided to be the latter.
i Captain Chalker did not disturb the

grave and did ‘not discover any documents
and does. not know who is buried there.
He is positive that the first word was
spelled ‘Andre” and not, “Andree.”

It is thought here that a possible expla-
nation of the grave may lie in fact that
fishermeni from Notre Dame Bay named
Anstey, fish near Cape Mugford every
summer, and one of these may have died
and been buried there. Against this
theory is the well-known fact that New-
foundlanders always endeavor to bring
home their dead from the fishing grounds.

The point where the grave was found is
about three quarters of a mile form the
coast. A Captain Chalker says he can
locate it again very easily_if required.
There was no wreckage or any other
objects near the cross. The nearest settle-
ment is twenty miles away.

Captain Jackson, master of the Mora-
vian mission steamer “Harmony” who ar-
rived today from northern Labrador, was
unable to throw any light upon the matter
Neither he nor Dr. Hutton, who was also
on board the mission steamer, having
spent three years in charge of the mission
hospital in northern Labrador, was aware
of the existence of any grave where Chal-
ker found one..

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“The expedition to discover the North
Pole, organized by Professor S. A. Andree,
a Bwedish explorer, left Danes Island,
Spitzbergen, in a balloon on the afternoon
of July 11, 1897. Professor Andree was.
accompanied by two' companions, Stind-
berg and Fraenkel. He was prepared to
drop messages relating his progress, and
various such communicgtions were ws-
covered during the three months follow-
ing his departure. No authentic mnews,
however, ever was received concerning the
fate of the balloon or its occupants.

‘Curious rumors have been current of the
finding of relics of the expedition, but
none of them ever was confirmed. In
September of 1899 a buoy ' marked “An-
dree Polar Expedition” with an anchor
attached was picked up on King Charles
Island and later identified as the buoy
which Andree was to drop when passing
the pole, but the general opinion was that
it had been lost overboard or thrown out
to lighten the balloon. In September of
1900 a bottle containing a note numbered
143 was found mnear Vardoe, the most
northernly part of Norway.

It has twice been reported that An-
dree’s body had been found, but neither
of these statements were substantiated.
Tn July of 1902 a circumstantial story was
received from York Factory, Northwest
British Territory, setting forth that An-
dree and his two companions had been
murdered two years previously, that is in
1900, by a party of Eskimos at a point
several hundred miles north of York and
near Fort Churchill. The Eekimos saw
the balloon alight ~on the snow and
three men emerge from it. The natives
approached and as they did so one of the
Andree party fired off a gun. This was
regarded as a challenge and almost instant:
Iy the natives, according to this story, fell
upon the three explorers and massacred
them. Everything pertaining to Andree’s
outfit was carried to the homes of the

natives on the borders of the Arctic}
region.
' Many expeditions, some equipped - at

great expenee, have searched the Arctic
regions for the missing balloonists, out not
one of them was successful.

He was certain that if
the captain of the Schooner Pelops had
reported any euch disaster the news of it
would have spread rapidly, not only in
Newfoundland, but throughout Labrador.
He considered it unlikely that a Danish
sea captain would have been the only one
to hear the story.

Dr. Grenfell, who is in close touch witn
all happenings in Labrador, said that no
rumor of the discovery of the body of
Andree had reached him before he left
Labrador last month.

Thinks Women Unmarried at 30 Un-
equal to Proper Training of Young.

Boston, Nov. 9.—“The proposition that
women teachers of the public schools shall
not be permitted to teach after the age |
of 30, unless they are married, has much
to recommend it,” said Dr. Colin A.
Scott of the Boston mormal school in the
opening lecture of the series at the Civic
Service House on Salem street last night. |

“that a woman who has lived till 30 and |
remains unmarried leads thereafter a dis-
appointed life, and she cannot herself do‘
as good work as when she led a life filled ;

Clouston, general manager of the Bank of
Montreal and of the Order of St. Michael
and St. George upon Hugh Graham, pro-

prietor of the Montreal Daily Star. Both
honors carry the prefix of sir.

Sir Edward Seaborne Clouston is the
son of the late James S. Clouston, chief
factor of the Hudson's Bay Company, and
was born at Moose Factory, N. W. T. He
was educated at the Montreal high
School, and entered the service of the
Bank of Montreal as a junior clern on
March 8, 1865. After passing through the
various grades of service, he became as-
sistant general manager in 1887, acting
general manager in 1889, and' general man-
ager of the bank in November 1890. He
served under the late E. H. King, the
late C. F. Smithers, R. B. Angus,
W. J. Buchanan, Lord Mount Stephen
and Lord Strathcona. Mr. Clouston was
largely instrumental in the framing of the
Bank Act of 1890, and in its subsequent
revision, and was honored' by the Can-
adian Bankers’ Association by election to
its -presidency on its formation, an office
he was unable to accept on account of
other engagements, but which he has
since filled and which he now holds. He
is one of the governors of the Royal Vie-
toria Hospital and a member of the coun-
cil of the Art Association, besides being
identified with many other local societies
and associations.

