INFALLIBILITY.

News,
ENGLISH POLITENESS.

Another striking peculiarity of the
English is their politeness. If theydon't
heat your remark they say ‘“beg pardon,”
which is much more euphonious than
“‘what,” and, besides, delicitely shifcs the
responsibility ef their repctition from
your inarticulation to their inattentive

ness. The lower class are respectful in
their answers, and the middle, like the
upper classes, are courteous if not com-
municative. No half-dozen people can
meet in the bar-parlor of a public house
without becoming acquainted ; and in the
railway carrianges no American need be
without pleasant chats aud necessary in
formation of the country about him.
When an Englishman goes to America he
quite frequently finds a different order of
things. He seesiess intercommuuication
among the occupants of his ear. The
common man whom he addresses may be
one who believes the Alm'ghty made him’
after the most careful consideration, and
the answers will be framed accordingly.
Here the people know their place. The
boor is not allewed to take precedence of
the scholar, nor even assume a level with
him, however great or loud his preten-
sions. But there is a respectfulness that |
becomes servility, and an independentc
that is offensiveness.

GETTING AHEAD IN THE WORLD.

In this connection I must call attention
to the curious fallacy which possesses
some of these people, in that they limit
to America all the possibilities for a get-
ting ahead in the world. Once in Ame-
rica and fortune or pelitical perference is
secured. But Great Britain is full of is-
stances of success baseéd alone on merit,
unaccompanied by pesition or wealth. A
newsboy is in their cabinet. A common
gardener was the architect of the Crystal |
Palace, and died & knight. The very
owners of this fallacy have shown me
scores of wealthy neighbors who, within
their remembrance, were once conflned
to less than four dollars a week.

If America has a larger field there is
greater competition.. Merit and perse-
verance will win the gael anywhere, or
“‘bust” the universe.

TWO KINDS OF GRACE.
There is an accompamment to each
meal which strikes a stranger most forci-.
' bly. It is their way of saying grace.
T e. are the suddenest people in this re
spect that I ever saw, and have a way. of
firing oif' their gratitude whch is most
startling.  The text is something like
this: ¢ ¢ For what we are about to re
ceive make us truly thankful,” and this,
by some famnilies, is slid in most unex-

pectedly, and it has come so rapidly and
eo-ahryptly that I have oecasionally miss-
ed it entirciy, hoaslwe ouly UIE WOTT
“about” preceded and followed by a sub-
dued whistling.  There being no abate §
ment in the work of the table-at the

We excel the English in building cars,
but they completely distance us.in wear-
ing an eye glass.

At the end of the three months he went
home, as both his time and money were
exhausted. When his room was cleaned
two full quarts of damaged eyc-glasses
were gathered up.

Lee were standing. They had met on
the coyrner and were speaking with each
other when the horse dashed up and the
carriage strack a hydrant and was thrown
against them.

The sor-
row of toe widowed mother in
having her ouly daughter thus Kkill-
cd before her eyes is deeper than
words can tell, and has awakened the
greatest sympathy amongsta large circle
of friends. The dcceased was, 21 years
of age, and highly accomplished, her
motherand brother having taken especial
pains to give her more than an ordinary
education.
