At the village he again came in for hard
treatment and asusual the women were
the hardest on him.

who was hanting, and in the spring he
came back by way of the Temiscouta,
Madawaska and 8t. John, Next to Jean
8t. Valier, second bishop of Quebec, who
was on the 8t.John a few years before;
he is one of the first to mention the
Grand Falls,

place called Madawescook. There an
old man lived and kept a trading house
where we tarried several days; then we
went farther down the river till we came
to the groatest falls in these parts called
Checanekepeag, when we carried a little |
way over the land and went down stream.

The great size of
the lake improves itselfon the traveller
and the fact that very few clearances can
be seen serve to deepen the impression
Stillness pervades the airand the quiet
isunbroken. The shores are everywhere
lined with immense granite boulders an 1
at a distance they often present the ap-
pearance of regularly laid masoary. The
lake is surrounded by hills sloping down

to the water edge and completely wood- -

ed. Here and there is an island that at
a distance appears in the gay sunlight
like & little gem, but a close inspection
turns out to be a mass of boulders
dropped from some passing glacier in far
oft ages of the past. Those traditional
mighty ice iasses, according to the
sages of science, slid ov:ir this whole
land impelled by gigantic lorces 1n north-
ern zones, and melting before the balmy
breezss of the south, dropped the rocks
and gravel imbedded in them o'er all
the land.

It is inoredible what difficulties the In-
disns will undergo rather than remain
friends of the Tyrant of Britain, some-
bearing their aged parents, old women
leading children, and mothers carrying
thelr infants with great loads of bagga e
July 15. Proceeded further up said
stream (Eel river) over difficule falls till
we arrived at the pond (Eel river lake)
and went acroes the same (called Metag-
mouchschosh) and encamped at the en-
urance of the portage*® * * * killed
several moose.

Wednesday July 16, Carried over
Metagmouchschesh portage about four
miles and then encamped, the Indians
being much fatigued oarrying canoes and
baggage.”

This party probably numbered in the
vicinity of 500 persons and is undoubted-

tage.

Leaving thiese echoes ol the past fora
time, I will return to our own journey.
That night we camped by the shores of
North Lake—rugged shores not offering
many good facilities for such a purpose.

In the eveming while the captain
picked blueberries, 1 fished for white
perch and hornpouts with moderate suc-
cess, The right to fish vith the rod on
this lake has not yet been leased.

When evening shut down, by the aid ot
& candle, I read the thrilling adventures

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JUDGES AND NEWSPAPER ORI'I'I-
ocism.

The bench of Canada seems to enjry &
singular imwunity from adverse criti
cism. There are inany things which con
tribute to this. Une of them, however,
can not be said to be want of opportuni-
ties for hostile criticism. The element
of fear has doubtless much to do with it,
together with a desire on the part of the
press to give as few opportunities ar
poesible for the people to entertain any
but feclings of the highest respect and
confidence for the judges of the land.
W e have upon one or miore occasions.
Lowever, felt it necessary to show that
the bench for some years past has not
been immaculate, and in doing 80 we ex
preesed the opinion of a large body of
independent thinking people. We would
be far from wishing that for every act on
the part of courte, which did not agree
with public opinion, the judges should be
sutjected to newspaper criticism, but we
feel at the same time that the decisions
of judges has been, in view of recent oc
currences, too little subjected to the
critic’'s pen. When even the least mani-
festation of criticism is shown, the tory
press attempt tocry down the critic, and
tell the country that in Britain such s
thing would not be tolerated and that »
paper which would seek to support him
forfeits its claim to a place among re
spectable jourrals. Let those of that ilk
reflect upon the following extract from
the Daily News, one of the ablest of the
London dailies, with respect to the trial
of Wilfred Blunt:—“A trial so conducted
is & scandal and a farce, a travesty of
justice, and a disgrace to the presiding
judge. Buch things are happily impos-
sible in England and therelore it is diff
cult to make Englishmen realizs that in
Ireland they are familiar matters of every
day." If judges feel that they bave been
severely dealt with, let them think of the
words of the Daily News.

BOOKS FOR THE YOUNG.

Another useful and stimulating work
has issued from the pen of Dr.Smiies
1t is entitled Life and Labor, or charac-
teristics of Men of Industry, Culture and
Geniue.

All Smiles wirks will be
found most interesting as well as
instructive, and he into whose
hands any of them sre placed will hurdly
fail to be stimulated and improved.
