SHORTAGE OF MEN
FOR THE MINISTRY

that this ideal of the ministry should 
be placed before our young men, for if 
this conception of the ministry pre­
vailed more widely many, who now, 
viewing the life of a clergyman from a 
distance and on the outside, consider 
it somewhat dull and uninteresting, 
would, I believe, be inspired with the 
idea to enter the ministry. There is 
no department where a man can ren­
der so much service to God and hu­
manity, or exercise the powers of 
leadership comparable to the Chris­
tian ministry.

Thoughts Toward Ministry.
“Then may there not have been a 

failure on our part as clergy in turn­
ing the thoughts of young men to­
wards the ministry? Is it not part of 
our duty and the greatest service 
which we can render to the church to 
discover fit men for the ministry and 
turn their minds to it? It is a great 
thing to inspire men to live righte­
ously and to give liberally of their 
means to extend the kingdom of 
Christ, but it is a greater thing to 
inspire men to give themselves to the 
service of Christ and his church and 
vitally necessary. Is there not some­
thing like failure attaching to the 
spiritual life of a parish, and, perhaps, 
to a clergyman’s ministry, if there is 
never found among the fruits of either 
some living agents for the ministry as 
well as material gifts and virtuous 
lives? At all events I would press 
the question upon the clergy whether 
we should not look upon discovering 
men for the future ministry of the 
church as part of our work in a more 
definite sense than perhaps we have 
regarded it."

In his annual charge, read at the 
commencement of the 53rd session of 
the Synod of Huron in Cronyn Hall 
yesterday afternoon, His Lordship 
Bishop Williams laid special emphasis 
upon the attitude of the young men 
toward the ministry today, and the 
consequent shortage of pastors to 
work in the various fields.

A Serious Problem.
“The supply of candidates for the 

ministry of the church," he said, "is a 
problem that always presses upon the 
bishops, and this must be my excuse 
for reverting again to the subject this 
year. There seems to be no attraction 
in the church ministry, especially for 
young Canadians. Why is this? Why 
is it that while hundreds, perhaps 
thousands’, of young men every year 
go out of this diocese to the west to 
make money, only two or three will 
enter in any one year for the minis­
try? Is it because the atmosphere of 
Canadian homes is not favorable to 
the growth of clergymen? Generally 
the children take up as their life work 
what is most talked about in the 
home.

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GOLDWIN SMITH.
Goldwin Smith was a great and 

many-sided figure, and in relation to

take care of itself. He held that so­
ciety would perish without the re­
ligious principle, and that its only sal­
vation lay in an earnest search for 
truth. His view that the old foun­
dations of belief had crumbled at the 
touch of modern science and research, 
it is needless to say is not that of 
many who have accepted the con­
clusions of both. Goldwin Smith sor­
rowed over the loss of his faith as he 
neared the grave, but he had not shut 
the door on hope, and he 
looked with wistful longing and ques­
tioning into the great beyond into 
which he knew he must shortly jour­
ney.

As a writer, he left no truly monu- 
umental work, notwithstanding his 
genius and industry, and the amazing 
range of his knowledge. He wrote ad­
mirable compendious histories of 
Great Britain and the United States; 
two or three standard biographies, and 
numerous critical essays, to say noth­
ing of his continual flood of “copy" for 
the magazines and newspapers. There 
was scarcely a topic of human interest 
that he had not touched, and he touch­
ed nothing that he did not adorn. If 
his best work will not soon perish, it 
will not be because he was an original

to its credit.
There are many considerations that 

urge the erection of buildings in keep- • 
. ing with their purpose. All public 
! buildings should be public educators.. 
Throughout the United States the first 
structures that strike the eye in all 
moderate-sized cities are the court- 
house and municipal buildings. They 
inculcate respect for the law and for 
public authority. A fine building has 
a refining influence, like works of art.

The buildings of London and Middle­
sex have long been inadequate and 
none too sanitary. Buildings such as 
those referred to would be a splendid 
advertisement for the city and county. 
Built at that point, they would be seen 
from all trains, and very little expend­
iture for the adornment of the grounds 
would make one of the handsomest 
squares in Canada. The Bar of Mid­
dlesex was for many years the second 
largest in Ontario, ranking next to To­
ronto, but Hamilton and Ottawa are 
both larger now. London has given 
more judges to the superior court than 
either Ottawa or Hamilton, probably 
more than both. It would be well 
worth while to have a splendid library, 
the nucleus of which is at the court- 
house, and to have, too, the portraits 
of all the judges of the superior 
court, who practiced in London, and 
all the judges of the county court of 
Middlesex. These should all be obtained 
before it is too late. The portraits of 
the judges at Osgoode Hall are re­
stricted to those who reach the posi­
tion of chief justice, but it would be 
better to include the whole bench. 
Some of the stateliest subjects for the 
painter’s brush, as, for instance, Vice- 
Chancellor Proudfoot, are missing.

