earth. Even John D. Rockfeller’s
many millions would look small by
comparison ‘with his multitudinous
sources of wealth and the vast trea-
gures hoarded for him by his ancestors,
for the Romamoffis were always a sav-
img mwace. No living man cam tell the
full extent of his ‘wealth, mnot even
Baron Friederichs, the Comptroller of
the Imperfal Household.

The value of the Emperor’s private
fortume and its importance in relation
to the affairs of the empire, may be
ga’ in some degree by the fact
that the baron, his private treasurer,
‘is counted among the greatest officers
of state, and is a member of the prin-
cipal deliberative and comsultative
councils, such as the committee of
Mimisters and the Coumcil of State,
‘which help the Czar to direct the
courge of Russtan policy.

‘The offiical Tevenue of Nicholas II.—
his salary, so to speak—is nearly two
millions sterling per annum. It is dif-
ficult to arrive at it exactly, for it is
paid il various 'ways and under many
heads, and the sum total fluctuates
from year to year. But $10,000,000
may be taken as a fair average.

COST OF STATE BALL.

It is only a smiall part of his wealth,
however, and the expense of maimtain-
ing his-royal state more than ac-
counts for this vast sum. If he de-
pended wpon his offiica) salary he would
find it hard to make both ends meet.
His expend‘tures are almost incredible.
It is estimated that the magnificent
state ball which was given just as the
‘war with Japan broke out, cost be-
tween two and three millions of rou-
bles. The Czar'sgifts to the Orthodox
Church iw the course of the year aver-

‘age from five to six millions of rubles,

and orthodox Ruissians somet mes com-
plain—confidently, of course—that
he isstingy in that regpect, in compar-
ison. ‘with his predecessors. On the
other hand, the church turns over
large revenues to him, estimated to
exceed the amount which it receives.

‘Wilth the sole exception of the Shah
of Persia, the Czar owns a greater
fortune im diamomds and precious
stones’ than any man in the 'world.
The famous Orloff diamond is only
the greatest in an immensé constel-
lation, It was given to a previous
Czar by a Count Orloff, one of ‘whose
descendants ‘'wias the famous Count
Orloff, who devoted his life to improv-
ing the breed of Russian horses amnd
created the “Orloff horse’” mow mused
almost exclusively by the Russian
cavalry.’ :

‘When Nicholas II. 'was crowned a
few: years ago, the Emir of Bokhara
and the Khan of Khiva, his two prin-
cipal vassal princes, vied with ome
another in making him the richest
gifts within their power. The Khan
gave him a priceless rope of pearls
which is said to be the finest in the
‘world, besides djamonds, emeralds and
rubies galore., His presents are esti-
amated to have been worth at the low-

“It is Impossible to arrive at any
exact estmate of the wealth of his
Imperial Majesty,” said an official
connected 'with the Russian Lega-
tion aT" Washington, from whom most
L of the facts set forth (n this article
were obtained, “but I should think
that, on the most conservative esti-
mate, he must be worth,
sources, far more than $50,000,000 ‘a
year. This is actual revenue, and
does not take into account the huge -
treasures n specie, bullion and dia-

of the Peterhof Palace, in the citadel
at Kronstadt, and elsewhere.

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PUBLIC OPINION IN ACTION

< Pallot box stuffing is an evil that
will end suddenly when Ontario learns
to guard its polling booths with a
public opinion that can teach every
government and every <candidate to
avoid the very appearance of evil.

