We are already wondering when our favourite will visit
us again, and hoping she will keep Tuesday’s programme and give
us the same old songs again as a sovvenir.

Mr. Norman has a very good voice,—very good ; in fact, one of
aur best bass voices, but wanting in style. A couple of months
with a first-class teacher would place him in a different class
altogether.

Miss Gladys T'remaine, too, played n very important part in
the evening’s entertainmeat, both as soloist and accompanist. The
Quartette.is good, but we-would suggest that the performers would
do well to increase their nurmber, and mske themselves the nucleus
of a regular male voice choir. A strong men's choir with one or
two good falsettos can- prolduce cffects quite out ot the reach of
mixed choruses, and would be very popular if once organized.

The Canadian Queen’s latest competition is proving highly
interesting to readers as well as to competitors.

We would like to point out one great flaw in the conditions of the
competition ;—no allowance whatever is made for the fact that the
prices of luxuries vary greatly in different parts of this continent.
For instance, a Haligonian house-keeper can’t attempt anything
much in the way of desert, while a Californion can put down such
items ns fresh peaches and apricots 10 cts., white and red grapes
12 cents, etc.

Looking over the menus published so far, we cannot help feel-
ing that if as much skill were shown in cooking the dinners as is
shown in cooking the prices, any one of them would serve well
cnough. For instance, one housckeeper puts down chicken (for siz
people, mind you) 25cts., cream Sets., bananas 15cts., 6 eggs Scts,,
and so on. Now, our cookery editor, who knows something about
these matters, says he could eat all the chickens, cream, bananas
and eggs that can be hought in Halifax for 50 cents single-handed,
and would be ready to do a beefsteak on top. Of course, the menu
in question is not sent from Halifax, but we contend that it is
unfair to expect Halifex to compete with places (if there be any)
where such prices as the above hold good. ‘The adjudicators will
need to be pretty clever men to make allowances for the various
conditions of plenty in different parts of the American continent.

There is more cricket played to-day than has ever been played
since the game began, and the vamber of good playersis increasing
yearly, England, Australin and America keep sending out fresh
recruits, and svon India aud the Cape will attract notice with
representative clevens,  Everything points to a forward movement,
and when the champions and veterans of to-duy Iny down bat and
ball, their heavts will be gladdened by the sight of younger players
worthily sunintaining the prowess they themselves displayed in days
goae by.

Couunty cricket, now the backbone of the game, will pursue the
even tenor of its way, and will create greater interest and excite-
ment than ever. The cry from this and the other county, that
there is o dearth of local taleat, is nothing new. Nearly cvery
county has uttered it at some time or other; but in the history of
all of them, the first glimpse of sunshine broke thraugh the clouds
just when they seemed darkest.  Surrey is at the top of the tree
to-day, but it had many years of uphill wurk to go through, and
there is hardly a fiest-class county which has not had the snme
experience.  In 76 and *77 Gloucestershire was at the acad of the
first-class counties; in ‘86 and '87 it was at the bottom, but it s
now coming up again, and it would be rash to prophesy that in 96
it will not agsin be at the top. Itis the same with the minor
countics. Derbyshire, Warwickshire, and Sowersetshive have all
had their ups and downs, but it is difficult to say which will have
pride of place three or four years hence. The County Cricket
Council, in my opinion, is almost surc to come to life again, and
despite all the mud that has been thrown at it, will do uselul work.
There are minor points to be scttled for the good of county cricket,
which the Couucil alone can do thoroughly and eatisfactorily.

