THE EXHIBITION.

Public attention has been largely
occupled this week in Winnipeg with
the Industrial Exhibition. Large num-
bers of people have been carried Into
the city by the rallway companles
from the east, west and south to wit-
ness the various features provided at
the exhibition grounds and the popu-
lation of the city has also been large-
Iy fn evidence on the grounds through-
out the week. The weather has been
fine, although perhaps a little too
warm for comfort, but this helped out
the salc of lemonade, lce cream and
other refreshments and for once the
vendors of these have had more than
they could do. The dally attendance
returns for the exhibition are not yet
complete but they are known to show
u very large Increase over last year,
which in its turn was a record year.
On Monday (Children's Day) over 16,
(00 persons passed through the turn-
stiles, on Tuesday (Ladles' Day) 20,-
00 people attended, on Wednesday
(Citizen's Day) 30,000, making a total
of 66,000 admissions for the first three
days, Thursday and Friday are ex-
pected to show equally large returns,
ns on these days the visitors from the
United States were here In crowds.
Many of these came all the way from
St. Paul and Minneapolis,

With regard to the exhibition prem-
lses there are many noticeable im-
provements In the grounds and build-
ings this year, which is In accordance
Wwith the settled policy of the manage-
ment to improve the permanent in-
vestment as rapldly as possible, The
krounds are also assuming a better
Appearance as the trees along the
main  avenues become larger. The
luildings have also been altered In
“ome places to better suit the con-
venfence of erowds,

The number and variety of exhibits
lus been larger this year than last
nd & great deal of pains has been
{iken to obtaln original and striking
ifécts. It is, perhaps, hardly falr to
particularize in *his connection, but

Success of tlis institution, Is the en-
ergy displayed by those comprising its
board of directors, who are Indefatig-
able In promoting the Interests of the
fair at all times. This year will show
A still further improvement In the
fine grounds owned by the assoclation,
tho numerous trees, shrubs, ete.,
planted during the past two or three
years having grown to a sise where
they add greatly to the beauty of (he
place. The exhibits this year will be
more numerous than ever and we are
Informed extra accommodation has
to be provided for the stock, the pres-
ent large bullding being unable to
hold the number being entered,

While a large portion of people at-
tending fairs are deeply intarested in
{he exhibits, thers are a greater num-
ber who go to be amused. and make
@ hollday of it In every sense. Keep-
ing this in view the directors have
spared no pains or expense to make
the amusement feature of the pro-
gramme an excellent and varled one.
Early in the season a deputation was
appointed to visit the large American
cities and secure attractions which
would prove novel and entertaining
and this they were successful In do-
ing, having secured some of the best
to be seen on the vaudeville stage.

Another pleasing feature of the pro-

The stocks in the hands
of the jobbers are of very falr propor-
tions, but u buying the wholesa
trade hawv: of course, been guided
lurgely by the requirements as shown
by sales in previous yeurs. With con-
tnued activity In manufacturing, the
opening up of new territory and largn
Increases in the agricultural produc-
tons of the country, it Is only natural
o suppose that the demand the pre-
sent year for nearly all classes of
Staple goods will largely exceed that
of any previous year. the crops
turn out as good as present conditions
Warrant merchants in expecting, then
It s natural 1o look for u large in-
crease In the business of the country,
and, of course, the dry goods tra de
Will be among the first to feel the ef-
fects of any expansion in the demand.
The domestic manufacturers are con-
fident of the future, and appear to feel
certain that there 18 no danger the
next six months of any accumulation
of dead stocks on their hands. They
are positively refusing to shade prices,
and are promptly turning down any
offers from the jobbers at even slight
recessions from list prices. In fact, it
Is difficult In some lines to secure the
g0ods needed for the Immediate fu-
ture.

Contracts to Stay Out of Business
Invalid.

A suit  of much Importance
was  recently declded by Judge
Thompson in the United States circuit
court of Colombus, O. The decision was
made in the suit brought by the 8.
Jarvis Adams Co., of Pittsburg,
against Sandford A. Knapp and J. M.
Bossert as individuals and the Cos-
hocton Iron Co., of Coshocton, 0., a
corporation.

The suit was brought by the Pitts-
burg company against the defendants
to enjoin them from manufacturing or
selling bell dies or tong dies or axle
balls similar to those made by the
Pittsburg corporation. The Adams
company, prior to 1901, had in its
employ Knapp and Bossert. Before
1000 Mr. Adams was the owner of the
ess, In that year the corporation
was formed. Bossert and Knapp were
glven salaries of $2,500 per year and

25,000 in capital stock, to be pald for
out of the earnings. 1001 they re-
signed, but the company declined to
pay the earnings on the stock unless
they signed a contract not to engage
in a similar business in this country.
The contract was signed, the money
pald over, and shortly afterwards the
Coshocton  company was formed to
manufacture the same class of pro-
ducts as the Adams company. The
Adams company brought suit to en-
doin the defendants, The petition was
demurred to, the defense being that
the contract was against public policy
and entered into for the purpose of
stifling competition.

Judge Thompson held that this was
true. The demnurer was sustained and
the petition dismissed. The court sald
it was admitted that the plaintiff con-
trols 75 per cent of the business in the
United States, and by stifiing competi-
tion and buying out manufacturers
would soon have a monopoly, The
naked contract showed that it had
been entered into to restrain competi-
tlon, and there was no counterbalanc-
ing claim.
