About 98 
miles of cokmizaition ’roods were opened 
as new roads and1 extensions, and 707 re­
paired and improved, representing a con­
siderable amount of permanent work by 
gravelling and formation of the roads 
by grading machines and otherwise. A 
statement of expenditure on capital ac­
count Sot publie buildings and1 works, co­
lonization and mining roads and aid to 
railways 'shows -tihiei total amount from 
July 1,. 1866, to December 31, 1906, was 
$24,669,905. Of this amount $698,424 
was expended last year.
