If there is not in the family a 
common faith and a common form of 
divine worship, the consequences are dis 
ivhtrous to home comfort, to religious 
t:a*ning and to faith itself. Bhow me a 
family that forms an exception, and you 
either show a strengthening of the rule, 
or you show a family that is happy only 
in appearance. For, even then you will 
find that the Catholic party has to do a 
thousand things unknown to the other, 
and to beg of the children to keep mat­
ters secret. There is woe following the 
telling of the secret. Suliico it to know 
that the wisdom of the Catholic Church is 
opposed to thtse unions; that if the Cath­
olic paity die the children, as a rule, are 
lost; and that even in the best cases re­
unions indifference is the ordinary cense- 
quince.

How often do we meet such an instance 
as this, nor thall 1 overdraw it 1 A youog 
Catholic lady tells her confessor that she 
intends to marry a Protestant young man. 
The confessor remonstrates. It is useless. 
Her mind is made up on the matter. He 
is a good young man, with no prejudice 
against her faith, and is satisfied to be 
married by the priest. Very well; they 
get married ; six months afterward the 
bell is rung at the priest’s door. A thickly 
veiled female comes in, and she had a sad 
story to tell. She has been abused, called 
names in which her religion was not com­
plimented ; and oh, worst of all, this very 
day he has thrust her out of doors. Yes ; 
called Papist and thrown down the stoop 
by the ‘‘splendid young man” on whose 
arm she hung so proudly in the heyday 
of her foolish fascination !

Some of our young ladies may be edu­
cated a little too high for our average 
young man. And too many of them look 
down on honest labor—on the young me­
chanic or tradesman—and cast their eyes 
on some banker’s clerk or broker’s account­
ant, who, with ten or twelve dollars a 
week, studies the manners of the million­
aire, frequents the opera, and may not be 
above forging his employer’s name. Bet 
ter to cast her lot with the honest young 
Catholic tradesman who attends to his 
religious duties, is temperate and tteady, 
forgetting altogether that he neither dresses 
like a fop nor poses like a Chester field.

If the man be the Catholic the case is 
worse. The mother has most influence 
with ths children. The father wouies, 
drinks, loses his position and perhaps dies 
a victim of intemperate habits. Ilia chil­
dren hear on the streets that their father 
was a Catholic and a drunkard. That is

intimate friends should attend it to the 
graveyard. Large funerals, especially 
among poor people, are in bad taste and 
saddening. How many a poor working 
man borrows live dollars to pay for a 
coach, loses his day’s work, and gets 
drunk into the bargain t Perhaps ho 
fails to go to work next day and lie loses 
his employment. All for the poor glory 
of being considered “a good neighbor.” 
And apropos of funerals, an abuse has 
crept in amongst us here which must bo 
checked forthwith, it is that of expos, 
ing the face of the dead after the obse­
quies here in the church, almost re en- 
actirg the scenes of the “wake.” TLit i 
an insult to the Eucharistie presence of 
our Diviue .Itsus in His home on o\ir 
altars; and I low declare that after the 
tiret of next mouth no colli i shill bo 
opened in this church.

Let me a»k you, in conclusion, to accept 
these words in the kindly spirit in which 
they were conceived and uttered They 
are meant fur your good, and I el cc*? rely 
trust that they will be productive of good 
results among you.

Oae of the moat striking letters of Cardinal New­

man contained in the interesting and very valuable 
collection of Mr. Oidcastle, whose book was re­
cently noticed in these columns, is that which, In 
1862, he addressed to the Globs on occasion of a par­
agraph which had appeared in that journal to the 
effect that he, Dr. Newman, had left, or was about 
to leave, the Oratory at Brompton as a preliminary 
to his return to the Church of England. Nothing 
seemed to touch the Doctor at that time and stir 
his honest indignation more than the charge or the 
intimation that he had lost his faith in the Catholic 
Church and was about to leturn to the E tablish- 
ment which he hai, with such a tremendous sacri­
fice of feeling, once and forever abandoned. And 
on this occasion he seemed determined, if possible, 
by any strength and explicitness of human lan­
guage, to forever put at rest even the possibility of 
a suspicion of any such intention.

