ciples of tactics and manoeuvres too, he was thoroughly ac-
gquainted.

“Besides-being well versed in army matters, the Emperor
was thoroughly familiar with naval affairs, haviug a technical
mastery of the details that go to make up the efficiency of a
fleet. Study of naval problems was one of his pet occupations.
His influence was potent in fostering the development of Ger-
man commerce, art and science. His interference in these -af-

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The Civﬂ Re-estabuehmem Depart-

‘ment is Working With the Uni-
verskty Authorities and Furnish-
ing Part of Jost. ; :

Kingston, Noy. 20.—The problem
of educating: the returned soldier is
occupying the ioint attentign of the
Soldiers’ Civil Re-establishitient De-
partment-and the‘trustees of Queen's
University. At present there is no
definite policy, but the action taken
in every case is for the greatest good
of the soldier. In the case of re-
turned discharged @ soldiers  who
have been students, or were about
to become students prior to enlist-
ing, every encouragement is being
given to them to continue their
university work: . But there is need
of greater flexibility in the policy.
As it now stands, any man who,
breke ' his university year: to  enlist
given financial aid to complete
that year, and ~is ecarried on the
strength of the department of Sol-
diers’ Civil - Re-establishment. In
the case of a man who completed a
year before enlisting, he is allowed
to take the next year at the expense
of the vocational department. This
enables the student to carry -on
with his studies without delay, and
tides .him over until the end of the
;academic year, when he can obtain
employmernt = during the summer
months and so continue his course.

In the case of men whe matricu-
lated and were ready to enter the
university prior tc  enlisting, ar-
rangements have been made where-
by they can ‘take their first year,
with the assistance of the Soldiers’
Re-establishment Department. Ev-
ery individual ease is, of
considered- privately, amikd the man
is allowed ' a ~great amount of lati-
tude in the choice of his course.
Theére ‘are at present fifteen dis-
charged-soldiers who are taking
courses’ ‘at Queen’s University in
accordance with this pélicy.

Another ‘class of men who are
giving. the department some cause
for earnest thought is made up of
men, or rather boys, who enlisted
from high school just before matri-
culating.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.—The necessity. for wartime secrecy
having passed, the British Admiralty has now told in an official
statement of the exploits of Captain Gordon Campbell, known
as the “Mystery V. C.” ever since the Vlcthla Cross. was con-
ferred upon him in February, 1917, while he was in command’
of one of the “Q” boats, which for a time wrought havoec among

submarines. In telling the story the British Bureau of Inform-
ation quoteg Sir Eric Geddes First Lord of the Admiralty, as
saying:

“I think nothing more. ‘mspiring could :-be written about the
callantry of officers or men on land or sea from the story of.the
ofticers and men of the ‘Q’ ships.” )

Early in February, 1917, Captain Campbell was navigating
his ship in the Irish Sea. She .appeared to be an unarmed and:
clumsy freighter, and a hidden submarine promptly let loose at
her. A big hole was knocked in her side mear the engine room,
and some of the bulkheads gave way. The ship appeared to be
gsinking. There were hurried orders, some of the boats were
iowered, and, in the scré,mb]e, it seemed as if her whole crew
were abandoning her.

Then the Battle Began

The submarine, w'ell satisfied with what its commander ob-
served through his periscope, rose to the surface about two
hundred yards away on the starboard quarter. She steamed
across the seemingly wrecked ship’s bows and fetched up about
three hundred yards away on the port side,

Meanwhile aboard the stricken “Q” boat things were hap-
pening. In reality only a small part of her crow had abandon-
«d her, and the rest, under perfect discipline, had taken up their
cun stations. Suddenly the false.work that made the apparent-
ly clumsy freighter seem such easy prey dropped away like
stage scenery. This is what huppened as the British Bureau
of Information tells the story:

“Destruction smote the U-boat swiftly and relentlessly.
The white ensign was hoisted. ‘Fire!’ came the order, as every
gun was’ brought:to bear at point-blank range. The first shot
from a six-pounder struck the submarine’s conning tower and
blew off the commanding officer’s head. Quick-firing guns. and:
Maxims barked and rattled, beating the submarine’s hull into
serap iron.

“Finally the shattered hulk of the submarme keeled over
and sank. ‘Cease fire!’ ordered Captam Campbell, as he gent
away boats to pick up survivors: Of these only two were found
——an officer and a man. The boats were recalled to the victor-
ious ship, herself a maimed and stricken thing, slowly. sinking
by the stern, and help was signalled-for.

“While the fight-was;going on the chief engmeer and his
staff remained in the flooded engine room and kept the dyna—!
mos and machinery going until driven from their posts by in-
rushing water. They then crept onto the engines and  hid
there until the fight was ended. Even -after warships came to
their aid, the dangers of Campbell and his crew, were not over.
Time after time it seemedl as if the sea would claim their ves-
sel, but on the day following the action she was beached to pre-
vent her from sinking.

“Thig ‘Q ship was a steamer of 3 000 tons, her arma.ment
being disguised by various devices. Another time she was
sighted at 11 o’clock in the morning and attacked by a ' sub:
marine. Hysterical appeals were sent out from the ‘Q’ ship by
wireless in hope that the enemy would intércept them and
gain confidence. The ‘panie party’ proceeded to bandon. - the
ship. - To lend color to the general demoralization and con-
fusion, one'of the boats was purposely dropped by a smgle fall
and remained hanging in a vertical position. The ship, how-
ever, became disabled and a 'ﬁrpqraged aft, which eventually

A Grizzlies Killed
~ in30 Seconds

!/

World’s Record Made With Guns of

Light Calibre by Two Daring
Canadian Hunﬁers‘ :

Vancouver, B.C., Nov_ 15.—Two
men, two guns and four dead griz-
zlies in thirty secomds. Such is the
story of a world’s record established
recently by two Canadian hunters,
0. J. Rognon and F. J. Dickie, of this
city. The rifles used were .33 and
30-.30, which makes the record still
meore unusual owing to the lightness
of the calibre of the guns.

