——Ten million dollars’ worth “f gold
and silver bullion of the Santa Gertrudis
Mining Company, an English corporation,
has been confiscated by the Carranza
authorities at the mines, 30 miles north of
Mexico City, according to a despatch re-
ceived at San Antonio, Tex., from Pachuca.
The only explanation given by the military
authorities, it is said, was that the bullion
was to be converted into meney,
for “ military purposes, ” for the pacifica-
tion of Mexico by the constitutional gov-
ernment. A protest has been lodged with
the British Government.

——Capt. Trumbull Warren, Toronto,
who was killed in action on April 20, left
an estate valued at $162,879. The late
Capt. Warren was president of the Gutta
Percha Rubber Company, and the largest
single item of his property is shares in it,
valued at $78,000, He held stocks with a
total value of $133,137, and eight life in-
surance policies amounting to $29,821.
His will was made on January 9, 1911, be-
fore his marriage to Miss Marjory Laura
Braithwaite. It directs that all his pro-
perty go to her.

——TFire, destroying the arena, and a
large storehouse belonging to the Domin-
ion Atlantic Railway, with its contents,
broke out in Kentville, N. S., early Wed-
nesday morning, June 16, under very sus-
picious Circumstances, and into which an
investigation is likely to be held. Theen-
tire destruction of the arena, a building
erected at a cost of over $10,000, and the
storehousé containing at least $16,000
worth of railway material, includjng con-
siderable furniture and fittings and valu-
able woods for the D. A. R. steamérs, will
involve a loss close to $30,000.

——Abner Crowe, aged sixty-five, an
employé of the Maritime Bridge Company,
New Glasgow, N, S., was instantly killed
on Saturday, the result of an accident at
the plant. ile he was-«operating-a
radial drill his clothing cafhe in contact
with the rapidly revolving drill and wound
about the spindle, whirling the unfortun-
ate man against various other objects with
such force as to cause instant death. The
deceased came to New Glasgow two years
ago from Londonderry, Colchester County,
N.S. He was married, and had a family,

——Reperts to the militia department
at Ottawa, in regard to the three fires
which have occurred in the Quebec arsen-
al during the past week indicate that none
of them was of an incendiary origin, and
that there is no-ground for the assertion
that they were caused by alien enemiés in
an attempt to interfere. with Canada’s
production of arms and ammunition. The
first fire was caused by an explosiop,
which occurred while an experiment was
being made with newly manufactured ex-

Josives. - The third fire was due to'a
fghtnmg bolt, and the origin of the other
fire has also been satisfactorily explained.

——The total Canadian contributions
to the Belgian Relief Fund up to May 18
were $2,071,082.63, as shown in a supple-
mentary report just make by the relief
committee in Montreal.

In addition to -five special steamers
which were dispatched from Canada with
foodstuffs, clothing, etc., for the starving
Belgians, there have been ten shipments
by regular steamships, totalling.in value
$30,645. On the date in question, there
were on hand clothing to the value of
$54,090, foodstuffs worth $7,500, and
available funds amounting to $48,147.63

——Letters of administration have been
granted in London of the English estate
of Philip Leon Victor Pott (better known
as “Harry Fragson”), of Rue Lafayette,
Paris, who was killed by his father on
December 30, 1913, He died intestate and
a bachelor, leaving, as next-of-kin, his
father, Victor Pott, who has since died
without taking out administration. Let-
ters of administration of the property
have thereforé been granted to the Solici-
tor to the Treasury as administrator of
of the estate of Victor Pott. The father’s
estate was sworn about two months ago
at £250, and it was stated that he had died
intestate and a widower without any
known relation, and his property therefore
reverted to the Crown. The value of the
estate to be administered is £1,067 gross,
with net personalty £543. The figure
sworn represents the English estate only.

——Jerome D. Travers won the national
open golf championship of the United
States, at Short Hills, N. J, on June 18,
this being the second time in the history
of the United States Golf Association that
the honor has been won by an amateur.
Travers’ score was 297. Tom McNamara
was second, with 298, and Robert Mac-
Donald, Buffalo, third, with a card of 300.

Travers has won four national amateur
and five metropolitan, as well as several
other important golf championships.

Francis Quimet, the amateur champion,
who won the open event two years ago
after playing off a brilliant tie with Var-
don and Ray at Brookline, Mass,, could
not control his clubs in the contest on
June 18, and finished with a total of 317.

