On Thursday a tremendous offen­
sive was commenced by picked Ger­
man troops on the French forces 
north of Rheims. The object of the 
foe was to 'clear the left bank of the 
Aisne, and the assault failed 
over a greater part of the front save 
for their entry into some first line 
trenches. To-day’s report is that the 
French are steadily regaining the 
lost ground, despite the fact that the 
Huns are using liquid fire against 
them. Haig's tnreps. have reached 
the Cambrai-tit. Quentin road, and 
have driven a wedge into the Hin- 
denburg line between these two 
points.

President Wilson has at last form­
ally signed a declaration of war, and 
our neighbors are going at things in 
alert fashion. All the interned Ger­
man vessels have been seized, Con­
gress will be asked to pass a mili­
tary budget of three and a half bil­
lions, an army of one million is to 
be raised within a year, and the 
navy strength is to be raised from 
68,000* to 197,000 

aid and speeding up of supplies will, 
however, undoubtedly lie their best 
methods of help. Premier Lloyd 
George, on behalf of his cabinet, has 
formally welcomed Ibis latest recruit 
to the Allied cause, and expresses 
the belief that Uncle Sam only held 
back until com iiiced that the strug­
gle is one for human liberty and not 
dictated by sordid motives.

Dublin, April 7—(Correspondence 
of The Associated Press)-—All Ire­
land appears to be engaged in one 
vast ploughing match. Ploughs are
being drawn 6y every available type 
of animal while men and women 
who never put their hands to a 
plough before have learned to do 
the work in the submarine emer­
gency. The Irish Department of 
Agriculture has thrown all its exe­
cutive machinery into the effort to 
increase the tillage enormously and 
has obtained a decree under the 
Defence of the Realm Act making a 
certain minimum percentage of ex­
tra tillage compulsory on every far­
mer in Ireland holding more than 
ten acres of land.

This novel law requires that every 
farmer must till at least ten per 
cent, of the arable part of his hold- 

; ings in addition to whatever am- 
I ount he tilled last year, unless he is 
already cultivating fifty per cent, 
of his land, in which case he is not 
obliged to do more. There are 350,- 
000 holdings to which this regulation 
applies, with an arable area of 14,- 
500,000 acres.

The department’s County Com­
mittees, which have for years been 
organized in every county of Ire­
land, have stopped all other work 
and put their experts and adminis­
trative staffs on the sole work of 
food-production, 
ized special committees in 
parish and are mobilizing 
available supplies of seeds, manur­
es and implements.

THE MAN WHO GOT 35 GERMAN AIRPLANESMoney Will Not Purchase 
Food in Germany To-day

Conditions in the Teuton E mpire Described by an Eng­
lish Family Who Have Reached Their Own 

Land After a Term of Captivity and Pri­
vations Amon g the Huns

An English family just exchanged 
out of Germany and now in London, 
has given the New York Sun an 
count of the actual food conditions 
in Germany.

Whereas the Drachen is in­
convenienced by a wind of from 50 
to 55 feet a second, Le Caquot can 
remain in the air unless the wind 
exceeds 65 to 75 feet a second.

It takes 50 experienced men to 
manoeuvre it for as soon as it leaves 
the shed great attention must be paid 
to the wind currents so as to save 
the envelope from being torn. At­
tached to the balloon is a wicker 
car, in which the observer is install- 

j ed with his maps, charts, arms, 
barometers, and telephone, the lat­
ter fixed over his ears so as to leave 
his hands free. He is also provided 
with glasses and a white silk para­
chute for emergency.

When the balloon attains an alti­

tude of from 2,000 feet to 3,000 
feet the windlass to which the cable 
is fixed is drawn by horses or motor­
car at a moderate pace to a point 
near the enemy lines, where a re­
fuge excavated in the soil has been 
prepared. This accomplished, the 
observer transmits his instructions 
by telephone. Two anti-aircraft posts 
are established nearby to keep off 
the German airplanes. If the bal­
loon is menaced the crew brings it 
down from 5,000 feet in seven to 
ten minutes.

Observers frequently pass from 
fifteen to eighteen hours in the re- 
stricked space of the balloon cars, 
communicating with the batteries by 
telephone, but even strong men are 
unable to pass more than three days 
at a time at this exhausing occupa­
tion, constantly exposed to the en­
emy’s fire.