Interesting Historical Papers
Read at Celebration of
70th Anniversary '

GIVES OLD HISTORY

Original Deed of Land, Lost at Fire, |
Founa at Dipper Harbor--An 0ld'
and [nteresting Painting--H. Al
Powell Speaks of Former Pastors--:
Messages of Greeting. ;

The concluding meeting of the congre-
gation of Centenary church in connectioni
with their 70th anniversary, which was
held Wednesday. proved to be of more|
than ordinary interest. Considering the
inclemency of the weather there was quite
a large number present. Among these
were Mrs. Ennis, Mrs. Quantick, W. C.
(todsoe and Thomas Bustin, who were
present at the .dedication of the church
sixty-nine years ago. - It came out that
in addition to these there are now con-
nected with the congregation at least
eight more who have been worsulpping
there for the same length of time.

The most interesting part of the pro-
gramme was a historical address by
George A. Henderson. Mr. Henderson
exhibited a painting of the old church
which stood on the site of the present one
tilf the fire of 1877. The painting was
by the late George N. Smith, quite a
prominent artist in his day. In addition
to the church, it shows the old provin-
cial lunatic asylum in the rear, which
stood near the corner of Leinster street.
Behind the asylum is seen the old military
block house which stood about where
Thomas McAvity's house now is.

In addition to the picture Mr. Hender-
son had two parchments closely connect-
ed with the early history of the congre-
gation and which have romantic histories
attached to them. One was the deed of
the land on which the church stands and
is dated 1839. It is about nine feet in
length by about eighteen inches or two
feet in breadth. It was rolled up and in-
gerted in a round tin box with a tight.
fitting lid. On the night of the fire of
1877 it, by some means, fell into the
waters of Courtenay Bay.. Fortunately
the box was water tight and it floated
end up as far as Dipper Harbor where it
was picked up and returned to the own-
ers.

The other parchment had heen placed
under the corner stone of the church and
was discovered when the corner stone
was removed after the fire of 1877. Both
these parchments are in an excellent state
of preservation.

Besides many interesting facts which
Mr. Henderson had collected from the rec-
ords of the church and congregation he al-|
so read extracts from a rare book, A Nar-.
rative of a Mission, by Joshua Marsden,
1802.  Mr. Marsden was a Methodist mis-
sionary who labored in' this province. A
part of the book is given up to a descrip-
tion of St. John as he kaew it. Judging
from the description it must have re-
quired no small degree of heroism and
self denial to be a Methodist missionary
in thoee early days.

H. A. Powell, K.C., also gave an in-
teresting address in which he gave an
estimate of the pastors who had occupied
the pulpit of Centenary church within
his memory. These included Rev. Dr.
Ritchie, Rev. ]‘l J. Narraway, Rev. Jo-
seph IHart, Rev. John Allison, Rev. Dr.|
Brecken and Rev. Dr. Sprague. His con- |
clusion was that the congregation had
enjoyed the ministration of as able and |
eloquent men as it had been his fortune{
to meet anywhere.

Messages of greeting and congratulation |
were read from two of the former pas-}
tors. Rev. Dr. Sprague, now of Mount
Allison, Sackville, and Rev. Dr. Evans,,
of Hampton. !

Appellate Court Denies Bail to
Convicted Bank Wrecker

Now York, Nov. 10.--Bail was denied
Chas. W. Morse, the financier, who has
been sentenced to fifteen years imprison-
ment at hard labor. at the closing of the
United States Circuit Court of Appeals
today, and it now seems certain that the
former multi-millionaire must remain in
the Tombs prison at least until December
3, when argument on the writ of error!
that has been granted him, may be argu-i
ed. 1

Judges Lacombe, Ward and Coxe, of the%
United States Court of Appeals, render- |
ed the decision late today by which bail |
was denied him. One loophole is left open |
to Morse's counsel in the decision and that !
is that the judges decided that while bail
was denied it was done =0, “without preju- |
dice to a renewal of the application after |
a bill of particulars is filed.” i

The judges stated briefly that as the trial |
judge in. the proceedings against Morse,
had refused to admit him to bail, the
reviewing judges were not prepared on |
the papers submitted to them, to make a
disposition of the motion. i

Morse had been hopeful of gaining his |
release from the Tombs today, and the
denial of bail came as a hard blow. His
wife and son, Harry, had been with him
in the jail during the aivernoon and they
encouraged him in the belief that he would
be free by nightfall if the judges could
reach a decision by that time. Mrs. Morse
and her son left the prison: before the de-
cision had been rendered and the news!
was conveyed to the prisoner by an as-|

While Morse tried to hide his disap-
pointment, he felt too cast down to do so.
He walked to the rear of his cell and sat
on the edge of his hard, narrow berth |
and refused to make any comment. A |
few minutes later he regained some of his
composure and the expression on his face
changed.

(lifford Walker, his chief advisors. and
Morse entered animatedly into a discus-
sion of further plans for securing a favor-
able decision on the question of bail, but
no announcement was made as to what
would be done.