We are glad to notice that some of 
the active members of the county 
council are taking the right view, and 
that they are supported by some of the 
city council. Let both get together and 
erect buildings of which the present 
and future generations will be proud.

tion. All his life he was a thinker 
and a clear and forceful writer, and 
he never lacked a medium through 
which to disseminate his "views. His 
residence at different times in Eng­
land, the United States and Canada 
made him a familiar figure in the 
public mind of the three countries. 
His signed letters to the New York 
Sun were many. Nov. 10, 1909, Mr. 
Smith announced his retirement from 
journalism, laying it to age.

He held various degrees, but pre­
ferred always to be known plainly 
as Goldwin Smith. ■ He was active 
practically until the last. His wife 
died Sept. 9, 1909, at their home in 
Toronto, when she was 75 years 
old, and her hsuband 86. They were 
married in 1875. Mrs. Smith was 
born in Boston, the daughter of 
Thomas Dixon, who was a knight of 
the Order of the Netherlands and of 
the Order of the Lily. Goldwin Smith 
and his wife had no children.

Goldwin Smith was born at Head­
ing, Eng., Aug. 23, 1823. His father, 
Richard Smith, was a physician. Gold­
win inherited a good deal of property, 
and all his life was able to indulge 
nis tastes.

Pay Dividends on Loan Without In­
curring Income Tax.

Toronto, June 8.—The provincial treas­
urer, Hon. Col. Matheson, received a 
message this morning of the honorable 
recognition of Ontario loans by the Im­
perial Government in a manner that is 
certain to place them even higher in the 
list of valued securities for English in­
vestors. The privilege has been granted 
the Bank of Montreal, which acts as the 
agent of the Ontario Government, to pay 
out dividends on Ontario loan issues when 
they do not exceed £5 without incurring 
the income tax. This dividend represents 
an investment of about £120, which will 
include a large proportion of the holders 
of the provincial loans. These now 
amount to $10,000,000, including the loan 
for the construction of the T. and N. O. 
Railway, and the later loan for the Niag­
ara power transmission line. Ail holders 
of these bonds exceeding £120 will pay the 
usual income tax, which amounts to more 
than one shilling in the pound.

This exception heretofore has applied 
only to dividends on Government loans, 
which are paid by the Bank of England, 
and Col. Matheson is gratified at the 
favor extended to this province.

Brother of a Prominent Citizen of 
London.

A Mount Forest special to the Globe 
says:

In the death of Mr. Samuel B. Wes­
tervelt here recently the town has lost 
an old and honored citizen.

London, June 7.—The Canadian As­

sociated Press correspondent at The 
Hague writes that the Newfoundland 
Hague tribunal will meet four days a 
week, and remain in session four hours 
a day. At this rate the argument will 
not conclude before the end of August, 1 
and possibly the middle of September.I

A preliminary meeting was held In 
the Court of Arbitration Building, but 
the room was not sufficient for the 
court representatives of the contend­
ing parties, therefore, it was decided 
to try to get more commodious quar- 
ters. It was expected that Dutch offi-; 
cial life would put itself out for the, 
purpose of meeting the wishes of the 
peace tribunal, but it took no interest 
whatever in the search for more com­
modious quarters. Eventually, the 
tribunal discovered on the top flat oli 
the parliament buildings a huge, un- 
gainly, unlighted, unfurnished attic 
The interested parties are in a quan­
dary as to what to do. At the present 
moment they are undecided whether 
to take possession of the “roof gar- 
den” or apply for permission to use 
the Chevaliers’ Hall, the headquarters 
of the Netherlands Knights.

The Canadian Associated Press 
correspondent adds that the preval­
ent idea that Dutch officialdom is go­
ing down on its knees to the great 
powers of the world begging them to 
come to The Hague is rather errone­
ous. Dutchmen are not unwilling that 
they should come, at the same time 
they are quite willing that they find 
their own accommodation.

A Hague cable says that Sir Robert 
Finlay, K. C., is opening the case on 
behalf of the Canadian Government 
today. His speech is expected to last 
a fortnight. By arrangement the 
speeches of Sir William Robson, Bri­
tain's attorney-general, and Senator 
Elihu Root will not be delivered until 
the close of the arbitration.