Thus saith the Toronto Telegram,
and at the same Lime it is putting
up a mighty, megaphonic howl over
the fact that .in deference to public
opinion as embalmed in the criminal
code four -ballot-box stuffers have
gone to the Central prison “in chains”
The Telegram holds that those who
profit by ballot-box stuffing and
kindred crimes are the ones who
should suffer. That is all right in its
way, but the Telegram has only learn-
ed half its lesson. The way to get at
those who profit by corruption is
first to put up the fear of the law
into their tools. Having Rirst orip-
pled their power for evil, then public
opinion can reach and clean out the
instigators, or at least those Wwho
knowingly profit by the crimes “of
their tools. The Ross government is
a shining example. It is all very well
to talk about public opinion punishing
the patrons or the “machine,” but
how is public opinion to reach the
principals who entrench themselves
behind a system of corruption which
extends throughout the ~province,
which controls every polling booth

. on election day and has at its com-
mand a small army of corruptionists
who are not working for “fun,” like
the Toronto amateurs? They 'defy
public opinion and protect themselves
from it by a cavalry screen of ballot
switchers, pallot-box stuffers, brib-
ers and personators, with the result
that when public opinion has done its
utmost, the masters of the situation
come up smiling with a precarious
majority of three. Before such men
can be got at that protective screen
must be routed and the only way to
rout it is to make electoral crime too
dangerous, * to, strike terror into the
tools by sending men to prison *in
chains” or any other way to expiate
crime for the bemefit of society and
as a horrid example to similar crim-
inals. If these convicted criminals
were pardoned it would' be Playing
right into the hands of the principals;
whom the Telegram thinks should be
reached and punishédl by banishment
from public [fife. It would confirm
their tools in the too-long-cherished
idea that they and their masters were
above the law and immune to public
opinion as expressed on the pages of
the criminal code. The tools are for
the express purpose of defeating pub~
lic opinion. Clear away the tools and
public opimion will mighty soon de-
feat the employers of the tools. It
is necessary to drive in the outposts
before the main body can be reached,
The Telegram is wasting its time de<
ploring the fate of the outposts of cory
ruption and demanding that the lead-
ers should be punished. Might as
swell talk of capturing the leaders of
{an army without driving in the skirm=
\ish line, or "demanding that the
fkirmish line be not touched and the
leaders only attacked. The first step
towards cleaning up Ontario politics
is for the force of public opinion
through the criminal laws being
brought to bear with awesome effect
on the tools of corruption even if
many more have to go to prison. “in

this sermon the preacher announces

the divine amnesty to all who re-
pent, and sinners of every degree are
urged to accept the offer which is

' made with a royal magnanimity and

completeness that put human forgive-
mess to shame by comparison. The
text is Psalm li, 7, ‘“Wash me, and
I shall be whiter than snow.’’
“‘Absurd simile,”’ you say; ‘‘that
statement cannot be scientifically
true. There is nothing whiter than

. the snow, any more than there is

anything deader  than' death, or
blacker than black, or redder than
arterial blood, or emptier than a
vacuum,’’

Snow, from a chemist’s stand-
point, has a superlative whiteness.
The purest of all vapors is that
found far up in the heavens. Along
comes a sudden cold wave and it
freezes that vapor into snowflakes,
just as that cold wave can freeze
falling raindrops into hailstones
which | patter upon the pavement.

Then that snowflake slowly drops
thro the air it comes to us as
whi it is possible for anything
to bé?™And yet there is a sense in

which the psalmist is right in say-
ing that God can wash away our
sins until we become ‘‘whiter than
snow,”’ the pure snow, the spotless,
wind driven snow.

What you state about the snow is
literally true. Scientifically, there
can be nothing ‘‘whiter than snow.”’
But you must interpret these words
of my text with the figurative license
of the poet. When you see through
poetic eyes and hear through poetic
ears you can see sights and hear
sounds never analyzed in any labor-
atory or classified by any earthly
acoustician,

We do not bind the imagination of
the poet with the rigid bonds of
sciebtific accuracy. He is accorded a
license to see and hear with his
spiritual eyes and ears scenes and
sounds not scientifically | true.
Though these words of my text may
not be literally true, in the figurative
language of the psalmist they are
poetically so. They may mean in
the common language this: Though
your st lives show stains that
seem /to you indelible as scarlet,
though you have committed sins