The birth aad residentinl qualification demand cousideraticn,
but we can hardly find fault with those counties, who, being richer
than their neighbours, keep a sharp lovkout for promising talent,
and spend their money frecly to obtain it.  Nottinghamshire, York-
shire and Lancashire have a larger ficld to draw from in the matter
of local talent than the counties of the south, and fur the most part
arc in as good financial positions to cultivate it. [ readily grant
that it is not pleasing to find out, when too late, that a future
Briggs, Sharpe or Lohmann has been allowed to leave the county
of his birth, and become a thorn in its side in after years. But it
is n mistake which is often made. A law might again be passed
giving cach county the right of first claim upon the services of
every player born o the county, the claim to be made at the
beginning of each season ; but this would seem a poor incentive for
counties tv spend thought and money in developing the talent of
players who atherwise might never have become first-clags,

Anather fmiportant point to be considered is the appeurance of
conzistent slow scorers, whose chief desire is to stand well in the
averages, and the cffect this nay have on the welfare of the game.
It is not too much to say that if it extend much further the game
will Juse some of its interest for the spectator.  Playing a defeasive
game to save a match is a widely different thing to merely keeping
up onc’s wicket in the hope of being not out, and thus showing up
well in the averages at the end of the season.  In the former case
the game benefits, in ‘the latter the individual only.  “The public
will not go to watch men blocking and playing with their legs all
day long, cansing matches to be drawn that might have been won
by a Jittle more spirited play. The sooner county committees
realize this, and act on it, the better for their own interests and
those of the game : the old enthusiasm for a spirited and dashiong
innings iy still as strong in the hearts of spectators as it ever was ;
pechaps stronger, since it is more seldom roused. There is just
the possibility of being a very scientific batsman, and yet being
wanting in the spirit of a true sportsman. It is the same with re-
gard to bowling : maiden over after maiden over may keep down
the runs, but it is the plucky bowler who docs not mind risking

something and being hit, who is of most use to his side, and does
mast for the game.

The future prospests of the game in Australia are very bright
That country huas always been blessed with oxcoptionally good
bowlers, and there can be little doubt that future teams will up-
hold the reputution of those which have precede® them.  Lord
Sheffield’s team, which in all probability is going out at the end ol
the present season, will be the twelfth which has visited Australia,
and wil! be quite worthy ot the old country, and we may almost
depend on Auscralia sending o team here in 1892 or 1893, the equal
of any team that has cever vis od England. After that, I think,
there will be a rest for some years.  So far the teams, which have
come and gone, bave been more or less avranged by individuals ;
in the future they will be managed by the different cricket assucia-
tions, und the interests of the game will be the chief consideration,
‘The history of English teams in Australia has shown us the
wonderful progress the game has made in that country.  But
althongh our best cleven has very varcly gone out there, the matches
played against odds have been greatly in oxcess of those played
against cleven a-side. I believe that this will soon be reversed,
and it is not improbable that in the near future Australiv may win
two out of the three representative matches geunerally played.

Everything puints to the professionals keeping the upper-hand
of the amateurs now. Occasionally, as in the past, an amateur
will ghine out for @ year or two and turn the tables in the Gentle-
men v, Players contest; but it is protty safe to predict that the
Players will have the better all-round team, and win most of these
matches in the future. ’

‘The laws of the game are about as perfect as possible.  ‘The |
b.w. question will always be a vexed one, and no alteration which
can be made with regard to it will stop the grumbling of the bats-
man or bowler.  The law empowering the captain of a side to de-
clare his iunings at an ead works well in a match lasting three days ;
but in one day’s matches it has done snore harm than good. Tuo
oficn, two or three batamen get all the runs, and, not unfrequen-
tly, the sume players have to do most of the bowling. The result
may be victory ; but it is very barren hounour for the rest of the
cleven. A repetition is sufficient to destroy their love of the game,
and discourage them for good.

‘I'wenty-five years ago a carefully prepared ground was the ex-
ception, and not the rule; but now, in every first-class county,
there are two or three good grouuds. [n the future, these grounds
will be improved, as far as possible, and their number will continue
to increase. [n fact, good grounds are mow springing up all over
the country.

It has been sugzested to me that golf is likely to prove a for-
midable rival to cricket, and, certainly, to the lovers of our national
game, the hold golf has taken in England in the last few
years must be of more than opdinary interest.  While it was
played principally in Scotland, anil was confined, more or less, to
players of advanced years, cricketers only gaveit a passing thought ;
but now that it has crussed the border and taken a firm footing in
their midst, they cannot help considering the effect it is likely to
have on cricket. It will not do to say that golf holds out no attrac-
tions to cricketers, for it hascome under my own notice that a few
first-clugs cricketers have suddenly given up the game which they
had followed with enthusiasm from boyhood, and identified them-
sclves with this new and powerful claimant for their affections, just
as closely as they ever did with cricket.