After stating that the paragraph “was utterly 
unfounded in every part of it,” and alluding to his 
connection with tbe Brompton Oratory for the last 
twelve years, he goes on to say, “I have not had one 
moment’s wavering of truth in the Catholic Church 
ever since I was received into her fold. 1 hold, and 
ever have held, that the Sovereign Pontiff is the cen­
tre of unity and the Vicar of Cnrist ; and. I ever have 
had, and have still, an unclouded faith in her creed 
in all its articles ; a supreme satisfaction in her 
worship, discipline aud teaching ; and an eager long­
ing and a hope against hope that the many dear 
friends whom I have left in Protestantism may be 
partakers of my happiness.”

Oae would suppose that such a declaration aa 
that ought to be satisfactory to the most skeptical. 
But he goes on in language of characteristic strength 
and pungency :

“This being my state of mind, to add, as I hereby 
go on to do, that I have no intention, and never 
had any intention, of leaving the Catholic Church 
aud becoming a Protestant again, would be super­
fluous, except that Protestants are always on the 
look-out for some loophole or evasion in a Catho­
lic’s statement of fact. Tnerefore, in order to give 
them full satisfaction, if I can, I do hereby profess, 
ex animo, with an absolute internal assent and con­
sent, that Protestantism is the dreariest of possible 
religions ; that the thought of the Anglican service 
makes me shiver, and the thought of the Thirty- 
nine Articles makes me shudder. Return to the 
Church of England ! No ! ‘The net is broken and 
we are delivereV I should be a consummate fool 
(to use a mild term) if in my old age I left ‘the 
land fl iwing with milk and honey,’ for the City of 
Confusion and the house of bondage.”

What a lesson for those poor, puny, weak-kneed 
converts who stumble at sima unexpected trial, 
some unlooked-for scandal, or, through some secret 
worldly motive, some sighing for the flesh-pots of 
Egypt, of which they themselves are perhaps 
scarcely conscious, become lukewarm and perhaps 
even fall away from the faith.

Arch­
bishop of Baltimore, now deceased; wore 
consecrated together in ihe old St Pat­
rick’s cathedral, corner of Mott and Prince 
streets, in New York eitv, on the 30th of 
October, 1853. At that time Catholicity 
was almost unknown iu the state of Ver­
mont being confined principally to Bur­
lington aud St. Albans on the shore of 
Lake Champlain. On the 30th of Octo­
ber, 1885, however, Bishop De Goesbriand 
celebrated the thirty-second anniversary 
of his elevation to the Episcopacy, and 
had the pleasure of being congratulated 
by a large number of his own priests who 

have parishes, with large congrega­
tions located in various parts of the State. 
On that occasion he commemorated the 
event by celebrating a Pontifical High 
Mass himself in the Cathedral of the 
Immaculate Conception, corner of Cherry 
and St. Paul’s street», in Builington, dur­
ing which ho was assisted by the Rev.

“Standing between these two remark­
ably attractive aud instructive exhibits, as 
it does, it must be confessed our Bureau 
exhibits suffers to some extent iu com­
parison with their brilliancy. That this 
has arisen from no fault of the head of the 
Bureau, ail the well-informed ate 
thoroughly satisfied. Iu one of these 
exhibits is seen the concentrated power 
and intelligence of a nation proud of what 
it is doing in every department of educa­
tion ; in the other, the enthusiasm and 
skill of a devoted order of trained labor­
ers, also working under a centralized 
authority.”

About two mile* from the business por- 
a north-tion of the city of Darlington iu 

easterly direction aud couuected with it

2. Its systematic arrangement. It was 
easy tu trace the progress of a pupil from 
the elementary to the highest grade in 
every subject, and to observe, not only the 
results, but, to some extent, the means by 
which the results were obtained.

A 
child once placed under the care of the 
Brotherhood for his complete education, 
remains under precisely similar influences 
during all his school life.

In the coming contest, 
into which evil minded men seek to im­
port the bitterness of a war of races and 
of religions, a patriotic fairness, combined 
with moderation, is demanded of all cit­
izens. In his publication and promul­
gation of the Encyclical Immottutle Deit the 
Bishop of Montreal, deploring the manifes­
tations of bitterness and of violence that 
have taken place in hie diocese since the 
execution of Riel, says :

“Leo XIII., whose great teachings we 
have just learned, gives to all rules which 
we nave to follow, respect for authority, and 
in the protests which we may make against 
certain of its measures, moderation and 
Christian charity. Far from this, then, 
be this acrimonious language, these horri­
ble invectives, which pertain not to sin­
cere Catholics. Far from us be those 
odious accusations, those unjust suspicions 
as to motives. Let there be everywhere 
union. Therefore, if in the past dis­
agreements have occurred, they must be 
buried in oblivion. If temporary injus­
tice has been committed, whoever the 
guilty party may be, all must now be re- 
paired by reciprocal charity and all must 
be redeemed by the common effort of 
deference towards the Holy See. By this 
means Catholics will obtain a double ad­
vantage, that of aiding the church to pre- 
■«•«d propagate Christian doctrines, 
snd that of rendering a signal service to 
society, whose salvation is not only 
promised by bad doctrines, but also by 
bad payions.”