The men penetrated twenty miles!
of the Rocky Mountains, lying in theI
Lillooet district, back from the Pac-
ific Great Eastern line, ascending
some 7,000 feet. The season was
very early and snow still lay even
ovey the creeks in the valleys, mak-
ing travelling particularly difficult.
Everything had to be paeked on
their backs.

Three days were
cover . twenty miles, travelling an
average -of twelve - hours a day./
This brought them to the real grizzly’
country, admitted by veteran hunt-
ers to be the best in the world.

. The snow was everywhere, even on
the creeks. They scraped away the
snow with their snow shoes as sho-
vels and pitched their light tent.
-The day following they spetted four
large grizzlies: on & slide nearly -a
mile above them. The grizzlies were
feeding on the new green grass
which appears in the spring of the
year, even when snow covers most
of the Hhill country. The wind was
right, but to avoid the effect of its
possgible quick ' veering, a common
thing in the mountains, the men
made a long detour, then - climbed
straight up several hundred feet |
above the bears and came down up-
on them:.

The bears in the meantime  had
finished.” eating “and -had lain down
on a little ledge. The wall of this,
some three feet high, cut off their
view; and-the men ¢rawled to with-
in a hundred féet, a record. in con:
nection with grizzly, whoese hearing
is exceptional. So well placed were
the shots ‘that they killed the bears
in the space.of thirty, seconds. iy

When ' we take ‘into consideration
that the average egg production on
the Canadian farm s 75 or 80.-eggs
per . hen, and “when well managed
flocks average 120 to 180 eggs and
individual hens even g0 higher than
300 eggs on the twelve months, it
looks as though improvement might

be made in the class of stock many
keep.

is best. They should be from a good
laying strain.  They should be from
good - healthy parentage,  and for
'winter - egg production ' pullets only
l—and early pullets—should bé kept.
i Th an expefiment condueted at
one of the Branch Experimental
Farm where four different ages of
birds were in ‘compestition for winter
egg production, it was found that
‘early pullets produced eggs at an av-
erage cost of 16.7 eents, late pullets
28.2 cents, two-year-old hens 95.1
cents, and three-year-old hens $8.76
per dozen. Figures semewhat sim-
ilar to these could be procured in
larger quantities, The early pullet
is the.only bird that should be kept
for winter egg production, and it is
the winter eggs that pay. A dozen
of eggs at Christmas is worth two or
three dozen in May or June.

plunged the world into war. Upon
him and the tremendous military en-
gzine of destruction, of which he was
the originator and embodiment; the
cxponent and leader, rests the sole
responsibility of planning and bring-
ing about the greatest conflict’ the
world has ever seen.

sanctioned by the kaiser, and finally
he was exiled to Switzerland.

William's designs ' to. spread. his
dominions in Asia found expression
in his famous wisits to Constantino-
ple, when -he was . Pproclaimed as
‘“‘protector of the Moslems.” In thls
the world saw @a cunming step to-1
ward achievement of the “German
ambition of dominion from Berlin

one day I shall be called upon to
give account.
terfere with my tasgk I ghall crush.”

In all these utterances, strange to
say, the world saw not a menace
but a comiedy.

- The couscientions ohjector
proposes that by the virtue of other
men’s blood he and his shall not only
exist ‘but prosper. If'‘he is but fair-
ly informed he must know that the
1ife he lives and expects to live is
possible only because : most men do
not hold -his views, but undergo hard
ships and dangers that he does not
igshare. He 'says, virtually, that the
only course by which he and his
family can. hope to" Hive is a ‘course
esgentially sinful.. If that be true.
he apd his have no:right to remain
in“a country that he wiil not defend,
and enjoy protdetion won by dangers
and sufferings -he will not share, and
by sorrows .and sacrifices of people
{to  whom killing is as abhorrent as
it can possibly be to the most radic-
al conscientious objector.

He holds it wrong to
kill: ‘It must certainly then -be glor-
fous to relieve sufféring and to save
life: Good. Lét him then man the
stretchers and  bring back - the
wounded from the firing line. No-
body can ‘accuse him  of cowardice,
for he has never been tried, and here
is aservice exactly in line with his
highest principles.-and one:that will
test his mettle too. . If he does it, no
one will ask him to kill Germans.

~Then if there should chance to be
more conscientious objectors than
are needed for stretcher bearers or
other service in the direct relief of
suffering, let him dig trenches, recon
struct raflways, build defenses, feed
and curry ‘horses, repair equipment,
salvage -the waste, scrub hospitals
and -mess halls——in other Wwords do
something to help—anything to jus-|
tify his “existence among brave and
self-respecting people defending the
principles that the Lord promulgated
and commanded should -be -extended
to the uttermost parts of the earth
—including Germany.

Let him do @fiything useful in the
army that will keéep blood off his
hands, even if a lttle of his own
ishould get spifed now and then in
thé doing. - So should he justify his
right to''life and property and fam-
ily in ‘the country that gave him
birth and protection. So shall he be
justified when the war is over.

What! Compel him to wear a un-
iform? Yes, if necessary; no, if not
necessary. But what if he objects?
Bosh!  If any man claiming this as
his country. is, askamed or unwilling
to recognize and® wear its insignia
in the service, then it i8 good disecip-
line to strap it on himi and compel
him to wear it. This is Armageddon;
and before it is over the conscien-
tious objector will thank his Tucky
stars to be found -in. the uniform of
the Lord—Country Gentleman. ;