Chich Evans, the young Chicagoan, who
holds the western amateur title, also played
disappointingly, although he finished ten
strokes ahead of Quimet.

——Ten days after he had accomplished
the most sensational arial exploit of the
war in destroying a Zeppeiln six thousand
feet-above Belgium, Sub-Lieut. Reginald
A. J. Warneford, fell five thousand feet
with an &roplane in-Paris on June 17, and
was instantly killed. With fiim as a pass-
enger was Mr. Henry Beach Needham. a
well-known American magazine writer,
who died a few hours later in the English
hospital in the Trianon Palace, Versailles,
-af nis mjuries. -

Lieut. Warneford was not a Canad|an
as previously. reported, He was born in
Cooch Behar, India, in 1882. His fatheris
at present in India. His mother is a
daughter of Captain A. Campbell, D. S. O,
of the Indian Marines. His family is from
Wiltshire, England. Before the war Lieut.
Warneford served on the transport steam-
er Somali, of the P. and O. S. S. Line, and
before that he was employed on British
Indian steamers plying on the India and
Persia coast. He arrived in England from
India in 1913.

He, however, has cousins in Canada.
They are Dr. Warneford, of Hampton, N.
B., and the Rey. C. A. Warneford, rector
of the Anglican Church, Johnston, N. B.

——The Most Rev. Louis Phillippe Ade-
lard Langevin, O. M. L, D. D., Archbishop
of St. Boniface, Manitoba, died in the
Hotel Dieu Hospital, Montreal, Tuesday
morning, June 15, He had been m poor
health for some time,
Archbishop Langevin was born at St.
Isidore, Quebec, August 23, 1855. He was
educated at Sulpiclan College, Grand
Seminary and St. Mary’s (Jesuit) College,
Montreal, and received his degree of
Doctor of Divinity at Rome in 1892.
Joined the Order of Oblates in 1881, was
ordained the following year and served as
a missionary in connexion with St. Petet’s
Church, Montreal, for three years. For
the next eight years he was professor of
theology at Ottawa University and vice-
dean of the Theological faculty. On the
invitation of the late Archbishop Taché
he went to Manitoba as superior of the
Oblates in the archdiocese of St. Boniface,
and rector of St. Mary’s Church, Winni-
peg, 1893.- He took a prominent part in
the public discussions on the Manitoba
school question, and was elected second
Archbishop of St. Boniface, succeeding
the late Mgr. Taché in January, 1895, He
completed the construction of the new
cathedral in Oct., 1908, He attended the
Plenary Council, Quebec, 1009, and the
Eucharistic Congress, Montreal, 1910.
The funeral took place in Wmmpeg on
Tuesday, June 22.

ADMIRAL SIR H. JACKSON
it
DMIRAL Sir Henry Bradwardine
Jackson, K. C. V.0, F. R. S, who
has succeeded Lord Fisher as First Sea
Lord of the Admiralty, isa Yorkshireman.
He was born at Barnsley on January 21,
1865, the eldest son of Mr. Henry Jackson,
of Cudworth ; and he joined the service in
1868. He was a lieutenant of the Active
during the Zulu War of 1878-79. Origin-
ally he specialized in the navigating
branch, but in September, 1881, entered
the Vernon to qualify as a torpedo lieu-
tenant. After three and a half years as a
staff officer of this ship, during which time
he was in charge of the tender Vesuvius,
he.was promoted to commander on Jan-
uary 1, 1890.

It was in 1891, when commander of the
Edinburghin the Mediterranean, that the
idea of employing Hertzian waves as a

it8elf to him. At that time the Navy was
seeking for some method by which a tor-
pedo-boat could announce its approach to
a friendly ship. Four years later, when
he was commander of the Devonport
torpedo school-ship Defiance, he continued
his experiments with such success that he
was able to communicate messages with-

out wires from one end of the ship to the
other. In the following year, 1896, in
which he was promoted captain, he met
Mr. Marconi, and from this date until
appointed Naval Attaché in Paris early in
1897, the two inventors were in close
touch, mutually assissing each other de-
veloping their ideas anc. schemes.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.