Wherein lies the charm of golf I know not.  So far, I have
only looked on at the game. Iam more concerned with its possible
influence on my own particular branch of sport, and here I do not
think there is much occasion for anxiety. Everyone will remember
tho doleful predictions which were uttered some ten years ago when
lawn tennis became so popular. Well, the number of lawn tennis
players has increased yearly without lessening the number of
cricketers, The American bascball in.asion was another scare
which lasted for o short time, but it has had no cffect on cricket.

T
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Golf, in spite of the charms ascribed to it, will not affect the future
of cricket, although it may descrvedly take a firm hold among us.

It is very difficult to tell how cricket will be played at the end
of the next century.  When we refleet on the trifling changes that
have taken place in the last 50 years, it appenrs probable, that al-
though eome alterations may be made in the laws, they will not bo
such as to materially affect the game. I firmly believe that in 1891
cricket will be played as it is to-day, and that it will for ever retan
the title of vur national game.

Uxtons vs, WaNDERERS,

The Wanderers® Lacrosse tenm journeyed on Saturday to St
dolin iu order to again try conclusions with New Dronswick’s
representative team, their opponents on the 25th of May here, the
Unions of St. John. A hot afternoon in the train was followed by
a hot evening.  Some whiled 2way the time with books, others slept
and sti!ll others adopted the amusement so cleverly illustrated by
Mountjuy Walker in bis whisting solo *“Goune, gone, gone!”
At 11 » M. the train rolled in to St. John station, and there, despite
the lateness of the hour, numbers of the Unions were found to bid
their opponents welcome, greetings were exchanged, cabs obtained |
and goon the party was within the hospitable dours of the « Dufferin,”
where, dwing the two following days, the proprictor, Mr. F. A.
Jones, and his genial assistant ( McCaflrey of the Unions, n keen
Lacrosse player,) did all in their puwer for the welfare of the team.
Sunda; was passed in varfous ways.  Que stalwart athlete watkerd
out to Rothsay in the carly morning and, despite the heat, returned
on foot in the evening.  Another spent the day on a yacht belong-
ing to Arthur Thompson and Jack McDonald of Halifux, both of
whom are attached to the St Joha ageney of the Bank of Montreal.
Others visited friends in the city, and the balance were taken by
the Unions for a drive in the country.

The weather, which, up to Monday morning had been superb,
then commenced to look threatening, but with the exception of one
or two trifling showers in the morning, no rain fell during the day.
About eleven o'clock the team visited the Shamrock's ground, where
the matzh was later to be played, and required some valuable
experience of a decidedly peculiac ground, without which they
would have been sadly handicaped in the afternonn.  Soft spougy
turf from which the ball would hardly rebound, a loose cinder track
with clinkers as big as a walbut, a rough board fence with supports
inside, and long grass growing between the track and the fence, all
of them inimical to goud play and conducive to danger, combine
to make the Shamrocks grounds unsatisfactory from the standpoint
of Lacrosse a* least, and it is to be hoped that some of these deteets
may be remedied before the Wanderers have to play there again.

The morning was stiflingly warm, so after some desultory
practice, the team returned to the hotel and, having done justice
to the Dufterin menu, retired to their rooms where a gentle siesta
oceupied the time until three o'clock.  Half an hour later both teams
were at the grounds ready for play.  While the attendance at the
game could hardly be said to have been enormous. the Wanderers
were glad to learn that no such audience had previously assemnbled
to witness Lacrosse in St, John, It was not only exceptional in
point of numbers, bat also from the presence of so many ladics, of
whom a number were recognized as being well known in Halifax
suciety.

Play commenced shortly after half past three, the Uwpires
being, for the Unions, Mr. McPherson, and for the Wanderers,
Mr. A. G. Cunningham, while Mr. Alljo ot Montreal officiated
as Referce. It may be remarked in passing, that the decisions of
all three gave absolute satisfaction.