These ore words of good counsel, and 
though they will be seized upon and dis­
torted by the very men who have been 
urging and proclaiming a war of raro, as a 
back set to their opponents, they are 
words that all patriotic men should 
take to heart. Never before was there 
such need of that moderation and Chris­
tian charity which the Bishop inculcates. 
If these be the characteristics of the

F rom all aides came pouring in hearty 
congratulations to the men of indomitable 
pluck and perseverance, who have pushed 
to a successful termination the greatest 
railway enterprise the world has ever 
known, and that six years earlier than 
their contract called for. “From ocean to 
ocean” was an expression which five years 
ago was regarded as mythical in the ex­
treme. In that space of time the com­
pany who had undertaken to construct 
the road have been subjected to the bitter 
opposition of a set of fanatics who pro- 
physied the failure of the company to 
complete its task, and disaster and ruin to 
the country because it was the work of 
the Conservative party. During these 
years almost insurmountable obstacles 
have been met and overcome. They would 
have hsen insurmountable to men who 
Were less determined and less skillful, and 
to a country whose determination to link 
together its scattered provinces by this 
national bond of steel was less strong than 
that of the Dominion.

AN EXCEPTION TO THE RULE.

It la not often that Rome gets 
barest justice at missionary meetings 
among our separated brethren. In fact, 
one of the indispensable features of the 
programme of such a gathering appears 
to be unreasoning and unlimited vitupera­
tion of Catholicism, its doctrines, its 
clergy, and not unfrequently its adher­
ents. We are on this account all the 

pleased to remark upon a discourse 
delivered in this city a short time ago at 
a missionary meeting held in the Dundas 
Street Centre Methodist Church. This 
discourse was delivered by Rev. C. Eby, 
M. A., who has been engaged in mission­
ary work in Japan. Mr, Eby is reported 
to have said :

“It was about 300 years ago that Japan 
was discovered by Spain aud Portugal, 
when the R. C. C.lurch was looking 
around for new fields, when it had lost 
many of its adherents in Europe. It 
appeared that in a few years this new 
religion numbered over two million fol- 
lowers, but owing to the power the 
Jesuits were acquiring the rulers drew 
the sword, and required of the Christians 
fo give up their faith or die.

This truth the perse­
cutors of England, although they had eyes 
to see and understandings to understand, 
neither saw nor understood. A less fero­
cious policy would have been attended 
with more success. That, great Protes­
tant, Dr. Johnson, called the Scotch 
reformer Knox, “the ruffian of the 
reformation.” He was less a ruffian than 
the proud English nation. He spent 
his reforming energy in furious har­
angues, which his adherents called 
sermons—preaching of the gospel. 
They delighted in his language, 
as in a low state of society the passer-by 
lingers on his way in order to regale bis 
ears with the slang of the streets, so often 
vulgar and obscene. The English did 
worse, they riotel [[systematically in 
cruelty and torture. The result was such 
as they deserved, and their labours were 
calculated to produce—a steady increase 
of the Catholic people and a load of 
infamy that will never cease to stain the 
page of history. The followers of Knox 
persecuted, indeed, but they refrained 
from shedding blood. The celebrated his­
torian, Dr. Robertson, states that in Scot­
land not a single Catholic suffered death on 
account of his religion. According to 
other historians, however, it would appear 
that one, at least, did so suffer. Spottis- 
wood endeavors to vindicate King -Tames 
from having taken the blood of a priest 
on account of his religion, but unsuccess­
fully.