Sir Henry Jackson remained responsible
for the progress of wireless' telegraphy in
the Navy until 1906, on October 18 of
which year he became a rear-admiral.
During these years his appointments had
been such as to facilitate the experiments
and research work which he pursued.
On returning from Paris he was gtven
command in 1899 of the torpedo depdt-
ship Vulcan; and in 1902 he became
Assistant Director of Torpedoes at the
Admiralty. After a period in command
of the battleship Casar, he was appointed
captain of the Vernon, torpedo school ship
at Portsmouth, in September, 1904, and
he had only been five months in this post
when Lord Fisher, under whom he had
served in the Mediterranean, selected him
for the officeé of Third Sea Lord and Con-
troller of the Navy. It was while he was
thus responsible for the material of the
Navy that the Dreadnought and Invincible
were built, and he was one of the four
captains on the committee of design
which recommended the construction of
these ships, the others being Sir John
Jellicoe, Rear-Admiral Bacon, and Rear-
Admiral Madden.

WAR STAFF SERVICE
On leaving the Admiralty in October,

1908 Six.- Henry, as he had now become,

having been awarded the K. C. V. O. in
1906, was appointed Rear-Admiral Com-
manding the Cruiser Squadron in the
Mediterranean, where he remained for
two years. From October to December,
1910, he acted as representative of the Ad-
miralty at the International Conference
on Aerial Navigation at Paris, and in Feb-
ruary, 1911, he was selected to command
the Royal Naval War College, which had
recently been established by Lord Fisher
at Portsmouth. This post he also held for
two years, and in the naval manceuvres of
1912 he seryed afloat in command of the
Seventh Squadron. In February, 1913, he
was transferred from the War College to
the position of Chief of the War Staff at
the Admiralty, which had been instituted
a year previously with Rear-Admiral
Troubridge as its first director. After 18
months as head of the War Staff, Sir
Henry Jackson was nominated to be Com-
mander-in-Chief in the Mediterranean, in
succession to Sir Berkerley Milne, but the
war intervened, and he was employed at
the Admiralty in a special capacity, his old

post having been fiilled by Sir Doveton
Sturdee.—The Times. N

London, June 16.—Prof. J. H. Morgan,
in\an address at University College, gave
a remarkable story of the winning of the
Victoria Cross.

A young subaltern had a pair of binocu-
lars of which he was very proud, and he
bored everybody by exhibiting them. The
subaltern and others in the trenches were
driven back by the Germans and went in
to support trenches. Suddenly the sub-
altern cried “Good God,” and ran back to
the trench they had left, which was then
in possession of the enemy. -

A sergeant followed him, and came
back to the commanding officer and said :

“He has captured the trench, sir.”

The commanding officer obtained some
support and went to the trench, where he
found the subaltern with a revolver in
each hand holding a whole row of Ger-
mans, who had laid down their rifles and
were holding up their hands.

The commanding officer afterward said
to him:

“You will probably get a Victoria Cross
for that, but it was a very foolish thing to
do, to try and recapture a trench single-
handed.”

and in Poland, the week witnessed few
changes in the line of battle, though con-
siderable fighting took place, In the east-
ern theatre, therefore, the honors of the
week rested with the central European
powers.

In the south-central field, Italy appears
to have made steady progress against
Austria-Hungary, in Trentino, in the Car-
nic Alps, and on_the Isonzo River. The
Austrian fleet bombarded coast towns of
Italy, without doing any considerable
damage, and returned to its base. An
Italian submarine was torpedoed and sunk
in the Adriatic by an Austrian submarine,
the first incident of the kind ever to have
been recorded. -

On the Gallipoli Peninsula and in the
Dardanelles operations have been con-
ducted with great vigor, but the details
have been'withheld. Reports emanating
from Constantinople, manifestly unreli-
able, claim that Turkey is more than
holding its own. It is now more than
ever certain that these operations will be
greatly protracted, and will involve great
sacrifice before success is attained.

No news in regard to the Campaign in
South-West Africa has been received dur-
ing the week. If fighting there was, it
must have been in the north-eastern part
of the :territory, on which the Union
troops were supposed ta be advancing.

A report was, receiveg the week that a
French force had taken the German mili-
tary post of Woso on the river Sanga in
Cameroon on the border of the French
Congo territory. This station is in the
district ceded by France to Germany on
the outcome of the Agadir affair.

The German submarine “blockade” of
British ports went on throughout the week,
but the vessels sunk were fewer than in
the previous week, though the loss of life
was greater, being to the number of about
forty in all.