Within a few winutes after the commencement of play, the
Unions scored, the Wanderers defence not having scttled down to
their work.  McFarlane was the lucky man, and the friends of the
Unions were jubilant.  After a few inoments rest play was resumed
and the Wanderers’ at once showed that they meant business. A
fow passes up and down the field, n smart rur and an unsuccessful
throw fur gonl from Henry which sent the ball back of the goal into
the corner of the fenee, a clever throw in front of goal from Stewart,
a guick motion of the stick from Middleton, and the game was
placed ence more on even terms.

For the next hour and three quarters the play on both sides
was onc of the most determined character, and the fate cf the game
was for some time in the balance, but before long the superior run-
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ning and staying powers of the Wanderers won the second victory
ay they had won their first.  The Wanderers second goal was also
scoved by Middleton, who caught a rapid, but not aceurate, shot at
gonl from Fuller, and put it through the posts like lightuing.  In the
few remaining minates of play no further score was made, and the
Wanderers were left victors by two goals to one.

Too high praise cannot be given to the Wanderers defence
team, Cassels at goal, Simpson at poiat and Oxley at corner
point distinguished themselves over and over again.  Mclntosh and
Metzler at outside defence did usetul and timely work, ‘while at
centre, Walluee, Grierson, T'racey and Middleton scemed nbsulutely
tireless, covering in their excursions the whole length of the ficld,
and readering it almost an impossitility to keep them covered.
No matter where the ball was, there you were almost certain to
find one or more of this indefutigable quartette.  Of the play of the
attack ficld, Fuller, Stewart and Henry, too much cannot be said.
All three were more or less under the weather, orherwise the score
might easily have been more largely in favor of the Wanderers.
They wete moreover rather handicapped in having nearly always
to contend with more than the usual complment of opponents.

Lor the Unions McGee at goal played a remarkably fine game,
as did alsv McLeod at point, the throwing of the latter being espec-
ially brilliant.  Bartsch at cover-point worked hard and success:
fully, and J. 8. Esson and Armstrong at outside defence often
proved more than a match for their nearest opponents.  The Unions
attack was also weak,  McCafirey, McFarlane and Dr. Bsson
showed up well at times, but they were practically powerless, alter
their first goal, in the hands of the Wanderers defence.

Many hard knocks were given, and received, for the most part
ood humouredly, buc the criticisza must in all fairness be made
that the home team on the whole was guilty on occasions of un-
necessary roughness.  This is not said with any inteantion of
disparaging the Unions, they were fairly beaten, and frankly ad-
mitted it, and it would ill-beccome a Wanderer under the circum-
stances to exhibit any spirit of bitterness or spitefulness, but the
criticism is made with a view of preventing a repetitivn of the
subject of offense, which, if allowed to pass unnoticed, and not pro-
tested against would inevitably tend to render the game unpopular
with spectators, and undesitable for players.  People will not
watch, and athletes will soon  oid a game which is likely to re-
sult in comparatively serivus injury to those engaged iu it, and
while these remarks are called forth by the game of last Monday,
they are not intended for the then competing tenms alone, but for
all exponents of the game whose eyes may chance to rest upon
these lines,  ‘The game is rough cnough cven if properly played,
and cuts and bruises are almost inevitable. Let it be the uim of
« very Lacrosse player and lover in the Maritime Provinces to ren-
der the game as free from danger as possible, and let every player
sink petty revenge and mere personal fecling in the nobler endeavour
to clevate our national game, and make it such a pastime that every
true Canadian may point to it with pride.

The history of the final acts in the Wanderers’ excursion to
celebrate their city’s Natal day in the ncighboring provinces may
Le given in a few words. A drive to the hotel, baths, dinner, an
evening largely given to celebration of the hard won victory in such
various manners as suited the dispositions of the various excursion-
ists, the train at cleven o’clock, the battle refought, bed, well-earned
repose, Windsor junction, rain, North street, and the resumption
of *¢the common round, the daily task,” arc incidents which will
long remain in the memories of those who experienced them, bnt
as to which others can feel but little interest. 0. G.