For several deys past it has been known 

that Mr. XV. If. Waller, the county reg­
istrar of Carleton, was seriously ill ; but 
yesterday he appeared to take a turn 
for the better and it was thought the 
crisis was passed. A consultation was, 
however, held at his residence yesterday 
by several physicians, and the result of 
the conference was on the whole unsat­
isfactory, though hope was naturally ex­
tended io the family. After midnight, 
Mr. XValier sat up in an easy chair, to 
obtain rest, but alter a while lie sank 
into a quiet repose.

guns of the British navy, 
were pretty, or elegant, sometimes luxur­
ious residences, with tasteful gardens and 
every requisite of comfort. The mission- 
aries themselves lived in a style of ease 
such ee few of them could have ever 
hoped to poesess in their own country. 
The missionaries’ wives and and daugh 
ten—for the female element seems 
predominate in Protestant missionary 
“efforts”--had nothing to complain of; 
aa the efforts were nearly always 
kept within the limits of the foreign col­
ony, there was no lack of society. But 
when he had penetrated inland, where 
seventy-four-gun ships and H B. M.’s 
consuls and agents were not present in 
force, he saw no further trace of his 
coppers, though he did see the Catholic 
missionary everywhere active among the 
natives, speaking their language, intim­
ately associated with their life, and every­
where so successful in winning converts 
that the work of preaching and catechiz­
ing left scarcely the needed hours of sleep. 
And that hae been the experience of most 
travellers.

In the face of the almost total failure 
of Protestant missions to the heathen the 
generosity with which Protestants con­
tribute money year by year to these mis­
sions is a hopeful sign ; not hopeful for 
the missions, but hopeful for the cause of 
Catholicity among our separated brethren, 
gs it is an evidence of their zeal and sin­
cerity for what they suppose to be the 
good of religion.

For instance, the Methodists in the 
United States have this year appropriated 
out of their funds 11,155,236 for mission­
ary purposes; a large portion of this being 
for foreign missions. How far such a 
sum would go in Catholic missionary 
work !

Now, the revival of the Eastern Ques­
tion will naturally excite interest in the 
religious condition of the nations involved. 
Let us see what Methodist money has 
effected in Bulgaria. The Rev. H. W. 
Hulbert, who signs himself “Missionary at 
Rutechuk, Bulgaria,” writes an account in 
the Independent (November 12), of Metho- 
diet missionary work there,which,according 
to him, began in 1856. “Messrs. Challis, 
Dounsburg, Ladd aud Constantine,” he 
•aye, “with their wives, and Miss Linna 
lichenck, with native helpers, are getting 
constantly a firmer grasp upon the terri- 
tory assigned to their charge.” He can 
scarcely mean that these gentlemen and 
their wives and the young lady are buy­
ing land, lie probably means that these 
gentlemen and their wives—or does he 
include the wives really ?—and the young 
lady are converting the Bulgarians. Well, 
after thirty years of “effort,” and at how 
much expenditure of money in all that 
time is not said, “the membership is in­
significant, consisting of forty five, with 
thirty-one persons on probation,” and he 
adds, “the adherents number one hundred 
and thirty-seven.” He does not explain 
what are these “adherents.” Evidently 
they are not “members,” nor “persons on 
probation,” for he enumerates them sep­
arately. But perhaps they ate so called 
because, though neither Methodists, nor 
aiming to become Methodists, they hang 
about the Methodist missionaries on occa­
sions and adhere to some of the money 
which the “M. E. Church” of the United 
States generously sends over there every 
year.

A membership of forty-five after thirty 
years’ labors is certainly not encouraging. 
But there have been “obstacles” in the 
way. Of course, Mr. Hultert sa>8, 
the chief obstacle is the “utter spiritual 
deadness” of the Bulgarians. But, as 
the Bulgarians, who are already Chris­
tians, are apparently determined not to 
become Methodists, Bulgarian “spiritual 
deadness” ought to be “obstacles” 
enough. But it is not. These missionaries 
of Protestantism are very ingenious in 
finding obstacles. With lour Methodist 
preachers, “with their wives,” and a 
young lady, and “native helpers” already 
in Bulgaria, Mr. Hulbert laments that a 
“second great obstacle lies in the inade­
quacy of the force at work.” Mr. Hul­
bert does not mean that this curiously 
assorted Methodist missionary agency 
ought to be withdrawn on account of 
some defect in the character of the 
missionaries. He means that there 
ought to be more of the same. But 
on a basis of forty live members, 
these five missionaries, that is, 
excluding the wives and including the 
young lady, have each nine Bulgarian 
Methodists to attend to. But if each 
missionary has two Methodist servants— 
some have three or four—-that would 
leave a congregation of seven members to 
attend to, besides the missionary’s own 
wife and household. The young lady hav­
ing no wife, of course, would have more 
leisure, but then her sewing, perhaps, 
would more than compensate for the 
lack of a wife, in tbe time consumed. 
Including, even, the “persons on proba­
tion” and excluding the “wives, ’ the 
missionaries in that case have each fif­
teen and one-fifth Bulgarians. Suppose 
the entire Bulgarian nation were to be­
come Methodist to-morrow, in order to 
supply them with ministers nearly all the 
Methodist ministers of the United States 
would have to emigrate “with their 
wives” to Bulgaria.