More Zeppelin raids on England were
reported, chiefly-on the north-east coast;
and over forty civilians were killed. As
an offset to this, a raid by French aviators
was made on Carlsruhe, the capital of the
Grand Duchy of Baden, and an enormous
amount of damage wasdone to public and
private buildings and military establish-
ments. A considerable number of people
were killed.

Nothing of a definite character was re-
ported during the week, concerning any
change in the attitude of those neutral
powers mhich may become belligerents,
though the usual speculation and conjec-
ture were indulged in.

The week reviewed has impressed
everyone with the idea that the war is to
be much further prolonged; indeed, it
would seem that it has now only fairly be-
gun.

WEEDS ON VACANT LOTS

———

What undoubtedly constitutes a menace
to those farmers who are making an hon-
est effort to keep their farms clean is the
crop of weeds found growing on vacant
lots and roadsides in and around our
towns and cities. These vacant lots are
often nothing more nor less than nurse-
ries and breeding places. for. all kinds* of
weeds. This is especially true of towns
where large areas adjoining have been
subject to wildcat sub-divisioning and have
had roadways ploughed, forming lodging
places for weeds, which are allowed to
grow unmolested. These produce count-
less numbers of seeds, to be blown and
scattered by the winds over the farms.
So far, bulletins, articles and advice per-
taining to weed control have been directed
at the farmer. A glance at the conditions
found in most of our cities and towns will
prove convincing that the farmer is not
entirely to blame in the matter of weed
seed production and distribution.

In the West the weed inspectors are
being trained and instructed along lines
that will enable them to assist the farmers
in weed control, while at the same time
provision by law is made to prevent any
farmer from allowing his farm to become
a breeding place for weeds and a menace
to his neighbours. In most towns there
are by-laws covering the weed problem,
but too often they are not enforced.
Those living in towns and cities should
co-operate and do their bit in the ‘war
against weeds. This is an' important
matter, and should receive strict attention
by every town council. Action should be
taken at once and not deferred until the
weeds ripen and scatter their seeds.—F.
C. N.—Special Conservation Bulletin..

THE GERMANS AND AFRICA. Their Aims on the
Dark Continent and how they acquired their
African Colonies. By Evans Lewin. (Cassell,
10s. 6d. net.) 2

‘THE PoLITICAL GEOGRAPHY OF AFRICA BEFORE
AND AFTER THE ‘WAR. An address delivered
beforé the Royal Geographical Society on Feb-
ruary 24, 1915. By Sir Harry H. Johnston.

1\ R. Lewin’s book is timely and, much

more than timely, extremely well
and lucidly done. It handles a big subject

with a just sense of proportion, with a

rigid suppression of superfluous detail,

and with a moderation of tone which
mark thorough knowledge of the subject
and a constant thought for the object in
view. Criticisms there might well be.

Such as they are, we hastéen to have done

with them. The chief is that the book as

a whole is perhaps too drab in tone, too

sober and unemotional, too consciously

subjected to a rigid restraint in the writ-
ing, for such a subject. It misses the
suggestion of drama that is the life of all
history.. Mr. Lewin sees German aims
and ambitions in Africa almost wholly as
the machinations of statesmen-and their
agents. He shows hardly at all the pas-

<= -sipn-that-Hy behind these cool and de-

liberate and calculating schemes; the
yearnings for Empire of the German peo-
ple; their passionate resentment against
other nations which had had such a long
start of Germany in the race of colonial
expansion; above all, the effect of Ger-
man acquisitions upon the native races
that were brought under their rule. In
this respect Sir Harry Johnston’s pam-
phlet is infinitely superior. It holds in its
few pages more of the glow and fire of
national rivalry and of the human agony
that has resulted from it, through thous-
ands upon remote thousands®of miles of
African territory, than Mr. Lewin has got
into all his book. But that is-to say no
more than that the pamphlet is the work of
a man who has seen distinguished service
as an African administrator. We would
not press such a comparison, which, on a
point like this, would do less than justice
to the work of an exceptionally able and
sympathetic student. One other criticism
can be as lightly touched. Mr. Lewin’s
references are not always complete, or
self-explanatory. Page 216, where. a
quotation is given from a pamphlet by
Sir Percy Fitzpatrick as though he was
the author of the passage cited, is an ex-
ample.