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Eunglish Jottings.
So our Freach ncighbors are emnlating the example of per-
fidious Albion by seizing certain pictures in Paris; but not at the
suggestion of Mrs, Grundy or the Vigilance Society. Oh, dear,
no! The Vigilance Society, in the matter of morals, is an unknown
quantity in the gay capital. ‘The scizure of two pictures was
ordered by the Government, beeause they were of such political

But then, look at the way
the Germans treat all things French iu theiv own country, ‘There
is nuthing sufliciently despicable or contemptible, that they do not
shuw off in their galleries, theatres, circuses, or shop windows
clothed in French garb.  But then, you ece, they are the victurs,
and poor froggic the vanquished.

Young Grant, now Major Grant, has not only received the
Victoria Cross, the highest mark of distinction awarded to British
valour, but has made a double leap into a captainey, with rank of
brevet.major. The young fellow certainly deserves all he can get,
and will, no doubt, have a command befose mwaay years. It is
certainly worth quoting here an extract from a letter to his mother,
which might be headed, ¢ A Spoilt Breakfust :

They opened a wild fire and bolted s we attacked their Ieft flank,
but then we found ourselves in a Lit of o bole, fur 30 or 40 were in a
carner, behind a wall 6 ft. high, over which they were firing at us. I
had wy D. B. 16-bore shot gun and six huckshot and sia Lall cartridges,
ane us they showed their heeds over the wall they got buckshot in their
faces at 20 yards. When my 12 rounds were fired and the Gourkhas
also doing cunsiderable damage, we rushed the wall, and I dropped one
through the head with my revolver, and hit some more as they bolted.
Next day 1 had 30 minutes’ leisure to go all round my fort, and found
1 had only 50 rounds per man, enough for one hour's hard fizhting, aud
only 25 for Martini’s. The wen had orders not to fire ashot till the
enemy were half way across the open adjoining compounds, but the
cnemy declined to cross the open. 1 picked off a few who showed their
heads from the east corner, where 1 spent the rest of the day, the wen
smoking and chatting, and at lact took no notice of the Lullets cutting
the trees a foot or six mches over their heads. Thus the day passed,
the enemy retiving at dark, and we counted our Yoss ~two men and one
follower wounded, one by shell, one pony killed, two wounded,
two clephants wounded, one severely, and iy breakfast spoilt
by a shell, which did not frighten my boy, who brought we the head of
the shrapuel which did the mischicf—1 will seud it howe to be made
into an inkpot, with inscription—and lialf my house knocked down.

If the gallant young Major were to come over now, I believe

his reception by the people would equal any ever given to England's
areatest heroes. '

The death of Mr. Long, R. A, wakes a vacancy amongst
Academicians that will not casily be filled up. He was not a great
artist, but he as a man of original conceptions, and what he did he
did rather characteristically than well.  1e followed no traditions
but his own. To me his work always scemed stilted and unreal.
He was more of an antiquarian than an artist, and his pictures
might be taken as undoubted authoritics on the architecture and
costumcs of the places and periods with which he dealt. But in
spite of the immense pains which he exercised in order to get his
work correct, he never scemed to touch the secret of inspiration in
his pictures.  They lacked life and passion almost in proportion to
their precise accuracy on all matters of form and detail.

Even though Mr. Edison has not yet, put his wonderiul

in these days, when afier-dinner singing, amateur theatricals, and
pas seuls are nearly played vut,  They have ouly to ask their
guests which play they would like to see, and Jeames will bring up
with the coffee Mr. Irving, in The Dells, Mr. Charles Wyndhaw
as David Garrick, &c.  This, if only properly managed, pecuni-
arily, should be a good thing for the proprictors of theatres  Thase
people who, from motives of delicacy, do aot like to appear al
music-halis will now be able to thoroughly enjoy themselves.