Certainly the missionary outlook in 
Bulgai nt would not naturally be regarded 
ns encouraging lor Methodists, when a 
membership of forty-five is all that can 
be cla:med as tbe fruit of thirty years. 
But HJv. Hulbert quotes from a letter of 
one of these missionaries to Bulgaria 
(the It v. D. 0. Challis), words which 
will cheer our Methodist friends : “Only 
be patient; the Bulgaiiansare not quick 
to move; but, under the influence of the 
light sort of spirit, they are capable of

They are ages of literature, 
and they were ages of Christian, Catholic 
faith. Let us hear her voice when she 
calls us to her schools that she may train 
her children in the way in which they 
should walk. She will not be satisfied 
with mind culture alone, for she knows 
that Greek and Roman culture did not 
save Greece and Rome from destruction. 
She proclaims that true civilization does 
not consist in the cultivation of letters 
and art, elegance of dress or manner, 
wealth and material prosperity, but in 
good morals, based upon an exact knowl­
edge of Jesus Christ and a faithful prac­
tice of religious duties.

BANK OP LONDON IN CANADA.leads to penance.
The Holy Council of Tient eaye that “a 

whole Christian life ought to be a perpet­
ual penance.” How few realize this ! 
because they think they are what they 
really are not. Now, if penance be the 
life of the Christian In the state of grace, 
it must be a crying necessity for one who 
ia in the state of sin. What food is to the 
starving man, penance is to the soul in 
this unhappy state.

Penance is the preparation required of 
us for the coming feast of Christmas. This 
is the lesson of Advent. For four weeks 
the purple vestments, the prayers and 
ceremonies of the Church, and the fasts 
on Fridays have been appealing to our 
eyes and ears, if not to our hearts, to pre­
pare in this way. The wise man views the 
obligation which he is under to do penance 
as very urgent. He banishes timidity and 
cowardice and puts his hand to the plow 
with courage and confidence.

The foolish man hates to hear of penance, 
because hie passions have not got the 
mastery. When asked to keep the Com- 

• mandments and fulfil the duties of his 
state, he says, “I cannot” To bridle 
his passions and give up bad habits seem 
to him too hard a task.

Now, if you should consult any man 
who has done penance faithfully, so as to 
persevere in Cod’s grace for years, he 
would say the foolish man’s view of 
penance is a false one. Cod is more merci­
ful and lenient than we imagine, 
devil who dresses up penance as something 
repulsive.

In urging upon you to prepare for 
Christmas by penance, my first words are : 
“Take courage.” “Taste and see how 
sweet the Lord is.”

St. Leo says ’ the cause of the repara­
tion which we make for our sins is the 
mercy of Cod,” It is our way of lov­
ing Him who first loved us. How well 
the Prophet Laias describes this pe 
when he eays : The Lord says, “l 
lead the blind in the wuy in which they 
have not known ; in the ways which they 
have not known I will make them walk.
I will change their darkness into light, 
their crooked ways into ways that are 
straight. I will accomplish these words 
in them and will not abandon them. I 
am found,” say s God, “by those not seek­
ing Me, and I have appeared openly to 
those who have not asked for Me.”

We ace by these words how much the 
grace of God assists us, and how God mer- 
citully forgets our past sins when we do 
penance sincerely.

But our penance must be sincere. We 
must “bring forth fruit worthy of pen­
ance,” aays St. John the Baptist, the Pre­
cursor of our Lord.

It matters not if we are “the cffipiing 
of vipers,” as the Holy Baptist called the 
multitude who approached him for pen­
ance, provided “we lay the axe at the root 
of the trees.”

Now, the words of the Prohpet, 
stead of repelling sinners attracted them. 
The pub’icans who were farthest from God 
came and asked, “Master, what shall we 
do ?” and they received the gentle answer, 
“Do nothing more than that which is 
appointed you.”

And the profligate Roman soldiers 
asked Him, saying, “What shall we do ?” 
And He said to them, “Do violence to no 
man; neither calumniate any man, and be 
content with your pay.

We see from these answers how penance 
and salvation are within the reach of all. 
With the people,i. c, those who were of 
the House of Israel, St. Jolm 
strict, saying, “He that hath two coats 
let him give to him that hath none, and 
he that hath meat let him do in like man­
ner. ”

Now, to every one of us penance con 
9!°,te in bani-hing from our hearts every 
grievous sin. This can be done by a good 
confession and faithful performance of 
what is enjoined by the confessor.