What Mr. Lewin has brought out, with
admirable clearness and with an exact
sense of proportion, is the deliberate and
long-planned progress of German schemes
in Africa. He makes us see the leaders
of German policy poring over the map of
Africa and putting their finger with an al-
most malign far-sightedness upon certain
essential spots. “Here we must go; and
here; and here. This' must be joined
with that. Here we must establish towns,
here drive railways, here win some scrap
of territory now held by Britain, or
France, or Belgium,” as each case might
be. The sense of this scheming, this
foresight, this thorough organization, this
implacable determination, grows more
and more strongly upon the reader as he
goes from page to page. And every-
where, in the German view, the means
have justified the end. Sharp practice,
false assurances, ruthless treatment of
native races, alternate’ coaxing and bully-
ing of France and Belgium, contemptuous
cajoling of Great Britain—the record of
all these things is everywhere. Mr.
Lewin can have felt little surprise at the
revelation of Germany’s thoughts and
ways that the war has brought to most
Englishmen. He knew them all before,
as would anyone who had troubled to be-
come familiar with German progress in
Africa.

A few examples of this may not be
amiss. On February 7, 1883, Count Her-
bert Bismarck, speaking as the accredited
agent of the German Government, assured
the British representative that Germany
had not “the least design to establish any
footing in South Africa.” Almost exactly
two months later, in.April, the German
flag ' was hoisted on the coast of what has
since been German South-West Africa.
For a whole year the British and Cape
Governments dallied with the situation
thus created. ‘When at last a formal pro-
test was made by the Cape to the British
Government, her Majesty’s Ministers had
come to the conclusion that it was too
late to 'do anything.. They had trusted
the German assurance, and had been de-
ceived and forestalled. Togoland went to
Germany in'much the same way, and so
did the Cameroon. In both places, asin
German South-West ‘Africa, German
traders prepared the way, and when the
time came the German Government
backed their claims, That way also went
German East Africa. Here, too, the Ger-
man Government gave to Great Britain
the assurance that she was not endeavour-
ing to obtain a protectorate over Zanzibar.

ing. At the moment when it was given a
German expedition, under the notorious)
Karl Peters, was perambulating the in-
terior of the Sultan’s territory. Nomin-
ally, its objects were exploration and
trade. Actually, it was busily engaged in
extorting concessions of territory from the
tribal chiefs. When the inevitable claim
to the territory came, the British Govern-
ment again gave way. This case is the
more flagrant because in the same month
{November, 1884) in which this particular
assurance  was given by Germany  to
Great Britain an International Conference
met at Berlin, under the presidency of
Bismarck. It ‘purported to settle the
spheres of influence of the European
Powers in Africa. ‘Germany alone knew
what ‘her agents were doing in East
- Africa; and to the conference German;
said nothing. %

The Kaiser’s visit to Tangier in 1905,
the humiliation of France that followed,
the Agadir crisis of 1911, were all parts of |
the same campaign. Germany wanted
colonial possessions "in Africa, and got
them by these methods. But most of all
she wanted a port on"the north coast of

.. Africa. As Sir Harry Johnston says:.

“The Germans never took their eyes off
North Africa. . . . If there was one
point more than. another worth making

_ for on the” Atlantic coast of Morocco it
was the Bay of Agadir, which is the only

. position on that coast where, with a com-|
+~paratively moderate expenditure . of
money, a really good naval harbour might

bemade. . . . Germany would begin
here with another Tsing-tau, some forti-
fied place which would require months of
siege and great expenditure of life to take
from her; and from such a point would,
of course, eventually achieve her ambition
of dominating North Africa.”

And, foiled in that aim for'the moment,
she wrung from France, as the price of
peace, concessions in West Africa which
brought her colony of Cameroon to the
valley of the Congo. So it all hangs to-
gether ; and Englishmen who have been
blind to it for so long might do much
worse than take and read Mr. Lewin’s
book—and have their eyes opened. - We
would add one warning, let them not be
too much fascinated by his chapter on
“The Future of the German Colonies.”
That is a particularly thorny subject. In
appr ing it, it is as well not to forget,
as he is inclined to do, that these
vast territories are the dwelling-places of
millions of native peoples. Their destinies
cannot lightly be handed over to the
charge of any nation whose ambitions
might be gratified by a present of terri-
tory in Africa.—The Times Literary Sup-