A story which come from Constantinuple reminds of a simily
one in the life of Queen Elizabeth,  The Saltan, it is said, wa
suffering much from toothache, and the dentist, having inspectud
the royal patient's teeth, declared that one of them must be drawn
In order to give'the Sultan nerve, a negro was brought to his roum
and had a tooth extracted. Sambo bore the operation so very
badly that it had just the opposite effect to that which was intended,
and the Sualtan, thipking the remedy worse than the discise,
declined to submit himselt to the forceps. A little later the faulty
touth again made itself felt. Again the Sultan sent for the dentis,
and again he replied that the tooth must come out.  So a secuml
negro was summoned and underwent torture.  He siualled louder
than the first, and a secend time Abdul Hamid declined to be
relicved through such an ordeal.  The attacks of toothache cen-
tinued to recur, and the latest information is that eight negroes
have been operated upon, but the Sultan has not.

of her greatest hero. A couple of hours can be profitably spent
cxamining the picturcs, amongst which may be found several fine
Vanderveldtes, and a set of portraits by Sir Peter Lely, which gain
an additional interest from the fact that they were mentioned by
gossiping Mr. Pepys.

Public interest scems to centre chicfly in the full-sized model of
the VPictory, hat to onc who is acquainted with the old ship hersclf
as ehe lics peacefully at her moorings in Portsmouth Harbour, the
imitation article is somewhat dxsappomuno. and the ghastly wax-
work representation of Nelson’s death in the cock-pit is decidedly
in bad taste, although it may be appreciated by a certain section of
visitors. The mock battle on the diminutive lake between two
model ironclads partakes of the ludicrous, although the crowd
watches it with the greatest interest  The two little vessels wabble
round the pond in a positively comic way, popping at each other
in a futile sort of manner, but the destruction of the torpedo Loats,
and the blowing--1p and surrcader of one of the ships is quite real-
istic on a small scale, and much delights the on-lookers.  The best
part of the Exhibition in my opinion is the cutlass drill gone through
by seventy-two Blue Jackets from H. M. S. Fiucellent, btunly

Porry.—Fruit stains of long standmﬂ' on white goods, or fresh
staing that refuse to yicld to ordlmry trmtmcnr wmay be removed
by dipping into a very weak solution of chloride lime, and spread-
in the sun or on the grass, if possible, to bleach. As soon as the
stains disappear, rinse thoroughly, as the lime is apt to injure the
fabric.  Usc soft water both in making the solution and iu rinsing
afterward.

Cookte,—Builed eggs, to slice nicely, should be put over the
fire in cold water, an-l should remain fifteen wminutes after the
water begins to boil, and allowed to cool in the same water. If
cooled by dropping them into eold water they peel smoothly.

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FISHING.—No. VI

In reference to my remarks in a former article on split cane
vods. 1 have had the pleasure of sceing u selection of very good
ones at Mr. T\ J. Egan’s; though this is the first scason that M.
Igan has shown any fishing tackle for some years, it is evident he
has not forgotten how and what to buy.  The vods he has on view
are exceptionally well finighed, and though they do look very light,
will, with ordinury care, land auy fish one is likely to come across.
Also, I can strongly recommend 2 boy’s rod, of which Mr. lgan
makes a gpecialty, and which he sclls at a very reasounnble price.

At the end of this article [ have given thenames and deseription
of two more flics, which [ trust may be of use to my brother anglers.