After such a preparation we cannot fail 
to make a worthy Christmas Communion*

What 
respect can they ever have been taught 
for the temple of their bodies, or for the 
cardinal institutes of nature and of 
society 1 What regard for others can ever 
have been inculcated upon them when 
they think that moncy 
utter degredation of 
Surely it is time to cry aloud and spate 
not, when men can pass for ‘educated’ to 
whom the very element» of a true science 
of life are unknown, and who, with all 
tkeir literary, professional, and social 
acquirements, are wllliug to descend in 
their daily practice to the lowest depths 
of infamy. Think of the two thiogs— 
‘education’ and brutal merciless vice— 
going hand in hand ! Alas ! it is not edu­
cation ; it is that wretched, sophistical 
veneering of accomplishments which 
usurps the name of education.’’ We very 
much fear that “education’’—w« mean 
the popular delusion that passes fur edu­
cation—won’t do much toward teaching 
men how to live or help to make them 
“good citizens.”

AVERAGE YOUNG MEN.

Perhaps the moralists have been too 

harden the young man. May be he isn’t 
so bad after all. At any rate there is no 
lack of pretty fairly average good fellows. 
They don’t pretend to be paragons. But 
they pay their way. They put in good 
solid work every day and don’t like it if 
they are idle. They get to bed before mid­
night. They try to do no man evil. Talk­
ing mean things about people they know 
is something they don’t enjoy and don’t 
propose to do if they can help It. They 
have a little intellectual life. They are 
not ignorant of what Is going 
world. Sometimes they read the editorials 
in the dailies. Talk equate ordinary eense 
to them and they will answer you in 
kind. About topics which their Une of 

k brings to their notice they can say a 
good deal. They do like certain diver­
sions. Athletics attract many of them. 
Strength, speed and skill always capture 
gate money from them. Debating soci­
eties belong to the youth of their fathers. 
Libraries, public and private, they leave 
to novel reading young women. Their 
tastes are not there.

Religion Is entirely unobjection able to 
the average steady young fellows we are 
discussing. Their parents practised it— 
oflen fervently. It is a good thing 
them. So far ss they think of it they 
approve of it. But they don't think of it 
much. The church service of Sunday is 
no sooner out of sight than out of mind. 
They will not be classed as infidels or non- 
Chilstiane, but the gulf between them and 
Devotion, Piety, Ardor, Faith and the 
other qualities of virile living Christianity 
is very wide.

The interest they take in Religion is 
fairly guaged, perhaps, by the money they 
put into it, Good, steady and sensible as 
they may be, they are not much at church 
building or asylum sustaining. The zial- 
oua ticket vender at the church fair pre­
fers to deal with a married man every 
time. It is well that the churches of the 
country are so well built up. Perhaps 
the matured generation has been over­
drawn upon in this particular, and the 
incoming generation is evening matters 
up by tco much economy. So the whirl- 
gig of time brings in its revenges.

Those of our typical young men who do 
get married do so with much less senti­
mentalism than was displayed in former 
decades. We observe the influence of this 
fact in the novels of the day. The pre­
liminaries are short, direct and matter of- 
fact. A young man writing, or even 
quoting poetry in such affairs is as much 
the exception now as it was the rule in 
other ages when troubadours did a rush­
ing business.

Our fair to-average young men, if they 
look over the summary of their expenses 
for the y ear will observe that most of their 
money is spent on themselves. It goes 
for board and clothing. It serves to grat­
ify this or that little taste in luxuries, It 
helps them to “have a good time.” Our 
young men do like, occasionally, to “have 
a good time and they must have it. 
But their money does not go for charity. 
Not much of it goes to the Church. And, 

local pulpit speaker observed, they 
do not even spend it on their girls. It is 
all fur self. The dollar mark is solely 
before Ego. It is this selfi-hness that 
thoughtful people are beginning to con­
sider tho chief fault of your ordinarily 
respectable young follow. That kind of 
man doesn’t lend Ms life for the defense 
of his country. Self sactifice can not ba 
hopefully predicated on such indications.

This is the young man as you meet him 
with “naught extenuated and naught eet 
down in malice.” The characteristics are 
those of a healthy animal endowed with 
an attenuated soul. The spiritual life is 
too much eliminated from the every-day 
world of the people to give us the best at­
tainable types of manhood.