And now I would give a few hints as to « Casting.”  The first
thing a beginner has to learn is, how to cast overhand; he should
commence with a short line, say about 12 yards, and being able to
make a good cast with that, gradually lengthen the line, when
with perseverance he will soon be able 1o cast from 20 to 25 yards,
which for general purposes is as far as is wanted.  To waken
clean cast overhand it is necessary that the line should be lifted
right out of the water, and that it should be thrown back, behind
the angler's back to its fullest extent, before making the forward
cast. If this is nut done the chances are the fly will be cracked
off, or clse line and fly will fall all in a heap together. Ina
proper cast the line should be thrown clean out, down and across
the stream at an angle of 45°.  As soon as the fly touches the
water the rod should be held at an angle of about 10° down stream
and it should remain in that position ti!l the fly is about mid stream,
when the point should gradually follow the fly until the completion
of the cast : by this mcans the fly will have a more nutural appear-
ance, and owing to its slow rate of progression every fish in the
pool will have a fair chance of sceing it, and if one rises will most
likely be well hooked. ‘There are many good fishermen who advo-
cate casting straight across stream, saying that many more fish are
risen ; this may be eo, but I maintain that more are Killed by
casting down and across. Always strive that the fly shall com-
mence to *¢ fish ** dircctly it touches the water, to bring this about,
a foot of linc may be taken in with the hand through the rings
whea the forward cast is made, which will straighten the line, and
the fly will work at once. When the overhand cast has been
perfected, the beginner may begin his lessons in easting underhand,
which it is most nccessary he should learn.  This of conrse wants
a great deal more practice than the overhand, and requires a rod
with a more powerful tap, to accomplish it successfully. Great
care must be taken that the whale of the line is clear of the water
before attempting ¢~ cast. Lo lears how to cast underhand, can
only be attained by practice, and every angler has many opportuni-
ties of bringing it into use.

There are great diversities of opinion as to how a fly should be
worked. Some fisherman shake their rod, as if they wanted, as it
were, to saw the water, which is to a very great extent labour in
vain,—for this reason, that if you have an ordinary length of line
out, the action of the point of the rod does not affect the line at the
distance the fly is working. Of course fishing with a very short line
this might answer, but the fact is that in a stream there is no real
necessity to work the fly at all, the action of the water being sufficient.

To prove "Mis, it is necessary to watch men fishing with that
invention of the evil one, a cross line, where the flies are all but
stationary, and after watching salmon rise at them, I am sure any-
one would be convinced that there is no necessity to work the fly.
The most deadly method is to hiold the point of the red well down,
allowing the tly to sink as decp as possible. If the fly is worked
at all it should be in dead water and then only by a slow up and
down movement of the top of the rod.  The proper way to fish a
pool is to begin at the head moving down stream about a etep
between cach cast, always being careful that the former cast is
completed before makeing a new one.  One very bad habit young
fishermen are liable to get into is, having taken the onc step down-
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ward, and made their cast, they without sceming to notice it take
two or three more steps onward.

When a fish has risen ata fly, it is best to wait say half «
winute before tryiug him again, the angler being careful to remain
stationary.  Should he not risc again after two or three throws, a
smaller fly might be tried 2 if this should prove unsuccessful the
fish should be left for 15 or 20 minutes, the ungler remembering
before leaving the epot, to make some mark whereby he will know
the exact place agnin.  If when fishing a pool several figh rise, but
are only pricked, it is n sure sign that the fly is too large, and the
pool ehould be fished over again with a smaller oue.

There ave different methods of striking a salmon.  Some goad
anglers say ¢ strike a rising fish from the winch, without the line
being touched.” Otheérs again, *¢ it is necessary to strike with the
line held tight between hand and rod.” [ personally think that
the line being held tight between hand and rod, the fish will ook
himself withont any need of striking, and 1 feel convinced that with
galmon, striking is a mistake.  We all know that the salmon has
wonderful power of ¢jecting what he does not think is good for
him, and therefore those who advocate striking, have some show on
their side, snying as they do, * get the hook fixed as soon as possi-
ble.” Bat again, how would this work when a fish comes open-
mouthed at the fly? By striking them you defeat the object you
have in view.  Another argument in favor of not striking is that a
fish having risen a trifle short, the fly being allowed to go on its
regular course, he will be more likely to come again than if the
fly had been suddenly snatched away trom him. ‘The young fisher-
man may make his mind casy when he sces a salmon leisurely
following a fly that he is not going to cateh him. for in following,
the salmon, before he knows it finds himself in shallow water, gets
scared, and is sren no more.  After all, these wmethods of striking
arc only practiced by individuals—one may be as gond as another,
so that it wili be as well for the beginner to try them all, and judge
by the results. In my next [ will tonch on playing the salmon
when hooked.
